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Executive Summary



On July 19, 2001, the Secretary of Defense issued a memorandum stating that among his “highest priorities is to have reliable, accurate and timely financial management information upon which to make the most effective business decisions.”  This memorandum announced the establishment of the Department of Defense (DoD) Financial Management Modernization Program (FMMP).  The FMMP Program Management Office (PMO) is responsible for development of the Department-wide Financial Management Enterprise Architecture (FMEA), to prescribe how DoD financial and non-financial feeder systems will interact to satisfy the priority for reliable, accurate and timely financial management information.



In conjunction with FMEA, a “deep dive” initiative was launched in August 2002 to address the business transformation of DoDs Real Property management through development of a Real Property architecture, which tightly aligns with FMEA.  The need for improvement in Real Property Management has been highlighted in recent Congressional Testimony, General Accounting Office (GAO) Reports and a study by the Office of the Undersecretary of Defense (OUSD) citing examples of inaccurate inventories, inconsistent and unreliable data, and incompatible systems.



The ultimate success of the Real Property Initiative not only depends on development of a successful architecture, but also on DoDs successful transition from its current state to the "To Be" state.  Substantial change is required within DoDs Real Property business management communities to achieve the Real Property objectives.  DoD will effect and manage this change through a successful Transition Plan that describes the processes and activities required to achieve the end objectives of the Real Property Initiative.  



The FMEA Transition Plan, provides DoD with the standards and a detailed “roadmap” to enable DoD to effectively identify, select, control, and evaluate its investments in Real Property business management operations and systems as it moves towards the objectives of the overall FMEA.  The Real Property Transition Plan is an initial plan that summarizes a series of specific Real Property Transition Plan work products and outlines the transition steps for Real Property based on the current architecture and limited integration with the FMEA Transition Plan.  This initial plan will be revised as the architecture products are refined and as it is integrated into the final FMMP Transition Plan.  


The Real Property Transition Plan is a work in progress that will be updated after the Real Property Architecture is submitted on March 3, 2003.  See Real Property Transition Plan Notes at the end of this document for a description of the alignment between sections of the deliverable "Real Property Transition Plan" and versions of the architecture.



The Real Property Transition Plan recommends a specific set of actions for the near future.  Longer-term transitions will be determined as a result of integration into the FMEA Transition Plan.  The near term transition recommendations are:



· Further refinement of the “To Be” architecture products



· Integration of the Real Property Transition Plan into the FMEA Transition Plan



· Immediate Change Management activities to communicate the Real Property program throughout DoD



· Implementation of the Quick Wins 



· Business Process Reengineering of the activities associated with the Real Property Portfolio segment 



· Assessment of candidate Real Property Systems



The Real Property Transition Plan is based on considerations that include constraints, assumptions, and risks.  The FMEA Transition Plan Strategy
 identified the following assumptions and constraints that equally apply to Real Property.



Assumptions are:


· Funding for the transition will be sufficient to accomplish change



· The transition schedule may be altered based on the financial and resource impact on the Government for any given FY



· The Transition Plan may be altered based upon the Government’s acquisition strategy



Constraints are:



· Synchronization with other architecture efforts





· Resistance to change





· Fiscal periods





· Funding cycles





· Acquisition milestones



· Deadline to finish by 2008


· Competing funding priorities


· Parallel initiatives



· Personnel skills



· Technology limitations


Some constraints are currently described at a summary level and may require a more detailed definition and mitigation plan as the program evolves.  Further, constraints may be added or modified as the program progresses.   



Although the Real Property “To Be” Enterprise Architecture is not yet approved, there is a strong end-state vision with active leadership and funding.  DoD leaders are committed to achieving world-class business management and financial information as defined by decision-support, interoperability, compliance, operational/cost efficiencies, and ultimately better support to our warfighters.  Defining and then actually executing the Real Property, and ultimately FMEA Transition Plan will be the most challenging part of the DoD integrated business and financial management transformation – the largest and most challenging transformation in history.



1. Introduction



1.1 Background



On July 19, 2001, the Secretary of Defense issued a memorandum stating that among his “highest priorities is to have reliable, accurate and timely financial management information upon which to make the most effective business decisions.”  This memorandum announced the establishment of the Department of Defense (DoD) Financial Management Modernization Program (FMMP).  The FMMP Program Management Office (PMO) is responsible for development of the Department-wide Financial Management Enterprise Architecture (FMEA), to prescribe how DoD financial and non-financial feeder systems will interact to satisfy the priority for reliable, accurate and timely financial management information.



The Chief Information Officer (CIO) Council states, “An enterprise architecture establishes the enterprise-wide roadmap to achieve the enterprise mission through optimal performance of its core business processes within an efficient information technology (IT) environment.  Simply stated, enterprise architectures are blueprints for systematically and completely defining an organization’s current (baseline) or desired (target) environment.”  The FMEA will be depicted in Command, Control, Communications, Computer, Intelligence, Surveillance, and Reconnaissance (C4ISR) work products.



In conjunction with FMEA, a “deep dive” initiative was launched in August 2002 to address the business transformation of DoDs Real Property management.  The need for improvement in Real Property Management has been highlighted in recent Congressional Testimony, General Accounting Office (GAO) Reports and a study by the Office of the Undersecretary of Defense (OUSD) citing examples of inaccurate inventories, inconsistent and unreliable data, and incompatible systems.  The current environment cannot adequately support the Department of Defense growing reliance upon its real property (land and facility support costs) data to make policy and budget decisions.  



The focus of the Real Property Initiative is a Business Transformation for DoD Real Property Management through development of a “To Be” architecture, incorporating leading practices and business process improvement, which aligns with the higher-level FMEA.  The goal is an integrated enterprise view of Real Property that eliminates Service/Agency stovepipes and provides a framework for common Real Property processes, systems, data and organization.



Enduring business transformation, however, requires a systematic approach and methodology that begins with the analysis of the “As Is” environment, the envisioning and development of the “To Be” environment and the construction of a robust Transition Plan.  



In order to gain a baseline understanding of the “As Is”, The Real Property Initiative first developed an architecture model of the current real property organizations, processes and laws through collaborative workshops, site visits to each Service and interviews with General Services Administration (GSA), Tricare Management Activity (TMA), and Defense Logistics Agency (DLA) representatives.  The “As Is” processes, process relationships, organizations, data and business rules are documented in C4ISR work products delivered to the FMEA Program Office on December 23, 2002.  This product serves as the “As Is” baseline, or starting point, for the Real Property Transition Plan.



The “To Be” future state of DoD Real Property Management emerged through iterative work sessions with Real Property representatives from each of the Services and selected Agencies.  The “To Be” processes, process relationships, organizations, data and business rules were built based on leading practices, constrained only by existing laws.  The “To Be” environment is also documented using C4ISR products.  Although the “To Be” models continue to be improved, the draft “To Be” architecture, delivered to the FMEA Program Office on February 7, 2003, serves as the basis for the Real Property Transition Plan.



This document, the Real Property Transition Plan, is based on the framework established in the FMEA Transition Plan Strategy
 document dated October 23, 2002 which outlines the goals, life cycle, principles, strategies, considerations and work products for developing the FMEA transition plan.  



The Transition Plan is a set of systematic, incremental improvements in laws, policies, systems, data, management practices and cultural norms within DoD that facilitate changes in Real Property business operations.  The initial Transition Plan for Real Property is based on the current status of the Program and may require modification as the final FMEAs transition plan evolves.  The integration of the Real Property Transition Plan into FMEA Transition Plan is included under Call 0006.



The Real Property Transition Plan is based on work products that are unique and specific to Real Property.  Other work products such as the Capability Schedule, Test Plan, Compliance Plan, Resource Plan, Stewardship Model, Communications Plan, Education and Training Plan and Incentive Plan, developed by FMEA Transition Plan are overarching and include Real Property.  Table 1-1, Real Property Work Products, highlights the Transition Plan Work Products developed for Real Property.  Those work products not highlighted include Real Property components and will be delivered with the FMEA Transition Plan.

8. Constraints and boundaries (pertinent policies, standards, regulations, compliance/certification requirements)



1.2 Purpose 



The purpose of this document is to provide a high-level comprehensive view of the Real Property Transition Work Products and recommended transition activities required for DoDs successful transition from its current state in Real Property Management to the "To Be" state.    



The Real Property Transition Plan provides DoD with the standards and a detailed “roadmap” to enable DoD to effectively identify, select, control, and evaluate its investments in Real Property business management operations and systems as it moves towards the objectives of the overall FMEA divided into manageable pieces, or segments, and summarizes a detailed program Implementation Plan for each Real Property segment.  It packages Real Property requirements into an optimal schedule that will be aligned with capital investment availability and FMEA efforts with ongoing programs and initiatives.

2. Real Property Initiative Summary



2.1 Introduction



The ultimate success of the Real Property Initiative not only depends on development of a successful architecture, but also on DoDs successful transition from its current state to the "To Be" state.  Substantial change is required within DoDs Real Property business management communities to achieve the Real Property objectives.  The Real Property Transition Plan, provides DoD with the standards and a detailed “roadmap” to enable DoD to effectively identify, select, control, and evaluate its investments in Real Property business management operations and systems as it moves towards the objectives of the overall FMEA.



To follow the “roadmap”, it is important to have a brief overview of the Real Property “As Is” Environment (Appendix A – Summary of Current Environment) and the evolution to the Real Property “To Be” Environment (Appendix B – Summary of Future Environment).



2.2 Overview of the “As Is”



The Department of Defense holds legal interests in approximately 1 million real property buildings, structures and facilities throughout the world.  The scope and variety of these assets are unmatched by any other government or private enterprise.  The value of the DoDs total real property inventory approaches $600 billion, and the funds needed to operate, sustain and upgrade the assets exceed $30 billion each year.  Real property assets support the accomplishment of all Defense missions and are therefore critical components of the success of these missions.



Recent GAO findings and congressional testimony suggest that DoDs “Real Property Management Needs Improvement”.
    According the report, DoD does not have a comprehensive strategy for maintaining the services’ infrastructure.



1) Each service sets its own standards for maintaining infrastructure.



2) Each service differs in the way it rates property conditions, prioritizes repairs, and allocates resources.



3) Each service applies different conditions and/or criteria for rating repairs.  As a result, the service headquarters cannot be certain that the most critical properties in need of maintenance and repair are targeted.



4) Given incomplete and inconsistent data and different real property rating systems among the services, Congress cannot be assured that funding for DoDs real property maintenance and repairs will provide the best return on investment.



Title 10 regulates that only the Military Services and Washington Headquarters Services may own real property; however, many Defense agencies manage real property facilities.  The “As Is” environment is further complicated by the number and diversity of other Defense organizations, such as Defense Logistics Agency (DLA), Tricare Management Activity (TMA), and Defense Commissary Agency (DECA), that perform Real Property activities independently. 



Real Property systems, processes and roles are replicated through each of these organizations.  As a result, pervasive inconsistencies in data, assessment criteria and practices prohibit a comprehensive, accurate view of DoDs real property inventory, capability assessment, financial valuation, and total cost visibility.  



The scope of the “As Is” assessment included all real property functions performed within DoD however, it specifically exclude those functions related to Environmental.



The current organizational environment for managing Real Property within the DoD is extremely complex.  The six major organizations involved are listed below:



· Office of the Secretary of Defense (OSD)



· United States Army



· United States Air Force



· United States Navy (to include the United States Marine Corps)



· Washington Headquarters Services



· Department of Defense Agencies (primarily DLA, DECA, TMA)



Because each organization maintains its own structure for managing real property, each has developed distinct pockets of expertise with specific real property knowledge.  Unfortunately, due to the existing organizational autonomy, this expertise is not leverageable across the real property enterprise.  In addition, each organization has developed a set of unique processes, data and metrics that result in different ways for accounting for real property, which ultimately inhibits comparability and ease of decision making at the DoD level.



In today’s environment, real property assets are comprised of land, facilities and utilities categorized as Military Installations, Capital Region facilities, Heritage Assets, Stewardship Land, Military Housing, Military Construction, Medical Facilities, Overseas holdings, et al.  In exploring the management of these assets across DoD, a cross sectional view exposes functions related to Planning, Budget and Execution that, in most cases, are performed differently across the services and agencies using disparate systems to enable the processes.  



The “As Is” models show the common activities performed across DoD for Real Property Acquisition, Management and Disposal.  The final “As Is” Operational View products, delivered on December 23, 2002, are available on the web at http://www.dfas.mil/library/fmmp/FMEA_Master.htm.  


In addition to complex organizations and processes, Real Property managers have the complex task of managing their business operations in compliance with more than 2500 laws, regulations, policies and guidance.  The federal laws, DoD and service specific regulations and policies relating to real property business management number up to 2,000 unique documents and those relating to financial management number several hundred.  Other organizations, such as the United States Army Corps of Engineers and NAVFAC, maintain additional sets of independent regulations.  The proliferation of laws, policies, regulations and guidance requires continual re-interpretation and validation adding enormous complexity to Real Property operations.  DoD Directives and Instructions, developed with the intent to clarify Public Law, only add to the volume to be managed and provide yet another level of constraint that impede efficient operations. 



Today, the Real Property business laws and regulations stem predominantly from United States Code.  A complete list is referenced in Appendix C - Business Compliance Laws.



Due to the impact of Real Property assets on the Financial Statements, Real Property Management is also impacted by the Federal financial laws that stem from the CFO Act, FFMIA, FMFIA, GMRA, GPRA, JFMIP and SFFAS.  The complete list is referenced in Appendix D - Financial Laws and Policies.



Impacting the “As Is” Real Property environment is the proliferation of independent systems.  Under FMMP, a list of the “As Is Systems Inventory was developed and currently shows that 102 independent systems are currently used within DoD to support the Real Property Management functions which span real estate administration, inventory management, space management, work management, project management, engineering management, maintenance and operations and environment management.  Appendix E - The Systems Inventory (Real Property) references the inventory as of February 7, 2003.  With each subsequent request to the Services and Agencies, the list of systems continues to grow.   



To evaluate and assess all Real Property systems would be cost prohibitive, therefore, the FMEA approach is to use segment typing to reduce the number of systems to be assessed.  Table 2-1 shows the volume by segment of systems from Systems Inventory.

Of the 102 systems in use today, the analysis conducted for this ‘deep dive’ focused mainly on the 43 real property systems maintained by the major real property user organizations; Army, Navy, Air Force, Defense Logistics Agency, Tricare Management Activity and Washington Headquarters Services.  Appendix F – “As Is” Systems Overview contains more detailed systems descriptions and status of ongoing development efforts.



2.3 Opportunities for Change



The Capability Deficiency list is an appropriate starting point for opportunities for change.  Based on the deficiencies identified in the “To Be” workshop, desired functional capabilities were defined.  Capability Goals/Targets are the highest level of functional and non-functional requirements that the FMMP is expected to satisfy through the FMEA, Transition Plan, and Transition.  The complete list of Real Property Management Capability Goals/Targets is shown in Appendix G.



Opportunities for change have been also been documented in independent studies, GAO Recommendations, IG Audit Reports and Congressional Testimony.  A comprehensive list is contained in Appendix H – Compelling Arguments for Change.



Successful Real Property management depends upon integration at the DoD level and increased collaboration among the various organizations.  Accountability at this level addresses common practices, processes, systems, guiding principles and a clearly articulated vision.



2.4 DoD Initiatives and Leading Practices



An analysis of the 16 Aug 02 Data Call responses identified certain leading practices as “opportunities for change” within the DoD community.  These opportunities represent a technology, tool, or practice, and provide a bridge and general direction to what will be included in the “To Be” solution.  While varying in source and objective, responses to the Data Call provided greater insight to the on-going initiatives within DoD that impact the Real Property Transition Plan.  DoD noteworthy practices in Real Property Management are:



· Tri-Service CADD/GIS Center (Computer Aided Design and Drafting / Geographic Information Systems)



· GIS capabilities tied into real property inventory systems



· Electronic package for 1391



· Electronic calculation tools for facility sustainment, such as the Facility Sustainment Model (FSM)



· Web-based real property inventory systems


It is the goal of FMEA to leverage existing DoD noteworthy practices in addition to implementing industry-leading practices.  Appendix I shows the Industry Leading Practices Mapped to Real Property Capability Deficiencies.



2.5 Overview of the “To Be”



A single common approach to managing Real Property across DoD is the solution to the disjointed management decisions that result from the organizational and system-based islands of the “As Is” real property management environment.
  
Then, real property managers can benefit from the full realm of knowledge that integrated processes and systems could provide.  



The Real Property vision is to improve the accuracy, reliability, timeliness, and usefulness of real property information necessary by all levels of DoD decision-making to support the Department's mission, resources, accounting, accountability and reporting requirements.  Real property stakeholders believe that this vision can be accomplished through the development and implementation of a standard, DoD-wide real property enterprise architecture resulting in consistency across the Department, using the following:



· Standard business practices and processes



· Standard categorization, definitions and terminology



· Standard system or systems



To achieve this goal, the Real Property “To Be” incorporated specific goals for the future real property state:


· Involve real property business process owners and management in all stages of development


· Standardize business rules, processes and data across the enterprise



· Capture and validate data once, then leverage it across the enterprise



· Employ the use of the Service/Agency and industry leading practices



· Drive the solution to be consistent and compatible with the overall DoD enterprise architecture



The Real Property architecture exists within the framework of the FMEA Logistics Model.  Logistics is defined as the process of planning and carrying out the movement and maintenance of forces.  As a support mechanism for the movement and maintenance of forces, the integrated “To Be” real property environment draws on many of the same functions and processes of the logistics model, and as a result, logistics activities are decomposed where real property activities required additional activity or process definition.



The draft “To Be” Operational and System View products were delivered on February 7, 2003 and are currently under refinement.  The February 7, 2003, Build 26; models are available on the web at http://www.dfas.mil/library/fmmp/FMEA_Master.htm.  


3. Transition Plan Work Products



3.1 Introduction



Implementing the Real Property Architecture requires thousands of changes to systems, processes, policies and roles across the DoD enterprise.  A change of this magnitude must be accomplished in a modular and time-phased manner to succeed.  The Real Property Transition Plan Work Products help identify alternative courses of feasible implementation solutions.



The Transition Work Products are derived from the Real Property Architecture and traceable to their source.  These work products are shown in Table 3-1.

3.2 Capability Maturity Profile



The Capability Maturity Profile provides a framework with which DoD can set a target; measure current and proposed solutions; and align associated plans, training materials, and appraisal materials.  The Capability Maturity Profile (AV-3) is a significant element of the FMEA and its Transition Plan.  The Capability Maturity Profile is organized to support the business focus of DoD within the context of the FMEA.  The Capability Maturity Profile describes the maturation of FMEA-related business processes, systems, and management support functions.  



The FMEA Capability Maturity Profile describes accepted methods of a capability maturity-modeling framework intended to assist the DoD in better understanding transition complexities, appraising business processes, establishing priorities for improvement, and implementing these improvements across the enterprise.  The Capability Maturity Profile also presents an initial “To Be” Capability Maturity Profile (Target Profile) and list of Targets/Goals specific to each of sixteen Capability Areas.



Capability Goals/Targets are the highest level of functional and non-functional requirements that the FMMP is expected to satisfy through the FMEA, Transition Plan, and Transition (i.e., what the Program should provide to DoD).  Capability Goals/Targets articulate the high level objectives of the FMMP/FMEA program that involve providing process, system, or technology capabilities.  Functional Capability Targets are defined as clear and specific functionality that either an individual person or system obtains by interacting with a given system to achieve an expected outcome.  Non-functional Capability Targets are primarily provided by guidance, policy, regulations, and standards that govern the overall system definition, design, construction, deployment, and maintenance. 



During December 2002, the Real Property Team reviewed output documents from OV and SV workshops and leading practice sessions.  From the information provided, a derived list of possible “To Be” Real Property Management Capability Goals/Targets was produced.  Each functional capability target was defined and associated with its desired outcome in the Transition Plan Goals and FMEA Capability Target Document
.  Appendix G – Real Property Management Capability Goals/Target is a list of goals/targets organized by Capability Areas that helps describe the functional or non-functional implementation impacts and benefits. 



The Capability Target Profile consists of five capability levels of the Capability Maturity Profile framework that outline a path for process improvement within each capability area.  Each set of increasing capability levels reflects improvements to both interoperability and process sophistication.  The result is a high-level overview of related practices that can be implemented to improve process performance. 



The Real Property view that follows is extracted from the FMEA Capability Maturity Profile.  Capability Maturity Goals/Targets are shown in Tables 3-1.  Capability Target Profiles are shown in Table 3-2.

3.3 Requirements Database



The purpose of Requirements is to define something that the solution must do, a property that the solution must have, or a constraint on the solution.  Business Needs are a driving force behind the Real Property architecture within FMEA, and requirements provide a traceability and communications vehicle both for external business needs to drive the architecture and for the architecture to drive the solutions to business needs through the transition.



Real Property requirements are stored in a Requirements Management and Repository tool called the Dynamic Object Oriented Requirements System (DOORS).  The Requirements work product consists of a listing of each requirement with its associated data elements.  



· Each requirement has a multitude of attributes, one of which is a segment.  



· Requirements can be linked to multiple segments



Requirements are derived from external FMEA compliance and FMEA change requirements as drawn from the roles, activities, system entities and interfaces, networks, and standards.  Each requirement is associated with a package and segment for use and considerations in many of the FMEA work products.



3.3.1 Functional, Non-Functional, and Constraints



The requirements that contribute to the overall make up of the “To Be” FMEA and its Transition Plan describe the future capabilities of the system in measurable terms, functional, non-functional, and constraints—what the system will do, its attributes, and any limits outside the scope of the project that may have an impact on the solution.



· Functional requirements are the fundamental subject matter of the solution and are described by concrete means like architecture work products, data values, decision-making logic and algorithms.



· Non-functional requirements are the behavioral properties that the specified functions must have, such as performance, usability, etc.  Non-functional requirements can be assigned a specific measurement.



· Constraints are requirements that result in restrictions on the solution that do not affect the external behavior of the solution but that must be fulfilled to meet cost, schedule, performance, or compliance obligations



Because the FMEA is to be designed to provide for compliance with laws, regulation, policies, and standards as well as to provide additional detail to govern DoD business operations, there are two defined sets of requirements (illustrated in Figure 3-1.that contribute to the “To Be” FMEA:  External and Transition requirements.  These are

imposed on the architecture.  They are translated into functional, nonfunctional requirements, and constraints, and are allocated to architecture work products to provide compliance and traceability.  Although they are not directly estimated or scheduled in the Transition Plan, they may be used during the transition to certify compliance.  



3.3.2 External Requirements



External Requirements are derived from the laws, regulations, policies, and standards and are imposed on the architecture.  They are translated into functional, nonfunctional requirements, and constraints, and are allocated to architecture work products to establish compliance and traceability.  Although they are not directly estimated or scheduled in the Transition Plan, they may be used during the transition to certify compliance.  



3.3.3 Transition Requirements



In contrast, transition requirements are derived from the architecture itself, that is the FMEA and External Requirements.  Transition Requirements are further subdivided into two groups: FMEA compliance requirements and FMEA change requirements.  In this group, FMEA compliance requirements specify the details of what “To Be” solutions must attain to be FMEA-compliant, and FMEA change requirements specify the details of what must be accomplished to transition to the “To Be” FMEA.  FMEA compliance requirements and FMEA change requirements are further subdivided into more detailed categories.



· FMEA compliance requirements specify the details of what "To Be" solutions must attain to be FMEA-compliant.  FMEA compliance requirements are traceable to capabilities and transition packages.



· "To Be" External Compliance Requirements are the revised versions of External Requirements.  Example:  "Comply with an amended Prompt Payment Act as specified …"



· "To Be" Architecture Derived Compliance Requirements are the requirements derived from and referring to the FMEA work products, amplifying on the intended use of the architecture where necessary.  Example:  "Comply with the OV-7 Logical Data Model whenever passing business information between systems governed by this architecture."



· FMEA change requirements specify the details of what must be accomplished to transition to the "To Be" FMEA.  Like compliance requirements, change requirements are traceable to capabilities and transition packages.  Additionally change requirements form the basis for resources estimated in the Transition Planning products, and dependencies between packages.



· External Requirement Changes are proposed changes to external requirements.  These requirements are not directly reflected in the architecture, but rather are predecessors to achieving the "To Be" architecture. 



· Gap Requirements are derived from the comparison of "To Be" architectural components and corresponding "As Is" DoD Business Processes, Information, and Technology.  These requirements summarize the changes required to move from "As Is" and "To Be."  



· Support Requirements are statements of ancillary activities that must accompany the FMEA Transition.


The various types of requirements just described will be allocated to Packages, which is a grouping mechanism for defining a set of requirements to be implemented over a period of time in the form of a phased, synchronized Implementation Plan. 



3.3.4 Traceability



Traceability provides linkages and defines relationships between the building blocks such as Requirements, Capability Targets, Transition Packages, Transition Elements, and architectural work products.  Goal 3 (Section 1.6.1) of the FMEA Transition Plan Goals is to provide traceability from the Transition Plan.



3.3.4.1 Traceability to Architecture and Capability Targets



Real Property requirements are stored in a Requirements Management and Repository tool called the Dynamic Object Oriented Requirements System (DOORS).  The Requirements Database Work Products contains the linkage of all requirements to OV and SV products, the FMEA Transition Elements, Real Property Segments and Capability Targets.  



3.3.4.2 Traceability to DoD IG Financial Management Improvement Plan 



The FMIP, issued in January 2001 by the DoD IG, was drafted as a strategic framework of the Department’s concept of financial operations for the future.  It identifies the various initiatives being implemented by DoD to address critical financial systems and processes.  On March 19, 2001 the DoD Inspector General completed the Audit Report on the 2000 Financial Management Improvement Plan (Report No.  D-2001-085).  The following table summarizes recommendations of the DoD IG Report No.  D-2001-085 and depicts where these recommendations are addressed in the FMEA and Transition Strategy.

3.3.5 Requirements Reports



3.3.5.1 Introduction



This section discusses three reports showing the relationship of transition requirements to transition package and segment, requirements to capability targets, as well as actually providing a list of requirements.  These reports include the following types of requirements



· “To Be” Architecture Derived Compliance Requirements



· Gap Requirements



· Support Requirements



· Compliance Requirements



Each requirement is maintained in the Dynamic Object Oriented Requirements System (DOORS) database and is linked to the applicable transition segments and capability targets.  The ability to create dynamic links in DOORS, allows requirements to be associated with multiple transition packages and segments, and capability targets.  As a result, an individual requirement may show up multiple times within these reports.  



For details about how the requirements were developed see Appendix J - FMEA Transition Requirement Writing Guide.



3.3.5.2 Report Descriptions



The first report is the Requirements by Transition Package and Segment report (Appendix K).  This report lists the individual requirements by transition package and segment.  Requirements are sorted by transition package name, segment name, and requirement number.  The report is designed according to the following layout:

The third report is the Requirements and Associated Attributes report (Appendix M).  This report lists the individual requirements by requirement number.  See section 4.3 for the list of requirements attributes included in this report.



3.3.5.3 Attributes  



The attributes nomenclature included in the reports is as follows:



· Transition Package Name is the short name of the associated Transition Package.  



· Segment Name is the short name associated with a given segment.



· Segment Number is the unique reference number assigned to a given segment in the DOORS database.  The Segment Number uses the following numbering convention:  “PS” + sequential number.



· Capability Category is the associated category from the Capability Maturity Profile.



· Capability Area is the associated capability area from the Capability Maturity Profile.



· Capability Target Name is the short name from the Capability Target associated with a given Capability area and Capability category.



· Capability Target Identifier is the unique reference number assigned to a given capability target in the DOROS Database.  The Capability Target identifier uses the following numbering convention: “Capability Maturity Profile” + sequential number.



· Requirement Attributes provide the detailed information for each requirement.  The full list of requirements can be found in the Appendix M.



· Requirement Number is a unique reference number assigned to an individual requirement within the DOORS database.  The Requirement Number uses the following numbering convention:  “TR” + sequential number.



· Title is the short title of the requirement.



· Requirement Description is the complete textual statement of the requirement.



· PAT is the short coded use to identify the associated Process Action Team or process area for a given requirement.  Allowable values for this field are:



COM – Compliance Plan requirements



IA – Information Assurance requirements


SVBR – System View Business Related requirements (i.e., Data Management)


SVBN - System View Business Neutral requirements 


TV – Technical View requirements


RP – Real Property Requirements



· Rationale is the statement of justification or business importance of a given requirement.

3.3.6 Compliance Requirements Reports



Compliance requirements are also maintained in the Dynamic Object Oriented Requirements System (DOORS) database.  Compliance requirements are directly linked to the OV-5 architecture.  Appendix N – Financial Compliance Requirements and Appendix O – Business Compliance Requirements show the linkage of compliance requirements to the Real Property Management OV-5.



3.4 Packaged and Segmented Capabilities and Requirements 



The purpose of the Real Property Package, Segments and Requirements work product is to show how the requirements that comprise the Real Property solution are divided into pieces for implementation and accountability.  Dividing the transition work into manageable segments enables success.  The segmentation strategy reduces risk associated with the transition and allows the DoD to take measured and controlled steps towards its ultimate objectives.



In order to create a workable transition plan it is necessary to divide and categorize the architecture into pieces.  Segmentation is the process for dividing and categorizing the architecture.  Each package is a collection of closely related segments that achieve a set of capabilities and can be managed as a set.  Each segment represents a bundling of requirements derived from the architecture.  These segments represent the architecture from an implementation and accountability perspective.  



Each segment represents a release of people, process and technology capabilities and implements a piece of the architecture.  Segments are executed as projects or programs during the transition.



3.4.1 Packages and Segments 



A package is a portion of the architecture that combines requirements derived from a set of business processes and information technology components that can be advantageously developed and deployed as a unit.  Each package is a collection of closely related segments that both achieve a set of capabilities and can be managed as a set.  A package groups one or more requirements/system functions by DoD major functional area, management, and financial process area, or the intersection point of these areas (as defined by the OV Methodology Matrix in the AV-1).  Transition packages can also be defined by organization along the intersections of the OV Methodology Matrix.  



Packages utilize transition elements to provide a way to categorize requirements and act as a mechanism to filter transition work products to focus on interested constituent user communities and implementer’s skill sets.  In other words, a transition element is an attribute of a requirement that will provide traceability of the transition packages and Transition Plan to the architecture.  Transition Elements are defined in Appendix P.



A segment is a release of people, processes, and technology capabilities for achieving FMEA objectives.  Segments are the elements of the Transition Plan that are costed and scheduled.  FMMP segments will be defined by two dimensions: (1) collection of requirements derived from the architecture and (2) organizational or functional scope of each implementation segment.  


Similarly transition segment types classify the proposed method of attaining the segment requirements: non-system (Standard/Policy Segment Types) and System (Full Service). 



Through Domain Owner Workshops, AT&L the Domain Owner for Installation and Environmental Packages and Segments identified the following packages and segments within the Domain.  Appendix Q contains a compilation of the Installation and Environmental Packages, Segments, Transition Element by Segment and the Traceability Matrix.



3.4.1.1 Real Property Management Package and Segments

3.4.1.3 Segment Types



Segment Types are used to associates one or more cost & schedule methodologies to each segment to help determine the next steps for implementation of that segment.  The association of a cost/schedule methodology to a segment is for the purpose of resource planning.  Segment Types are a high level categorization of the Domain’s alternatives for analyzing each segment and narrowing the alternatives.  There are six segment types in two categories.  



Non-System Segment Types include:



•Outsourcing. The outsourcing segment type provides an opportunity for a commercial entity to perform the activities previously accomplished by the government.  Portions of an outsourcing initiative may be categorized as an A-76.  It is named after the A-76 Circular, which implements the Federal Activities Inventory Reform Act of 1998 statutory requirements, and establishes Federal policy regarding the performance of commercial activities.  A supplement to this circular sets forth the procedures for determining whether organization activities could be performed more efficiently with government or commercial sources.  A resource analysis will not concentrate the cost for the most efficient organization (MEO), but rather the cost to perform the activities in the private sector.



•Policy Change.  The policy change segment type enables process changes by modifying existing statutory or regulatory guidance.  Policy changes can focus on internal or external factors that influence the current state of the environment in review.  Policy changes can entail language changes to augment the way policies are interpreted, complete or partial rewrite, or removal.  This also involves changes to standards.



•Further BPR.  This segment type focuses on changing business processes.  The reengineering effort starts by understanding customer business goals and objectives, business activities, processes and workflows, and developing a holistic set of customer-focused changes to provide efficiency to their business activities.



System Segment Types include:



•Modification of existing system.  Under this segment type, a business capability is provided by modifying an existing system.  Examples of existing system modifications are quick fixes and rewriting an existing system’s software to create a functionally equivalent information system based on modern software techniques and hardware.  BPR may be required to accompany the existing system change. 



•Modification of existing procurement.  In this segment type, an ongoing information system acquisition effort is amended to address new processes or requirements.  This requires a thorough examination of the ongoing effort and carefully planned modification of existing plans, schedules, and performance measures.  BPR may be required to accompany the effort.



•Acquisition of New Solution.  In this segment type, a new information system or application is acquired to provide a critical business capability.  New acquisitions require extensive analysis, planning, and management to provide the product or application of the required capability within established schedule and cost guidelines.  BPR is a critical component within the acquisition process in order to integrate business processes with the new product or application.

3.4.2 Foundation Package, Segments and Standards



3.4.2.1 Foundation Package



The Foundation Package contains segments that enable other segments.  The foundation segments are linked to the each functional package in order to provide supporting information/data management, enterprise reporting and/or standards, and information technology infrastructure.  The foundation package incorporates the following segments:


· Data Management Foundation



· Enterprise Reporting Foundation



· Enterprise Services Environment


3.4.2.2 Data Management Enhancement Standards



Data Management Enhancement Standards consist of functional area-specific modifications/additions to the Enterprise Data Management Foundation.  One Data Management Enhancement Segment links to every functional Package.



3.4.2.3 Enterprise Reporting Foundation



Enterprise Reporting Enhancement Standards consist of functional area-specific modifications/additions to the Enterprise Reporting Foundation.  One Enterprise Reporting Enhancement Segment links to every functional Package.



3.4.2.4 Technical Services and Information Assurance Standards



Technical Services and Information Assurance Standards are as follows:



· Data Management Technical Standards



· Interface Standards



· Information Assurance Standards



3.4.3 Role of Segments in the Transition Plan



The FMEA can be seen as a series of interlocking parts that together presents a holistic view of the architecture.  Three distinct views can be presented.  Initially, the architecture can be viewed through the eyes of the domain owners through the alignment of the packages to communities—creating an ownership view.  Secondly, the segment view provides a more work-oriented view since it describes a unit of work.  Lastly, a more enterprise-wide view is seen through capability groups.  



Segments are the implementable pieces of the architecture, and as such represent the smallest pieces that are managed and tracked over the transition.  Segments form the basic unit for the Transition Resource Plan, which provides an estimate of cost and resources.



Appendix Q is a compilation of Installation and Environmental Packages, Segments, Transition Elements by Segment and the Traceability Matrix that links the architecture products to the segments.



3.4.4 Priority and Sequence



Sequencing is the order in which segments can be most effectively and efficiently implemented.  Optimum sequencing will be impacted by a myriad of factors, but initial prioritization and sequencing is based on high value and immediate results for the Domain.  Fixing major problems and high payback are critical evaluation factors.  Table 3-6 shows the Installation and Environmental Segment Priority and Sequence determined in the Domain Owner Workshops.

3.4.5 Enterprise Capability Groups



An Enterprise Capability Group is set of integrated functionality that requires integration of segments across packages.  Enterprise Capability Groups represent end-to-end processes (or sets of processes).  Note that while a segment may belong to only one package, it may belong to more than one Enterprise Capability Group.  Enterprise Capability Groups are important to the successful integration of the Real Property Transition Plan into the overall FMEA Transition Plan.  Enterprise Capability Grouping will be determined under Call 0006.



3.5 Work Breakdown Structure



The work breakdown structure (WBS) sets the overall structure of the Project Schedule and demonstrates the approach for organizing the FMEA transition plan.  A WBS has been developed to provide a thorough understanding of the work that will be involved to achieve a successful transition to FMEA.  In the WBS, work efforts have been successively decomposed into lower level tasks to help manage the complexity of the transition.  By so doing, tasks can be estimated according to time and cost, assigned to individuals or teams for performance, and tracked to project completion.  The lower level task breakouts of the WBS are Transition Packages, Transition Segments, Transition Elements, Components, and Phases.  Appendix R is the current version of the Installation and Environmental Domain WBS prior to integration with the FMEA Transition Plan.



The current status of the Real Property Transition Plan Work Products suggests the potential for new acquisition for all Installation and Environmental Domain segments.  With the analysis of candidate systems and procurements and final integration into FMEA Transition Plan, the Installation and Environmental Domain WBS may require revision.


The WBS provides the foundation for developing the Project Schedule, determining task interdependencies, estimating task duration, identifying critical paths, and developing the Capabilities Schedule.  Real Property components of the Capabilities Schedule will be developed in Call 0006.  Figure 3-2 shows the high level WBS for Installation and Environmental.

3.6 Project Schedule



The purpose of the Project Schedule is to define the timetable and milestones required to accomplish the specific objectives of the Transition Plan.  It consists of the tasks identified in the WBS and will be coordinated with the Capability Plan.  By developing a project schedule, the feasibility of the project will be evaluated—whether the schedule is achievable, whether obligations and commitments can be met, and whether the resources will be available throughout the schedule to implement the transition.  The schedule will guide the transition effort and help forecast completion of tasks.



In addition to anticipated schedules, the project schedule will provide a framework for monitoring progress throughout the transition –to confirm that dates are realistic and milestones are being met, as well as identify performance efficiency and unexpected obstacles that may occur.  If a deviation from the project schedule should occur, the schedule helps identify the difference between planned and actual results, and assists in determining what actions should be taken.



Likewise, while the Capability Schedule describes broad capability maturity milestones, it also influences the timing of the Project Schedule.  Overlaying the Capability Schedule with the Project Schedule will identify dependencies between packages or transition elements and capabilities.  



The Capability Schedule and Project Schedule are also interrelated via the FMEA requirements.  Specifically, an FMEA requirement will be assigned to both a package and a capability category, linking the two schedules together and helping to articulate dependencies between milestone dates.  



The Project Schedule influences the SV-8 milestones.  The timing or implementation of a given transition package will influence the timing of the convergence or sunset of associated systems.  In addition, when the SV-8 is overlaid with the Project Schedule, specific dependencies on technology and standards forecasts will be visible.



The Installation and Environmental Project Schedule is representative of the independent Installation and Environmental Domain WBS and the Domain Owners’ preferred schedule. 



3.7 System Evolution Description (SV-8)



The purpose of the SV-8 work product is to depict how a suite of systems will be "modernized" over time, including evolution and/or migration steps to accommodate the specific information requirements, performance parameters, and technology forecasts provided in other architecture work products.  The SV-8 will be an important part of the Transition Plan, as it helps to organize and group the current baseline architecture or "As Is" systems into their proper "To Be" FMEA domains utilizing transition packages and transition segment categorization.  These categories or groupings of systems will thus identify current systems that may be assigned to a specific transition package or transition segment owners.  Additionally, the SV-8 convergence date ranges that will be documented for each Transition Package and Transition Segment will help to identify and establish priorities and dependencies in their sequencing within the Transition Project Schedule.  In sum, the SV-8 will provide assistance in the transition packaging and segmentation effort in two main ways: (1) identifying for transition package and transition segment owners those "As Is" Systems that fall within their responsibility for evolution, and (2) identifying for transition package and transition segment owners the recommended convergence ranges for each system in their domain.



The “As Is” Real Property systems are aligned to the “To Be” system entities and segments in the current status of the SV-8, Appendix E. 



The Project Schedule influences the SV-8 milestones.  The timing or implementation of a given transition package will influence the timing of the convergence or sunset of associated systems.  In addition, when the SV-8 is overlaid with the Project Schedule, specific dependencies on technology and standards forecasts will be visible.



3.8 Quick Wins



The Quick Wins create and build program momentum by identifying and implementing a series of highly visible initiatives early in the program life cycle.  These early wins build and sustain momentum by providing tangible evidence that FMEA is delivering results.  Experience gained from Quick Wins also provides opportunities to fine-tune the overall transition strategy early in the Transition Planning process.  The design principles used to nominate these candidates are listed below.



Quick Wins are important and they build momentum and promote initial buy-in to the transition.  They capture and focus the attention of the organization on the ability of transformation to resolve targeted problems.  They provide evidence of early returns at a time when organizational commitment is most vulnerable.  Confidently planned and executed, Quick Wins play an important role in fueling the progress of the transformation by proving that the sacrifices the organization must make to achieve transformation are worth the effort.  Quick wins also provide an opportunity to reward participants who have been working hard by demonstrating that Quick Wins do bring success.  Quick Wins maintain and bolster support from senior leadership.  Finally, the momentum that arises from Quick Wins is essential to keeping the program moving over the long haul.  There is no stronger justification for the continuance of a program than proven performance.

Successful Quick Wins have three characteristics.  They are:



· Visible across the organization.  Large numbers of people can see for themselves whether the result is real or just hype.



· Unambiguous; there can be little argument over the success call.  The worthwhile quick win can be clearly related to the change effort and the primary objectives of the organization, such as support to the warfighter in DoD. 



· Clearly related to the change effort and can be directly related to achievement of change effort objectives.  Visible recognition of Quick Wins is essential and will be addressed in the Communications Plan.



The criticality of Quick Wins requires that they be assigned relatively high levels of stewardship.  They are highly relevant and require more hands-on management in order to address their successful implementation as quickly as possible.  It is recommended that Quick Wins be implemented within 6 to 12 months after selection.  



3.9 Real Property Stakeholder Management Plan



Stakeholders are any group or individuals who can affect or are affected by the achievement of the organization’s objectives.  Stakeholders typically have widely varying backgrounds, values, abilities to absorb information, as well as tendencies to interpret situations differently
.  Identifying and engaging stakeholders is a key success factor to any large-scale change initiative.  The transformation of the Real Property community constitutes significant change for the individuals and organizations impacted. 



The following excerpt was can be found in the FMMP Change Management Strategy Draft and is an important lesson learned for the Real Property initiative to consider.  



“In one of the few DoD wide change initiatives, Standard Procurement System (SPS), there were insightful lessons learned regarding stakeholders
:



· If stakeholders do not understand ‘why’ the change is important, they will fight to protect the status quo.



· New systems alone cannot bring about organizational change, only people can.



· Mandating a new system does not make change happen, people do.



· If stakeholders do not embrace the change, it will be expensive in the terms of time and money.”



Throughout the Real Property initiative a number key stakeholder organizations were identified and asked to participate.  Their participation ranged from full-time membership on the team to attending workshops and providing comments regarding published documents.  The primary purpose of this interaction was to gather content and exchange information.  The continued engagement of these stakeholders will be critical.  This is particularly necessary for the purpose of further developing relationships so that an open channel for two-way communication can exist.  This communication will provide insight to understand the stakeholders’ ideas, concerns, suggestions and advice and is particularly important during strategy formulation and implementation.



3.9.1 Stakeholder Analysis



The next steps for the Real Property initiative begin with participation in the stakeholder management activities as outlined in the FMMP Change Management Strategy Draft.


An initial list of stakeholders has been developed (refer to Table 3-8).  This list must be validated, expanded and each stakeholder analyzed to determine potential impact.  The analysis can be achieved by the Installation and Environmental Domain Owner seeking to answer the questions: who are those individuals or groups which are in a position to influence this initiative, what type of influence do they have and what is our existing relationship.

Once an understanding of stakeholders and their relationship with the Real Property initiative is established, the stakeholders must be engaged.  Engaging stakeholders will include communicating, negotiating and actively managing the relationship.  Each time the domain owner interacts with stakeholders should be viewed as an opportunity to engage them and consideration should be placed on what the experience is of the stakeholder during that interaction.  A proactive program of stakeholder engagement greatly increases the probability of successfully deploying large-scale business transformations and other enterprise-wide change efforts
.  A desired result of engaging stakeholders is that the stakeholders will be motivated to act in ways that will be beneficial to the Real Property initiative and to other stakeholders.  



3.10 Real Property Organizational Readiness And Impact Analysis 



The intention of the “To-Be” Real Property architecture is to transform the Real Property functional area into a consolidated, integrated and standardized enterprise-wide environment.  The success of this transformation will involve not only the functional and technical components as seen in the Command, Control, Communications, Computers, Intelligence, Surveillance and Reconnaissance (C4ISR) products but will also be directly impacted by Real Property community’s ability to identify, prepare for and adapt to the change.



Utilizing the format established by the FMEA Transition Planning team the Real Property team conducted a preliminary review based on two components:  Organizational Readiness and Organizational Impact
.  The Organizational Readiness component identifies the potential challenges associated with the implementation of the “To-Be” architecture.  The basis of this identification was activities documented in the Operational View (OV-5) Activity Model and the Real Property capabilities.  The Organizational Impact component begins to highlight the change that will be experienced as a result of the new/revised roles identified.  This review was based on the roles found in the Operational View (OV-2) Operational Node Connectivity Model.  



3.10.1 Real Property Organizational Readiness Impact 



Real Property will be facing numerous challenges moving to a consolidated, integrated and standardized enterprise-wide environment.  The current Real Property community is not a single organization but a conglomeration of associated service and agency Real Property organizations that exist in relative autonomy.  Each of these operates based on decisions made and budgets allocated within their respective service or agency.  The move to an enterprise-wide standard will affect all aspects of their business including resource allocation and process ownership (refer to Table 3-9).  As a result, executive sponsorship must be identified and given the authority and accountability to guide the organization toward the “To-Be” architecture.  This sponsor must in turn establish a relevant and compelling reason for change and clearly articulate this vision to all members of the Real Property community.

As the current roles are mapped to the “To-Be” roles gaps will be identified and corrected through the addition of new roles or the expansion of “To-Be” role descriptions.  Once validated the roles identified to support the “To-Be” need to be assessed using a standard framework
 to determine the impact to education, training and staff alignment that will occur in the implementation of the “To-Be” architecture.  Worth noting is that the FMEA Organizational Impact assessment identified that the training to address role changes in the architecture (other than Real Property) is not expected to extend beyond 12 weeks with most (48%) is expected to be in the 6-12 week range
.



3.10.3 Alignment to FMMP Change Management



This document represents a preliminary identification of factors related to the Real Property community’s readiness for change.  The next step will be to participate in the formal change readiness assessments as outlined in the FMMP Change Management Strategy Draft.  These assessments are performed throughout the life of the initiative.  Questions to be address are: what are the change issues, challenges and inhibitors.  The assessments will be designed to gauge key stakeholder knowledge and attitudes, to identify barriers to change and explore opportunities for creating buy-in

A further understanding of the Real Property community’s readiness for change and the related impacts will assist the domain, package and segment owners in developing detailed implementation plans and highlighting specific change management tasks that should be included as part of these plans.



4. Roles And Responsibilities



Two key concepts in the overall management of FMEA are Governance and Stewardship.



4.1 Governance



Governance is the structure for management and leadership achieving and maintaining a "To Be" FMEA.  Governance will be further described in other FMMP documents at a later date.



The Domain Owner, AT&L, will own each implementation segment will produce and maintain these detailed Implementation Plans



4.2 Stewardship



Stewardship is the participation of one domain owner in another domain owners.  This could include:



· Program management activities



· Design and development activities



· Funding and milestone decision support through the Defense Acquisition and Planning, Programming, and budgeting System (PPBS).



5. Real Property Transition Plan Notes



This document describes the alignment between sections of the deliverable "Real Property Transition Plan" and versions of the architecture.  It also describes the coordination the deliverable production with the Domain Owner workshop process.



Changes made between the February 7, 2003 and March 3, 2003 FMEA builds are not reflected in Appendices A through P.  It is our plan to update the final version of this deliverable on March 29, 2003 consistent with a single integrated build of the architecture.

The CWA prohibits the discharge of any pollutant by any person from a point source to waters of the United States, except in accordance with the Act’s permit requirements, effluent limitations, and other provisions.  1. Water Quality Standards.  A water quality standard defines the water quality goals of a water body by designating the uses to be made of the water, by setting criteria necessary to protect the uses, and by setting anti-degradation policy.  States and eligible tribes are responsible for establishing water quality standards.  The standards are designed to protect public health or welfare, enhance the quality of water, and serve the other purposes of the Clean Water Act.  States and eligible tribes are required to review their water quality standards at least once every three years.  EPA reviews and approves or disapproves State/Tribe-adopted water quality standards in accordance with regulations codified at 40 CFR parts 131

An MCL is the permissible level of a contaminant in water that is delivered to any user of a public water system.  Primary and secondary drinking water regulations are stated in 40 CFR 141 and 143, respectively.

Stationing is the process of combining force structure and installation structure at a specific location to satisfy a specific mission requirement. Each stationing action is comprised of a force component and an installation component.  The force component consists of the personnel (military and civilian) and equipment of an organization.  The installation component deals with all the facilities required to support the unit.  Both components must be considered as part of the stationing process.

1.1
Overview of Systems



The figure below (Figure 1) depicts many of the Army systems related to real property.



Data sharing among systems can accomplished via formal interfaces, data links, and / or file transfers.  Included are systems used by the Army, Army National Guard, and Army Reserve.

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1.2
Integrated Facilities System (IFS)



The primary functions of IFS are depicted below in Figure 2
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Description:



The Integrated Facilities System (IFS) is a real property management system providing direct support to over 150 Army, Army Reserve and DLA DPW organizations worldwide.  It supports the business functions of real property inventory management and reporting, work request receipt and tracking, work/cost estimating, supply management, job cost accounting, contracted project development/management and credit card management.



Through an interface with HQEIS, the IFS real property inventory data supports numerous programming, stationing and information requirements at the HQDA and higher reporting levels.  It is also the source for the Army Financial Statement.



The system is designated as a Standard Army Management Information System (STAMIS), having received Milestone III approval for deployment by the Army MAISARC in June 1990.  The ACSIM serves as the functional proponent, providing funding and regulatory guidance.  The IFS Configuration Control Board (CCB), comprised of MACOM and DA Staff representatives, provides strategic direction for the system.



ACSIM and CECOM personnel located at Ft Lee, Virginia, maintain the system and provide both functional and technical customer assistance.  Functional IFS courses are offered by the Huntsville Professional Development Support Center.



Systems interface:



The IFS contains formal interfaces with Army and Defense systems to include DAAS, DPAS, DJAS, SPS, STANFINS and SIFS.  It also supports data links to ASIP, ISR, RPLANS, IEIS and a variety of Commercial Off The Shelf (COTS) applications.  COTS products have also been integrated into the IFS family of system modules where practical.  (Logistics Data Research’s Supply 2000 and WinEstimator, Inc.’s WinEst Pro).



Architecture:



The IFS uses a client-server architecture functioning across the installation’s Local Area Network.  Servers utilize the Unix (Sun SOLARIS) operating system and the ORACLE database management system, while client PCs are MS Windows based.  Generally installations operate the system locally, although it is also centrally hosted for a number of smaller sites.  IFS contains several web based applications that provide DPW customers direct access to record and track their maintenance requests.  Users can generate their own queries and reports using the ORACLE SQL and Discoverer products.



Future plans:



The IFS has been modified to operate in a web-enabled mode to comply with Army Knowledge On-Line (AKO) requirements.  An initiative is underway to host the system at one or more central locations, requiring users to have only a PC with a web browser and Citrix plug-in. Interfaces between IFS and various contractor systems have been and will continue to be developed to facilitate data integration with Commercial-Off-The-Shelf (COTS) software used by DPW Commercial Activities and other Services contractors.



The Assistant Chief of Staff for Installation Management (ACSIM) continues to review COTS software as potential replacements for IFS components as appropriate.



Additional Information:



The Integrated Facilities System (IFS) is a Department of the Army approved Standard Army Management Information System (STAMIS) that has supported the DPW community since 1976.  The IFS customer base consists of more than 100 Army installations worldwide, DLA installations and 16 Army Reserve Centers. 



IFS addresses the DPW business functions of Real Property, Work Management, Job Cost Accounting, Work Estimating, Supply and Contract Administration.  In addition, the system provides automated interfaces with other major Army STAMIS and engineering systems (STANFINS, SAACONS, STARFIARS, SDS, HSMS, EIS among others).


The system has matured over the years going from its original batch processing/mainframe mode (IFS-1), to a remote processing mode (VIABLE), a mini /micro mode (IFS-M), and the current network client server (IFS-C/S) mode.



While IFS is basically an installation business system, it provides upward reporting of common business and performance information to MACOM and DA levels.  The Army Chief of Staff for Installation Management (ACSIM) is the proponent for the IFS system.



Additional Information: Environment



Platform/Environment: 



Hardware: An Intel server with dual Pentium processors and 256MB RAM running SOLARIS 7.  Connected to the DPW network or residing on the same server is the SUPPLY 2000 COTS product from Logistics Data Resources, Inc.



Operating System: Sun Solaris UNIX, Microsoft Windows 9x, Windows 2000,NT 4.0, NT 3.51.

Additional Information: Contract Management System



Background:



CMS was originally modeled by Fort Lewis to more accurately capture contract package/project data in line with the way engineers, technicians and inspectors perform their jobs.  Basically CMS differs from the IFS Contract Management Module, which it will replace in several major ways.  First, it allows complete tracking of a project/package from concept to completion.  Second, it captures and displays cost information at the obligation, expensed and accrued levels.  Third, "all" costs are captured at the (CLIN) contract line item number level and not at the job phase level as in IFS Contract Module.  New conceptually is "package" which is the way IJO’s and Work Orders are bundled together in CMS to contractually accomplish like type work.  Also new is the concept of an "umbrella contract" with multiple Delivery Orders – essentially an IDIQ contract. 



History:



The ACSIM Business Practices Committee for Contracts validated the Fort Lewis model and supported the concept of adapting Fort Lewis’ system.  In November 1997, the IFS Configuration Control Board voted to replace the current IFS Contract Module with an entirely new product modeled after the Fort Lewis system.  A concept design IPR was held in June 1998.  IPRs will be conducted as the product develops.



Strategy:



In a unique partnership, Fort Lewis and CEISC are providing the functional oversight to the developing the CMS system.  The U.S. Army Information Systems Software Development Center Lee (DCL) and its contractor (TRW) are developing the software for the system using state-of-the-art development tools.  The system is being designed in a modular approach that allow a separate database with links to and from IFS-CS. Ultimately, the CMS will be able to operate as a stand alone module.  Because of the size and complexity of this undertaking, work has been divided into sub-components to facilitate development.  Throughout the development, an iterative cycle of: strategic planning, concept analysis, logical design, physical implementation, testing, and deployment are being applied. 



CMS Features: 



Phase One of the development will encompass the following: 


· Acquisition package development 



· Build cases and manage modifications 



· Process commitments, obligations and accruals by MOD/CLIN 



· Provide resource management 



· Develop package schedules 



· Manage Approvals 



· Track and manage extended warranties. 



Status: 



The conceptual and physical databases have been developed, the functional modules defined, and software development is in progress to include screens, validation logic, on-line help, etc.  Release of Phase One is scheduled for second quarter FY00 as IFS System Change Package #13.  A two-year deployment plan will facilitate on-site implementation/training within the IFS community. 1.3
Executive Information System – Installation (IEIS) 



Description:



The Installation Executive Information System (IEIS) is the Directorates of Public Works’ (DPW) tool for accessing existing facilities management, cost, and real property data.  It allows users to easily navigate through massive amounts of data quickly in order to prepare briefings and reports necessary for planning, decision-making and problem solving.  Through graphical and tabular displays, IEIS provides much of the data required for the DPWs Review and Analysis Program, Commercial Activities Studies, and facilitates upward reporting requirements such as Service Based Costing.  IEIS is an extremely dynamic and flexible system and can be customized to meet local DPW management data requirements.  Data from each installation is extracted on a monthly basis and stored in a centralized data warehouse.  Users from Army Installations throughout the world can then access the system via their Internet browser or through a thin- client software download.  This system was developed using a model of DPW work management functions.  It is a part of the “family” of EISs currently used at the DoD, HQDA and MACOM level.



Objective:



To develop a system that provides consistent and accurate facility management information to foster improved decisions in planning, programming and carrying out the DPWs mission.  The IEIS significantly improves the process of tracking cost and mission execution at all management levels.  By integrating Installation Management information from a variety of sources and databases into a single data warehouse, managers at all levels have a more comprehensive look at the information they need to manage their day-to-day operation.  IEIS provides users at all levels one system that has a user-friendly interface to existing data sources.  IEIS supports the Army's Infrastructure Decision Architecture.



Background:



Prior to development of IEIS there was no one vehicle to integrate and view data from existing databases, such as IFS, Housing Management System (HOMES), Installation Status Report (ISR), and others.  Facility Managers at all levels had to rely on personnel with knowledge of Structured Query Language (SQL) to extract data from IFS for management decisions.  This process was time consuming, involved collecting data from separate systems and manually integrating it into presentation software.  The IEIS displays, organizes and analyzes facility management data in a way that can be used for planning, decision-making, problem solving, and preparing briefings and reports.  IEIS was placed into production in March of 1998.  Initially the application was not centrally funded and therefore required a $3500 subscription fee from installations wishing to use the tool.  IEIS is now centrally funded as part of the IFS program and is available free of charge to all installations running IFS.



Current Status:



IEIS is a very dynamic system that is continually improved upon.  The application resides on a Windows Terminal Server (Citrix Metaframe) in Alexandria, Virginia.  The Database server also resides at the same location running Oracle 8iEE.  Users access the application either via their web browser or by downloading the Citrix thin client to their local PC.  The application was developed using The Pilot Decision Support Suite tools, Crystal Report writer, and Visual Basic.  The Windows Terminal Server uses SQL*Net to attach to the Oracle database and display data on standard screen displays.  Access to the system requires a username and password.  Additional layers of security are also built in to the application.  IEIS is at use at most installations running IFS.



Plans and Milestones:



· New “generic” interface that will allow data from all CMMSs in use (not just IFS).



· Minimum installation reporting requirements for IEIS have been defined.



· Data can be accepted and integrated from a variety of systems and data formats.



· Updated live queries capabilities.



· Users with access to IFS will have over 50 queries to choose from, with variable options available for selected date ranges, shops, customers, facilities and more.



· Managers that are not familiar with the complexity of query writing can execute customized queries by simply pointing and clicking.



· Upgrade USAREUR Windows Terminal server, database and Pilot Decision Support Suite.



· Performance testing will also be conducted.



· Integrate graphical data with existing tabular data.  (The Army’s Geographic Information System Repository (GISR) will be the basis for the integration.)



1.4
Headquarters IFS Executive Information System (HQEIS) 



The Headquarters IFS Executive Information System (HQEIS) provides a means to display, copy, export, or print data from existing databases such as IFS and Construction Appropriations Programming, Control and Execution System (CAPCES).  HQIES contains a geographical information system (GIS) module.  Future development involves aggregating real property data by:



· Army Controlled



· Army Owned



· Army Owned but Controlled by Others



· Privately Owned



· Army Managed



GIS enhancements are planned to include installation footprints.



1.5
Planning Resource for Infrastructure Development and Evaluation (PRIDE)



The Planning Resource for Infrastructure Development and Evaluation (PRIDE) system is a commercial-off-the-shelf package purchased by and adapted for the Army National Guard.  The Army National Guard uses PRIDE to maintain its inventory of real property, including leased, state- and federally-owned properties.  The Army National Guard has implemented Property Portfolio, Lease Management and Project Management.



1.6
Housing Operations Management System (HOMES)



Description:



HOMES is a client/server distributed processing system with a Graphical User Interface (GUI).  The operational concept for this interactive system is for all functions required to perform housing customer service to coexist on a common hardware/software platform and share a common database via a Local Area Network (LAN).  This concept produced HOMES functions that fully support on-post housing, off-post housing, inventory management, and unaccompanied personnel housing (UPH).  HOMES interfaces with the USAREUR Community Automation System (UCAS) to share and exchange service member personnel information.  Reports are produced via Crystal Reports integrated with the Visual Basic source code.  Additional reports and ad-hoc queries are produced via Intelligent Query (IQ).



Functional areas supported include:



· On-Post Housing - This function automates on-post, government controlled family housing to include but is not limited to functions of: assignment, terminations, offers, waiting and TLA. 



· Off-Post Housing - This function assists the housing referral services program in finding soldiers and their families’ suitable and economically nondiscriminatory housing within reasonable commuting distance to the duty station.  This provides a record keeping system for off post housing assignments and terminations.



· Furnishings Management - This function aids Furnishings Management Officers in controlling and managing equipment and furniture inventory.  It permits planning, programming, and budgeting requirements for family and unaccompanied personnel housing furniture and major household appliances.



· Unaccompanied Personnel Housing - This function automates management of unaccompanied personnel housing and can include barracks.  It enables housing managers and unit personnel to manage troop facilities.



Objective:



HOMES supports installation-level housing operations and management throughout the Army and provides reports and feeder data for housing management at all levels from the installation through HQDA.



Background:



HOMES is a Standard Army Management Information System (STAMIS), with 103 operational sites worldwide.  It was developed to provide a fully interactive automated system to support the day-to-day functions of the installation/community and MACOM Housing Management Offices.  It automatically accomplishes the record keeping functions of housing and it makes information available immediately to both management and staff personnel who require the data to accomplish their mission.  HOMES supports the one-stop, one-chair concept for housing customer service.  It replicates data nightly from installation HOMES servers to the Army Housing Executive Information System (HEXIS).



Systems Interface:



Currently, HOMES interfaces with UCAS.  It is expected that future releases of HOMES will interface with IFS for facilities data and with DEERS for personnel data.



Current Status:



Currently, there are approximately 1,500 users worldwide at 103 locations.



Plans And Milestones:



HOMES Version 12.02 will be deployed during the 4th quarter of FY 2002.  This will include the reinstatement of DD Forms 1410 and 1411 for local management use.  The next iteration of HOMES will be development and deployment of a web-based system to comply with Army IT architecture requirements.



1.7
Army Stationing and Installation Plan (ASIP)



Description:



The Army Stationing and Installation Plan is a major data integration effort that encompasses Army organization authorization, personnel management, command and control, training, dependent information, active and reserve component, and field input databases in order to produce an accurate and coherent picture of stationing and daily population loads on Army installations worldwide covering the Army budget cycle.  The ASIP is the official Army database of populations on Army installations worldwide.  The ASIP is a baseline for installation planning that provides a consistent look at forces to be supported and provides visibility of potential planning issues.  Authority for the ASIP is AR 5-18.



Objective:



To provide an automated capability to identify Army population by location to feed installation requirement generation systems.  Ensure that data is consistent and auditable to official Army sources.



Systems Interface:



Data Sources include:



· Structure And Manpower Allocation System (SAMAS) authorized strengths for Army organizations



· The Army Authorization Document System (TAADS) authorized strength for derivative elements of Army organizations and Military Grade Distribution information



· Status of Resources and Training System (SORTS) home station information for Army organizations



· Army Training Resources and Requirements System (ATRRS) daily training loads for Army schools



· Standard Installation and Division Personnel System (SIDPERS) Army Reserve and National Guard derivative unit information



· Defense Eligibility Enrollment Requirements System (DEERS) Six categories of dependents, retirees, and active and reserve component military, not on base, within a 40-mile radius of the Base.



· Training Evaluation and Support System (TESS) - Reserve Component Annual Training Loads by location



· Defense Civilian Personnel Database System (DCPDS) for National Guard Full-Time Support personnel and Tenants Other Than Army information



· Field Input Databases for undocumented derivative Army unit information and Tenant Other Than Army information 



ASIP provides feeder data to:



· Headquarters RPLANS (HQ-RPLANS) – Installation Population data, TESS training load population data, and Other Surrounding Population.



· Installation Status Report (ISR) Part III – Installation population data for Service Based Costing



· Integrated Facilities System (IFS) – Army unit/organizational information for inclusion in the facilities inventory



· Army Installation Management-Headquarters Information (AIM-HI) – Army BASOPS Requirements generation



· DD Form 1390, Military Construction Program – Installation population totals.



· ARSTAF/ACSIM Analysts – Base population data for presentation to Congressional, DoD, and Army requestors

Engineered Management Systems (EMS)



Engineered Management Systems (EMSs) are a set of tools that help Directorates of Public Works (DPWs) develop and prioritize infrastructure maintenance and repair (M&R) work plans.  The goal of the EMS is to maximize the long-term benefits of facility M&R investments.



EMSs contain the following: methods for describing and obtaining facility inventory; quantitative, engineering-based procedures for facility inspection (including automated inspection techniques); quantitative condition assessment (i.e. a condition index ranging in value from 0 to 100) based on inspection results; models for predicting facility degradation and future condition; condition analysis technologies; procedures for identifying current M&R needs and predicting future needs; and procedures for developing annual and long range work plans based on various constraints (such as budget). These procedures are automated for use by the DPW’s.



The US Army Corps of Engineers has developed the following EMS software packages: PAVER, for pavement management; RAILER, for railroad management; ROOFER, for roof management; BUILDER, for building management, and HEATER for exterior heating line management.



Two additional systems are currently available for implementation, Underground Gas Piping (GPIPER) and Underground Water Piping (WPIPER).



The EMS is a stand-alone system that does not interface electronically with other Army computer systems.



1.8.1
Gas Pipe Management System (GPIPER)



Description:



The corrosion status of piping in inaccessible locations such as underground gas distribution systems is difficult to determine.  This lack of knowledge about the corrosion status or life expectancy of the piping system severely inhibits the ability of the facilities engineer to make cost effective decisions concerning the maintenance of the system.  GPIPER is a tool to assist facilities engineers in improving maintenance and repair strategies for underground gas distribution systems.  It estimates the present corrosion status of pipes and predicts the future corrosion status based on soil and pipe information.  It predicts when the first leak will occur in each section of the system and it prioritizes the sections for maintenance.  This provides the DPW with a budget-planning tool so that the funds available for maintenance can be better allocated.  GPIPER consists of an inventory database and routines to retrieve and analyze data.



Objective:



The objective of the GPIPER system is to provide installations with:



· Cost avoidance with timely and appropriate project selection for natural gas piping systems



· Reduced effort to determine which projects are needed most



· Improved condition of the gas distribution system and user satisfaction



· Reduced backlog of maintenance and repair (BMAR)



· A permanent, organized, easily accessible repository for piping system information



· An objective method for pipe condition rating, assessment, and prioritization of repair/replacement projects



· A basis for allocating available maintenance funds in an optimal manner



Background:



The Construction Engineering Research Laboratory (CERL), Champaign, IL, to provide a uniform system for managing gas distribution systems, developed the GPIPER system.  GPIPER was originally developed for use on a mainframe computer.  The current DOS-based version runs on an IBM-compatible personal computer.



Systems Interface:



GPIPER is a DOS-based program.  It was originally designed to run on an IBM-XT, AT, or compatible system with 640K of RAM and a hard disk drive, and DOS 3.1 or higher.  Most of today’s users will run the program in a DOS window under Windows 3.1, 95, 98, or 2000.



Current Status:



GPIPER is currently ready for implementation throughout the Army. 



1.8.2
Water Pipe Management System  (WPIPER)



Description:



Deterioration of underground water distribution systems, particularly those composed of unlined metallic pipe, is a serious and costly problem on military installations.  Modern construction techniques, such as lining metallic pipes with cement mortar or plastic, have greatly reduced the problem; however, many of miles of unlined pipe still exist.  One of the most serious deterioration processes, which occur in unlined pipe, is the loss of carrying capacity.  Pipe corrosion, leading to the formation of tubercles, or calcium carbonate scale build-up on the pipe's interior surfaces cause diminished carrying capacity, possibly to the degree that the system fails to meet fire flow and daily demand requirements.  WPIPER assists DPW's in making cost-effective maintenance and repair decisions.  The system may have a pipe network inventory, a hydraulic model, data analysis reports, and a Hazen-Williams C-factor prediction model.  Using the C-factor model in conjunction with the hydraulic model, managers can determine when the piping system, or a certain section of it, will no longer meet fire flow and/or daily demand requirements.



Objective:



The objective of the WPIPER system is to provide installations with:



· Cost avoidance with timely and appropriate project selection for potable water distribution systems



· Reduced effort to determine which projects are needed most



· Improved condition of the water distribution system and user satisfaction



· Reduced backlog of maintenance and repair (BMAR)



· A permanent, organized, easily accessible repository for piping system information



· An objective method for pipe condition rating and assessment



· A basis for allocating available maintenance funds in an optimal manner



Background:



The Construction Engineering Research Laboratory (CERL), Champaign, IL, to provide a uniform system for managing water distribution systems, developed the WPIPER system.  It includes the Water Distribution System Analysis and Optimization (WADISO) program, developed by the U.S. Army Waterways Experiment Station (WES), for hydraulic modeling.



Systems Interface:



WPIPER is a DOS-based program.  It was originally designed to run on an IBM-XT, AT, or compatible system with 640K of RAM and a hard disk drive, and DOS 3.1 or higher.  Most of today’s users will run the program in a DOS window under Windows 3.1, 95, 98, or 2000.



Current Status:



WPIPER is currently ready for implementation throughout the Army. 



1.8.3
Pavement Management System (PAVER)



Description:



PAVER is an Engineered Management System (EMS) that helps engineers and managers manage the pavement network, determine sustainment, restoration and modernization (SRM) requirements, and direct resources to maximize return on investment.  PAVER assists with pavement inventory, systematic random sample inspections, assessment of pavement conditions, calculation of Pavement Condition Index (PCI), identification and prioritization of preventive and safety maintenance and repair needs, major repairs, global maintenance, future pavement condition prediction, and produce annual and multi-year SRM work plans.



Objective:



The Micro PAVER program provides the installation with the following benefits:



· Improved pavement condition and user rideability.



· Provide necessary information to manage available funds where they will provide the greatest return on the investment.



· A tool for developing Annual Work Plan, Long Range Plan and Unconstrained Requirements Report.



· Automated cost analysis reports to help determine the most effective maintenance and repair projects.



· Common ground for communication between installation and MACOM engineers.



· An objective procedure for pavement condition rating.



· A basis for specifying the results expected from contract pavement maintenance operations.



· A database for maintaining a specified level of pavement condition.



Background:



The Engineer Research and Development Center (ERDC), Construction Engineering Research Laboratory (CERL), to provide a uniform and cost-effective system for managing pavements, developed the PAVER system.  The microcomputer version of PAVER called Micro PAVER has been in the field since 1984.  The PAVER system has been implemented at 80 Army sites, 36 Air Force bases, 14 Navy installations, and approximately 200 cities and counties.  There are several hundred general aviation airports using micro PAVER in 16 states.  There are 420 known subscribers/users in North America and an estimated 500 to 1000 airports using PAVER or PAVER PCI concepts.  The American Public Works Association (APWA) alone has established PAVER databases for over 70 cities and counties.  PAVER is also used by several foreign Air Forces, including the British Royal Air Force and the Royal Netherlands Air Force.



Implementation Assistance:



The Engineer Research and Development Center (ERDC), Construction Engineering Research Laboratory (CERL), provides assistance for managing pavements, implementing and using the PAVER system, and providing training classes.  The current version of Micro PAVER is 4.2.5 for Windows, released November 1999.  To make Micro PAVER program operate efficiently and effectively, the recommended minimum hardware requirement is: Pentium III 500Mhz processor, 500 MB hard drive, super VGA monitor, 64 MB of RAM, Windows 95/98/NT/2000.



1.8.4
Railroad Track Engineered Management System (RAILER)



Description:



RAILER is a railroad track Engineered Management System that helps engineers and managers assess railroad track problems and perform a condition assessment against the Army Track Standards, Condition Indexes.  Installation Status Reports (ISR), use RAILER to determine maintenance and repair SRM requirements including costs, and direct resources to those needs which will result in the greatest return on investment.  AR 420-72 says the DPW is responsible for inspection, maintenance, repair and improvements to railroads and tracks located on Army installations and Army owned land.  The minimum required condition levels are provided in TM 5-628, Railroad Track Standards.  RAILER provides a detailed railroad network and track inventory, systematic inspections, assessment of facility conditions, and identification of SRM needs.  All RAILER information is accessed through a series of reports and may also be displayed spatially through the supplemental RAILER GIS program.  The RAILER program requires a computer with Windows 98, NT, or 2000, and minimums of 30 megabytes of hard disk storage, 256MB RAM, and 500MHz processor.  RAILER is distributed through the RAILER Support Center at the University of Illinois.  RAILER GIS requires that ESRI’s ArcView GIS Version 3.2a be installed on the computer.



Objective:



To provide installations:



· Assurance that the mission portion dependent on track can be met,



· Knowledge of track inventory and condition,



· Improved railroad track condition and performance, though knowledgeable M&R decision making,



· Reduced backlogs of maintenance and repair (BMAR),



· A basis for developing and utilizing indefinite delivery and job order contracting (JOC) contracts,



· A basis for allocating funds where they will provide the greatest return on the investment,



· A basis for and a means for rapidly developing Annual Work Plans which involves an identification of work needs and long-range budgets for the installation's railroad track network,



· An ability to rapidly develop projects for track work,



· An ability to prioritize both work needs and projects,



· An objective means for preparing and submitting the ISR report,



· A reduction in the cost of recurring track inspection and reporting, with the maximum return of information for a given inspection effort, and



· A consolidated and automated depository of track work history.



Background:



The RAILER system was developed and is being advanced by the Engineering Development and Research Center, Construction Engineering Research Laboratory (ERDC-CERL) to provide a uniform system for managing railroad track.  ERDC-CERL is responsible for developments and enhancements to RAILER and is designated as the RAILER Center of Technical Expertise.  ERDC-CERL and Transportation Center of Expertise (CENWO-ED-TX) provide technical assistance with implementing using both in-house and contract methods, computer advice on hardware and software, computer support services, and training.  CENWO-ED-TX serves as the RAILER product manager for the U.S. Army worldwide.



Current Status:



Numerous Army, Navy, and civilian industrial railroads have implemented RAILER, including Fort Campbell, Fort Riley, Sierra Army Depot, Crane Naval Surface Warfare Center, and the Naval Weapons Center, Charleston, SC. Version 5.2 is available for immediate use.  Included with this version is the supplemental RAILER RED program for use with handheld computers to speed inventory and inspection data entry and the RAILER GIS program for spatial data display.



Plans and Milestones:



Installation program funds, for RAILER implementation are available to MACOMs and installations using OMA funds.  To use RAILER, an implementation process is required to build the inventory and inspection database and create the GIS coverage’s.  Afterwards, routine track inspection data are used to update the condition analysis and M&R planning process.  Version 5.3 release (summer of FY02) adds a number of small features.  A totally new RAILER RED is currently under development and testing.  It will be released in conjunction with the RAILER 5.3 release.


1.8.5
Building Engineered Management System (BUILDER)



Description:



BUILDER is a building asset Engineered Management System that helps engineers and managers assess building problems, perform a condition assessment using condition indexes and other metrics including remaining service life, determine sustainment, restoration and modernization (SRM) requirements including costs, and direct resources to those needs which will result in the greatest return on investment.  BUILDER provides a building inventory sufficient to support SRM planning, systematic inspections at different levels of detail, an assessment and analysis of facility conditions (past, present, future) from the component up to the installation level, an identification of SRM needs (present and future), and through user specified standards, policies, prioritization criteria, and budget constraints creates SRM plans. 



Combined with the IMPACT simulation program multi-year “what-if” scenarios can be run to provide a future view of the condition and M&R needs for building assets.  All BUILDER (and IMPACT) information is accessed through a series of reports and may also be displayed spatially through a built-in GIS program.  BUILDER imports existing Army IFS and ISR data along with ROOFER EMS data.  Additionally, BUILDER incorporates the Navy’s Mission Dependency Index (MDI) to help rank building importance and BUILDER is linked to the MAXIMO Computerized Maintenance Management System (CMMS) to provide the logical tie between work planning and execution.  The BUILDER program requires a computer with Windows 98, NT, or 2000, and minimums of 30 megabytes of hard disk storage, 128MB RAM, and 500MHz processor.  BUILDER, with IMPACT, is distributed through the BUILDER Support Center at the University of Illinois.



Objective:



To provide installations with a true asset management system for SRM planning that provides for or results in:



· Assurance that mission execution dependent on buildings can be met,



· A structured, engineering-based, risk-based approach to building asset management,



· Knowledge of individual building inventory, condition, and other SRM decision support metrics,



· A consolidated “big picture” (what’s there, what’s wrong, what needs to be done and when, how much money is needed, etc.) including historic, environmental, seismic, and compliance issues of all of the buildings at the installation,



· Improved building condition and performance, though knowledgeable SRM decision making, including a focus on what’s truly important,



· The ability to “harvest” and consolidate the maximum amount of information available regarding buildings,



· Reduced backlogs of maintenance and repair (BMAR) through reduced penalty costs,



· A basis for developing and utilizing indefinite delivery and job order contracting (JOC) contracts,



· A basis for allocating funds where they will provide the greatest return on the investment and needs,



· A basis and a means for rapidly developing Annual Work Plans and long-range budgets for the installation's buildings,



· A knowledge based approach for inspection planning and execution,



· Warranty tracking,



· Reduced costs for periodic building inspection and reporting,



· A consolidated and automated depository of building work history, and



· A communication link between the “corporate” real property database (IFS), ISR evaluation data, facility inspection and condition assessment information, SRM needs assessment and planning, and SRM execution.



Background:



The BUILDER system was developed and is being advanced by the Engineering Development and Research Center, Construction Engineering Research Laboratory (ERDC-CERL) to provide a uniform system for managing building assets.  ERDC-CERL is responsible for developments and enhancements to BUILDER and is designated as the BUILDER Center of Technical Expertise.  ERDC-CERL provides technical assistance with implementing using both in-house and contract methods, computer advice on hardware and software, computer support services, and training.  Training is scheduled, coordinated, and administered through the University of Illinois BUILDER Support Center.



Current Status:



BUILDER is under development and is being tested for all of the buildings at the Army Research Laboratory (ARL) and for selected buildings for Special Operations Command at Fort Bragg.  BUILDER is also being tested at select regions of the Army Reserve Command.  BUILDER is being demonstrated for selected facilities throughout the Navy and Coast Guard.  Numerous civilian Governmental agencies and companies are testing BUILDER.  Version 2.1 is available for testing.  Included with this version is the supplemental BUILDER RED program for use with handheld computers to speed inventory and inspection data entry and IMPACT Version 1.0.



Plans and Milestones:



The Army decision to implement BUILDER will depend upon successful development of BUILDER.  To use BUILDER, an implementation process is required to build the inventory and inspection database and create the GIS coverage’s.  This implementation does not require that all buildings be surveyed.  Building data are first harvested from IFS and the ISR to populate an initial database.  Using MDI procedures, attention is drawn to the most important buildings where a more detailed inventory and inspection can be conducted.  Afterwards, routine building inspection data (at various levels of detail determined from importance, condition, and remaining service life) are used to update the condition analysis and SRM planning process.  When ROOFER EMS is in use, BUILDER will regularly harvest that data for use in the various analyses and IMPACT simulations.  This overall process makes BUILDER affordable.  BUILDER is being enhanced by ERDC-CERL to include non-condition (obsolescence) and criticality metrics to components as well as the process (business rules) for establishing the values for those metrics.  Also, ERDC-CERL is working on enhanced condition prediction models, SRM planning, and other features.



1.8.6
Roofing Engineered Management System (ROOFER)



Description:



ROOFER Engineered Management System (EMS) is a practical decision-making tool to help identify cost-effective strategies for repair and replacement of low-slope membrane and asphalt shingle roofs.  ROOFER provides a detailed inventory of the roof network, systematic inspections, assessment of conditions, and identification of SMR needs.  MicroROOFER, a microcomputer application that runs in a Windows 95/98/2000 environment, provides data storage and analysis and generates management reports.  ROOFER information can also be displayed spatially through the supplemental ROOFER GIS program. 



The inventory and inspection data from MicroROOFER can be directly imported into BUILDER, a building asset EMS.  Once in BUILDER, the data can be used in the various analyses and IMPACT simulations.  ROOFER uses standard inspection procedures and numerical indexes for assessing condition.  Distress data is collected during visual inspections; and for insulated membrane roofs, additional information is provided by nondestructive moisture surveys and gravimetric analyses of core cuts.  From these data, MicroROOFER generates condition indexes for the major roof components and an overall roof condition index (RCI).



Objectives:



To provide installations:



· Inventory of roofing assets



· Development of detailed roof plan drawings



· Detection of roof defects and development of condition indexes



· Network analysis reports for prioritizing projects and justifying funding requirements in a 10-year budget plan



· Project analysis and determination of most cost-effective repair strategy



· Means for rapidly developing annual work plans



· Work request documentation for recommended actions



· Improved roof condition and performance through knowledgeable M&R decision-making



· A basis for developing and utilizing indefinite delivery and job order contracting (JOC) contracts



· Reduced backlogs of maintenance and repair (BMAR)



Background:



ROOFER was developed by Engineer Research and Development Center (ERDC), with technical assistance provided by CRREL, Navy, Air Force, and industry experts to provide a cost effective program for managing low-slope membranes and asphalt shingle roofs.  ERDC-CERL is responsible for developments and enhancements to ROOFER.  The Installation Support Center of Expertise (ISCX) at the US Army Engineering and Support Center can provide military users with implementation assistance through the use of established Indefinite Delivery Type Contracts (IDTC).



Current Status:



Numerous DoD installations including Fort Riley, Fort Lee and the Defense Supply Center – Richmond, have implemented the ROOFER program to help them manage their roofing assets.  Non-military users include cities, universities, and consultants.  MicroROOFER Version 2.0 is available for immediate use.



Plans and Milestones:



Installations fund ROOFER implementation using OMA funds.  To use ROOFER, an implementation process is required to build the inventory and inspection database.  Afterwards, regularly scheduled re-inspections are conducted every 3-5 years to update the condition analysis and SRM planning process.


1.8.7
Heat Distribution System Analysis Tools: HEATER and HeatMap



Description:



Many of the DoD’s steam and hot water distribution systems are severely deteriorated, unreliable, inefficient, and expensive to operate.  Finding the best solution to these problems is a difficult and complex process.  Some installations are choosing to completely abandon their large central plants and distribution systems in favor of a “decentralized” system in which small gas-fired boilers are installed in each building.  Others are choosing to keep and modernize all or part of their existing central systems.  Many are seeking the assistance of third-party providers through ESPC contracts, operation and maintenance contracts, or privatization.  Making a bad decision can have consequences for many years.  Therefore, it is important to consider all relevant factors and use consistent, engineering-based procedures so that the best alternative is chosen.  HeatMap is a commercially available software tool developed by Washington State University that has been made available to DoD for a nominal fee.  The HEATER Engineered Management System is a companion product developed by CERL.  Together, these tools can provide comprehensive, consistent, and technically sound analysis of energy supply alternatives.  Both existing and proposed alternatives can be analyzed quickly and easily so that the best one can be chosen.



Objective:



The objective of HEATER and HeatMap is to provide installations with the following capabilities for the existing energy supply system, as well as for proposed repairs, replacements, expansions, and upgrades:



· Complete thermal and hydraulic analysis



· Estimate of capital costs



· Estimate of energy costs



· Estimate of life cycle costs



· Feasibility assessment of upgrades and expansions



· Emissions estimates



· Quantitative condition assessment



· Prediction of future condition for various courses of action



· Feasibility analysis of steam to hot water conversion



· Optimization of pipe and plant sizes



· Feasibility analysis of alternative energy sources such as geothermal and combined heat and power (CHP)



Background:



The Construction Engineering Research Laboratory (CERL), Champaign, IL, as a companion product to HeatMap, developed HEATER.  HEATER focuses on maintenance and repair planning, including condition assessment and prediction.  The Washington State University (WSU) Cooperative Extension Energy Program for providing thermal, flow, and economic analysis for heat distribution systems developed HeatMap.  HeatMap is available to Army users at a greatly reduced cost via a special agreement between the Army and WSU.  The two products together can provide a comprehensive and consistent system for analyzing and managing heat distribution systems.



Systems Interface:



HEATER and HeatMap are designed for the IBM-compatible PC with a Pentium microprocessor, and the Windows 95, 98, or NT operating system.  The computer should have at least 64 MB of RAM, and 100 MB free space on the hard drive.  Users must obtain a proprietary hardware lock through the points of contact listed below.  Users are also required to have AutoCAD Release 14 for Windows.



Current Status:



HeatMap is currently available.  HeatMap analysis has supported several Army heating plant modernization projects under the Central Energy Plant Modernization program.  HEATER is currently being field tested at two Army installations and is being used to support planning for repair, replacement, and modernization projects.  A test version of HEATER is currently available.



Plans and Milestones:



A final version of HEATER will be released after field-testing is completed in late FY02.  DecentMap, which is an add-on product to HeatMap for analysis of decentralized heating systems, is planned for completion during FY02.  New versions of HeatMap are released periodically.



1.9
Installation Status Report (ISR)



Description:



The Installation Status Report (ISR) is a decision support system intended to improve the management of limited resources on installations and provide the capability to program resource requirements.  Its fundamental purpose is to provide a system to rate the readiness of Army installations to meet their BASOPS support requirements.  ISR is the commander's annual report, developed, reviewed, and approved at installation-level and then forwarded to higher headquarters.  Through ISR each installation's conditions and performance are assessed against Army-wide standards in three areas: Infrastructure, Environment, and Services.  The ISR software allows for the data collection, storage, reporting and analysis of data.  It is consolidated, reviewed and then approved at the Major Command-level (MACOMlevel) and then is forwarded to Department of the Army (DA).  At DA-level the data is reviewed, consolidated, and used in decision support.



Objective:



ISR provides an analysis process to compare and contrast conditions on the installation as well as the Major Subordinate Command (MSC), MACOM, and Army-levels.  It is a system to collect and process data against Army-wide standards that provides data to be used in management and decision support systems.



Background:



DA developed ISR Infrastructure in 1994 based on earlier concept work by the Operations Research Center (ORCEN) at West Point, NY, at the request of the Assistant Secretary of the Army for Financial Management (ASA-FM).  It was developed as a means to assess installation-level conditions and performance against standards to assist in management decision support systems.  Service Based Costing (SBC) was developed as a separate system and is being integrated into ISR Services. 



Systems Interface:



ISR draws data from:



· ISR1 – ISR Infrastructure



· RPLANS – Quantity data



· IFS – Inventory data



· CEAC – Cost data



· ASIP – Installation Population data



· ISR2 – ISR Environment



· EPR – Funding and projects data

· ISR1 – for 2002 the data input application remains a PC-based application.  Viewing of data is via the Command Viewer.

· ISR3 – a web-based application.



· Command Viewer – a web-based application.



Plans and Milestones:



ISR1 will be further developed as web-based technology permits.



ISR2 will be a web-based application by 2004.

Construction Appropriation Programming Control & Execution (CAPCES)



Description:



The Construction Appropriations Programming Control and Execution System (CAPCES) provides the Army with an integrated suite of web based, browser accessed tools and databases to formulate, develop, report, modify, maintain, archive, and store military construction (MILCON) project information in support of budget activities.  CAPCES is the only automated source of project information for various construction programs during the planning, programming and budgeting phases of the PPBES process.  CAPCES uses a secure mainframe based database server, available over the web (WebCAPCES), on the PAX portal with UserID and password control.  CAPCES is an original source of program, planning and budget MILCON data on the MCA, AFH and MMCA programs; and partial program and planning data for BCA, NAF, BUP, PIK, ECIP (Army), DBOF (Army) and DERF (Army) programs. 



CAPCES also uses other existing sources for data, most notably, 1391 data from the DD Form 1391 Processor System and Directive data from the DIRNET module.  CAPCES provides data feeds to several systems including the Army PROBE system, ACSIM’s EIS/GIS, and RPLANS systems, and the USACE DIRNET system.  CAPCES allows users to manage and track MILCON programs at work progress, project level detail, from project inception through the full life cycle of each project.  CAPCES, through the PAX portal, provides a web browser interface via NIPRNET and the Internet.  CAPCES also provides program managers with easy to use, commercial-off-the-shelf (COTS) web based self-service and ad-hoc reporting tools, in an open environment, for real-time, accurate program/project information in support of individual’s functional tasks.  CAPCES’ emphasis is on project planning, programming and budget execution, in order to develop and produce specific MILCON budget displays during the PRB, POM, BES and President’s Budget, as well as continual tracking and management of budget programs in order to successfully defend those budgets for Congressional authorization and appropriation.



Objective:



CAPCES shall provide program managers with needed automation tools to support production of accurate MILCON budget books and budget displays.  CAPCES uses a real-time web based environment for needed budget programming, planning and execution functions at task level, to maintain authorization, appropriation, and construction controls for MILCON budget.  CAPCES’ automation suite is designed to provide work output in support of program managers daily tasking, and not simply data gathering.  An automation objective of the system is to integrate with data sources and provide data feeds among systems to reduce tedious tasks of analysts and managers.



Supporting the Army portal initiatives, CAPCES will continue to meet all requirements of current DoD and Army regulations.  CAPCES’ automation objective is to increasingly move in the direction of a dynamic, rich, virtual desktop, with increasing reliance on abilities to track, sort, graph, analyze, integrate, model, project and/or display text, data, pictures, maps, sound, animation and “appliances” on an enterprise-wide, secure platform with state-of-the-art telecommunications.



Background:



Early in 1977, work began to automate the annual MCA budget program.  At that time, the MCA program consisted of approximately 100-200 projects and was already a monumental program to manage.  Since then, the MCA program has both grown and shrunk tremendously.  When done manually, the final tasks involved 10-15 individuals, working long shifts (including several all-nighters), seven to ten days to with production of somewhat small sized ‘acceptable’ budget books.  Still errors were commonplace, and the format was not up to par with current technology or expectations.  Using the automated process, linking CAPCES and the DD Form 1391 Processor with real-time updates by the many offices involved with project/program formulation, the final steps of printing the budget books have been reduced from days to hours. 



Over the years (1978 to present) CAPCES' automated database capabilities and dependability has been instrumental in the effective management of the MCA program (and other programs).  As with all automation it also inspired an increased demand for accurate, highly detailed reports and information.  The system's COTS software has been able to mend those demands and more, with very little additional investment.



Systems Interface:



CAPCES is a logical integration of information from several sources.  CAPCES automates the management as well as manages the assemblage of project and program information during synchronous, and often discordant, efforts of installations, MACOMs, Army staff, USACE Districts and Divisions, OCE, DoD, OMB, and Congress.  Where possible and appropriate direct data interface and/or integration is used.  In others, direct data entry is used. 



CAPCES directly and indirectly interfaces with systems such as: Program Optimization and Budget Evaluation (PROBE), Program and Fund Distribution Control System (PFDCS), Army's Resource Formulation System (RFS), ACS (IM)’s Real Property Planning System (RPLANS), EIS/GIS, Installation Status Report (ISR), DD Form 1391 Processor systems, and the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers Financial Management System (CEFMS), and Design Directives module (DIRNET).



Current Status:



Current directions are to make use of the available end-user desktop web tools and mainframe web-enabled COTS, local networks, and browser based technologies, to provide low-cost, fast, integrated, worldwide accessible information.  This concept will maintain the investment in the current database, existing library of reports, and end-user familiarity with ad-hoc reporting.  It will also provide reliable backup and quality on-line availability, to meet user demands for a user friendly, state-of-the-art, accurate information system that performs or assists with the performance of functional work requirements.



Plans and Milestones:



Current plans include new reports for the Transformation of Installation Management structure, implementation of web-based easy-to-use commercial software for tabulation, graphs, and picture and map linkage to reports.  Developer tools will also be implemented.  Integrate with the Army AKM initiative and the Army portal.

Real Property Planning and Analysis System (RPLANS)



Description:



The Real Property Planning and Analysis System (RPLANS) is an automated planning system that consists of three major views or components designed to meet the needs of users at installation, major command (MACOM) and Headquarters, Department of the Army (HQDA) levels.  Users at each level share a common need to correlate data about real property assets, installation force structure and populations, and facility allowances and requirements. 



Installation RPLANS is a facility level, integrated, automated master planning tool that provides planners and programmers with the capability to readily and efficiently calculate peacetime facility space allowances and compare them to available real property assets for a wide range of facility types.  RPLANS is the official source for allowance data and the official repository for requirements data at installation level.  RPLANS satisfies the requirement for an installation tabulation of existing and required facilities (TAB) mandated by AR 210-20.



MACOM RPLANS (MCRPLANS) provides MACOMs a UIC level view of installation RPLANS sites within their command.  MCRPLANS is used for reviewing and approving installation requirements edits, analyzing proposed construction projects and similar management tasks.  It is the database of record for approved requirements.



Headquarters RPLANS (HQRPLANS) calculates facility allowances at all Army locations worldwide by Facility Category Group (FCG).  HQRPLANS integrates population, real property assets, space planning criteria and planned new construction from official sources to develop a Tabulation of Existing and Required Facilities (TAB) for each Army location.  The TAB identifies existing facility assets, calculated allowances, edited requirements and new construction to determine excesses and shortfalls by location.  This data helps support HQDA decisions on Military Construction, Stationing/Re-stationing, Base Realignment and Closure (BRAC), Installation Status Report (ISR) Quantity Ratings and Installation Master Planning across the Army.



Objective:



The Army has identified a need to automate and standardize the master planner's access to existing facilities data in support of both planning and programming activities.  Installation RPLANS provides automated support for master planning activities to include site planning, TAB preparation, construction program development, stationing analysis, unit/organization facility requirements analysis and space utilization.  Installation RPLANS also provides the capability to edit requirements in cases where calculated allowances do not fully account for mission, equipment or personnel impacts on infrastructure.



MCRPLANS provides an automated process that allows interactive review and approval or modification of edited requirements by the MACOMs.  HQRPLANS provides an automated capability focused on existing and future force structure and current and programmed facilities to allow planners at all levels a way to analyze, evaluate and validate installation facility requirements using consistent corporate data and criteria.



Systems Interface:



Data Sources include:



· Installation Facility Requirements – Input by installation RPLANS users (Installation RPLANS only)



· Army Stationing and Installation Plan (ASIP)- current and future population by location



· Integrated Facilities System (IFS)- current active Army and Army Reserve real property assets (Installation RPLANS and MCRPLANS)



· Planning Resource for Infrastructure Development and Evaluation (PRIDE) - current ARNG real property assets



· Headquarters Executive Information System (HQEIS)- current active Army and Army Reserve real property assets (HQRPLANS only)



· Army Criteria Tracking System (ACTS)- space planning criteria



· Facility Planning System (FPS)- military grade distribution and unit allowances by facility for Army units and organizations



· Defense Eligibility Enrollment Reporting System (DEERS)- marriage factors



· Training Evaluation and Support System (TESS)- Reserve Component Annual Training loads by location (data provided with the ASIP)



· Five Year Development Plan (FYDP)- planned new construction, new footprint



· Army Range Requirements Model (ARRM)- Range and Maneuver Land Requirements



Installation RPLANS provides feeder data to:



· MACOM RPLANS – installation requirements and assets

· Army Flow Model (AFM) - active Army installation profiles and allowances for active TOE units by Unit Identification Code (UIC)



· Installation Support Cost Model (ISCM) - allowances for active Army TOE units by Standard Requirements Code (SRC)



· Essential Facility Requirements (EFR) Charts - installation profiles and buyout costs



· Range and Training Land Program (RTLP) – range and maneuver land requirements



· Facility Planning System (FPS) – ASIP troop list and Army average UPH rates



Current Status:



· Fully operational client server application



· Internet accessible by all levels of the Army with valid password



· Three level system: Installation, Major Command and Headquarters



· Access control



· HQRPLANS access approval by ACSIM, Plans and Operations Division



· MACOM access control managed by owning MACOM



· Installation access controlled by Installation RPLANS Admin client at RPLANS sites



· HQRPLANS updated twice annually in June and December



· Requirements edits submitted electronically by installations to MACOM pending database



· MACOM reviews and approves installation edits and posts to MACOM approved database



· Approved requirements pulled from MACOM RPLANS twice annually (15 May & 15 November)



Plans and Milestones:



· The system is currently operational.



· ARNG implements the use of RPLANS in the submission of requirements for the December 2002 update.



· Realign RPLANS to support Centralized Installation Management (CIM)



· Facility Category Group (FCG) realignment to Facility Analysis Category (FAC) to allow for implementation of DoD Cost Factors.

Computer Aided Facility Management System (CAFMS)



Description:



Computer Aided Facility Management Systems (CAFMS) is a family of computer software systems developed to meet the needs of intensive facilities management at Army installations.  The CAFMS family of systems uses existing data sources, including CADD data, allow facility managers to collect and record additional data, and provide tools to manipulate, analyze and display the resulting data.



Objective:



CAFMS permit the rapid calculation of Facility Utilization Rates.  They also provide a repository for detailed information about a facility, which is not currently available in other corporate databases.  CAFMS serve as integrators, which can pull together different databases and systems and portray their information in both textual and graphic formats.  CAFMS are intended to supplement existing systems, not to replace them.  For example RPLANS/HQRPLANS are the official source of facilities "allowances".



A CAFMS can take RPLANS allowances and allow facility managers to manipulate and analyze data to develop "Requirements".  These "Requirements" are then input RPLANS and justifications recorded in RPLANS to establish the installation's official Tabulation of Existing and Required Facilities (TAB).



Background:



CAFMS have been developed over a number of years, with concepts going back over several decades.  More recently, developing technology began placing these applications within the financial capability of installation managers.  The newer systems allow automated data exchanges with key Army systems, including IFS, LANS and ISR.  Many of the systems are commercial applications and can be tailored to meet installation's specific.



Systems Interface:



CAFMS receive data from:



· IFS - Real Property Inventory



· RPLANS – Allowances



· FPS/ACTS – Criteria



· ASIP - Force structure



· CADD - Floor plans and drawings



· ISR-I - Facility condition data



CAFMS Provide data to:



· IFS-M - Real property updates (reports).  RPLANS - Requirements and justification.



Current Configuration:



FM systems link CADD data to other (non-graphic) facility databases to improve information accessibility and management.  They allow rapid, consistent updating of basic information maps (BIMS) and drawings, as well as creation of new, special purpose maps.  While more limited than GIS, the distinction is blurring, and the term is less frequently used.  This intermediate area is also sometimes described as Computer Assisted Facility Management (CAFM).  CAFM generally refers to relational database systems, which use CADD displays for query output.  Typical examples of CAFM are the commercial Facility Information System (FIS) used by some activities for detailed (workstation level) space management, and MAXIMO, a facility maintenance management system.



Plans and Milestones:



Continue to assist users in selecting the proper system to support their needs.  DoD has vested responsibility for coordinated development of CADD and GIS data standards with the CADD/GIS Center for Facilities, Infrastructure and Environment (CGCFIE), supported by the Engineer Research and Development Center (ERDC) at Vicksburg, MS.  The Center supports the Facility Management Standard (FMS), a mandatory standard for CAFMS.



1.13
Engineer and Base Operations Support System (ENBOSS)



Description:



ENBOSS is the suite of software used by U.S. Army Reserve Engineers at the Regional Support Commands (RSCs), USAR Installations, and USAREng 
Directorate (now Installation Management Agency (IMA) – Army Reserve Office (ARO), Army Reserve Directorate (ARD), and subordinate offices).  Its purpose is to support Army Reserve Engineers in managing the U.S. Army Reserve inventory of facilities throughout the life cycle of a facility, from acquisition through disposal.  The ENBOSS suite of software contains the following client-based modules: Engineer Management Automation, Army Reserve (EMAAR) system, Resource Information System, Engineer Reserve (RISER), the Army Reserve Geographic Information Support System (ARGISS) and a supporting security module.  There is a series of web-based tools to enhance collaborative transactions among the organization elements, and offices outside the Engineer community. 



Engineering Management Automation, Army Reserve (EMAAR)



· The EMAAR module is intended for use by Army Reserve Engineers at the eleven Regional Support Commands (RSCs), 7th Army Reserve Command (ARCOM), U.S. Army Reserve Installations, U.S. Army Reserve Commands (USARC), and the Office of the Chief, Army Reserve (OCAR).  Its purpose is to support Army Reserve Engineers in managing the Army Reserve inventory of facilities throughout the life cycle of a facility, from acquisition through disposal.



· The EMAAR modules are Real Estate; Units Management; ProjDoc (Project Documentation for MILCON); FYP (Future Year Plan); EPM (Engineer Project Management); Reports; User Utilities; System Administration; Force File Interface; Collaborative Alerts, Automated MTOE/TDA Annotation, and the IFS Interface.



· These modules access a set of common databases using an asynchronous replication methodology inherent to the relational database management system.  Each module supports a different managerial requirement in the facility life cycle.



· EMAAR contains imbedded algorithms that compute space requirements per AR 140-483.  These figures form the basis for the DD Form 1390 and DD Form 1391 required as part of the military construction justification and approval process.



Resource Information System, Engineer, Reserve (RISER)



· RISER originated out of the need to track costs by facility for leases, utilities, and the maintenance and repair of Army Reserve facilities.  It was developed as one of the ENBOSS modules, and adheres to the ENBOSS standards.



· RISER provides the capability to track and balance costs for Army Reserve owned and leased facilities.  RISER functionality revolves around the existence of a Work Order (DA Form 4283) and its’ associated costs.  It tracks maintenance, repair, lease, utility, and environmental costs.  Various Army Reserve accounting codes can further break down these costs.  Management Decision Execution Package (MDEP), Army Management Structure Code (AMSCO), Account Processing Code (APC), Technical Data Activity Code (TDAC), and Element of Resource (EOR) are the accounting codes tracked by RISER.



· To aid with the tracking of costs and maintenance of Army Reserve facilities, RISER creates, saves, and tracks financial information by means of standard DoD and DA forms.  Forms supported by RISER include the Military Interdepartmental Purchase Request (MIPR), Miscellaneous Obligation Document (MOD), DD250, Purchase Request and Commitment (PR&C), DD1155, SF1034, and “Other” financial documents.  The “Other” Financial Document supports cost tracking for documents that RISER does not produce automatically.  Additional financial documents may be supported in future versions of RISER.



· To facilitate the tracking of utility accounting data, RISER has the ability to interface with a Consolidated Utility Payment (CUP) Provider.  Vendor and work order information can be exported to the CUP provider from RISER.  After the CUP provider makes a payment, the accounting data can be then imported into RISER.



Army Reserve Geographic Information Support System (ARGISS)



ARGISS originated out of the Army Reserve’s need to consolidate facility-related data from various sources and to report on that data using a GIS user interface.  The modules of ARGISS are The Data Bridge, Facility Planning System (FPS) and Plan View.



· The Facility Planning System (FPS) was fielded as the first application to use the ARGISS toolbox, providing a user-friendly way to report on facility-related data, both in map and tabular form.  We later added two new applications into its toolbox: PlanView and the Environmental Planning System (EPS), an application that helped users report on environmental-related data.  The geographical information system (GIS) interface in ARGISS uses the over-the-counter GIS software MapInfo that provides a platform to make the data “mapable”.  InfoMaker provides a number of predetermined tabular report formats to view the consolidated Army Reserve data and the capability to make additional “elegant” reports.



· The Data Bridge consolidates Army Reserve facility-related data originating from various sources and file formats (SyBase, MS Excel, FoxPro and MS Access), and allows ARGISS users to perform simple queries on that data.  The most significant enhancement to the Data Bridge is the addition of a Data Bridge “Wizard” to assist in setting up queries and the redesign of the Relationship Reference Creation process.  There are many options for working with queries.  Queries can be created, opened, edited, closed, deleted, saved, saved with a different name, designated as Public, Private, or Read-only, and run to retrieve the results from the database(s).  The SQL generated by the query can also be viewed.  The output of a query can be viewed within Data Bridge or exported to an MS Excel spreadsheet.  It can also be saved in any of the Data Bridge supported formats.



· Plan View enables the user to view layouts of Army Reserve facility site plans and floor plans.  These plans come from different sources in differing formats, and must go through a conversion process in order to be suitable for PlanView.  This process enhances the layout, however, by converting a typical raster image to a vector image.  Also, the process orients a facility with true geographic direction and assigns a correct longitude and latitude to the buildings.  When the process is complete, the plans are stored as MapInfo files and registered in PlanView.



Objective:



The system maintains information for:



· Facility database of record (proposed, with existing facilities populated from IFS)



· Units information



· Development of scope, documentation, and justification required for major and minor construction projects (MILCON)



· Reporting requirements



· Management of the operations and maintenance of existing facilities



· Tracking of facility utilization.



Background:



The Army Reserve Engineer (now the IMA – Army Reserve Office Director) is the Army Staff proponent for ENBOSS.  The Strategic Plans and Policy Directorate of IMA -ARO provides program management while the Concepts Development Branch of IMA-ARD is responsible for the configuration control, maintenance, enhancements, and distribution of new releases.  The IMA-ARO has established an investment review board, in the form of the Integration Steering Committee, to validate any information technology investment and compliance with the tenets of Clinger-Cohen.



Systems Interface:



ENBOSS provides interfaces, which satisfy the need for U.S. Army Reserve data to be reflected in Active Army component systems that are feeding the budget process.  The Integrated Facility System (IFS) and the Force File Interface provide the IT support needed to more effectively participate in the budget process.  These interfaces also eliminate the need for users to enter shared data into multiple systems.  In addition, the RISER module provides an interface to two standard Army accounting systems: database Commitment Accounting System (dbCAS, also known as dCAS) and Computerized Accounts Payable System (CAPS).  dbCAS maintains commitments and obligations dbCAS data.  Commitment data is sent electronically to dbCAS from RISER.  dbCAS, in turn, interfaces with the Standard Army Financial System (STANFINS).  Once dollars have been allocated to the committed data, the obligated dollars are imported into RISER from dbCAS.  RISER also provides an electronic interface to exchange purchase request information with the Standard Procurement System (SPS) via the SPS Acquiline 
interface.  This interface eliminates the need to enter purchase request information into Acquiline and SPS, virtually eliminating redundancy of data entry.  CAPS tracks accruals and disbursements.  CAPS information is entered and maintained in RISER and can then be exported to CAPS electronically.



Current Status:



ENBOSS, and all its related applications, is a mature system.  Electronic interfaces are executed nightly on a batch basis to maintain alignment with standard systems.  The Integration Steering Committee provides configuration management control and recommends software and hardware modifications based on sound business methodologies, assuring compliance with the Clinger-Cohen Act.  The current development plan for ENBOSS calls for an annual software upgrade, with a possible maintenance upgrade six months after to maintain the application in the most current software standard.



Plans and Milestones:



We will release the third version of ENBOSS in January 2003.  This release focuses its’ enhancements on further alignment of the EMAAR module with IFS by optimizing the use of category codes to identify the function of a facility.



The FY04 release of ENBOSS will concentrate in the capture of graphical data (GIS, Computer Aided Design, Photos) and general documents related to Army Reserve environmental, real estate, and master planning actions into a central repository with a web based portal as the graphical user interface.  This new version further aligns the suite of software with the knowledge management goals of the Army.



1.14
Hazardous Substance Management System (HSMS)



Description:



HSMS is the DoD automated hazardous substance tracking system designed to provide "cradle -to-grave" tracking of the hazardous materials (HM) stored and used at an installation, and also provide a tracking capability for the chemical constituents of those materials.  HSMS is the hardware and software component of the Hazardous Material Management Program (HMMP).  The system provides full functionality and legal reporting requirements to satisfy Executive Order (EO) 12856, "Federal Compliance with Emergency Planning and Community Right-to-Know Laws and Prevention Requirements.”  In addition, HSMS maintains considerable data within its database that may be useful to an installation in meeting additional reporting requirements that may be mandated by Federal, State, or local regulatory agencies including Tier I, Tier II and Form R reports. 



HSMS tracks hazardous substance usage and hazardous waste generated through the use of a set of process algorithms, which calculate chemical release based on the way the material is utilized (process).  The system tracks hazardous substance that is requisitioned/ordered, received, stored, issued, used, recycled or spilled and is designed to run on Windows 95, Windows 98, Windows NT (through SP6A), Windows ME, or Windows 2000 client computer.  The database engine is Oracle 7.3.4, Oracle 8.05, or Oracle 8i.  The database server can operate under Windows NT or a Unix platform that supports the named versions of Oracle, provided that network connectivity to Windows clients can be attained.



Objective:



HSMS is a Department of Defense (DoD) standardized automated hazardous substance tracking system and is part of the Environmental Information Technology Management (EITM) program.  HSMS is used to enable the operations of the Hazardous Material Management Program (HMMP) at the installation level and provides a better way to manage Hazardous Materials (HM) and Hazardous Waste (HW) through centralized management using Business Practices and an Automated Tool (HSMS Software).



Systems Interface: 



Interfaces exist for HSMS to two of the Army’s logistics systems through the Logistics Interface Utility (LIU), the Hazardous Materials Information System (HMIS) maintained by the Defense Logistics Information Service, and to the DRMS Automated Information System (DAISY).  The LIU allows for batch upload of information from the Standard Army Retail Supply System (SARSS) and the Integrated Facility System (IFS) for seven logistics transactions.  This interface is intended to minimize the number of keystrokes necessary to update HSMS with these transactions.  This interface was built against HSMS 2.3 and has not been updated for HSMS 2.4.



The HMIS interface allows the HSMS user to query the online HMIS system for Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS) records.  These records can be retrieved from the online system and saved in HSMS for use by the application.  These records may include specific ingredient and large amounts of text-based information if it is available in HMIS.  The HMIS system is undergoing a redesign scheduled for deployment in April 2002.  This redesigned system will be designated as HMIRS (Hazardous Materials Information Resource System.  When HMIRS is deployed, the current HMIS interface will no longer function.  A redesign of that portion of HSMS will be required at that time.  HMIRS will eliminate many of the text-based fields in the current HMIS interface but will allow for downloading of the electronic images of the manufacturer’s MSDS into HSMS.  A provision for storage and retrieval of those images already exists in HSMS.  The format of the available MSDS images from the HMIRS system has not been published.



The DAISY interface allows the HSMS user to transmit hazardous waste container information associated with the electronic submission of the standard DD1348-1 or DD1348-1A form to their supporting DRMO.  This information is received and processed by DRMS and the follow-up Delivery Order and Manifest information may be downloaded into HSMS for tracking purposes.



Current Status:



HSMS 2.4 is the latest version of this migration system for which the Environmental Information Management (EIM) system was the target system.  HSMS 2.4 was released to the services on 28 September 2001.  Development of HSMS began in 1991 with deployment of HSMS 1.0 starting in July of 1995.  This application implements a large number of required and optional functions supporting a wide variety of business practices providing a flexible & scalable cradle -to-grave hazardous chemical tracking system.  It consists of a single executable file with one custom Dynamic Link Library (.dll) file.  Reports from within the application utilize Crystal Reports 7.  Ad hoc reports generated at the end-user level can use any report generator that will allow a connection to the Oracle database.  Most service component sites seem to be using Crystal Reports version 7 or higher for ad hoc reporting which allows for the sharing of reports between sites where appropriate.  HSMS is currently installed at approximately 170 federal facilities within the Department of Defense, Department of Transportation, and the Department of Treasury.



Plans and Milestones:



· 3rd Quarter FY02 – Acceptance Test of HSMS 2.4.1



· 4th Quarter FY02 – Release of HSMS 2.4.1



· Field to the rest of the ARMY FY04 – FY09



· Sustainment of the HSMS software



Further functionality for HSMS might also include additional regulatory reports and data points (such as those for Title V reporting) rather than providing interfaces to other systems.  Including some of these requirements in the HSMS application may result in a lower expenditure of programming resources.



1.15
Army Lodging Property Management System (ALPMS)



The Army Lodging Property Management System (ALPMS) is a system used for scheduling and property accountability at Army transient lodging offices.



1.16
Hazards of Asbestos and Lead Optimal Management (HALO)



The Hazards of Asbestos and Lead Optimal Management (HALO) system is a stand-alone system that assists Army installations in managing housing units and nonresidential buildings that may contain lead and/or asbestos related hazards by taking as input the hazard information and giving as output the required disclosure documents and management plans customized for their installation.  A second objective is to enable the collection of ancillary data for worker protection issues.

Real Estate Management Information System (REMIS)



The Real Estate Management Information System (REMIS) is a system used to manage the Real Estate program within the Corps and throughout the Army.



The above constitutes all of the information provided on REMIS.

Rental Facilities Management Information System (RFMIS)



No system description was provided for RFMIS.

The Real Estate Corporate Information system (RECIS) is a central repository for enterprise Real Estate data.  This system was developed to extract and summarize key data from each District REMIS database and centrally distribute this information via the Intranet, RECIS also provides RFMIS GSA data.  The RECIS application has been deployed as an Intranet based HTML application for nearly two years; only CEAP users have access to RECIS.  RECIS summarizes data at various levels (District, Project, Name, Bureau codes, State, Location, etc.).  The system is available to all levels of Real Estate to support informed management decisions based on real data from REMIS and RFMIS.  RECIS data sets are loaded once a month on the 15th for each district.

The Internet, Navy Facilities Assets Data Store (iNFADS) system is the real property database of record for the Navy.  The system provides information required for the Navy for facilities planning and management.  The iNFADS system contains data on each existing facility owned or leased by the Navy.  Data is provided on the facility, location, acquisition, construction, size, cost, capacity, utilization and condition. The following data systems are used by iNFADS:




· Master Activity General Information Control (MAGIC)
MAGIC is a single database of information on Navy activities and those units of the operating forces that require significant logistics support from those activities.




· Category Code Directory (CCD)
CCD is an automated file containing Navy facility category codes, descriptions and units of measure. It is used for identifying, classifying and quantifying assets. The file contains the investment category and maintenance cost account numbers corresponding to each of the facility category codes.



Additional Information:



· Space Management
Tracks space used (square feet) by whom (by UIC). 
Contains space leased to / from private industry.



· Capital Improvements
Provides a running total of the cost to the government from acquisition through the life of the facility. Construction in progress costs are not tracked in iNFADS, but rather in the Financial Information System (FIS).
Maintenance history is not captured.



· Project Module
Tracks the money spent by the Activities as it relates to the facility. 
Maintenance costs are considered, but there is a dollar threshold above which the work is considered a project and would therefore be reflected here.



· Planning Module
Provides a means to analyze the impact of new construction, disposal and/or transfer as it relates to correcting a reported deficiency or surplus.
There are no financial transactions resulting from work done in this module; it is a planning tool only.



· Category Code Module
Used to describe the facility use.
The Army and Air Force have different sets of category codes.



· Reporting
Monthly, quarterly and yearly reports are produced and are made available on the web for download.
Database extracts are created and ported to the web so that users can have access to iNFADS data without modifying the data in the database of record.
Ad-hoc queries can be made via Cognos query.

Corporate Asset System (CAS)



The Corporate Asset System (CAS) contains plant (land, buildings, software, and equipment) and minor property equipment. Information from the Industrial Logistics Support Management Information System (ILSMIS) is extracted to begin the initiation of the Add process. CAS has the ability of adding, changing, accessing, and transferring assets within the field activity, and maintains historical information. The system interfaces with the Defense Information Technology Management System (DITMS) for reporting ADP equipment. It figures depreciation and reports financial transactions to the Activity’s financial system. If the Activity is using the Defense Industrial Financial Management System (DIFMS), plant account records are passed through an interface file to DIFMS where depreciation is calculated and accounting transactions are generated. Depreciation information is passed back to CAS from DIFMS. The CAS platform is running on a SUN system, Solaris 2.6, database is Sybase 11 using Microfocus COBOL 4.0.



2.6
Patuxent Inventory System (PAXIS)



Prior to the DIFMS conversion (10/99), the Patuxent Inventory System (PAXIS) maintained Class 3 and 4 asset records and computed depreciation. At conversion, all PAXIS records moved to the official DIFMS plant property system. PAXIS, for now, is still needed to physical inventories as it stores detail data not in the DIFMS PP system. PAXIS does interface with the DIFMS plant property system for MTRBF and Sponsor Owned Records. PAXIS is slated for full termination in the near future.

Automated Civil Engineer System – Real Property Module (ACES-RP)



The Automated Civil Engineer System (ACES) is a reengineered, Oracle-based, relational database system developed to replace the Interim Work Information System 



(IWIMS). It is designed to support base-level and higher Headquarters Civil Engineer (CE) functions in day-to-day operations. ACES provides direct Civil Engineer information management support to active Air Force units, the Air National Guard, and the Air Force Reserve, during peace and war, at fixed main bases, bare bases, and deployed locations. The ACES database resides at DISA Defense Enterprise Computing Centers (DECCs) in Montgomery, AL, Pearl Harbor, HI and Ramstein GE. ACES data entry and retrieval is done through workstations located at each BCE organization (Active, Guard and Reserve), MAJCOM headquarters staff agencies, and the Air Staff.



The primary source for ACES is manual input.
 ACES users input functional area (real property, housing management, furnishing management, or project management) directly into the Oracle database and output the data in the form of standard and custom reports. ACES has an internal interface to the legacy system, IWIMS. Data is exchanged with other automated information systems through IWIMS external interfaces:



· Personnel Data System (PDS)



· Standard Base Supply System (SBSS)



· Job Order Costing System (JOCASS)



· Base Contracting Automated System / Standardized Procurement System (BCAS/SPS)



· General Accounting and Finance System (GAFS)



ACES is comprised of 11 subsystems that provide a means for resource tracing and critical decision making in the management of seven CE functional areas. The functional areas are:



· Engineering Flight – Project Management and Programming, Design and Construction



· Environmental Flight – Environmental Security and Management



· Housing Flight – Military Family Housing



· Resources Flight – Real Property and Financial Management, CE Material Acquisition System (CEMS)



· Operations Flight – Work Control and Facility Management Operations



· Fire Flight – Incident Response Management including HAZMAT



· Readiness Flight – Personnel Training and Readiness Equipment Management



ACES will have eleven subsystems, which are being developed as separate modules and associated databases. Each module interfaces with the IWIMS legacy system, which, in-turn, provides external interfaces. Originally, the ACES databases were separated by module, but the 2.0 release begins the consolidation of these databases into a single logical database with direct links to these external systems, and IWIMS will be turned off.



The Automated Civil Engineer System – Real Property Module (ACES-RP) provides real property information management support to active Air Force, Air National Guard and Air Force Reserve units. It provides for the accumulation, consolidation, and retention of facility data incurred in the operation and maintenance of Air Force Real Property facilities.  It is directed toward providing updated facility status information to all levels of management in the civil engineering organization as a basis for daily decision making.  A second function is to provide for the submission of inventory reporting to Major Command and Headquarters United States Air Force. This involves the USAF Real Property Inventory Detail Report, (RCS: SAF-MII(A)7115).  The remaining critical capability is to provide “Book of Original Entry” accounting for facility assets including reporting of depreciation and General Ledger balances for asset financial accounting purposes.

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Defense Medical Logistics Standard Support (DMLSS) system is a standard DoD system targeted to replace aging medical logistics systems in the Army, Navy, and Air Force. The system supports property management, maintenance operations, Prime Vendor operations, research and price comparison among a variety of product sources, and facility management. DMLSS also supports Joint Commission on Accreditation of Healthcare Organizations (JCAHO) accreditation requirements. 



The Defense Medical Logistics Support System (DMLSS)
 Program is an integrated system being developed to accommodate the needs of the Army, Navy and Air Force at the wholesale and retail levels for medical logistic support at fixed military treatment facilities (MTFs) and for deployed theater forces. The DMLSS automated information system (AIS) provides the capability to its users consisting of: 



· Materiel management 



· Facility management, and 



· Equipment and technology management. 



Materiel management encompasses receipt, storage and distribution of medical logistics items in MTFs and in support of wartime and contingency operations. 



Facility management capabilities range from scheduled maintenance and project tracking to regulatory compliance and space management. 



Equipment and technology management contains all activities associated with the procurement, accountability, maintenance, replacement budgeting and disposition of medical equipment. 



The DMLSS AIS relies on electronic commerce and web-based technology to speed delivery of pharmaceutical and medical/surgical items to customers, negating the need to stock large inventory at depots and MTFs. It provides automated product and price comparison tools that ease the ordering process and encourage customers to purchase the most cost-effective products. The DMLSS AIS provides an assembly management capability so that deployed forces are provided the right mix of equipment and materiel consistent with the current practice of medicine in fixed MTFs and the commercial health care sector. In support of readiness, the DMLSS Program relies on commercial and military asset visibility. Using knowledge of the pharmaceutical and medical/surgical asset posture in the commercial sector, DMLSS supports deployed forces using the right mix of modem materials and equipment known to be available in the commercial sector in sufficient quantities to meet requirements.

Materiel Management:



The DMLSS AIS standardizes medical supply and equipment management practices, reducing infrastructure, overhead, and materiel costs. DMLSS AIS:



· Automates materiel management functions and capabilities such as: requisition, acquisition, procurement, shipment, receipt, storage, distribution, use, disposal of medical supplies, and equipment management;



· Provides decision support concerning the assessment, acquisition, and distribution of medical technology, incorporating cost/benefit analysis, lessons-learned databases, and product evaluations;



· Provides support that will allow equipment maintenance decisions based on economic life-cycle concepts (acquisition costs, depreciation, and so forth) and control of risks and liabilities; and



· Provides asset-tracking capabilities, which allow accurate inventories and better use of assets and data, resource sharing, improved training, optimum preventive maintenance, and improved equipment performance availability.



The DMLSS-Wholesale subsystem facilitates the acquisition and delivery of medical supplies and equipment for global logistics operations.



Facilities Management:



DMLSS AIS provides automated information management capabilities to support the management of facility related business operations. DMLSS provides functional capabilities to:



· Track and manage facility real property inventory;



· Promote standard administrative procedures to streamline local operations; and



· Deliver information to decision makers concerning the allocation of resources for operations and maintenance, and alterations of medical facilities.



Financial Accounting:



DMLSS AIS supports budgeting and accounting information management requirements associated with the management of materiel and facilities, as well as requirements to report financial information to higher authorities. The DMLSS AIS:



· Allows customers to manage their authorized funding targets;



· Allows customers to track materiel and facilities management expenses; and



· Provides contract services documentation and management in support of MTF’s and their customers.



Asset Visibility:



All systems that interface with DMLSS pass unclassified information. The DMLSS AIS in turn, transmits these data feeds to and stores it in the Joint Medical Asset Repository (JMAR) component of DMLSS in order to provide asset visibility to Global Combat Support System (GCSS) Family of Systems (FoS) authoritative sources. All data exchanged is unclassified. The JMAR addresses the in-process, in-storage, in-transit, and in-theater stages of total asset visibility.



· The in-process phase involves materiel being acquired from vendors, but not yet shipped, or being repaired at intermediate and depot-level organic or commercial maintenance facilities.



· The in-storage phase involves materiel being stored at retail and wholesale inventory sites.



· The in-transit phase involves materiel assets shipped or moved from origin (such as units, vendors, storage activities, or maintenance facilities) to destination (such as units, storage activities, or maintenance facilities.



· The in-theater phase involves materiel stored, procured, maintained, and shipped within the geographical boundaries of a theater.

Washington Headquarters Services



6.1
Federal Real Property Management System (FEDRPM)



The Federal Real Property Management System (FEDRPM) is a government-off-the-shelf system used by Washington Headquarters Services (WHS) to manage administrative space provided by the General Services Administration (GSA) in the national capital region (NCR). WHS manages the approximately 7,000,000 square feet of administrative space at approximately 110 locations in the WHS. There are approximately 140 leases to 34 customers. FEDRPM allows WHS to receive a monthly electronic bill from GSA for the space and in turn bill the 34 leaseholders for their space. Billing components include the Pentagon Reservation.



FEDRPM contains the data elements required in the revised DoDI 4165.14 as well as those required for the GSA Worldwide Inventory.



The system was implemented in May of 2002 and is web enabled.

Defense Property Accountability System (DPAS)



Background:  



    DPAS is an on-line interactive system using a relational database with some batch processing for recurring reports and processing interfaces to other automated systems. It is a multifunctional system addressing property accountability, information of property value, equipment utilization, and preventative maintenance scheduling. DPAS provides on-line capability to support all functions that are associated with property accountability and equipment management. The system provides the accounting officer with the capability to update item authorizations, cataloging actions, accountable record processing (e.g. receipts, turn-in, and inventory tracking/status), accounting depreciation data, serial number tracking, component visibility and an automated document register.



About DPAS:



    DPAS is a migratory system for personal/plant property. In accordance with the Assistant Secretary of Defense (ASD) Memorandum of May 3, 1995 DPAS will be used DoD wide as the property accounting system. The DoD program sponsor is the Defense Logistics Agency (DLA) Comptroller. Navy Program Management is the responsibility of OPNAV (OP-41) and the Financial Management Officer (FMO). The Central Design Agency (CDA) for DPAS is the U.S. Army located at the Integrated Logistics Support Center, Chambersburg, PA. All DPAS implementation responsibilities are accomplished by the Defense Finance Accounting Service (DFAS), Columbus, OH.



The DPAS database resides on-line at RSA Dayton, OH. Users access the system via the Internet.

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The following are references detailing recent arguments and rationale for changing the Department of Defense’s methodology regarding Real Property management.



1.
Historic Properties



Military Services are unaware of the number of historic properties in inventory or the costs associated with those properties.



“Although the military Services maintain cultural resource records on historical properties and real property databases, containing both historical and non-historical properties; they do not have complete and reliable data on the number of historic properties.  None of the Services have a centralized database that identifies all of their respective historic properties.” 



“We were unable to determine composite maintenance and repair cost for fiscal year 2000 for DoD’s historic properties because the Services do not identify or account separately for the money spent to repair and maintain historic properties or to restore the historic aspects of these properties.” 



2.
Real Property Data Challenges



DoD has faced challenges in developing quality Real Property data.



“. . . DoD’s current real property information systems are not sufficiently timely, standardized, or easily accessible, thus hindering DoD’s ability to make informed strategic facility budget and policy decisions about real property issues.  More specifically, the report said that DoD real property data are



· Incompatible across DoD components;



· Inaccessible to key users; and 



· Inaccurate and incomplete, necessitating application of complex and inefficient business rules to use the data.



The report said that these shortcomings result in (1) wasted money as analysts expend excessive resources to produce and obtain usable information; (2) inconsistent analyses that undermine credibility inside and outside DoD; and (3) flawed decisions based on poor information, producing unintended consequences.” 



Suggestions to address these Real Property data challenges 



“The report recommended that the Office of the Deputy Under Secretary of Defense for Installations and Environment maintain a Web-accessible, consolidated DoD real property inventory database for use by all DoD activities and analysts and, in conjunction with the Services and other defense Agencies, create an incentive program for maintaining a high-quality data and establish, publish, and enforce real property inventory data standards.”



3.
DoD infrastructure Strategy



DoD infrastructure lacks a comprehensive strategy for maintaining the Services’ infrastructure.



“DoD does not have a comprehensive strategy for maintaining the Services’ infrastructure.  Rather, each service sets its own standards for maintaining infrastructure.  As a result, the Services differ in the way they rate property conditions, prioritize repairs, and allocate resources. . . . within each service, . . . bases and major commands apply condition and/or criteria for rating repairs differently.  As a result, the service headquarters cannot be certain that the most critical properties in need of maintenance and repair are targeted.  Given incomplete and inconsistent data, and different RPM rating systems among the Services, the Congress cannot be assured that it is funding maintenance and repairs that will provide the best return on its investment.” 



4.
Real Property Management



Suggestions to improve DoD’s Real Property management and address barriers to change.



“To improve DoD’s RPM management and address barriers to change, we recommend that the Secretary of Defense



1. fund the development of DoD’s strategic facilities plan and



2. develop a cross-service integrated strategy, in close coordination and consultation with the heads of facilities infrastructure of each service to comprehensively address RPM issues; the strategy should provide, at a minimum, for



· uniform standards that set the minimum condition in which military facilities are to be maintained and standardized condition assessment criteria;



· standard criteria by which the Services are to allocate space for different types of facilities (e.g., barracks, classrooms, administrative buildings) and against which RPM funding allocations will be measured;



· standard criteria for inventorying DoD and service property (except for relatively few service-unique facilities);



· computerized, on-line inventory and cost databases that permit meaningful comparisons, across and within the Services, of ROM spending by type, size, and location of facility and RPM activity, including direct data access by OSD;



· stand cost accounting methods by which the Services will record and track their RPM expenditures so that they and DoD know how much is being spent, and on what type of facility or RPM activity it is being spent, by common metric, using the Army’s Directorate of Public Works’ Annual Summary of Operations report (published through 1997) as a potential model;



· the identification of priorities for the Services to use to explicitly link needs assessments with resource allocations and tracking systems that show whether or not identified high priority needs are allocated the funds intended for them by the Congress;



· mandated training standards (curriculum and hours) for all those involved in condition assessment and ratings of repair urgency; and



· the Services’ adoption of a comprehensive, valid, engineering based assessment system that incorporates life-cycle planning into facilities maintenance based on the well developed methods already used by nonmilitary entities.”



5.
Real Property Privatization Business Practices



“. . . the Department plans to build on our earlier privatization successes by simplifying the process, accelerating project execution, and institutionalizing best practices in the Services’ deals with the private sector.” 



“Many of our decision-making tools and financial systems are linked to the Department’s real property inventory databases.  Currently, the Department maintains many divergent systems that should be modernized using the latest state of the art technology and improved business processes . . . Our vision is to improve our processes by developing a standardized real property inventory information system. . .”



6.
Base Realignment and Closure process improvements



“BRAC 2005 is our most important facilities rationalization initiative.  It will help the Department ultimately save several billion dollars annually.  But a financial return is not the only benefit – in fact, it is not even the primary benefit.  The authority to realign and close bases we no longer need will be a critical element of ensuring the right mix of bases and forces within our warfighting strategy as we transform the Department to meet the security challenges of the 21st Century.  Transformation requires rationalizing our base structure to better match the force structure for the new ways of doing business, and the Department will conduct this rationalization with an eye toward ensuring we look at base capacity across the military Services for the best joint use possible.”



7.
Possible enabling legislation



· “Amend Section 2805 of title 10 United States Code to increase the minor construction threshold from $500,000 to $750,000 and from $1,000,000 to $1,500,000 for projects involving life safety issues.  The current threshold limits the Department’s ability to complete projects in areas with high costs of construction.  Without this relief, there may be a two or three year delay in completing smaller, unforeseen construction projects if the Department of Defense Components must submit such projects for military construction appropriations.



· Amend the 1990 and 1988 base closure statutes to revise the guidelines for leasebacks.  The proposed legislation seeks authority for Federal tenants to obtain facility services and common area maintenance directly from the local redevelopment authority (LRA) or the LRA’s assignee as part of the leaseback arrangement rather than procure such services competitively in compliance with Federal procurement laws and regulations.  The proposed legislation also expands the availability of the leaseback authority to property on bases approved for closure through the 1988 base closure statute. 



· Amend Section 2853(d) of title 10 United States Code to exclude environmental hazard remediation from the 25 percent allowable cost increases on construction projects.  This provision would not change in any way our environmental responsibilities.  It would give us flexibility to use existing funds to respond to requirements while moving ahead with construction.  Experience has shown that unforeseen environmental cleanup costs alone can account for more than 25 percent of cost increases, a problem that becomes unmanageable if construction costs are also higher than anticipated.  With the current situation, some military construction projects must be stopped prior to completion so as not to exceed the current 25 percent cap.  Excluding unforeseen environmental hazard remediation from the cap provides greater flexibility and enables the Department to more expeditiously execute contracts and respond to the unforeseen environmental conditions.



· Amend Section 276a of title 40, United States Code to increase the thresholds for application of the Davis-Bacon Act from $2,000 to $1,000,000.  This threshold has remained unchanged for over 35 years.  Increasing the threshold reduces costs, provides greater flexibility in purchasing commercial items, simplifies acquisition procedures and competition requirements, and enables the federal government to conduct business in a more commercial manner.  The Department could achieve savings of $190 million in fiscal year 2002 alone if this threshold is increased.”

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1. Purpose and Outline of Document



This document provides guidelines for writing and developing FMEA Transition Requirements.  The total FMEA solution is comprised of thousands of specific requirements. In addition, the life cycle of FMEA requirements spans several years. Lastly, requirements must be written to supply accurate costing.  These factors make detailed documentation of each requirement critical.  The Requirements Template is designed to capture the information needed to meet these needs.



This document contains five sections. Section 1 is the purpose and outline.  Section 2 tracks the origin of different types of transition requirements from the architecture products and gives guidelines for the number of requirements to be derived from each architecture products.  Section 3 provides field-by-field instructions for filling out the Requirements Template, including specific formats for the Requirement Title and Description.  Section 4 discusses specificity of requirements and general guidance.  Section 5 provides general guidance for writing good requirements.



This is a working document and will be updated as appropriate.



2. Architecture Products and Requirements



2.1 
Transition Requirement Sources and Transition Team Responsibilities



Transition requirements are generated from architecture work products, external compliance requirements or transition support products.  Transition requirements are categorized into five different types depending on the source of the requirement.  They are summarized below.



Transition Requirement Types



“To Be” External Compliance Requirement- these are revisions of external requirements imposed on the architecture and which will be imposed on FMEA solutions.  These are current laws, regulations, standards and policies.



“To Be” Architecture Derived Compliance Requirements-These are requirements derived from the “To Be” architecture that solutions must meet in order to be compliant with FMEA.



“External Change Requirements”-These are requirements proposing changes to external requirements imposed on FMEA, such as a laws, regulations or policies that conflict with the “To Be” architecture.



Gap Requirements-These requirements represent the differences between the “To Be Architecture Derived Compliance Requirements and the “As Is” state of DoD’s processes, information and technology.



Support Requirements-These are non-architecture derived requirements that specify additional activities that must accompany the transition to FMEA.  They are specifically derived from the Transition Plan Support products: Test Plan, Incentive Plan, Education and Training Plan, and Compliance Plan.



The chart below illustrates the relationship between transition requirement type and its origin.   For the purpose of writing transition requirements, concentrate on the shaded columns only. The transition team will not write the requirements for the “To Be” External Compliance Requirements, however the team is responsible for refining the requirements in this column by assigning attributes.



Key: 



X = Transition team will write requirement or assign attributes.



NA = No requirements are derived for requirement type.



Reference = Indicates that requirements are not directly derived from this requirement type, but that the work product should be used a reference in the development of requirements.



Traceability = Indicates that while a requirement is not directly derived from a requirement type, that the work product should be used to understand the relationship other work products from which requirements are derived.

3. Instructions for the Requirements Template



This section gives instructions for each field of the Requirements Template, such as specific guidelines and formats for the requirements title and description.  It gives good and bad examples where appropriate.



3.1 Requirement #



The Requirement # is automatically assigned when the requirement is loaded into DOORS.  No action is required by the individuals developing requirements for this field. This field should be left blank for new requirements.



3.2 Process Action Team (PAT)



The PAT field is used to designate which process or subject area a requirement is associated with.  Select one of the following values for this field.

3.3 Title



The Title Field gives a unique and brief textual description of the requirement. Note that this is not the title of the diagram or the activity being described.  Develop titles that are as brief as possible, but provide enough detail to differentiate from other requirement titles. There is no field length limitation for the Requirements Title, however as a rule of thumb, titles should be between five and ten words each.



Specific Guidelines for the Requirement Title



1. The format for the Requirement Title is Active Verb + Modifying Noun Phrase.


2. The verb should be the same verb that is used in the Requirement Description field.



3. The modifying noun Phrase should be specific to the requirement, without repeating the Requirement Description.



4. Use Active voice and present tense.



5. Do not use acronyms or abbreviations unless specified formula for the requirement type.



6. Do not provide general or redundant information such as Department of Defense or Financial Management Enterprise Architecture.  These phrases refer to all the requirements and add no value to the title.  



7. The word AND should not appear in the title of a requirement.  This is an indication that the statement really refers to multiple requirements and should be further decomposed.



8. Create the Title after writing the Requirements Description (Section 3.5). A rule of thumb is to develop the Title by summarizing the description starting after the word “shall”.



9. Don’t distort the meaning of the Description and the Title by using terms not identified in diagrams or in the AV-2 definitions. 



10. Do not use a period at the end of the Title. 



11. Do not use phrases such as: “includes”, “including”, “include”, or “not limited to but includes”.  These phrases are vague and can result in the requirement being open-ended.



12. Do not use phrases such as: “ensure”, “assurance”, or “assure”, “best”.  These phrases imply a guarantee or perfection, which cannot be achieved.



13. Do not use the term “Best Practice”; instead use “leading practice”.  


14. Do not use a hard return within a Title.  A hard return will cause an issue with the DOORS report extract scripts.


15. Titles will use consistent capitalization.  Specifically, the first letter of the first word in the Title (the active verb) will the capitalized.  Proper nouns, such as the Role Names, the Segment Names, and modifier of the actor, will be capitalized.

3.4 Requirement Description



The Requirement Description provides the complete textual description for each requirement.  The Requirement Description should provide enough detail to allow adequate analysis alternative solutions for their applicability to FMEA but should not specify a specific solution or implementation characteristics for the solution.



Specific Guidelines for the Requirement Description



1. Refer to the General Writing Guidelines in Section 5 of this document.



2. Do not use acronyms or abbreviations in requirement descriptions.



3. Use terminology as defined in the AV-2.



4. Use active voice and present tense.  Refer to Section 4 of this document for a description of active voice.


5. Use a period at the end of the Requirement Description.  



6. Do not use phrases such as: “includes”, “including”, “include”, or “not limited to but includes”.  These phrases are vague and can result in the requirement being open-ended.



7. Do not use phrases such as: “ensure”, “assurance”, or “assure”, “best”.  These phrases imply a guarantee or perfection, which cannot be achieved.



8. Do not use the term “Best Practice”; instead use “leading practice”.  



9. Use consistent capitalization.  Specifically, the first letter of the first word in the statement will the capitalized.  Proper nouns, such as the Role Names, the Segment Names, and modifier of the actor, will be capitalized.



Example: The Logistics solutions shall enable asset management.



10. The generic formula for the initial requirement statement is



 Modifier  + Actor + Imperative +Active Verb + Direct Object +Indirect Object



The specifics of this formula vary slightly depending on the architectural product from which the requirement is being derived.  Specific formulas for each architectural product are discussed below.  



Identifying the Actor and Modifying the Actor


The Actor and Modifier for each requirement statement are prescribed in the table below.  



The modifier should be the specific solution, interface, communication node, or segment being described by the diagram. Actor modifiers should be nouns or adverbs, and should not include verbs.  The guidance given for determining the appropriate modifier for an actor should be used as a starting point.  However, in the case that the general formula results in a modifier that does not adequately describe the actor to the correct level of specificity, judgment should be used on a case-by-case basis to determine a modifier that makes more sense.

Use phases such as “contains”, “consists of”, “for example”, “resulting in” or “to provide” to make the association between the activity box and the outputs within the requirement description.


· If an OV-5 operational activity is also associated with an SV-4 system function, write the requirement description in a manner that allows the main intent of the system function to also be captured within the content of the requirement.  See appendix A for how to determine the links between the OV-5 and SV-4.



· In general, requirements should be developed at the A-111 level.  However, the level at which OV-5 diagrams are decomposed will vary by process area.  Determine the appropriate level from which to derive requirements depending the level of decomposition for the specific process area.  Requirements should be derived from the level that provides the most specificity. 



· If the same output message repeats throughout the OV-5 levels for different activity boxes, write a single requirement at the highest level possible.  The requirement should summarize the activity and the output message at the level where the repeating output message first appears. This will avoid duplication of requirements.



Additional ICOM considerations that may generate requirements:



· External Input to Activities – In general, OV-5 requirements are derived from activities and output messages.  When deriving requirements, please keep in mind that an activity may also have an external input, which is not an output from another activity.  For example, a vendor might send an input to an activity, which is not an output generated from any other activity within the architecture.  In this situation, also provide the external input in the requirement statement. 



· Controls from output messages – In general, do not include controls in the architecture-derived requirements, unless a control results from an output messages on an activity box. In this situation, the internal controls need to also be considered when deriving requirements and should be added as appropriate in the requirement statement.



Note:  See Appendix A for more specific guidance on OV-5 and SV-4 solution requirements.

Formulas for Gap Requirements



Gap Requirements are statements of what needs to happen to migrate from the “As Is” state to the “To Be” state.  The gap requirements will be used to by the Resource Plan cost modelers to estimate the cost of the FMEA implementation.  (note: this is not a gap in the solution or the architecture).  In general, gap requirements are written for a given segment or solution.



There are 5 types of gap requirements to be derived from the Architecture:



1. Role Based (OV-2) gap requirements will be used to identify the resource changes in the “To Be” architecture that will be costed.



2. Activity Based (OV-5 & segment) gap requirements will identify activities associated with a given segment that need to be costed.



3. System Entity, Interface, and Enterprise Service Based (SV-1, SV-4, SV-7, OV-7, OV-6a, OV-6b) gap requirement will identify, for a given segment, what system entities, system interfaces and enterprise services are expected to be implemented, and therefore costed.



4. System Migration (SV-1, SV-8) gap requirements will identify systems and interfaces to be migrated within a given segment, and therefore costed.


5. System Communication (SV-2) gap requirements will identify communication nodes and exchanges for each segment that will be implemented and costed.

			Role Based (OV-2)


			Positive: The X solution shall provide trained or retrained resources in the Y role.



X = the related OV-5 “To Be” A-0 Diagram Name for a given role.  In general, this should be the name of the process area in question.

2. Assume no cost associated with eliminating a process, policy or procedure.  As a result, do not write negative requirement for OV-5.

6. When referencing an architectural product use the following format:



Diagram Type + Full Name of Diagram (as found on the model)



7. If referencing an object from another model use the full name of the object as found on the model referenced and also references the model, following the appropriate architectural product reference format.



8. When referencing a non-architectural product, such as a law or standard, use the GPO Style Guide found at:  



http://www.access.gpo.gov/styleman/2000/browse-sm-00.html



9. Use a vertical list to express multiple (2 or more) modifiers of the requirement.



Use a dash followed by a space to bulletize items in the list.



Use ALT Enter to create a hard return within a cell on the spreadsheet.



Note:  It is possible that a Visual Basic Message will be received to enable macros when using the dash.  Ignore the message by hitting OK.



10. Punctuate vertical lists using the following guidelines:



a. Use a colon after an introductory sentence, but omit after an introductory phrase.



b. If list items are complete sentences, begin each with a capital and punctuate them as complete sentences.



c. If list items are not complete sentences, omit ending punctuation.

The solution may provide additional purchase data as well.


2. The Purchase Card solution shall provide standard purchase data. This data shall consist of



· Purchase Date



· Goods Purchase



· Vendor



· Place of Purchase



The solution may provide additional purchase data as well.



11. Use tables to present a series of lists.



12. Avoid redundant expressions in the specific requirements.  For example, adding Department or Defense or Financial Management Enterprise Architecture does not add value to requirements, as they are applicable to all requirements.



13. Use imperatives correctly. See Section 4 of this document for detailed explanation of imperatives.  The majority of FMEA transition are mandatory and are written using Shall.  Some requirements may not be mandatory and are written using Should.   See the instructions for the Compliance Level Field for further explanation.



14. Avoid using capable or capability (unless referring to FMEA Capabilities).  Instead use able or ability.


15.  Do a spell check and review for duplicate words (e.g., provide, provide).



3.5 Rationale



This field provides the business reasons or regulatory requirements behind the requirement.  The requirement should enable these functions or regulations.  



1. Rationale statement should be brief and a concise statement of justification.



2. Use active voice and present tense.



3. Begin the Rational Statement with an active verb.



4. Avoid redundant information such as Department of Defense, FMMP or FMEA.



5.  Follow the writing guidelines described throughout this document for describing Rationale.


6. Use a period at the end of the Rationale statement.  


7. Do not use phrases such as: “includes”, “including”, “include”, or “not limited to but includes”.  These phrases are vague and can result in the requirement being open-ended.



8. Do not use phrases such as: “ensure”, “assurance”, or “assure”, “best”.  These phrases imply a guarantee or perfection, which cannot be achieved.


9. Do not use the term “Best Practice”; instead use “leading practice”.  


10. Use consistent capitalization.  Specifically, the first letter of the first word in the statement will the capitalized.  Proper nouns, such as the Role Names, the Segment Names, and modifier of the actor, will be capitalized.



Examples-Rational



Poor:



1. The corporate planner must be able to plan for multiple years.



2. The FMEA capability to manage Property and Plant Equipment life cycle costs to provide accurate records of these assets will ensure compliance with Requirements of the CFO Act of 1990.


Better:



1. Enable corporate planners to plan for multiple years.



2. Provide life cycle cost data of Property and Plant Equipment.



3. Provide compliance with CFO ACT of 1990.


3.6 Requirement Class



The Requirement Class differentiates between categories of requirements. A requirement can be assigned to only one requirement class.  A requirement will be either Functional, Non-Functional, or Constraint.



Requirement Class Definitions:



· Functional requirement contains the fundamental subject matter of the solution.



· Non-functional requirement is the behavioral properties of the solution, such as performance, usability or security.



· Constraint requirement specifies the restrictions on the solution, which do not affect behavior.



This field is populated by selecting one of the following values:



· Constraint -- Environment



· Constraint -- Naming Conventions and Definitions



· Constraint -- Relevant Facts and Assumptions



· Functional Requirement -- Work Scope



· Functional Requirement -- Product Scope



· Functional Requirement -- Process Requirements



· Functional Requirement -- Data Requirements



· Non-functional Requirement -- Look and Feel



· Non-functional Requirement -- Usability



· Non-functional Requirement -- Performance



· Non-functional Requirement -- Operational



· Non-functional Requirement -- Maintainability and Portability



· Non-functional Requirement -- Security



· Non-functional Requirement -- Legal



· Non-functional Requirement -- Documentation



· Non-functional Requirement – Training



· Non-functional Requirement -- Other



Note: If a requirement appears to fall into two requirement classes, determine two separate requirements exist.  If not, pick the requirement class that fits better overall.



3.7 Transition Requirement Type



The Transition Requirement Type further categorizes requirements in the context of the FMEA and the Transition Plan.  



Select one of the following values to populate this field.



· “To Be” External Compliance Requirement



· “To Be” Architecture Derived Compliance Requirements



· External Change Requirements



· Gap Requirements



· Support Requirements



3.8 Requirement Source



The Requirements Source field is a free form text field that is used to capture the source document name and the section that the requirement was derived from.  This field should only be populated for requirements with the Requirement Transition Type of Support Requirements.  If a requirement is categorized as a Support Requirement, use the following convention to populate this field:  



Document Name – Section Number



Document Name can be one of the four Transition Support Plans:



· Test Plan



· Incentive Plan



· Education and Training Plan



· Compliance Plan



· Note:  For external change requirements, the name of the white paper from which the requirement was derived should be specified in this field



Section Number will be depend on the section the requirement is derived from.



Example: Compliance Plan – Section 3.1.1.1



3.9 Requirement Type



Requirement Type identifies contractual applicability of a requirement for use in future solution evaluation.  Select one the following values for Requirement Type:



· Selection



· Primary



· Derived



Requirement Type Definitions



Selection-Requirements used to differentiate products and vendors during product selection.  These requirements will selectively become Primary requirements after award.



Primary-Requirements contractually levied on a contractor or vendor.  The majority of Transition Requirements will be Primary requirements.



Derived-Requirements generated apart from the primary requirements.  These requirements are usually derived from assumptions.



3.10 Transition Element



Transition Element specifies an attribute of a requirement and enables traceability of packages and segments to the Transition Plan.  It also gives additional costing information.  



In general, for a given requirement, there will only be one Transition Element.  The only exception to this rule is for any requirements that have an Information Assurance aspect – in this case, add the “Information Assurance” Transition Element in addition to the other applicable Transition Element.  Be sure to read the Transition Element definitions (see Appendix D of the Strategy document) when choosing one of the possible Transition Elements.



The Transition Element is free text field.  For each requirement, select one of the possible Transition Elements listed in the following table.  Multiple Transition Elements should be listed in the same cell, separated by a comma.

3.11 Segment



This field identifies the package/segment(s) that a requirement is assigned to. A Segment is release of people, processes, and technology capabilities to achieve FMEA objectives.  Populate this field with the unique “PS” number for a given package/segment.  The “PS” number can be found in the DOORS module that contains the Package and Segment data.



This data will be used to create a DOORS link between the requirement and the package(s)/segment(s).



3.12 Capability Name Reference



This field identifies the capability target(s) that a requirement is assigned to. A capability target is a high-level statement requirement to be met by the architecture or outcomes to be achieved via the architecture.



Populate this field with the unique “AV-3” number for a given capability target.  The “SV-3” number can be found in the DOORS module that contains the Capability Maturity Profile.



This data will be used to create a DOORS link between the requirement and the capability target(s).



3.13 Compliance Level



Compliance level indicates if a requirement is mandatory or optional.  Select one of following values for compliance level:



· Mandatory



· Guidance



Compliance Level Definitions



Mandatory - The requirement must be implemented.


Guidance - The requirement is desirable, but not mandatory.



Note:  The majority of FMEA Transition Requirements will be Mandatory and all requirements categorized as Primary in the Requirement Type field are Mandatory.



Note:  Mandatory requirements are written using the imperative shall in the Requirement Description.  Guidance requirements are written using the imperative should in the Requirement Description.



3.14 Government TP POC



This field documents the Government Transition Point of Contact. Names should be written in the following format Last Name, First Name.


3.15 Priority/Customer Value


This field assigns relative priority to each requirement.  



Make an initial assignment of Priority/Customer Value; select one of the following values for priority/customer value:



· (0) Strategic  



· (1) High 



· (2) Medium 



· (3) Low


If an initial determination cannot be made, leave this field blank.  


Priority/Customer Value definitions:



(0) Strategic  - critical to FMMP success, or required by law



(1) High - major benefit to DoD Business efficiency or effectiveness



(2) Medium - significant benefit to DoD Business efficiency or effectiveness 



(3) Low – less significant benefit to DoD Business efficiency or effectiveness


3.16 Status



This field indicates the approval status of a requirement in DOORS.  Select one of the following status levels for the Status field:



· Draft



· Candidate



· Clarification



· Modification



· Rejected



· Submitted



· Approved



All requirements should be entered as draft.


The process for moving requirements to different statuses is not yet defined.



3.17 Transition Requirement Lifecycle Status



This field indicates the implementation status of a requirement in DOORS.  Select one of the following values:



· Design/Build



· Test



· Ready



· Implemented



· Canceled



Leave this field blank at this time.



3.18 Related Requirements



This field will be used to associate requirements of type “External Requirement Change” with the source External Compliance Requirement that is being changed. 



Populate this field with the unique DOORS number that identifies the source External Compliance Requirement.  A DOORS link between the External Requirement Change and the source External Compliance Requirement will be created using this data.



3.19 SA Diagram Type



This field indicates the diagram type from which the requirement is derived.  SA Diagram Type is a free form text field.  Type in the Diagram Type from the model.

3.20 SA Diagram Name



This field indicates the full name of the diagram from which the requirement is derived.  SA Diagram Name is a free form text field.  Type in the Diagram Name from the model.



A requirement may be derived from more than one SA Diagram, such with OV-5 and SV-4 solution requirements.  When needing to capture multiple SA Diagram Names, type in the appropriate diagram names, separated by a semicolon and a hard return (use ALT+ENTER to create a hard return in the Excel cell).



Note:  See specific guidance for OV-6b requirements.


3.21 SA Diagram Level



This field indicates the diagram decomposition level as indicated on the model from which the requirement is derived.  SA Diagram Level is a free form text field.  Type in the decomposition level from the model and the specific activity box number.



A requirement may be derived from more than one SA Diagram, such with OV-5 and SV-4 solution requirements.  When needing to capture multiple SA Diagram Levels, type in the appropriate diagram levels, separated by a semicolon and a hard return (use ALT+ENTER to create a hard return in the Excel cell).



Please note that some architecture work products do not decompose.  In these cases, leave the SA Diagram Level field blank.



3.22 SA Type



All Architecture-derived Requirements will be linked at the Diagram Level.  It is not required to populate this field.



This field indicates the object type on diagram from which the requirement is derived.  SA Type is a free form text field.  Enter one of the SA Type options from the list below. 



A requirement may be derived from more than one SA Type, such as with multiple operational activities on the OV-5.  When capturing multiple SA Types, type in the appropriate SA Types, separated by a semicolon and a hard return (use ALT+ENTER to create a hard return in the Excel cell).

3.23 SA Type Name



All Architecture-derived Requirements will be linked at the Diagram Level.  It is not required to populate this field.



This field indicates the full name of the object on the model from which the requirement is derived.  Enter the full name of the object in this field.



A requirement may be derived from more than one SA Type, such as with multiple operational activities on the OV-5.  When needing to capture multiple SA Type Names, type in the appropriate SA Type Names, separated by a semicolon and a hard return (use ALT+ENTER to create a hard return in the Excel cell).



Note:  The combination of SA Diagram Type + SA Diagram Name + SA Diagram Level uniquely associates a requirement with a diagram.  Since these are separate fields on the Requirements Collection Template, be sure that the SA Diagram Types, Names and Levels are listed in the correct order to avoid a mismatch between SA Diagram Type, Name or Level.  



3.24 IPT Validated



This field indicates whether or not the requirement as been reviewed/validated by the PAT team.  Enter Yes or No into this field.



3.25 IBM TP POC



This field documents the Team IBM Transition Point of Contact. Names should be written in the following format Last Name, First Name.


3.26 Government PAT POC



This field documents the Government PAT Point of Contact. Names should be written in the following format Last Name, First Name.



3.27 IBM PAT POC



This field documents the Team IBM PAT Point of Contact. Names should be written in the following format Last Name, First Name.


4. Specificity and General Guidelines



4.1 Specificity Guidelines



Requirements should summarize and refer to the architecture.  Requirements should not duplicate the architecture or external compliance requirements.  The following guidelines are related and poorly written requirements may violate more than one of the guidelines simultaneously.



· Avoid too much granularity



As a rule, if requirement repeats the system architecture types from the model (ICOM messages, activities, roles, business rules, etc.) the requirement is too granular.  In addition, it adds no value in translating the architecture into something that can be costed. 



· Give enough detail to make requirement specific



Be specific in describing the requirement without repeating the architecture.



· Combine and consolidate where appropriate



In general a requirement should summarize an activity with all of its related output messages. Do not write individual requirements for every output.



· Avoid having more than one requirement in a single statement



Requirements should generally be developed at the A11 level.  This will avoid having multiple requirements in the same statement.  For example a requirement written at the A0 level, which decomposes into multiple operational activities at the lower level, may inadvertently have multiple requirements in one statement.  Indicators of this would be And in the SA Type Name field or the Requirement Title field.



*OV-5 specific guidance



In general use the operational activity to develop the beginning of the requirements description and use the output messages to further specify the requirement.



Example 1-Specificity



Poor:



1.The set up validation process shall have the ability to provide a record of rejected debt.



2.The set up validation process shall have the ability to provide a record of approved debt.



Analysis:  These examples are both too granular and not specific enough.  The statement does not specify the solution needed uniquely while restating the individual output messages as individual requirements.



Better:



The Collections and Accounts Receivable solution shall have the ability to record the following types of debt:



- Rejected



- Approved


Example 2-Specificity



Poor:



The FMMP solution shall develop procedures for the interpretation and implementation of standard Property/Plant/Equipment accountability policies.  The solution shall develop and deliver training that provides knowledge and guidance on Property/Plant/Equipment accountability requirements.



Analysis:  This example provides multiple requirements in a single statement.  In addition the Actor is too generic to uniquely describe the requirement.



Better:



1. The Property/Plant/Equipment accountability solution shall enable development of standard accountability policies.



2. The Property/Plan/Equipment accountability solution shall enable development standard training on accountability requirements.



Example 3-Specificity



Poor:



1. The Property/Plant/Equipment accountability solution shall track assets in the Acquisition phase of the Property/Plant/Equipment lifecycle.



2. The Property/Plant/Equipment accountability solution shall track assets in the Depreciation phase of the Property/Plant/Equipment lifecycle.



3. The Property/Plant/Equipment accountability solution shall track assets in the Disposal phase of the Property/Plant/Equipment lifecycle.



Better:



The Property/Plant/Equipment accountability solution shall manage assets across the all phases of the lifecycle.  The Property/Plant/Equipment must contain the following phases 



- Acquisition



- Depreciation



- Disposal



4. 2 Additional Guidelines



The following describes additional general guidelines not covered elsewhere in this document.



· Avoid inferring requirements that are not in the architecture.  



Requirements must match the architecture, meaning that a person should be able to point to the piece of the architecture from which the requirement is derived.  If the requirements do not match the architecture, it is either not a requirement, or the architecture needs to be modified to provide that requirement.



· Do not write requirements about external controls. 



The only circumstance when a requirement should be written from an external control occurs when working with the OV-5 when an operational activity output is a control on another operational activity within the same diagram.



There should be no requirements that consist solely of a statement of compliance with an external requirement (law, regulation, policy, etc.). For example, “The solution must comply with OMB guidance” is inappropriate and adds no value.



· Analyze requirements from OV-5 and SV-4 in conjunction with one another.  This will allow both process and system aspects of a requirement to be adequately covered.  In the case where a system function in the SV-4 does not have a corresponding operational activity in the OV-5, the Actor in the requirements description should be System.



· Analyze requirements from OV-3 and SV-1 in conjunction with one another.  This will provide operational roles and system entities that are related to a single requirement are captured.



5. Characteristics of Good Requirements and General Writing Guidance



This section provides general characteristics and guidelines for writing good requirements.



5.1 Characteristics of Good Requirements



The following are characteristics of well-written and accurate developed requirements.  Validate that requirements meet these characteristics as each individual develops them and during peer reviews.



1.  Simple-easy to understand.



2.  Consistent-does not conflict or duplicate other requirements.



3.  Concise-includes a single requirement only and is stated clearly. 



4.  Understandable- to the client, the user, and the supplier.



5.  Unambiguous-has only one interpretation.



6.  Verifiable-the outcome can be measured objectively, has acceptance criteria.



7.  Necessary-directly related to a business requirement or need and traceable to that need



8.  Feasible-possible to implement within known limitations.



9.  Complete-does not need further amplification or depend on other requirements.



10.Implementation free-states what the solution should provide and not how it should be provided.



5.2 Guidelines for Writing Requirements 



This section provides general guidelines for writing requirements.



1. Keep sentences and paragraphs short.   Human beings have short term memory limitations that impact reading comprehension ability.  Keeping sentences and paragraphs short aids in the comprehension by avoiding these limitations
 



2. Use the active voice rather than passive voice when writing.  



Voice indicates if the subject acts or is being acted upon.  



Active voice-Melissa wrote the style guide. (Subject Melissa acts.)



Passive voice-The style guide was written by Melissa. (Subject style guide was acted upon.)



Using active voice allows greater precision and clarity and answers the who or what performs each action.  Whereas using passive voice begs the question: who or what performs the action?  This induces more opportunity to misinterpret the requirement.



Passive vice always has a “to be”verb (is, are, was, were, been…) plus another verb.  For example, The FMEA architecture is being developed by a joint Government and IBM team.  See the Warning below for situations where using a “to be” verb does not indicate passive voice.



Warning:  Don’t confuse passive voice with linking verbs.  A “To Be” verb often links a subject with a noun restating it or an adjective describing it.  In this case, the “to be” verb acts like an equal sign. The Maria is accomplished—does not beg the question accomplished by whom.



Don’t confuse passive voice with progressive tense.  “We are hiring 20 new store managers—does not beg the question hired by whom”.


3.Write complete sentences that have proper grammar, spelling, and punctuation.



Incomplete sentences with poor grammar, spelling or inappropriate punctuation add to the likelihood of a requirement being misunderstood.



4. Use terms consistently and as defined in the AV-2.



Inconsistent use of terminology results in ambiguity and misunderstanding of requirements.



5. Do not express more than one requirement in a single sentence or requirement description.



Expressing multiple requirements in a single description leads to ambiguous requirements and can also cause requirements to be overlooked.



6. Avoid jargon, slang, acronyms and abbreviations.



FMEA requirements are not using acronyms and abbreviations.  Technical or functional jargon should be verified during peer reviews and with the AV-2.



7.  Use lists and tables wherever possible to present information sequences.  



This is much easier to understand than sequences embedded in a text.  See Section 3 for specific guidelines for using lists and tables.


8. Use Imperatives correctly and consistently. 


Imperatives are shall, will, should, and must. The following is general guidance for using imperatives:



Requirements use shall


Statements of fact use Will  (also something externally provided)



Goals and suggestions use should


Constraints use Must


FMEA transition requirements as a rule should use shall.  However, some constraint statements may use must.


9. Don’t express requirements using nested conditional clauses.



For example, if X then Y then R1a else if Z then R1b else R1c.  This is very easy to misunderstand.  If it cannot be expressed in natural language, use a different notation such as a decision table.



10. Do not complicate the requirement with unnecessary information.



Additional information on program background and objectives, for example, further complicates things by obscuring the real requirement.  Non-requirement information should be provided in an introduction to a set of requirements or rationale. 



11. Do not use anonymous references.  


The reference should include the complete name of the references using the standard or style designated for the document being writing.  See Section 2 of this document for specifics on references.  


12.  When referring to references, don’t duplicate the contents.


When referring a reader to another reference, use a reference rather than duplicate the content of the document references in the requirement.



13.  Don’t try to express complex relationships in a natural language description.



· Diagrams and models are much more effective.


· Supplement natural language with other descriptions when appropriate.


· Decision tables-when actions are dependent on a complex set of conditions.



· Algebra- when describing how particular numeric values must be transformed by an operation or computed.



· Data flow diagrams-where a sequence of transformations in an end-to-end process needs to be defined.



· System models (object models, entity-relationship models etc.) where describing detailed system requirements.


· Avoid weak phrases or terminology:  “Weak” phrases induce ambiguity and give the impression that the requirement may be optional.  Such terminology also lessens the likelihood that the requirement can be verified or validated. The following gives examples of weak terminology.


· Weak:  as a minimum, be able to, capable of, not limited to 



· Options:  if required, as appropriate, if practical, and/or, etc



· Generality: large, rapid, many, timely, most, close



· Relative:  easy, normal, adequate effective



· Vague:  flexible, high fidelity, adaptable, adequate, user friendly, support, maximize, minimize



14. Specify what is needed, not how it is provided.



Requirements should be implementation free.  Meaning that requirements state what is needed, rather than how it should be provided.  


· Dangers in stating how rather than what: 



· Forcing a bad design



· Omitting requirements



· Limiting options



· Forcing the contractor to use unfamiliar methods and tools

Attachment A – SV-4 Requirements



Background



The SV-4 defines System Functions that are needed to accomplish various Operational Activities in the OV-5.  The SV-5 (not to be confused with the OV-5) is a matrix that maps System Functions to their associated Operational Activity.



Objective – Writing “Combined” OV/SV Requirements 



For OV-5 Operational Activities that have associated SV-4 System Functions, the TP POCs will write a single requirement that covers both diagrams in the form of “The solution shall….”, rather than two separate requirements (one a process requirement and one a system requirement).   The TP POC will also work with the SV PAT representative to write some separate SV-4 specific requirements in cases where: the System Function exceeds the Operational Activity; the System Function has no associated Operational Activity; and the SV-4 requirement needs to contain objects such as data stores. 



Required Documents are:



· the PAT OV-5 and associated draft requirements,



· the PAT SV-4(Activity)  (don’t worry about SV-4 (Event) for now),



· the SV-5 Operation Activity to System Function Matrix, and



· the list of External Requirements mapped to System Functions (the “3000”).



Process Steps



Step  1 – Identify OV-5 Operational Activities



Compare Operational Activity names from the OV-5 to Operational Activities listed across the top of the SV-5.  For example, in Figure 1, Activity A22 in the OV-5 is listed in the top row of the SV-5.



Please note that not all activities in the OV-5 will be listed in the SV-5, especially at the lower levels.  Note differences and bring to the attention of the PAT’s SV representative and OV-5 lead.  



Step 2  - Trace OV-5 Operational Activities to SV-5 Matrix



On the SV-5, trace the Operational Activity to the intersection of the activity and a System Function as indicated by an X at the intersection.  The System Functions are listed on the left side of the SV-5.  There may be a one to one, one to many, or a many to one relationship between activities and nodes.  For example, in Figure 1, in order to accomplish Activity A22, two separate System Functions are needed.



The result of this step will be the identification of all System Functions associated with an Operational Activity.  This will provide a list of the System Functions for which a combined (“The solution shall…”) requirement can be written in conjunction with the OV-5.



Step 3 – Identify System Functions associated with Operational Activity


Trace the System Function on the SV-5 to the SV-4.  Every System Function identified on the SV-5 should be represented on the SV-4. There may be additional System Functions on the SV-4 that do not trace to an Operational Activity (For example – technical functions like Data Interchange).  There may also be Operational Activities from the OV-5 that do not have a System Function (For example- a manual activity that will not be accomplish by a System Function)). In Figure 1, the OV-5 Operational Activity 1 does not have any related System Functions and SV-4 System Function 1 represents a System Function such as Data Interchange that does not have an associated Operational Activity.  Bring any discrepancies to the SV PAT representative.
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Figure 1: Operational Activity - System Function Trace



Step 4 – Writing SV-4 Requirements



Combined SV-4/OV-5 Requirement - For SV-4 System Functions that have associated OV-5 Operational Activities, write a combined requirement that captures information from both diagrams.  Do not write a separate SV-4 requirement for these System Functions.  Compare the inputs and outputs of the OV-5 Operational Activity to the inputs, outputs, and data stores of the SV-4 System Functions.  There will not be a one to one match, but it will be helpful to see if the SV-4 can provide any additional information to add to the existing OV-5 requirement.



When completing the requirements spreadsheet for combined requirements, remember to add “SV-4” in the SA Type column and the actual name of the System Function in the SA Type Name column.  Use the command “Alt enter” to put the system function info under the associated operational activity.



SV-4 Specific Requirements - For System Functions that do not have an associated Operational Activity and for Data Stores, write an SV-4 specific requirement.  General rule will be one requirement for each.



It is important to know most of the SV-4 System Functions already have associated requirements.  This is because the SV team used two documents as a starting point for defining the System Functions:



· “Core Financial System Requirements” document published by the Joint Financial Management Improvement Program (JFMIP), 



· “A Guide to Federal Requirements for Financial Management Systems” (also known as DFAS Blue Book)



These documents define functional requirements for Federal Financial Management systems.  These requirements (and others) have been entered into DOORS as “External Requirements” and the SV and OV teams have recently mapped these to SV-4 System Functions and OV-5 Operational Activities.  



The last step in this process is to work with the PAT team SV Rep to determine if these associated External Requirements fully describe the System Function or if any additional requirements are needed.  The PAT teams will complete the mapping of External Requirements by December 18th.  



Example



Using Figure 1 as an example



No new requirement will be written for System Functions 2 and 3, but the existing requirement written for Operational Activity A22 will need to be expanded to contain System Functions 2 and 3.



A new requirement will be written for System Function 1 for which there is not an associated Operational Activity.



The System shall transfer Information Data Exchange X (e.g., Account number) data from External Source via System Function 1 (ex. Data Interchange Function) to System Function 2.



A new requirement will be written for the Data Store and the associated Information Data Exchange that flows into it.



The System shall store Information Data Exchange X (e.g., Account number) in a Transactional Data Store.

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Appendix P



Transition Elements



The Transition Plan must be segmented so that its users can view the plan from various aspects corresponding to their role and responsibility.



A transition package will group one or more requirements/system functions by DoD major functional areas, management and financial process areas, or the intersection points of these areas (as defined by the Operational View (OV) Methodology Matrix in the All View One (AV-1)).  Transition packages can also be defined by organization along the intersections of the OV Methodology Matrix.  It is important to note, requirements can appear in more than one transition package [e.g., PKI requirement may apply to several transition packages].  



Transition packages will utilize transition elements to provide a way to categorize requirements and act as a mechanism to filter transition work products to focus on constituent user community interested and implementer’s skill sets.  In other words, a transition element is an attribute of a requirement that will provide traceability of the transition packages and Transition Plan to the architecture.  Transition elements are defined below and have been identified in Table 1.



· Transition Element: Name



· Definition:  Description of the transition element that is not ambiguous and does not overlap with any other transition element



· Scope: The specific boundaries of a given transition element as it relate to the FMMP/FMEA



· Constituent User Community Interested: The affected/interested parties (e.g., stakeholders) of a given transition element as it relates to the FMMP/FMEA



· Implementer(s)/Skill Sets: The parties responsible for executing a given transition element of change.

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1. 
Introduction



The Department of Defense holds legal interests in approximately 1 million real property buildings, structures and facilities throughout the world.  The scope and variety of these assets are unmatched by any other government or private enterprise.  The value of the DoDs total real property inventory approaches $600 billion, and the funds needed to operate, sustain and upgrade the assets exceed $30 billion each year.  Real property assets support the accomplishment of all Defense missions and are therefore critical components of the success of these missions.



Recent GAO findings and congressional testimony suggest that DoDs “Real Property Management Needs Improvement”
.    According the report, DoD does not have a comprehensive strategy for maintaining the Services’ infrastructure.



· Each service sets its own standards for maintaining infrastructure.



· Each service differs in the way it rates property conditions, prioritizes repairs, and allocates resources.



· Each service applies different conditions and/or criteria for rating repairs.  As a result, the service headquarters cannot be certain that the most critical properties in need of maintenance and repair are targeted.



· Given incomplete and inconsistent data and different real property rating systems among the Services, Congress cannot be assured that funding for DoDs real property maintenance and repairs will provide the best return on investment.



Title 10 regulates that only the Military Services and Washington Headquarters Services may own real property; however, many Defense Agencies manage real property facilities.  The “As Is” environment is further complicated by the number and diversity of other Defense organizations, such as Defense Logistics Agency (DLA), Tricare Management Activity (TMA), and Defense Commissary Agency (DECA), that perform Real Property activities independently. 



Real Property systems, processes and roles are replicated through each of these organizations.  As a result, pervasive inconsistencies in data, assessment criteria and practices prohibit a comprehensive, accurate view of DoDs real property inventory, capacity assessment, capability assessment, financial valuation, and total cost visibility.  



The scope of the “As Is” assessment included all real property functions performed within DoD however, it specifically exclude those functions related to Environmental.



2. 
Overview of Current Organizations and Roles



The current organizational environment for managing Real Property within the DoD is extremely complex.  The six major organizations involved are listed below:



· Office of the Secretary of Defense (OSD)



· United States Army



· United States Air Force



· United States Navy (to include the United States Marine Corps)



· Washington Headquarters Services
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Because each organization maintains its own structure for managing real property, each has developed distinct pockets of expertise with specific real property knowledge.  Unfortunately, due to the existing organizational autonomy, this expertise is not leverageable across the real property enterprise.  In addition, each organization has developed a set of unique processes and metrics that result in different ways for accounting for real property, which ultimately inhibits comparability and ease of decision making up to, and including, the DoD level.



The current organization operates “ organizational islands” which are specific pockets of expertise.  These organizational islands also have distinct methods and formats by which data is captured.  This makes it difficult to aggregate the data at the joint level.  



The following graphic (Figure 1) depicts the concept of organizational islands.

3. 
Overview of Current Processes



In today’s current environment, real property assets are comprised of land, facilities and utilities categorized as Military Installations, Capital Region facilities, Heritage Assets, Stewardship Land, Military Housing, Military Construction, Medical Facilities, Overseas holdings, et al.  In exploring the management of these assets across DoD, a cross sectional view exposes functions related to Planning, Budget and Execution that, in most cases, are performed differently across the Services and Agencies using disparate systems to enable the processes.  



The “As Is” models show the ‘common’ activities performed across DoD for Real Property Acquisition, Management and Disposal.  Architecture products of the final “As Is” Operational View products were delivered on December 26, 2002.  The following is a written interpretation of the models.



3.1 
Acquire Asset



There are many different methods for DoD to acquire real property.  The methods include:



· Construction 



· Purchase



· Donation



· Transfer



· Exchange



· Easement



· Lease



· Permit / License / Use Agreement



· Withdraw of Public Domain



Each method has a set of distinct activities and differing levels of approval.  This section outlines the common processes/activities that take place for Services to acquire real property.



Triggers initiate the need to acquire real property.  The OSD or a tenant command initiate triggers which occur in the form of a mission change, or perhaps, the tenant command may require additional space due to additional manpower or capability.  This trigger is considered to be a program functional requirement.  To validate the requirement for additional real property, the installation public works organization must consult the Real Property Master Plan for the installation.



The engineering community compiles the Real Property Master Plan from the day-to-day facility condition assessment and inspection of the installation.  Once the requirement is validated, the calculation of an allowable takes place based upon the facility type and facility usage (the allowable is calculated only for facility acquisition not land acquisition).  The allowable is very specific and is used to check the existing inventory for potential assets to satisfy the requirement.  If available asset(s) are in the inventory, then the space is assigned and occupied.  If there are no available asset(s) in the inventory, a series of activities are initiated to select an alternative to fulfill the requirement.



An important consideration in selecting an alternative is the cost.  Besides the cost, the installation must also prioritize any other projects under consideration.  To fully identify the costs, appraisals must be conducted along with draft design cost estimates.  The draft design cost estimates are determined through economic analyses and rental data (in the case of lease space).  Following the completion of the analysis, a determination of the appropriate funding sources to execute the acquisition is made.



Simultaneous to the examination of funding sources, documents must be completed for approval.  MILCON requires the most significant amount of forms (DD1391; DD1390s Guard/Reserve; DD1533 Family Housing).  For acquisition of land in excess of 1,000 acres, A Major Land Acquisition is required.  If the Major Land Acquisition appears as part of a MILCON package, a second approval by OSD is required.  This approval is redundant in that the MILCON package was already approved by OSD prior to being submitted to Congress for approval.



Once the real property asset has been acquired, it is then entered into the real property inventory management system, and moves to the state of Sustainment, Restoration and Modernization.



3.2 
Manage Asset



The management aspect of real property involves such activities as:  performing real property asset management, performing real property services management, and managing real property planning.  These activities are all contingent upon new real property assets being added to the real property inventory.  The inventory systems are different for each service and in many cases the procedures for performing planning, sustainment, and for providing services are unique.  This poses unique challenges in managing the DoD real property enterprise.



Upon receiving an asset into the real property inventory, planning for sustainment must take place.  Initially, sustainment schedules must be devised to account for the life cycle of the asset, and environmental considerations must be accounted for throughout construction, operation, and disposal of the asset.  A facility utilization plan is also required depending on the facility type (i.e. barracks, administrative space, operational space, hangar space, etc.)  



The planning element is key to extending the life of the asset.  However, if assets require maintenance, a determination must occur whether the maintenance is actually sustainment, restoration, or modernization.  These maintenance types are defined in Table 3-1: Maintenance Type Descriptions below.  There are budgetary impacts depending upon the type of maintenance.  Following the maintenance activity, the real property inventory must reflect any changes to the value of the asset.

Another key aspect to extending the life is to make certain that the proper utilities and services are provided to the asset.  Utilities have been defined as the electricity, water, and natural gas required operating facilities.  Facility services have been defined as the services necessary to maintain the real property, for example:  snow removal, landscaping, etc.  Typically, most utility systems have been or will be privatized, however, management of the consumption of the utilities must still be performed.  The real property services must also be accounted for either by the work performed or contractual requirements.  Potentially all non-inherently governmental work has the potential to be outsourced and this must be considered in any future discussion of the management of real property assets.



Managing the real property asset occurs until the decision has been made to dispose of the asset.  Disposal decisions are made in response to the installation requirements, mission changes, or installation master plan for space.  Until a disposal has been completed, the real property asset is maintained in the real property inventory.  Documents, such as DD 1354 Transfer / Acceptance of Real Property, signify that a disposal has occurred and the real property must be removed from current inventory.



3.3 
Dispose Asset



Disposing of a real property asset takes place when the decision is made that the space is no longer needed by the installation.  The disposal activity can include either the disposal of a lease or the disposal of a building.  Some of the various types of disposal currently completed by the DoD are described in Table 3-2: Disposal Types below.

The process is the essentially the same for all disposal types.  The process involves receiving notification of the disposal, reviewing the notification, reviewing all outstanding considerations (e.g. environmental considerations, logistical considerations, historical considerations, etc.).  Once the consideration is identified it must be addressed before the disposition can occur.



The disposal processes are currently completed across the individual services with similar procedures.  However, the information collected from the disposal process is gathered somewhat differently among the Services.  This leads to non-standard data and makes aggregation of the data difficult.  Adding challenge to the already difficult process is the use of disparate systems for capturing and integrating the data.



The future state of activities depends heavily upon the integration of systems, data, and processes.  All of the major activities – acquiring, managing, and disposing – involved in real property should have some standardization of data to best manage the DoD real property inventory.



4. 
Overview of Current Laws, Policies, Regulations



Real Property managers have the complex task of managing their business operations in compliance with more than 2500 laws, regulations, policies and guidance.  The federal laws, DoD and Service specific regulations and policies relating to real property business management number up to 2,000 unique documents and those relating to financial management number several hundred.  Other organizations, such as the United States Army Corps of Engineers and NAVFAC, maintain additional sets of independent regulations.  The proliferation of laws, policies, regulations and guidance requires continual re-interpretation and validation adding enormous complexity to Real Property operations.  DoD Directives and Instructions, developed with the intent to clarify Public Law, only add to the volume to be managed and provide yet another level of constraint that impede efficient operations. 



Today, the Real Property business laws and regulations stem predominantly from United States Code.  Table 4-1: United States Code Impacting Real Property below provides the number of United States Code Sections that impact Real Property.

In addition to the United States Code, at the federal level, there are 66 Executive Orders, 45 Public Laws, and 1 OMB Circular that have a direct impact on Real Property.  And, in an effort to clarify Federal laws and policies, DoD has written approximately 85 interpretations within the DoDI and the DoDD.   



Furthermore, Federal financial laws stem from the CFO Act, FFMIA, FMFIA, GMRA, GPRA, JFMIP and SFFAS.  As with business laws and regulations, DoD has specifically established the DoD FMR and written DoDIs to further define DoDs financial management practices.  The complete lists of financial laws and policies are listed in Appendix D.



5. 
Overview of Current Systems



The “As Is” Systems Inventory reports that 102 systems are currently used within DoD to support the Real Property Management functions which span real estate administration, inventory management, space management, work management, project management, engineering management, maintenance and operations and environment management.  Information about these systems was collected from a systems inventory data call previously conducted by FMEA.  The known Real Property systems are shown in Appendix E.  As familiarity with FMEA grows and budget probes are completed, more Real Property systems are expected to emerge.  



In the past, the “As Is” silo environment encouraged the proliferation of independent systems.  Each of the Services as well as many DoD Agencies have developed their own unique systems to support their real property business functions.  Of the 102 systems in use today, the analysis conducted for this ‘deep dive’ focused mainly on the 43 real property systems maintained by the major real property user organizations; Army, Navy, Air Force, Defense Logistics Agency, Tricare Management Activity and Washington Headquarters Services.  Appendix F – “As Is” Systems Overview contains more detailed systems descriptions.



To evaluate and assess all Real Property systems would be cost prohibitive, therefore, the FMEA approach is to use segment typing to reduce the number of systems to be assessed.  Table 5-1 shows the volume by segment of systems from Systems Inventory.

A more in-depth analysis was performed on the inventory and space management systems, as these are the “heart” of Real Property.  The analysis of the current inventory and space management systems shows they have uniquely different data models and store data in dissimilar formats.  The incompatibility of the systems makes data consolidation at the OSD level difficult. 



The inventory and space systems can be characterized as providing a variety of capabilities and utilizing many different technologies.  The technologies employed by the various systems ranges from client-server applications using Oracle databases that are web enabled to geographical information systems (GIS) to COBOL and mainframe applications. 



The exchange of data between systems is also characterized as using a variety of techniques, ranging from formal interfaces, file upload/download, email, and manual entry.

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5.1 
Comparison of Data Elements



A summary of the data element comparison is presented in Figure 3: Data Element Comparison below.  It represents a comparison of the data elements contained in the Army, Navy, and Air Force primary real property management systems, arranged by broad category.  The data elements presented are by no means intended to be an exhaustive list, but rather a sampling of the types of data captured in each of the functional areas.  Areas in green represent fairly robust functionality in that category; yellow represents comparatively limited capabilities; red represents little or no capability in that functional area.

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6. 
Status of Current Initiatives



A data call requesting information on planned business initiatives issued by Dr. Zakheim on August 16, 2002 produced little information on the existing real property systems plans and schedules.  Subsequent requests for information, made through the Real Property Advisory, resulted in significantly more information on DoD Real Property systems, specifically IFS, INFADS, ACES, DMLSS and DLAs Inventory.  The data was used to support the analysis documented in Section 5.1. 



The Army provided significant information related to IFS enhancement, schedule and funding.  IFS has been modified to operate in a web-enabled mode to comply with Army Knowledge On-Line (AKO) requirements.  An initiative is underway to host the system at one or more central locations, requiring users to have only a PC with a web browser and Citrix plug-in.



Interfaces with IFS and various contractor systems have been and will continue to be developed to facilitate data integration with commercial-off-the-shelf (COTS) software used by DPW Commercial Activities and other Service contractors.  The Assistant Chief of Staff for Installation Management (ACSIM) continues to review COTS software as potential replacements for IFS components as appropriate.



For the Navy iNFADS system, the emphasis has shifted to clean up converted property data, provide support to maintain data integrity and analyze interface requirements between these property systems and the accounting systems of record.  Remedies to bring the system into compliance with federal accounting standards continue.  However, primary efforts are to develop an interface with the accounting system(s), properly segregate General Fund and Working Capital Fund properties, reconcile legacy system NWCF property to the iNFADS, and, improve integration/connectivity in transferring CIP to Capitalized Improvements/Additions. 



The Navy responded with the following specific initiatives related to INFADS real property system: 



· Evaluate the impacts of modifying the contents of the database for CFO-Act compliance.



· Modify the Shore Facility Planning System to work with the new regional model.



· Plan to add data elements per the revised DoDI 4165.14.



· Continue to add data elements for managerial reporting, additional software tools, for the facility sustainment model, and forecasting model.



The Navy is also developing a standard DON-wide system for personal property and real property and implementing a DON-wide ERP that incorporates functionality to support many of the Real Property segments.



Air Force will continue to migrate ACES toward general process improvement and DMRD 924, which requires systems to standardize and migrate to open architecture and consolidate system data at the regional Defense Mega Centers.



The Air Force plans involve:



· Continuing the consolidation of ACES databases into a single logical database with direct links to the external systems, rather than using interfaces to Interim Work Information System (IWIMS)



· Planned IWIMS sunset date is the end of September 2004



· Current fielded portions of ACES are being upgraded to a web environment using an NT web server, Oracle database, and UNIX platform



AT&L reported current initiatives related to Real Property policy:



· Draft DoD Instruction (DoDI) 4165.14, “DoD Inventory of Real Property Inventory Reporting and Forecasting” and draft Logical Data Model that implements the DoDI



· Facilities Sustainment Model



· Facilities Recapitalization Metric

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1.

The “As Is” view of DoD Real Property management displays many opportunities on which the future state can improve.  Foremost, the opportunity to create “One Common Approach to Managing Real Property Across DoD,” is evident in the disjointed management decisions that result from the organizational and system-based islands of the “As Is” Real Property management. Currently, Real Property managers cannot benefit from the full realm of knowledge that integrated processes and systems can provide.
  



1.1 
“To Be” Vision



The vision that has emerged through various meetings with Real Property stakeholders is to improve the accuracy, reliability, timeliness, and usefulness of information necessary by all levels of DoD decision-making to support Real Property’s mission, resources, accounting, accountability and reporting requirements.  Real Property stakeholders believe that this vision can be accomplished through the development and implementation of a standard, DoD-wide Real Property Enterprise architecture using the following:



· Standard business practices and processes



· Standard categorization, definitions and terminology



· Standard system or systems



1.2 
Future State Principals



To achieve the future vision, the Real Property initiative incorporated specific principals into the approach for developing the ‘To Be’ state:


· Involve Real Property business process owners and management in all stages of development


· Standardize business rules, processes and data across the Enterprise



· Capture and validate data once, then leverage it across the Enterprise



· Employ the use of the Service/Agency and Industry leading practices



· Ensure the solution is consistent and compatible with the overall DoD Enterprise architecture



–Include all Real Property in which DoD has an interest



–Incorporate continuous improvement into the Enterprise architecture



1.3 
Integrating the “To Be” Real Property Architecture



In integrating the Real Property future business processes with the overall DoD Enterprise architecture, many of the functions/starting points were identified to exist within the Logistics and Environmental/Installation Services activity area.  This area is defined as the process of planning and carrying out the movement and maintenance of forces.  As a result, where Real Property activities required additional activity or process definition, a further decomposition of the existing Logistics and Environmental/Installation Services activities occurred.



2. 
Overview of Future Organizations and Roles



The future state of the DoD Real Property organization is a matrix (Figure 1-1).  From the top down, the Real Property organization is under the cognizance of the Office of the Secretary of Defense.  This allows for joint expertise in executing the Real Property activities.  The organization is regionally aligned which will allow for economies of scale to be utilized for the various regions.  The execution arm of the DoD will reside at the Installation level and have dual reporting responsibilities.  The dual reporting responsibilities are to the Installation Commander and the DoD Real Property organization - hence, the matrix organization.  This future state allows for the DoD Real Property organization to have increased visibility and the ability to make Real Property decisions in a timely, effective manner.

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Within the FMEA architecture, roles are linked to activities.  Table 1-1 identifies the primary roles defined in the Real Property “To Be” models and the groupings of activities to which they are associated.

3. 
Overview of Future Processes



The Real Property “To Be” model is comprised of three groupings of activities.  These groupings are enable, plan and execute.



3.1 
Enable



The Enable grouping of activities describes the processes of implementing Real Property plans to fulfill operational missions.  These “enablers” are long term planning decisions that incorporate leading practices and performance measurement into strategic decisions and subsequently result in guidance, procedures and training.  



In identifying leading practices to be incorporated into Real Property business strategy, performance analysts collect both commercial and government leading practices and assess the applicability of those practices.  Those that are applicable to Real Property are incorporated into an assessment of the infrastructure to determine the capability, both current and projected, of the Real Property environment.  This information is integrated with DoD’s operational expectations to arrive at a business planning assessment of the Real Property capability.   Strategic business planners and business managers incorporate these business plans into guiding strategic objectives, defined by the FMEA Strategic Planning and Budgeting Community, to arrive at strategic requirements and assessments, which guide the day-to-day planning process.



To further enable the Real Property business process, performance analysts develop a scorecard to identify performance measures, develop performance objectives, and develop performance measurement tools.  The results of this scorecard are provided in a dashboard metric that business planners and managers will use to assess execution performance.  Using the strategy selected above, procedures are regularly revised to incorporate regulatory and compliance requirements as they change over time. They are subsequently communicated to the necessary Real Property operational organizations.  Through the strategies and procedures defined in this section of the model, training coordinators identify training deficiencies, and based on those deficiencies, the coordinators establish training requirements that are developed into training courses by the Human Resource Management Community of the FMEA.



3.2 
Plan



The Plan grouping of activities highlights the process of developing, designing, and configuring the activities required to project and sustain the Force.  In these activities, Real Property planners responsible for integrating Real Property requirements receive tactical deficiency information as a part of the planning and budgeting process.  Using this information, these planners perform tactical deficiency assessments for all of the needs of the Real Property community:  materiel (asset) requirements, maintenance requirements, and disposal requirements.  They use these assessments, combined with information about the capabilities of Real Property resources, to source, timeline, and define responsibilities for the integrated plan for each type of need.  



In the process of managing the plan parameters, the Real Property planner builds an initial asset record to categorize assets and capture preliminary asset data, prior to executing the acceptance and implementation of the asset. 



Using the aggregate and individual integrated plans, planners for each operational need (materiel/asset, maintenance, and disposal) analyze strategic requirements and available resources and balance the two in order to develop a schedule for fulfillment of required tasks.  This schedule is used as the task outline and timeline for the execution of all subsequent Real Property requirements.



3.3 
Execute



The Execute grouping of activities defines the process of implementing all Real Property functions in support of operational missions.  In these activities, Real Property assets are inspected and accepted, managed and maintained, and returned or disposed, as guided by the requirements generated in the planning activities.   These requirements are communicated in the form of the task schedule defined at the end of the planning process.  



To arrive at the final acceptance of a Real Property asset, the Real Property project is monitored by an asset management specialist and an on-site project manager to coordinate the project plan, coordinate project reviews and validate project progress.  This process can generate plan revisions and requests for contract modifications during the life cycle of the project.  When the project is complete, a quality assurance inspector is notified to inspect the property and complete the necessary acceptance documents.  Using these preliminary documents, the receipt supervisor accepts the property by executing the acceptance document and informing the inventory record analyst to update the inventory record.



In the future state of Real Property, asset management specialists coordinate Real Property space management, validate the Real Property inventory and provide information to project managers to monitor Real Property projects.  In coordinating the assignment of space, these specialists develop a space assignment schedule, based on planned space requirements, ad-hoc customer requests, and designated space allowance criteria; notify Real Property units and customers of space assignments; and track Real Property space assignments for the purposes of updating utilization information within the Real Property inventory.  In validating the inventory, these specialists use Enterprise-wide inventory procedures to conduct physical inventories and verify asset data as it exists in the inventory records.  Any changes identified in an asset’s existence or inventory record data are communicated to the inventory record specialist, who updates the inventory record.  The inventory record specialist also computes and tracks depreciation, using the executed Real Property acceptance documents and defined depreciation and capitalization procedures; updates and finalizes construction in progress and payable data for each asset; and regularly updates the asset record, based on information on space utilization, physical inventories, appraisals, maintenance, inspections, and quality assurance. The general ledger is updated accordingly.



In executing maintenance tasks, the future Real Property organization focuses on performing initial inspection and diagnosis of property and executing the associated maintenance task.  In these activities, maintenance project managers and maintenance workers inspect and diagnose facilities, land, and Real Property installed equipment as to their maintenance need.  Maintenance tasks are scheduled and completed by the categorization of the task as reactive, proactive or project.  Reactive tasks are identified as emergency repair, breakdown repair, or unplanned repair.  Proactive maintenance tasks are divided into preventive maintenance, predictive maintenance, condition-based maintenance, or reliability-centered maintenance.  All of these types of maintenance result in the maintained Real Property awaiting the final inspection and acceptance of the maintenance work.  



Real Property project managers and materiel handlers coordinate Real Property disposals by validating assets to be disposed of in accordance with policies and regulations and forming disposition decisions for disposals to be performed.  These managers and Real Property materiel handlers complete the disposal by assembling Real Property disposal resources, performing Real Property disposal tasks, and accepting the Real Property disposal actions.
