1 General Ledger



This entity establishes the general ledger account structure consistent with the U.S. SGL, establishes transaction edit and posting rules to record financial events, maintains standard report mapping rules, and serves as the central repository for financial transaction postings.



1.1 Maintain Accounting Framework



This function processes additions, changes, and deletions to elements of the accounting classification design, related valid domain values within accounting classification, transaction posting rules, and report mapping rules.  This function allows an authorized user to enter, edit, and store table changes so that the changes automatically become effective at a future date specified by the user.  



1.1.1 Maintain Chart of Accounts 



This function creates, updates, or deactivates accounts in the DoD Standard Chart of Accounts.  The account code structure is consistent with the numbering structure and account titles provided in the United States Standard General Ledger.  The chart of accounts consists of proprietary, budgetary, and memorandum accounts.  This function maintains the attributes required for FACTS I and FACTS II reporting.  It supports additions or changes to the chart of accounts without requiring program or system changes. 



1.1.2 Maintain Standard Accounting Code Structure



This function is used to maintain the standard accounting code structure.  The accounting code structure enables the tracking and control of funds at various levels, based on the elements in the standard fiscal code and project structure, organization structure and object class, among others.


1.1.3 Maintain Reporting Rules



This function maintains the standard balancing formulas for generating reports to ensure that the reports balance within and among each other. 


1.1.4 Maintain Transaction Posting Rules 



This function supports the capture of posting rules that enable standard updates to general ledger proprietary, budgetary, and memorandum accounts based on a single input transaction.  Each transaction generates one or more corresponding postings.   In addition, the rule contains a specification for the posting of the transaction(s) in accordance with the standard transaction structure.  Posting rules provide for the automatic liquidation, partially or in full, of balances of open documents by line item. 



1.1.5 Generate Charge Code



This function generates or allows a user to assign a unique shorthand code to represent the standard fiscal code on funds execution documents.  



1.1.6 Maintain Report Variance Rules



This function allows the creation, change, or deletion of variance thresholds assigned to specific general ledger accounts.



1.1.7 Maintain Business Calendar



This function is used to establish the month-end and year-end closing dates.  It allows for the establishment of hierarchical closing dates.  Each component has flexibility in selecting a closing date that precedes the date at the next higher level.



1.1.8 Maintain Cost Object Hierarchy



This function allows for the creation, modification, or deletion of standard cost accounting model attributes and hierarchy.  This function also allows for the maintenance of agency specific cost objects.



1.2 Map, Summarize, and/or Post Transactions to General Ledger 



This function defines, maintains, and executes the posting and editing rules for transactions originating within the accounting system or received from other systems.



1.2.1 Map and Summarize Information



This function receives transactions from source systems, summarizes data to the appropriate level for posting, and applies transaction posting rules.



1.2.2 Post to General Ledger



This function posts transactions to the General Ledger.  This includes the capability of posting to the current and prior period concurrently.  This function also stores future-dated transactions and post automatically at the appropriate date.



1.2.3 Retroactive Posting



This function automatically reclassifies accounting data at the trial balance level when restructuring of existing mandatory accounting classification elements have been approved and implemented.



1.3 Close General Ledger



This function closes the accounting period and prevents subsequent postings to the closed period.  It automatically determines the new period’s beginning balances based on the previous period’s closing balance.  This function generates pre-closing and closing entries based on transaction posting rules and fund types.  This function automatically rolls-over the appropriate system tables at year-end.


2 Information Requirement Management 



This entity manages the capture of information requirement details from information requestors.  This system enables a requestor to define the form, content, and delivery aspects of an information product.  This function also matches information requests to previously generated products to determine if the product has already been generated.  Information requirements are stored for use by the other Information Services system entities.  Due to the wide range of information requestors, this system entity has the flexibility to capture many differing types of information requirements.  Operational users may submit requests for single transactions, analytic users may request data sets for further analysis, and strategic users may request highly summarized information products from a wide range of data sources. 



2.1 Collect Information Requirements



This function manages the capture of information request details from the requestor.  Information request details include form, content, and delivery requirements.



2.2 Identify, Validate, and Prioritize Information Requirement Components



This function analyzes the requirement details to determine if the request can be accommodated.  Some invalid requirements include request for content that is not available, time delivery that can not be met, and access privilege restriction.



2.3 Match Request to Previously Generated Packaged Information



This function compares the information requirement details to previously fulfilled information requirements in order to identify potential matches of previously prepared information packages.  This function is focused on reducing the generation of redundant sets of packaged information.



3 PP&E Management



This entity manages the inventory and condition of property, plant, and equipment, including personnel property (real property, National Defense, and equipment), heritage assets, and stewardship land.  It tracks information such as property category, property owner, property location, condition, value, depreciation, and disposition of asset.  It includes reporting of valuation and depreciation and analysis of current and historical data. 



3.1 Establish and Maintain PP&E Master Record 



This function captures and provides data to assist property managers and officials in their responsibilities, including recording the results of inventories, monitoring maintenance requirements, and tracking the utilization, overhaul, retirement, transfer, or disposal of property.  This function addresses assumption of initial physical control when an asset is delivered or real property is placed in service.  This function also records the acquisition cost of the property, plant, and equipment item(s).  The asset management system obtains information from the acquisition system when property is ordered and captures confirmation information about the physical receipt.  



3.2 Record PP&E Valuation 



This function records the book value for all assets, including all capitalized improvements.  It captures changes in quantities, including unit measures for beginning balance adjustments, additions, deletions and compute ending balances by asset category.  This function generates data for journal entries necessary for recording changes in valuation. 



3.3 Depreciate, Amortize, or Deplete PP&E 



This function calculates Depreciation / Amortization / Depletion on assets based on asset value, useful life, and salvage value.  This information is provided to the core financial system and recorded on PP&E valuation.  The change is recorded in the period of change and or future periods.



3.4 Record Disposition of PP&E  



This function supports the sale, disposal, recycling, or destruction of property or inventory items.  The items will be categorized prior to removal as serviceable, unserviceable, or obsolete, and the gain or loss is calculated.  In addition, the property management system maintains information when property is sold, such as the condition and net book value or fair market value.  Upon the sale of property, it captures confirmation information.  Upon disposal, or when identified for disposal and no longer in use, this function identifies the property record as a disposal and no longer includes the value of the asset and its associated accumulated depreciation/amortization in calculating the gross and net book value of property.



3.5 Maintain and Cleanup PP&E 



This function captures maintenance schedules and condition of assets, and maintains estimated environmental cleanup costs for assets.  It revises cleanup cost estimates made periodically to account for material changes due to inflation or deflation and for changes in regulations, plans, and/or technology.  This function monitors maintenance requirements and generates reports when maintenance is due and or deferred.



3.6 Plan PP&E Disposition/Return



This function provides a schedule of items to be disposed or returned.  An asset could be returned to the service provider for reasons of warranty, recall, nonconforming asset, or disposal of obsolete excess or unserviceable materiel. This function marks the status of the asset in the property system.



3.7 Process Returned PP&E



This function provides the details of how the asset was returned and the date of return and for what reason.  This function updates the property system and generates journal entries to delete the asset from the financial system.



3.8 Perform PP&E Reconciliation



This function captures physical control over fixed and moveable assets.  This function captures property identification numbers, which may be the item’s serial number and the asset location.  The system documents status whether in-use, in-storage, or in-transit.  This function supports the internal control process of verifying records of inventory on-hand through comparison with physical counts.



4 Accounts Receivable Management 



This entity accounts for amounts due from others as the result of performance of services by a Military Department or Agency, delivery of goods sold, the passage of time (e.g., interest earned), loans made to others that must be repaid, or other actions.  Receivables are accounted for as assets until funds are collected, or determined to be non-collectable in whole or in part.  Additionally, some receipts may be collected without the prior establishment of a receivable, as in the case of goods sold for cash.  This entity records, monitors, and collects amounts due the DoD whether previously established as a receivable or not. These activities are supported by aging schedules, exception reporting, and monitoring due diligence efforts.



4.1 Establish Receivable/Debt



This function records the formal booking of receivables along with any corresponding revenues, expense reductions, or other offsets.  It provides for automatic establishment of receivables for payment under installment plans, including plans for which payments are scheduled.  It supports generation of flexible repayment schedules for delinquent indebtedness.  This function maintains accounts reimbursable orders, maintains data for receivables referred to outside organizations for collections, and establishes and records loans.  It recognizes revenue when a Service/Agency performs services, or, if goods are kept in inventory for sale, when the goods are delivered to the customer.  For a DoD contract to provide goods or services, this function recognizes revenue in proportion to the estimated total costs for the goods or services acquired to fulfill it. When services are rendered continuously over time, this function recognizes revenue in proportion to the passage of time or the use of the asset.  This function recognizes part of billing revenue arising from donations, appropriations used as a financing source, financing sources, interest as exchange revenue or non-exchange revenue, and unearned revenue.



4.2 Manage Receivables/Debt  



This function supports the maintenance of account information on customers, vendors and individual accounts receivable.  It supports activities to age receivables, calculate interest and record penalties and administrative charges on overdue debt, and pursue collection of amounts due.   



4.2.1 Monitor and Manage Collection Information



This function manages and monitors activities conducted by Collection and Accounts Receivable and other collection organizations. It allows the user to track and monitor proactively all activities related to the collection of past due debts. Based on the collection activity, this function can analyze collection effectiveness through its maintenance of telephone calls by collector, type of debt, and type of receivable to determine collection feasibility.  



4.2.2 Identify/Establish Bad Debt Write Off



This function identifies those receivable/debts that should be written off or transferred to a third party government agency to further pursue collection activities (IRS, Dept of Justice, Dept of Treasury).  The function performs calculations based on policies and procedures to determine possible write off amount.  It also calculates a threshold, based on DoD business rules for time and amount, as to when a receivable/debt is written off and DoD no longer pursues collection activities.  Based on historic information, this function calculates the allowance for loss on accounts receivable to post to the general ledger.  It also allows a re-open to a receivable if payment is received after write-off occurred.



4.2.3 Calculate and Establish Penalty



This function records penalties by the type of penalty being administered: interest charge, administrator charge, or late fee.  This penalty is recorded against the receivable, debt, or loan.  This function performs the calculations based on policies and terms and conditions of the agreement and the amount of the purchase.



4.2.4 Manage Collection Agency Activity



The function records and evaluates third party (non-DoD) collection agency activities to rate their collection performance against the contract.  This function supports review of uncollectables that were referred to a third party agency.  This information helps to identify the types of receivable/debt where the collection agency has a success rate greater or less than the collection rates within the DoD.



4.3 Liquidate Receivables



This function provides for the receipt of payments to apply against receivables or debts from Treasury or Financial Institutions.  The function liquidates receivables, records adjustments to receivables, maintains a proper allowance for uncollectable amounts, records write-offs, and applies cash transactions at the sales invoice level.



4.3.1 Apply and Manage Liquidate Receivables



The function applies credits to accounts upon payment received and creates an accounting transaction to post to the general ledger. This function analyzes the different types of payments that are received for goods and/or services rendered.  It supports research on unidentified payments to determine if a receivable exists.  Once the system determines that the fund/payments cannot be applied to a receivable/debt and after all research has been exhausted, the funds are deposited to a U.S. Treasury suspense account and this function creates an accounting transaction to support this.  



4.3.2 Establish and Manage Discrepancy



This function identifies various types of receivable/debt discrepancies and assigns reason codes at the time of payment.  (I.e., Customer ordered 6 but only received 4, therefore a short-payment of 2).  Based on type and amount of discrepancy, this function determines whether it can be written off, or if additional input is needed to rectify the discrepancy.  The system records all discrepancies by type and by DoD Customer and/or debtor to ensure that all discrepancies are accurate and are resolved in a proper manner.  Information is sent to the sales order entry system to resolve any type of short payment or discrepancy.



5 Cost Management 



This entity creates and provides information on the full cost of programs, their activities, and outputs.  Cost objects are identified and modeled, and cost data is accumulated for the purpose of allocating indirect costs and determining the true cost of certain items.



5.1 Setup Cost Model



This function supports the creation and maintenance of models by which costs are captured and allocated.  Methodologies such as activity-based costing, job order costing, process costing, or standard costing can be modeled.  This function supports the establishment of cost models to capture financial information, operations information, and program information.  Financial information is accumulated by attributes such as organization unit, program/project, funding identification, or financial accumulators (dollars, units).  Operations information measures the efficiency of an operation and associated costs to outputs, i.e. product/service type, planned output units, planned output costs, and operations accumulators (output costs, output units).  Program information measures program effectiveness and associate costs to outcome, i.e., quantitative outcome goals, planned program costs, outcome measures, and program costs.


5.2 Collect Cost Data 



This function compiles data from other financial and non-financial systems as needed to determine the cost of an output or operation.  Both direct and indirect costs are collected, including the costs of goods and services provided by external or internal sources. 


5.3 Assign / Allocate Cost  



This function assigns costs that can be traced to an activity or cost object using an appropriate costing methodology.  Indirect common costs are assigned to activities or outputs that share resources, and costs are properly allocated against accounting periods.  This function assigns supporting segments’ costs to the responsible segments that received the goods and services, allocates depreciation costs to outputs/activities, and allocates business unit general and administrative expenses to outputs based on their beneficial or causal relationship.



5.4 Analyze Cost  



This function calculates and presents the results of cost analysis queries, including cost benefit analysis, variance analysis, derived cost rates, and other types of economic and cost analysis.



5.5 Realign Historical Cost



This function automatically transfers cost when restructuring or changes to existing mandatory cost elements has been approved and implemented.



6 Workforce Management 



This entity allows managers to structure organizations, develop standard position descriptions or generate new position classifications, manage authorized positions, electronically initiate the full range of recruitment-based actions, and to support the full range of individual and mass personnel actions throughout the lifecycle of an employee such as appointments, reinstatements, transfers, promotions, separations, retirements, terminations, furloughs, change to lower grades, and reassignments.  



6.1 Maintain Positions and Classifications   



This function allows managers to structure organizations under their control and quickly develop classification documents through the use of standard position descriptions or generation of new classifications.  This function supports full identification of position requirements, including the ability to annotate a position’s unique requirements.



6.1.1 Structure Organization/Position



This function maintains the DoD Agency organizational structures and the DoD Armed-forces organizational structures, and tracks information on peacetime authorizations and wartime requirements that may result in the monitoring or updating of the DoD organization structures and definitions.



6.1.2 Manage Strength Planning



This function allows managers to manage personnel strength requirements to support preparation of the DoD human resource budget.  



6.1.3 Establish Position



This function supports the establishment, classification, and update of DoD position structure and definition.  This function supports full identification of position requirements, including the ability to annotate a position’s unique requirements.



6.2 Recruit and Hire Members/Employees



This function enables managers to electronically initiate the full range of recruitment-based actions and to flow these actions to the appropriate individuals and offices for approvals and processing.  This function provides for the generation of documentation needed to complete the recruitment process.



6.2.1 Manage Job Vacancy



This function allows managers to electronically advertise job vacancies to the internet jobs board, and to perform associated activities such as tracking and viewing the history of job vacancy status changes.



6.2.2 Identify Candidate 



This function allows managers to electronically search for job applicants with specific skills.  They can search for applicants using keyword, Boolean, and fuzzy search features against the resume, application text, work history, education, skills, or other fields.  Applications and resumes can be viewed or printed for qualified applicants.



6.2.3 Interview Candidate



This function allows managers to electronically schedule job applicant interviews, view interview schedules, and record interview summaries.



6.2.4 Hire Candidate



This function allows managers to generate job offer selection/non selection letters, review job offer feed back, and initiate hiring activities for future employees such as initiating security clearances or scheduling physic/medical reviews.



6.3 Provide Human Resource Self-Service  



This function allows managers and employees to remotely view and update permitted personal information, professional information, training information, and benefit information.  It also allows employees to make personal selections such as selecting benefits or parameters for tax withholding.



6.4 Support Employee Relations 



This function provides the capability to track and record the full range of employee, management, or third-party generated appeals and grievances.  This includes judicial and non-judicial actions, sub-standard performance, conduct cases, unfair labor practices, and labor contract administration.  This function tracks employee relations actions from initiation through completion and supports labor relations including negotiations or other labor-management discussions, contract administration, and resolution of disputes.



6.5 Develop Work Force  



This function provides the capability to use position and personal data to facilitate on-line initiation of the full range of career planning and work force development activities such as nomination, approval, evaluation, and personnel record documentation.  This function also records essential data relative to the cost and source of developmental activities and enables analysis of such activities to determine future budget needs and return on investment.



6.5.1 Manage Employee Performance Plan



This function supports managers in scheduling and conducting employee performance reviews, and in resolving reviews into salary actions. The function supports the update of employee career plans, including carrying forward of any incomplete goals to the next review period.



6.5.2 Manage Career Planning



This function allows managers to set up career plans and produce Individual Development Plans for employees.  It provides tracking against the employee’s progress and against the cost and activities associated with the plan.



6.5.3 Configure Evaluation Criteria



This function allows managers to configure performance criteria and to produce position-embedded performance criteria necessary to generate individual performance appraisal plans.



6.5.4 Support Performance Improvement Plans



This function allows managers to create, monitor, and maintain performance improvement plans.



6.6  Manage Assignments, Transfers, and Placements 



This function enables, given both current and future effective dates, the full range of individual and mass personnel actions such as appointments, reinstatements, details, transfers, promotions, separations, retirements, terminations, furloughs, change to lower grades, reassignments, pay movements, pay changes (including locality and national adjustments, allowances, differentials, premium pay, movement between pay plans or schedules, and pay and grade retention).  The capability to correct or cancel these actions and to provide the necessary audit trail(s) is provided.



6.7 Support Competency Development



This function supports conducting and managing training, education, certification/licensing, and testing for purposes of developing competency in all members/employees.  This includes monitoring budget impacts, cataloging courses, and managing students and training resources.



6.7.1 Manage Certification and Licensing



This function maintains the requirements for each type of the service professional certifications or board certifications and licensing (e.g., medical, legal, acquisition, etc). This function tracks all certified and licensed DoD members and monitors the validity period of the members’ certifications and licensing.



6.7.2 Support Competency Testing



This function supports the development and administration of tests used for entry level and in-service testing (e.g., ASVAB, AFOQT, DLAB, promotion testing, etc.).  This function tracks enrollment and testing results by employees.  



6.7.3 Support Training and Education



This function supports the planning, development, and delivery of education, training and career development programs to meet service/agency and employee needs, and tracks enrollment and completion of training by employees.  



6.7.4 Evaluate Effectiveness of Courses



This function supports the evaluation of the effectiveness and quality of course design, program content, delivery methodology, and instructional value.



6.7.5 Prepare Financial Projections for Training and Education.



This function supports the preparation of financial projections and information to maximize the utilization of training funds.  



6.8 Develop Human Resource Planning



This function produces the Strategic Planning and Business Plan Assessments to support planning and budgeting.  These assessments include travel, training/education, benefits, other reimbursements, and manning.



7 Benefits Administration 



This entity provides the capability to handle benefits self-service, to manage Benefit Programs, to support claims processing, and to calculate future cost of delivering benefits.



7.1 Provide Benefit Self-Service 



This function enables employees to manage their own benefits, such as requesting information and initiating transactions, with a minimum exchange of forms or other paper documents, on a self-service basis.  This includes benefit information such as the various Health Benefits Elections, assignment of beneficiaries, Thrift Savings Elections, Group Life Insurance Elections (all with event or open season enrollment), and Retirement Calculations for all categories of employees.  It also includes miscellaneous personnel changes (e.g., address, name, emergency contact information).  Alternative data and processing entry points for individuals with disabilities in compliance with the American Disability Act are provided.  This function also determines employee/dependent eligibility for entitlements and documents the action.



7.2 Administer Benefit Payments  



This function provides appropriate control over all benefit payments that are paid through the Accounts Payable function and include obligations, accounts payable, disbursement, and IRS reporting requirements.  Lump sum or recurring approved payments may be stored and automatically released when due to claimants in the near term.  Confirmation that disbursements were made as anticipated, inquiries from benefit claimants regarding payments, and reporting requirements relating to Benefit Payment Administration are supported.



7.3 Manage Recovery Receivables 



This function supports the establishment of receivables resulting from erroneous payments or over payments to benefit claimants.  In some instances, it is necessary to compute interest, penalty, and administrative charges that are added to the principal balance.  The Recovery Receivable Management function consists receivable establishment, offset, and funds control.  Receivable establishment supports activities to record receivables and to produce bills or other correspondence for amounts due.  Offset supports activities associated with an offset that occurs when the amount of a claimant’s payment is reduced.  Funds control properly records the financial effects of various transactions relating to receivable management.  



7.4 Manage Benefit Programs 



This function supports the formulation, planning evaluation, acquisition, and maintenance of benefit programs, especially from external providers.  Information on current and proposed benefit programs, such as provider, cost and scope of services, is maintained.



7.5 Calculate Future Cost of Delivering Benefits



This function is used to estimate the future cost of health benefits.  It considers the benefit offerings, the enrollment in those benefits, the cost of procedures, the historical usage of discrete benefits, and the projection of the numbers of enrollees to project the benefit cost in a future period. 



7.5.1 Measure Historical Healthcare Demand and Cost



This function determines the historical cost of Healthcare usage based on benefit offerings, enrollment in those benefits, cost of procedures, and historical usage of discrete benefits.



7.5.2 Measure the Historical Benefit Demand and Cost.



This function determines the historical cost of non-healthcare benefits based on benefit offerings, enrollment in those benefits, and historical usage of discrete benefits.



7.5.3 Project Future Benefit Costs



This function projects the future benefit Costs based on various drivers such as historical healthcare cost, historical non healthcare cost, work force ages, inflation trend, or economic conditions.



7.6 Accept and Track Claims  



This function includes activities associated with providing potential claimants with mechanisms for submitting claims, and for receiving, recording, and tracking both properly completed and incomplete applications (claims) for benefit payments.  This includes provisions requiring payments that are retroactive to the claimant’s initial filing date.  The function supports the tracking of claims from point of receipt to final approval or denial.



7.7 Process Claims  



This function supports the input and processing of the data provided by claimants on applications.  This function supports three aspects of claims processing: administrative, eligibility determination, and computational.  The administrative aspect supports the management of the claim and all associated information, e.g., maintains a claimant record, and facilitates updates and/or queries.  The eligibility determination aspect determines that the information provided by the claimant is valid and compliant, that it includes the required evidence, and meets program requirements.  The computational aspect calculates such elements as payment amounts, effective dates, and adjustments.



7.8 Support Claimant Services 



This function addresses processes that are performed by the system so that improper payments are avoided and that claimants’ master records are accurate and updated in a timely manner.  This function provides capabilities to select benefit claims based on agency program evaluation criteria such as attainment of certain dollar thresholds or excessive length of benefit payment life for subsequent review, provides ability to monitor and update a claimant’s master records to reflect changes in circumstances affecting a claimant's eligibility or the amount of payment, and provides capabilities to capture claimant or relative reported matters.



7.9 Process Reimbursement Requests



This function captures and validates professional development expenses, educational expenses, and other qualified reimbursements based on business rules.  It also processes reimbursement approvals, and records the approved reimbursements in the reimbursement profile in order to be included in the payroll.



8 Payroll 



This entity provides the capability to calculate gross pay and allowances, deductions, employer contributions, and net pay for each employee (civilian, military, annuity, and retirement), as well as expense and travel reimbursement.



8.1 Calculate and Administer Payroll and Expenses 



This function calculates gross pay and allowances, deductions, employer contributions, and net pay for each employee (civilian, military, annuity, and retirement), as well as expense reimbursement.  It also allows for adjustments and recalculates pay as necessary, and provides for the distribution of funds and the generation of tax reports.



8.1.1 Calculate Pay



This function calculates gross pay and allowances, deductions, employer contributions, garnishment pay-off, and net pay for each employee (civilian, military, annuity, and retirement). 



8.1.2 Make Adjustments



This function calculates adjustments, retroactive to the gross pay and allowances, deductions, employer contributions, and net pay for each employee (civilian, military, annuity, and retirement), as well as expense reimbursement.  



8.1.3 Prepare Accruals



This function prepares the payroll information accumulating from the last pay period to the end of accounting report periods.



8.1.4 Calculate Benefits Cost



This function calculates the overall cost of benefit per employee.



8.1.5 Add Travel and Other Expense Reimbursement



This function calculates all qualified expense reimbursements such as travel expenses, educational expenses, professional expenses, or other qualified expenses.  This function allows managers to establish an algorithm for reimbursement on education expenses such as 100% for grade A, 90% for grade B, etc.



8.1.6 Prepare and Request Distribution of Funds



This function prepares the amount of each payment to the fund receivers.



8.1.7 Generate Confirmation and Tax Reports



This function generates all confirmation on the payments and generates all required tax reports.



8.2  Process Labor Cost and Distribution 



This function provides for the collection, maintenance, and management of labor costs based on classifications and coding structures specified by the Service/Agency, for the purpose of reporting data to other systems, especially cost accounting systems.  This function computes cost information for use in budgeting and controlling costs, performance measurement, determining fees and prices for services, assessing programs, and management decision-making.



8.3 Process Debt



This function validates the garnishment information.  If the information is valid, it records the debt amount into the deduction profile that is processed later by the payroll function to deduct the debt amount from the member/employee pay.  If not valid, it is sent to Accounts Receivable for collection.



9 Contract and Purchase Payments



This entity processes claims for payment that are tendered against valid purchase contracts.  It determines the validity of payment claims, calculates the appropriate payment date, and determines the exact amount of each qualified payment.     



9.1 Establish Entitlement



This function values, records, and manages debts incurred by the Department of Defense.  This function validates invoices and credits by aligning these devices to purchases made and further matches the invoice and purchase to receipt data.  Receipt data includes indication that a service has been satisfactorily performed, that equipment has been maintained at a cost, that materiel has been satisfactorily delivered, or that a progress payment time has been reached.  This function also provides for the exemption of some or all elements of match; exemption may be established through business rules or user input.



9.1.1 Validate Payment Claims



This function validates the items presented for payment (invoices) prior to establishment of entitlement to ensure the purchase was made and has not been invoiced.  It uses the purchase and payee information for validation.  Invalid invoices are rejected.  This function validates the credit memorandum to ensure that the purchase was made, and if the need for a credit was anticipated, validates that the credit agrees with expected amount.  The credit memorandum is rejected if the system determines the purchase was never made.



9.1.2 Match/Create Entitlement



This function uses predetermined algorithms to ensure the existence of elements needed to justify entitlement.  These elements include validated invoices, validated credit memoranda, shipping notices, and receipt data.  Business rules determine the combination of elements that result in entitlement.  Receipt data includes indication that a service has been satisfactorily performed, that equipment has been maintained at a cost, that materiel has been satisfactorily delivered, or that a progress payment time has been reached.



9.2 Execute Entitlement



This function prepares entitlements for payment execution by scheduling a payment date most advantageous to the government, applying debt as directed, and calculating the final amount of the payment.  This function assigns data to fields in the line of accounting (LOA) that serve to distinguish between different types of payments.  Entitlements may be suspended prior to payment execution or cancelled in order to prevent payment execution.



9.2.1 Schedule Payment Date



This function schedules the payment date most advantageous to the Department of Defense.  The function takes into consideration discount rates for timely payment.



9.2.2 Apply Debt to Entitlement



This function compares debt information to entitlement information for consideration by the user to subtract the debt amount from the total amount of the entitlement.  Where business rules cannot be applied to automatically subtract the debt amount, user input is incorporated.



9.2.3 Calculate Total Amount Due



This function calculates the net amount of an entitlement based on quantity, price, currency conversion rates, tax, discounts/incentives, penalties/fines, and payment offset.  This function also writes information to fields on the line of accounting (LOA) that serve to distinguish interest payments from normal payments.



9.2.4 Select Entitlement for Payment



This function reviews entitlement records and selects applicable entitlements in order to initiate payment execution.  This function also allows the user to cancel or suspend entitlements in order to prevent payment execution.


10 Enterprise Reference and Meta Data Management



This entity supports the FMEA by collecting and integrating data required to manage enterprise data and information structures.



10.1  Identify Meta Data Changes & Affected Subscribers



The function identifies meta data changes using business and technical changes from DoD organizations and compared to current meta data to determine how the meta data affects the architecture, and handles business area meta data steward’s non-concurrence with proposed meta data changes, plans and schedules.  Meta data types include business meta data, technical meta data, business reference data, and shared business rules.  The business meta data consists of the conceptual business data model, the conceptual business data model to local mapping, the local to conceptual business data model mapping, the conceptual business data model to external mapping, and the external to conceptual business data model mapping.  The technical meta data includes the subscription meta data, the system meta data, the source of record, the common key mappings, and the interface schedule.  The business reference data consists of the business structure and reference data.  The shared business rules consist of filter rules, cleansing rules, transformation rules, shared business rules, and archival rules.



10.2 Create Meta Data Change Transactions




This function processes approved meta data changes, plan and schedule as well as the analysis of the changes to create meta data change transactions.  The meta data change transactions are the records or transactions that will be entered or applied in each of the data structures that are affected.  Furthermore, this function will ensure that the necessary relationships between the constituent parts are in place and stores the meta data change records in the appropriate data store making them ready for use.  



10.3 Monitor Plan and Schedule Implementation



This function monitors meta data change schedules, processes schedule change requests, accepts schedule changes, notifies stewards of plan/schedule changes and sends the meta data change execution message to FEMA compliant systems.


10.4    Update Enterprise Meta Data



This function gathers meta data changes and catalogs the changes so that they can be tracked as independent items.  The history of changes is also tracked.



10.5 Distribute New Meta Data to affected systems



Since the Enterprise Meta Data is differentiated from the meta data used by Business Area Systems the enterprise data must be translated into a form that the business area system is capable of working with and then distributed to the affected systems. 



11 Data Integration Management



This entity manages the exchange of data between systems using enterprise data structures.  The data management aspect of this function can include sharing of data between systems in real-time or batch, scheduling interfaces between systems, transfer of data between FMEA systems and external systems, ensuring completion of the data transfer, transfer of data to operational data stores, aggregation of data into a data warehouse structure, and summarization of data and population of data marts.



11.1  Identify Shared Data (Change/Publish)



This function identifies shared data from FMEA system entities and determines if the data contains changes, adds, or deletes to be shared with other FMEA system entities.  The Conceptual Business Data Model is used to identify data sources in the architecture.  The Source of Record is used to identify systems of record for each set of data required to fulfill the data request.  System Meta Data describes each system providing data needed to fulfill the request. 



11.2  Analyze/Translate Request



This function parses the request for shared data, translates the request to a common standard, and packages a formal request that other functions can fulfill.  Local to Conceptual Business Data Model Mapping is used to translate the request to the FMEA common data forms and structures.  The Conceptual Business Data Model is used to identify data sources in the architecture.  Source of Record is used to identify systems of record for each set of data required to fulfill the data request.  System Meta Data describes each system that provides data needed to fulfill the request.  Transformation Rules are used as needed to change the form of data needed.



11.3  Identify Subscribers 



This function receives shared data, identifies FMEA system entities that subscribe to the data and retrieves attributes of each subscribing FMEA entity.  FMEA system entities that subscribe to the data are identified in Subscription Meta Data.  System Meta Data is the source of FMEA entity attributes.



11.4  Obtain Data 



To fulfill a request for shared data, this function requests, manages and receives responses to/from (FMEA system entities and operational data stores) that are the sources of data for the request.



11.5  Translate Data to Common Form 



To enable data sharing the FMEA converts data from individual FMEA system form and structures to a common form and structured used to share data.  This function translates data from the form and structure of a local FMEA system and translates it to the FMEA common form and structure using Local To Conceptual Business Data Model Mapping. 



11.6  Translate Data to Local Form 



To enable data sharing the FMEA converts data from individual FMEA system form and structures to a common form and structured used to share data.  When translation is needed, this function translates data from the FMEA common form and structure to the form and structure of a local FMEA system using Conceptual Business Data Model to Local Mapping. 



11.7 Manage Keys 



This function will provide enterprise primary key values for data that is being integrated, aggregated, and stored in the enterprise report structures.  The function will not control keys assigned in functional systems.  It will map functional system keys to intelligent keys in enterprise common data structures including:  operational data stores, data warehouses and data marts.  Common Key Mapping provides data needed to construct new keys.  Common Key Mapping Changes provide identify current enterprise keys and data, and makes changes to key mapping using Common Key Mapping Changes.



11.8 Transform Data



This function uses FMEA Transformation Rules to provide FMEA data transformation services.  Data transformation changes the form of data with data Transformation Rules.  Transformation Rules include user-defined transformations to convert, group, encode/decode, and summarize data.



11.9   Summarize Data  



This function provides data aggregation and summarization services to the FMEA using FMEA data summarization rules from Business Structure and Reference Data.



11.10  Deliver Data 



This function identifies the route(s) needed to send data to destination FMEA System Entities and external entities and send the data to its destinations.  Data routes are maintained as System Meta Data.



11.11 Verify Data Subscription



This function validates data exchanges requests generated outside the FMEA to determine if the interface will be accepted, and initiates data exchanges generated inside the FMEA with a data subscription, or on an interface schedule.  Interface Schedule is used to manage scheduled data exchanges.  Subscription Meta Data is used to manage data subscriptions.  System Meta Data provides data about FMEA System Entities with interfaces or subscriptions.  Shared Business Rules provides shared rules needed to manage interfaces, subscriptions and schedules. 



11.12 Filter Data



This function evaluates data collections and selects needed data using filter rules maintained in the Business Rules Data Store this function selects data and passes it to the next function.



11.13 Identify New/Changed Data



This function will compare new data to historic data to determine and changes that have occurred in each record.  New, deleted, or modified records will be flagged for further possessing into the reporting data structures.



11.14 Cleanse Data



This function evaluates data from FMEA external sources for compliance with enterprise data standards and business rules to ensure that it meets FMEA data quality standards. Data cleansing is accomplished using Data Cleansing Rules.



11.15 Acquire External Data



This function evaluates data acquired from an FMEA external source to ensure that it is physically complete and error free.



11.16 Load Data



This function routes and loads data to a destination data store (not to be confused with the Deliver Data function that delivers data to another system function, not a data store).



12 Information Services Archive Management



This entity archives Information Services data (from Data Marts, Data Warehouses and Operational Data Stores) and products using centrally managed business rules.  When archived data or products are required, they can be retrieved from FMEA archives.  



12.1  Manage Archiving



This function selects, compresses, and stores meta data reporting structure data and packaged information into the archive storage areas.  The function leverages enterprise business rules to determine when the data and packages are to be archived.



12.1.1 Select Archive Candidates



This function selects archive candidates from the business information management data stores, operational data stores and data warehouses using FMEA business rules.  Archival rules can be used to develop complex archiving requirements needed to address difficult archiving issues.



12.1.2 Compress Data



This function compresses candidate data for archiving using FMEA business rules.  



12.1.3 Store Data in Archive 



This function stores compressed archive candidates in the FMEA archives.



12.1.4 Delete Data from Reporting Structures



This function deletes data that has been stored in the archive from FMEA reporting structures (data warehouses and operational data stores).



12.2  Retrieve Data from Archive



This function handles archive retrieval requests, the decompression of the requested data or packaged information, and the storage of the retrieved information.  This function is used when a request is made that requires archived data or packaged information to be made available.



12.2.1 Manage Archive Retrieval 



This function retrieves archived data and packaged information from FMEA archives based on retrieval requests from Information Product Preparation.



12.2.2 Decompress Archived Data



This function decompresses retrieved archived data and packaged information from FMEA archives.



12.2.3 Retrieve Archived Products 



This function stores retrieved archived data in operational data stores and data warehouses, and provides Packaged Information from the archives for Information Product preparation.



12.2.4 Identify Candidate for Removal



This function identifies candidate data in the archives for removal based on archival rules.



12.2.5 Remove Candidate from Archive



This function removes candidate data from the archives based on archival rules.



13 Procurement and Acquisition



This entity is used to convert acquisition requirements into completed purchases.  It enables the planning, executing, monitoring, and controlling of purchases made by the Department of Defense.  These functions cover the range of requirements from simple, low cost goods and services through major, highly complex acquisition projects.



13.1 Formulate Purchase Plan



This function allows the user to create purchase plans that contain itemizations of the purchases that will serve to satisfy acquisition requirements.  Purchase plans reflect method of procurement, i.e. contract, purchase order, or credit card.  Purchase plan schedules are based on desired/required delivery date, vendor delivery schedules as gleaned from proposals or statements of work, and forecasted budget allocations and budget release dates.



13.1.1 Produce Planning Estimate



This function assists the user in developing an estimate for all the elements planned in a purchase.  It provides access to historical acquisition information as well as current vendor catalog information.  Each planning estimate shows the cost by quantity, and an estimate of when the item would be delivered.  



13.1.2 Confirm/Verify Acquisition Requirement



This function allows the user to relate acquisition requirements to planning estimates.  If an estimate is available, information from the estimate is used as default values to assist in the development of the final acquisition requirement  



13.1.3 Produce Purchase Plan



This function allows the user to view a planning estimate and use it to create a purchase plan to aid in tracking purchase progress.  The purchase plan includes fields for source identification codes and forecasted costs applied against a budget line.  This function provides the user with purchase solutions which take into account multiple sourcing solutions and the division of large purchases into several smaller purchases typified by elements such as like items, dollar amounts, delivery dates, budget availability, exchange rates, logistics capacities, etc.  The purchase plan also includes text fields for the entry of descriptive information.



13.1.4 Determine Source



Some purchases are required to be dependently related to Sourcing Contracts. This function relates Acquisition Requirements to existing Sourcing Contracts in order to satisfy this mandate prior to initiating a Purchase Requisition.  Purchases that do not require a sourcing contract bypass this mandate and are considered unsourced requirements.  The user links the source to these requirements through manual input prior to release of a purchase contract.



13.2 Execute Purchase



This function allows the user to convert purchase requests into purchase contracts.  It uses information from the purchase plan and, where applicable, the sourcing contract, to create incremental purchases.  It links the desired items to a vendor and to an accepted or prescribed payment method.  Purchase plans contain data indicating which items were selected, which vendor was selected, and which payment method is most appropriate.  The appropriate payment method, if determined by the purchase plan, is treated as prescribed.  If the purchase plan does not identify a specific method of payment, as may be the case with smaller purchases, this function allows the user to select the payment method that is either compatible with the Vendor's accepted methods of payment, or most advantageous to the government with respect to payment schedules and purchase control.



13.2.1 Create Draft Purchase Requisition



Using either a purchase plan or user input, this function allows the user to create a draft purchase requisition.  Draft purchase requisitions include data entry fields for item codes, desired quantity, desired delivery date, and approver identification code.  In the event of purchase plan or source preexistence, these fields are pre-filled yet editable.  This function uses user input to populate fields such as item description, price, cost center, and related purchase plans or sourcing contracts.  Draft purchase requisitions are distinguished from purchase requisitions by the lack of final funding approval.  This function also assigns an accounting charge code to the purchase requisition.



13.2.2 Finalize Purchase Requisition



This function links the administration reservation of funds to draft purchase requisitions.



13.2.3 Create Request for Quote



Using data from the Contract and Purchase Requisition, this function allows the user to create a Request for Quote for submission to a vendor.  



13.2.4 Create Purchase Contract



This function allows the user to convert a purchase requisition into a purchase contract.  Purchase contracts have fields for data such as item identification code, unit price, quantity, delivery date, shipping address identification code, billing address identification code, charge code, vendor identification code; these fields are pre-filled with the applicable information found in the purchase requisition and quote.  There are also text fields for descriptive information.  This function relates purchase contracts to sourcing contracts and purchase plans.  It also allows the user to initiate modifications (mods) to the purchase contract.  The application of elements of the modification results in the creation of a document contract that remains associated with the purchase contract being modified.  The instance of a purchase contract causes an obligation of funds.



13.3 Maintain & Control Purchase



This function retains, updates, and provides access to information on purchases throughout their life cycle.  It is through this function that appropriate agents view/analyze executed purchase orders, closed acquisition requirement fulfillments, and other items associated with historical aspects of purchasing.  This function provides access to completed purchase plans, while in-process purchase plans are accessed through the Formulate Purchase Plan function.  Purchasing authorities use this function to cancel purchase orders.  



13.3.1 Monitor Purchase Contract



This function allows the user to review receipt, shipping, and purchase transaction data in order to determine if a purchase contract is complete.  This function also applies business rules to identify purchase contracts for closure.  If the purchase is complete, the purchase contract is identified for closure.



13.3.2 Create Purchase Contract Closure Notice



This function allows the user to view/analyze purchase contracts flagged for closure as well as all payment records associated with the purchase contract.  The user can then choose to close the purchase contract.  This function also allows for system-generated closures based on predefined business rules.


14 Purchase Card Program Management



This entity supports the use of purchase cards in the Government.  The purchase card enables personnel to make purchases without formal approval for each individual purchase.  The purchase cardholder is initially screened, is given credit limits, and has guidelines for the type and amount of purchases.



14.1 Manage Purchase Card



This function establishes and maintains government purchase credit cards.  This function uses a purchase card request to open a credit card account, populating the account profile with items such as cardholder information, credit limit for both single purchases and monthly total purchases, and accepted merchant category codes.  Credit history and organizational funding levels may be used in the establishment of a credit card account.  This function is used if needed to terminate a credit card, and termination results in notification (a termination order) to the purchase card financial institution that no further purchases are authorized.  This function also supports the activation and deactivation of purchase credit cards.  In addition to cardholder accounts, this function enables the establishment and maintenance of accounts for approving billing statements or terminating, activating, or deactivating purchase credit cards.



14.1.1 Create Purchase Card Record



This function allows the user to enter purchase card request information to create a purchase card record.  This function allows the assignment of purchase card transaction approval authority information.



14.1.2 Assign Parameter to Purchase Card Record



This function allows the user to use personal information about the prospective cardholder to assign parameters to the purchase card record that describe the limitations of purchase card. 



14.1.3 Issue Purchase Card



This function creates a purchase card issuance record.  When a predetermined number of new records have been generated, this function assists in the development of a consolidated purchase plan for the acquisition of the issued purchase cards.



14.2 Monitor and Control Purchase Card Use



 Cardholders use this function to review their billing statements that contain transaction-level details on purchases made.  Billing statements are created by the purchase card financial institution on a schedule established by applicable Business Rules from the purchase card program policy.  A billing statement approver uses this function to certify and approve billing statements, and where applicable, flag transactions in order to deny payment and effect resubmission to the cardholder for additional explanation or documentation.  



14.2.1 Update Billing Statement



This function allows the user to review and approve Billing Statements.  This function also provides for system-generated approval based on business rules.



14.2.2 Monitor Purchase Card Transactions



This function automatically monitors purchase transactions and flags transactions that appear suspicious.  This function also allows the user to review transactions and flag/unflag as necessary.  


15 Contract Management



This entity maintains contract abstracts throughout a program life cycle including appropriations, calls, target dates, terms and conditions, scheduled shipments/deliverables and payment structure.  Both year-to-date and inception-to-date tracking is required.  All contracts are supported, whether for products or services, and whether delegated or not.  This entity supports the establishment and monitoring of Service-Level Agreements, primarily between DoD service providers and the receivers of those services.  Any service or agency can be a service provider.



15.1 Create and Maintain Contract Abstracts



This function maintains contract abstracts throughout project life cycle including appropriations, calls, target dates, terms and conditions, scheduled shipments and payment structure.  Both year-to-date and inception-to-date tracking is required.



15.1.1 Create Contract



This function allows the user to create a sourcing contract for use in attaining a legally binding agreement with a vendor.  The sourcing contract has many text fields for the entry of descriptive information and legal language.  This function relates subsequent purchase contracts to the sourcing contract.  When a user reviews the sourcing contract, all purchase contracts related to the sourcing contract are displayed.  Likewise, this function relates the sourcing contract to preceding purchase plans or planning estimates.  This function provides the user with information regarding purchase execution status throughout a project's life cycle.



15.1.2 Administer Contract



This function allows the user to review contracts.  This function allows production surveillance by relating delivery events to contracts and may use business rules to, for example, calculate percentage completion of contracts or identify potential contract delinquencies in accordance with the production surveillance plan.  This function provides quality assurance support.



15.1.3 Modify Contract



This function allows the user to modify contracts.  The function calculates the financial implications of proposed modifications as well as the implications on delivery schedules.



15.1.4 Close Contract



This function allows the user to view contracts in order to ensure that all required contract actions have been satisfactorily accomplished prior to closeout of the contract.  Items needed for contract closeout include notice of physical completion, final payment verification and final acceptance date.  This function creates the contract completion statement.



15.2 Create and Maintain Service Level Agreements



This function creates and maintains Service Level Agreements including the performance objectives, terms and conditions, and the services and levels of services to be provided.



15.2.1 Capture Service Level Agreement Specifications



This function gathers performance objectives, terms and conditions that constitute the Service Level Agreement, including the services and levels of services to be provided.



15.2.2 Maintain Service Level Agreements



This function provides for the maintenance of service level agreements as warranted on a periodic basis.  Modifications are captured and tracked.



15.2.3 Collect Service Level Agreement Metrics



This function collects the metrics needed to determine if the performance objectives specified in the service level agreement have been met.  These are used for the analysis of the provider’s performance and calculating any billing that is based on performance.



15.2.4 Monitor Service Level Agreements



This function monitors the objectives of the service level agreement for billing and comparison purposes.



15.2.5 Review Service Level Agreements



This function supports the review of the terms and conditions of the service level agreements on a periodic basis.



15.2.6 Dissolve Service Level Agreements



This function dissolves the service level agreements when it becomes null and void and is no longer to be kept in force.



16 Budget Formulation 



This entity supports budget preparation primarily during the Programming and Budgeting phases of the Planning, Programming, and Budgeting cycle.  It supports the initial establishment of the DoD budget through the budget cycle to submission, supports justification of the President’s Budget, and supports budgeting for supplemental requests throughout the budget year.


16.1 Validate Requirements



This function facilitates the capture, consolidation, and tracking of business plan assessments.  Validation against business unit objectives is provided.  Costed requirements are extracted and posted as budget requirements.



16.2 Develop Performance Plan



This function maintains and tracks the establishment of annual and out-year performance plans, measures, metrics, or targets at the desired level of budget responsibility.  Performance measures are linked to strategic goals and are expressed in quantifiable, measurable form.  This function supports the initial establishment of an annual performance plan as well as any revised or supplemental requests.



16.3 Develop Business Unit Budgets



This function maintains and tracks the establishment of detailed budget estimates for the designated budget years at the administrative target level.  It supports the establishment of initial budget estimates based on extrapolation, and for manpower, based on authorized positions and compensation.  It also supports the initial establishment of an annual budget and handles supplemental requests outside of the annual budget cycle.



16.4 Analyze/Forecast Budgets



This function provides for analysis and comparison of performance measures and budget estimates among comparable levels within the budget request base.  It supports what-if analysis scenarios without affecting existing data.  It supports forecasts at any level based on current or prior year projections, using adjustable projection rates, including the global forecasting of salaries and benefits.



16.5 Review Program-Level Budget Submission



This function facilitates the process of assembly and review of proposed current-year business unit budgets by the Office of the Secretary of Defense (OSD).



16.6 Formulate and Review Department of Defense Budget



This function facilitates the process of assembling the President’s Budget for the upcoming fiscal year for transmittal to OMB and congressional appropriations committees.  Justification materials for formal OMB review and congressional hearings are also produced.



17 Knowledge Management 



This entity is concerned with creating, building, compiling, organizing, transforming, pooling, disseminating, transferring, applying, and safeguarding knowledge.  Expected FMEA knowledge includes among others, budget guidance, financial management regulations and interpretations.



17.1 Develop Knowledge Work Plan



This function is initiated upon the receipt of an alert or request from a party that new or revised knowledge is needed.  Upon approval of the need by a knowledge decision maker, the function provides for creation and distribution of a knowledge work plan that includes task descriptions, designation of knowledge developer(s), the schedule, and the intended audience, including the planned distribution.



17.2 Process Knowledge Review Decision



This function performs its processing at several times during the knowledge management life cycle.  Initially there is a decision state to begin or not to begin a knowledge work plan.  Given that the decision state is “begin”, and subsequent to the development of the knowledge, there is (are) a review (or reviews), and appropriate rework as necessary, that results in an “approved” state for the knowledge that enables the distribution of the new/revised knowledge.  The content of the decision may include new knowledge, revised knowledge, and knowledge designated for retirement.



17.3 Distribute Work Package to Knowledge Developers



This function distributes the develop knowledge work package in accordance with the instructions of the knowledge management decision maker.  One or more knowledge workers produce and save the new/revised knowledge, or the instructions to retire knowledge.



17.4 Perform Knowledge Distribution



When the knowledge decision maker sets the work package state to “approved”, the perform knowledge distribution function enables the distribution of the new/revised knowledge to addressees stored in the knowledge work plan data store.  In this context addressees should be interpreted to be the designated data stores of other entities.



18 Integrated Logistics Planning



This entity encompasses all functions that result in an Integrated Logistics Plan.  Major parts of the integrated plan include materiel inventory, transportation, maintenance, returns, and logistics services.



18.1 Manage / Develop Plan Criteria



This function includes the development of basic planning information such as planning premises and assumptions.  Premises and assumptions may be derived from transaction summaries, forecasts and historical records.



18.2 Assess Backlog



This function records into the planning database an assessment of the impact of logistics order backlogs on the logistics planning objectives.  Order backlogs may pertain to orders for materiel, transportation, or other logistics services.  Based on the assessment of backorders, aggregate projections and forecast demands are revised.



18.3 Assess Capacity 



This function records into the planning database an assessment of the impact of logistics capacities on the logistics planning objectives.  Capacities may apply to any materiel resource or means of production or delivery used for logistical purposes.  The assessments may be based on calculations or forecasts dealing with existing capacity, current and planned use of capacity, and the degree to which a capacity limit is approached or exceeded.



18.4 Develop Integrated Logistics Plan



This function produces the integrated logistics plan from the various plans produced by materiel inventory, transportation, maintenance, returns, and logistics services.  The integrated logistics plan is then distributed for execution of functions related to asset/materiel.



18.5 Establish Materiel Master Record



This function captures and maintains basic descriptive information for the establishment of the initial master record for any inventory materiel item.  This information is used in the development of future plans such as what items are available within the logistics chain.



18.6 Establish Asset Master Record



This function creates and maintains the initial master record for asset items such as real property, vehicles, and weapon systems.  This information is used in the development of future plans.



18.7 Plan Logistics Services



This function enables the planning of services to be performed by balancing and scheduling service requirements versus resources available.  The logistics services include health services, general engineering and quality of life.



18.7.1 Identify Service Resource



This function captures and maintains basic descriptive information for the master record for service resources, including type of service, availability, tool/assets available, and delivery capability.



18.7.2 Identify Service Requirement



This function captures requests for service, including service requested, responsible party and date required.



18.7.3 Create Service Schedule



This function projects service resources needed over all future time periods by balancing or allocating resources versus known requirements over time.  This function creates a schedule of service availability (e.g., daily, weekly, monthly) by projecting overall requirements. 



18.8 Track Project Service Status



This function captures the status and completion of scheduled service requirements and communicates the outlook to providers and service receivers.  This function analyzes the status of the plan against the actuals.



18.9 Plan Return 



This function supports the creation and maintenance of return planning information.  Return planning information is generated for materiel not in compliance with warranties or specifications, recalled items, excess, obsolete, or unserviceable items.



18.9.1 Identify Return Requirement



This function captures requests for returns and disposal, including item, reason, responsible party and date expected.



18.9.2 Identify Return Resource



This function captures and maintains basic descriptive information for the master record for return resources, including receiving requirements and availability.



18.9.3 Create Return Schedule



This function forecasts the return and disposal resource requirements needed over future periods.  This function creates a schedule of return and disposal service availability (e.g., daily, weekly, monthly). 



18.10 Develop Logistics Strategy



This function supports the development of strategic and business unit plans and objectives.



18.10.1 Collect Logistics Network Infrastructure Information



This function provides maximum capacity with the logistics supply chain.  This function captures all logistics resources by location, availability and capacity.  This function also captures leading practice/ historical information to support alternative strategies and objectives.



18.10.2  Assess Operational Requirement



This function provides for the creation and maintenance of assessments of operational requirements included in alternative strategies and objectives.  The assessments relate to budget data and business plans.  This function supports scenarios and ‘what-if’ statements.  



18.10.3 Develop Logistics Strategic Plan



This function provides for the balancing and extending of existing logistics networks in support of alternative strategies and objectives.  It develops an overall logistics plan based on outputs from collective logistics network infrastructure information and assessment of operational requirements.



18.10.4 Define Training Requirement



This function captures and tracks training needs based on the logistical requirements of alternative strategies and plans.



19 Inventory Management



This entity maintains information about materiel items in inventory.  It maintains vendor visibility of the inventory to allow fulfillment when necessary, and includes a mechanism to make known to vendors the need for an outsourced service.  It allows the user to issue or loan a materiel item from inventory.  The entity also accounts for materiel items in transit, and provides data to assist inventory managers in their responsibilities, including recording the results of taking physical inventories.



19.1 Establish/Maintain Materiel Master Record 



This function captures and maintains specific descriptive information for the master record for any consumable materiel item in support of inventory valuation and accountability.  The record contains critical information and specifications that are available from the packing list or vendor.  This function establishes a master record in the event that a record was not previously created.



19.2 Valuate/Adjust Inventory 



This function evaluates inventory based on the approved inventory valuation method of historical cost or latest acquisition cost.  This function provides inventory valuation data to the core financial system for posting to the general ledger and cost management. 



19.3 Perform Materiel Inventory Reconciliation 



This function supports the internal control process of verifying records of inventory on-hand through comparison with physical counts.  If the data maintained in the system does not match the actual inventory, the system is updated to reflect the true value.



19.4 Execute Return Schedule



This function triggers a detailed executable schedule from planning that addresses all return capabilities and requirements needed to perform a materiel return into the logistics process or back to the vendor. This function also triggers a detailed executable schedule for the disposal of excess, obsolete, or unserviceable materiel.



19.5 Manage Inventory Replenishment



This function provides for the replenishment of inventory based on the comparison of on-hand, on-order quantities versus projected required levels.   A kanban signal is sent to the vendor.  Once the vendor has completed the order, a kanban fulfillment is sent from the vendor to compete the inventory replenishment. 



19.6 Remove/Dispose of Inventory 



The function involves removing items from inventory accounts, or adjusting accounts, due to the disposition of assets by one or several means such as destruction, cannibalization, sale, or necessary physical disposal.



19.7 Process Returned Materiel



This function supports the required steps that will be taken to return an item that is nonconforming, defective, etc.



19.8 Retrieve Item Status and Availability



This function captures the data specified by a query of data for actual inventory items.  Item status refers to quantities of the states that an item may be in such as on-hand, on-order, discontinued, and the like.  Item availability refers to date and count data concerning when the item could be retrieved from inventory.



19.9 Plan Materiel Resources



This function determines when inventory replenishment is needed and calculates inventory replenishment quantities.  It determines order quantity based on demand, lead time-history, and current stock levels.  Order information is provided to the acquisition system for fulfillment through the appropriate procurement vehicle.



19.9.1 Identify Materiel Requirement



This function captures materiel requirements.  This planning function for materiel assesses the requirements needed to meet operational demand.  All associated special requirements are captured.



19.9.2 Identify Resource for Activities



This function identifies the resources required to manage the incoming materiel.  The status of all resources is maintained to help with materiel scheduling.  Environmental information is captured and is used to help identify procedures for handling these products.



19.9.3 Create Materiel Resource Schedule



This function establishes a schedule for the materiel resources required for operational demand. 



20 Warehouse Management  



This entity provides for the physical receiving, storage, breakdown, packing, handling and physical distribution of materiel. The system is highly dependent on interfaces with other systems/functions, most notably receiving, inventory, and transportation.



20.1 Process Shipments



This function supports the physical storage of materiel and identifies the location at which it is stored.  This function supports the initial delivery of materiel to the warehouse.  The system produces a report of items ordered from the procurement system.  This process reconciles items received with total quantities procured to identify either overage or short shipments. 



20.2 Record Inspection 



This function compares received materiel against the order and the packing list.  Any discrepancies are rejected and sent back to the vendor.  For accepted items, this function updates the asset/inventory system to reflect the additional items.



20.3 Record Receipt 



This function supports the receipt of goods in a warehouse, which takes place after final inspection and delivery.  This receipt is forwarded to the core financial system to close a contract upon delivery.



20.4 Record Issuance 



This function supports the issue of materiel items, transfer between services, etc., in order to maintain accurate records of the location of assets.  This function prepares the pick-list to be used in pulling materiel out of stock.  This function reduces the on-hand quantities by the number of items removed.



21 Sales Order Management  



This entity captures sales orders, and manages the order through approval and placement for internal and external DoD customers.  Sales order pricing is based on stabilized rates or based on time and materials plus indirect costs.  Other standard functions include order configuration, triggering of periodic billing, changes to orders, and order status inquiries.    



21.1 Process Sales Orders



This function processes customer requests for goods or services, including order capture and configuration, pricing, inventory availability, and order status.  Accepted orders flow to logistics for fulfillment and order status is maintained through the actual shipment of goods.



21.1.1 Capture Order



This function captures the order/item specifications, along with the customer identity including shipping and billing data.  It validates the item attributes, determines item availability, and provides for the placement of the order.  



21.1.2 Configure Order



This function ensures that only the allowable combinations of features and options are ordered for a configurable item based on selections made by the customer.  A database of allowable features and options is maintained. 



21.1.3 Change Order



This function captures and confirms changes to existing orders.  It notifies the appropriate parties of the change, such as notifying shipping if the ship-to address changes.  It also provides for the cancellation of an order.



21.1.4 Provide Order Status



This function allows the user to inquire about the status of an order, indicating where the item is in the order fulfillment process.



21.1.5 Calculate Order Price



This function determines the price for individual order items as well as for the overall order, such as shipping and handling.  Pricing may vary for internal and external customers.  Pricing is done on a time and materials basis, and may be based on hours extracted from labor actuals, or on the stabilized price for material.  This function calculates prices so that they are available at the time that orders are captured. 



21.1.6 Process Order Return



This function provides for the return of an order by a customer for any reason (unneeded, change of specification, etc).  A return authorization may be established based on the customer’s request to return an item.



21.1.7 Trigger Billing



This function triggers billing for orders that are paid on a regular installment basis.  The amount of the installment due is determined.



21.2 Maintain Billing Rates



This function maintains stabilized cost recovery rates for goods and services sold for both internal and external customers.



22 Distribution and Transportation



This entity supports the determination of where, when and how material is to be distributed and transported.  This entity supports the determination of transportation modes, packaging and handling requirements, and warehousing requirements for initial receipt, during transit and at final destinations.  This entity also supports the transportation of personnel.



22.1 Plan Distribution  



This function determines where, when and how to distribute materiel.  Transportation modes, packaging and handling requirements, and warehousing requirements for initial receipt, during transit and at final destinations are considered. 



22.1.1 Establish Transportation Movement Requirement



This function captures transportation requirements.  This transportation planning function assesses movement requirements required to meet operational needs.  All associated special handling requirements are captured.



22.1.2 Identify Transportation Resource 



This function determines transportation modes and the resources necessary to move identified materiel.  The status of all available transportation assets is maintained to help with scheduling of materiel/personnel movement.  Environmental information is captured and is used to help identify transportation options.



22.1.3 Create Transportation Schedule



This function establishes a schedule for the transportation of materiel/personnel.  Based on the movement/staging/dependencies, an overall schedule for delivery of materiel/personnel is generated.



22.2 Package, Handle, and Transport Material/Personnel



This function supports the packaging, handling and transportation of materiel and personnel to meet operational requirements and customer orders received.  This function also supports the movement of goods by military and or commercial means.  This system provides information to the inventory system to update the materiel records.



22.2.1 Accept Materiel/Personnel for Transportation



This function prepares the manifest/shipping documents that are used in the transportation process.  This function updates the records to show status in-transit.  .



22.2.2 Record Transportation Fulfillment



This function records receipt and location of materiel/ personnel.  



22.2.3 Track Transportation Status



This function is used to track the movement of materiel from the time items are sent to the time they are received by the requesting customer.  The status of the shipment can be retrieved to provide advice to customers on the shipments of materiel.



22.3 Execute Transportation Schedule



This function triggers a detailed executable schedule from planning for all activities performed that address the transportation capabilities and requirements needed to perform a transportation obligation to an organization.



23 MRO and Modification 



This entity accounts for all actions taken to retain materiel in an operational status and to restore it to serviceable condition (Maintenance, Repair, and Overhaul – MRO), or, updating and upgrading its functional utility through modification.  The system's capabilities include inspection, testing, servicing, classification as to serviceability, repair, rebuilding, and reclamation.  Shop Floor planning for re-fits is also provided.



23.1 Plan/Schedule MRO/Modification



This function is used to balance maintenance resources against operational requirements to develop the overall maintenance schedule.



23.1.1 Identify Maintenance Requirements



This function captures and catalogs requirements for maintenance, repair, overhaul and modification.  Deferred maintenance is backed-out of the maintenance schedule and is reverted back to requirements.  



23.1.2 Identify Resource for Maintenance Activities



This function captures the resources required to conduct maintenance, repairs, overhauls and or modifications by specific maintenance orders.  A set of maintenance procedures used in the execution of maintenance is generated.  The parts/items required to perform the maintenance and the skill sets required to perform the maintenance are identified per each maintenance activity.



23.1.3 Create Maintenance Schedule



This function establishes a daily/weekly/monthly schedule for overall maintenance activities, including the identification of who, where and when the maintenance will be performed.  Planned maintenance that is not accomplished is flagged as deferred maintenance and is reverted back to maintenance requirements.



23.2 Record Maintenance Diagnosis



This function records the results of inspection diagnoses performed on all assets/materiel.  For items with an unsatisfactory diagnosis, the results may indicate that an item requires repair, should be destroyed, or should be returned to the vendor.



23.3 Record Suitability for Use



This function records the results of tests that were performed to determine if the maintenance was carried out on the equipment to specification, and determines suitability.  For suitable items, this function updates the status to return to inventory.  This function flags unsuitable items for disposal.



23.4 Track Maintenance, Repair, and Overhaul



This function tracks the status and completion of MRO tasks performed, including actual time, materials and supplies expended, as well as specific checks/modifications made to specific components.  This information is added to the item’s master record for historical use.



23.5 Execute Maintenance Schedule



This function triggers a detailed executable schedule from planning for all maintenance activities performed to retain an item in a specified condition by providing systematic inspection, detection, and prevention of unplanned failures.



24 Workflow Management



This entity manages business automation.  The automation mechanism is a rules-based workflow engine. Workflow subsystems may be configured to model the significant events of a business process and route messages or data to destinations based upon predetermined or content-dependent routings.  Workflows may loop, branch into parallel flows and rendezvous, decompose into sub-flows, branch on task results, time out, and more. Messages may be in the form of email, entries in work lists, or compound documents. Messages solicit input or alert of routine or exception conditions, although monitoring for exceptions is the most productive use for workflow systems.  As a result, dissemination of information to decision makers is a powerful application of workflow. Messages may be routed inside of applications, or between applications. The messaging may be synchronous (request-response) or asynchronous (store and forward).



24.1 Define Events



This function is used to define the events that trigger a workflow.  It also defines the subscribers to the event who can be either individuals or groups.



24.2 Define Event Process



This function is used to define a specific workflow process based on an event.  The process includes assigning the individuals or groups and the sequence in which they participate in the workflow.  This function supports changes in the roles without modifying the process.



24.3 Capture Event Occurrence



This function recognizes that an event has occurred, and initiates the workflow defined for the event.



24.4 Route Event



This function is responsible for routing the event object according to the defined process.  The object can be routed to the individuals or groups as defined via web or email.  As per the defined process, routing can be based on business rules, including delegation to a group or assistant.



24.5 Monitor Worklist



This function allows subscribers to monitor the events queued to them or the group they represent.  A consolidated worklist is presented to the subscriber.  Subscribers may review, approve, or reject the event, as well as invoke any exception that may alter the routing, or reassign it to another subscriber.



24.6 Display Event Status



This function provides status on the active events.  It displays the progress and history, as well as the current status or location of any event.



25 Program Management



This entity supports the program manager in planning and tracking work, time, and costs involved in managing a project.  This entity uses a work breakdown structure (WBS) to define the tasks to be performed.  It supports the planning and tracking of activities, work centers, labor, and materials.  This entity also supports monitoring budget estimates against actuals.



25.1 Define Work Breakdown Structure



This function supports the planning and capture of a work breakdown structure as phases, activities and tasks against which effort and deliverables can be tracked.  Work breakdown elements contain all of the data necessary to do the project, to include time, budget, materials and costs, including tasks requiring T&A capture.



25.2 Plan Project Activities



This function supports the capture of project activity details, including the definition of tasks, work center effort and material required to complete an activity.



25.3 Develop Project Estimates



This function supports applying estimates to the elements of the work breakdown structure. The estimates include resource estimates with associated labor costs, and other direct costs.



25.4 Develop Project Schedule



This function supports the establishment of a schedule against the elements of the work breakdown structure.  Schedule is reflected in terms of start dates and duration.  Also task dependencies can be assigned.



25.5 Monitor Forecast/Plan to Actual



The function compares the estimate of resources, budget, and time to complete against the actual amounts of the same elements, and presents the differences to the user.  This function gets the actuals from system stores.



25.6 Develop Project Costs



This function supports the capture and development of cost estimates for all activities on the work breakdown structure.  The costs include labor, material, and all other direct and indirect costs that may be applied.



25.7 Perform Project Closeout



This function supports project closeout that is accomplished when all the tasks have been successfully completed and the mission or project goal has been reached.  The total actual costs of the project are consolidated and the project data archived for future use and analysis.



26 Funds Disbursement



This entity supports activities required to automatically identify and select payments to be disbursed in a particular payment cycle based on business rules, such as Prompt Payment, and provide for on-line review and certification of proposed payments.  Various forms of payment may be used for the disbursement (cash, check, or EFT).   This entity supports the consolidation of multiple payments to a single payee, and the preparation of schedules for various classifications of payment, such as vendor payments, transportation payments and payments in foreign currency. For payments that exceed predetermined thresholds, advance notification to the U.S. Treasury may be required.


26.1 Create Candidate Payment



This function uses payment information to create the candidate payment that is used to ensure successful transfer of payment to receiving accounts.  



26.2 Consolidate Payments by Payee



This function consolidates multiple payments to a single payee so that a single payment can be made.



26.3 Create Payment



This function uses the same information used when the candidate payment was created to generate the actual payment.  Payroll tax collection information is processed in accordance with business rules.  If a payment has been rejected by the receiving account, the operator is notified.



26.4 Suspend/Cancel Payment



This function allows a user to suspend a payment that has been scheduled or to cancel a payment prior to execution.  If the payment has already been made, this function notifies the user that the payment has already been issued.  This function is also used to recall a payment.



26.5 Perform Payment Confirmation and Follow-up



This function provides information about each payment to reflect the stage of the scheduling process that the payment has reached and the date.  This is used to confirm that disbursements were made as anticipated and supports inquiries from vendors and other payees regarding payments.


27 Customer/Vendor Management



This entity maintains a common, shared repository of customer data, including a common customer identity (customer number) and customer name as well as attributes unique to payees/payables and receivables.  Receivables attributes include customer credit authorization approval.



27.1 Maintain Customer Information Database



This function maintains a common, shared repository of customer data, including a common customer identity (customer number and customer name as well as attributes unique to payees/payables and receivables.  Receivables attributes include customer credit authorization approval.



27.2 Validate Authorization to do Business



This function validates that a customer/payee possesses the authorization to conduct business activities with the Department of Defense.  If the authorization does not pre-exist, this function allows the user to manually validate the authorization.


28 Cash Management



This entity supports activities to record the receipt and distribution of funds either by currency (e.g., cash, check) or EFT, and the deposit and disbursement of such funds in accordance with U.S. Treasury and DoD regulations.  The function also reports disbursements and deposits to the U.S. Treasury.  Short term and long term forecasts of cash demand are maintained for the purpose of optimizing the investment position of DoD.



28.1 Establish Type of Deposit



The function determines how sales invoices are paid and how the specific recording of the deposit will take place in the DoD.  It also records debt deposits.  It tracks what organizations accept cash and credit cards, and maintains the deposit relationship with the financial institutions.  This process consists of evaluating and tracking the different types of deposits made payable to the Department of Defense for goods or services rendered.  (An example being in the month of July, 50% of payments made to the DoD consisted of EFTs, 25% were Lockbox payments, and the remaining 25% consisted of other types of payment methods.).  



28.2 Reconcile Disbursements with U.S. Treasury Transactions



This function tracks all of the disbursements received and reconciles this data against what the United States Treasury Department posted in their records for the user to identify any discrepancies. 



28.3 Reconcile Deposits with U.S. Treasury Transactions



This function tracks all of the deposits received and reconciles this data against what the United States Treasury Department posted in their records for the user to identify any discrepancies. 



28.4 Estimate Cash Forecasting



The function predicts cash flows for the purpose of liquidity management and financial control based on business rules.  The system performs calculations and supports the user in determining any and all future cash forecasts using anticipated receivables/payables and planned deposits/disbursements. 



29 Cost Forecasting and Analysis



This entity serves as a general tool to support the development of cost estimates for complex materiel, such as a jet engine, or projects, such as construction.  Cost histories may be utilized and updated.  Analysis of economic variance versus actual is provided.



29.1 Forecast / Estimate Costs



This function supports the development of estimates from scratch or based on history for similar types of work.  A structure to develop the estimate is provided based on dimensions such as parts bill of material, work center labor and materials required, or phases, such as general, mechanical and electrical.



29.2 Perform Variance Analysis



This function supports the analysis of variances in estimate to actual.  Original or revised estimates are compared to actual costs retrieved from actual cost history.



30 Process Performance Management



This entity supports the capture and tracking of data to enable process improvement throughout DoD.  Business processes are documented and improvement recommendations and process performance are reported.



30.1 Maintain Objectives



This function is used to capture and store business objectives for a defined business process.



30.2 Maintain Metrics



This function is used to capture and store actual performance metrics for a business process.



30.3 Maintain Process Documents



This function supports the capture and storage of business process descriptions, as well as the capture and tracking of recommendations for improvement to the process.  



31 Military Health Services Management



This Entity provides the medical specific (non-financial) functionality for support of Military Health Services.  This entity supports enrollment and eligibility, health assessments, scheduling and check-in, and provision of medical services.  It also monitors health service performance and assists in identifying population health improvement. 



31.1 Manage Healthcare Enrollment and Eligibility



This function maintains beneficiary eligibility and enrollment data.  The beneficiary profile and preferences are used to support beneficiary marketing and education, and to allocate beneficiaries to healthcare programs, facilities, and providers.



31.2 Assess, Schedule and Check-in Beneficiary



This function supports beneficiary assessment, beneficiary healthcare planning, appointments and scheduling.  Appointment and schedule data is used to allocate facility and provider and to prepare for patient encounters.



31.2.1 Support Health Care Assessment



This function supports the medical personnel in making and recording the health care assessment.  It supports the recording of the results of the standardized tools and algorithms used to identify health care needs.  It supports the recording of preventive needs (immunizations, clinical screening, or counseling).  Based on screening results, it directs beneficiaries to the appropriate level of care within an appropriate amount of time, and to the appropriate health care services and locations.



31.2.2 Establish and Maintain Schedules



This function creates and manages schedules within and across the organization.  It includes schedule maintenance (e.g., creating and extending schedule templates), and finalizing schedules with providers and services.  



31.2.3 Retrieve and Verify Health Care Beneficiary Information



This function retrieves and verifies beneficiary information before scheduling beneficiaries for health care services.  This function helps to ensure that the beneficiary and health plan information is accurate, and that the beneficiary is eligible to receive services.



31.2.4 Authorize and Schedule Health Service



This function supports the authorization and performs the scheduling of appointments for health care services of various types in multiple locations according to available locations and resources.



31.2.5 Check-in Patient



This function supports the check-in of the patient at the care delivery site, and manages encounter-related information.  



31.2.6 Manage Health Care Patient Movement



This function helps to track the patient’s movement across the continuum of care.  This function is used to verify that the beneficiary’s time is spent receiving service rather than waiting to receive it. 



31.3 Support Provision of Medical Services



This function supports the provision of medical services.  Beneficiary health status is determined and healthcare services are planned, coordinated, provided, integrated, and documented.  Data collected in this function support health service billing, acquisition, and planning for subsequent patient care.  Patient movement is tracked as needed.  



31.3.1 Plan Health Services



This function supports the creation and maintenance of individualized plans of services that utilize the appropriate level of care and resources to ensure quality and cost-effective outcomes.  The plans of care incorporate care management, case management, wellness, and disease management strategies.



31.3.2 Manage Information and Documentation



This function supports the documentation associated with providing health services.  Information is maintained in a standardized manner so that it can be accessed from multiple locations to support a mobile population.


31.4 Support Population Health Improvement



This function supports healthcare data analysis needed for population health management.  Capabilities support definition and assessment of the beneficiary population, development of population health management practices, implementation of population health tools and management practices, and evaluation of population health management.



31.4.1 Define and Assess Beneficiary Population



This function is used to define and maintain the beneficiary population, and to assess the health concerns of the population.  This function maintains the results of health/risk screening for the identified population regarding environmental threats, certain disease states, conditions, activities, and behaviors/patterns that can influence health status.  This function creates a health risk profile and/or cost risk analysis to target a given population.



31.4.2 Support Health Management Processes



This function consists of tools, models, and programs to support population health management based on analysis of population health data and research.  This function assists in defining proactive activities to maximize health status and/or minimize health risk for selected populations and/or population health programs.  This function supports the evaluation process for an evidence-based population health system.



31.5 Monitor Health Service Performance



This function provides planning information to support healthcare planning.  Future defense plans, and data collected from providing medical services are major data resources for this function.  Capabilities supported by this function are:  healthcare risk analysis, policy development, healthcare management practice development and analysis, healthcare capability monitoring, and analysis to support research results.  



31.5.1 Assess Effectiveness of Access to Care



This function maintains the key performance measures and performance standards along the lines of quality, cost, and cycle time, and of improving access to care processes and practices.  This function supports the analysis of data against the performance metrics, and generates reports that can be given to providers to support improvement of the quality of service provided to beneficiaries.  The result of the analysis also facilitates the meeting of regulatory requirements for credentialing and accreditation.



31.5.2 Perform Medical Management



This function supports the management of health service utilization levels, the monitoring of medical performance, and the maintenance of medical management processes.  It manages utilization levels by managing patient pre-authorizations, provider referral authorizations, and patient pre-certification of overused areas.  It monitors medical performance by supporting case audits, measuring guideline compliance, monitoring service utilization, and analyzing provider profiles to help identify new cost/utilization containment programs.  It maintains medical management processes through the maintenance of medical policy and procedures, monitoring quality and outcomes of care, monitoring provider service issues, and supporting the ability to maintain accreditation.



32 Travel



This entity supports the planning for travel, including initial budgeting, tracking travel requests, ensuring fund availability, processing authorizations, and handling reimbursement requests.



32.1 Set up Travel Order ID and Objectives



This function assigns a Travel Order ID to each Travel Request so that it can be tracked through the system.  This function also supports the HR users in generating the travel Objective for the request that includes travel destination, travel duration, etc.  



32.2 Plan Travel and Estimate Cost



This functions is used by the HR users to produce the travel order plan detail that includes mode of transportation, Hotel, etc.  Based on the travel order plan detail, this function gets the estimated cost from purchasing.



32.3 Request Funding



This function requests funding to be made available for the requested travel.



32.4 Issue Travel Order



This function generates the travel order to send to the individual, and posts the detail travel information to the individual’s travel profile.  The travel profile is used to process the travel reimbursement from the individual when the travel is completed.



32.5 Process Travel Reimbursement Request



This function captures and validates the travel expense reimbursement request.  It processes approvals, and records the approved travel reimbursement in the travel profile in order to be included in the payroll.



33 Real Property Planning



This entity provides Real Property planners with the ability to propose, test, compare, develop, and group future projects.  Testing and comparison can be done through “what if” modeling that analyzes Real Property facility requirements against budgets, and current and planned assets.  Projects can be marked with funding approval, and funded projects can be provided as inputs to Work Management efforts.  This entity supports real property activities such as preventative maintenance, construction and demolition, and inspections.



33.1 Plan Scenario   



This function allows a planner to explore the ramifications of a solution proposed to meet space or facility requirements.  Ramifications are based on the quantifiable aspects of the requirement and the proposed solution compared with potential funding sources, the available resources, and a set of variable assumptions.  This function has the flexibility to support the development of high-level, multi-year, multi-project scenarios at the “strategic” level all the way down to comparing alternative approaches to an immediate issue at an installation (at the “integrated planning” level).  The goal is to enable the planner to test the effects of alternate assumptions and to compare possible outcomes of different scenarios.  A scenario is defined as a proposed requirement combined with a set of proposed resources to address the requirement, operating within a set of environmental variables.  Possible outcomes are developed over a specified timeline.



33.1.1 Update Scenario Parameters  



This function enables the Planner to identify and expand on the types of specifications available for scenario development.  The types of parameters that can be specific include unit details (such as the space requirement for a tank), environmental variables, and restrictions and constraints based on scenario location, organization, and type.  Parameters here are specified for the type of activity to be modeled, so that the planner would utilization one set of parameters and assumptions in support of modeling a major construction effort, and would look at different parameters and data when comparing different maintenance plans (such as condition-based maintenance).



33.1.2 Specify Scenario Details



This function enables the Planner to specify known requirements for a given scenario, including estimates of time-line, resources, costs, expected growth rates and expected results.  In addition, a project initially specified in project development can be evaluated.  The planner has different options available and different restrictions depending upon the type of scenario being planned.  For example, different sets of options are available for a planner specifying the development of a major construction package and a planner who chooses to compare maintenance options.



33.1.3 Develop Scenario



This function runs the scenario specifications against current and planned resources, funding, and modeled costs over a specified timeline in order to identify the impacts of the scenario on the budget, resource availability, and new capabilities gained. 



33.1.4 Rank and Compare Scenarios  



This function allows the planner to select and rank a group of alternative scenarios.  This capability might be used to compare a group of alternatives, or it could also be used to aid in the prioritization of a group of related scenarios.



33.1.5 Publish Scenario  



This function publishes the scenario outcome to the user, to the project data store, and optionally to the planning data store.



33.2 Develop Project  



This function allows a planner or project management user to create and specify a project, either as new entry or based on an existing scenario.  As with Scenario Planning, the type of project being planned drives the data elements that can and/or must be specified for the project. 



33.2.1 Initiate Project



This function allows the user to create a new project, or to create the project from a project initially specified in a scenario.  



33.2.2 Identify Project Tasks



This function enables the user to enter high-level tasks associated with the project, and to enter data associated with the tasks such as estimated costs.



33.2.3 Develop Project Schedule



This function enables the user to timeline tasks and set dependencies.



33.2.4 Assign Responsibilities



This function enables the user to assign responsibility to tasks.  Responsibility can be assigned to individuals or organizations.



33.2.5 Develop Project Estimates



This function allows the planner to engage design engineers and other cost estimating sources to estimate resources and allocate these estimates across tasks.



33.2.6 Record Project Approval



This function enables the planner to indicate that budget approval for the project has been secured.  The function also allows the planner to associate accounting/time and attendance codes(s) to project tasks, or to allocate multiple accounting/time and attendance codes across several tasks or the whole project.  In the case of a planned project task that leads to the acquisition of a new asset, this function also enables the planner to initiate the creation of a skeletal record in the asset inventory system for the purpose of tracking the status and completion date of the inventory item as it is developed.



33.2.7 Associate Project to Group



This function includes the ability to assign a project to an existing group, or to assign a new group.  An individual project can be a part of more than one group.  For example, a group might be MilCon projects slated for completion within the next 10 years, could be a set of projects associated with a single MilCon package, or could be a small group of maintenance projects at the installation level.



33.3 Prioritize Project   



This function allows the planner to analyze, compare and rank a group of projects.  The goal of this effort is to set priority levels across the set of identified work efforts for the actual execution of work.



33.3.1 Update Consideration Factors



This function allows the analyst to identify the factors to be used as the criterion for prioritizing projects within a group of projects.  The options are taken from among the data elements associated with projects such as projected cost, estimated time to complete, relevance to mission, etc.  This function includes support for specifying individual consideration factors and groups of factors.  When a group of consideration factors are chosen, weights can be assigned.



33.3.2 Select Consideration Factors



This function allows the analyst to choose from among individual and groups of consideration factors to be applied to the specified group of projects



33.3.3 Select Prioritization Group



This function allows the analyst to choose from existing projects and project groups.



33.3.4 Prioritize Projects



This function applies the consideration factors identified by the analyst against the group of projects identified by the analyst, and ranks the group.   



33.3.5 Publish Prioritization List



This function provides the user with the ability to review the ranking results, and stores the results in the project data store.  An individual project can be a part of more than one ranked group.



33.4 Model Forecasts



This function utilizes historical data, benchmark data, and internal algorithms to forecast a future state based on user-defined initial conditions.  Forecast types included assessment of future structure condition based on a projected maintenance level, estimation of costs to perform construction and restoration work efforts, and estimation of costs to maintain a given level of structure performance.



33.4.1 Update Forecasting Parameters



This function enables the user to specify and update parameters used to develop the forecasts.



33.4.2 Specify forecast details



This function enables a user to run a particular forecast by choosing the type and selecting relevant parameters including forecast period, source data, and any other information required for the forecast type.



33.4.3 Apply Forecasting Algorithm



This function develops the forecast by running the specified parameters against the historical or benchmark data appropriate for the forecast type.



33.4.4 Publish Forecast



This function provides the forecast result via the appropriate channel.



34 Engineering Design Management



This entity supports the engineering effort to develop and track detailed designs (e.g. blueprints or schematics), identify low-level resource requirements, and estimate costs for a given work effort based on standardized cost data.  Provides inputs to Asset Inventory, and to Project Development.



34.1 Develop Design



This function supports the capture and quantification of schematics, blueprints, architecture diagrams (for example, through interfaces with CAD programs), and other design diagrams associated with a real property asset. 



34.2 Design Review



This function publishes the design for formal feedback, accepts feedback from reviewers and experts, and supplies feedback to engineering for incorporation back into the design.



34.3  Estimate Resource Requirements



This function captures the design specification details related to the work, the resource requirements, and the estimated costs.  Once captured, it can be reviewed by the stakeholder, modified (notated), and approved. 



35 Real Property Work Management  



For a work task identified in Real Property Planning, or for an unplanned work effort, this entity supports the development of a work schedule and associated resource schedules, and provides workflow-tracking support for all stages of a work effort.  



35.1 Initiate Work Request



This function provides the ability to define a work effort that can be tracked for a work request.  Work requests can be derived from a project task (such as with planned inspections, maintenance or construction), or can arise independently, as in the case of reactive maintenance.  Defining the work effort includes associating an asset record, and assigning accounting/time and attendance codes (if this assignment has not already been done for the parent project).  This function allows the planner to associate accounting/time and attendance codes(s) to individual work tasks, or to allocate multiple accounting/time and attendance codes across several work tasks, or the full work effort.



35.2 Develop Resource Schedules



This function supports detailed development of the work schedule, including the associated internal and contracted resources required to complete the work effort.  The work schedule specifies the order and allotted time for each step in the work project, and distributes the resource requirements along the work schedule timeline.  In addition to sequencing the work steps and assigning material and human resource needs, the schedule identifies the inter-dependencies of all steps within the work effort.  



35.3 Track Work Progress



This function provides the ability to monitor and track the progress of internal and external work defined for the work effort and resource expenditures relative to the resource schedule. As the work steps are performed, the progress can be communicated to all stakeholders.  In addition, issues that may impact further progress can be cataloged, analyzed for impact, and forwarded for resolution.  Changes identified during the course of tracking work can lead to iterations back through previous steps.  This allows for modifications to the design, and to the work and resource schedules based on the actual completion dates and resource utilization.



35.4 Perform Quality Assurance Inspections  



This function supports performing inspections.  It provides for the entry of pre-inspection data such as what to inspect, location, description, planned inspection date, etc.  It also tracks the inspection with actual inspection date, inspection results, and follow-up requirements.



35.5 Close Work Request  



This function supports the closeout of a work request.  The closeout process ensures that all supporting requirements are completed (i.e., all tasks in the schedule) and all QA/Inspections have been satisfactorily performed before the completion is accepted.  The close event notifies the stakeholders of the completion of work, and of any requirement for additional maintenance (i.e., Property/Asset maintenance, capitalization, etc).  



36 Space Management  



This entity supports the definition and management of near-term and long-term physical space requirements of the DoD.  It obtains the requirements for space from requestors at all levels of the organization.  It optimizes the allocation and configuration of available space in existing facilities in order to assign space to the requestor.  This entity supports the requirements for both permanent and temporary (i.e., Hoteling) space assignment.



36.1  Obtain Resource Requirements  



This function maintains requests for space needs.  The requests include the type of space, location, requestor, amount of space, security consideration, dates of need, etc.



36.2 Identify Resource Availability or Shortfall



This function identifies the space needs that can or cannot be met with the existing availability (current and near-term).  It identifies and provides information regarding the total capacity of current and planned facility inventory.  This information is the basis used from which to analyze current needs.  



36.3 Optimize Space Utilization  



This function supports the analysis needed to provide optimal utilization and configuration of facility space.  This function looks to identify the best placement of resources (individually and in group) into existing space based on the requirements of the resource and the characteristics of the facility (e.g., capacity, security features/requirements, etc.).  The information derived includes the type of space, location, space availability, and optimal placement of resources.



36.4 Reserve/Assign Resource



This function supports the ability to assign a resource to a space.  The information derived includes the location, the resource assigned, the type of assignment (soft or hard), and the start and end dates.



36.5 Cancel Reservation/Assignment



This function supports the requirement to cancel a reservation or existing assignment.     



37 Strategic Planning



This entity supports the capture of data describing strategies, goals and objectives for DoD.  Descriptions, quantification, prioritization and risks are supported, in order to provide sufficient analysis to arrive at an affordable Defense Planning Guidelines (DPG).  High-level costs estimates are also captured for business units.



37.1 Develop Strategic Plans



This function supports the collection and prioritization of strategic objectives and related assessment data in order to develop and maintain Defense Planning Guidance (DPG) corresponding to the Strategic Planning and Budgeting cycle.  The function utilizes the prior-year DPG and Future Year Defense Program (FYDP) to assist in the initial establishment of strategic objective candidates.  Strategy information is also distilled from the FYDP and transferred to the Knowledge Management function.



37.2 Develop Business Unit Plans



This function supports the collection and prioritization of business unit goals and objectives within the DPG framework.  Cost estimates are supported at a high level.  This function also supports the dissemination of business unit objectives to request budget-level assessments for capture later in the budget cycle. 



38 Financial Information Consolidation



This entity supports the creation, draft, and final versions of financial reports and trial balances, and supports on-line certification and footnotes.



38.1 Consolidate GLs



This function enables the consolidation of various General Ledger instances that may exist around the world.  General Ledgers at the lowest levels of an organization are consolidated to provide a General Ledger at the next higher level.  Ultimately, a DoD-wide General Ledger is created.



38.2 Create Trial Balance



This function supports on-line viewing of the general ledger accounts in report format.  When the reports reveal adjustments that need to be made to the accounts, the adjustments must be posted through the standard posting function.  The trial balance report can be generated and rolled up to multiple levels based on hierarchical structure or standard accounting code structure.


38.3 Create Footnotes/Narrative



This function captures text and non-financial data required to support preparation of the financial statements.  This function correlates the captured data with the report format so that the information can be appended to the financial statements.


38.4 Create Statements



This function creates internal and external reports based on report mapping rules.  Statements/reports are generated by any element of the accounting code structure, i.e. hierarchical organization codes, project, or program, etc.


38.5 Approve and/or Certify Financial Statements



This function supports electronic approval and/or certification of financial statements.


39 Analytical Information Services



This entity provides the mechanism for producing information products that support analytical processes.  Example analytical information products include forecasting, trend analysis, and variance analysis.  The information clients include online analytical processing (OLAP) and data mining functionality.  This entity determines the source of data needed to prepare the packaged information, assembles the required data, and transforms the data into packaged information based on the information requirement details.  The output of this function is the staged packaged information pending delivery.  This system entity will include specific functionality to meet the specialized needs of the analytic end users.  This will include capabilities to support data drill down, the efficient use of many variables being applied to the data for analysis, and the high frequency of requests being applied to the same pre-selected data set.



39.1 Identify Information Sources



This function determines the source(s) of data or source(s) of previously prepared packaged information that is required to fulfill the information requirement.  If a previously packaged product can be identified to fulfill the information requirement, this function determines the location of the package.  If non-packaged data is required to fulfill the information requirement, this function determines the data structure(s) that contain the required data.



39.2 Request Data or Package from Source(s)



This function submits the request to the source of the data for the required data or packaged information.  Based on the identification of the required data or package, and the determination of the source, this function formulates the request and delivers the request to the source.



39.3 Derive Content from Data



This function uses the content requirements and business rules to transform the source data to meet the requested content.  The output of this function is the unformatted data that will be used to generate the information product.



39.4 Apply Form Requirements to Content



This function uses the form requirements and the content to deliver formatted content, as it will be presented in the information product.  The formatted content can then be packaged for delivery.



39.5 Generate Package Object



This function takes the formatted content and creates the formal package that will be delivered.  The package is a single object that can be delivered, stored, and archived as a unit rather than as a collection of data. 



39.6 Manage Package Certification / Approval



This function determines whether the package must be certified or approved, delivers the package for certification/approval when applicable, then stores the certification/approval once received through the workflow function.



39.6.1 Identify Certification / Approval Requirement



This function uses the information requirement to identify whether the information requestor has requested that the packaged information be certified/approved prior to the information product distribution.



39.6.2 Deliver Package to Approval Workflow



This function delivers the packaged information to the workflow function when it has been required that the packaged information be certified/approved prior to information product distribution.  



39.6.3 Store Certification / Approval Information



This function receives the certification/approval information from the workflow function and stores the certification/approval with the applicable packaged information.  In scenarios where the certification/approval is required, the coupling of the certification/approval with the package authorizes the package for distribution as an information product.



39.7 Store Object and Meta Data



This function stores the packaged information object in the Business Information Management Data Store (BIMDS). The package can then be accessed and re-distributed as necessary.  The meta data (such as index and certification information) surrounding the package will also be stored in the BIMDS in order for the package to be appropriately cataloged and retrieved.



40 Operational Information Services



This entity provides the mechanism for producing information products that support operational decision-making.  Example operational information products include standard reports and inquiries on integrated data, variance reporting, and aging analysis.  This entity determines the source of data needed to prepare the packaged information, assembles the required data, and transforms the data into packaged information based on the information requirement details.  The output of this function is the staged packaged information pending delivery.  This system entity will include specific functionality to meet the specialized needs of the operational end users.  This will include capabilities to support the high frequency of non-associated information requests.  Ultimately there will be many data sources being queried by many different operational users.  Unlike the analytic information services, the operational information services will not be serving data sets to users.  Operational users will be asking specific questions and getting specific answers.  The answers will often be transaction level or lightly summarized in nature.



41 Strategic Information Services



This entity provides the mechanism for producing information products that support strategic decision processes.  Example strategic information products include strategic planning, balanced scorecard, and value-based management.  The information clients include executive decision support.  This entity determines the source of data needed to prepare the packaged information, assembles the required data, and transforms the data into packaged information based on the information requirement details.  The output of this function is the staged packaged information pending delivery.  This system entity will include specific functionality to meet the specialized needs of the strategic end users.  This will include capabilities to support the consolidation and summarization of source data and the serving of many information products to the same user simultaneously.  In order to distribute simultaneously, the strategic information service system entity will be required to generate and store information products simultaneously.  Due to the different types of strategic information requests and the wide range of available data sources for this entity, the information assurance requirements for this system entity will also be more elaborate than for other information services entities.



42 Information Product Delivery



This entity delivers information products to the information requestor using requirement details such as method of delivery, audience, time, and scope of product.  The format of the delivered information product includes both distributed reports and analysis stores.  The analysis stores support the use of executive dashboards, decision support tools, executive information tools, and ad-hoc query tools.  Due to the wide range of decision making support needs, this system entity will need the flexibility to deliver single answers to operational users, data sets for analysis to analytic users, and the simultaneous delivery of information products to a single strategic user.  Information products are delivered to both internal Department of Defense and external requestors on a scheduled and on-demand (ad-hoc) basis.



42.1 Manage Delivery



This function retrieves the packaged information and couples the packaged information with the delivery details for product delivery.



42.2 Distribute Products



This function distributes the final information product to the end users specified in the delivery detail requirements.  The distribution mechanism includes the delivery of both paper and electronic products.  If the original information requirement could not be met, instead of distributing a product this function responds to the requestor with a reason why the request could not be met.



43 Customer Credit Management



This entity provides DoD with the ability to validate potential customers by performing credit and/or reference validation for the purchase of goods and services or receipt of loans or grants from the DoD, and ensures that any internal/external DoD debts have the information needed to execute the collection of those debts.  It involves the maintenance of customer credit information such as credit ratings, internal credit standing, and payment history activity.  This entity also provides the capability to capture and maintain the financial stability information of vendors and contractors prior to DoD entering into a contractual agreement to purchase goods or services from them.



43.1 Review Customer Status



This function provides the means for a user to conduct an internal evaluation on any potential Customers/Vendors wanting to do business with Department of Defense.  The evaluations are based on information provided by various sources to determine if the potential customer/vendor is financially stable. This function maintains information such as outstanding past due receivables, debts owed to Department of Defense, poor payment history, poor business practices, and bankruptcy.  This function provides the means for a user to determine or provide a recommendation for further actions to be taken with Department of Defense activities. 



43.2 Manage and Maintain Customer Credit History



This function collects credit history and financial information from various sources for reference to determine credit worthiness.  This rating and credit information is used as the justification for establishing a credit limit.  This function updates the internal credit worthiness information based on purchasing patterns and payment history.



43.3 Establish and Maintain Credit Limit / Threshold



This function uses the customer credit history information to calculate both the credit limit and the threshold.  The credit limit is the amount that the customer is authorized to purchase against, and the function allows a user to adjust the limit based on DoD and customer agreement.  The threshold is the level above the credit limit that the customer can exceed with or without consequence.  If the threshold is exceeded, this function will support reevaluating the credit limit, denying credit, or overriding the set credit limit for this transaction.  



44 Billing



This entity provides the capability to automatically generate bills to customers internal or external to DoD.  Basis used for billing may include advance billing, progress billing, accrued expenditures or costs (labor, goods, and material) using cost accumulated data, fee schedules for goods or services provided, and payment schedules or other contractual agreements with customers.  This entity also allows for overrides or manual input if needed.



44.1 Gather Billing Information



This function receives all billing information from various order entry systems related to all types of billing based on information provided such as cost, material, services, etc., and any customer information provided for billing purposes.  Based on the customer information and items/services sold, the function determines the type of bill to calculate and generate.



44.2 Calculate Charges



This function supports the calculation of all charges such as rates, unit prices, shipping charges, type of billing, etc. related to the sale of goods, services, loans, and utilities.



44.3 Aggregate Billing Information



This function aggregates billing information that should be brought together on a single bill before calculating any discounts.  This information to be aggregated is billing information for a single customer that has common billing terms and conditions (e.g., due in 30 days, negotiated installment plan, etc.) 



44.4 Calculate Discounts



The function calculates volume or flat rate discounts to post to the bill based on contract related information provided by contractual agreement.



44.5 Generate Pre-Bill/Conduct Billing Audit



This function allows the user to evaluate the billing information and generate a pre-bill for review before a final bill is generated.  A pre-bill may be provided to the customer for review prior to generating a final bill, based on contractual agreement.



44.6 Generate Billing Document



This function generates the billing document that is sent either electronically or as hard copy.  This function generates an accounting transaction that is posted as revenue to the general ledger.



44.7 Reconcile Final Bill Payment



This function allows the user to review, reconcile, and identify any and all final transactions related to sales of goods, services, loans, materials, and utilities within DoD.  This function may generate an accounting transaction for adjustments.



45 Time and Attendance



This entity collects time and attendance and labor distribution data on a pay period basis for DoD members as appropriate (civilian, reserve/guard, and regular military for certain programs).  Absences of military members from periods of duty are also captured.  The primary functions are to collect time and attendance data, report and release it, and allow for editing and correction.



45.1 Process Time and Attendance  



This function collects time and attendance and labor distribution data on a pay period basis for DoD members as appropriate (civilian, reserve/guard, and regular military for certain programs).  Absences of military members from periods of duty are also captured.  The primary functions are to collect time and attendance data, report and release it, and allow for editing and correction.



45.2 Process Leave  



This function supports leave requests, advances, accruals, conversions, transfers, usages, and forfeitures for each employee/member.  It supports leave processing, leave accrual, and leave adjustments (both military and civilian).



46 Budget Execution



This entity records funding authorization in the budget to the administrative target level.  It verifies that sufficient funds are available at the administrative target level on a transaction-by-transaction basis.  If sufficient funds are not available, notification is provided so that appropriate action may be taken.  It reserves funds via requests for commitments.  In addition, this entity supports analysis of at-risk administrative targets by reporting actual expenditures versus established authorizations.



46.1 Allocate Budget Authority



This function records funding authorization to the administrative target level.



46.1.1 Record Appropriation



This function facilitates the capture and recording of appropriations, apportionments and allotments as directed by Congress, OMB and OSD, whether from the annual appropriation process or continuing resolution.



46.1.2 Analyze Appropriation vs Department of Defense Budget



This function facilitates analysis of appropriations and apportionments received from Congress/OMB versus the President’s Budget as submitted.  It aids in determining what actual funding is available to allocate to DoD services and agencies.



46.1.3 Reprioritize Budget



This function supports the re-prioritization of programs based on initial levels of appropriation, and during the budget year, on evolving or unfunded requirements.  It also assists in identifying and tracking requests for supplemental appropriations during the budget year.



46.1.4 Allocate Budget



This function tracks and records all changes to budget authorization including rescissions, supplementals, transfers, reprogramming, and continuing resolutions.  It distributes and tracks the allocation of funds at various levels, based on the elements of the accounting classification or project structure.  It monitors the allocation of funds against limitations consistent with authorization language, including congressional intent and administrative limitations established by DoD management, and verifies that funds distributed do not exceed the amounts available for allotment at each distribution level.



46.1.5 Make Program Adjustments



This function facilitates the revision of current-year funding based on initial appropriation variances or due to unfunded requirements during the budget year.  



46.2 Check Fund Availability



This function verifies that sufficient funds are available at the administrative target level on a transaction-by-transaction basis considering (revised) commitments, obligations and expenditures.  If sufficient funds are not available or tolerances are exceeded, notification is provided so that appropriate action may be taken.  This function also reserves funds via requests for commitments.



46.3 Analyze Fund Availability



This function supports analysis of at-risk administrative targets by reporting actual expenditures, commitments and obligations versus established authorizations.



46.4 Execute Current-Year Budget 



This function supports monitoring and revision of budgetary and performance targets throughout the current budget year.



46.4.1 Identify Requirements / Deficiencies



This function supports the identification, collection, and prioritization of on-going tactical requirements or deficiencies throughout the budget year.



46.4.2 Analyze Program Performance



This function monitors the actual performance against plan, considering approved variances.  It tracks the analysis of variances.  Rolling forecasts of performance are supported.



46.4.3 Assess Revision Options



This function monitors actual expenditures, commitments, and obligations against budget.  It identifies the accounts that exceed variance tolerances.  It supports forecasts at any level based on current year projections, and using adjustable projection rates.  This function tracks priorities assigned to programs and unfounded requirements to enable reevaluation of funding and priorities across an entire Service/Agency and DoD.



46.4.4 Monitor Incentives



This function supports the establishment of incentive goals for employees and programs, records progress towards those goals, and supports calculation and distribution of incentive rewards based on individual and group accomplishments.



47 Liabilities Management



This entity recognizes amounts due to another entity, including reimbursable orders received from non-DoD customers.  A liability may be established for many reasons including the receiving of goods or services, as an advance payment for goods or services to be provided in the future, as a progress or performance payment, or interest payment.  Amounts due may be accumulated for future payment based on date due, and liabilities may be accrued prior to receipt or acceptance of goods and services.



47.1 Identify Liability



This function reviews purchases and receipt of goods or services and, based on business rules or user input, classifies them as either accounts payable or accruals.



47.2 Process Accounts Payable



This function manages accounts payable established for the receipt or acceptance of goods and services and for interest charges due on unpaid invoices.  This function also creates and manages accounts payable accounting entries.



47.3 Process Accrual



This function processes estimates of the liability for those services purchased by the Department of Defense, provides the accrual accounting entries for the financial period, and the reversal transactions for the subsequent financial period.  Accruals are estimated for services scheduled to occur for which a receipt or acceptance was not received during the period.  When necessary this function can also modify the accrual amount based upon a change in performance schedule.  This function also creates and manages accrual accounting entries.



47.4 Monitor Liability



This function monitors liabilities created by the system and determines the age of each liability.


48 Investment Management



This entity supports the planning and management of the investment portfolio. Deposits are managed by Trust Fund and type of investment vehicle: overnight, T-Bill, T-Note, or T-Bond.



48.1 Record Receipt of Investment Money



This function records the receipt of contributions from the services and agencies for retirement annuities and health care benefits.



48.2 Manage Investments



This function records the investments in the four types of treasury securities: overnight investments, treasury notes, treasury bonds, and treasury bills.  It also records the movement of money from one fund to another, and the reinvestment of funds as they mature or receive interest.



48.3 Track and Forecast Investments



This function tracks the treasury investments.  The user can view the funds and determine the status at any time of the total invested amount.  This function also forecasts the funds for the monthly/daily disbursement amounts.



48.4 Provide Fund Information to General Ledger



This function determines what is to be posted to the General Ledger and makes it available to accounting.

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Operational Activity



Accept Real Property



The process of approving Real Property work by ensuring: quality assurance inspections have been performed, work is in compliance with requirements,  and includes the approving entities, such as internal and external organizations.



Accept Real Property Disposal Action



The process of accepting a Real Property action that includes the transfer of disposal data to the asset/equipment record.



Accept Real Property Disposal Plan



The process of approving a Real Property disposal plan includes: disposal requirements such as obsolete/excess/unserviceable assets, disposal schedule, real property data,  disposal method, final disposition, and the approving entities, such as, internal and external organizations.



Accept Real Property Integrated Plan



The process of approving and distributing a Real Property Integrated plan.  This plan identifies the demand against available resources plus the capacity and schedule to meet those requirements that need   review and approval. Approving entities include internal and external organizations.



Accept Real Property Strategic Plan



The process of reviewing, approving, and distributing an integrated Real Property Strategic Plan.



Accept Real Property Work



The process associated with the acceptance of Real Property asset/equipment by completing all maintenance/inspections records for the asset/equipment.



Accept or Reject Change Initiatives



Making the final decision accepting or rejecting the prioritized change recommendations related to the accounting code structure.



Accumulate Cost Detail Information



The process of accumulating cost information required to capture, measure, analyze or report costs. This information may also be used to calculate costs using cost modeling techniques.



Accumulate General Ledger Data



Summarizing financial transactions to the appropriate level for posting to the general ledger.  Also, includes accumulating financial and non financial cost data for analytical purposes.



Accumulate Non Financial Data



Process of collecting or grouping non financial data in preparation for posting to the General Ledger.



Accumulate Output Costs



The totaling, or rolling up, of output or cost object costs. This can be accomplished by using the hierarchy of a cost model, by model attributes, or by other methods.



Accumulate Process/Activity Costs



The totaling, or rolling up, of process and activity costs. This can be accomplished by using the hierarchy of a cost model, by model attributes, or by other methods.



Achieve FMEA



Supports Department of Defense business in which relevant, reliable and timely financial information, affirmed by clean audit opinions, is available on a routine basis to support informed decision-making at all levels throughout the Department.



Administer Appeals Process



All activties associated with an individuals request relating to grievances (e.g., Merit Promotion, Equal Employment Oppportunity, Performance, etc.).



Administer Assignment



All activities associated with the assignment of an individual (new hires or transfers) to a position within a Department of Defense organization.



Administer Grievance Process



The process associated with initiating, processing, and documenting the appeal of adverse actions, military performance appeals, and all other appeals (e.g.,  administrative grievances, Equal Employment Opportunity complaints, performance evaluations, non-selection actions, Union grievances, etc.).



Administer Hiring



This includes all activities associated with planning and conducting the placement actions for new hires and transfers from the point of tentative selection to entrance on duty.  This includes all activities associated with making and finalizing an employment offer to an external/internal selectee, identifying examination requirements, arranging for examinations, collecting and providing employment information to the selectee, vouchering and assessing results of examinations and other documentation, issuing final job offer, in processing the new employee, completing required documentation for an accession, and completing all steps to build/update an employee's record.  This also includes determining travel and other benefits resulting from the hiring action.



Administer Human Resource



The process of creating, maintaining, verifying employee and member profile throughout the personnel life cycle, as well as, managing adverse actions and tracking labor distribution.



Administer Pay



The process includes providing the Defense Finance and Accounting Service and outside government agencies with the components of a paycheck; accounting, reporting and disbursing of pay.



Administer Performance Program



The supervisor creates job performance measures and standards for the individual in a particular position.



Administer Position Management



Functions associated with developing, analyzing and implementing position plans, managing strength levels against those plans, and distributing positions.  In addition, managing activities associated with matching a candidate's qualifications against established criteria, hiring and assigning employees to specific duties, setting pay, and establishing benefit eligibility for individuals within the Department of Defense.



Administer Profile Management



The processes that collect, support, verify, maintain, and account for personnel information.  Distribution of profile information is based on customer queries.



Administer Purchase Card Program



This activity is responsible for the operation of the Purchase Card Program.  Major processes in this activity are: Assign / Issue Purchase Card and Card Limit; Conduct Purchase Card Reconciliation, and Conduct Local Approval.



Administer Recognition Program



The processes that support the administration of individual awards, special act/recognition awards, and unit awards  (e.g., cash, time-off, quality step increases, legion of merit, medal of merit, purple heart, bronze star, etc.).



Aggregate Backlog Requirement



Summation of current order backlog as part of the master schedule.



Aggregate Materiel Requirement



The process of identifying materiel operational demands and creating/maintaining appropriate materiel records, which requires the collection of both financial and non-financial data.



Aggregate Materiel Resource



The process of identifying all items necessary to equip, operate, maintain, and support military activities without distinction as to its application for administrative or combat purposes.



Aggregate Real Property Materiel Requirement



The process of identifying Real Property materiel operational requirements.



Aggregate Real Property Materiel Resource



The process of identifying all Real Property resources necessary to equip, operate, maintain, and support the assigned mission. These may consider equipment, human resource, material, asset, funding, capabilities, availability, constraints, and contract resources.



Aggregate Real Property Resource



The process of identifying all Real Property items necessary to equip, operate, maintain, and support military activities without distinction as to its application for administrative or combat purposes.



Aggregate Requirement



The process of identifying existing people, capacity, and other resources related to materiel and assets.



Align Information Product Type with Guidance Type



Information products are archived in accordance with guidance requirements.



Allocate Apportionment



Process of allocating apportionment amongst various business units within Services and Agencies, based upon levels of funding provided by Congressional Appropriation and Authorization.



Allocate and Control Funding



Process of allocating funds to the various business units within Services and Agencies, after the Congressional Appropriation and Authorization Laws are passed.



Analyze Budgetary Accounting Code Structure Implications



The process of analyzing the implications of proposed changes to the budgetary accounting code structure. This will enable stakeholders to better assess whether proposed changes shoud be made or not or appropriately modified.



Analyze Budgetary Transaction



Process of analyzing the amount of funding reserved and determining if an adjustment to the accounting records is warranted.



Analyze Business Unit Future Year Defense Plan Requirements



The  process of analyzing the Business Unit Budget Submission.



Analyze Causes of Cost



The analysis of factors that cause changes in the costs of activities and outputs.  This analysis provides insight into methods of reducing or eliminating costs. It includes identifying the factors and whether or not they are controllable by the organization incurring the costs, or externally.



Analyze Change Proposal Response



The receipt and analysis of responses to proposed changes in the accounting code structure.  The responses indicate whether or not the change proposals satisfy the needs of the area requesting the change.



Analyze Chart of Accounts Implications



The activity of developing alternatives to proposed changes in the chart of accounts in response to proposal responses.



Analyze Closing Issues



This activity receives the identified working trial balance issues and performs an indepth analysis to determine the cause and effect of the issue.



Analyze Code Structure/Methodology Requirements



Analyzing requirements to make changes to either the accounting code structure or accounting methodologies.



Analyze Collection Activity



Based on the collection activity, collection effectiveness is analyzed by looking at telephone calls by collector, type of debt, and type of receivable to determine collection feasibility.



Analyze Collection Agency Recoupment



Review the uncollectables that have been collected by the 3rd party agency that have been hired by the DOD.  This will help to establish those type of receivable/debt the collection agency have a success rate in collecting versus the DoD collections



Analyze Cost Accounting Code Structure Implications



The analysis of the implications of proposed changes to the cost accounting code structure. This could include a cost-benefit analysis for making the proposed changes.



Analyze Credit and Grant



Establishes the credit and grant worthiness of the customer from information provided through internal/external reporting agencies.



Analyze Customer/Vendor Information



Analyze information compiled on customer/vendor through the data collection process to establish credit worthiness.



Analyze Customer/Vendor Information/Credit and Grant Worthiness



Maintain customer information (name, address, etc.) to support billing, grants, reporting, accounts receivable and collections, but not limited to other financial processes.



Analyze Defense Planning Guidance



A process designed to evaluate warfighting capabilities, i.e., military objectives in the Defense Planning Guidance (DPG), and ensuring that the Defense Budget Guidance supports the Department of Defense's  vision, mission and objectives.



Analyze Discrepancy



Recording all discrepancies by type and by DOD Customer and or debtor to assure that all discrepancies are valid and are being resolved in a proper manner.



Analyze Financial Accounting Code Structure Implications



The process of developing alternatives to proposed changes to the financial accounting code structure.



Analyze Issues



The process of comparing requirement controls to issues.  Analysis includes the application of business rules, information assurance and guidance controls.



Analyze Issues and Potential Information Product Matches



The process of comparing management report requirement details to identified information product matches and issues to determine next steps for processing.  Analysis includes the application of business rules and information assurance controls.



Analyze Methodology Change Implications



Analyzing requested or proposed changes to accounting methodologies to determine the implications of making those changes.



Analyze Penalty



Review all penalties that have been assessed. Record penalties that have been collected vs those that have been excused.



Analyze Performance Metrics against Criteria



Metrics and criteria are compared and reviewed to determine performance levels achieved over a determined period of time.



Analyze Program Execution



Analyze actions that have been taken to complete the Business Plans, evaluate the shortcomings, determine the risks that these shortcomings will have on the products or services that are completed and develop recommendations and action plans to ensure that future programs are completed with the resources that are stated in the business plan.



Analyze Real Property Maintenance Information



The process of analyzing Real Property maintenance needs for the purpose of: prioritizing maintenance activities to achieve balanced requirements,  developing  maintenance tasks and completion estimates,  analyzing requirements to drive acquisitions, scheduling of maintenance and outsourcing activities,  identifying of performance levels against established targets. Supporting actions of this activity could be the determination of the analysis type, the selection of relevant data, the selection of parameters, the transformation and synthesis of data, and the generation of a solution set.



Analyze Receivable Type



Determine the origination and type of receivables that are being collected by the DOD.  Also this is to insure that the type of coding of the receivables are correct.



Analyze Short Payment



Analyze short payment threshold by customer and debtor and by type to insure the short payment write-off threshold is set at an accurate level.



Analyze Tactical Deficiencies



Evaluate deficiencies that prevent the business unit actions to be completed.  Assess the resources required to complete the business unit actions and include these unresourced requirements in the Unfunded Execution Requirement.



Analyze User Feedback



The activity of closely examining the list of all issued reports and feedback received  on each report so that a recommendation for rationalization of the information product can be made and supported.



Analyze Working Trial Balance Issues



Review of prioritized trial balance issues (e.g. account fluctuations) to identify those balance variances/fluctuations based on established parameters (e.g. tolerance limits, account relationships) requiring further review and resolution.



Apply Business Rules



This activity applies business rules to the financial and non financial detail of source process transactions to determine appropriate transaction type.



Apply Cash



The act of applying payments (cash like instruments) to open receivables, invoice and or debts, which allows for the liquidation of the receivable.



Apply Strategic Planning and Budgeting Process Performance Measurement Methods



A process designed to enhance warfighting capabilities by identifying military objectives in the Defense Planning Guidance (DPG), the Joint Strategic Capabilities Plan (JSCP), Service guidance, and regional Operations Orders and Operations Plans.



Approve Business Unit Future Year Defense Program



The Business Unit determines what will be funded and unfunded for purposes of developing the Business Unit Future Year Defense Program.



Approve Department of Defense Future Year Defense Program



Department of Defense approves the Future Year Defense Program and identifies Major Defense Budget Issues.



Approve Department of Defense Program and Budget Submission



Department of Defense approves and submits the President's Budget.



Approve Real Property



The process of approving Real Property work by ensuring: quality assurance inspections have been performed, work is in compliance with requirements,  and includes the approving entities, such as internal and external organizations.



Approve Trial Balance



Based upon the reviews for accuracy and compliance of the preliminary financial statement accounts, a final trial balance is either fertified or rejected. If rejected,  further analysis or explanation is required.



Approve or Reject Change



Process for formal executive approval of recommended changes to the standard accounting structure, chart of accounts, and/or guidance.



Approve/Issue Payment



"This activity is the result of adding the Consolidated payment record and the released suspended draft payments."  Payments are now ready to be paid via Electronic Funds Transfer.



Archive Information



All types of information designated to be stored for historical record keeping.



Assemble Data



Collect, standardize, validate, and integrate data using the enterprise standard business rules.



Assemble Real Property Disposal Resources



The process of assembling required resources for the disposal of Real Property.



Assess Alternative Program Options



Provide recommendations on how future business plans can be structured or organized to ensure that the established performance measures are met when all tasks in the business plan have been completed.  The Action Plan and Program Recommendation will be used to reprioritize business unit program requirements.



Assess Beneficiary Health Status



Assess Beneficiary Health Status involves determining the beneficiary's health, functional and risk status using an issues-based approach. Assessment of health status is both on-going and episodic. The health risk assessment tool is a standardized set of health questions completed by each beneficiary on entry, and risk level is determined by population health studies.



Assess Business Plan Acquisition Resources



Activity associated with assessing preliminary business strategies and estimates of acquisition requirements necessary to satisfy specific DoD goals and objectives.  Activity culminates in an assessment which identifies/estimates both the financial and non-financial resources necessary to accomplish the requirement.



Assess Completed Real Property Against Requirement



The Quality Assurance process of measuring the effectiveness of completed Real Property work against requirements/specifications and that it satisfies the customer's requirement..



Assess Cost Model Requirements



The review of cost model requirements in order to ascertain whether the requirements are feasible. This would include determining the required structure and assignments necessary within the cost model and the inputs needed to the cost model to meet the requirements being assessed.



Assess Current Real Property Capability Performance



The process of assessing current Real Property infrastructure and operational business capability performance.



Assess Disposition Performance



The process of measuring the effectiveness of disposition planning and execution against set targets (Perfect order fulfillment).



Assess Effectiveness of Access to Care



Identify key performance measures and performance standards, measuring the current operating performance along the indicators of quality, cost and cycle-time, and improving access to care processes and practices.



Assess Funding



After work has been completed that supports the business unit, analyze the expenditure of funds to determine how efficient and effective the work was completed with the resources that were allocated to the business unit.



Assess Leading Practice Applicability



The process of evaluating a specific existing function or process that will result in the quantifiable improvement of logistics performance.



Assess Maintenance Performance



The process of measuring the effectiveness of maintenance planning and execution against set targets (Perfect order fulfillment).



Assess Maintenance Resource



The process of identifying the current maintenance capability to meet near term requirements.



Assess Materiel/Asset Plan Performance



The process of measuring the effectiveness of materiel planning and execution against set targets (Perfect order fulfillment).



Assess Need for Health Service



Assess current health status through assisted use of standardized tools and algorithms to identify health care needs.



Assess Operational Maintenance Requirement



The process of identifying the current maintenance, repair, and overhaul requirements to meet operational needs.



Assess Other Logistics Service Performance



The process of measuring the effectiveness of service planning and execution against set targets.



Assess Other Logistics Service Requirement



The process of identifying the current service requirements to meet all operational needs.



Assess Other Logistics Service Resource



The process of identifying the current Service Delivery capability to meet requirements.



Assess Penalty



The charge that is assessed to a receivable or debt that is not paid per the terms and conditions that were established.



Assess Performance Impact



The process of disseminating the revised logistics procedures to all affected groups, comparing regulatory requirements and leading practices and their impact against logistics scorecard.



Assess Program Performance



Assess the performance that was achieved when the work in business plans and approved variances were completed.



Assess Real Property Disposal Requirement



The process of identifying current Real Property disposal requirements imposed by the Real Property Plan or a public request.  These requirements may include supplemental information on obsolete/excess/unserviceable real property materiel, material assets, non-compliant materiel, or equipment.



Assess Real Property Disposal Resource



The process of identifying  current Real Property disposal resources.  These may consider equipment, human resource, material, asset, funding, capabilities, availability, constraints, and contract resources required for a disposal.



Assess Real Property Maintenance Capability



The process of identifying the current Real Property maintenance resource capability to meet near term requirements.



Assess Real Property Maintenance Performance



The process of measuring the effectiveness of Real Property maintenance planning and execution (performance reporting), against set targets, such as: perfect order fulfillment, maintenance schedule compliance, accuracy of data records associated with maintenance activities, reliability, and availability of assets.



Assess Real Property Maintenance Resource Capability



The process of identifying the current Real Property maintenance resource capabilities.  These capabilities consider constraints, funding, contracts, special materials, equipment, facility or real property assets to meet near term operational maintenance requirements.



Assess Real Property Operational Maintenance Requirement



The process of identifying the current Real Property maintenance, repair, and overhaul requirements to meet operational needs.



Assess Return Performance



The process of measuring return/disposal performance against internal and/or external standards to develop and implement targeted performance levels.



Assess Return Requirement



The process of identifying and evaluating all requirements for the return or disposal of an asset/materiel.



Assess Return Resource



The process of identifying and evaluating all resources for the return or disposal of an asset/materiel.



Assess Risk



Evaluate the risks associated with not meeting the established performance measures and metrics for business unit plans that were not completed as planned.  The evaluation will be a cost benefit analysis and results in an action plan that ensures that future business plans are executed according to their performance plan.



Assess Strategic Planning and Budgeting Leading Practice Applicability



Analyze both industry and government leading business practices so that the strategic planning and budgeting processes can be modified or changed to better support the Department of Defense.



Assess Transportation Performance



The process of measuring the effectiveness of Transportation planning and execution against set targets (Perfect order fulfillment).



Assess Transportation Requirement



The process of identifying movement requirements to meet operational needs.



Assess Transportation Resource



The process of identifying the Transportation capability to meet requirements.



Assess Vendor Return Performance



The process of measuring the effectiveness of reverse logistics against set targets (Perfect order fulfillment).



Assign / Issue Purchase Card and Card Limit



This process ensures that prior to the issuance of a Purchase card the requestor is trained and approved; spending limits are applied; and vendor merchant category codes are assigned to the card.



Assign Code



The creation and assignment of a new standard accounting code.



Assign Direct Costs



The assignment of direct costs. It is done using direct input and distributing costs on the basis of resource and activity drivers.



Assign/Allocate Cost



The process of tracing, assigning or allocating direct and/or indirect costs to intermediate and final outputs. This can be accomplished by using cost modeling or other techiques such as parametric costing etc.



Assign/Allocate Indirect Costs



The assignment and allocation of indirect costs by using resource and activity drivers, and in the absence of appropriate drivers, allocation techniques.



Authorize Travel



This includes all activities assoicated with authorizing and documenting all types of travel benefits (e.g., initial hire/first duty station travel, temporary duty (TDY) travel, and permanent change of station (PCS) travel.  Also includes assembling the required documentation and authorizations, verifying traveler eligibility and credentials (e.g., security clearance, pasport, visa, foreign area clearance etc.), initiating and finalizing travel requests and authorizations, arranging tavel accommodations (e.g., airlines, rental car, lodging, etc.), estimating travel costs, obtaining funding for travel, and completing and distributing all required documentation.



Authorize and Schedule Health Service



Approval of the service requested is received by integration with the front-end of accounting (i.e., personal financial responsibility for the requested service(s)). Schedule and coordinate appointments and services of various types in multiple locations according to available locations and resources. Appropriate authorizations are in place to then allow for payment of the service.



Balance Cash



Balance Funds provides the functionality to balance all payroll, payables, and collections activities that occur for all cash funds.



Balance Maintenance Resource With Requirement



The process of identifying time-phased maintenance resources with requirements. This is accomplished by balancing maintenance requirements with maintenance resources within a specific time line.



Balance Materiel Resource With Requirement



The process of identifying time-phased materiel resources to meet requirements. This is accomplished by balancing materiel requirements with materiel resources within a specific time line.



Balance Other Logistics Service Resource With Requirement



The process of identifying time-phased service resources to meet requirements.



Balance Real Property Disposal Resource with Requirement



The process of analyzing the Real Property disposal requirement against the resource available to complete the task.



Balance Real Property Maintenance Resource with Requirement



The process of identifying time-phased Real Property maintenance resources with requirements.



Balance Real Property Materiel Resource with Requirement



The process of identifying time-phased Real Property resources against mission requirements. This is done by  comparing Real Property requirements against available real property assets and the capacity to produce/acquire resources, in a given timeline, to meet the mission requirement.



Balance Return Resource With Requirement



The process of identifying time-phased return resources to meet requirements. This is accomplished by balancing return requirements with return resources within a specific time line.



Balance Transportation Resource With Requirement



The process of identifying time-phased transportation resources to meet requirements.



Build Asset Record



The process of recording financial and nonfinancial data for capitalized assets, and real property. Data elements include, but are not limited to  equipment specification, ownership, and location information.



Build Cost Model Assignments/Allocations



The building of representations within a cost model, of the actual cost flows through and between organizations. This representation will specify which entities are consumed by which other entities, and the method selected (such as a cost model driver or allocation method) for measuring the consumption so that costs may be calculated.



Build Initial Real Property Asset Record



The process of developing a Real Property asset record that may contain financial, specification, asset, equipment, ownership, and location data for the real property being acquired.    Supporting actions of this activity could be the design of an inspection protocol, conducting milestone inspections, and closing out the real property action.



Build Materiel Record



The process of recording financial and nonfinancial data for noncapitalized assets into the Logistics chain.



Build/Refine Real Property Strategic Plan



The process of consolidating strategic objectives and creating the Real Property Strategic Plan.



Calculate Employer Contribution



Calculation of unemployment insurance contribution, employer's share of FICA, employer contribution for defined contribution plan, etc.



Calculate Financial Impact of Business Unit Resourcing Options



The business unit determines the financial impact of each of the business unit resourcing options.



Calculate Financial Impact of Department of Defense Resourcing Options



Department of Defense determines the financial impact of alternative resourcing options.



Calculate Individual Deduction and Validate Expense/Reimbursable Claim



The process of calculating deductions from an individual's pay.  Deductions may include voluntary ad involuntary deductions, Federal, State and Local Taxes, Social Security Withholding, FICA, Medicare, Debts/garnishments, benefits, allotments, etc.  The process of reviewing and validating the legitimacy of a submitted claim.



Calculate Individual Deduction and Validate Expense/Reimburseable Claim



The process of calculating deductions from an individual's pay.  Deductions may include: Voluntary and involuntary deductions, Federal, State and Local Taxes, Social Security withholding, FICA, Medicare, debts/garnishments, benefits, allotments, etc.



Calculate Leave Benefit



The process of calculating an individual+s leave entitlement based on Congressional legislation.



Calculate Pay Type



The process of calculating an individual's regular hourly or salaried pay, including additional (other) pay such as incentive payments, bonuses, allowances, locality pay, premium and overtime pay, etc. The process of calculating pay for annuitants and retirees which includes payments to retirees, survivors, annuitants, Victims of Abuse, Former Spouse, Forgotten Widows, etc.



Calculate Pay Type/Collect Expense Reimbursable Data



The process of calculating an individual's regular hourly or salaried pay, including additional (other) pay such as incentive payments, bonuses, allowances, locality pay, premium and overtime pay, etc. The process of calculating pay for annuitants and retirees which includes payments to retirees, survivors, annuitants, Victims of Abuse, Former Spouse, Forgotten Widows, etc.  Collecting and processing expense/reimbursement data.



Calculate Pay, Travel Claim and Other Reimbursable Expense



The process related to determining and computing pay and allowances including bonus, candidate incentive, medical and separation pay, as well as, special deductions: allotment pay, debt pay, and deduction pay (e.g., medical, taxes, Social Security deductions, etc.).  Also includes the process of calculating the individual's travel expense, and reconciling and calculating reimbursements related to temporary travel, relocation, and professional development expenses.



Calculate Pay/Travel Claim and Other Reimbursable Expense



The process related to determining and computing pay and allowances including bonus, candidate incentive, medical and separation pay, as well as, special deductions: allotment pay, debt pay, and deduction pay (e.g., medical, taxes, Social Security deductions, etc.).  Also includes the process of calculating the individual's travel expense, and reconciling and calculating reimbursements related to temporary travel, relocation, and professional development expenses.



Calculate Penalty



The compilation of a penalty assessed to a customer/vendor based on non-compliance with the terms and/or conditions established for a debt or receivable.



Calculate Travel Claim and Other Reimbursable Expense



The process of calculating the individual's travel expense and the process of reconciling and calculating reimbursement related to temporary travel; relocation and professional development expenses.



Cancel Payment



"This activity processes a request to cancel a payment from an entitlement area. If a cancel payment request is received on a payment currently being processed, the payment will be cancelled and the requestor will receive a cancel payment notification.  If the request is received after the payment has been made, a payment notification will be forwarded to the requestor."



Capture New Management Report Delivery Requirements



Newly defined delivery requirements for management reporting.   Includes method of delivery, timing and destination details.



Certify Information Product



Information is certified then packaged  to be disseminated in response to an information requirement or request.



Certify/Prepare Financial Statements



The certification and preparation of financial statements for release to external agencies.



Check Funds Availability and Record Commitment



Process of verifying amount of funding remaining available for spending against a particular program and then recording the commitment.



Check-in Patient



Manage sign-in of patient at the patient care delivery site; and manage encounter-related information. During Check-in, all pre-requisite information is verified with the beneficiary and services then can be rendered.



Clarify Budget Question



Pertinent Department of Defense personnel clarify question or information desired, in support of the Defense budget submission, with requesting person or organization with the assistance of the Office of Legislative Affairs or Office of Public Affairs.  Questions most often come from Congressional Committees.



Clarify Business Unit Requirements



Business Units explains to Department of Defense their Budgetary Requirement decisions.



Clarify Question



Clearly understand the question or information being requested from the Public or Other Government Agencies related to Department of Defense programs and send the request for information to the functional area that is best able to provide a response.



Close Accrual



This activity processes the adjustments to the estimated accruals for services received by the Department of Defense. The prior period estimated accrual will be closed during the current period by this activity processing a reversal of the previous accrual amount.



Closeout Billing



Based on the information provided (cost, material services,etc.) an invoice will be generated and sent to the appropriate party for payment.



Closeout Purchase Contract



This activity processes requests for payment cancellations.   The request is received, matched against payment record, and if issued and not paid, payment is stopped or voided.  (Note: A  payment is voided if a check is in physical possession whereas, a stop payment is processed for a payment that is not in physical possession).



Collect Commercial Leading Practice



The process of compiling a specific body of knowledge from commercial sources that when applied to an existing function or process results in quantifiably improved performance.



Collect Commercial Strategic Planning and Budgeting Leading Practices



Receive best practices and benchmark information from Industry Subject Experts so that the Department of Defense builds and maintains a body of knowledge that can be used to affect quantifiable changes in the strategic planning and budgeting process.



Collect Data



The process of identifying and collecting the correct source of data.



Collect Government Leading Practice



The process of compiling a specific body of knowledge from government sources that when applied to an existing function or process results in quantifiably improved performance.



Collect Government Strategic Planning and Budgeting Leading Practices



Receive best practices and benchmark information from Government Subject Experts so that the Department of Defense builds and maintains a body of knowledge that can be used to affect quantifiable changes in the strategic planning and budgeting process.



Collect Proactively



The act of performing collection activities to resolve outstanding receivables or debts.



Collect Real Property Operational Requirement



The process of assessing the validity of operational requirements relative to the Real Property mission.



Collect and Review Payment Information



"This activity receives requests for suspend, and cancel payments to prevent the release of potential invalid payments.



Combine Programs into Alternative Business Unit Resourcing Options



The business unit takes the program resourcing options and combines them into alternative business unit resourcing options.



Combine Programs into Alternative Department of Defense Resourcing Options



Department of Defense consolidates programs into alternative resourcing options.



Communicate Revised Logistics Procedure



The process of disseminating the revised logistics procedures to affected groups.



Communicate Revised Strategic Planning and Budgeting Process Improvements



Direct the accepted Strategic Planning and Budgeting Procedures to all Department of Defense offices and / or agencies that must proceed with the implementation of new procedures and processes.



Compare Appropriation/Authorization/Apportionment to Current Year Business Plan



Comparing the Appropriation/Authorization/Apportionment to the President's Budget Submission for purposes of determining how much funding is available to allocate to Department of Defense Services and Agencies.



Compare Business Unit President's Budget to Appropriation



Comparing the Appropriation against the business unit's part of the President's Budget Submission for purposes of determining how much funding is available to allocate to Department of Defense Services and Agencies.



Compare Disbursement to Expense



Process of analyzing the amount of funds expensed to a subsequent corresponding disbursement to determine if an adjustment to the accounting records is warranted.



Compare Expense to Obligation



Process of analyzing the amount of funds obligated to a subsequent corresponding expense to determine if an adjustment to the accounting records is warranted.



Compare Obligation to Commitment



Process of analyzing the amount of funds committed to a subsequent corresponding obligation to determine if an adjustment to the accounting records is warranted.



Compare Orders to Current Year Business Plan



The process of comparing logistics, human resources, and acquisition capabilities, needs, and financial requirements to the current year business plan.  The result of this analysis ensures that acquisition (materiel) and human resource requrests can be directed to the acquisition and human resource functional areas for executions.  Requests that do not have adequate resources are analyzed and managed as unfunded execution requirements.



Complete Real Property Acceptance Document



The process of completing the Real Property Acceptance document.



Compute Fund Balance



The process of computing and maintaining fund balances for various types of budgetary authority, e.g. appropriations, spending authority from off-setting collections, borrowing authority, contract authority, etc.



Compute/Track Depreciation



The process of computing and tracking deprecation against Real Property Assets.



Conduct Analysis and Generate Real Property Solution Option



The process of performing assessments and creating possible Real Property solution sets.  This includes "what if" analysis of Real Property acquisition, sustainment, restoration, modernization, or disposal options.  Supporting actions of this activity could be the determination of the analysis type, the selection of relevant data, the selection of parameters, the transformation and synthesis of data, and the generation of a solution set.



Conduct Closing and Review



Closing of the trial balance for period ending reporting requirements.  Establishing closing schedule/calendar for the Department of Defense.  Perform closing and closing activities in accordance with the closing schedule/calendar which include reviewing business rules, system edits, preliminary trial balances, etc.  Prepare and post final adjusting entries after reviewing trial balance.



Conduct Local Approval



In this process the local Billing Statement Approver receives a matched billing statement from the cardholder.  The Approver reviews the submission and checks to determine that the cardholder 1) submitted the billing statement; 2) identified disputed transactions; and 3) certified that the billing statement was reviewed.  After passing this validation check, the Approver uses available tools to review the matched statement for spending anomalies.  Disputed transactions are flagged and returned to the cardholder for resolution.



Conduct Purchase Card Reconciliation



The process which the  P-Cardholder reviews the transaction provided by the financial institution, reconciles against Merchant receipts and P-Card Log and forwards it to the Approving Official for certification.



Conduct Quality Control Test to Specification



The activity of performing quality control tests to determine if the established maintenance was carried out on the equipment to specification and



Conduct Real Property Breakdown Repair Maintenance Task



The process of executing breakdown/emergency maintenance on a Real Property asset.



Conduct Real Property Condition Based Monitoring Program



The process of conducting activities associated with a Real Property condition-based monitoring program. These activities are used as a method of determining cost effective maintenance of real property assets and ensure that defects or failures, in equipment, are prevented before they occur without over-maintaining assets.



Conduct Real Property Emergency Repair Maintenance Task



The process of executing an emergency Real Property maintenance task on an asset, in order to eliminate the possibility of danger to life or further damage to the asset.



Conduct Real Property Milestone Inspection



The process of designing inspection protocol for accepting Real Property completed work on assets or equipment awaiting final inspection.



Conduct Real Property Predictive Maintenance



The process of conducting Real Property predictive maintenance activities that ensure assets are reliable and available to perform their appointed functions.  These activities help prevent defects or failures in equipment before they occur.



Conduct Real Property Preventive Maintenance



The process of conducting those activities associated with Real Property preventive maintenance taken to ensure that defects or failures in equipment are prevented before they occur.



Conduct Real Property Project Reviews



The process of conducting Real Property project reviews such as: request for changes/modifications to existing descriptions terms, conditions, requirements/specifications, tasks, and schedules.  These actions can result from requests by the customer, designer, agent, contractor or project manager, and they can occur before, during, or at completion of a project.    Supporting actions of this activity could be the design of an inspection protocol, conducting milestone inspections, and closing out the real property action.



Conduct Real Property Reliability Centered Maintenance Program



The process of conducting Real Property reliability centered-maintenance activities that ensure defects or failures in equipment are prevented before they occur and the assets are reliable and available for service at all times.



Conduct Situational Analysis



Department of Defense assesses external and internal environmental trends such as emerging threats, technologies, global changes and future force structure requirements and capabilities in meeting the needs of the Department of Defense.



Conduct Unplanned Real Property Reactive Maintenance Task



The process of performing Real Property follow up or on-demand reactive maintenance tasks as required by the inspection process or tenant.



Consolidate Shipment



The activity of consolidating shipments so that shipments to the same location and customer are loaded together and delivered optimally



Control Funds



The process of controlling the use of funds against limitations consistent with appropriation and authorization language (including congressional intent and continuing resolutions) and administrative limitations established by agency management.



Coordinate Real Property Project Plan



The process of coordinating Real Property project plans that include: managing the schedule, contract modifications, addressing progress information requests, updating in progress data and validating invoices.  Supporting actions of this activity could be acquiring real property, providing real property services, reallocating real property, and the negotiation of real property interests.



Coordinate and Integrate Health Services



Coordinate and Integrate Health Services involves optimizing utilization of services to achieve the desired beneficiary outcomes and promote maximum Force Readiness.



Create Accrual



This activity processes estimates of the liability for those services purchased by the Department of Defense, provides the accrual accounting entries for the financial period, and the reversal transactions for the subsequent financial period.  Accruals are estimated for services scheduled to occur for which a receipt or acceptance was not received during the period.  When necessary this activity also revises the accrual amount based upon a change in performance schedule.



Create Billing Document



Based on the information provided (cost, material services, gain or loss, etc.) an invoice will be generated and sent to the appropriate party for payment.



Create Cash Forecasting Information



The process of predicting cash flows for the purpose of liquidity management and financial control with graphic representation of the cash inflows and outflows that occur in conjunction with its operating cycle.



Create Draft Payment



"This activity creates the draft payment from the approved payment and adds to it any payments that were previously suspended now released to create draft payment file."



Create Entitlement



"This activity applies the payable match rules to the payable and reviews payable components to ensure that proper price, quantity, and items are present.   This activity compares purchase contracts, receiving (acceptance) tickets, and in some instances, shipping information, reviewing the item description, price, and quantity.  These comparisons are made based upon the match control rules assigned to the purchase contract.  A payable that meets all of the criteria move along in the payable life cycle and become an entitlement."



Create Payable



This activity reviews the propriety of payables data (invoices, credit memorandums, overpayment notifications,  etc.) by comparing payables data to the purchase contract line level data.  This activity also includes the review for duplicate payment.



Define Cost Model Entities



To list details of the entities within a cost model that would include names, definitions, and code numbers for those entities. These details would be grouped into dictionaries whose purpose is to ensure the consistent understanding and application of what an entity includes.



Define Cost Model Structure



The definition of the hierarchy of objects and assignments necessary within a cost model in order to assign and calculate costs. Includes the determination of cost flows and the selection of drivers and allocation methods to model cost flows.



Define Distribution Schedule



Define the schedule of delivery times for information products.



Define Performance Metric Criteria



Establish and describe the criteria used to evaluate and report the performance levels achieved to meet Service Level Requirements over a determined period of time.



Define Real Property Asset Record



The process of identifying, categorizing, and describing Real Property asset attributes.



Define Real Property Integrated Plan Responsibilities



The process of assigning roles and tasks to both real property and external organizations to facilitate  completion of the tasks identified in the Real Property Integrated Plan.  These roles may include the identification of on-hand or to-be acquired resources,  scheduling of integrated real property plan tasks, and the identification of associated maintenance and materiel demands/constraints.



Define Real Property Strategic Objective Responsibilities



The process of assigning Real Property strategic plan tasks.



Define Training Requirement



The process of developing logistics-wide training requirements.



Define and Assess Beneficiary Population



The process of defining and assessing a given population requires that the population is identified through some means. Health/risk screening is designed to elicit information from and about the identified population regarding environmental threats, certain disease states, conditions, activities, and behaviors/patterns that can influence health status. A health risk profile and/or cost risk analysis is completed to target a given population.



Define and Collect Relevant Real Property Operational Information



The process of defining and obtaining relevant Real Property management information required to implement an operational requirement.  Supporting actions of this activity could be the identification of information required to collect, the owner of the information, stakeholder definition, and a validation of the real property scope.  Additional actions of this activity could be the collection of data associated with it execution to include identification of parameters, sourcing of the information, determining the collection method, frequency of collection, cost of collection, and the capturing of the data.



Deliver Health Services



A process that provides the beneficiary and family with information and health services in a timely, productive and effective manner that achieves desired outcomes and maximizes force readiness.



Deliver Materiel and Personnel at Destination



The process of recording incoming materiel, equipment, and personnel at delivery point.



Derive Cost Management Information



Derive information which contributes to the cost related management of organizations and processes. This includes the preparation of cost and revenue estimates, cost-benefit analyses, deriving unit costs, and other cost and economic analyses.



Derive Cost Rates



Determine forecasted unit costs that can be used in calculating internal and external billings as well as performing cost estimates. They may be derived based on a combination of past experience, the current situation, and cost estimating and cost modeling techniques.



Derive Modeled Cost Information



Process of collecting and/or grouping cost financial and non financial data in preparation for reporting and/or populating cost models. Examples include the calculation of full and unit costs of cost model entities.



Design Real Property Inspection Protocol



The process of designing Real Property asset inspection protocol for accepting Real Property completed work. This protocol ensures the work meets all specifications and administrative documentation associated with the work is complete and accurate.



Design/Maintain Code Structure/Chart of Accounts/Accounting Methodology



Build and maintain the accounting classification code that defines how a transaction is assigned within the Department of Defense.  Potential items include organizations, projects and locations.  Maintain the Chart of Accounts at the direction of FMEA management.



Determine Approval Need



Formatted information is reviewed to determine if approval of the information product is necessary prior to release.



Determine Bad Debt Write-off



This activity is to establish those receivable/debt that need to be written off or transferred to a 3rd party government agency to further pursue collection activities ( IRS, Depart of Justice, Dept of Treasury).



Determine Candidate Eligibility



Activities that recruit applicants, apply the rating guide, placement priorities, ranking of eligible candidates, and preparation of referral list (for military personnel this is a query for 2nd or future assignments).



Determine Certification Need



Formatted information that is reviewed to determine if certification and approval of the information product is necessary.



Determine Cost Model Assignments



The tracing of cost and work flows within an organization in order to determine which resources are consumed by which activities, which activities contribute to which cost objects, and the drivers needed to assign costs through those relationships.



Determine Cost Model Drivers



The determination of which cost model drivers (resource and activity drivers) would be best used to represent the actual cost flows through and between organizations. The determination would consider not only accuracy of representation, but also the availability of data and the effort required to obtain it.



Determine Cost Model Entities



The determination of which resources, activites, and cost objects need to be modeled in a cost model. This will include consideration for the level of detail required in the model to support management decision making.



Determine Impacts of Change Alternatives



Evaluation of Accounting and Cost Accounting Structure alternatives to determine the impact on the overall Standard Accounting and Cost Accounting Code Structure. This could include a cost-benefit analysis of making proposed changes.



Determine Information Requirements



Process where the results of the trial balance review are analyzed and information requirements are determined.



Determine Information to be Stored



Information products and data are identified and archived for future reference, includes form, rules, and source data.



Determine Net Entitlement Amount



"This activity calculates the amount due, the net amount, by reducing the gross amount by variables including discounts and interest.  The appropriate charge code to fund the interest and penalty charges is determined in this activity. Interest charge codes are determined in the Accounting function by organization codes (i.e. receiving office). The organization code determines the late payment reason code and the charge code assigned to the organization that funds the interest and penalty charges.  This activity also includes calculating the fluctuation amount based upon the currency conversion rate for each payable that will be paid in a foreign currency."



Determine Payment Amount



This activity determines the net payment amount by payee.  This is accomplished by accepting payables selected for payment and payment requests.  Amounts due to a single payee may be consolidated into a single payment by sorting and summing the list by payee.



Determine Payment Date



This activity determines the date that the payable should be paid subject to constraints such as, the purchase contract terms and conditions, regulation (FAR), and the Prompt Payment Act.  Consideration is also given to the acceleration of a payment to take advantage of discounts if cost effective by the U.S. Government as determined by rates provided by the U.S. Treasury. This activity includes the scheduling of a repetitive payment in the future for recurring periodic payments of a fixed amount such as, lease payments.



Determine Placement Criteria



Generates recruitment, qualifications determination, examination, and placement criteria based on position requirements and mission needs (e.g.,  knowledges, skills, abilities (KSAs), skill identifiers).



Determine Real Property Strategic Plan Impact



The process of combining the timeline and resources in the integrated Real Property strategic plan.



Determine Unit Cost



The process of calculating the actual unit cost by dividing total costs of a cost model or other entity by the total quantity of the entity. Examples include cost per flying hour, cost per cubic foot of storage, cost per transaction, etc.



Develop Accounting Code Structure Change Alternatives



Develop the change process alternatives for changes to the Standard Accounting Code Structure.



Develop Business Unit Goals



Analysis of the impact of the Business Unit objectives to determine what initiatives or actions need to be resourced by the Business Unit to achieve the Department of Defense's vision, mission and objectives.



Develop Business Unit Performance Metrics



Performance metrics are developed to measure achievment of the overall business unit objectives based on the achievment of Acquisition, Logistics and Human Resources objectives.  Metrics must be measureable.



Develop Business Unit Performance Plan



Business Unit generates the Business Unit Performance Plan.



Develop Business Unit Program and Budget



Business Unit analyzes and prioritizes its resourcing options, and generates its Future Year Defense Plan and Program and Budget Submission.



Develop Business Unit Program and Budget Information



The business unit develops program and budget justification materials and exhibits to support the program and budget submission.



Develop Chart of Accounts Change Alternative



Develop the change alternatives to change requests in the chart of accounts.



Develop Cost Accounting Code Structure Change Alternatives



The development of alternatives to proposed changes to the cost accounting code structure This will be based upon the analysis of the implications of making proposed changes to the structure.



Develop Department of Defense President's Budget Exhibits



Department of Defense develops materials used to present and justify the Department's Budget Submission



Develop Final Integrated Logistics Plan



The development and communication of the Integrated Logistics Plan to all affected groups.



Develop Final Integrated Real Property Plan



The process of developing a final integrated Real Property execution plan that includes: detailing real property resources, demands, capabilities, acquisitions, integrated maintenance/materiel plans, schedules, and then communicating the plan.  Supporting actions of this activity could be the Prioritization of solution sets, the obtainment of necessary approvals, and the development of an execution plan.



Develop Forecasted Demand



The process of developing expected future demand.



Develop Incentive Program



Analyze incentive options and determine what program incentives can be developed that will reward or penalize business unit managers for meeting or failing to meet the established business unit performance objectives. Incentives may apply to both Government and industry in achieving the business unit performance objectives.  Awards programs (both monetary and non-monetary) and "shared savings" programs shall be used creatively to encourage the generation of cost-saving ideas for all phases of life-cycle costs.  Incentive programs shall target both individuals and teams in both government and industry.  Incentives shall stress up-front investments to minimize production and/or operation and support costs, where applicable.



Develop Integrated Logistics Chain Plan and Assessment



The development and communication of the Integrated Logistics and Environmental/Installation Services  Plan to all affected groups.



Develop Integrated Logistics Plan



The process of reconciling individual logistics and Environmental/Installation Services components' requirements and capabilities into an integrated capacity constrained plan that fulfills the requirements.



Develop Logistics Guideline



The process of updating and communicating  logistics policy, business rules, and procedures.



Develop Logistics Network



The process of collecting Logistics and Environmental/Installation Services related infrastructure information to develop the logistics network infrastructure.



Develop Logistics Scorecard



The process of updating and communicating balanced logistics performance targets and  methodologies to evaluate performance.



Develop Logistics Strategic Plan



The process of balancing and communicating the logistics and Environmental/Installation services network with operational requirements to provide the overall capability.



Develop Logistics Strategy



The process of developing and communicating strategic direction for all logistics areas including environmental/installation services, based on statutory and regulatory guidelines and leading practices.



Develop Maintenance Schedule



The process of creating and communicating the maintenance, repair & overhaul schedule based on: requirements, ability to accomplish maintenance tasks, materiel requirements, and planned acquisitions.



Develop Management Report Requirements Response



Management reporting information requirements are evaluated using established dictionary elements. An evaluation is made of  the requirement to determine if the information already exists and a notification is prepared to return to the requestor.



Develop Materiel Resource Schedule



The process of creating and communicating a formal materiel resource schedule to all affected groups.



Develop Methodology Change Alternatives



The development of alternatives for accounting methodology changes  based on requests and their justifications.



Develop Other Logistics Service Schedule



The process of creating and communicating Other Logistics Service(s) schedule.



Develop Performance Objective



The process of identifying relevant time-phased performance objectives for logistics activity.



Develop Personnel



Ongoing process of enhancing an employee's/members personal and professional skills including functions that support managing careers, evaluations, recognition programs (e.g. incentives, bonuses, awards, etc.), promotions and processing casualty information.



Develop Population Health Management Practices



A continuous process of developing tools, models, programs, and processes to support population health management, based on analysis of population health data and research.



Develop Position on Change Proposal



An analysis of the change proposal recommendation to the accounting code structure based upon the feedback from the areas effected by the change.  The analysis is to determine the final approval or rejection of the proposed change.



Develop Process Improvement Directives



Determine and disseminate optimal solutions to closing process issues.



Develop Real Property Asset Capability



The activities associated in the development of the Real Property Asset capability.



Develop Real Property Asset Schedule



The process of developing a Real Property asset schedule so the appropriate assets are available at the right time, ensuring efficient work performance.  Supporting actions of this activity could be the Prioritization of solution sets, the obtainment of necessary approvals, and the development of an execution plan.



Develop Real Property Disposal Plan



The process of developing a Real Property disposal plan that identifies: disposal requirements for obsolete/excess/unserviceable real property, developing the schedule for coordinating the disposal, real property data, disposal method, capacity, resources, and final disposition.



Develop Real Property Disposal Schedule



The process of developing the Real Property disposal schedule that includes the identification of disposal tasks and the matching of these tasks with resources available during that scheduling time frame.  Supporting actions of this activity could be the Prioritization of solution sets, the obtainment of necessary approvals, and the development of an execution plan.



Develop Real Property Maintenance Plan



The process of building a resourced and approved real property maintenance plan and associated schedules.



Develop Real Property Maintenance Schedule



The process of developing a Real Property maintenance schedule based on: requirements, available assets, ability to accomplish work, maintenance tasks, materiel requirements, and planned acquisitions. Finally, it advises all interested parties of the Real Property maintenance, repair, and overhaul schedule.  Supporting actions of this activity could be the Prioritization of solution sets, the obtainment of necessary approvals, and the development of an execution plan.



Develop Real Property Materiel Plan



The process of developing a Real Property materiel plan that includes the appropriate materiel, at the right time, to support the assigned mission.



Develop Real Property Materiel Schedule



The process of developing and communicating a formal Real Property materiel resource schedule, that ensures materiel will be available, at the right time to support the mission.  Supporting actions of this activity could be the Prioritization of solution sets, the obtainment of necessary approvals, and the development of an execution plan.



Develop Real Property Space Assignment Schedule



The process of developing a Real Property space assignment schedule for all types of space to include permanent, non-permanent, leased, or borrowed space that includes requirements and a timeline for the customer to move into that space.  Supporting actions of this activity could be acquiring real property, providing real property services, reallocating real property, and the negotiation of real property interests.



Develop Real Property Strategic Plan



The process of balancing and communicating Real Property operational requirements needed to develop the Real Property strategic plan and capabilities.  Supporting actions of this activity could be the Prioritization of solution sets, the obtainment of necessary approvals, and the development of an execution plan.



Develop Real Property Strategy to Evolve Business Enabler



The process of developing a strategy to integrate Real Property leading practices with current Real Property business practices.



Develop Response



Prepare a Department of Defense response to questions or information requests that have been received related to Department of Defense activities.



Develop Response to Question/Committee Report



Pertinent Department of Defense personnel develop response to questions or develop appeal to authorization and appropriation language (if House of Representatives and Senate versions differ).



Develop Return Schedule



The process of creating a schedule for the return of an existing warranty claim, recall, non-conforming asset,  or disposal of an obsolete, excess, or unserviceable asset.



Develop Solutions to Accounting Issues



Proposing methods to resolve issues identified in accounting processes. Also includes identification of open issues that require additional research.



Develop Strategic Planning and Budgeting Process Guidelines



Analyze options and identify those processes that could best be used to guide changes to the Accounting Cost Structure, Chart of Accounts, Business Rule and Strategic Planning and Budgeting Process Improvement.  .



Develop Strategic Planning and Budgeting Process Performance Metrics



Analyze and select the measures, metrics, that can best be used to develop Strategic Planning and Budgeting Performance Objectives and metrics.



Develop Strategic Planning and Budgeting Process Strategy



Analyze and evaluate recommended leading practices so that the Department of Defense can change or modify the current processes to more effectively and efficiently support the needs of the Department of Defense.



Develop Strategic Planning and Budgeting Scorecard



Analyze strategic planning and budgeting process improvements and strategies in preparing recommended performance objectives and metrics.  These recommended performance objectives and metrics can be used to set balanced financial and operational measures that can be used as effective management tools in evaluating the effectiveness and efficiency in strategic planning and budgeting.



Develop Targets for Business Unit Performance Metrics



Performance targets and tolerance levels are established for each performance metric to support improvement over the prior cycle and to meet the overall performance objectives.



Develop Transportation Schedule



The process of creating and communicating the Transportation Schedule



Develop Uncosted Business Unit Program Objectives



The process that analyzes guidance and develops overall parameters and values that could represent an operationally meaningful, time critical, and cost-effective business unit.  These Program Objectives (parameters and values) are sent to the functional area process to develop cost estimates for completing the activities in each business unit.



Develop and Analyze Strategic Defense Planning Guidance



Department of Defense analyzes strategic direction stated in the Quadrennial Defense Review and develops the Defense Planning Guidance.



Develop and Maintain Current Year Business Plan



Comparing the Appropriation against President's Budget Submission (original request) for purposes of reprioritizing requirements, revising business and performance plans, and validating current year unfunded requirements.



Develop the Quadrennial Defense Review



The process of analyzing defensewide efforts that addresses the strategic issues facing the Department of Defense.  The Quadrennial Defense Review (QDR) output can be used to revise the statement of the Department's mission, vision, and corporate goals prepared last year and incorporate changes in the Defense Planning Guidance (DPG) issued by the Secretary of Defense.  The QDR is prepared every four years.



Develop/Execute Performance Plan and Budget



The process includes comprehensive short-term and long-term financial planning, at all levels of the Department of Defense (DoD).  Budgeting supports funding of all DoD services, agencies and field offices, and assesses financial and operational performance versus strategy and targets in these groups.   The process includes development of guidelines and assumptions which become the foundation for the financial plan. The process typically begins with the development of the budgeting calendar, and includes development of the plan, incorporating the plan into Planning, Programming and Budget System (PPBS), approval processes, transfers, adjustments, appropriation distribution, development of budget authority, funds control and performance measurement.



Disburse Funds



All activities between internal or external functions related to effecting payments via electronic funds transfer to appropriate payee's of the Department of Defense.  A disbursement includes advances to others, payments for products and services received, and other types of payments.  Amounts due to a single payee may be consolidated into a single payment.  Includes accounting transactions and adjustments required by the General Ledger.



Disseminate Information Product



The process of distributing packaged information products per delivery requirements associated with the request (information requirement).



Distribute Information Product



Distribute packaged information per delivery requirements associated with the request.



Document Real Property Asset Information



The process of recording and maintaining Real Property asset information so that it is up-to-date, accurate, and accessible.



Document Real Property Disposal Requirement



The process of documenting the Real Property disposal requirement prior to balancing the resource against the requirement.



Document Real Property Disposal Resource



The process of documenting the Real Property disposal resource prior to balancing the resource against the requirement.



Document Real Property Maintenance Requirement



The process of recording the Real Property maintenance requirement based on: manufacturer's recommendations, proactive maintenance requirements, condition-based monitoring, reliability-centered  maintenance, and environmental requirements/costs to meet operational needs, prior to balancing the resource against the requirement.



Document Real Property Maintenance Resource



The process of documenting  Real Property maintenance resources that can be allocated to the accomplishment of maintenance requirements.



Document Real Property Materiel Requirement



The process of recording verified Real Property materiel requirements.



Document Real Property Materiel Resource



The process of recording verified Real Property materiel resource.



Document and Record Real Property Inspection Results



The process of documenting and recording Real Property inspection results from maintenance records  before accepting completed work performed against Real Property assets.  Supporting actions of this activity could be the design of an inspection protocol, conducting milestone inspections, and closing out the real property action.



Draw Conclusions on Working Trial Balance Issues



This activity reviews the accounting analysis and assumptions developed to describe the reasons for certain account activity during the reporting period.



Enable Logistics and Environmental/Installation Service



The process of implementing strategic level logistics plans, guidelines, training and performance scorecards to fulfill operational missions.



Ensure Quality of Health Services



An ongoing process of determining metrics, analyzing data and providing feedback to individual providers in a manner that supports improvement of the quality of services provided to beneficiaries. Information and data collected facilitates meeting regulatory requirements for credentialing and accreditation.



Establish Billing Receivable



This occurs once the billing document has been generated and has been classified as a receivable that has specific billing requirements associated with the product or customer.



Establish Business Unit Goals



Development of goals in support of the Defense Planning Guidance, which provide a basis for development of budgetary requirements within each Business Unit.



Establish Business Unit Planning and Budgeting Guidance



Business Unit establishes Planning and Budgeting Guidance



Establish Collaborative Planning and Budgeting Guidance



Based on the Defense Planning Guidance, this provides detailed information on preparing the budget exhibits that support the development of the Defense Budget.



Establish Cost Model Hierarchy



The process of determining the organization of the components of a cost model so that resources, activities, and cost objects are respectively grouped together conducive to being able to aggregate costs and identify which activities belong to which processes.



Establish Credit Limit Threshold



Determine the dollar threshold for allowing a customer to exceed their credit limit based on the goods and or services provided without performing an additional credit evaluation.  This includes a decrease in credit limit based on credit history or patterns.



Establish Debt Receivable



Based on the information received from the Department of Defense for collecting debt, the debt is coded by type.



Establish Defense Resource Plan



This activity includes the establishment of Business Unit goals, analysis of the Business Unit Future Year Defense Plan requirements, and development of the Business Unit Performance Plan and the Business Unit Program and Budget.  Ultimately the Department of Defense reviews and approves the Department of Defense Program and Budget Submission and justifies the President's Budget.



Establish Department of Defense Mission and Vision



The mission is the approved concept and desired capability that are perceived to be required to support the Commander's operational objectives.  The vision provides a model for integrating Service operational concepts and Service-unique desired operational capabilities into a framework that supports the National Security Strategy and National Military Strategy.



Establish Department of Defense Strategic Objectives



Analyze Defense Capability, National Security Strategy Agreement, and Quadrennial Defense Review in developing the Joint Chiefs Program Recommendation and Defense Strategic Objective which would meet current requirements and support future investment decisions to transform the Department of Defense into a more efficient and effective military force.  This analysis evaluates military force effectiveness and risks associated with meeting the requirements in the National Military Strategy.



Establish Entitlement



This activity recognizes and records the events related to the receipt of a request for payment of an obligation of the Department of Defense.  This includes comparing physical performance and requests for payment to order terms for completeness and authorized variations.  After reviewing for completeness, the entitlement is calculated in accordance with the terms and conditions of the underlying contract.  This activity determines the entitlement due to vendors for goods and services delivered to and accepted by the Department of Defense.  The activity also includes entitlements due to miscellaneous items, utilities, grant payments, interdepartmental and intra-agency transactions.  Entitlements will be calculated in both US and all other appropriate currencies.  The activities also includes the application of the payable match rules to ensure that proper price, quantity, and items are present.



Establish Future Year Defense Plan / Program and Budget



This activity includes the establishment of Business Unit goals, analysis of the Business Unit Future Year Defense Plan requirements, and development of the Business Unit Performance Plan and the Business Unit Program and Budget.  Ultimately the Department of Defense reviews and approves the Department of Defense Program and Budget Submission and justifies the President's Budget.



Establish Individual Performance Criteria



The supervisor evaluates the employee's plan of action needed to accomplish tasks at the set performance standards.



Establish Liability



"This activity establishes accrued liabilities for the period in which goods and services are received by the Department of Defense.  This activity also monitors liabilities and make adjustments to estimated accruals when required based upon a change in the services schedule.  Liabilities are monitored and closed out by this activity."



Establish Miscellaneous Receivable



The establishment of a miscellaneous receivable that recognizes income realized that is not directly related to the sale of standard products and services.



Establish Penalty



Record penalties by the type of penalties being administered.  Late payment, interest and the assessments that related to the type of receivable, debt and loan type.



Establish Point of Sale Type of Deposit



Determine what organizations will still be accepting cash and setup the deposit relationship with the financial institutions.



Establish Position



Activities that establish organizational hierarchy and classify/update Department of Defense (DoD) position structure.



Establish Purchase Card Program



This activity formulates the rules and guidelines that create and operate the Purchase Card Program.  This activity establishes the rules that govern program operation.  Major processes in this activity are: Define requirements (Used in contracting or negotiating with the bank to determine bank services provided); Review existing Purchase card program contracts with the servicing bank, review policies and procedures, to identify program policy improvements; Establish cardholder spending limits; Establish special purchase items list; Establish excluded items list; and Prepare Purchase Card Program Policy.



Establish Receivable



Populate and setup terms that will inform the customer as to when and how payments should be provided to the Department of Defense.



Establish Strategic Requirements



Establish Strategic Requirements includes the development of strategic plans and the translation of operational plans, contingency plans, infrastructure capabilities, and sustainment objectives into the Defense Planning Guidance that support the National Military Strategy.  President, Joint Chiefs of Staff and Unified Combatant Commander requirements drive programming, budget, and execution requirements by the Military Services and Defense Agencies to enable them to provide ready forces and capabilities.  Fiscal constraints require operational, sustainment, and infrastructure tradeoffs.



Establish Training Requirement



The process of comparing identified training deficiencies to human resources data describing skills at hand.



Establish Type of Debt Deposit



Determine how those debts will be paid and how the specific recording of the deposit will take place in the DOD.



Establish Type of Discrepancy



Establish type of discrepancies and establish reason codes at time of payment (i.e., Customer ordered 6 but only received 4 therefore a short-payment of 2).



Establish Type of Invoice Deposit



Determine how those invoices will be paid and how the specific recording of the deposit will take place in the DOD.



Establish Type of Short Payment



Establish type of short payment for receivable/debt and establish if the short payment falls within the write-off threshold.  Record the short payment type by customer or debtor.



Establish Workforce Requirement



The processes to integrate force structure requirements into personnel functions enabling proper utilization of Department of Defense personnel (such as, establishing position needs to fulfill strategic plan goals involving Personnel, Logistics, and Acquisition).



Establish Write Off



Establish a threshold of both based on dollar amounts and dates as to when a receivable/debt will be written off and the DOD will no longer pursue collection activities.



Establish and Maintain Health Service Schedule



Create and manage schedules within and across the organization (internal and external). Involves managing the mechanics of schedules - for example, schedule maintenance (i.e., building and extending schedule templates), and finalizing schedule with providers and services.



Evaluate Advantages and Disadvantages of Business Unit Resourcing Options



The business unit evaluates the advantages and disadvantages of each of the alternative business unit resourcing options.



Evaluate Advantages and Disadvantages of Department of Defense Resource Option



Department of Defense analyzes the effect of implementing each alternative resourcing option.



Evaluate Change Request Information



The evaluation of accounting code structure and methodology requests and their justifications in order to interpret what changes may be required.



Evaluate Combined Business Unit Program Performance



The business unit evaluates the impact on program performance for each of the business unit resourcing options.



Evaluate Combined Business Unit Program Risk



The business unit evaluates the program risk for each of the business unit resourcing options.



Evaluate Combined Department of Defense Program Performance



Department of Defense analyzes the performance effect of implementing sets of Resourcing Options.



Evaluate Combined Department of Defense Program Risk



Department of Defense analyzes risk effect of implementing sets of Resourcing Options.



Evaluate Cost/Revenue Estimate Request



An evaluation of cost/revenue estimating requests to determine the type and scope of the required estimates. This will help in the selection of appropriate cost/revenue estimating tools and techniques.



Evaluate Credit Limit



Periodically review the customer credit limit based on the worthiness with regards to the purchasing patterns and payment history.



Evaluate Credit and Grant Status



Periodically conduct credit and grant evaluations including credit scoring and credit rating of the existing vendors, contractors, customers and individuals.



Evaluate Current Business Unit Capabilities



Analyze current business unit resources and determine what new resources need to support the Department of Defense's warfighting capabilities and achieve the military objectives.



Evaluate Current Defense Capabilities



Analysis of near-term strategic defense resource, products or services, that are needed to support the effective employment of military forces in conducting sustained operations.



Evaluate Customer/Vendor Information



Evaluate customer/vendor information compiled during the credit information gathering process.



Evaluate Debt Deposit



Determine how those debts will be paid and how the specific recording of the deposit will take place in the DOD.



Evaluate Executive Office of the President Strategic Direction



Analyze the President's direction and assess those strategic defense capabilities that are needed to support national policies.



Evaluate Global Threats and Opportunities



Assessment of geopolitical and foreign military trends to identify global security threats and risk opportunities.



Evaluate Incentive Options



Evaluate the execution of business plans and annual peformance plans to determine what rewards or pentalties will most effectively motivate business unit managers in achieving the goals stated in the business and performance plans.



Evaluate Management Report Requirements



Management reporting information requirements are evaluated using established dictionary elements. An evaluation is made of  the requirement to determine if the information already exists.



Evaluate Payment Due Date



Based on the information provided, the system will identify when the payment is due.



Evaluate Population Health Management



A formative and comparative evaluation process for the development and implementation of an evidence-based population health management system.



Evaluate Prior Business Unit Direction



Process of evaluating current an past Business Unit Objectives and assess the effectiveness of meeting the Department of Defense's stated requirements.



Evaluate Prior Defense Direction



Analyze the previous Department of Defense Strategies, Capabilities, Assessments, Plans and Budget Submissions.



Evaluate Technology Trends and Capabilities



Analyze the introduction of new weapon systems on achieving desired mission objectives.  Products from this analysis may produce new and unique capabilities that will affect the development of new weapons systems and/or the employment of forces in executing military operations.



Evaluate Type of Deposit



This process consists of evaluating and tracking the different types of deposits made payable to the Department of Defense for goods or services rendered  (An example being in the month of July 50% of payments made to the DoD consisted of EFT's, 25% where Lockbox payments and the remaining 25% consisted of other types of payment methods).



Evaluate War Game Results



Analyze the simulated implementation of military operations, introduction of new weapon technologies, and employment of tailored military forces on achieving desired mission objectives.  Products from this simulated war-game analysis may produce new and unique capabilities that will affect the development of new technology and/or the employment of forces in executing military operations.



Evaluate and Priortize Department of Defense Resourcing Options



Department of Defense evaluates and prioritizes different resourcing options.



Execute Accession and Placement



Activities associated with the process of planning and identifying placement requirements, determining candidate eligibility and suitability, in-processing selected candidate, providing placement advisory services, processing placement actions, determining benefit eligibility, determining appropriate travel, and preparing travel orders.



Execute Current Year Business Plan



Initiating actions that are approved and resourced in the current year business plan.  Actions that are not adequately resourced, deficiencies, are defined as unfunded execution requirements until resources are included in the current year's business plan.  Following the completion of actions in the business plan, the execution of business unit actions are evaluated to determine how efficient and effective resources were applied to accomplish the performance plan.



Execute Distribution Method



Distribute information products to customers as requested by the information requirements.



Execute Incentive Program



Implement incentives for both Government and industry to reward or penalize business unit managers in meeting or not meeting the established business unit performance measures.  Awards programs (both monetary and non-monetary) and "shared savings" programs can be used creatively to encourage the generation of cost-saving ideas for all phases of life-cycle costs.  Incentives shall stress up-front investments to minimize production and/or operation and support costs, where applicable.



Execute Logistics and Environmental/Installation Service



The process of implementing all logistics functions in support of operational missions.



Execute Maintenance Plan



The process of retaining materiel/asset in an operational status, restoring it to serviceable condition, or updating and upgrading its functional utility through modification.  Includes inspection, testing, servicing, classification as to serviceability, repair, rebuilding, and reclamation.



Execute Maintenance Task



The activity of performing maintenance in accordance with the maintenance procedure to bring the equipment/assets back to specification.



Execute Materiel/Asset Resource Plan



The process of performing materiel activities in accordance with the materiel resources plan and strategy.



Execute Other Logistics Service Plan



A variety of logistic activities, services, material/non-material, maintenance and transportation required to support the continental United States-based and worldwide deployed forces.  (e.g., medical care, treatment, hospitalization, and evacuation as well as the furnishing of medical services, supplies, materiel, and adjuncts thereto; vertical or horizontal construction; facilities and environmental stewardship)



Execute Real Property Maintenance Task



The process of retaining/maintaining Real Property in: an operational status, restoring it to serviceable condition, or updating/upgrading its functional utility through modification.  This process includes: inspection, testing, servicing, classification as to serviceability, repair, rebuilding, and reclamation.



Execute Real Property Proactive Maintenance Task



The process of performing inspections and planned maintenance tasks on Real Property assets to ensure their reliability and availability at all times.



Execute Real Property Project Task



The process of performing project tasks on Real Property assets to enhance their function.  This can include rehabilitating or modifying them in their current configuration.



Execute Real Property Reactive Maintenance Task



The process of performing corrective maintenance tasks on Real Property assets making them fully operational.



Execute Return Plan



The process for implementing the return or disposal of excess and/or (un)serviceable or obsolete materiel/assets in accordance with regulations or contractual agreements or to meet approved disposal requirements.



Execute Sourcing Strategy



Activity associated with matching/associating the requirement for a Sourcing contract.  If Sourcing contract is required and does not exist, includes establishing and maintaining of Source contract  between the Government and the vendor/supplier to meet the funded requirement or purchase plan. If a Sourcing contract is required or available, the activity will result in a Sourced requirement. If a Sourcing contract is not required, the activity will result in an Unsourced requirement.



Execute Transportation



The movement of personnel and assets to meet requirements and commitments as assigned by means of railways, highways, waterways, pipelines, oceans, and airways.  It includes movement by military and/or commercial assets.



Execute Transportation Plan



The movement of personnel and assets to meet requirements and commitments as assigned by means of railways, highways, waterways, pipelines, oceans, and airways.  It includes movement by military and/or commercial assets.



Finalize Customer/Vendor Review



Rate customer/vendor based on analyzed accumulated data.



Finalize customer/vendor Review



Rate customer/vendor based on analyzed accumulated data.



Forecast Cost Estimate and Revenue



Application of the cost model chosen which will result in a forecast of costs and revenue, and an associated cost benefit analysis to be used in support of the budget estimate.



Format and Submit Response



Prepare the Department of Defense's official response to questions or information requests that have been received from the Public or Other Government Agencies.  After Department of Defense coordination has been completed, the response tis sent to the requesting organization, agency or individual.



Fulfill Other Logistics Service



The completion (fulfillment) and verification (quality assurance) of a service, based on specified requirements (perfect order fulfillment).



Gather Real Property Receipt Documentation



The process of gathering Real Property receipt documentation that includes such things as: DD Form 1354, and an official notification that contractor work is complete and meets the customer's requirements.



Gather Requirements



Process of collecting structured requirements including request for changes to utilize in the development of the standard accounting code structure.  Information will include attributes and structure for cost accounting activities.



Gather Working Trial Balance Issues



Determining the variances/fluctuations for each working trial balance account for further analysis and investigation.  In identifying these issues, the closing requirements assist in determining the order in which the issues should be addressed.



Generate Billing



This is the activity of populating the information that is used to generate a billing, to be sent to a customer/vendor and can be used when generating an internal invoice.



Generate General Ledger Support Information



The compilation of financial and non-financial data to generate narrrative support information in support of  the general ledger posting.



Generate Real Property Disposal Solution Option



The process of identifying and approving the Real Property disposal tasks to be completed.



Generate Transportation Document



The activity of generating transportation document such as bill of lading with all the details of the shipment and the ship to address etc.



Identify Alternative Business Unit Resourcing Options



The business unit takes the validated business plan resource requirements for Acquisition, Logistics and Human Resources and examines alternative resourcing options to achieve the business unit goals and program objectives.   The alternatives consider business unit capability and financial impact.



Identify Alternative Department of Defense Resourcing Options



Department of Defense identifies Alternative resourcing options.



Identify Cost Flows



The identification of how  costs actually flow through and between organizations. The flow describes which entities are consumed by which other entities, and how that consumption  is driven.



Identify Data Owner



The activity to identify the steward of data.



Identify Delivery Timing, Delivery Destination and Delivery Method



Acceptance and understanding of required delivery requirements for dissemination of the information product.



Identify Discrepancy



Process of reviewing discrepancies to determine if it is short and why or if it is an overpayment, and why.



Identify Financial Compliance Report Requirements



The activity of receiving a request for an information product and determining that the requirement is for one of many compliance information products (reports). The appropriate form and content are selected to match the request, the delivery details are determined and any concerns or issues on form, content or delivery are collected and provided back to the requestor as an information requirement response.  Information requirements are evaluated using established dictionary elements.   An information requirement can also define new form, content and delivery details.  For that reason, in this activity, an evaluation is made of the requirement to determine if the form, content, or delivery details already exist or if a new requirement has been received.



Identify Leading Practice



The process of assessing applicability to DoD of all logistics leading practice, to include technology, whether commercial or government source.



Identify Management Report Delivery Detail



Approved management reporting information product delivery requirements.



Identify Management Report Form and Content



The management reporting format and content requirements of the information product.



Identify Management Report Requirements



The activity of receiving a request for an information product and determining that the requirement is for one of many management information products (reports). The appropriate form and content are selected to match the request, the delivery details are determined and any concerns or issues on form, content or delivery are collected and provided back to the requestor as an information requirement response. Information requirements are evaluated using established dictionary elements.   An information requirement can also define new form, content and delivery details.  For that reason, in this activity, an evaluation is made of the requirement to determine if the form, content, or delivery details already exist or if a new requirement has been received.



Identify Performance Measure



The process of selecting appropriate quantifiable performance measures for each level of logistics activity.



Identify Preventive and Screening Requirement and Service



Conduct preventive screening (immunizations, clinical screening, or counseling). Then evaluate availability of needed services.



Identify Programs within Business Unit Resourcing Options



The business unit takes the validated business plan resource requirements for Acquisition, Logistics and Human Resources and examines alternative program resourcing options.



Identify Programs within Department of Defense Resourcing Options



Department of Defense arranges and consolidates requirements and resourcing options into programs.



Identify Purchase Requisition Funds



Activity associated with identifying specific purchase contract lines against which individual charge codes are applied and the reservation of funding (commitment) of those funds to the purchase requisition.



Identify Storage Location, Storage Type and Storage Mechanism



The process of staging the archived information product as dictated by retention policies.



Identify Strategic Planning and Budgeting Leading Practices



Review leading practices that are used in industry and government and determine what new practices can be used to improve the Department of Defense's strategic planning and budgeting processes.



Identify Strategic Planning and Budgeting Process Performance Objectives



Evaluate and select the performance objectives that can best be used to develop performance metrics which will be used to develop Strategic Planning and Budgeting Scorecards.



Identify Tactical Requirements



Validation of current year (tactical) requirements, compare the current requirements with the Business Plan, and initiated actions that will accomplish actions required to complete the Business Plan.  Where there are shortfalls or deficiencies, identify the resources required to complete these deficiencies.



Identify Training Deficiencies



The process of determining training shortfalls by comparing the logistics strategy with the actual logistics assessment.



Identify Training Opportunity



The process of identifying the specific training needs of all required personnel.



Identify and Evaluate Alterative Department of Defense Strategies



Analyze Defense Strategic Objectives, assess the strategic resources required, implement these objectives, and develop the Secretary of Defense's proposed to Defense Planning Guidance.



Identify and Evaluate Alternative Department of Defense Long-Range Goals



The process of naming and analyzing strategic or long-range planning objectives that needed to support the objectives, goals and missions stated or implied in the National Security Strategy and National Military Strategy Assessment and Defense Capability plan.



Implement Population Health Tools and Manage Processes



The process of taking proactive action or engaging in proactive activities, methods or practices that maximize health status and /or minimize health risk for selected populations and/or population health programs.



Improve Budget Process



Functional processes that provide management control in the budgeting process including personnel management and process improvement.



Improve Strategic Planning and Budgeting Processes



The processes that identify, analyze, and assess the Strategic Planning and Budgeting Leading Practice management controls in effectively and efficiently allocating and expending resources to support the Department of Defense's mission.



Initiate Purchase



Activity associated with communicating the requirement to be fulfilled, the terms and conditions of the procurement, and the source selection criteria issued to the selected source's) or existing Source contract Holders (contracted internal or external supplier previously selected as the service or materiel provider.  Prerequisite activity to the issuance of the PC includes the activity of reviewing the quotes submitted by sources/Source contract Holders to meet the documented requirement.  Also, includes accounting transactions and adjustments required by the General Ledger. Ends with a Draft Purchase Contract/Purchase Contract Modification that ensure the funds have been allocated to the specific PC line.



Initiate Purchase Requisition



Activity associated with matching Sourced requirements with Sourcing Contracts to initiate Purchase Requisitions or initiate Purchase Requisitions for Unsourced requirements.  Activity ends with a Draft Purchase Requisition.



Initiate Tactical Requirements



Analyze the current year (tactical) requirements and ensure that these requirements support the Department of Defense and Business Unit's mission, goals and objectives.



Inspect Real Property Facility



The process of inspecting Real Property facilities to determine the types of maintenance activities, (PM. PDM., maintenance schedules, materials, additional repairs, overhauls, etc.) needed to satisfy facility deficiencies and restore asset to its intended use.



Inspect Real Property Installed Equipment



The process of performing the initial Real Property installed equipment diagnosis to determine the maintenance activities, (PM. PDM., maintenance schedules, materials, etc) needed to fix the defects (if there are any) and determine any additional repairs/overhauls that may be required to restore the installed equipment to working order.



Inspect Real Property Land



The process of inspecting Real Property land to determine the maintenance activities needed to bring the land up to specification.



Integrate Operational Requirement



The process of assimilating DoD's operational expectations, logistics and environmental/installation services capabilities, logistics and Environmental/Installation services network infrastructure to develop assessments.



Integrate Real Property Operational Requirement



The process of assimilating the Department of Defense's operational expectations, real property capabilities, and real property inventory to develop a real property plan.



Interpret Change Requests



Interpret Change Requests is the process of interpreting accounting code structure requirements to support the general and cost accounting processes.  These processes support the management information requirements of the organization.



Investigate Customer/Vendor Information



Investigation of customer/vendor information provided to the Department of Defense based on what the customer/vendor supplied.  This is similar to a background check.



Issue Budget Allocation



Process of issuing budget allocations to Department of Defense Services and Agencies.



Issue Business Plan and Annual Performance Plan



The process of issuing the Business Plan and the Annual Performance Plan.  These plans identify  performance goals and the financial and non-financial operational, logistics, acquisition and personnel resources needed to accomplish the strategic plan and strategic plan goals and supports  the National Military Strategy and Defense Planning Guidance.



Issue Change Proposal



This activity communicates (via "change proposal") the proposed solutions to requested changes to the accounting code structure to the affected areas within DoD.



Issue Funding Authorization Document



Process of issuing funding authorization documents to Department of Defense Services and Agencies.



Issue Materiel/Asset



The process of issuing stored materiel to the appropriate user.



Issue New/Revised Codes



The issuance of new or revised standard accounting codes



Issue Payment



"The process of perform payment consolidation on draft payments resulting in payment to payees and a payment record to the appropriate functional area.  The payment method is identified, financial institution and routing information applied, and payment amount recorded.  Draft payments are grouped by financial institution routing number and payee."



Issue Purchase Requisition



Activity associated with reviewing/approving of Draft Purchase Requisitions by Purchase Requisition Approval Authority to ensure that business rules have been met.  Ends with either a Returned Draft an or Approved Purchase Requisition.



Issue Revised Chart of Accounts



Disseminate the changes to the chart of accounts to the DoD organization.



Issue Travel Order



The process of providing an authorized funded travel request includes affixing the seal or signature of the order-issuing/authenticating official.  Each authorized issuing office must assign a unique identifying number or symbol to each travel order. A copy is furnished to the fund-approving official and a copy is retained by the order-issuing/authenticating official.  Also, the traveler must be furnished sufficient copies to meet administrative requirements. 



Issue/Modify Purchase Contract



Activity associated with reviewing/approving of Draft Purchase Contract/Purchase Contract Modification by Purchase Contract Approval Authority and entering into a legally binding purchase contract with a vendor.  Includes the receipt of a funded purchase contract evidencing the decrease in the fund balance for the amount of the requisition.  The funded purchase contract includes the charge code and a unique identifier. (e.g., sequential Purchase Contract number.)  A charge code is assigned at the Purchase Contract line item level - 1 per line - many lines are possible per order.)



Justify Budget



The process of analyzing questions from the Public and Other Government Agencies, developing appropriate responses and providing answers to the respondent. This process includes responding to all Congressional inquiries.



Liquidate Receivable/Debt



This is the act of releiving receivables, record adjustments to receivables, maintain a proper allowance for uncollectable amounts and record write-offs.



Maintain Chart of Accounts



Activity takes input from FMEA Management and adjusts United States General Ledger and issues Standard Chart of Accounts.



Maintain Distribution Catalog



Distribution listing of all information product maintained and managed to ensure information product proliferation does not occur.  Provides an enterprise listing of information products produced.



Maintain Enterprise Information Product List



The activity of managing the rationalization of information products and making recommendations on each and every information product based on predetermined evaluation criteria.



Maintain Financial and Management Reporting Performance Metrics



The activity of measuring the performance within Financial and Management Reporting. (i.e. How long to produce reports)



Maintain Medical Management Processes



Developing and updating medical policy and procedures, monitoring quality and outcomes of care, monitoring provider service issues and obtaining and maintaining accreditation.



Maintain Performance Metric Definitions and Criteria



Maintain the metric definitions and associated evaluation criteria for reporting the performance levels achieved over a determined period of time.



Maintain Quality of Life



The process to promote the means for individuals and families, within their environments, to live in ways that are best for them, particularly in the areas of health and social services, medicine, education, and others.



Maintain Standard Accounting Code Structure



The maintenance of the standard accounting code structure. This includes ensuring its security, consistency and integrity, as well as being responsible for modifications to the structure.



Make Change Recommendation to Information Product List



The activity of providing relief from excessive administrative reporting through the elimination and consolidation of information products.



Make Change Recommendations



Preparation of the final accounting code structure change recommendation based on the cost, budgetary and financial accounting code assessments.



Make Closing Recommendations



This activity reviews the conclusions reached during the analysis and conclusion stages of the closing process and determines the optimum recommendation to rectify the identified issues.



Make Purchase Card Order



This is the execution of a  written order to be issued against a P-Card.  The process includes screening for mandatory sources, prohibited items and provides an audit trail supporting the decision to use the card and any required special approvals that were obtained.  Includes providing the Purchase Card information to the Vendor, Vendor request for authorization and Financial Institutions approval after review against established criteria (i.e. Transaction limits, billing cycle limits and Merchant Category Code Restrictions).



Manage Access to Health Care



Access to Health Care streamlines a beneficiary's efforts to receive care and ensure the care received is appropriate in terms of type of care, intensity of care, and location of care, regardless of whether the care is provided at a sustaining base, at a deployed location, or in a training exercise location. All requisite information to make these assessments will be available to access personnel in order for them to make appropriate decisions at the point of a service request. A successful implementation of these processes will result in beneficiaries receiving the right care, at the right time, at the right location for the most appropriate cost.



Manage Accounts Payable



This activity manages accounts payable establish for the receipt or acceptance of goods and services and for interest charge due on unpaid invoices.  This activity also ensures that accounts payables are closed when the payment to the vendor has occurred.



Manage Accrued Liabilities



"This activity processes estimates of the liability for those services purchased by the Department of Defense, provides the accrual accounting entries for the financial period, and the reversal transactions for the subsequent financial period.  Accruals are estimated for services scheduled to occur for which a receipt or acceptance was not received during the period.  When necessary this activity also revises the accrual amount based upon a change in performance schedule."



Manage Adverse Actions



The process associated with the administration of adverse actions (judicial and non-judicial).    Judicial actions (e.g., Uniformed Code of Military Justice (UCMJ) violations, court-martials, legal actions, etc.).  Non-judicial actions (e.g., Article 15, weight management, physical fitness failures, civilian performance (such as, change to lower grade), civilian disciplinary actions (such as, suspension, separation), etc.).



Manage Applicable Leading Practice



The analysis of all applicable commercial and government leading practices to determine compliance.



Manage Benefits



The management of benefits such as: medical, dental, life insurance, pension, retirement, flexible spending, disability benefits, entitlements, benefits eligibility, enrollment, tracking of health care administrators, savings (Thrift/bonds) management and benefits reporting.



Manage Billing



Based on the information received from the Department of Defense for collecting debt, the debt is coded by type.



Manage Career Path



The activities associated with the management of a career by aligning an employee's training/education and assignment with established career development guidelines as set forth by the Department of Defense.



Manage Cash



Monitors all fund positions including surpluses and deficits.



Manage Certification and Licensing



Processes for managing service professional certifications or board certifications and licensing (e.g., medical, legal, acquisition, etc.).



Manage Competency Development



The process of conducting and managing training, education, certification/licensing, testing (e.g.,  budgetary impacts, cataloging courses, student management, training resources, etc.).



Manage Competency Testing



The activities to develop and administer test used for entry level and in-service testing (e.g., Armed Services Vocational Aptitude Battery, Armed Forces Officer Qualifying Test, Defense Language Aptitude Battery, promotion testing, etc.).



Manage Cost Model Structure



The process of establishing, defining and maintaining the structure by which costs are captured, measured, calculated, analyzed and reported. This is based upon the regular assessment of cost model requirements.



Manage Education



Processes of conducting and managing Service higher education (degree granting) programs (e.g., Service academies, Uniformed Services Health University, Air Force Institute of Technology, and Command and Staff.



Manage Educational Benefits



The function of managing eligibility and enrollment and the procuring, administering, and processing of educational benefits for Department of Defense employees (e.g., Montgomery GI Bill, student loan program, tuition assistance, Veterans Education Assistance Program, etc.).



Manage Federal Employee Health Benefit Program



Manage the interface between Department of Defense eligible beneficiaries and various third party health insurance programs.



Manage Health Care Beneficiary Correspondence



Market and communicate new and existing information to beneficiaries and eligible population. Develop and distribute data and information to assist in the health care education of beneficiaries. Identify, monitor, and evaluate beneficiary inquiries and provide appropriate action and feedback based on evaluation.



Manage Health Care Enrollment and Eligibility



Manage health care services through a beneficiary enrollment process which collects and maintains a core set of information. This information is used to determine what services an individual can receive.



Manage Health Care Patient Movement and Patient Encounter



Arrange and track beneficiary's activities and movement across the continuum of care during peace and military operations. Ensure that the beneficiary's time is spent receiving service rather than waiting to receive it.



Manage Health Risk Profile and Service Completion



Develop, maintain, and update beneficiary's health profile. Track, document, and follow-up with beneficiaries regarding the achievement of health care services and education.



Manage Health Service Performance



Health Services Management confirms resources, utilization and cost management programs to support the objectives of managed care contracting and/or associated risk management. Programs support compliance with health plan coverage, reimbursement and benefit provisions.



Manage Health Service Utilization Levels



Performing patient pre-authorizations, provider referral authorizations, and patient pre-certification of overused areas. Also includes catastrophic/high risk case management and coordination of appeals.



Manage Human Relations



Functions associated with managing and administering labor relations, human relations, and workforce communications.



Manage Human Resource Contact



Oversee the function of customer support services (e.g., Call Center Inquiries, Self-Service Center Inquiries, Face-to-Face Inquiries) as they relate to human resource management (e.g., benefits, payroll, organizational management).



Manage Incentive Program



This process of developing incentives that can be used to reward or penalize managers that exceed or fail to meet the business unit performance objectives.



Manage Information and Manage Documentation



A clinical documentation process that occurs as a byproduct of the delivery of health services. Information in the health record is standardized and easily accessed from multiple sites to meet the needs of a mobile population. Information flows within the Military Health System, and to and from civilian entities.



Manage Integrated Logistics Plan Planning Parameter



The process of reconciling individual logistics and environmental/installation services plans into an integrated assessment to fulfill the required capability and communication Integrated Plan to all affected groups.



Manage Logistics Plan Criteria



The process of managing all of the criteria to utilize and maintain materiel and asset records.



Manage Logistics Scorecard



The process of identifying relevant time-phased performance objectives for logistics activity.



Manage Materiel/Asset



The process of pick, pack, and shipping of materiel and assets.



Manage Military Health Services



Provide direction, resources, health care providers, eligibility, enrollment and other means necessary to promote the health of the Department of Defense TRICARE beneficiary population. This includes developing and promoting health awareness issues to educate customers, discovering and resolving environmentally based health threats, providing health services, including preventive care and problem intervention, and improving the means and methods for maintaining the health of the beneficiary population by constantly evaluating the performance of the health care services system.



Manage Morale, Welfare and Recreation



The process to promote and maintain the well-being and quality of life for military personnel and their families to include managing eligibility and enrollment.



Manage Open Entitlement



"This activity takes action against an open entitlement in response to events or requests.  It reviews outstanding payment conditions (e.g.  suspended, closed, cancelled, returned, and re-established) and then releases for payment.  It also provides information to the Accounts Receivable process regarding negative vendor account balances for which the underlying contract is closed.  Includes aging and following up on over due actions and maintaining the status of each liability."



Manage Other Benefit Programs



The process of managing eligibility and enrollment and the administering of all benefit programs not related to health, Morale, Welfare and Recreation, education and retirement such as survivor benefit program, Forgotten Widow, etc.



Manage Payables



"The activities in this financial management area value, record, and manage vendor, intradepartment, interdepartment,  and other government agency debts incurred by Department of Defense. They compute the net pay value according to the contract terms and conditions for financing invoices, goods and service deliveries, advances, leases, grants, etc.  Dollar values may be stated in either U. S. or foreign currency.  The activities determine if all applicable match criteria have been met and if sufficient obligations remain for the debt.  Also, the activities calculate payment due dates and determine whether discounts are cost effective to the U. S. Government.  Amounts owed by contractors to the Department of Defense or other Government Agencies are deducted from amounts owned by the Department of Defense."



Manage Payroll and Travel Pay



The management of pay includes:  civilian and military pay, annuitant pay, special pay, retirement pay, pay calculations, pay adjustments, distribution of funds, allotments, bonds, garnishments and offsets, Thrift Savings Plan, payroll and tax reporting, and travel pay.  In addition, tracking time, attendance and leave for military and civilian individuals.



Manage Performance



The process of individual goal setting and reviews of performance to include documenting promotion selection, awards and decorations.



Manage Process Capacity Constraint



The activity of assessing and managing the overall supply chain capability to fulfill requirements.  This will include the overall capability to deliver an integrated package of materiel sourcing, maintenance, service, and transportation.



Manage Procurement/Payable/Acquisition/Disbursing



Manage Procurement/Payable/Acquisition/Disbursing is comprised of activities that begin with the identification of a need and end with the issuance of a payment.  Our procurement and acquisition activities cover the range of requirements from simple, low cost needs through major, highly complex weapons systems.  They establish purchase types that set specific business rules requiring differing data requirements to complete an acquisition, payables planning or disbursing effort and enable us to manage business and financial risk.  As an example, our to be will accommodate acquisitions that require a two-way or three-way match certification as well as those purchasing events that may be paid based upon fewer requirements including time-based payments.



Manage Professional Information



The process of gathering and validating an individual+s professional information such as his/her service dates, retirement/separation date, position, title, education, adverse actions, etc.



Manage Provision of Health Services



Provision of Health Services fundamentally shifts the caregiver's focus from illness care to illness prevention and wellness promotion in order to achieve the optimal health status for individuals and populations. These processes are important both for the relatively static populations found at sustaining base locations as well as for military populations in a deployed environment. These processes are initiated early in the beneficiary's relationship with the Military Health System, often at time of enrollment.



Manage Purchase Card Program



This activity creates the requirements used to negotiate service banking levels of service and contract terms and conditions.  It is defining program policy, operating the program, and monitoring the program to identify spending anomalies and make program improvement recommendations.



Manage Purchase Contract



The process which transitions a Purchase Requisitions (PR) into Purchase Contracts (PC).  Includes the aforementioned initiation and issuance steps as well as modifications to previously issued Purchase Contracts (e.g., the deletion and reissue of a PC line) , monitoring and closeout of Purchase Contracts.  The close of a PC does not mean a close out of the overriding Sourcing contract - when a Sourcing contract exists.



Manage Purchase Requisition



Activity associated with matching Sourced requirements with Sourcing contracts to initiate/approve/issue Purchase Requisitions or initiate/approve/issue Purchase Requisitions for Unsourced requirements. Also applies Charge Codes to Purchase Requisitions.



Manage Receivable/Debt



Provides supporting activities to age receivables, calculate interest, record penalties, administer charges on overdue debts and pursue collection of amounts due to the Department of Defense.



Manage Recognition Programs



All activities associated with the performance evaluation process (e.g., grievances, complaints, appeals, etc.).



Manage Regulatory And Compliance Requirement



The identification, analysis of all Regulatory and Compliance Requirements to assess the affect on the Logistics area.



Manage Requirements



The activity associated with the analyzing, defining, and monitoring of requirements.  Includes clarifying requirements in coordination with Acquisition Requirement Owner; identifying technical and performance characteristics; developing Planning Estimates for preparation of Budgeting Activities. Activity includes projected schedules, estimated costs and planned milestones. Activity includes preparation, coordination, and approval of a Program Management Plan.  Activity includes acquisition program oversight.  Ends with generation of confirmed acquisition requirement.



Manage Retirement Benefits



The process of managing and/or coordinating with the Department of Defense and Office of Personnel Management  retirement benefits to include eligibility and enrollment (e.g., military reserve retirement, (Civil Service Retirement System, Federal Employees Retirement System, etc.).



Manage Return Payment



This activity processes returned Electronis Funds Transfer payment transactions.  The entitlement area is notified of this action by sending them a returned payment notification. The entitlement area will need to take corrective action, so the payee will be paid.



Manage Social Action Programs



The process associated with supporting social actions programs including Equal Employment Opportunity, sexual harassment, and drug/alcohol education/treatment.



Manage Strategic Planning and Budgeting Leading Practices



Assess the recommended Leading Practices and prepare Revised Strategic Planning Budgeting Procedures can be effectively implemented to effect applicable changes to the strategic planning and budgeting process.



Manage Strategic Planning and Budgeting Regulatory and Compliance Requirements



Analyze Strategic Planning and Budgeting Process Strategies and ensure that rules are developed that support Department of Defense legislative, regulatory and other compliance requirements before process improvements are implemented.



Manage Training



The process of identifying training requirements, budgetary impacts, cataloging courses, student management, managing training resources, etca



Manage Union Relations Program



Activities associated with administering the Federal Labor Relations Program.



Manage Workforce Communications



Activities associated with communicating with management, labor and employees (e.g., newsletters, e-mail, bulletin boards, commander's calls, etc.).



Map/Post/Accumulate Information



The Map/Post/Accumulate Information process stages and maps information, accumulates financial and cost data, and provides such data need for internal reporting processes or posting to the general ledger.



Modify Accrual



This activity modifies estimates accrual when necessary based upon a change in the services schedule. A revised accrual transaction is processed and provided to the accounting system.



Monitor Collection Activity



Collection activities are monitored. This involves reporting on the activities by collection organization. This report includes the number of collection calls made and information associated with the effort taken to resolve the current receivable balances that are past due.



Monitor Collection Agency



Evaluate collection activities Establish service level agreement and rate them based on the collection performance that they have collected on.



Monitor Credit Limit



Reviewing credit limits by customer based on the number of times the customer has exceeded their credit limit or threshold.



Monitor Debt Payment Due Date



Based on the debt information provided, the system will identify when the debt payment is due.



Monitor External Payment Due Date



Based on the receivable information provided, the system will identify when the payment for the receivable/debt is due.



Monitor Internal Payment Due Date



Based on the internal receivable/debt information provided, the system will identify when the receivable/debt payment is due.



Monitor Liability



This activity monitors liabilities of the Department of Defense are correctly recorded.  This activity includes the review of open aged liabilities and the reconciliation with summary general ledger account balances.



Monitor Medical Performance



Performing patient prospective and concurrent reviews, conducting retrospective case audits, measuring guideline compliance, monitoring service utilization, analyzing provider profiles and identifying new cost/utilization containment programs.



Monitor Purchase Contract



"The process which transitions a Purchase Requisitions (PR) into Purchase Contracts (PC).  Includes the aforementioned initiation and issuance steps as well as modifications to previously issued Purchase Contracts (e.g., the deletion and reissue of a PC line) , monitoring and closeout of Purchase Contracts.  The close of a PC does not mean a close out of the overriding Sourcing contract - when a Sourcing contract exists."



Monitor Real Property Project



The process of monitoring Real Property projects to verify transaction information that contains the status, cost, quality, schedule, compliance, etc. associated with an in-progress Real Property construction project.  Supporting actions of this activity could be acquiring real property, providing real property services, reallocating real property, and the negotiation of real property interests.



Monitor Short Payment



Monitor the activities around processing the short payments and look at the collection rate of short payments.



Monitor Type of Debt Deposit



Monitor the types of debts that are being repaid and how they are being repaid



Monitor and Control Purchase Card Program



Perform Purchase Card (P-Card) transaction monitoring through the establishment of data-mining and exception reporting and analysis.  This activity defines the card activity auditing activities that will be performed and conducts research into identified high-risk, high-exposure purchase transactions completed using a P-Card.



Monitor/Analyze Payments



Monitor the types of payments that are being received for goods and or services rendered and analyze the different types of payments that have been made.



Negotiate Business Unit Requirements



Business Units negotiate their budgetary requirements with Department of Defense.



Notify Real Property Unit Of Space Assignment



The process of notifying a requestor of space that the request has been fulfilled.  The notification will provide the requestor with information like the assignment effective date, length of assignment, and any special instructions required to use the space.



Notify Unit of Real Property Space Assignment



The process of notifying a requestor of space that the request has been fulfilled.  The notification will provide the requestor with information like the assignment effective date, length of assignment, and any special instructions required to use the space.



Obtain Information Product Approval



Information is approved and then packaged to be disseminated in response to a request.  Notice to the recipient is prepared that indicates an information product approval is needed for the package prior to dissemination.



Obtain Real Property Maintenance Approval



The process of obtaining the approval for Real Property maintenance activities.



Organize Cost Model Entities



The organization of the entities of a cost model so that they are respectively grouped together in a logical manner conducive to being able to aggregate costs as required.



Organize Costed Business Requirements



The process of aligning business plan program objectives and assessmentes from Acquisition, Logistics and Human Resources to the business unit strategic goals and objectives.



Organize Mapped Data



Process by which information necessary for the General Ledger is distinguished from information required for cost accounting.



Organize and Prioritize Accounting/Other Issues



Arranging identified issues and establishing a level of importance for these issues.



Package Information



The activity that applies form to the certified or uncertified information.  This activity produces packaged information that is ready for dissemination.



Perform Accountability



The process of recording the acquisition, depreciation and disposal data (financial and nonfinancial) of assets and materiel.



Perform Accounting Analysis and Review



Analysis of the structured data generated by the closing and consolidation process.



Perform Analysis



Developing of analysis around working trial balance accounts to review for potential inaccuracy and explanation of variances.



Perform Asset Management



The process of monitoring assets (logistics and environmental/installation services) throughout the lifecycle to assure accountability.



Perform Billing/Establish Receivables



Records the formal booking of receivables, revenues, expense reductions and offsets.



Perform Cost Estimate



The process of preparing the detailed cost estimates necessary to support management decision making.



Perform Disposal



The return or reallocation (via demolition, transfer, conveyance, public domain land withdraw, lease termination or other method) of excess inventory and/or (un)serviceable or obsolete assets in accordance with regulations or contractual agreements or to meet approved disposal requirements. This process also includes the calculation of gain or loss on the sale of materiel.



Perform Financial and Management Reporting



Financial and Management Reporting includes the process of receiving financial and management reporting requirements, preparing the information product and distributing the finished product to the requestor.



Perform General Engineering



Encompasses the construction and repair of lines of communications, main supply routes, airfields, and logistic facilities to support joint military operations and may be performed in direct support of combat operations, such as battle damage repair.  These operations include both horizontal and vertical construction, and may include use of both expedient repair methods and more deliberate construction methods characterized by the application of design criteria, advanced planning, and preparation, depending on the mission requirements.



Perform General/Cost Accounting



Perform General/Cost Accounting is the process of identifying, measuring, recording, and communicating economic information about an organization. It includes the collection of financial and non-financial transactions, the closing and review process, the provision of cost data and the design of the appropriate accounting structure for the tracking of financial information.



Perform Health Care Assessment and Plan for Care



Determine a need for health care services and direct the beneficiary to the appropriate level of care to receive the identified service in a timely manner.



Perform Health Risk Screening



Administer standard risk-screening instrument to determine the beneficiary's health needs. Real-time analysis of beneficiary's responses and risk stratification based on the resulting score enable appropriate services to be identified during the initial interaction.



Perform Health Service



The functional area of logistic support that supports the joint force surgeon¼s health service support mission. It includes supplying Class VIII medical supplies (medical materiel to include medical peculiar repair parts used to sustain the health service support system), optical fabrication, medical equipment maintenance, blood storage and distribution, and medical gases.



Perform Human Resource Management



Human Resource Management entails processes that facilitate entry to the organization; career development and management; benefits and pay management; and execution of human resources policies, procedures and employee information management.  These three main components covered include:  Organizational Management; Benefits Management and Payroll Management.



Perform Incoming Materiel Quality Assurance



The activity of performing quality control on incoming materiel to ensure the quality of the materiel for use, or to determine the condition of the materiel for further disposition.



Perform Incoming Real Property Quality Assurance



The process of performing Real Property incoming quality assurance by utilizing specific Real Property rules or standards that guide quality control personnel during the inspection process.



Perform Initial Inspection and Diagnosis



The activity of performing the initial diagnosis to determine the maintenance activities that are needed to fix the defects (if there are any) and to determine any additional repairs/overhauls that may be required to bring the equipment to specification.



Perform Internal Disposition



The process of validating recalled and non-conforming assets in accordance with policies and regulations.



Perform Logistics and Environmental/Installation Service



The process of planning and carrying out the movement and maintenance of forces to include but not limited to those aspects of military operations that deal with: a design and development , acquisition, storage, movement, distribution, maintenance, evacuation, and disposition of assets (capitalized and non-capitalized) and materiel; b. movement, evacuation and hospitalization of personnel; c. acquisition, or construction, maintenance operation, and disposition of facilities; and d. acquisition of services in compliance with all required environmental laws, policies and guidelines related to the Department of Defense operations.



Perform Maintenance



Perform actions to retain materiel/asset in an operational status, restore it to serviceable condition, or update and upgrade its functional utility through modification.  Includes inspection, testing, servicing, classification as to serviceability, repair, rebuilding, and reclamation.



Perform Materiel Management



The process of monitoring materiel throughout the lifecycle to assure accountability.



Perform Medical Management



Confirming resources, utilization and cost management programs to support the objectives of managed care contracting and/or associated risk management. Programs support compliance with health plan coverage, reimbursement and benefit provisions.



Perform Narrative/Footnote Analysis



Post closing analysis of accounts that could generate post closing financial adjustments.



Perform Organizational Management



Organizational Management includes the following:  Military accession, civilian recruitment, military strength management, civilian staffing and civilian position management and classification, budget justification, resource projection, adverse action, military organizational structure, staffing need acknowledged, candidate selection process and hiring process.  Civilian personnel actions, military personnel actions, military personnel administration support, time and attendance tracking, employee profile management, human resources reporting and transition of member/employee.  Civilian training and development, military personnel sustainment, military education and training, competency management, military and civilian quality of life activities, succession, goal setting, performance review and planning.



Perform Other Cost and Economic Analysis



Perform any cost or economic analysis that is not already routinely performed, in order to meet specific cost or economic information requirements. Examples include economic impact studies, cost scenario building, parametric cost analysis, etc.



Perform Other Logistics Service



The variety of nonmateriel and support activities that are identified as services.



Perform Payment Consolidation



"This activity is the result of  the consolidated payment record out to financial institutions and detailed payment records being returned to the appropriate entitlement area."



Perform Population Health Management



The primary goal of Population Health Management is to optimize the health, health planning, and health management of all beneficiaries (retirees and active duty members). This is equally important for beneficiaries located at sustaining base locations as well as for those who may be in a deployment location. It is a shift away from clinical crisis interventions to a focus on health promotion, disease and injury prevention and community-based wellness. Groups are identified within the established population, prioritized and programs / processes are developed which are designed to improve the overall health status of these groups.



Perform Procurement and Acquisition



Perform Procurement and Acquisition is comprised of activities that begin the identification of goods and service requirements, the validation of the approval and budget allocation ("funding") followed by the completion of the acquisition.  Our procurement and acquisition activities cover the range of requirements from simple, low cost goods and services through major, highly complex weapons systems.



Perform Real Property Asset Management



The process of executing Real Property asset management to include analysis of demand, optimal utilization of assets, and effective maintenance of those assets.



Perform Real Property Disposal



The process of executing Real Property disposal actions that include: disposal method, disposal schedule, creation of data record that includes all information associated with the disposition of a specific Real Property asset or equipment and verification of final disposition.



Perform Real Property Disposal Tasks



The process of performing a Disposal of a Real Property Asset.  This disposal can be accomplished through a demolition, a lease to the public, or transfer to an external Department of Defense organization.



Perform Real Property Initial Inspection and Diagnosis



The process of performing the initial Real Property diagnosis to determine the maintenance activities that are needed to fix the defects (if there are any) and to determine any additional repairs/overhauls that may be required to bring the equipment to specification.



Perform Real Property Space Management



The process of executing Real Property space management that includes maintaining real property, resources, requirements, and assignments.  Supporting actions of this activity could be acquiring real property, providing real property services, reallocating real property, and the negotiation of real property interests.



Perform Return To Vendor



The process for returning defective, warranty, recall, or non-conforming product in compliance with appropriate replacement or credit policies.



Perform Revenue Estimate



The process of preparing the detailed revenue estimates necessary to support management decision making.



Perform Strategic Planning and Budgeting



Process of establishing Strategic direction and planning and budgeting based on performance against that direction.



Perform Variance Analysis



The analysis of how actual results compare to budgeted or estimated results. Includes not only the magnitude of the variance, but also the causes of it.



Plan Acquisition and Sourcing Strategy



The identification of near-term and long-term procurement needs and the associated planning necessary to support the achievement of a budget allocation and develop a comprehensive Purchase Plan.  Ensures program requirements are realized and necessary internal and external interfaces managed.  Utilizes performance guidance and evaluation metrics to trigger control activities.



Plan Health Services



Create an individualized, issue-focused plan of services that utilizes the appropriate level of care and resources to ensure quality and cost-effective outcomes. All plans of care will incorporate care management, case management, wellness, and disease management strategies.



Plan Logistics and Environmental/Installation Service



The process of developing, designing, and configuring the activities required to project and sustain the force.



Plan Maintenance



The process of balancing maintenance resources against operational requirements to develop the maintenance schedule.



Plan Materiel Resource



The process of establishing the sourcing or inventory plan to meet logistics and environmental/installation services requirements.



Plan Other Logistics Service



The process of balancing Other Logistics Service resources against operational requirements to develop the Other Logistics Service Plan.



Plan Purchase



Activity associated with determining the plan to acquire vendor provided goods and services that satisfies the Confirmed Acquisition Requirement.  This activity includes identification of the method of procurement and the Sourcing contract strategy (i.e., contracting requirements), use of existing Sourcing contracts and/or the routing of the requirement to a Center of Excellence (Strategic Souring "To Be solution)).  Other activities that may be required are the identification of program risks, milestones, funding, security, information assurance, etc. based on the complexity of the requirement. Actions that are included are Formulate Purchase Plans, Identify Sourcing Strategy, Forecast Costing, Approve Purchase Plans. Matches a Confirmed Acquisition Requirement with budgeted funds.



Plan Return



The development of a return/disposal process for all materiel planning levels.



Plan Transportation



The development and communication of the Transportation Plan to all affected groups.



Post Data to General Ledger



Posting the financial transactions to the standard general ledger and categorization of the financial data.



Post Financial Data



Process of posting summarized financial data to the General Ledger.



Post Property/Plant/Equipment Data to Subledger



Process of recording Property/Plant/Equipment data to the sub ledger.



Potential Information Product Matches



The process of comparing requirement controls to issues.  Analysis includes the application of business rules and information assurance controls.



Prepare Cost Benefit Analysis



Analyze both financial and non-financial costs and benefits in order to support the evaluation of alternatives and aid in the decision making process. This could include economic and environmental impacts of proposed alternatives



Prepare Cost/Revenue Estimate



The process of preparing the detailed cost and/or revenue estimates necessary to provide information to support management decision making.



Prepare Financial Compliance Requirement Feedback



Preparation and distributions of a requirement notification to the information requirement requestor.



Prepare Financial Statements



Preparing certified financial statements for external compliance.  For example, Statement of Net Condition and Balance Sheet.



Prepare Financial Statements Narrative/Footnotes



Process of generating footnotes and documenting significant issues through analysis of the trial balance and related non financial data.



Prepare Funding Adjustment Request



Developing adjustments based upon funding availability resulting from revisions to business unit goal/target performance and any unfunded requirements.



Prepare Information Product



Collect, transform, and analyze data to meet information needs.



Prepare Post Closing Data for Analysis



Process of consolidating the trial balance and associated non financial data for analysis.



Prepare Travel Order



The process of gathering information necessary to create a travel order for temporary or relocation travel for individual or group travel (e.g.  approved commitment,  estimates of meals, lodgging and transportation cost).



Prepare Working Trial Balance



Process of constructing an interim statement of all the open debit and credit items in a double-entry ledger.



Prepare/Finalize Real Property Receipt Documentation



The process of preparing and finalizing Real Property receipt documentation.



Present Business Unit Program and Budget



Business Units present their Program and Budget Submission



Prioritize Funded and Unfunded Business Unit Programs



Utilizing the impact on program performance and risk, the business unit prioritizes the alternatives.



Prioritize Funded and Unfunded Department of Defense Programs



Department of Defense sorts resourcing options and selects which options it can effectively fund.



Prioritize Real Property Disposal Solution Option



The process of prioritizing Real Property disposal solution options in order to facilitate  Real Property disposals.  Supporting actions of this activity could be the Prioritization of solution sets, the obtainment of necessary approvals, and the development of an execution plan.



Prioritize Real Property Materiel Solution



The process of ranking Real Property materiel solution options, in order to have appropriate materiel and equipment on hand, at the right time, to facilitate efficient work performance.



Prioritize Real Property Solution Set



The process of ranking Real Property solution set options against operational requirements.  This includes the selection of a Real Property acquisition, sustainment, restoration, modernization, or disposal solution item.



Prioritize Standard Accounting Code/Methodology Change Recommendations



The analysis and prioritzation of accepted change proposals based on resource constraints and other issues.



Prioritize and Approve Business Unit Resourcing Options



The business unit evaluates the advantages and disadvantages of each of the alternative business unit resourcing options to include impact on program performance and risk.  The alternatives are prioritized and a determination is made to what will be funded and unfunded for purposes of developing the Business Unit Future Year Defense Program.



Prioritized Real Property Maintenance Solution Option



The process of prioritizing the Real Property maintenance solution option activities.  This priority looks at  the available asset and the ability to perform work, based on skill or contract availability, and the availability of required materiel.



Process Collection



Crediting the account upon payment received. This activity includes performing research on the unidentified payment to determine if it can be applied to the receivable/debt.



Process Collection/Account Receivable and Manage Cash



The Collection/Account Receivable and Manage Cash activity collects and applies cash, and establishes and tracks receivables and debts. This process includes managing Department of Defense (DoD) cash with the United States Treasury Department. These processes will take place within a DoD center of excellence.



Process Debt Deposit



The recording of cash or the cash like instrument due the Department of Defense for external debts. Could be a payroll deduction for any individual receiving payments from the Department of Defense.



Process Discrepancy



Based on type of discrepancy determine whether it is valid and if it can be written off, or if additional discussions need to take place to rectify the discrepancy.



Process Invoice Deposit



The recording of cash or the cash like instrument due the Department of Defense for external sales.



Process Payment Request



This activity reviews the propriety of payables data (invoices, credit memorandums, overpayment notifications,  etc.) by comparing payables data to the purchase contract line level data.  This activity also includes the review for duplicate payment.



Process Referred Debt



Activity that reduces the amount to be paid to a vendor either partially or completely by a referred debt amount.   The portion of the payable that represents the amount(s) by which a payable is partially reduced, is the amount for which a payment to a third party(s) (other than the vendor/contractor) will be created in the Disbursing Process.



Process Routine Payment Requests



"This activity collects payment information from all entitlement areas and reviews request for cancel or suspend payments. The suspend payment request will temporary prevent a payment from being processed pending further instructions from the requester. The cancel request will prevent a payment from being processed.  This Activity is composed of Payroll Payment Request , Travel Payment Request, Entitlement Selected for Payment, and Tax Payment Request. Output results in Approved Payment."



Process Uncollectables



Determined that the dollar amount threshold was too small and or collection activity was unable to resolve.



Processed Miscellaneous Receipt



Once it has been determined that the fund/payments can not be applied to a receivable/debt and after all research has been exhausted, the funds will be sent/returned to the US Treasury.



Produce Draft Financial Statements



Production of initial financial statements for review and analysis.



Propose Code Structure/Methodology Change



Development of change proposal based on analysis of customization requirements or other issues.



Propose Issue Resolution



Potential resolution of issues provided back to the information requirement requestor.



Propose Recommendation



Potential resolution of issues provided back to the information requirement requestor.



Provide Family Support



The processes that provide family support programs such as family care plan, dependent care plan, relocation assistance, family support center, Exceptional Family Member Program, casualty notification/counseling, family student travel program, etc. for eligible recipients.



Provide Financial Compliance Requirement Feedback



Financial and compliance requirements feedback is provided using established dictionary elements. Feedback is provided to determine timing requirements back to the requestor.



Rationalize Information Product



Recommend and analyze information products for consolidation and/or elimination based on predetermined evaluation criteria.



Receive Collected Data



Receive data that has been assembled for use in the preparation of compliance or management information products (reports).



Receive Data and Information



The reception of detailed information from source process transactions related to business events into the accounting/cost accounting process. This includes the segregation of the financial and non-financial detail from the transaction information.  The transaction information includes such information as the amount, the date, and various accounting code structure attributes.



Receive Financial Compliance Delivery Requirements



Delivery requirements received for financial compliance reporting methods, timing, and destination.



Receive Financial Compliance Form and Content Requirements



Form and content requirements are received into the reporting process through an information requirement.  This activity handles the processing of information requirements related to form and content of information products.



Receive Information Product Approval



The activity of receiving the confirmation of approval thus allowing dissemination of the information product.



Receive Management Report Delivery Requirements



Delivery requirements received for management reporting methods, timing, and destination.



Receive Management Report Form and Content Requirements



Receipt of management reporting form and content requirements.



Receive Materiel And Personnel For Transportation



The acceptance of equipment and personnel for movement.



Receive Materiel for Maintenance/Repair/Overhaul



Induction of product into maintenance organization/facility for inspection, testing, servicing, classification as to serviceability, repair, rebuilding, or reclamation.



Receive Materiel/Asset



The receipt of materiel/assets from the Vendors or other sources to fulfill the materiel/asset requirements.



Receive Order



The activity of receiving shipments at the warehouse either from a vendor or another warehouse or a customer that should be processed for proper put-away or disposal



Receive Real Property Disposal Requirement



The process of receiving a Real Property disposal requirement, prior to ensuring it is validated, documented, and identifies the tasks to complete the action. Supporting actions of this activity could be the determination of real property criteria, identification of desired results, and the definition of the work scope.  Additional actions of this activity could be the collection of data associated with it execution to include identification of parameters, sourcing of the information, determining the collection method, frequency of collection, cost of collection, and the capturing of the data.



Receive Real Property Disposal Resource



The process of receiving the Real Property disposal resource data and aligning it with the disposal tasks to be completed.  Supporting actions of this activity could be the identification of information required to collect, the owner of the information, stakeholder definition, and a validation of the real property scope. Additional actions of this activity could be the collection of data associated with the execution to include identification of parameters, sourcing of the information, determining the collection method, frequency of collection, cost of collection, and the capturing of the data.



Receive Real Property Disposal Resource Information



The process of receiving the Real Property disposal resource data that would align to tasks to be completed.  Supporting actions of this activity could be the identification of information required to collect, the owner of the information, stakeholder definition, and a validation of the real property scope.  Additional actions of this activity could be the collection of data associated with it execution to include identification of parameters, sourcing of the information, determining the collection method, frequency of collection, cost of collection, and the capturing of the data.



Receive Real Property Maintenance Requirement



The process of receiving a Real Property maintenance requirement, prior to ensuring it is validated, documented, and identifies the tasks to complete the action. Supporting actions of this activity could be the determination of real property criteria, identification of desired results, and the definition of the work scope.



Receive Real Property Maintenance Resource



The process of receiving Real Property maintenance resource data that would align the tasks needed in order to complete the work.  Supporting actions of this activity could be the identification of information required to collect, the owner of the information, stakeholder definition, and a validation of the real property scope.  Additional actions of this activity could be the collection of data associated with it execution to include identification of parameters, sourcing of the information, determining the collection method, frequency of collection, cost of collection, and the capturing of the data.



Receive Real Property Maintenance Resource Information



The process of receiving the Real Property maintenance resource data that would align to tasks to be completed.  Supporting actions of this activity could be the identification of information required to collect, the owner of the information, stakeholder definition, and a validation of the real property scope.  Additionally data management functions could be included.



Receive Real Property Materiel Requirement



The process of receiving a Real Property materiel (infrastructure or service whether internally generated or received from an external source) requirement to expand or improve existing capabilities to support the mission.



Receive Real Property Materiel Requirement Information



The process of receiving the Real Property materiel requirement for tasks to be completed.  Supporting actions of this activity could be the identification of information required to collect, the owner of the information, stakeholder definition, and a validation of the real property scope.  Additionally data management functions could be included.



Receive Real Property Materiel Resource



The process of receiving the Real Property materiel resource data that would align to tasks to be completed.  Supporting actions of this activity could be the identification of information required to collect, the owner of the information, stakeholder definition, and a validation of the real property scope.  Additional actions of this activity could be the collection of data associated with it execution to include identification of parameters, sourcing of the information, determining the collection method, frequency of collection, cost of collection, and the capturing of the data.



Receive Real Property Materiel Resource Information



The process of receiving the Real Property materiel resource data that would align to tasks to be completed.  Supporting actions of this activity could be the identification of information required to collect, the owner of the information, stakeholder definition, and a validation of the real property scope.  Additional actions of this activity could be the collection of data associated with it execution to include identification of parameters, sourcing of the information, determining the collection method, frequency of collection, cost of collection, and the capturing of the data.



Receive Unapproved Packaged Information



Acceptance of unapproved packaged information.  Unapproved packaged information is sent to the customer for approval.



Receive and Synthesize Real Property Leading Practices



The process of identifying, receiving and synthesizing a specific existing Real Property function or process that will result in the quantifiable improvement of real property performance.   Supporting actions of this activity could be the collection of data associated with it execution to include identification of parameters, sourcing of the information, determining the collection method, frequency of collection, cost of collection, and the capturing of the data.



Receive and Validate Real Property Operational Requirement



The process of  assessing the validity of operational requirements relative to the Real Property mission.



Reconcile Deposits with US Treasury and Financial Institutions



This process makes sure all of the deposits and payments that were received by the United States Treasury Department and financial institutions have been reconciled with the Department of Defenses books.  Reconcile the summary bank deposits to the detail accounts receivable.



Record Financial Compliance Delivery Issues



Issues identified where requested requirements do not match with available delivery mechanisms.



Record Financial Compliance Form and Content Issues



Issues identified where requirements do not match with available data elements or required formats.



Record Management Report Delivery Issues



Issues identified where requested requirements do not match with available delivery mechanisms, timing, or distribution.



Record Management Report Form and Content Issues



Management reporting form and content issues identified where requirements do not match with available data elements, standard forms or formats.



Record Real Property Receipt



The process of recording Real Property receipt documentation, conveyance document and related data onto the DD Form 1354.



Record Receipt



The activity of recording information on the quality, quantity and the discrepancies of the material received.



Recruit Candidate



All activities associated with planning and conducting recruitment and placement actions to fill a position.



Refer Health Care Beneficiary for Service



Guide the beneficiary to appropriate health care services / locations and communicate the referral(s) to internal and external providers. (i.e., referral processing).



Reprioritize Business Unit Program Requirements



The process of reprioritizing program requirements for purposes of determining reallocation of funding amongst the programs.



Resolve Issues



Soultions are identified, resolved and reported back to the information requirement requestor for Financial Compliance information products that have issues



Resolve Management Information Product Issues



Solutions are identified, resolved and reported back to the information requirement requestor for Management Information Products that have issues.



Resolve Match Exceptions



This activity resolves unmatched payables through a review of the match exception (discrepancies) identified in the Resolve Match Exception process.  Problems are identified and those responsible for problem resolution are notified.  For example, corrected receiving report.  Resolution of the match exception provides data necessary to determine payable payment date.



Respond to Inquiries



The process of replying to questions or information asked by the public, Congressional committees, staffers or others about DoD strategic planning and budgeting information.  Replies are developed with the assistance of the Office of Legislative Affairs, Office of Public Affairs, and/or OMB.



Retrieve and Verify Health Care Beneficiary Information



Collect, record, and update a core set of information to ensure accurate beneficiary identification and health plan information.



Review Accounting Process



Review of accounting activities and issues log to identify process corrections or improvements and changes to policy and guidance.



Review Business Objective Compliance



The process of reviewing business plan objectives from Acquisition, Logistics and Human Resources to ensure they support achievment of the business unit goals and objectives.  Validated business goals are included in the overall business unit plan.



Review Business Unit Program and Budget Submission



Department of Defense reviews and validates the Business Units Program and Budget Submissions.  Process includes the presentation of budget submission by Business Units and negotiations of funding requirements by trading off goals established versus resources required.



Review Customer/Vendor Information



The process of reviewing and verifying the information that has been provided to the Department of Defense by the customer/vendor deemed accurate.



Review Fund Request



Process of verifying commitment requests to the approved business plan and the amount of funding remaining available for spending against a particular program.



Review Maintenance Requests



The review of requests for changes to accounting and charge codes to determine whether new codes need to be created or not, or whether existing codes should be modified.



Review Mandated Adjustments to Chart of Accounts



Review chart of account changes provided by FMEA Management.  These changes could include changes to the US Standard General Ledger (USSGL, i.e. first 4 digits) or changes to the attributes following the USSGL.



Review Proposed Changes



Process of coordinating review of change proposals with functional and operational entities to determine change impact.



Review Resource Efficiency



The process of reviewing business plan assessments from Acquisition, Logistics and Human Resources to ensure the most efficient resource requirements to meet the business unit objective.  Validated business plan requirements are needed to evaluate alternative resourcing options.



Review Segmented Information



This activty includes a high level review of the preliminary financial statements using the detailed accounting analysis and the preliminary financial statement accounts in order to identify any significant variances or trends (e.g. from period to period) requiring explanation.



Review Standard Accounting Code/Methodology Change Recommendations



The analysis of accepted change proposals related to compliance



Review Working Trial Balance



Trial balance review and analysis to identify discrepancies, variances and unusual account balance fluctuations.



Review Working Trial Balance and Identify Issues



Trial balance review and analysis to identify discrepancies, variances and unusual account balances occurring such as month to month or year to year comparisons.



Review and Approve Business Unit Performance Plan



This process reviews and approves the final business unit performance plan that includes the business unit and funcional goals, objectives, performance metrics and targets.



Review and Approve Performance Plan



This process involves the development of the overall plan against which performance indicators will be created to measure a program's ongoing performance.



Review and Approve Trial Balance



Financial review and certification of the trial balance for accuracy and completeness.



Review and Identify Closing Requirements



Breakdown of the closing calendar to identify specific activities, individual responsibilities and timelines for the closing process.



Review and Publish Financial Statements Narrative/Footnotes



Evaluation and approval of proposed financial statements narratives and footnotes by management.



Review and Submit Business Unit Program and Budget



The business unit budget submission is reviewed and approved by the business unit executive manager for submission to the Department of Defense.  The business unit budget submission may include business unit funding issues.



Review and Submit President's Budget



Department of Defense reviews proposed President's Budget exhibits and submits them to the Office of Management and Budget.



Review for Legal and Regulatory Compliance



This activty is a legal and regulatory compliance review of the preliminary financial statement accounts in order to identify any significant omissions or violations of applicable laws or regulations.



Review/Analyze Financial Statements



The analysis of the draft financial statements to identify issues for narratives and support.



Revise Chart of Accounts



Make the mandated changes to the Chart of Accounts.  These changes could include changes to the US Standard General Ledger (USSGL, i.e. first 4 digits) or changes to the attributes following the USSGL.



Revise Logistics Procedure



The process of gathering and revising information to help assist in the development of Logistics procedures.



Schedule Health Care Services and Check-in Patient



Obtain and verify a core set of information (eligibility, enrollment, demographics, Primary Care Manager, case manager, special programs and personal preferences) and schedule a service or "set" of services for beneficiaries. Check-In occurs when the beneficiary arrives at the care delivery site or service site and all required information is collected and available to perform the service.



Schedule Maintenance



The process of developing a detailed executable schedule of all activities performed in the attempt to retain an item maintained in one area in specified condition by providing systematic inspection, detection, and prevention of unplanned failures.



Schedule Materiel Resource



The process of developing a detailed executable schedule for a specific location over a fixed time period that involves the appropriation of material or supplies resources to meet actual or expected requirements.



Schedule Other Logistics Service



The process of developing a detailed executable schedule for a specific location that addresses all service capabilities and requirements needed to perform a service obligation to an organization.



Schedule Return



The process of developing a detailed executable schedule for a specific location that addresses all return capabilities and requirements needed to perform a materiel return into the logistics process or back to the vendor and the disposal of excess, obsolete, or unserviceable materiel.



Schedule Transportation



The process of developing a detailed executable schedule for a specific location that addresses all transportation capabilities and requirements needed to perform a transportation obligation to an organization.



Segment Financial Information



This activity includes the creation of draft financial statements that will be used to support the certification of the working trial balance.



Select Candidate



Activities associated with evaluation and selection of a candidate for a position (such as, evaluate synergy between the individual's strengths and needs to the goals of the team or project).



Select Cost/Revenue Estimating Technique



The selection of the appropriate cost estimating technique(s) to best meet the needs of the evaluated estimate requirements.



Select Financial Compliance Data Requirements



Determine the financial compliance data elements used to satisfy the customer information requirement.  The selection includes financial, financially relevant, notes (text) and graphical data.  This does not include the specific data, just the data type.



Select Financial Compliance Delivery Detail



Approved information product for the financial and compliance delivery requirements.



Select Financial Compliance Form and Content



This activity examines the form and content details of an information requirement that requests a financial compliance information product to determine if the required details are new or have previously been handled.  If standard form and content has been set up to meet the requirement it will be used.  If a standard form and content has not be established a form and content issue results.  The issue is combined with any matching delivery issues and all will be resolved when feedback is provided to the information requirement requestor with an information requirement response.



Select Financial Compliance Format Requirements



Determine the financial compliance format used to satisfy the customer information requirement.  Includes standard forms and required formats as governed by guidance such as, OMB guidance for Form and Content.



Select Management Data Elements



Determine the management report data elements used to satisfy the customer information requirement.  The selection includes financial, financially relevant, notes (text) and graphical data. This does not include the specific data, just the data type.



Select Management Report Form or Format



Determine the management report format used to satisfy the customer information requirement.  Includes standard forms and ad hoc format.



Select Potential Match



The activity to identify an existing information product to satisfy the information requirement.



Select Real Property Disposal Requirements to Fulfill



The process of selecting Real Property disposal requirements that must be fulfilled.  Supporting actions of this activity could be the determination of the analysis type, the selection of relevant data, the selection of parameters, the transformation and synthesis of data, and the generation of a solution set.



Select Real Property Maintenance Parameters



The process of setting logical Real Property maintenance parameters associated with  Real Property maintenance requirements.



Select Real Property Maintenance Requirements to Fulfill



The process of selecting Real Property maintenance requirements that must be fulfilled.  Supporting actions of this activity could be the determination of the analysis type, the selection of relevant data, the selection of parameters, the transformation and synthesis of data, and the generation of a solution set.



Select Real Property Materiel Requirements to Fulfill



The process of selecting Real Property materiel requirements that must be fulfilled.  Supporting actions of this activity could be the determination of the analysis type, the selection of relevant data, the selection of parameters, the transformation and synthesis of data, and the generation of a solution set.



Select Real Property Parameters



The process of setting logical Real Property maintenance parameters associated with  Real Property maintenance materiels.



Select Relevant Real Property Data



The process of identifying the appropriate Real Property data from information gathered, in order to determine a solution that meets operational requirements.  Supporting actions of this activity could be the determination of the analysis type, the selection of relevant data, the selection of parameters, the transformation and synthesis of data, and the generation of a solution set.



Select Relevant Real Property Disposal Data



The process of identifying the appropriate Real Property disposal data from information gathered, in order to determine a solution that meets operational requirements.



Select Relevant Real Property Maintenance Data



The process of identifying the appropriate Real Property maintenance data from information gathered, in order to determine a solution that meets operational requirements.



Select and Approve Department of Defense Long-Range Goals



The process of identifying and choosing the strategic or long-range objectives that support the mission stated or implied in the National Security Strategy, National Military Strategy Assessment, and Defense Capability plan.  These objectives will be used to develop the Defense Budget.



Select and Approve Department of Defense Strategies



Select the Department of Defense's approach that will best support the Defense Capability, National Military Strategy Assessment, and Quadrennial Defense Review in meeting the Department's mission, vision, and corporate goals that support the current and future operations.



Set Credit Limit



The limit of credit extended based on analysis of customer/vendor's credit report, etc.



Settle Payment/Disbursement Transactions



Settle payment/disbursing transactions insures all notifications from disbursing includes electronic fund transfer payment are reconciled with what US Treasury actually paid.



Source Real Property Integrated Resources



The process of identifying resources to be used in order to execute the Real Property Integrated Execution Plan.



Stage Materiel



The activity of staging packaged materiel to facilitate the optimization of the loading and delivery of shipments



Stage and Prepare Information



Reviewing financial transaction information and mapping to the general ledger chart of accounts. Process also captures and maps cost accounting information which is either utilized to populate reporting and cost analysis or provided at a summary level to the general ledger.



Store Information Product



The process of determining and executing the storage details of information products, data, and business rules to allow for the complete reconstruction of the product at any point in time in the future.



Structure Financial Data and Information



Process of determining the correct accounts to which financial data should be posted.



Structure Non Financial Data and Information



Process of determining the correct accounts to which non financial data should be posted.



Structure Organization/Position



Activities that provide information on peacetime authorizations and wartime requirements which may include monitoring or updating Department of Defense (DoD) position structure and definition.



Submit Response to Staffer/Committee



Response to questions is provided to Congress and hearings are performed with the assistance of the Office of Legislative Affairs.



Summarize Data



The activity of aggregating transaction level data.



Summarize Organized Financial Data



Process to summarize organized financial data at a level necessary for posting to the General Ledger.



Summarize Working Trial Balance Issues



The final summarization of working trial balance issues identified during closing that need to be researched indepth to determine cause and effect.



Support Community Outreach



Provide education services and medical advice to community, including beneficiaries.



Support Health Care Benefit Education and Community Service



Orient the beneficiary to their benefits and the available services. In addition, receipt of services is tracked and beneficiary profiles are updated to reflect status. Also provide education services and medical advice to community, including beneficiaries.



Support Morale, Welfare and Recreation Programs



The processes that support fitness, recreational, social, retail and civic activities for eligible recipients.



Support Performance Evaluation Process



Use same definition as old activity.



Support Promotion Process



The activities associated with promotion or advancement of personnel to include determination of eligibility (e.g., warrant officer), recommendation processing and/or board consideration, selection/non-selection notification, and orders (such as, Enlisted Personnel promoted to Warrant Officer, Human Resources Assistant promoted to Human Resources Specialist, etc.).



Suspend Payment



"A suspend payment request has been received from an entitlement area.  If a status is not received within 24 hours, the payment will be canceled and returned to the entitlement area.  If a suspend payment request is processed, the requestor is sent a suspend payment notification."



Timeline Real Property Integrated Plan Tasks



The process of identifying the schedule for integrated plan tasks.



Timeline Real Property Strategic Objective



The process of setting objectives for accomplishing specific tasks and milestones in the Real Property strategic task plan.



Track Labor Distribution



The analysis of labor distribution cost elements.



Track Real Property Space Assignment



The process of tracking Real Property space assignment and maintaining information about the occupancy and use of a Real Property asset.  Supporting actions of this activity could be acquiring real property, providing real property services, reallocating real property, and the negotiation of real property interests.



Track Time and Attendance



The analysis of labor distribution cost elements.



Track/Update/Finalize Construction In Progress/Payable Data



The process of ensuring the Construction In Progress information is current for an Asset during the construction activities of acquisition or restoration/modernization.



Transfer Maintained Materiel



The movement or transfer of materiel/assets upon completion maintenance to the end user or to inventory.



Transform/Synthesize Real Property Data



The process of comparing the relevant Real Property data against the measurable factors and parameters selected to determine the solution set.



Transform/Synthesize Real Property Disposal Data



The process of comparing the relevant Real Property Disposal data against the measurable factors and parameters selected to determine the solution set.



Transform/Synthesize Real Property Maintenance Data



The process of comparing the relevant Real Property Maintenance data against the measurable factors and parameters selected to determine the solution set.



Transport Materiel And Personnel



The movement of material, equipment and personnel to destination.



Triage to Appropriate Level of Health Care



Direct beneficiaries to the appropriate level of care or health care service within an appropriate amount of time, using protocols and best practices. In peacetime, this includes sending a beneficiary to the same day clinic based on signs and symptoms. In wartime (in care under fire), this includes tactical field combat casualty evacuation care.



Unite Approval with Package



The activity of combining the approval with the packaged information.



Unite Collected and Summarized Data Format



Transformed information is structured using format detail for financial compliance, recurring management, and ad hoc information products.



Unite Collected and Summarized Data with Format



Collected and summarized data is structured using format detail for financial compliance, recurring management, and ad hoc information products.



Update Asset Information



The process of updating Real Property asset information such as: asset type, location, asset specifications, status of asset, ownership, financial data, and disposition.  Supporting actions of this activity could be acquiring real property, providing real property services, reallocating real property, and the negotiation of real property interests.



Update Materiel and Asset Record



The process of recording (updating) financial and nonfinancial data. The data consists of ownership, location, cost, depreciation, disposal, etc.



Update Real Property Asset Record



The process of updating Real Property asset records with such information as: asset type, location, asset specifications, status of asset, ownership, financial data, and disposition.



Validate Credit and Grant Worthiness



Determines a standard assessment creating expressed in alphanumeric character to determine individuals credit and grant worthiness.



Validate Expense/Reimbursable Claim



The process of calculating authorized expenses incurred during an individual's permanent change of duty location.



Validate Payables Data



This activity reviews the propriety of payables data (invoices, credit memorandums, overpayment notifications,  etc.) by comparing payables data to pre-established criteria to ensure that data is valid.  For example, invoice date (invoice date year of 3002 is invalid) and purchase contract identifiers are verified.  This activity also includes the review for duplicate payment.



Validate Real Property Asset Information



The process on ensuring the Real Property asset information is complete, correct and timely.  Supporting actions of this activity could be conducting a physical inventory, performing a statistical analysis, executing real property management database queries, testing and adjusting the real property data.



Validate Real Property Disposal Requirement



The process of reviewing, analyzing, and verifying the Real Property disposal requirement.  Supporting actions of this activity could be conducting a physical inventory, performing a statistical analysis, executing real property management database queries, testing and adjusting the real property data.



Validate Real Property Disposal Resource



The process of reviewing, analyzing, and verifying  Real Property disposal resource information.  Supporting actions of this activity could be conducting a physical inventory, performing a statistical analysis, executing real property management database queries, testing and adjusting the real property data.



Validate Real Property Inventory



The process of validating and confirming Real Property inventory that includes:  conducting a physical inventory for Real Property assets,  and make corrections to Real Property asset record.  These corrections include such things as existence, condition, usage, and capacity information.  Supporting actions of this activity could be conducting a physical inventory, performing a statistical analysis, executing real property management database queries, testing and adjusting the real property data.



Validate Real Property Maintenance Requirement



The process of reviewing and validating the Real Property maintenance requirement against established parameters.  Supporting actions of this activity could be conducting a physical inventory, performing a statistical analysis, executing real property management database queries, testing and adjusting the real property data.



Validate Real Property Maintenance Resource



The process of reviewing and verifying Real Property maintenance resource information that includes maintenance requirements, facility data, and the personnel, equipment and material resources needed, in a given timeline, to satisfy the  maintenance requirements.



Validate Real Property Materiel Requirement



The process of reviewing and validating the Real Property materiel requirement against established criteria.  C59Supporting actions of this activity could be conducting a physical inventory, performing a statistical analysis, executing real property management database queries, testing and adjusting the real property data.



Validate Real Property Materiel Resource



The process of reviewing and verifying Real Property materiel resource information that includes material resources needed, in a given timeline, to satisfy the C45materiel requirements.  Supporting actions of this activity could be conducting a physical inventory, performing a statistical analysis, executing real property management database queries, testing and adjusting the real property data.



Validate Real Property Project Progress



The process of validating and confirming Real Property project progress such as validating a contractor's statement of progress or service to be consistent with observed progress in the quality assurance process.



Validate Travel Funds Availability



The process of validating commitment funds to authorize a funded travel request for Temporary or Permanent Travel.  Travel and transportation at Government expense may be directed only  when officially justified, and by means which meet mission requirements consistent with good management practices.



Verify Health Care Beneficiary Eligibility



Determine in real time the beneficiary's eligibility to receive services based upon their level of benefit.



Verify Other Logistics Service Quality Assurance



The process of ensuring quality assurance of all assets or materiel.



ICOM Arrow/Information Exchange



10 USC: Armed Forces



The portion of the United States Code (USC) that governs the Armed Forces.



15 USC: Commerce & Trade



The portion of the United States Code (USC) that governs commerce and trade.



16 USC: Conservation



The portion of the United States Code (USC) that governs conservation to include conservation programs on government lands and military parks.



20 USC: Education



The portion of the United States Code (USC) that governs Education.



29 USC: Labor



The portion of the United States Code (USC) that governs Labor.



30 USC: Mineral Lands & Mining



The portion of the United States Code (USC) that governs mineral lands and mining to include lease of mineral deposits.



31 USC: Money & Finance



The portion of the United States Code (USC) that governs Money and Finance



32 USC: National Guard



The portion of the United States Code (USC) that governs the National Guard



33 USC: Navigation & Navigable Waters

The portion of the United States Code (USC) that governs government organization and employees.



50 USC: War & National Defense



The portion of the United States Code (USC) that governs War and National Defense



ADA



The Anti-Deficiency Act (ADA) places limitations on expending and obligating amounts.  Makes it illegal for an officer or employee of the United States Government to make or authorize and expenditure or obligation exceeding an amount available in an appropriation or fund for the expenditure or obligation.



Accepted Asset



Asset that has passed incoming inspection at the warehouse/individual level.



Accepted Change Proposal



Changes that have been through the review process and accepted by management.



Accepted Materiel



Materiel that has passed incoming inspection at the warehouse.



Accepted Real Property Cost



The total cost of a Real Property asset upon completion and receipt.



Account Receivable Penalty



A penalty, usually a fee or percentage that is assessed to past due receivable and is sent out to the customer/vendor or individual for collection.



Account Receivable Unidentified Receipt



Receipts received that cannot be identified to a receivable by an agency.  The unidentified receipt will be forwarded to U.S. Treasury for deposit in Miscellaneous Receipt account.



Accounting Adjustment Recommendation



A recommendation to make an adjustment in the balance of a particular account in the general ledger, as requested by a Budget role.



Accounting Analysis



The analysis of working trial balance information to determine the accuracy of the data contained in the trial balance submitted to the trial balance certifier in support of the trial balance certification.



Accounting Change Proposal



A recommendation to change the accounting code structure, chart of accounts or accounting methodology that has been issued for review by impacted organizations.



Accounting Code Maintenance Request



A request for a change/update/creation of the accounting code structure or the accounting code itself.



Accounting Code Maintenance Requirement



A requirement for a change/update/creation of the accounting code structure or the accounting code itself.



Accounting Code Modification



A modification to the existing accounting codes.



Accounting Code Revision



Information necessary to communicate approved change to the codes used within the existing standard accounting code structure.



Accounting Code Structure



The format and required data elements of an accounting code needed to capture financial information at the necessary level of detail for posting to the General Ledger.



Accounting Code Structure Alternative



Identification of choices in account code structure based on the analysis of commonality or customization requirements.



Accounting Code Structure Change Request



Request for a change in the standard accounting code structure from external sources such as agencies, services and other functional areas.



Accounting Code Structure Change Request and Justification



A summarization of both the accounting and cost accounting code change requests with the supporting reasons.



Accounting Code Structure Requirement



A need  for a change in the standard accounting code structure which is generated by external sources such as agencies, services and other functional areas.



Accounting Code Value Change



The change of one or more values in the fields of an accounting code.



Accounting Information Product



Information received to fulfill an accounting information requirement.



Accounting Information Product Response



A notification that contains information about a particular Accounting information product or information about the approval of a particular Accounting information product.



Accounting Information Requirement



A request for information to be used in the accounting analysis of financial and non-financial information.  Such a request could include historical information, trend analysis information, and ratio comparisons.  This request identifies the requirements for form, content, and delivery details.   The timing, medium and method for distribution are also provided.



Accounting Information Requirement Response



Accepted or rejected notification to an Accounting information requirement.



Accounting Key Performance Indicator



A measure of business performance within the General/Cost Accounting process.



Accounting Legislation



Law that applies to the various accounting processes.  This includes:  Federal Financial Managers Act of 1996, Federal Managers Financial Integrity Act of 1982, CFO Act of 1990, and Accounting and Auditing Act.



Accounting Methodology



A method of performing accounting functions. For example,  making entries, or the processs of changing the standard accounting code structure.



Accounting Methodology Change Improvement



A recommendation that would improve/change how certain accounting entries should be calculated.  For example, depreciation calculations or inventory valuation methods.



Accounting Methodology Requirement



A requirement by a business or accounting organization to change how certain accounting transactions are recorded/calculated/determined to more accurately reflect the financial result of a business transaction.



Accounting Process Improvement Direction



Identifies potential Process Improvements after performing post closing review and analysis.



Accounting Process Issue



Identifies any problems/issues during the accounting process. Examples of issues or problems could be a financial categorization, process bottleneck or systems problem.



Accounting Requirement



A requirement by a business or accounting organization to modify the Chart of Accounts, Accounting Code Structure, Cost Accounting Code Structure, or the Accounting Code itself.



Accounting Standards



Policies that applies to the various accounting processes.  These include: the Joint Financial Management Improvement Program; ITFM 1-6; FASAB 1-22; and GAO C30, F30, G10, I10, L40, and R20.



Accounting/Cost Requirement



Any requirement which has an impact upon either accounting or cost accounting functions. This includes information requests to accounting or cost accounting.



Accounts Payable Accounting Entry



Unpaid obligations for goods and services received in the ordinary course of business for which the total amount of the obligation is known and owed at the balance sheet date.  Includes obligations for the acquisition of raw materials, equipment, utilities, repairs, and many other types of goods and services received before the end of a period for which a payment has not been made.



Accounts Receivable Financial Data



Accounts Receivable Financial Data - is specific Financial data that is a financial transaction output generated from Accounts Receivable, and Collections. The data may be in United States Standard General Ledger.



Accounts Receivable Financial Information Product



An external accounts receivable financial report required by law, regulation, directive or policy.  Fiduciary responsibility is implied.  Includes Treasury reporting.



Accounts Receivable Financial Statement



The accounts receivable  presentation of the sum of financial transactions.



Accounts Receivable Information Product



Accounts Receivable information distributed for fulfilling an information requirement.  Information products are provided to both external and internal customers.



Accounts Receivable Information Product Response



A notification that contains information about a particular accounts receivable information product or information about the approval of a particular information product.



Accounts Receivable Information Requirement



Request for accounts receivable information that provides the requirements for form, content, and delivery details.  Includes request for information from both external and internal customers.



Accounts Receivable Information Requirement Response



Financial and compliance information providing timing requirements to the requestor.  For management reporting, the accounts receivable information requirement response can be an acceptance or rejection notification.



Accounts Receivable Management Information Product



Accounts Receivable Management information distributed for fulfilling an information requirement.  Information products are provided to both external and internal customers.



Accounts Receivable Non Financial Data



Accounts Receivable data not found in account balances or account detail but required for financial management and performance reporting. This includes financially relevant data about business events that trigger financial transactions.



Accounts Receivable Payment Notification



A notification is provided that a payment was received. This notification is the result of the liquidation of a internal debt or receivable.



Accounts Receivable Payment Request



The act of refunding money back to the vendor/customer who has made an overpayment to the Department of Defense (DoD).



Accounts Receivable Proactive Information Product Response



Response for accounts receivable proactive information that provides the requirements for form, content, and delivery details.  Includes request for information from both external and internal customers.



Accounts Receivable Proactive Information Requirement



Request for proactive accounts receivable information that provides the requirements for form, content and delivery details. Includes request for information from both external and internal customers. Content describes the required data to be included in the information product.



Accounts Receivable Proactive Information Requirement Response



Response for accounts receivable proactive information that provides the requirements for form, content, and delivery details.  Includes request for information from both external and internal customers.



Accounts Receivable Product Response



A notification that contains information about a particular accounts receivable information product or information about the approval of a particular information product.



Accounts Receivable Scorecard



A management reporting approach to align accounts receivable performance measurements to mission objectives.



Accounts Receivable Unapproved Information Product



Accounts Receivable information product that does not need approval prior to release for distribution.



Accounts Receivable and Cash Financial Information



Detail transaction information associated with the collection, accounts receivable, and cash management process.  Includes information such as accounts receivable balances by category, accounts receivable reserves, associated write-off, etc.



Accounts Receivable and Debt Written Off



This is the act of writing off a receivable or debt after all collection attempts have been made and this receivable/debt has been deemed as bad debt, consequently these need to be written off the Department of Defenses books



Accrual Accounting Entry



An accounting entry to record a liability for estimated unpaid obligations for services or benefits that have been received but not paid prior to a specified date.



Accrual Adjustment Accounting Entry



An adjustment to an accrual amount as a result of additional information received indicating the need for a change in estimate of the unpaid obligation.



Accrual Change Recommendation



Recommended changes to methodologies as pertain to items which necessitate the setting up of accruals



Accrual Change Request



A request by a business or accounting organization to change how certain accrual transactions are recorded/calculated/determined to more accurately reflect the financial result of a business transaction.



Accrual Reversal Accounting Entry



An accounting entry to record the reversal at the beginning of a period of an accrual made at the end of a prior period thereby, eliminating the amount of the prior accrual.



Accrual Reversal Information



Information indicating the need to reverse an accrual for the purpose of either reestablishing the accrual for a different amount or eliminating the accrual.



Accumulated Depreciation



The periodic depreciation expense accumulated from the date of acceptance.



Accumulated Government Leading Practice



Highly respected practice in government. It is an activity that looks outward to find best practice and high performance and then measures actual business operations against those goals.



Accumulated Government Leading Practices



Aggregate list of leading practices utilized by the government.



Accumulated Industry Leading Practice



Highly respected practice in the business world. It is an activity that looks outward to find best practice and high performance and then measures actual business operations against those goals.



Accumulated Industry Leading Practices



Aggregate list of leading practices utilized by the commercial industry.



Accumulated Non Financial Data



The collection of non financial data in preparation for posting to the General Ledger (e.g. hours, units).



Acknowledgement of Real Property Space Assignment



Customer's acceptance or refusal of a given space assignment.



Acquisition Business Plan Assessment



The identification of acquisition resources, both financial and non-financial, needed to accomplish the business goals and objectives derived from the Strategic Plan and the Defense Planning Guidance.  The assessment also provides financial and non-financial planning estimates for current year acquisition requirements.



Acquisition Business Plan Program Objective



The acquisition-based course of action intended to support the development of the Business Plan Assessment, which identifies services, opportunities or projects in  the Department of Defense.



Acquisition Commitment



An administrative reservation of funds requested by the acquisition community, based upon firm procurement requests, orders, directives, and equivalent instruments outstanding.



Acquisition Commitment Rejection



The denial of an administrative reservation of funds requested by Acquisition community, based upon firm procurement requests, orders, directives, and equivalent instruments outstanding; most often due to a lack of available funds or insufficient information.



Acquisition Commitment Request



An administrative acquisition request received by the comptroller from a requiring activity for the reservation of funds in anticipation of their obligation. The commitment may be based upon firm procurement directives, orders, requisitions, authorizations, or requests.



Acquisition Data



Consists of the following message activity: Purchase Card Data, Payable Data, Disbursement Data and Procurement Data.



Acquisition Execution Objective



Acquisition-based validated need or demand for personnel, equipment, facilities, services, or other resources needed to support a current year tactical mission or objective.  This validated need or demand may be a funded or unfunded requirement.



Acquisition Execution Requirement



Acquisition-based validated need or demand for personnel, equipment, facilities, services, or other resources needed to support military missions, threat deterrence, emerging technologies, and weapons system improvements. The validated need is included in the Business Plan.



Acquisition Financial Data



Acquisition financial data is acquisition financial transaction output generated from the Procurement, Payables, and Disbursing areas. The data may be in USSGL format and may constitute summarized and detailed account information which includes budgetary and proprietary account data.  Contains the following: Procurement Financial Data, Payable Financial Data, Disbursement Financial Data, and Purchase Card Financial Data.



Acquisition Information



Consists of the following message activity: Purchase Card Information, Payable Information, Disbursement Information and Procurement Information.



Acquisition Information Product



Acquisition information distributed for fulfilling an acquisition information requirement.



Acquisition Information Product Response



A response to a strategic planning and budgeting information requirement request.



Acquisition Information Requirement



Request for acquisition information that provides the requirements for form, content and delivery details. The timing, medium and method for distribution are provided.



Acquisition Information Requirement Response



Accepted or rejected notification to an acquisition information requirement.



Acquisition Non Financial Data



Acquisition data not found in account balances or account detail but required for financial management and performance reporting.  This includes financially relevant data about business events that trigger financial transactions such as those found in Payables e.g.. receipt of an invoice. Other examples or types of non financial data include operational statistics (labor hours), merchant category codes, metrics, narrative information and performance data.



Acquisition Planning Assessment



Parent message of Business Plan Assessment,  Program and Budget Clarification Response, and Strategic Plan Assessment.



Acquisition Planning Objective



Parent message of Business Plan Program Objective,  Strategic Plan Objective, and Program and Budget Clarification Request.



Acquisition Planning and Budgeting Information



A strategic Business Plan or current year objective that requires the identification and justification of financial and non-financial acquisition resources necessary to accomplish the objective.



Acquisition Planning and Budgeting Requirement



The identification and justification of Acquisition resources, both financial and non-financial, needed to support strategic and budgetary objectives, and the identification and execution of acquisition requirements during the current year.



Acquisition Program and Budget Clarification Request



Request to provide additional information necessary to more clearly explain acquisition needs or requirements of a program and its associated budget.



Acquisition Program and Budget Clarification Response



Clarification of the questions or documentation requested in support of the acquisition program and budget development.



Acquisition Request



The idenfication of a current year acquisition requirement for equipment, facilities, services, or other resources, that support a tactical mission or objective included in the Business Plan.



Acquisition Requirement Change Request



Request to requirements initiator by the Government, based on performance or proposed by the vendor/contractor/supplier requiring modification/change to the purchase contract. Examples of potential requirements changes include but are not limited to: Specification changes, changes to terms/conditions and price/cost adjustments.



Acquisition Strategic Plan Assessment



The translation of the Quadrennial Defense Review and National Military Strategy into the acquisition portion of the Strategic Plan that articulates the Department of Defense's desired operational capabilities, force structure, sustainment capability, and weapon system strategies.



Acquisition Strategic Plan Objective



The translation of the Quadrennial Defense Review and National Military Strategy into specified acquisition objectives that articulate the Department of Defense's desired operational capabilities, force structure, sustainment capability, and weapon system strategies. These objectives help to provide the basis for developing the Defense Budget and the Annual Performance Plan.



Acquisition Tactical Deficiency



Identification of a lack in acquisition resources needed to accomplish tactical objectives.



Acquisition Tactical Deficiency Assessment



The identification of acquisition resources, both financial and non-financial, needed to accomplish a current year requirement that is not included in the Business Plan.



Action Plan



Action Plans are the result of an analysis of program/project variances.  The action plan addresses any corrective actions needed to bring the program/project into compliance with the budget and/or supplemental activity.



Activity Assignment



Within a cost model, a representation of the actual cost flows through and between organizations. This representation will specify which activities are consumed by which cost objects, and the method selected (such as an activity driver) for measuring the consumption so that costs may be calculated.



Actual Billing



The billing for amounts earned and collected for material and services furnished by the Department of Defense. This billing also includes direct and indirect billings. All intergovernmental billings are handled as a direct cite billing.



Actual Unit Cost



It is the cost of producing one unit of output or providing one unit of service. Unit costs are determined by dividing the total cost (the sum of direct, indirect and G&A costs) of inputs used to produce outputs by the total quantity of units of output produced.  For major acquisition items, cost will include the contract cost as well as any cost to place or keep the item in service.



Additional Cost Analysis



Any other cost analysis not covered by the activities of cost estimating, cost benefit analyses, forecasting unit costs, cost driver analysis or cost variance analysis.



Adjusted Chart of Accounts



Revised chart of account line item information.  This can include revisions to the standard four digit USSGL structure, or to the attributes that follow that structure.



Adjusted Entitlement



A payable that was reduced either partially or completely by a referred debt amount.   The portion of the payable that represents the amount by which a payable is partially reduced, is the amount for which a payment to a third party (other than the vendor/contractor) will be created in the Disbursing Process.



Administrative Charge



A charge is put on by the Department of Defense for performing collections for referred debt.  This charge is assessed to a receivable or debt that is not paid per the terms and conditions that were established.



Advance Payment Bill



A bill generated when a customer has paid in advance.



Advance Payment Request



A notification is issued requiring full payment prior to shipping or completing a service.  This advance payment is requested for customers who do not have an established credit or have a poor credit history.  This is synonymous with a down payment.



Advance Shipping Notice



Advance Shipping Notice (ASN) is the information about a shipment that is sent from the shipping entity (warehouse, vendor, etc.,) to the receiving entity (warehouse, customer, etc.,) in advance of the arrival of the shipment.  ASN gives the receiving entity information that is used for planning purposes.



Adverse Action Profile Request



An update to the profile as a result of an adverse action.



Aged Liability



An accounts payable entry for which the number of days outstanding from the payment due date has been calculated.



Aged Receivable Data



An aged report contains a combination of all of the receivables showing the aged data. This information is required to determine the charge that is assessed to a receivable or debt that is not paid per the terms and conditions.



Analysis Accuracy



Performance indicators designed to measure the accuracy of the analysis of information in the accounting process



Analysis Performance Indicator



Performance management indicators for the analysis performed within the accounting process related to timeliness, accuracy, completeness and compliance



Analysis Timeliness



Performance indicators designed to measure the timelines of the analysis of information in the accounting process



Analysis of Alternative Information Requirement Response



Accepted or rejected notification to an Analysis of Alternative information requirement.



Analysis of Alternatives Data



Data needed to support analysis of alternative plans including gross cost data (ABC, prior performance data, FYDP data), industry capability analysis, joint manpower/material readiness assessment, and total lifecycle costs.



Analysis of Alternatives Information Requirement



Request for analysis of alternatives information that provides the requirements for form, content and delivery details.  The timing, medium and method for distribution are provided.



Analysis of Alternatives Information Requirement Response



Accepted or rejected notification to an Analysis of Alternatives Information Requirement.



Analyzed Collection Financial Data



Information that is generated is usually the rate of collection, what was collected and what is not likely to be collected.  All this information is forwarded to other departments.



Analyzed Cycle Time



The results of a start to finish computation of time to produce an information product.



Analyzed Financial Statement



Statements that have been reviewed for accuracy and compliance requirements.



Analyzed Information



The analysis of the trial balance information forwarded to provide support for the financial data.



Analyzed Productivity



The results of a computation to measure the efficiency of producing an information product.



Analyzed Quality



The results of a computation to measure both the accuracy and the reliability of producing an information product.



Analyzed Trial Balance



The working trial balance after intial review and analysis of issues.



Analyzed Volume



The results of a computation to measure the quantity of information products produced.



Annual Performance Plan



Annual performance plans that set annual goals with measurable target levels of performance.  Performance goals can be either outcome or output goals.



Appeal Evaluation



Begins the appeal process when an employee doesn't agree with their evaluation of performance.



Appeal Profile



This is information on an employee related to their appeal of a rating or other personnel action.



Applicable Commercial Leading Practice



Identified commercial leading practice that will be applied to a specific process area.



Applicable Government Leading Practice



Identified government leading practice that will be applied to a specific process area.



Applicable Real Property Commercial Leading Practice



Identified Real Property commercial leading practice that will be applied to a specific process area.



Applicable Real Property Government Leading Practice



Identified Real Property government leading practice that will be applied to a specific process area.



Apportionment



Apportionment is a distribution made by the Office of Management and Budget of amounts available for obligation in an appropriation or fund account into amounts available for specified time periods, programs, activities, projects, objects, or any combinations of these. The apportioned amount limits the obligations that may be incurred. An apportionment may be further subdivided by an agency into allotments, sub allotments, and allocations.



Appraisal Response



Financial and non-financial data provided by appraisal company or internal (Department of Defense) cost analysis used to adjust the value in the Asset Record.



Appropriate Estimating Technique



The estimating technique(s) which is/are most appropriate for meeting the estimate requirements. Examples include parametric estimates, or estimates using incremental cost techniques.



Approved Billing Statement



A Matched Billing Statement that has been reviewed, approved and certified by the Billing Statement Approver. This statement obligates funding for the Purchase Card at the Billing Statement Approver Level (Approving Official).



Approved Chart of Accounts Change



A change to the standard chart of accounts that has been through the formal review and approval process and is ready to be implemented into the chart of accounts.



Approved Credit Order



Approved credit orders are authorized for shipment based on the approval process. The payment terms and credit terms are established. These terms inform the customer as to when and how payments should be provided to Department of Defense.



Approved Entitlement Amount



An entitlement for which a scheduled payment date has been assigned,  the payable amount has been verified, and proper authorization for payment has been received.  A payable has already been reviewed for duplicate payment.  Examples include, vendor/contractor invoice, advance payment request, P-card payment [Billing Statement] or progress payment request).



Approved Expense/Reimbursable Claim



A submitted claim that has been approved for payment.



Approved Maintenance Activity



Those maintenance activities that are approved to be used in the performance of Real Property maintenance.



Approved Order



Approved orders are authorized for shipment based on the approval process. The payment terms for the approved order are then setup. These terms inform the customer as to when and how payments should be provided to Department of Defense.



Approved Payment



An "Approved Payment" is the result of processing all incoming payment requests from entitlement areas and removing payments requested to be cancelled or suspended from the originator.



Approved Purchase Contract Modification



Provides information about a requested revision to the existing description, QTY, price, delivery,  terms and conditions, and other criteria in order to initiate a change / modification.  In the instance of a line item modification, this constitutes the cancellation of the old line and the creation of a new line that references the old line.  A modification may include the cancellation of a Purchase Contract Line, subject to prevailing terms and conditions, without reissue.



Approved Structure Change



An approved change to the standard accounting code structure submitted to be the activity to maintain the standard accounting code structure.



Approving Official Statement



A document that the Approving Official certifies that all transactions in the monthly billing cycle by the purchase card holder are legal, proper and correct.



Archive Candidate



Selected information products to be archived.



Archived Information Product



Historical information archived for traceability and future retrieval. Also includes historical business rules associated with the information being archived.



Assembled Real Property Disposal Resources



A grouping of Real Property disposal resources that can be utilized in executing disposal actions.



Assessed Cost Requirement Information



Data about how a cost requirement can be met through the structure and assignments of a cost model and the required inputs to that cost model.



Assessed Penalty



This is when the penalties that have been assessed to the customer/vendor or individual have been brought to their attention and the Department of Defense has sent out notification that this receivable/debt is delinquent and a penalty has been added to the balance.  Payment should be made to include the regular payment plus the penalty assessed.



Assessed Real Property



Real Property work that has been deemed compliant with specific Real Property requirements.



Asset Acceptance Date



The date that indicates a facility is received and accepted by the government and ready for occupancy.



Asset Accounting Standard



Accounting Standards specific to assets in the Logistics chain. Accounting Standards include, but are not limited to, Accounting for Selected Assets and Liabilities, Accounting for Inventory and Related Property, Managerial Cost Accounting Concepts and Standards, Accounting for Liabilities of the Federal Government, Accounting for Property, Plant, and Equipment, Supplementary Stewardship Reporting, Accounting for Internal Use Software, Amendments to Accounting for PP&E: Definitions, and Amendments to Accounting for PP&E: Multi Use Heritage Assets.



Asset JFMIP



JFMIP's specific to assets in the Logistics chain. JFMIP's include, but are not limited to, Property Management System Requirements, Acquisition Financial Systems Requirements, Seized Property and Forefeited Assets System Requirements, and Inventory System Requirements.



Asset Management Fulfillment



The fulfillment of materiel and asset requirements from the Vendor to the Logistics chain through Vendor Managed Inventory Fulfillment, Kanban Fulfillment, Contractor Service and Outsource Service.



Asset Management Visibility



Provides asset visibility on timely and accurate information on the location, movement, status and identity of units, personnel, equipment and supplies.



Asset Order Receipt Information



Data that indicates that the expected receipt of an asset has been received and recorded.



Asset Procedure



Procedure that details the collection of costs associated with construction in progress that will be capitalized, the recording of land and land rights, intangible assets (e.g., leases, patents, etc.), capitalization and depreciation of software and hardware. This procedure states the classification of items flagged as high pilferage items for tracking purposes. Examples include weapons, ammunition, and night vision goggles. The procedure also states the regulation requirements of contractors in regards to Contractor Acquired Equipment and Government Furnished Equipment.



Asset Record Update



Those activities associated with updating asset records.



Asset Type



Description of the type of Real Property as land, building, structure, or utility.



Asset Valuation Data



Total of all costs associated with the procurement of an asset. These costs will include acquisition, installation, transportation, labor, etc.



Asset Valuation Transaction Data



Asset financial transaction data that contains value of units, materiel, equipment and supplies in the logistics chain.



Asset/Liability Narrative



The balance sheet narrative to support all assets and liabilities reported.



Asset/Materiel Accounting Standard



Rules, standards and direction provided to the Department of Defense Logistics by the Cost Accounting Standards Board. These consist of, but are not limited to the SFFAS 1, SFFAS 3, and SFFAS 5.



Asset/Materiel JFMIP Requirement



The Joint Financial Management Improvement Program (JFMIP) is a joint undertaking of the Treasury, GAO, OMB, and Office of Personnel Management (OPM), working in cooperation with each other and other agencies to improve financial management practices in the Federal Government. The Program promotes strategies and sponsors projects to improve financial management across the Federal Government; participates in the financial management activities of central policy organizations; and facilitates the sharing of information about good financial management practices. The JFMIP's consist of, but are not limited to, JFMIP SR-02-02.



Assigned Accounting Code Data



Specific accounting data for each individual on payroll.



Assigned Direct Cost



Direct costs that have been distributed to either Resources, Processes/Activities or Cost Objects based on cost assignment drivers (measures of their frequency, intensity, or their consumption.)



Assigned Purchase Card Parameter



The card use limits assigned to an individual purchase card holder.



Assigned/Allocated Indirect Cost



Indirect costs that have been distributed to either Processes/Activities or Cost Objects based on either cost model drivers or allocation methodologies.



Assignment Profile



Contains information regarding assignment information or actions.



Assumption



Assumptions based upon statistical or historical data and trends used in developing rationale for relationships among accounts and the related balances.



Attribute Information



Information on attributes or labels that have been added to a cost model. This information can include which attributes are attached to which elements in a cost model, as well as any qualitative or quantitative data associated with those attributes.



Attribute Update



A formally approved change to an attribute of the chart of accounts.



Authorization and Appropriation Law



Authorizing Legislation enacted by the Congress which sanctions obligations or expenditures within a program that is normally a prerequisite for subsequent appropriations or other kinds of budget authority contained in Appropriation Acts.



Authorized/Funded Travel Request



Once funds are validated, the travel order is published.



Available Real Property Integrated Resources



Data outlining available Real Property integrated resources in a limited quantity ready for utilization.



Bad Debt Information



The amount, and type, (I.e, loan, sale for Goods) and to a DoD customer and the reason why they have not paid for the servcies, provided, (I.e, went bankrupt or just decided not to pay for the goods or services provided)



Bad Debt Write Off



Bad debt write offs are uncollectible amounts that are encountered due to poor credit decisions, aggressive credit policy or an unpredictable event. They are written off because the likelihood of recovery of funds is not positive or the expected collection costs exceed the value of the debt.



Balance Cash Information Product



Balance Cash information distributed for fulfilling an information requirement.  Information products are provided to both external and internal customers.



Balance Cash Information Product Response



A notification that contains information about a particular balance cash information product or information about the approval of a particular information product.



Balance Cash Requirement



Included in the balance cash information is settlement, which ultimately refers to pay in cash, by clearinghouse settlement, in charge or credit or by remittance or otherwise as instructed.



Balance Cash Requirement Response



Financial and compliance information providing timing requirements to the requestor.  For management reporting, the balance cash information requirement response can be an acceptance or rejection notification.



Balance Cash Unapproved Information Product



Cash information product that does not need approval prior to release for distribution.



Balance Sheet Detail



Detailed financial information in Balance Sheet format for review.



Bank Authorization Approval



The act or instance of approving by a financial institution to verify that a purchase being made is within the established spending limits and other authorization controls at the point of sale.



Bank Authorization Request



The act or an instance of asking when a financial institution to verify that a purchase being made is within the established spending limits and other authorization controls at the point of sale.



Bank Deposit Record



This is the receipt that shows the deposit of cash or cash like instruments into the bank account (lock box).



Benefit Administrator Correspondence



A communication from a Benefit Administrator (e.g., request for eligibility clarification, feedback on program, costing and utilization data, notice of termination, etc.).



Benefit Administrator Correspondence Response



Benefit Administrator Correspondence Response consists of approved Department of Defense Benefit Program marketing and education information customized for distribution to existing customers and regional distribution to potential customers.



Benefit Administrator Data



Benefit Administrator Data consists of Beneficiary Inquiries, External Beneficiary Survey Information, Beneficiary Demand and Service Referral Information, Industry Benefit  Benchmark Information, Community Resource Availability, Beneficiary and Staff Satisfaction Information, Environmental/Occupational Data, and Benefit Utilization Information.



Benefit Administrator Information Product



Benefit Administrator Information Product consists of Benefit Program Information and Benefit Program Demographics.



Benefit Business Plan Assessment



The identification of benefit resources, both financial and non-financial, needed to accomplish the business goals and objectives derived from the Strategic Plan and the Defense Planning Guidance.  The assessment also provides financial and non-financial planning estimates for current year benefit requirements.



Benefit Business Plan Program Objective



The benefit-based course of action intended to support the development of the Business Plan Assessment, which identifies services, opportunities or projects in  the Department of Defense.



Benefit Data



Data on employee benefit enrollment, costs and benefit program availability.



Benefit Information



Data on employee benefit enrollment, costs and benefit program availability.



Benefit Information Product



Information distributed for fulfilling an Benefit  information requirement.  Information products are provided to both external and internal customers.



Benefit Information Product Response



A notification that contains benefit information or information about the approval of the benefit information product.



Benefit Information Requirement



A request to Financial Management Reporting for an aggregate management report related to benefit programs (e.g., benefit cost information, etc.).



Benefit Information Requirement Response



Accepted or rejected notification to a Benefit information requirement



Benefit Management Profile



Includes personal, professional and pay information related to the processes of Benefit Management.



Benefit Product Requirement



A request to Financial Management Reporting for an aggregate management report related to benefit programs (e.g., benefit cost information, etc.).



Benefit Profile



Benefit Profile consists of Benefit Oversight Information, Benefit Appeals Determination, Beneficiary Profile, and Benefit Utility Information.



Benefit Profile Request



Benefit Profile Request consists of Health Care Beneficiary Profile Request, and Health Care Population Member Health Data.



Benefit Program Billing Transaction Information



Financial and non-financial information that contains selected data from the Human Resource Profile and Beneficiary Administration Information.  (Examples: Benefit cost information, benefit workload information, benefit billing information, etc.)



Benefit Program and Budget Clarification Request



Clarification of the questions or documentation requested in support of the benefit program and budget development.



Benefit Program and Budget Clarification Response



Clarification of the questions or documentation requested in support of the benefit program and budget development.



Benefit Requirement



A requirement that defines the need for a Benefit program, goods or services. May be an Unfunded or Funded Requirement.



Benefit Selection



Benefit Selection consists of the Benefit Plan selection and enrollment.



Benefit Unapproved Information Product



Non-validated benefit information distributed for fulfilling an information requirement.  Information products are provided to both external and internal customers.



Bill of Lading Data



A document that furnishes detailed information about a shipment.



Billed Information



The record of all transactions that have been processed through Create Billing document, that have an impact on revenue.



Billing Adjustment



A correction made to a generated bill that could either increase or decrease the amount due to the Department of Defense.



Billing Gain or Loss



Billing gain or loss is when a fixed priced bill is based on what was provided at a period of time, based on terms and conditions to determine if a loss or gain needs to be recorded.



Billing Information



Billing information will include the items that are being billed, the price of goods or services, the address to where the goods were shipped and quantity of goods.  In addition to the above it will also include late payment assessments, any administrative charges, advance payment requests, and payment schedules.



Billing Statement



The billing statement notifies the customer of balances due. It is a periodic statement of customer transaction activity and account status. This statement is required to resolve outstanding receivables or debts.



Billing and Accounts Receivable Information



Detail transaction information associated with the collection and accounts receivable.  Includes information such as accounts receivable balances by category, accounts receivable reserves, associated write-off and any billing information.



Billing/Receivable/Cash Financial Information



This is information that is needed in order to trigger a financial transaction.  It provides for the reporting of multiple levels of financial information, including balances, transactions, summaries and individual transactions.  The information can be used for balance and transaction reporting and account reconciliation.  The information that will be used consists of Deposit Notification, Payroll Information, Vendor Payment Record, Vendor Payable Record, Budget Allocation and Payment Clearing Record.



Budget Allocation



Allocations are distributions of apportionments or funds that do not require apportionment by the departmental-level accounting entity to an operating agency or other intermediate-level accounting entity. Allocations carry the same legal and other limitations as apportionments.



Budget Congressional Justification Information



All information requests coming from the United States Congress to include Committee Reports, questions and hearing requirements.



Budget Execution Adjustment



A request for an adjustment to programmatic funding that may include either a reprogramming request or a supplemental funding request.



Budget Execution Plan



A plan for executing the current year business plan.  This includes the development of an annual performance plan with metrics and tartgets, and the development of a business plan with goals and objectives.



Budget Justification Information



Budget-related materials submitted to OMB for clearance prior to transmittal to Congressional committees, individual members of Congress, their staff or the media.



Budget Penalty or Reward



Penalties and Rewards are the result of an Incentive Plan.  The degree of the penalties and rewards are based upon performance against budget.  For example, if a program is completed below budget, the responsible parties should receive an award, and conversely, if completed above budget, penalties should be assessed.



Budgetary Accounting Assessment



The assessment of the impact of proposed changes on budgetary accounting elements of the standard accounting code structure which lists the implications of making the change, recommendations and, if necessary, development of alternatives.



Budgetary Accounting Information



Consolidated financial information identifying specific commitment, obligation and disbursement details effecting available funds.



Budgetary Expenditure Detail Information



Detailed financial information posted to the budgetary expenditure general ledger accounts such as commitments and obligations.



Budgetary Information Product



Information received to fulfill a request for budgetary information to be used in accounting analysis of financial and non-financial information.  Such information could include historical information, trend analysis information or ratio information.



Budgetary Information Requirement



A request for budgetary related information to be used in the accounting analysis. Such a request could include historical information, trend analysis information, and ratio comparisons.  The timing, medium and method for distribution are also provided.



Budgetary Resource Detail Information



Detailed financial information posted to the budgetary resource general ledger accounts such as appropriations, authorizations, and apportionments.



Budgeting Financial Data



Data generated from budgeting process. The data may be in USSGL format and may constitute summarized and detailed account information which includes budgetary and proprietary account data.



Budgeting Non Financial Data



Budgeting data not found in account balances or account detail but required for financial management and performance reporting.



This includes financially relevant data about business events that trigger financial transactions such as end strengths, metrics, narrative information and performance data.



Business Execution Plan



Parent message of Annual Performance Plan and Business Plan.



Business Plan



The translation of strategic plans into the financial and non-financial logistics, acquisition, and personnel resources needed to accomplish the desired contingency plans, facilities infrastructure, and sustainment objectives.  The Business Plan identifies performance goals and estimated resource requirements and cost estimates to accomplish those goals.  Fiscal constraints require tradeoffs in the development of the Business Plan.  The Business Plan identifies programming, budget, and execution requirements that support the Quadrennial Defense Review, National Military Strategy, and Defense Planning Guidance and is the basis for developing the Defense Budget and the Annual Performance Plan.



Business Rule



A statement that defines and or constrains an aspect of the business and supports the structure of business operations. Business rules created by the Department of Defense and external business communities that are approved by the appropriate functional stakeholder. This message includes actions such as a new rule being added, an existing rule being updated or deactivated. Business Rules may be derived out of guidance. Types of business rules include structure rules, control rules, and process rules.



Business Unit Budget



Supports the Business Unit-level Future Year Defense Program,  Planning and Budgeting Guidance, Performance Plan, Validated Unfunded Business Unit Requirement, and Business Unit Program and Budget.



Business Unit Budget Financial Data



Business unit budget data generated from the Budgeting process. The data may be in USSGL format and may constitute summarized and detailed account information which includes budgetary and proprietary account data.



Business Unit Budget Non Financial Data



Business unit budget data not found in account balances or account detail but required for financial management and performance reporting.



This includes financially relevant data about business events that trigger financial transactions such as end strengths, metrics, narrative information and performance data.



Business Unit Business Goal



The identification of the purpose towards which an endeavor is directed within a business unit. This is used in development of the Business Plan and Annual Performance Plan.   This message is used internal to the budgeting process.



Business Unit Capability



A business unit's ability to conduct or execute a mission, task, goal, objective or requirement.



Business Unit Future Year Defense Program



The business unit level program and financial plan which arrays cost data and force structure over a 6-year period (force structure over an additional 3 years), portraying this data by major force program for DoD internal review and the program and budget review submission.



Business Unit Goal



Project and program requirements that are needed to support the mission and support the development of the Business Plan.



Business Unit Metric



A key performance indicator at the business unit level that is a measure of a program's performance or outcome contained in the Annual Performance Plan.



Business Unit Objective



The business unit level course of action intended to support the development of the Business Plan, which identifies services, opportunities or projects in  the Department of Defense.



Business Unit Plan and Budget Execution Information



A plan for executing the current year budget, and perfoming funds control.  This includes the development of an annual performance plan with metrics and trargets, a business plan with goals and objectives, the allocation of funds to an operating agency or other intermediate-level accounting entity, the distribution of the funding allocation document, the validation of available funding, the establishment of commitments, and requests for reprogramming and supplemental funding.



Business Unit Planning and Budgeting Guidance



Instructions issued within the Military Services and Agencies for planning and development of the budget.



Business Unit Program Option



Alternatives for an adjustment to programmatic funding that may include either a reprogramming request or a supplemental funding request.



Business Unit Program and Budget



A business unit level summary of defense goals, objectives, and defense funding that have been translated into a detailed document including specific cost, schedule, and performance measures required to complete a business unit mission.



Business Unit Resourcing Advantage/Disadvantage



The costs and benefits associated with business unit level resourcing alternatives.



Business Unit Resourcing Alternative



The options available for execution of a specified program, which includes funding alternatives and risks associated with funding variances.



Business Unit Resourcing Performance Assessment



Identifies whether a business unit level program has adhered to guidance in development and resourcing of a program, including strategic planning guidance that has been issued.



Business Unit Resourcing Risk Assessment



An analysis of the inherent program risks, the proposed risk-handling strategies, the detailed development schedule, and the contractor's developmental resources (people, facilities, processes, tools, etc.).  The assessment evaluates whether a business unit level program can meet the required objectives and performance measures.



Business Unit Target



The desired level of achievement expected by a business unit on various metrics contained in the Annual Performance Plan.



CFO Act



Law establishes a (1) Controller and Chief Financial Officer (CFO) in each major executive agencies in the Federal Government,  (2) directs each agency to improve systems of accounting, financial management, and internal controls to assure the issuance of reliable financial information and to deter fraud, waste, and abuse of Government resources, and  (3) causes the production of complete, reliable, timely, and consistent financial information for use by the executive branch of the Government and the Congress in the financing, management, and evaluation of Federal programs.



CRA



The Credit Reform Act (CRA) requires agencies to measure more accurately the costs of Federal credit programs, place the cost of credit programs on a budgetary basis equivalent to other Federal spending, encouraages the delivery of benefits in the form most appropriate to the needs of beneficiaries, and to improve the allocation of resources among credit programs and between credit and other spending programs.



Cancel Entitlement Request



A request to not process a payable. A Cancel Payable Request closes the Payables Record if the payment due date has not yet been reached.   This may occur when an Internal Customer of the Department of Defense has indicated that notification from the vendor/contractor has been received indicating that an invoice was sent in error.



Cancel Payment Notification



Notification that a stop payment (if the check has been issued but not yet paid by the financial institution) was executed.



Cancel Payment Request



A request to prevent the release of a payment. A Cancel Payment Request prevents the release of a payment by issuing a stop payment (if the check has been issued but not yet paid by the financial institution) or voiding a draft payment (physical possession of the unpaid check has occurred) and indicating that the liability be closed and that a reissue will not made.  This may occur when an Internal Customer of the Department of Defense has indicated that notification from the vendor/contractor has been received indicating that an invoice was sent in error.



Candidate Non Selection Notification



This is notification that a candidate has not been selected, has declined an offer, or has terminated processing for a position.



Candidate Selection Notification



This is notification that a candidate has been selected for a position.



Capabilities Information Requirement



Request for capabilities assessment information that provides the requirements for form, content and delivery details.  The timing, medium and method for distribution are provided.



Capabilities Information Requirement Response



Accepted or rejected notification to a Capabilities information requirement.



Capabilities Report



Assessment of current capabilities of the Department of Defense forces and equipment.



Capacity Constraint



The bottleneck operation and it's maximum output by the relevant unit of time.  This is used to identify an area's maximum throughput and is a key input to all scheduling activities.



Capitalization Procedure



The procedure that states the dollar threshold when an asset (materiel) will be capitalized.



Cardholder Issuance Guidance



The cardholder issuance guidance governs the issuance of purchase cards to purchase card holders.  Included in cardholder issuance guidance are card assignment limits, restriction of use to designated merchant category codes, termination of purchase cards, etc.



Career Path Development



A plan developed to map an individual's career to assist with decision-making as a career progresses.



Cash Deposit



An individual working for a point of sale type of operation for the Department of Defense makes a type of deposit at a Federal Reserve Bank (FRB)



Cash Donation



Cash given to the Department of Defense as a charitable gift donation.



Cash Financial Information



Specific information around the cash postion of the Department of Defense.



Cash Flow Forecast



A forecast of cash surpluses and shortages is needed to plan the timing of maturity of investments and borrowings. The following are some of the items needed in order to forecast cash flow: present available cash balance, deposits subject to availability floats, anticipated receipts and deposits as well as disbursements and obligations that are due to maturing debt.



Cash Information Product



Cash information distributed for fulfilling an information requirement.  Information products are provided to both external and internal customers.



Cash Information Product Response



A notification that contains information about a particular cash information product or information about the approval of a particular information product.



Cash Information Requirement



Request for cash information that provides the requirements for form, content and delivery details. Includes request for information from both external and internal customers. Content describes the required data to be included in the information product.



Cash Information Requirement Response



Financial and compliance information providing timing requirements to the requestor.  For management reporting, the cash information requirement response can be an acceptance or rejection notification.



Cash Receipt and Payment Information



Related to the Balance of Cash.  This information incorporates both funds received via deposits and funds that are issued/returned back to the customer/vendor for overpayments, duplicate/erroneous payments and/or any unidentified payments.



Catalog Entry



Collection of  the statistical data to manage the  distribution of information products.



Certification and Licensing Profile Request



Request to initiate or update certification and/or licensing.



Certified Financial Statement Information



Financial statements for external agencies that have been certified as meeting FASAB and other compliance requirements by the Accounting Process.



Change Interpretation



Analysis of an accounting and cost accounting code structure change request and proposed solutions



Change Proposal



Recommended changes to accounting and cost accounting code structure provided to functional and operational entity for review



Change Proposal Recommendation



The final change proposed to resolve a specific change request to the accounting code structure, submitted for management approval or rejection.



Change Request Interpretation



This is the interpretation of the changes requested to the accounting or cost accounting code structure based upon their corresponding justifications.



Charge Code



A shorthand code that will represent the complete line of the Standard Fiscal Code and other elements of the Standard Accounting code as needed to extract meaningful information. It will be generated by the accounting process.



Charge Code Request



A request for the creation or modification of a charge code to satisfy information requirements.



Chart of Accounts Assessment



The assessment of the impact of a change to the chart of accounts.



Chart of Accounts Change Alternative



The identified solution or solutions to a request to modify the United States Government Standard General Ledger.



Chart of Accounts Change Proposal Response



A response to a proposed change in the chart of accounts by impacted organizations.



Chart of Accounts Change Request



A request for a change in the Department of Defense controlled portion of the United States Government Standard General Ledger.



Chart of Accounts Change Request and Justification



A proposed change in the United States Government Standard General Ledger with its justification.



Chart of Accounts Requirement



A potential change in the chart of account structure identified by an internal or external source.



Chart of Accounts Requirement Impact Assessment



An analysis of the impact on processes and technology of a proposed change in the chart of accounts.  Thjis includes a cost/benefit analysis of such proposed changes.



Civilian Grievance Communication



Final or interim results of a civilian grievance process.



Civilian Grievance Request



Request to initiate or update a civilian grievance.



Clarified Budget Justification Question



This is the detailed explanation of a budget justification question that may be program-specific or simply a confirmation of a previously submitted requirement.



Clarified Justification Question



Understanding the intent of a request for information from external agencies or organizations ( i.e. Congress, media, State and local governments).



Cleared Payment



A payment that was made by the Department of Defense which has cleared US Treasury at the agency financial statement level



Closed Entitlement



A payable that has been cancelled at the request of an internal Department of Defense customer, upon notification from the vendor/contractor that an invoice had erroneously been submitted, or upon review of the payable by the Accounts Payable Process.



Closing Accrual Information



The accrual portion of the closing financial information required to produce the financial statements



Closing Calendar



A timeline developed for the closing process which includes dates, activities, and individual responsibilities.



Closing Calendar Change Recommendation



A recommendation for making changes to the calendar of events that comprise the accounting closing process.



Closing Financial Detail



Primarily financial information required to help support financial management and reporting requirements.  For example, this would include a trial balance and related financial analysis information.



Closing Financial Information



Financial information required to conduct the production of the financial statements.



Closing Methodology Change Improvement



A recommendation that would change the practices, procedures or rules related to general ledger closing methods used in the accounting process.



Closing Methodology Requirement



A requirement by a business or accounting organization to change how certain accounting process closing transactions are recorded/calculated/determined to more accurately reflect the financial result of a business transaction.



Closing Timing Requirement



The timeframes and activities required to close in addition to any closing process issues.



Closing/Accounting Process Issue



Identifies any problems/issues during the closing and/or accounting process. Examples of issues or problems coud be a financial categorization, process bottleneck or systems problem.



Code Modification



The modification of the list of accounting codes.



Code Structure Requirement Impact Assessment



The assessment of the pros/cons of each accounting or cost accounting alternative for a proposed change to the accounting code structure.



Code Structure/Methodology Change Proposal Response



Response from functional and operational entities to change proposal.



Code Structure/Methodology/Chart of Accounts Change Impact Assessment



An analytical review of the change proposals and corresponding change proposal responses to assess the satisfication of the need of the intial accounting code structure change request.



Collected Information



Consolidated, aggregated and collected data for use in a compliance or management information product.



Collection Activity Monitored



Monitor all collection activities, this involves the reporting on the activities by collection organizations.  This report includes the number of collection calls made and information associated with the effort taken to resolve the receivable balances that are past due.



Collection Activity by Agency



This is the record of how well the collection agency is performing.



Collection Dashboard Metric



Graphical representation of performance measures regarding Collections



Collection Debt



Is the payment collection for a debt that has been sent to an external credit agency for collection.



Collection Effectiveness by Agency



This is the record of how well the collection agency is performing based on how much they have collected versus total amount given to them to try to collect.



Collection Financial Data



Collection financial data is financial transaction output generated from areas such as Accounting, Accounts Receivable, Payroll, Payables, Disbursing,   Collections, and Budgeting. The data may be in United States Standard General Ledger.



Collection Financial Information Product



An external collection report required by law, regulation, directive or policy.  Fiduciary responsibility is implied.  Includes Treasury reporting.



Collection Financial Statement



The Collection presentation of the sum of financial transactions.



Collection Information



The amount and type of debt or receivable, that requires collection activity.



Collection Information Product



Collection information distributed for fulfilling an information requirement.  Information products are provided to both external and internal customers.



Collection Information Product Response



A notification that contains information about a particular collection information product or information about the approval of a particular information product.



Collection Information Requirement



Request for collection information that provides the requirements for form, content, and delivery details.  Includes request for information from both external and internal customers.



Collection Information Requirement Response



Response for collection information that provides the requirements for form, content, and delivery details.  Includes request for information from both external and internal customers.



Collection Invoice



Is the payment collection for an outstanding invoice that has been sent to an external credit agency for collection



Collection Management Information Product



Collection Management information distributed for fulfilling an information requirement.  Information products are provided to both external and internal customers.



Collection Notice



Collection notice is a letter putting forth the exact procedures to be followed for the repayment of goods and or services.  This letter will also include any administrative fees that might have been incurred.



Collection Proactive Information Product Response



A notification that contains information about a particular collection information product or information about the approval of a particular information product.



Collection Proactive Information Requirement



Request for proactive collection information that provides the requirements for form, content and delivery details. Includes request for information from both external and internal customers. Content describes the required data to be included in the information product.



Collection Proactive Information Requirement Response



Response for proactive collection information that provides the requirements for form, content and delivery details. Includes request for information from both external and internal customers. Content describes the required data to be included in the information product.



Collection Product Response



A notification that contains information about a particular collection information product or information about the approval of a particular information product.



Collection Referred to Write Off



After all collection attempts have been made and analysis reveals the debt is uncollectible, then the debt is deemed to be a write off to bad debt.



Collection Scorecard



A management reporting approach to align collection performance measurements to mission objectives.



Collection Unapproved Information Product



A collection information product that does not need approval prior to release for distribution.



Commitment



The reservation of funds at the line level that includes charge code and amount.  Includes Purchase Card Bulk Funding, Contingent Liabilities Remaining under Sourcing Contracts, Letter contract or Letter of intents, Open-end Contracts. Commitment amounts should be estimated conservatively to be sufficient to cover the additional obligations that probably will materialize, based upon judgment and experience.



Commitment Rejection



A commitment rejection is the denial of an administrative reservation of funds based upon firm procurement requests, orders, directives, and equivalent instruments outstanding; most often due to a lack of available funds or insufficient information.



Common Activity Driver Quantity



An activity driver quantity which is shared in use by more than one activity as the basis for driving their costs. For example, many HRM activities may have their costs driven to different organizations, all based upon the FTEs within those organizations.



Common Resource Driver Quantity



A resource driver quantity which is shared in use by more than one resource as the basis for driving their costs. For example, many Utilities  resources may have their costs driven to different organizations, all based upon the square footage occupied by those organizations.



Compensation Profile



Updated Human Resource Profile that relates to the individual's payroll.



Competency Testing Request



Request to provide competency testing.



Competition in Contracting Act



10 USC Sec 2304 Except in the case of procurement procedures otherwise expressly authorized by statute, the head of an agency in conducting a procurement for property or services:(A) shall obtain full and open competition through the use of competitive procedures in accordance with the requirements of this chapter and the Federal Acquisition Regulation; and (B) shall use the competitive procedure or combination of competitive procedures that is best suited under the circumstances of the procurement.



Compliance Issue



An instance of possible noncompliance noted in the preliminary financial statement accounts.  This issue needs to be resolved before certification of the trial balance occurs.



Compliant Trial Balance



A legal and regulatory compliance review has been performed on this trial balance in order to identify any significant omissions or violations of applicable laws or regulations.  No noncompliance issues were noted therefore, the trial balance is deemed, "compliant".



Condition Based Maintenance Schedule



Schedule of all activities performed in the attempt to retain an item in specified condition by providing systematic inspection, detection, and prevention of unplanned failures.



Confirmed Acquisition Requirement



An Acquisition Requirement that has been analyzed, defined, confirmed and budgeted and is ready for Purchase Planning.



Confirmed Quality Materiel



Incoming material that has been verified as meeting set quality requirements prior to being accepted for use.



Conformance Rule



Rules used to guide quality control personnel in the inspection process.



Congressional Program and Funding Variance



The difference between amount of funding requested to execute a program and the amount of funding provided by Congress.



Consolidated Omnibus Budget Reconciliation Act, Health Benefit Provisions



This legislation contains provisions giving certain former employees, retirees, spouses and dependent children the right to temporary continuation of health coverage at group rates.



Consolidated Payment Record



TBD:  Vendor Pay; Payroll Pay: Travel Pay



Consolidated Post Closing Data



Combination of trial balance and associated non financial data



Construction In Progress Data



Financial and non financial data that identities the status of projects that are under construction.



Construction In Progress Request



Request for financial and non financial data regarding the status of projects that are under construction.



Consumable Valuation Transaction Data



Financial transaction information that contains the value of consumables in the logistics chain.



Content Issue



The way in which non-matching information requirements and data elements are identified.



Contract Management Information Product



The Contract Management Report information distributed for fulfilling an information requirement. Represents financial and non financial data requirements.



Contract Management Information Requirement



Request for contract management information that provides the requirements for form, content and delivery details.  Content describes the required data to be included in the contract management information product. The timing, medium and method for distribution are provided.



Contractor Acquired Equipment Data



Financial and non financial data delivered through the Department of Defense web based tool that identities the status of assets in the possession of contractors.



Contractor Acquired Equipment Management



A contractors response delivered through the Department of Defense web based tool that verifies the status of government assets in their possession.



Contractor Acquired Equipment Request



Request for financial and non financial data regarding the status of assets purchased and in the possession of the contractor.



Contractor/Vendor Debt Payment



A record of debt is kept containing the amount of money that the Department of Defense collects for vendor/contractor organizations and originates due to erroneous/duplicate payment.



Conveyance Instrument



The legal written document that transfers property or the title to property from one person to another.



Cost Accounting Assessment



The assessment of the impact of proposed changes to the cost accounting code structure which lists the implications of making the change, recommendations and, if necessary, development of alternatives.



Cost Accounting Code Structure



The cost accounting classification structure used in establishing the codes for tracking costs at a necessary level of detail.



Cost Accounting Code Structure Alternative



Alternatives to the cost accounting code structure based on the analysis of  requirements.



Cost Accounting Code Structure Change Request and Justification



A request to change the cost accounting code structure that is accompanied by the supporting reasons for making the change.



Cost Analysis Requirement



Any requirement to perform cost analysis to support information requirements.



Cost Analysis Study



A study of costs which will focus on what costs are and any other appropriate analyses such as their causes and effects.



Cost Assignment Driver



A representation of the consumption of resources by processes/activities or of process/activities by cost objects that enables the assignment of costs.



Cost Assignment Driver Information Product



Information provided by the Financial and Management Reporting process necessary for cost assignment.  Includes quantities of a specific cost model driver that may not be provided on a regular basis by the source process.



Cost Assignment Driver Information Requirement



A request provided to the Financial and Management Reporting process necessary for cost assignment.



Cost Assignment Driver Information Requirement Response



Accepted or rejected notification to a Cost Assignment Driver information requirement.



Cost Assignment Information



Information concerning how costs are assigned within a cost model. This will normally include information on which cost model entities are assigned to which other entities, and what driver, or allocation method, is used to represent their cost flows.  For example, Logistics would indicate that number of shipments is a more accurate driver of resources than number of miles.  Acquisition would indicate that the number of contract modifications would be a more accurate driver of resources than number of contracts.  Human Resources would indicate that the number of hours providing religious services would be a more accurate driver of resources than just the number of religious services.



Cost Assignment Quantity Information



Quantities, such as resource driver quantities and activity driver quantities, used in the process of assigning costs within  a cost model.



Cost Benefit Analysis Information



Information obtained by performing a cost benefit analysis. This information typically supports management decision making.



Cost Benefit Analysis Requirement



A request for analysis information obtained by performing a cost benefit compairson, which typically supports management decision making.



Cost Center Product



Reconciliation of inventory data (financial and non-financial) stating verification (monthly) and certification (annually) between cost center inventory data and Item Master.



Cost Center Requirement



Request for certification and/or verification of Cost Center inventory data (financial and non-financial).



Cost Center Requirement Response



Accepted or rejected notification to a Cost Center requirement.



Cost Code Structure Change Request



A request for a change in the structure of the cost code in order to better use the code for the purposes of tracking costs. This change will affect how cost codes are entered and interpreted.



Cost Driver Analysis



An analysis of cost drivers, which are factors that cause changes in the costs of activities and outputs.  This can aid in managing costs better.



Cost Driver Analysis Requirement



A request for analysis of the factors that cause changes in the costs of activities and outputs.



Cost Entity Dictionary



A listing of the resources, activites and cost objects within a cost model that would include names, definitions, and code numbers for those cost objects.



Cost Entity Hierarchy



The organization of cost entities (ie resources, activities, cost objects) within a cost model so that they are respectively grouped together in a logical manner conducive to being able to aggregate costs as required.



Cost Estimate



An estimate of costs that includes sufficient level of detail to support management decision making.



Cost Estimate Requirement



A request for an estimate of cost that includes sufficient level of detail to support management decision making.



Cost Financial Information



Cost information generated by the accounting organization for cost analysis. This includes costs associated with depreciation, gain/loss on disposal, transportation, labor, installation, etc. of capitalized materiel.



Cost Hierarchy Information



Information related to the organization of the components of a cost model so that resources, activities, and cost objects are respectively grouped together in a logical manner conducive to being able to aggregate costs and identify which activities belong to which processes.  For example, Logistics would indicate the lower level activities by which costs should be tracked that make up the higher level process of providing facilities maintenance.  Or Acquisition might indicate the sub-type of contracts by which costs should be tracked.  Human Resources would indicate the lower level activities by which costs should be tracked that make up the higher level process of administering pay.



Cost Information



Information relating to costs that is generated by the Accounting process for management and decision-making purposes.



Cost Information Product



Enterprise information provided by the Financial and Management Reporting process needed to support the Cost Accounting process.  Includes historical cost, other Department of Defense costs, etc.



Cost Information Requirement



A request provided to the Financial and Management Reporting process for enterprise information needed to support the Cost Accounting process.  Includes a request for historical cost, other Department of Defense costs, etc.



Cost Information Requirement Response



Accepted or rejected notification to a Cost information requirement.



Cost Mapping Rule



The system rule which identifies what type of and how cost information within an accounting transaction should be assigned to the General Ledger.



Cost Methodology



Practices, procedures, standards, and rules created to ensure consistent, reliable, and timely cost information. Such methodologies might pertain to cost structure, cost assignment/allocation, cost analysis, and/or cost reporting.



Cost Model Requirement



Requirement for the representation within a cost model of appropriate structure to meet the needs of management and other related decision-makers.



Cost Model Structure



The hierarchy of objects and assignments necessary within a cost model to be able to populate the model and use it to assign and calculate costs.



Cost Model Structure Information



Information about the cost entities used within a cost model and their cost assignment drivers.



Cost Non Financial Information



Cost information of a non-financial nature generated by the accounting organization for cost analysis. This includes all cost information that is expressed in units other than dollars or is of a non-numeric nature. Examples include output quantities and driver quantities.



Cost Object Cost



Accumulated total cost of a cost object. A cost object is typically an outcome of process and activities, such as products or services.



Cost Object Dictionary



A listing of the cost objects within a cost model that would include names, definitions, and code numbers for those cost objects.



Cost Object Entity



An entity within a cost model that represents a cost object. Cost objects are typically the outputs of processes and/or activities.



Cost Object Hierarchy



The organization of the cost objects of a cost model so that they are respectively grouped together in a logical manner conducive to being able to aggregate costs as required.



Cost Requirement



Requirement provided to the General/Cost Accounting process describing the type and scope of cost accounting detail information needed to perform a desired level of cost measurement, analysis or forecasting.



Cost Variance Information



The variance in cost between forecasted or estimated and actual results. This also includes information about the causes of those variances.



Cost/Revenue Estimate



An estimate of costs/revenues that includes sufficient level of detail to support management decision making.



Cost/Revenue Estimate Requirement



A request for an estimate of costs/revenues that includes sufficient level of detail to support management decision making.



Costed Quote



A Quote that has had its costs estimated.



Create/Update Human Resource Profile



This is an updated information on an employee.  Information has been added, deleted, or changed.



Credit Card Deposit



Deposits taken to resolve a receivable/debt usually for a point of sale transaction.



Credit Card Payment



A payment made using a credit card which is usually made through the use of plastic, encoded, personalized token.  This is not to be confused with a debt card which is an electronic funds transfer.



Credit Card/Non Cash Deposit



The recording of non-cash payments received for goods or services provided.



Credit History



Periodic updated customer credit history data is provided to credit agencies.



Credit Information



Request customer credit history and provides updates to credit reporting agencies.



Credit Limit Usage



Monitoring those customers utilizing credit limits and those that are maximizing their credit limits.



Credit Memorandum



Data submitted from the vendor/contractor indicating that a credit has been applied to the Department of Defense for goods or services that were previously invoiced.



Credit Rating



A classification or credit risk based on the investigation of a potential customer's financial resources, prior payment pattern and personal history or degree of personal responsibility for debts incurred.



Credit Report



A credit report provides customer credit history and is used to determine a credit limit for the customer.



Credit Report Information



A request is forwarded to agencies and financial institutions asking for a credit referral and payment history on the customer who is intending to do business with Department of Defense.



Credit Report Profile



A credit report data provides customer credit history and is used to determine a credit limit for the customer.



Credit Report Request



A request is forwarded to agencies and financial institutions asking for a credit referral and payment history on the customer who is intending to do business with Department of Defense.



Credit Standing



The reputation of a customer for meeting financial obligations.



Criteria Plan Information



Criteria information (financial and non financial data) used to build an initial asset or materiel record.



Cure Notice



Before contract termination for default due to failure to make progress toward repayment, the contracting officer will usually give a written notice called a "Cure Notice".  This notice allows you at least 10 days to cure any outstanding receivable/debts owed to the Department of Defense.



Currency Conversion Rate



Rate used by financial institutions to convert one currency to another type of currency.  For example, British pounds are purchased for payments issued to the contractor in foreign currency.  This activity also calculates the budget variance amount for each net payable that will paid in a foreign currency.



Current Process Performance Capability



The current capability of a process to handle the lowest unit of time's demand (e.g. units per day).+ This reflect staffing and equipment availability.



Current Real Property Capability



The total ability of existing Real Property assets to support the global logistics network and the overall DoD community.



Current Year Validated Unfunded Requirement



A  list of validated programs that do not have funding in the current year.



Customer Contact Information



A phone call is made or a letter is sent to an entity identifying which collection activities were made.



Customer Cost



The accumulated total costs of individaul customers of an organization.



Customer Master Record



The specific information associated with a customer and the establishment of a customer in the DoD customer listing (i.e., Customer Master File).  Information will include the information provided through the Customer Master Setup Information plus any unique identifiers that are assigned as a result of officially establishing the Customer.



Customer Satisfaction Performance Indicator



A measure of customer satisfaction with the duties/responsibilities of the accounting process



Customer Status Request



A request to certify that a customer/vendor can do business with the Department of Defense.  This will entail a background check and or a credit investigation on the customers financial health.



Customer/Vendor Credit and Grant Analysis



Accumulation or the customer's/vendor's credit report to establish credit and Grant worthiness for the purchase of goods and or services to be provided by the Department of Defense.



Customer/Vendor Data



Customer/Vendor Data



Customer/Vendor Information



Receipt of a customer credit rating providing an acceptable level of customer credit worthiness.



Customer/Vendor Information Request



The customer/vendor has been certified to do business with the Department of Defense and has been deemed to have credit worthiness



Customer/Vendor Status Request



This is a request made to the Department of Defense to certify a customer/vendor is allowed to conduct business with the DoD.



Cycle Count Update



Adjustment of the perpetual inventory record based on the results of a cycle count.



Cycle Time



The time from start to finish to produce an information product.



Cycle Time Metric



The measure used to determine the time from start to finish to product an information product.



DCIA



The Debt Collection Improvement Act (DCIA) provides greater flexibility and power to Federal agencies to collect debts.  Law also specifies when agencies must refer debts to the United States Treasury for collection.



Damaged Real Property Facility



Real Property facilities that have been damaged and are waiting for repairs to be made to them.



Damaged Real Property Installed Equipment



Real Property installed equipment that has been damaged and is waiting for repairs to be made to it.



Damaged Real Property Land



Real Property land that has been damaged and is waiting for repairs to be made to it.



Dashboard Metric



Graphical representation of performance measures.



Data Owner



A steward of data.



Debt Deposit Record



A record of deposit that pertains to specific Debts.



Debt Dispute



A Department of Defense member disagreement with payment amount regarding internal or external debt.



Debt Dispute Payment



Payment received for a debt that was disputed by the customer/vendor.  After further research the customer/vendor has issued a payment to closeout the receivable/debt.



Debt Information



Information regarding a dollar amount owed to the Department of Defense, which is a result of an overpayment to a vendor/customer or a member of the Department of Defense.  This also can occur when a Department of Defense member or non-member damages or loses Department of Defense property and is responsible for restitution.



Debt Lockbox Deposit Notification



This is the notification of funds that were received at a lockbox location to be used to liquidate a debt.



Debt Owed Department of Defense



Debts are created from other Department of Defense agencies that require a collection activity, e.g. acquisition over pays a contractor.



Debtor



A person, customer/vendor who owes payment or other performance of the obligation secured, whether or not they own, or has the rights, in collateral



Deduction Profile



A complete view of an employee+s deductions.



Deduction Profile Request



Input data that is used to calculate an employee+s deductions.



Defective Asset Receipt



Documentation that indicates that an asset is not compliant with the specifications required to pass incoming inspection conducted by the warehouse personnel or requester.



Defective Asset Receipt Data



Data that indicates that an asset is not compliant with the specifications required to pass incoming inspection conducted by the warehouse personnel or requester.



Defective Materiel Receipt



Documentation that indicates that a materiel item is not compliant with the specifications required to pass incoming inspection conducted at the warehouse.



Defective Materiel Receipt Data



Data that a materiel item is not compliant with the specifications required to pass incoming inspection conducted at the warehouse.



Defense Acquisition Workforce Improvement Act



The Defense Acquisition Workforce Improvement Act (DAWIA)requires the Secretary of Defense, acting through the Under Secretary of Defense (Acquisition, Technology, and Logistics), to establish education and training standards, requirements, and courses for the civilian and military acquisition workforce.



Defense Budget



The Defense Budget (i.e., the President's Budget) includes the Future Years Defense Program, Major Defense Budget Issues, and Budget Justificaton Information.



Defense Budget Guidance



Budget Guidance is planning direction that is developed from the Department of Defense strategic objectives.  Typically a manual, it provides standing reference for the preparation, justification, and execution of budget requirements within the Department.



Defense Capability



The Department of Defense's ability to conduct or execute a mission, task, goal, objective or requirement given availability of current and future technological trends and advancement. Consideration is given to Combatant Commander Integrated Priority Lists and Business Unit concerns and inputs.



Defense Fiscal Guidance



Annual guidance issued by the Secretary of Defense (SECDEF), consistent with Defense Planning Guidance (DPG). Provides fiscal constraints that must be observed by Department of Defense Components in the formulation of force structures.



Defense Guidance Impact



The impact of Defense-related guidance on the  Strategic Planning and Budgeting process.



Defense Long-Range Mission and Vision



The Department of Defense's long-range direction, to include the mission and vision statements, that support the conduct or execute a mission, task, goal, objective or requirement given availability of current and future technological trends and advancement.



Defense Planning Guidance



The document, issued by the Secretary of Defense, provides firm guidance in the form of goals, priorities, and objectives, including fiscal constraints, for the development of the Defense Budget by the Military Departments and Defense Agencies.



Defense Planning Strategy



The top level direction provided in the Defense Planning Guidance that is issued to the entire Department of Defense.



Defense Program Option



A list of programs representing viable options for execution in accordance with strategic planning guidance.



Defense Resourcing Advantage/Disadvantage



The costs and benefits associated with different resourcing alternatives among Defense programs which is used in the overall evaluation of the Defense-level program risk and opportunity.



Defense Resourcing Alternative



Various resourcing options available for executing a specified Defense program.



Defense Resourcing Performance Assessment



The result of the qualitative evaluation of the combined Department of Defense program performance, which is used to compile a comprehensive risk assessment of all programs.



Defense Resourcing Risk Assessment



The results of analysis of the Defense resourcing options and risks associated with choosing a particular option.



Defense Strategic Objective



A top level direction or course of action intended to support the development of the Defense-wide planning and budgeting process.



Defense Technology Capability



The ability to conduct or execute a mission, task, goal, objective or requirement given availability of current and future technological trends and advancement.



Defined Cycle Time



The measurement of time from start to finish  to produce an information product.



Defined Productivity



The efficiency measurement of the produced information product.



Defined Quality



The accuracy and reliability measurement of the produced information product.



Defined Volume



The volume measurement of the produced information product.



Delivery Requirement Issue



The delivery timing, designation and method issues that need to be resolved.



Demand Letter



A letter demanding some sort of payment be made for an outstanding receivable or debt.



Denial of Travel Request



Human Resource response to operations when funds are not available for travel.



Denied Order



An order received for an existing customer who has an existing credit has been denied or rejected for certain reasons.



Department Cost Delineation



The department view of tracking actual hours to activities.



Department of Defense Budget



The Defense Department of Defense Budget includes the Future Years Defense Program, Major Defense Budget Issues, Budget Justificaton Information, the President's Budget for the entire Department and the internal budget submissions from each Military Service and Agency.



Department of Defense Future Year Defense Program



The Department of Defense program and financial plan which arrays cost data and force structure over a 6-year period (force structure over an additional 3 years), portraying this data by major force program for DoD internal review and the program and budget review submissions.



Department of Defense Member Debt



A debt consisting of the amount of money the Department of Defense collect from members.  This debt can originate because of an overpayment, erroneous or duplicate payments made to the member.



Department of Defense Miscellaneous Debt



Any debts owed the Department of Defense, which are outside the scope of Vendor Debt and Department of Defense Member Debt.  Such debts may include debts owed by Morale, Welfare, and Recreation entities which function under Non-Appropriated funds and operations.



Department of Defense Strategic Planning and Budgeting Information



The Defense Department of Defense Budget includes development of the Quadrenial Review, the Defense Guidance, the Future Years Defense Program, Major Defense Budget Issues, Budget Justificaton Information, the President's Budget for the entire Department and the internal budget submissions from each Military Service and Agency.



Deposit Notification



A notice of funds received from a customer deposited into a financial institution and is used to relieve receivables.



Deposit Payments Cleared Reconciled



Deposit of payments that have been cleared from the Agency Financial Statement level through the Federal Government Financial Statement Level.



Deposit Record



Deposit record is a service that enables deposits from multiple locations credited to a single account to be identified and reported.



Depreciation Change Request



A request by a business or accounting organization to change how depreciation amounts are recorded/calculated/determined to more accurately reflect the financial results of business transactions.



Depreciation Expense



The expense incurred as a result of a loss in value of property.



Depreciation Methodology Recommendation



A recommendation to change the procedure or practice of how depreciation should be calculated.



Depreciation Procedure



Procedure stating the methodology for calculating depreciation (Straight-line, accelerated, mid-year, etc.), the number of years that each materiel (capitalized) will be depreciated over it's lifecycle, the salvage value based on a percentage of the materiel's (capitalized) value, and the process for capitalizing bulk purchases.



Develop Career Plan



Building a career plan/path for a specific individual that will guide future training and assignment decisions.



Diagnosed Equipment



Equipment that has been delivered to the maintenance facility that has undergone initial inspection and diagnosis and is waiting for maintenance execution



Diagnosed Real Property



Real Property that has been delivered to the maintenance facility that has undergone initial inspection and diagnosis, maintenance tasks defined and is waiting for maintenance execution.



Diagnosed Real Property Facility



Real Property facilities that have undergone initial inspection and diagnosis, maintenance tasks defined and is waiting for maintenance execution.



Diagnosed Real Property Installed Equipment



Real Property installed equipment that has been delivered to the maintenance facility that has undergone initial inspection and diagnosis, maintenance tasks defined and is waiting for maintenance execution.



Diagnosed Real Property Land



Real Property land that has undergone initial inspection.



Direct Resource Cost



Those resource costs that can be attributed easily and specifically to outputs, or cost objects. They do not have to be driven to activities, and in some cases, it may be detrimental to the model to attempt to do so.



Disapproved Expense/Reimbursable Claim



A submitted claim that has been rejected and disapproved for payment.



Disbursement Data



Consists of the following message activity: Disbursement Transaction Data.



Disbursement Financial Data



Disbursement financial data is disbursement financial transaction output generated from Disbursing. The data may be in USSGL format and may constitute summarized and detailed account information which includes budgetary and proprietary account data.



Disbursement Information



Consists of the following message activity: Disbursement Transaction Information.



Disbursement Information Product



Disbursement information distributed for fulfilling a disbursement information requirement.



Disbursement Information Product Approval



Agreement required prior to the release of a disbursement information product.



Disbursement Information Requirement



Request for disbursement information that provides the requirements for form, content and delivery details. Content describes the required data to be included in the information product. The timing, medium and method for distribution are provided.



Disbursement Information Requirement Response



Accepted or rejected notification to a Disbursement information requirement.



Disbursement Non Financial Data



"Disbursement Non Financial Data"  is data not found in account balances or account detail but required for financial management and performance reporting. This includes financially relevant data about business events that trigger financial transactions such as; metrics, narrative information and performance data.



Disbursement Transaction Data



"Disbursement Transaction Data"  consists of a those activities that requests cancel or suspend action to be taken from a entitlment area to prevent an improper payment being made. An example of one of these request is  Cancel Payment Request. A  cancel payment request would cancel a payment from being made. Consists of the following message activity: Cancel Payment Request, Release Payment Request, Returned Payment, Suspend Payment Request.



Disbursement Transaction Information



"Disbursement Transaction Information" is composed of informational messages and payment detail information being returned to an entitlment area.  An example of would be a "Payroll Payment Record" or Returned Payment Notification, these would provide information about a payments, or notificaiton of action taken upon a request. Consists of the following message activity: Cancel Payment Notification, Payment, Payment Issued Notification, Payroll Payment Record, Returned Payment Notification, Suspended Payment Notification, Travel Payment Record.



Discrepancy Overpayment



This identifies the overpayments that have been made for goods or services provided by the Department of Defense.  Notification of the overpayment will need to be sent to PPAD so that a check can be issued to the originator.



Discrepancy Resolution



The process in which a discrepancy is resolved.



Disembarked Personnel



Personnel that have arrived at their point of destination and have undergone all post-movement processes.



Disposal Disposition Decision



A decision on the disposition method to be used on materiel returned for disposal.



Disposition Decision



This is the decision on what disposition method will be utilized on returned materiel (e.g. store, maintain, return to vendor or dispose).



Disposition List



An updated list of all excess, obsolete or unserviceable materiel available for final disposal or resale.



Dispute Information



A disagreement with payment amount regarding internal or external receivables/debt is recorded to manage receivables/debt.



Distributed Information Product



Packaged information distributed for viewing and analyzing per information requirement.



Distribution Schedule



The schedule of delivery times for the information products.



Draft Annual Performance Plan



Draft version of the document expressing level of performance as a tangible measurable objective against which actual achievement can be compared.  Performance goals can be either outcome or output goals.



Draft Budget Justification Response



Draft response to questions raised by United States Congressional Committees or staffers to support the budget submission by Department of Defense, which can include hearings, testimony and/or written responses.



Draft Business Plan



The draft version of the plan representing translation of strategic plans into the financial and non-financial logistics, acquisition, and personnel resources needed to accomplish the desired contingency plans, facilities infrastructure, and sustainment objectives.  The Business Plan identifies performance goals and estimated resource requirements and cost estimates to accomplish those goals.  Fiscal constraints require tradeoffs in the development of the Business Plan.  The Business Plan identifies programming, budget, and execution requirements that support the Quadrennial Review, National Military Strategy, and Defense Planning Guidance and is the basis for developing the Defense Budget and the Annual Performance Plan.



Draft Financial Statement



Initial financial statements generated for review and analysis.



Draft Justification Response



Draft response to external agencies ( i.e. Congress, media, State and local governments), providing them with additional information to more clearly explain the needs or requirements of the Department of Defense.  This draft includes information provided in response to a non-routine request.  Upon approval the draft response will be provided to the requesting agency in the proper format.



Draft Payment



The entitlement data that is required to generate a payment.



Draft Purchase Card Order



A tentative, provisional, or preparatory order to be issued against a Purchase Card as a method of procurement.



Draft Purchase Contract



A tentative, provisional, or preparatory order to be issued against a Purchase Contract awaiting approval and review by an authorizing official.



Draft Purchase Requisition



A detailed funded requirement, but not committed, for goods and services that has not been reviewed/approved by appropriate officials within the Government Acquisition Community. A request for goods / services by an authorized employee.  It may take the form of a request for such acquisitions as materials, outside repairs and services.  Includes requirements detail/ item description, price, quantity, a specific cost center / charge code (edit verify), approver, delivery, general reference back to the purchase contract.



Dunning Notification



A notice sent to the customer indicating payment for receivable/debt is past due. It is specifically used as a tracking instrument to track past due accounts.



Dynamic Asset Management Fulfillment



The active and continuous fulfillment of materiel and assets from the Vendor to the Logistics chain through Vendor Managed Inventory Fulfillment, Kanban Fulfillment and Outsource Service.



Dynamic Asset Management Visibility



The active and continuous management of assets to provide  timely and accurate information on the location, movement, status and identity of units, personnel, equipment and supplies.



Education Benefit Selection



A selection or declination made by a Member, Employee, Retiree or Annuitant for educational benefits.



Education Profile Request



Request to initiate or update education profile.



Educational Benefit Information



Listing of available educational offerings.



Effective Discount Data



Rate used to determine if taking a discount is cost effective to the U.S. Government.  Early payments to receive a discount are made only when it is cost effect.



Efficiency Change Recommendation



Process improvement recommendations for the Accounting process.  These recommendations focus on making the accounting process more efficient through changes to specific parts of the feeder processes and/or the accounting process.



Electronic Deposit Record



The recording of electronic deposits of cash like instruments.



Embarked Personnel



Personnel  that have arrived  at their point of destination and have undergone all post-movement processes.



Emergency Medical Treatment and Active Labor Act



Provides that if any individual (whether or not eligible for benefits under this subchapter) comes to the emergency department and a request is made on the individual's behalf for examination or treatment for a medical condition, the hospital must provide for an appropriate medical screening examination within the capability of the hospital's emergency department, including ancillary services routinely available to the emergency department, to determine whether or not an emergency medical condition (within the meaning of subsection (e)(1) of this section) exists.  Also known as the "Anti Dumping" Act.



Employee Recognition



Recognition of employees using appropriate means (e.g. awards, decorations, letters of commendation, etc).



Employer Contribution Profile Request



Data that is submitted and used for the purpose of calculating the employer+s contribution.



Employer Contribution Summary Profile



A complete view of the employer+s contributions and payments on behalf of an employee.



Entitlement



The data that is matched in accordance with the matching rules determined when the purchase contract was created.  Matching may include the data contained in two or more of the following:  invoice, receipt, shipping information and a purchase contract line.



Entitlement Late Payment Charge



Interest and fees are applied to past due receivables.



Entitlement Selected for Payment



An entitlement that has reached the date calculated for payment.



Environmental Competency Procedure



Internally developed procedures to guide all personnel in environmental clean-up in adherence to Department of Defense guidance and procedures.



Environmental Estimating Data



Data describing planned hours and resources consumed for each activity with an environmental impact. This data also includes the methodology used to estimate environmental liabilities,



Environmental Estimating Procedure



Procedure used to estimate the hours and resources consumed and is used to develop the annual environmental liability.



Environmental Liability Schedule



Next year's schedule of planned environmental events.



Environmental Liability Task List



A set of maintenance tasks that have potential environmental liability risk and the procedures that need to be followed to prevent liability while performing these tasks.



Equal Employment Opportunity Complaint



Request to initiate an equal employment opportunity grievance.



Equipment



An artifact needed for an undertaking or to perform a Department of Defense mission, e.g. tank, aircraft, weapon systems, etc.



Equipment And Facility Characteristic



The characteristics of an equipment or facility that will be assessed for regulatory compliance.



Equipment Maintenance Record



Record of the activities performed in a maintenance cycle with information such as materiel and hours consumed during that maintenance cycle.



Equipment Receiving Data



The transaction information associated to inducting equipment into the Maintenance area for repair or upgrade.



Established Debt



The recording of overpayment, duplicate payment or erroneous payments made and owed to the Department of Defense.



Established Debt Information



When payment information is received, an update to the customer/vendor/individual account is made which notes that a payment was received.



Established Receivable



Results from the extension of trade credit to the Department of Defense customer/vendor.



Established Receivable Product



When payment information is received, an update to the customer/vendor/individual account is made which notes that a payment was received.



Established Receivable/Debt



Results from the extension of trade credit to the Department of Defense customers are recorded as receivables. The recording of overpayment or erroneous payments which are monies owed to Department of Defense.  The recording of any referred monies owed from other internal or external agencies.



Evaluated Cost Estimate Requirement



Cost/Revenue estimate that has been evaluated with regard to its estimating needs.



Evaluated Financial Detail



Financial data that has been assessed against business rules to determine how this data will be handled by the Accounting process



Evaluated Revenue Estimate Requirement



Requirement which has been evaluated with regard to its estimating needs.



Evaluation Profile



This is information on an employee related to their performance evaluation.



Excess Obsolete Or Unserviceable Materiel Data



System designation or identifier that a materiel item is obsolete, in excess or is unserviceable.



Executed Real Property Acceptance Document



The identification of the receipt and acceptance of a Real Property asset, as captured by DD Form 1354, accepted by customer, and at which point the Real Property asset must become a part of the activity's Real Property inventory.



Executive Branch Direction



Guidance issued from the Executive Branch of the United States Federal Government, most often coming from the Executive Office of the President or the Office of Management and Budget.



Expense Detail



Detail of general ledger expense account information used in the review of the Trial Balance



Expense Submission



A validated expense statement submitted electronically for a specific pay cycle.



External Asset Request



A customers' (public) request for obsolete/excess/unserviceable materiel.



External Bill Generated



Generation of billing documentation for services or goods provided a non Department of Defense service or agency.



External Capacity Constraint



The bottleneck operation of an external system and it's maximum output by the relevant unit of time.  This is used to identify an area's maximum throughput and is a key input to all scheduling activities.



External Cost Analysis Support Information



Information gathered from sources external to the Department of Defense to enable the Cost Accounting process to perform specific cost analyses such as a cost estimate, cost-benefit analysis, economic analysis among others.  Such information might include inflation factors, local demographic information, government or industry benchmark information, currency rates, local vendor prices, etc.



External Customer/Vendor Non Financial Data



Data not found in account balances or account detail but required for financial management and performance reporting. This includes financially relevant data about business events that trigger financial transactions such as those found in accounts receivable.  Other examples or types of non financial data include operational statistics (flying hours, steaming hours), warranty data, universal identifier code, readiness input, footnotes to financial statements, end strengths, course information, benefit programs, merchant category codes, metrics, narrative information and performance data.



External Customer/Vendor Non Financial Data Profile



Credit Data not found in account balances or account detail but required for financial management and performance reporting. This includes financially relevant data about business events that trigger financial transactions such as those found in accounts receivable.  Other examples or types of non financial data include operational statistics (flying hours, steaming hours), warranty data, universal identifier code, readiness input, footnotes to financial statements, end strengths, course information, benefit programs, merchant category codes, metrics, narrative information and performance data.



External Intelligence



Intelligence information and materials provided by Agencies to the Department of Defense and used in the development of the overall strategic plan and subsequent planning and budgeting documentation.



External Real Property Asset Request



A customers' (public) request for obsolete/excess/unserviceable Real Property materiel.



FAR



The Federal Acquisition Regulations System is established for the codification and publication of uniform policies and procedures for acquisition by all executive agencies. The Federal Acquisition Regulations System consists of the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR), which is the primary document, and agency acquisition regulations that implement or supplement the FAR. The FAR System does not include internal agency guidance of the type described in 1.301(a)(2).



FFMIA



The Federal Financial Management Improvement Act (FFMIA) requires each agency to implement and maintain financial management systems that comply with (1) Federal financial systems requirements, (2) applicable Federal accounting standards, and  (3) the United States Government Standard General Ledger at the transaction level (aka USSGL).  This Law also requires each agency to give priority in funding and provide sufficient resources to implement this act and requires annual audit to determine compliance.



FMEA Management



Financial Management Enterprise Architecture (FMEA) Management relates to the tasks to be accomplished, the program organizational structure showing the interfaces with various design and supporting disciplines, customer-supplier relationships, the Work Breakdown Structure (WBS), task schedules, cost projections, data and documentation needs, program reporting requirements, design reviews, a risk management plan, requirements management plan, Configuration Management Plan and Quality Assurance Plan throughout the life of the architecture.



Family Support Program Communication



Response to customer request for family support assistance.



Family Support Program Request



Customer request for family support assistance.



Federal Accounting Standard



Rules, standards and direction provided to the Department of Defense Logistics by the Cost Accounting Standards Board. These consist of, but are not limited to the SFFAS 1, SFFAS 3, SFFAS 4,SFFAS 5, SFFAS 6, SFFAS 8, SFFAS 10, SFFAS 11, SFFAS 14, and SFFAS 16.



Federal Acquisition Regulation



The Federal Acquisition Regulations System is established for the codification and publication of uniform policies and procedures for acquisition by all executive agencies.



Federal Food, Drug, and Cosmetic Act, Chapter 5 - Drugs and Devices



The Federal Food, Drug, and Cosmetic Act (the Act), was signed into law in 1938 and has been amended several times since.  Enforced by the Food and Drug Administration (FDA), it provides for the regulation of foods, human and animal drugs, medicated animal feeds, medical devices, and cosmetics.



Feed and Forage Act



41 USC 11 No contracts or purchases unless authorized or under adequate appropriation: (a) No contract or purchase on behalf of the United States shall be made, unless the same is authorized by law or is under an   appropriation adequate to its fulfillment, except in the Department of Defense and in the Department of Transportation with respect to the Coast Guard when it is not operating as a service in the Navy, for clothing, subsistence, forage, fuel, quarters, transportation, or medical and hospital supplies, which, however, shall not exceed the necessities of the current year.(b) The Secretary of Defense and the Secretary of Transportation with respect to the Coast Guard when it is not operating as a service in the Navy shall immediately advise the Congress of the exercise of the authority granted in subsection (a) of this section, and shall report quarterly on the estimated obligations incurred pursuant to the authority granted in subsection (a) of this section.



Final Real Property Acceptance Document



Completed DD 1354, Transfer /Accept Real Property Form, with all required Real Property asset data.



Final Real Property Asset Cost



The accumulated cost of a Real Property construction in progress upon completion.



Final Real Property Disposal Requirement



Need or demand for disposal to support the Real Property mission that has been received, validated, and documented in the aggregation process.



Financial Accounting Assessment



The assessment of proposed changes to the accounting code structure which lists the implications of making the change, recommendations and, if necessary, development of alternatives.



Financial Asset Record Data



Updated financial data (e.g., costs, depreciation, etc.) about an asset record sent to populate reports for the Department of Defense community.



Financial Benefit Information



A request to Financial Management Reporting for an aggregate management report related to benefit cost estimation and rates paid by the Organization as well as individuals.



Financial Compliance Delivery Method Data Detail



The financial compliance delivery method requirements of the information product.



Financial Compliance Destination Data Detail



The financial compliance required destination and/or recipient details.



Financial Compliance Timing Data Detail



The financial compliance required delivery time.



Financial Data



Financial data is financial transaction output generated from areas such as Accounting, Accounts Receivable, Payroll, Payables, Disbursing, Property, Plant and Equipment, Collections, and Budgeting. The data may be in United States Standard General Ledger.



Financial Debt Information



The amount of debt by type of debt that is currenlty recorded in accounts receivable



Financial Detail



Financial transaction data that has been received by the Accounting process from the source processes.



Financial Information Product



An external financial report required by law, regulation, directive or policy.  Fiduciary responsibility is implied.  Includes Treasury reporting.



Financial Institution Deposit Information



Deposits made to all financial institutions related to DoD.



Financial Issue



A discrepancy or inconsistency of a financial nature in the working trial balance that has been identified in the closing process. (A child to "Closing Process Issue")



Financial Managerial Cost Analysis Information



Analyzed financial information derived by using cost modeling and other costing techniques.



Financial Materiel Record Data



Updated financial data (e.g., transportation and labor costs, etc.) about a materiel record sent to populate reports for the Department of Defense community.



Financial OMB Policy



Rules, standards and direction provided to the Department of Defense Logistics by the Office of Management and Budget (OMB). OMB policies include, but are not limited to the OMB Circular A-11 and OMB Bulletin 01-09.



Financial Statement



The presentation of the sum of financial transactions.



Financial and Management Reporting Performance Metric



The criteria used to evaluate and report the performance levels achieved to meet Financial and Management Reporting's Requirements over a determined period of time.



Financial and Management Reporting Performance Metric Requirement



The criteria used to evaluate and report the performance levels achieved to meet Financial and Management Reporting's Requirements over a determined period of time.



Finite Maintenance Schedule



A detailed executable schedule of all activities performed in the attempt to retain an item maintained in one area in specified condition by providing systematic inspection, detection, and prevention of unplanned failures.



Finite Materiel Resource Schedule



A detailed executable schedule for a specific location over a fixed time period that involves the appropriation of material or supplies resources to meet actual or expected requirements.



Finite Other Logistics Service Schedule



A detailed executable schedule for a specific location that addresses all service capabilities and requirements needed to perform a service obligation to an organization.



Finite Return Schedule



A detailed executable schedule for a specific location that addresses all return capabilities and requirements needed to perform a materiel return into the logistics process or back to the vendor and the disposal of excess, obsolete, or unserviceable materiel.



Finite Transportation Schedule



A detailed executable schedule for a specific location that addresses all transportation capabilities and requirements needed to perform a transportation obligation to an organization.



Fixed Price Billing



Fixed price billing is a billing amount that remains constant, regardless if the project is over/under budget.



Flagged Transaction



A purchase card transaction that is selected by the Billing Statement Approver and returned to the purchase card holder for additional explanation or documentation.



Footnote



Supplemental information identified to support financial statements.



Force Planning Strategy



The top level planning direction used to transform defense forces and react to strategic threats.



Forecasted Unit Cost



Forecasted costs of a unit of output often used for internal and external billings. They may be based on past experience, the current situation, and cost estimating techniques.



Foreign Military Sale Trust Funded Account



Dollars received in advance from foreign governments and held in trust to pay for their purchases of goods and services.



Format Issue



The format issues identified where requirements do not match available format.



Formatted Information



Transformed information united with a form or format that is being sent to determine if a certification is needed.



Frequency Increased or Decreased



The changed timing requirements for the management report delivery.



Fully Attributed Code Structure



An accounting classification code that defines how a transaction is assigned within the Department of Defense.  Potential items include organizations, project, location, etc.



Fund Balance



The balance of money on deposit in an account against which commitments and obligations can be incurred.



Fund Control Data



Data required to assess feasibility of committing funds to a new purchase contract or purchase order, information required for funds control function.



Fund Evaluation



The analysis of a fund's activity and balance with respect to current year unfunded requirements and overall business plan.  The evaluation is utilized in assessing program performance, risk and options.



Funding Authorization Document



A document that establishes legal and fiduciary responsibility of funds.



Funding Variance



The difference between amount of funding requested in the Defense portion of the President's Budget Submission and the amount of funding provided by Congress.



Future Development Profile



Information regarding training and succession planning of an individual within the organization.



GMRA



Law places limitation on certain annual pay adjustment, establishes limitations on accumulation of annual leave for the Senior Executive Service and the uses of excess leave.  Law improves efficiency in reporting to Congress by allowing the elimination or consolidation of duplicative or obsolete reporting requirements, and allows agencies to recommend, in consultation with Congressional committees, consolidation, elimination, or adjustments in frequency and due dates of statutorily required reports.  Law generally requires electronic payment for all Federal wage, salary, and retirement payments.  Law establishes Franchise Fund Pilot Programs and requisite uses, funding, and reporting.  Law allows Congress and its committees and the Office of Management and Budget to adjust the frequency and due dates of or consolidate any statutorily required reports within certain guidelines.  Law establishes certain deadlines for annual financial reports and related audits, including the Governmentwide Financial Statements.



GPRA



The Government Performance and Results Act (GPRA) that provides for the establishment of strategic planning and performance measurement in the Federal Government.  The Law also (1) holds Federal agencies accountable for achieving program results, (2) requires agencies to initiate program performance reform with a series of pilot projects in setting program goals, measuring program performance against those goals, and reporting publicly on their progress, (3) improve Federal program effectiveness and public accountability by promoting a new focus on results, service quality, and customer satisfaction, (4) help Federal managers improve service delivery, by requiring that they plan for meeting program objectives and by providing them with information about program results and service quality, (5) improve congressional decision making by providing more objective information on achieving statutory objectives, and on the relative effectiveness and efficiency of Federal programs and spending, and (6) improve internal managemetn of the Federal Government.



Garnishment Notification



Debt assistance is requested from an outside agency or government agency that warrants a collection  activity against a Department of Defense employee.  (Example - child support request from court.)



General Accounting Methodology



The standards, rules and techniques for performing certain accounting functions to ensure consistent, reliable and timely calculation of accounting information. For example,  the method for calculating accruals or depreciation as well as valuation techniques.



General Engineering Service Procedure



A procedure used in the management, planning and execution of the general engineering process.  This encompasses procedures for both expedite and deliberate construction methods using the applications of design criteria, advanced planning, and preparation.



General Engineering Service Schedule



General engineering schedule that addresses all engineering capabilities and requirements needed to perform an engineering obligation to an organization.  This schedule includes both horizontal and vertical construction for expedient and deliberate construction and repairs.



General Engineering Service Training Course



Training course material developed to guide all general engineering personnel in the performance of engineering activities.  Training encompasses construction and repair of lines of communications, main supply routes, airfields, and logistic facilities to support joint military operations.



General Ledger Conclusion



The conclusion developed on how to address a particular account transaction based upon the accounting analysis and professional judgement.  This conclusion will effect the general ledger.



General Ledger Detail



Detailed financial and non financial information used in the general ledger.



General Ledger Mapping Rule



The system rule which identifies what type of and how information within an accounting transaction should be assigned to the General Ledger.



Generated Bill



Accumulation of the individuals credit report to establish credit worthiness for the purchases of goods and or services to be provided by the Department of Defense.



Global Posture Planning Strategy



The top level planning direction used to transform U.S. global military posture and development of new ways to deter conflict.



Global Threat Assessment



A strategic evaluation of compatibility, interoperability, integration, and intelligence support for targeting requirements with all appropriate weapons, systems and programs.



Government Benchmark



A set of government measurements used to establish goals for improvements in processes, functions, products, etc.



Government Benchmark Information



A set of government measurements used to establish goals for improvements in processes, functions, products, etc.



Government Best Practice



Leading strategies, processes and technology which have been effectively utilized by business processes throughout the government.



Government Best Practice Information



Leading strategies, processes and technology which have been effectively utilized by business processes throughout the government.



Government Customer Master Setup Data



Facts, data, or instructions in any medium or form on a government customer who receives products or services.



Government Furnished Information



Information received from government sources and used to develop improved processes.



Government Leading Practice Information



Information received from government sources and used to develop and improve existing processes, may include information such as external data from other government's leading practices.



Government Subject Matter Expertise



Individual(s) with government experience and expertise in specific business areas within the Department of Defense.



Government Subject Matter Expertise Information



Individual(s) with government experience and expertise in specific business areas within the Department of Defense.



Grant



An agreement under which payments in cash/and or in kind are made for specified purposes.



Grant History



Status report based on grant transactions.



Grievance Profile



Contains information regarding grievance.



Grievance Profile Request



Request to initiate or update a grievance.



Gross to Net Pay Data



Total pay before taxes in relationship to pay after deductions in net pay.



Guidance



The interpretation and implementation of Policy within the Department of Defense. Guidance takes the form of regulations, directives, circulars, instructions, manuals, standard operating procedures (SOPs), etc. Examples include Department of Defense Financial Management Regulation (7000.14R), Department of Defense Instruction 5000.2R, Defense Federal Acquisition Regulation Supplement (DFARS), Joint Travel Regulations (JTR), Department of Defense Cost Standards, etc.



HIPAA



Established national standards for electronic health care transactions and national identifiers for providers, health plans, and employers. It also addresses the security and privacy of health data.



HRM Accounting Policy



Accounting standards for Human Resources Management transactions promulgated by the Federal Accounting Standards Advisory Board and related financial management systems requirements set by JFMIP, a body established by Congress with passage of the Federal Financial Management Improvement Act.



Health Care Accreditation Information



Verified credential information about health care personnel.



Health Care Appeals Determination



Final determination upon beneficiary appeal of benefits coverage for requested services.



Health Care Appointment Information



The date, time, place, provider, and transportation arrangements for a health service encounter.



Health Care Approved Care Plan



The plan of care (or set of intervention options) mutually selected by the provider and the customer (or responsible person).



Health Care Beneficiary Assessment Profile



An assessment resulting from evaluation of an individual's health status.



Health Care Beneficiary Care Plan



The plan of care (or set of intervention options) mutually selected by the provider and the customer (or responsible person).



Health Care Beneficiary Eligibility Profile



An assessment resulting from evaluation of an individual's eligibility criteria.



Health Care Beneficiary Health Status and Determination



A decision about the Beneficiary's health status or quantifiable change in health status, supported or imputed by gathered customer information, frequently categorized to a named entity, disease, injury, or condition. Includes (1) problems and strengths; (2) the primary and secondary diagnoses; (3) any relevant diagnostic codes; (4) level of threat posed by the disease process or injury; (5) level of care required to treat the customer's condition; (6) the urgency of the need for care; and (7) whether the Beneficiary is a danger to self or others.



Health Care Beneficiary Inquiry



Information relating to the inquiries made by beneficiaries as they relate to their interaction with the Military Health System.



Health Care Beneficiary Inquiry Response



Information resulting from inquiries made by beneficiaries as they relate to their interaction with the MHS.  Includes information received from potential customers regarding their needs, preferences, and current health care situation.



Health Care Beneficiary Marketing and Education Information



Approved TRICARE program marketing and education information customized for distribution to existing beneficiaries.



Health Care Beneficiary Movement Information



Information relating to the physical movement or potential movement of patients, beneficiaries, or active duty personnel due to changes in level of care or deployment, etc.



Health Care Beneficiary Movement Information Request



Information relating to the physical movement or potential movement of patients, beneficiaries, or active duty personnel due to changes in level of care or deployment, etc.



Health Care Beneficiary Profile



All information about customer health data, customer care information, and customer demographic data, and customer insurance information. Selected information is provided to both external and internal customers contingent upon confidentiality restrictions. Information provided includes immunization certifications and reports, birth information, and customer medical and dental readiness status.  Information may be accumulated through diagnosis, health history, interviews, examinations, evaluations, and laboratory tests, such as blood titers, including both current and historical data. Historical data may include treatments and consent for those treatments, and diagnostics performed on the individual.



Health Care Beneficiary Profile Request



All information about customer health data, customer care information, and customer demographic data, and customer insurance information. Selected information is provided to both external and internal customers contingent upon confidentiality restrictions. Information provided includes immunization certifications and reports, birth information, and customer medical and dental readiness status.  Information may be accumulated through diagnosis, health history, interviews, examinations, evaluations, and laboratory tests, such as blood titers, including both current and historical data. Historical data may include treatments and consent for those treatments, and diagnostics performed on the individual.



Health Care Beneficiary Risk Factor



Factors in the environment or chemical, psychological, physiological, or genetic elements thought to predispose an individual to the development of a disease or injury. Includes occupational and lifestyle risk factors and risk of acquiring a disease due to travel to certain regions.



Health Care Benefit Information



Approved TRICARE program marketing materials customized for regional distribution to potential customers.



Health Care Benefit Selection



Health plan enrollment application and selection.  Includes a petition that a primary care manager and a primary care organization be assigned to an enrolled beneficiary.



Health Care Clinical Risk Management Information



Information supporting a comprehensive program of activities to identify, evaluate, and take corrective action against risks that may result from variances in standards of care.



Health Care Customer Access Metrics



The value set for access to care measured results.  Includes information about the degree of divergence of actual performance data from the norm or ideal.



Health Care Demand and Referral Information



Specific clinical and financial information necessary to refer beneficiaries to the appropriate services and level of care.   Can include aggregated information to support decision-making aimed at maximizing the appropriate utilization of finite resources.



Health Care External Survey Results



Information about customer satisfaction with services received from Military Health System providers.



Health Care Financial Data



Health Care Financial data is financial transaction output generated from areas such as Accounting, Accounts Receivable, Payroll, Payables, Disbursing, Property, Plant and Equipment, Collections, and Budgeting. The data may be in United States Standard General Ledger



Health Care Health Risk Policy and Procedure



Policies and procedures related to determination of health risk for targeted populations.



Health Care Improvement Strategy



Approach for advancing or changing for the better the business rules or business functions of the Military Health System. Includes strategies for improving Military Health System employee performance (including training requirements), utilization management, workplace safety, and customer satisfaction.  Information may be obtained from an evaluation of the outcomes of interventions or care.



Health Care Industry Benchmark Information



External metrics and benchmarks that are used in the evaluation and management of performance.



Health Care Military and Community Resource Availability



The resources and programs available to promote, facilitate, and support preventive and chronic disease healthcare for beneficiaries.



Health Care New Standard and Protocol



New criteria for the performance of health care services. This may include: (1) Health and safety standards developed by the Military Health System to prevent or contain disease or injury (such as development of health and safety standards for food handling or for field latrine and shower facilities); and (2) Outlines, diagrams, or flow charts (Clinical Protocols) that describe each step in a process of clinical diagnosis and treatment. Clinical protocols are helpful in examining the process of care, comparing different patterns or approaches, facilitating communication among health care providers about clinical issues, discovering the points at which clinical and administrative procedures intersect, planning how to improve clinical processes, and educating or transmitting information about agreed-upon methods.



Health Care Patient and Staff Satisfaction Information



Survey data gathered from beneficiaries that receive services from providers that the Military Health System wishes to use to measure satisfaction. Extended to include data gathered from Military Health System staff.



Health Care Population Health Education and Improvement Information



Practitioner-oriented population health information such as policies, plans, guidelines and procedures.



Health Care Population Health Management Implementation Plan and Tool



The plan that describes how the population health management plan will be executed.  It may include resources required, tasks to be accomplished, timelines, etc.  Also includes tools available to support the business activities related to Care and Disease Management.



Health Care Population Health Research Results



Information obtained through Population Health Management research processes internal to the Military Health System. This includes but is not limited to epidemiological study data, clinical data, disease data, and new treatment information.



Health Care Population Member Health Data



Facts about the current and historical health conditions of the members of an organization. (Individuals' health data are grouped by the employing organization, with the expectation that the organization's operations pose similar health risks to all the organization's members.)



Health Care Population Risk Reduction Plan



Sets of actions proposed to an organization commander for his/her selection to reduce the effect of health risks on the organization's mission effectiveness and member health status. The proposed actions include: (1) resources required to carry out the actions, (2) expected mission impact, and (3) member's health status with and without the actions.



Health Care Population and Environmental/Occupational Data



A determination about the expected health effects for specified populations from exposure to expected environmental conditions. Conclusions drawn about the causes of risk factors and the overall health of the environment and population.



Health Care Promotion Program



Programs designed to prevent disease and injury, promote healthier lifestyles, improve social and occupational functioning; or ameliorate or eliminate maladaptive organizational functioning.  Also may include related therapeutic intervention information.



Health Care Provider Demographics



Specific demographic information relating to both internal and external providers associated with the Military Health System including location, credentialing, services, ratings, etc.  Includes verified credential information about health care personnel.



Health Care Provider Demographics Request



Specific demographic information relating to both internal and external providers associated with the Military Health System including location, credentialing, services, ratings, etc.  Includes verified credential information about health care personnel.



Health Care Recommended Care Plan



Provider-recommended and alternative care plan(s).



Health Care Service Information



Knowledge derived from the process of delivering a health care service, including progress notes, procedure notes, and other encounter-based information regarding the procedure performed and associated circumstances. Also may include information on specimens drawn.



Health Care Service and Referral



Directives to provide health services, including recommended preventive health services.  Includes the plan of care (or set of intervention options) mutually selected by the provider and Beneficiary.



Health Care Surveillance Capability Status



A matrix that represents the degree of readiness (or capability) of health care units, equipment, and personnel to carry out or support Military Health System activities.



Health Care Utilization Information



Resources used in relation to resources available.  Amount of capacity actually used during a given period.



Health Service Beneficiary Correspondence



Communication from a Health Service Beneficiary, which includes general inquiries, satisfaction surveys, and patient movement information.



Health Service Beneficiary Correspondence Response



Information consisting of Health Care Beneficiary Marketing and Education Information, Health Care Promotion Program and Health Care Benefit Information.



Health Service Benefit Selection



The listing of health benefits choices that are available for selection by the affected individual.



Health Service Billing



Documentation of fees for Department of Defense service members for hospital services provided to a thrid party health insurer.



Health Service Billing Transaction Information



Financial information that contains the data necessary to generate an account receivable and health care bill for services rendered.



Health Service Encounter Initiation Information



Administrative and financial data that is collected on patients as they move through the healthcare continuum.  This information is largely used for administrative and financial activities such as reporting and billing.



Health Service Encounter Transaction Information



Non-financial information that contains the data necessary to generate an account in the general ledger for services rendered.



Health Service Financial Information



Health Service unique information about the amounts and types of funds expended when acquiring, controlling, or maintaining Military Health System resources.  This includes fiscal resources (including capitation funding), financial plans, programmed capabilities, and the spending authority needed to implement activities associated with the Military Health System mission.



Health Service Management Information



Health Service Management Information consists of Health Care Beneficiary Movement Information, Health Care Provider Assignment Response, and Health Care Provider Demographics.



Health Service Management Information Request



Health Service Management  Information Request consists of Health Care Beneficiary Inquiry, Health Care Beneficiary Movement Information Request, Health Care Demand and Referral Information, Health Care External Survey Results, Health Care Industry Benchmark Information, Health Care Military and Community Resource Availability, Health Care Patient and Staff Satisfaction Information, Health Care Population and Environmental/Occupational Data, Health Care Provider Demographics Request, and Health Care Utilization Information.



Health Service Performance Information



Health Service Performance Information consists of Health Care Clinical Risk Management Information, Health Care Customer Health Care Access Metric, and Health Care Improvement Strategy.



Health Service Population Health Plan



Health Service Population Health Plan consists of Health Care New Standard and Protocol, Health Care Surveillance Capability Status, Health Care Population Health Education and Improvement Information, Health Care Population Health Research Results, and Health Care Population Risk Reduction Plan.



Health Service Procedure



A procedure used in the management, planning and execution of the health service process.  Procedures include supplying Class VIII medical supplies, optical fabrication, medical equipment maintenance, blood storage and distribution, and medical gases for the joint force surgeon's support mission.



Health Service Profile



Health Service Profile consists of Health Care Accreditation Information, Health Care Appeals Determination, Health Care Beneficiary Profile, Health Care Encounter Information, and Health Care Service and Referral.



Health Service Profile Request



Health Service Profile Request consists of Health Care Beneficiary Profile Request, and Health Care Population Member Health Data.



Health Service Schedule



Health service schedule that addresses all health service capabilities and requirements needed to perform a health service obligation to an organization.  Schedule supports the joint force surgeon's health service support mission covering a variety of medical supplies.



Health Service Schedule Information



Scheduled procedure type, location, and date of service information related to scheduled interactions with the patient.



Health Service Schedule Template



Management information used to assist in scheduling health care services.  Includes schedules of both internal and external providers for planning and scheduling resources and patient services.



Health Service Training Course



Training course material developed to guide all health service personnel in the performance of health service activities.  Training encompasses all aspects of supplying medical supplies to the joint force surgeon's health service support mission.



High Priority Walkthrough



A unplanned request for materiel or equipment.



Historical Activity Information



Prior period activity information from all the processes to support future logistics functions.



Historical Cost Estimate Information Product



Prior year cost estimates that may be needed to develop current estimates.



Historical Cost Information Product



Prior year cost information provided by the Financial and Management Reporting process.



Historical Cost Information Requirement



A request provided to the Financial and Management Reporting process for prior year cost information.



Historical Cost Information Requirement Response



Accepted or rejected notification to a Historical Cost information requirement.



Historical Revenue Estimate Information Product



Prior year revenue estimates that may be needed to develop current estimates.



Human Relations Profile



Response to customers regarding human relations programs.



Human Resource Administration Profile



Information relating to all aspects of the Human Resource Profile that relates to organizational management.



Human Resource Application



An individual who submits a resume for employment and/or promotion consideration within Department of Defense.



Human Resource Benefit Transaction Information



Financial and non-financial information that contains selected data from the Human Resource Profile and Beneficiary Administrator Information.  (Examples: Benefit cost information, benefit workload information, benefit billing information, etc.)



Human Resource Billing Transaction Information



Financial information that contains the data necessary to generate an account receivable and bill for services rendered.



Human Resource Business Plan Assessment



The identification of human resources, both financial and non-financial, needed to accomplish the business goals and objectives derived from the Strategic Plan and the Defense Planning Guidance.  The assessment also provides financial and non-financial planning estimates for current year human resource requirements.



Human Resource Business Plan Program Objective



The human resource-based course of action intended to support the development of the Business Plan Assessment, which identifies services, opportunities or projects in  the Department of Defense.



Human Resource Commitment Request



An administrative human resource request received by the comptroller from a requiring activity for the reservation of funds in anticipation of their obligation. The commitment may be based upon firm procurement directives, orders, requisitions, authorizations, or requests.



Human Resource Customer Call Center Query



Request by employee for information or assistance.



Human Resource Customer Contact Query



A request for information or assistance received by a Human Resource specialist from a person-to-person contact with an employee or manager.



Human Resource Customer Request



Request from an internal/external customer for human resource information.



Human Resource Customer Self Service Query



A request for information or assistance received through the Human Resource self-service program.



Human Resource Dashboard Metrics



Graphical representation of performance measures.



Human Resource Execution Objective



Human resource-based validated need or demand for personnel, equipment, facilities, services, or other resources needed to support a current year tactical mission or objective.  This validated need or demand may be a funded or unfunded requirement.



Human Resource Execution Requirement



Human resource-based request for commitment authority to fund a validated current year requirement, or the identification of human resource requirements, both financial and non-financial, needed to accomplish a current year unfunded requirement.



Human Resource Financial Information Product



An external financial report required by law, regulation, directive or policy.  Fiduciary responsibility is implied.  Includes Treasury reporting.



Human Resource Information



An extraction of selected data related to a human resource application and human resource profile request.



Human Resource Information Communication



Response to customer request for human resource information.



Human Resource Information Product



A notification that contains information about a particular information product or information about the approval of a particular information product.



Human Resource Information Product Approval



Agreement required prior to the release of a Human Resource information product.



Human Resource Information Product Response



A notification that contains human resources information or information  about the approval of the human resources information product.



Human Resource Information Requirement



Management report detailing human resources indicators.



Human Resource Information Requirement Response



Accepted or rejected notification to a Human Resource information requirement



Human Resource Management Information Product



The management report information distributed in fulfillment of an information requirement that comes from both internal and external customers.  Used in rationalizing the information product catalog for maintenance and removal of information products no longer used or useful.



Human Resource Planning Assessment



The identification of human resources, both financial and non-financial, needed to accomplish the business goals and objectives derived from the Strategic Plan and the Defense Planning Guidance.  The assessment also provides financial and non-financial planning estimates for current year acquisition requirements.



Human Resource Planning Objective



Parent message of Business Plan Program Objective,  Strategic Plan Objective, and Program and Budget Clarification Request.



Human Resource Planning and Budgeting Information



A strategic, Business Plan, or current year objective that requires the identification and justification of financial and non-financial Human Resources requirements necessary to accomplish the objective.



Human Resource Planning and Budgeting Requirement



The identification and justification of Human Resource requirements, both financial and non-financial, needed to support strategic and budgetary objectives, and the identification and execution of Human Resource requirements during the current year.



Human Resource Profile



Includes personal, professional and pay information related to the  processes of administering manpower and staffing, human resources, personnel development, benefits and pay.



Human Resource Profile Report



A report which includes personal and professional information related to the processes of administering manpower and staffing, human resources and personnel development.



Human Resource Profile Report Request



A request for a report which is used to identify specific personnel development needs.



Human Resource Profile Report Request Response



Accepted or rejected notification to a Human Resource Profile Report Request.



Human Resource Profile Request



Request from within the Department of Defense (DoD0, outside agency or an individual for Human Resource Management to update or create a new Human Resource Profile (e.g., promotion, employee transfer from outside Department of Defense, court garnishment request, etc.).



Human Resource Program and Budget Clarification Request



Request to provide additional information necessary to more clearly explain human resources needs or requirements of a program and its associated budget.



Human Resource Program and Budget Clarification Response



Clarification of the questions or documentation requested in support of the human resource program and budget development.



Human Resource Request



The idenfication of a current year requirement for personnel that support a tactical mission or objective included in the Business Plan.



Human Resource Scorecard



A management reporting approach to align performance measurements to mission objectives.



Human Resource Strategic Plan Assessment



The translation of the Quadrennial Defense Review and National Military Strategy into the human resource portion of the Strategic Plan that articulates the Department of Defense's desired operational capabilities, force structure, sustainment capability, and weapon system strategies.



Human Resource Strategic Plan Objective



The translation of the Quadrennial Defense Review and the National Military Strategy into specified human resource objectives that articulates the Department of Defense's desired operational capabilities, force structure, sustainment capability, and weapons systems strategy.  These objectives help to provide the basis for developing the Defense Budget, and the Annual Performance Plan.



Human Resource Tactical Deficiency



Identification of a lack in human resources needed to accomplish tactical objectives.



Human Resource Tactical Deficiency Assessment



The identification of human resources, both financial and non-financial, needed to accomplish a current year requirement that is not included in the Business Plan.



Human Resource Unapproved Information Product



Notification sent to Human Resource customer that the information product needs to be approved

Identified Financial Compliance Delivery Detail



Approved delivery details required for financial and compliance reporting.



Identified Financial Compliance Detail



Approved form and content required for financial and compliance reporting.



Identified Financial Compliance Issue



Issues that have been analyzed and accepted and need no further resolution.



Identified Issue



Issues resulting from the review and analysis of the working trial balance requiring further analysis or action.



Identified Management Report Delivery Detail



The unique delivery specifications related to a particular management report.



Identified Management Report Detail



Management reporting information requirements are evaluated using established dictionary elements.. This message defines form, content and delivery details.



Identified Match Detail



The data elements that assist in the identification of a potential information product match to satisfy the information requirement.



Identified Post Closing Issue



Any discrepancy, inconsistency, or delay identified in the post closing preparation of narrative information that unecessarily prolongs the closing process.  (A child to "Closing Process Issue")



Identified Potential Match



The analyzed and approved potential information product match requirements.



Identified Short Payment



A payment to relieve a debt or receivable that was not paid in full for an established reason. This is based on a reason code such as: product received but damaged.



Impact Statement



Documentation of the effect that a proposed accounting code structure change will have on the enterprise architecture.



Incorrect Aggregation Level



If the information product hierarchy is not properly aligned for report production.



Incorrect Detail Level



The data summary is not accurate for the report production.



Incorrect Information Product



Information distributed for fulfilling an information requirement is not accurate.



Incorrect Recipient



The requested recipient should not receive the requested information product.



Indirect Resource Cost



A resource cost necessary for the functioning of the organization as a whole, but one that is not directly or easily traced to a final output, or cost object.



Individual Competency Profile



Contains information regarding the individual's proficiencies and performance ratings.



Individual Cost Delineation



The allocation of individual's time and cost by project.



Individual Development Profile



Individual Development Profile contains information regarding the individual's competencies and performance.



Individual Education Profile



Contains information regarding an individual's education profile.



Individual Pay Debt



A salary is provided to a Department of Defense employee or service member, retiree and or annuitant.



Individual Pay Debt Payment



Payment received from an individual to relieve a Department of Defense debt that has been recorded as a receivable.



Individual Performance Profile



Updated Human resource Profile that relates to individual performance (e.g., promotions, demotions, evaluations, awards, disciplinary awards, etc.).



Individual Personal Information



Individual Information related to name, address, social security number, date of birth, citizenship, security clearance, etc.



Individual Placement Notification



Notification information regarding placement of an individual into a position and associated benefits (e.g., position title, grade, duty location, salary, health/life insurance, Thrift Savings, etc.).  Also, includes notification of non-placement of an individual into a position.



Individual Professional Information



A revision made in the Human Resource Profile related to an individual's education, position, promotions and other professional data.



Individual Training Profile



Contains information regarding the individual's training and career development.



Industry Benchmark



A set of  commercial measurements used to establish goals for improvements in processes, functions, products etc.



Industry Benchmark Information



A set of  commercial measurements used to establish goals for improvements in processes, functions, products etc.



Industry Best Practice



Leading strategies, processes and technology which have been shown through research and evaluation to be effective in commercial industry.



Industry Best Practice Information



Leading strategies, processes and technology which have been shown through research and evaluation to be effective in commercial industry.



Industry Furnished Information



Information received from commercial sources and used to develop improved processes.



Industry Information



Various industry practices and information to be used in improving Defense processes and planning.



Industry Leading Practice Information



Information received from commercial sources and used to develop improved processes.



Industry Subject Matter Expertise



Individual(s) with commercial experience and expertise in business or financial processes.



Industry Subject Matter Expertise Information



Individual(s) with commercial experience and expertise in business or financial processes.



Industry Technology Projections



Assessment of when and at what cost, industry will be able to develop and field selected technologies and innovations.



Information Assurance



Describes individual controls and groups internal and external access to the  preparation of inquiries and display of information products.



Information Product



Information distributed for fulfilling an information requirement.  Information products are provided to both external and internal customers.



Information Product List Change Recommendation



Recommendations for information products to be rationalized.



Information Product Response



A notification that contains information about a particular information product or information about the approval of a particular information product.



Information Requirement



Request for information that provides the requirements for form, content, and delivery details.  Includes request for information from both external and internal customers.



Information Requirement Response



Financial and compliance information providing timing requirements to the requestor.  For management reporting, the information requirement response can be an acceptance or rejection notification.



Initial Asset Record



Initial financial and non financial data about assets located in the Logistics chain.



Initial Materiel Record



Initial financial and non financial data about materiel located in the Logistics chain.



Initial Record



Initial financial and non financial data about assets and materiel located in the Logistics chain.



Initiate Travel Order Preparation



Directs the initiation of a travel order which requires validating fund availability and the gathering of information required (e.g. employee information, location, duration, estimates, etc.)



Inquiry Information Requirement



Request for inquiry support information that provides the requirements for form, content and delivery details.  The timing, medium and method for distribution are provided.



Inquiry Information Requirement Response



Accepted or rejected notification to an Inquiry information requirement.



Inquiry Report



Data that supports responses to inquiries including previous testimonies, the Secretarty of Defense's annual report, and posture statements.



Inspected Real Property Equipment



Real Property equipment that has undergone initial inspection.



Inspection Record



A record which shows the results of a performed inspection.



Integrated Logistics Plan



A time phase report that shows demand against a capacity constrained system.  It describes the projected available balance and the available capacity as a means to develop a schedule to meet the demand plan.



Integrated Logistics Plan Execution Training Course



Training in the execution of the logistics plan to assure supplies, wares, goods, durables, or materials on hand or in stock to meet the demand plan.



Integrated Logistics Plan Procedure



A procedure used in the management, planning and execution  of a time phase report that shows demand against a capacity constrained system.



Integrated Logistics Plan Training Information



Information and schedules used to ensure that all affected personnel are trained to develop an Integrated Logistics Plan.



Integrated Logistics Planning Training Course



Training in the planning, funding, and functioning controls which help to assure supplies, wares, goods, durables, or materials on hand or in stock to meet the demand plan.



Integrated Real Property Plan Procedure



A procedure used in the management, planning and execution  of a Real Property time phase report that shows demand against a capacity constrained system.



Integrated Real Property Plan Task Timeline



The process of identifying the schedule for integrated Real Property plan tasks.



Intellectual Capital



Information or intelligence that is utilized in developing new and leading practices.



Interest Charge



The amount of money assessed to a receivable or debt for late payment consists of the interest applied in order to recover the cost of borrowing necessitated by a delinquent receivable and to recover to the creditor agency the cost of processing and handling.



Interest Data



Interest rate and the time period the rate is effective.  The interest rate is used to determine the service charge due for late payments.



Internal Acquisition Data



Consists of the following message activity:  Purchase Requisition.



Internal Acquisition Information



Consists of the following message activity: Sourced Requirement, Unsourced Requirement, Returned Purchase Requisition, Sourced Requirement, Unsourced Requirement and Returned Purchase Requisition.



Internal Bill Generated



Generation of billing documentation for services or goods provided to another service or agency.



Internal Capacity Constraint



The bottleneck operation of an internal process and it's maximum output by the relevant unit of time.  This is used to identify an area's maximum throughput and is a key input to all internal scheduling activities.



Internal Cost Analysis Support Information Product



Information provided by the Financial and Management Reporting process necessary to support the performance of cost analyses.



Internal Cost Analysis Support Information Requirement



A request provided to the Financial and Management Reporting process for information necessary to support the performance of cost analyses.



Internal Cost Analysis Support Information Requirement Response



Accepted or rejected notification to an Internal Cost Analysis Support information requirement.



Internal Disbursement Data



Consists of the following message activity:  Released Suspended Draft Payment.



Internal Entitlement Information



Consists of the following message activity: Reestablished Entitlement and Closed Entitlement.



Internal Human Resource Information



Human Resource generated information for use within the Human Resource community.



Internal Invoice



An invoice is a request or itemized statement presented to another service or department located within the Department of Defense for merchandise/goods shipped or services performed.  This invoice should include the items/services shipped, the quantity and price for the services rendered. In addition adjustments from sellers including credits for product and services not provided.



Internal Revenue Service Circulars



Internal Revenue Service Circulars provide guidance and instructions regarding tax law.



Internal Revenue Service Policy Letters



Internal Revenue Service Policy Letters are general statements of well-defined law without applying them to a specific set of facts.  They are furnished by the IRS National Office in response to requests for general information by taxpayers, by congresspersons on behalf of constituents, or by congresspersons on their own behalf.



Internal Satisfied Payment



Recognition of a debt to a specific appropriation account to relieve a specific bill.



Internally Driven Modification



Modification to a routing, item master, or bill of material that facilitates logistics performance improvement.



Internally Handled Materiel



A materiel item which has been returned by a customer or warfighter. Based on the disposition decision, the returned materiel item will be maintained, returned to the vendor, separated, stored or transported.



Inventory Valuation Change Request



A request by a business or accounting organization to change how inventory is valued/recorded/calculated/determined to more accurately reflect the financial results of business transactions.



Inventory Valuation Recommendation



A recommendation to change the procedure or practice of how inventory valuation should be calculated.



Inventory/Asset Detail Information Product



Information received to fulfill a request for inventory or fixed asset information to be used in accounting analysis of financial and non-financial information.  Such information could include historical information, trend analysis information or ratio information.



Inventory/Asset Detail Information Requirement



A request for inventory and/or fixed asset related information to be used in the accounting analysis.  Such a request could include historical information, trend analysis information, and ratio comparisons. The timing, medium and method for distribution are also provided.



Inventory/Asset Detail Information Requirement Response



Accepted or rejected notification to an Inventory/Asset Detail information requirement.



Investigated Customer/Vendor Information



Investigation of customer/vendor information provided to the Department of Defense based on what the customer/vendor supplied.  This is similar to a background check.



Invoice



A collection of data submitted by a government agency external to the Department of Defense or vendor/contractor requesting payment from the Department of Defense.  It should describe an amount due for the acquisition of tangible goods or services and must reference the Purchase Contract line that authorized the goods or services as "billable events".  The invoice includes the price including freight, the cash discount terms, the date of the billing, the payment due date and the amount of the money owed to the vendor/contractor for an acquisition. (Examples include vendor/contractor invoice, advance payment request, or progress payment request).



Invoice Deposit Record



A record of deposit that pertains to specifically to accounts receivable invoices.



Invoice Dispute



A customer disputes a charge for goods or services that were provided.



Invoice Dispute Payment



Payment received for an invoice that was disputed by the customer/vendor.  After further research the customer/vendor has issued a payment to closeout the receivable/debt.



Invoice Lockbox Deposit Notification



This is the notification of funds that were received at a lockbox location to be used to liquidate a receivable or debt.



Issued Materiel



Materiel that has been issued to the requester.



Issued Purchase Card



An approved purchase card that has been provided to a Department of Defense employee.



JFMIP Requirement



The Joint Financial Management Improvement Program (JFMIP) is a joint undertaking of the Treasury, GAO, OMB, and Office of Personnel Management (OPM), working in cooperation with each other and other agencies to improve financial management practices in the Federal Government. The Program promotes strategies and sponsors projects to improve financial management across the Federal Government; participates in the financial management activities of central policy organizations; and facilitates the sharing of information about good financial management practices. The JFMIP's consist of, but are not limited to, JFMIP SR-11-04, JFMIP FR 99-14, JFMIP FFMSR-8, JFMIP FFMSR-7, and JFMIP SR-02-02.



JFMIP SR-00-01



The Joint Financial Management Improvement Program is a joint and cooperative undertaking of the U.S. Department of Treasury, the General Accounting Office, the Office of Management and Budget and the Office of personnel Management working in cooperation with each other and other agencies to improve financial management practices in government.



JFMIP SR-01-02



JFMIP was established when Congress enacted the Federal Financial Managemetn Improvement Act which requires each agency to implement and maintain financial management systems that comply with Federal financial management systems requirements.  JFMIP then began issuing promulgations that provide agencies with system requirements related to the following systems (1) Acquisition Financial System Requirements, (2) Core Financial System Requirements, (3) Benefit System Requirements, (4) Human Resources and Payroll System Requirements, (5) Inventory System Requirements, (6) Travel System Requirements, (7) Direct Loan System Requirements, (8) Framework for Federal Financial Manement, (9) Grant Financial System Requirements, (10) Guaranteed Loan System Requirements, (11) System Requirements for Manageral Cost Accounting, (12) Seized Property and Forfeited Assets System Requirements, (13) Property Management System Requirements.



JFMIP SR-02-01



Core Financial System Requirements. JFMIP then began issuing promulgations that provide agencies with system requirements related to the following systems (1) Acquisition Financial System Requirements, (2) Core Financial System Requirements, (3) Benefit System Requirements, (4) Human Resources and Payroll System Requirements, (5) Inventory System Requirements, (6) Travel System Requirements, (7) Direct Loan System Requirements, (8) Framework for Federal Financial Manement, (9) Grant Financial System Requirements, (10) Guaranteed Loan System Requirements, (11) System Requirements for Manageral Cost Accounting, (12) Seized Property and Forfeited Assets System Requirements, (13) Property Management System Requirements.



JFMIP SR-02-02



JFMIP was established when Congress enacted the Federal Financial Management Improvement Act which requires each agency to implement and maintain financial management systems that comply with Federal financial management systems requirements.  JFMIP issued promulgations that provide agencies with system requirements related to a number of systems including acquisition.  JFMIP states that the acquisition system should support the acquisition process of obtaining goods and services and provide information to the core financial system.



JFMIP SR-99-05: H.R. & Payroll



The Joint Financial Management Improvement Program (JFMIP) was established when Congress enacted the Federal Financial Management Improvement Act which requires each agency to implement and maintain financial management systems that comply with Federal financial management systems requirements.  JFMIP issued promulgations that provide agencies with system requirements related to a number of systems including property management.  The JFMIP Human Resources and Payroll System Requirements (SR) document (SR-99-05) is intended to identify financial system requirements necessary to support human resources and payroll programs.



JFMIP SR-99-08



Direct Loan System Requirements.  JFMIP was established when Congress enacted the Federal Financial Managemetn Improvement Act which requires each agency to implement and maintain financial management systems that comply with Federal financial management systems requirements.  JFMIP then began issuing promulgations that provide agencies with system requirements related to the following systems (1) Acquisition Financial System Requirements, (2) Core Financial System Requirements, (3) Benefit System Requirements, (4) Human Resources and Payroll System Requirements, (5) Inventory System Requirements, (6) Travel System Requirements, (7) Direct Loan System Requirements, (8) Framework for Federal Financial Manement, (9) Grant Financial System Requirements, (10) Guaranteed Loan System Requirements, (11) System Requirements for Manageral Cost Accounting, (12) Seized Property and Forfeited Assets System Requirements, (13) Property Management System Requirements.



JFMIP SR-99-09: Travel

JFMIP issued promulgations that provide agencies with system requirements related to a number of systems including property management.  The JFMIP Travel System Requirements (SR) document (SR-99-09) is intended to identify financial system requirements necessary to support travel programs.



Joint Chiefs Program Assessment



The Chairman, Joint Chiefs of Staff evaluation of how well and at what risk, the proposed program and budget provides the proper mix of resources to meet the National Military Strategy.



Joint Chiefs Program Recommendation



Joint Chiefs of Staff recommended courses of action for personnel, equipment, facilities, services, or other resources that support military missions, threat deterrence, emerging technologies, and weapons systems improvements.



Justification Question



Request for information from external agencies or organizations ( i.e. Congress, media, State and local governments) that is needed to more clearly explain the needs or requirements of the Department of Defense.  This includes a request for specific information that is outside of routine information requirements.



Justification Response



Clarification to previously developed or approved programs or activities that provide external agencies ( i.e. Congress, media, State and local governments) with additional information that is necessary to more clearly explain the needs or requirements of the Department of Defense.  This includes information provided in response to a non-routine request.



Justification Response Information



Clarification to previously developed or approved programs or activities that provide external agencies ( i.e. Congress, media, State and local governments) with additional information that is necessary to more clearly explain the needs or requirements of the Department of Defense.  This includes information provided in response to a non-routine request.



Kanban Fulfillment



Fulfillment system where parts are produced or delivered only as needed, i.e. just-in-time.  In the Kanban system, each shipment of parts used in making a product comes with a Kanban (sign). When the stock parts reach a predetermined level, the sign is sent to suppliers, who deliver new ones to the point of need.



Kanban Signal



The signal (e.g. bin, card, or electronic signal) used to pull material into a system to meet a demand.



Labor Costing Data



Collection of data related to individual's work effort as it is distributed between project department and organization.



Labor Costing Information



Provide labor requirements with allocation of employee work effort with project, cost centers, department and organization.



Late Fee



A fee is assessed each time a payment is made late based on a set term.



Late Payment



Any payment that is not received per payment due date.



Late Payment Reason



A code that indicates the reason that the payment was not made by the due date.  Late payment reason codes include:  untimely receiving, untimely acceptance, etc.



Law



External binding rules of conduct or actions prescribed that impose restrictions or direction on how Entities must operate or behave. Examples of laws include Congressional Appropriation and Authorization Acts, State and Local Environment Compliance Laws, United States Code, and rulings.



Lean Logistics Improvement



Realized improvement to the Logistics process based on Lean Business Systems and Six Sigma Quality Systems, which is used to develop logistics systems that use the most direct and efficient means to supply, manufacture, transport, distribute, maintain, and repair resources. It also  the logistics scorecard metrics information.



Leave Profile



Contains calculated Leave accrued.



Legislation



External binding rules of conduct or actions prescribed that impose restrictions or direction on how the Logistics chain must operate or behave. Legislation includes, but is not limited to, Federal Activities Inventory Reform Act, Comprehensive Environmental Response, Compensation and Liability Act, Oil Pollution Act, Clean Water Act, 10 U.S.C., 22 U.S.C., 46 U.S.C, 49 U.S.C, 50 U.S.C, and Maritime Transportation and Anti-Terrorism Act of 2002.



Lessons Learned Information Requirement



Request for lessons learned information that provides the requirements for form, content and delivery details.  The timing, medium and method for distribution are provided.



Lessons Learned Information Requirement Response



Accepted or rejected notification to a Lessons Learned information requirement.



Liquidate Receivable/Debt Information Product



Liquidate receivable/debt Information distributed for fulfilling an information requirement.  Information products are provided to both external and internal customers.



Liquidate Receivable/Debt Information Product Response



A notification that contains information about a particular liquidate receivable/debt information product or information about the approval of a particular information product.



Liquidate Receivable/Debt Requirement Response



Financial and compliance information providing timing requirements to the requestor.  For management reporting, the liquidate receivable/debt information requirement response can be an acceptance or rejection notification.



Liquidated Debt



A cash time vehicle is applied to an existing debt creating a zero balance in the receivables.



Liquidated Invoice



A cash time vehicle is applied to an existing debt creating a zero balance in the invoice.



Liquidated Loan



A cash type vehicle is applied to an existing loan or for the scheduled payment.



Loan



Funds are disbursed by the Department of Defense under a contract that requires the repayment of such funds within a certain time with or without interest.



Loan Dispute



A customer has a loan with the Department of Defense that disagrees with the responsibility for repaying the loan.



Loan Dispute Payment



Payment received for an loan that was disputed by the customer/vendor.  After further research the customer/vendor has issued a payment to closeout the receivable/debt.



Lockbox Deposit Notification



This is notification from the established Lockbox facility notifying the Department of Defense that a payment has been received at the lockbox location for a receivable/debt.



Lodging Expense Estimate



An approximate cost of accommodation expenses that are incidental to temporary or relocation travel.



Logistics Business Plan Assessment



The identification of logistics resources, both financial and non-financial, needed to accomplish the business goals and objectives derived from the Strategic Plan and the Defense Planning Guidance.  The assessment also provides financial and non-financial planning estimates for current year acquisition requirements.



Logistics Business Plan Program Objective



The logistics-based course of action intended to support the development of the Business Plan Assessment, which identifies services, opportunities or projects in  the Department of Defense.



Logistics Construction In Progress Transaction Data



Financial and non financial data that identities the status of projects that are under construction.



Logistics Construction In Progress Valuation Data



Financial transaction information that contains the materiel, labor, invoice verification, validation of project progress and all other costs associated with a construction in progress.



Logistics Customer Master Data



Data that provides sales data for customers  external to the Department of  Defense.



Logistics Depreciation Data



Depreciation transaction data (financial and non financial) generated as a result of the procurement/acquisition processes. This includes data such as depreciation expense, methodology (I.e. straight-line, etc.), residual value, recovery period, and materiel value.



Logistics Execution Objective



Logistics-based validated need or demand for personnel, equipment, facilities, services, or other resources needed to support a current year tactical mission or objective.  This validated need or demand may be a funded or unfunded requirement.



Logistics Execution Requirement



Department of Defense validated logistics need which has been included in the President's Budget Submission and for which funds have been appropriated to meet or fulfill this need.



Logistics Execution Training Course



The processes, procedures, techniques, and equipment used to train personnel



Logistics Financial Data



Logistics financial data transaction output generated from the execution of logistics activities such as the materiel resource plan, maintenance plan, transportation plan, other logistics service plan and return plan.



Logistics Financial Information Product



Financial information that results from a service or function.  This result is produced+when an organization performs activities that are oriented towards+meeting customer needs and expectations.



Logistics Functional Transaction Data



Financial and non-financial data of Logistics events involving all demand fulfillment activities.



Logistics Gain or Loss Data



Sales transaction data (financial and non financial) generated as a result of the disposition process. This includes data such as acquisition value, sales value, gain or loss on sale, disposition expenses (e.g. transportation, labor, etc.), etc.



Logistics Information Product



Logistics information distributed for fulfilling an information requirement.  Information products are provided to both external and internal customers.



Logistics Information Product Approval



The verification by the logistics chain that agreement on the information product form, content and delivery has been reached prior to the release of a logistics information product.



Logistics Information Product Response



Accepted or rejected notification to a Logistics information requirement.



Logistics Information Requirement



Request for Logistics information that provides the requirements for form, content and delivery details.  Includes request for information from both external and internal customers.  Content describes the required data to be included in the information product.



Logistics Information Requirement Response



Accepted or rejected notification to a Logistics information requirement.



Logistics Maintenance Transaction Data



The aggregation of logistics maintenance execution transactions that includes data on materiel items or  equipment that have been maintained or overhauled and are ready for use.



Logistics Management Information Product



An output that results from an evaluation of an organizations overall performance and its ability to identify improvement opportunities. This includes customer satisfaction and Scorecard Data (Perfect Order Fulfillment).  These reviews are carried out by management and are done on a regular basis.



Logistics Materiel Transaction Data



The aggregation of materiel resource execution transactions that includes data on the availability of a materiel that is reserved, scheduled or available for sale, data on the designation that a materiel item is obsolete, in excess or is unserviceable, and data on the adjustment of the perpetual inventory record based on the cycle count results.



Logistics Network Capacity



The maximum output by relevant unit of time of the logistics network which includes the best ports for loading and unloading and the best customs points at which to cross borders, as well as the number, location and mission of suppliers, maintenance depots, and distribution facilities across the globe.



Logistics Network Infrastructure



Information which describes the optimal structure of the multi-national logistics chain required by the Department of Defense. Optimization for this type of network is likely to involve simultaneously determining the best ports for loading and unloading and the best customs points at which to cross borders, as well as the number, location and mission of suppliers, maintenance depots, and distribution facilities across the globe.



Logistics Non Financial Data



Logistics non-financial data transaction output generated from the execution of logistics activities (e.g., materiel resource plan, maintenance plan, transportation plan, other logistics service plan and return plan).



Logistics Performance Data



Raw data used to populate the performance measurement tools, which evaluates how well the Logistics chain performs against set performance targets.



Logistics Performance Measure



Standard measures that indicate how well Logistics performs within certain categories of performance known as Performance Attributes versus targets, e.g. delivery reliability, flexibility and responsiveness, cost, and asset management.



Logistics Planning Assessment



An assessment of all logistic resources, both financial and non-financial, needed to accomplish the business goals and objectives derived from the Strategic Plan and the Defense Planning Guidance.  The assessment also provides financial and non-financial planning estimates for current year projected logistics requirements.



Logistics Planning Objective



The logistics performance value that is desired by the user and which the program manager is attempting to obtain. The objective value represents an operationally meaningful, time critical, and cost effective increment above the performance threshold for each program logistics parameter.



Logistics Planning Parameter



The planning limitations for logistical functions in accordance with regulations and policies.



Logistics Planning Training Course



The processes, procedures, techniques, and equipment used to train personnel



Logistics Planning and Budgeting Information



A strategic, Business Plan, or current year objective that requires the identification and justification of financial and non-financial logistic resources necessary to accomplish the objective.



Logistics Planning and Budgeting Requirement



The identification and justification of logistics resources, both financial and non-financial, needed to support strategic and budgetary objectives, and the identification and execution of logistics requirements during the current year.



Logistics Procedure



A procedure used in the management, planning and execution of Logistics process.



Logistics Processed Materiel and Data



Materiel items and information such as transported Materiel, Returned Materiel to Vendor and Separated Materiel that are outbound to destinations external to the logistics chain.  This also includes information on excess, obsolete or unserviceable materiel that is available for final disposal or sale.



Logistics Program and Budget Clarification Request



Request to provide additional information necessary to more clearly explain logistics needs or requirements of a program and its associated budget.



Logistics Program and Budget Clarification Response



Clarification of the questions or documentation requested in support of the logistics program and budget development.



Logistics Request



The identification of a current year requirement for logistics that support a tactical mission or objective included in the Business Plan.



Logistics Service Transaction Data



The aggregation of Other Logistics Service execution transactions that includes financial and non financial data on the current status of service provided to the customer.



Logistics Shipping Transaction Data



The aggregation of logistics transportation execution transactions that includes data on shipments deliveries and permanent change of station, also financial and non financial data associated with handling environmental materiel.



Logistics Strategic Plan Assessment



The translation of the Quadrennial Defense Review and National Military Strategy into the logistics portion of the Strategic Plan that articulates the Department of Defense's desired operational capabilities, force structure, sustainment capability, and weapon system strategies.



Logistics Strategic Plan Objective



The translation of the Quadrennial Review and National Military Strategy into specified logistics objectives that articulate the Department of Defense's desired operational capabilities, force structure, sustainment capability, and weapon system strategies. These objectives help to provide  the basis for developing the Defense Budget and the Annual Performance Plan.



Logistics Strategic Requirement



Requirements that address how Logistics intends to conduct its mission and improve its operations based on the expectations of the Department of Defense.



Logistics Strategy



A long range, high-level plan that describes how Logistics intends to conduct its mission and improve its operations based on the expectations of the Department of Defense.



Logistics Tactical Deficiency



Identification of a lack in logistics resources needed to accomplish tactical objectives.



Logistics Tactical Deficiency Assessment



The identification of logistics resources, both financial and non-financial, needed to accomplish a current year requirement that is not included in the Business Plan.



Logistics Training Requirement



Conglomeration of training approach, technique, mode, and system to meet the requirement.



Logistics Training/Education Course Information



A listing of available logistics related training courses.



Logistics Transaction Data



The aggregation of financial and non-financial records of specific Logistics events involving all demand fulfillment activities that is used in the calculation of a financial event such as inventory balances and movement.



Logistics Unapproved Information Product



Unverified logistics information distributed for fulfilling an information requirement. Information products are provided to both external and internal customers.



Logistics Vendor Outgoing Information



Logistics Chain-Vendor relationship information including but not limited to Vendor return authorizations and Outsource service requirements.



Logistics Work Order



The Logistics Work Order (Purchase Order Type 7) is unique to the purchase order types because it is issued only when an Acquisition Request is for an item that is already inventoried or is for services that are covered under an existing Purchase Contract.  Inventoried items are not purchased for individuals when assigned as a stocked /inventoried item.  Requires an existing and valid Project Code/Charge Code, and verification has been achieved that the commitment and obligation remains in force.  Logistics work orders are issued prior to planning events, commitment requests, and are not obligated.



Low-Level Radioactive Waste Policy Amendments Act



Established to control disposal of low-level radioactive waste, such as those generated by medical procedures.  Enforced by the Nuclear Regulatory Commission (NRC).



Maintain Quality of Life Service Procedure



A procedure used in the management, planning and execution of quality of life processes and activities.  Processes include activities that promote the means for individuals and families to live in ways that are best for them.



Maintain Quality of Life Service Schedule



Schedule that addresses all quality of life requirements needed to perform quality of life related obligations to an organization.  Schedule includes areas of health, social services, medicine, and education.



Maintain Quality of Life Service Training Course



Training course material developed to guide all quality of life related personnel in the performance of quality of life activities.  Training addresses areas such as health, social services, medicine and education.



Maintained Equipment



Real Property equipment that has been maintained.



Maintained Equipment Awaiting Final Inspection



Equipment that has been maintained and is designated to undergo quality control and test specification.



Maintained Real Property Asset



Real Property assets that have been maintained.



Maintained Real Property Awaiting Final Inspection



Real Property that has been maintained and is designated to undergo quality control and test specification.



Maintained Real Property Facility



Real Property facilities that have been maintained.



Maintained Real Property Facility Awaiting Final Inspection



Real Property facilities that have been maintained and are designated to undergo quality control and test specification.



Maintained Real Property Installed Equipment



Real Property installed equipment that has been maintained.



Maintained Real Property Installed Equipment Awaiting Final Inspection



Real Property installed equipment that has been maintained and is designated to undergo quality control and test specification.



Maintained Real Property Land



Real Property land that has been maintained and is designated to undergo inspection.



Maintenance Business Plan Assessment



The identification of maintenance resources, both financial and non-financial, needed to accomplish the business goals and objectives derived from the Strategic Plan and the Defense Planning Guidance.  The assessment also provides financial and non-financial planning estimates for current year acquisition requirements.



Maintenance Business Plan Program Objective



The maintenance-based course of action intended to support the development of the Business Plan Assessment, which identifies services, opportunities or projects in  the Department of Defense.



Maintenance Daily Order Schedule



This is the daily maintenance schedule for a particular work area



Maintenance Diagnosis Information



Information from an initial equipment inspection used to develop the specific task list and scheduled completion time for a maintenance event.



Maintenance Disposition Decision



A decision on the type of disposition method to be used on materiel entering the maintenance cycle.



Maintenance Execution Procedure



The procedure which describes the process to execute maintenance.



Maintenance Execution Training Course



Training course developed to guide personnel in maintenance execution.



Maintenance Expedite Request



An urgent request for maintenance to be performed on an item.



Maintenance Fulfillment Data



Data that indicates the completion of maintenance on a materiel item. It includes the transfer of the maintained materiel item to the end user (perfect order fulfillment).



Maintenance Initial Inspection Procedure



The procedure which describes the process to initially inspect materiel.



Maintenance Inspection Procedure



The procedure which describes the process to inspect materiel.



Maintenance Planning Training Course



Training in identifying and arranging, in an orderly manner, all required elements of the maintenance/repair support capability necessary to ensure systems, subsystems, and equipment are capable of performing their operational missions until phase-out or retirement.



Maintenance Procedure



A procedure used in the management, planning and execution of the maintenance process.



Maintenance Program and Budget Clarification Request



Request to provide additional information necessary to more clearly explain maintenance needs or requirements of a program and its associated budget.



Maintenance Program and Budget Clarification Response



Clarification of the questions or documentation requested in support of the maintenance program and budget development.



Maintenance Request



The identification of a current year maintenance requirement that supports a tactical mission or objective included in the Business Plan.



Maintenance Requirement



The backlog or unfulfilled maintenance demands and requirements associated with ensuring equipment and facilities are kept in specified order.



Maintenance Resource Planning Decision



The maintenance planning decisions the reflects the balance between available resources and demand requirements



Maintenance Strategic Plan Assessment



The translation of the Quadrennial Defense Review and the National Military Strategy into the maintenance portion of the Strategic Plan that articulates the Department of Defense's desired operational capabilities, force structure, sustainment capability, and weapons systems strategy.



Maintenance Strategic Plan Objective



The translation of the Quadrennial Defense Review and the National Military Strategy into specified maintenance objectives that articulates the Department of Defense's desired operational capabilities, force structure, sustainment capability, and weapons systems strategy.  These objectives help to provide the basis for developing the Defense Budget, and the Annual Performance Plan.



Maintenance Tactical Deficiency



Identification of a lack in maintenance resources needed to accomplish tactical objectives.



Maintenance Tactical Deficiency Assessment



The identification of maintenance resources, both financial and non-financial, needed to accomplish a current year requirement that is not included in the Business Plan.



Maintenance Task List



A set of maintenance tasks used in the execution of maintenance activities such as proactive -(preventive), reactive-(corrective) and project-(alternative) tasks.



Maintenance Training Information



Training information and schedules used to train maintenance personnel to perform specific maintenance duties.



Major Defense Budget Issue



A Department of Defense requirement not included for funding in the President's Budget Submission.



Management Information Product



Information distributed for fulfilling an Management information requirement.  Information products are provided to both external and internal customers.



Management Report Ad Hoc Content Detail



The data elements used to produce management reports as needed.



Management Report Ad Hoc Form Detail



The form used to produce management reports as needed.



Management Report Content Detail



The specifications of required content data elements for a particular management report.



Management Report Content Issue



The management report content issues identify where available data elements do not match requirements.



Management Report Delivery Method Detail



Management report delivery method details of the information product.



Management Report Delivery Requirement Issue



The management report timing issues of the information product.



Management Report Destination Detail



The management report timing requirements of the information product.



Management Report Form Issue



Management Report format issues identifies where requirements do not match available format



Management Report Recurring Content Detail



The standard data elements used to produce management reports on a scheduled or pre-determined basis.



Management Report Recurring Form Detail



The standard form used to produce management reports on a scheduled or on a pre-determined basis.



Management Report Requirement Recommendation



Proposed resolution from analysis of organized issues.



Management Report Timing Detail



Management report delivery requirements of the information product.



Manning Business Plan Assessment



The identification of manning resources, both financial and non-financial, needed to accomplish the business goals and objectives derived from the Strategic Plan and the Defense Planning Guidance.  The assessment also provides financial and non-financial planning estimates for current year acquisition requirements.



Manning Business Plan Program Objective



The manning-based course of action intended to support the development of the Business Plan Assessment, which identifies services, opportunities or projects in  the Department of Defense.



Manning Commitment



An administrative reservation of funds by the comptroller in anticipation of their obligation. The commitment is based upon firm procurement directives, orders, requisitions, authorizations to issue travel orders, or requests. Funds will be used to support current or future manning requirements or needs.



Manning Commitment Rejection



The denial of an administrative reservation of funds requested by manning community, based upon firm procurement requests, orders, directives, and equivalent instruments outstanding; most often due to a lack of available funds or insufficient information.



Manning Commitment Request



An administrative manning request received by the comptroller from a requiring activity for the reservation of funds in anticipation of their obligation. The commitment may be based upon firm procurement directives, orders, requisitions, authorizations, or requests.



Manning Program and Budget Clarification Request



Request to provide additional information necessary to more clearly explain manning needs or requirements of a program and its associated budget.



Manning Program and Budget Clarification Response



Response to request to provide additional information necessary to more clearly explain the manning needs or requirements of a program and its associated budget.



Manning Request



The identification of a current year manning requirement that supports a tactical mission or objective included in the Business Plan.



Manning Strategic Plan Assessment



The translation of the Quadrennial Defense Review and National Military Strategy into the manning portion of the Strategic Plan that articulates the Department of Defense's desired operational capabilities, force structure, sustainment capability, and weapon system strategies.



Manning Strategic Plan Objective



The translation of the Quadrennial Defense Review and the National Military Strategy into specified manning objectives that articulates the Department of Defense's desired operational capabilities, force structure, sustainment capability, and weapons systems strategy.  These objectives help to provide the basis for developing the Defense Budget, and the Annual Performance Plan.



Manning Tactical Deficiency



Identification of a lack in manning resources needed to accomplish tactical objectives.



Manning Tactical Deficiency Assessment



The identification of manning resources, both financial and non-financial, needed to accomplish a current year requirement that is not included in the Business Plan.



Manufacturer Recommended Maintenance Schedule



Schedule of  maintenance activities recommended by the original equipment manufacturer to ensure continued operation.



Manufacturer Recommended Real Property Maintenance Schedule



Schedule of  Real Property maintenance activities recommended by the original equipment manufacturer to ensure continued operation.



Mapped Financial Data



Individual and cumulative financial data mapped to the appropriate general ledger accounts.



Mapped Non Financial Data



Individual and cumulative non financial data required for accumulation of non financial cost information.



Mapping Rule



The system rule which identifies how an accounting transaction is assigned to the General Ledger.



Match Detail



The data elements to be used to produce a management information product when the requested information product requirements match the form and content of an existing information product.



Matched Billing Statement



The set of information that a individual purchase card holder submits to the Billing Statement Approver.  Information submitted is 1) billing statement 2) receipts and 3) certification that all charges submitted for payment meet terms and conditions prescribed for the card.



Material Solution Option



Actions to be taken to meet a balanced requirement.



Materiality Issue



A discrepancy or inconsistency in the working trial balance identified in the closing process that exceeds materiality limits. (A child to "Closing Process Issue")



Materiality Limit Change Recommendation



A recommendation to increase or decrease the risk based materiality limit utilized in the accounting close process.



Materiality Limit Change Request



A request by a business or accounting organization to change established materiality limits or how they can be determined in order to more accurately reflect financial results.  Such requests should include an understanding of the risks (e.g. business, economic, etc.) posed by such changes to the levels of materiality.



Materiel



All items (including ships, tanks, self-propelled weapons, aircraft, etc., and related spares, repair parts, and support equipment, but excluding real property, installations, and utilities) necessary to equip, operate, maintain, and support military activities without distinction as to its application for administrative or combat purposes.



Materiel Accounting Standard



Accounting Standards specific to materiel in the Logistics chain.] Accounting Standards include, but are not limited to, Accounting for Selected Assets and Liabilities, Accounting for Inventory and Related Property, Accounting for Liabilities of the Federal Government, and Amendments to Deferred Maintenance Reporting.



Materiel Business Plan Assessment



The identification of materiel resources, both financial and non-financial, needed to accomplish the business goals and objectives derived from the Strategic Plan and the Defense Planning Guidance.  The assessment also provides financial and non-financial planning estimates for current year acquisition requirements.



Materiel Business Plan Program Objective



The materiel-based course of action intended to support the development of the Business Plan Assessment, which identifies services, opportunities or projects in  the Department of Defense.



Materiel Consumed Quantity



The amount of materiel consumed while satisfying demand or requirements.



Materiel Disposition Data



Record which describes all information associated with the disposition of one or more materiel items.



Materiel JFMIP



JFMIP's specific to materiel in the Logistics chain. JFMIP's include, but are not limited to, Acquisition Financial Systems Requirements and Inventory System Requirements.



Materiel Order Receipt Data



Data that indicates that the expected receipt of a materiel has been received and recorded.



Materiel Plan Revision



A revision to the plans and specifications for a Materiel requirement based upon periodic reviews with the customer, designer, agent and project manager.



Materiel Program and Budget Clarification Request



Request to provide additional information necessary to more clearly explain materiel needs or requirements of a program and its associated budget.



Materiel Program and Budget Clarification Response



Clarification of the questions or documentation requested in support of the materiel program and budget development.



Materiel Quality Assurance Data



Quality assurance data that is a part of materiel information.



Materiel Receiving Data



Data that indicates that a materiel item has been received, bar-coded, inspected and accepted. This data is included in the logistics materiel transaction information and contains information specific to construction in progress, such as acceptance of completion information.  It will include all the required information to verify perfect order fulfillment.



Materiel Record Update



Financial and non-financial data used to adjust the materiel record.



Materiel Request



The identification of a current year materiel requirement that supports a tactical mission or objective included in the Business Plan.



Materiel Requirement



Need or demand for a specific materiel, equipment, facility, or other resource.



Materiel Resource Execution Training Course



Training which includes managing, cataloging, requirements determinations, procurement, distribution, overhaul, and disposal of materiel.



Materiel Resource Incoming Quality Assurance Training Module



Training in the application of techniques, engineering skills, and effort to prevent, detect, and eliminate sources of defects.



Materiel Resource Planning Decision



Planning decision that incorporates all actions necessary to meet Real Property materiel resource requirements.



Materiel Resource Planning Training Course



Training consisting of but not limited to: 1. requirements definition. Requirements for significant items must be calculated at item level detail (i.e., National Stock Number) to support sustainability planning and analysis.  Requirements include unit roundout, consumption and attrition replacement, and safety stock.  2. sourcing. Sourcing is the matching of available capabilities on a given date against item requirements to support sustainability analysis and the identification of locations to support transportation planning.



Materiel Resource Procedure



A procedure used in the management, planning and execution of the materiel resource process. This procedure includes the processes of collecting execution costs, identifying capitalization requirements, and assigning a depreciation method to capitalized materiel.



Materiel Resource Receipt Record Training Module



Training module developed to train and guide personnel in the handling of materiel and capitalized materiel items that are received into a warehouse.



Materiel Resource Receiving Schedule



A schedule of expected deliveries to the warehouse that provides input to the scheduling of warehouse activities.



Materiel Resource Receiving Training Module



Training in the application of techniques and procedures necessary to acquire, catalog, receive, store, transfer, issue, and dispose of items.



Materiel Resource Schedule



A schedule or a course of action over specified time periods that involves the appropriation of material or supply resources to meet actual or expected requirements.



Materiel Resource Training Information



Specific logistics materiel resource training utilized to train personnel involved in material (includes capitalized materiel) handling.



Materiel Resource Transfer Schedule



A schedule or a course of action over specified time periods that involves the transportation of materiel from point of origination to the point of use.



Materiel Shipping Data



Data that indicates that materiel or an asset has been issued or prepared for shipment to an approved party.  It will include all the required information to verify perfect order fulfillment.



Materiel Strategic Plan Assessment



The translation of the Quadrennial Defense Review and National Military Strategy into the materiel portion of the Strategic Plan that articulates the Department of Defense's desired operational capabilities, force structure, sustainment capability, and weapon system strategies.



Materiel Strategic Plan Objective



The translation of the Quadrennial Defense Review and the National Military Strategy into specified materiel objectives that articulates the Department of Defense's desired operational capabilities, force structure, sustainment capability, and weapons systems strategy.  These objectives help to provide the basis for developing the Defense Budget, and the Annual Performance Plan.



Materiel Tactical Deficiency



Identification of a lack in materiel resources needed to accomplish tactical objectives.



Materiel Tactical Deficiency Assessment



The identification of materiel resources, both financial and non-financial, needed to accomplish a current year requirement that is not included in the Business Plan.



Meal Expense Estimate



An approximate cost of meal expenses that are incidental to temporary or relocation travel.



Merchant Category Code Guidance



Merchant category code guidance establishes the criteria and guidelines to be used in the selection process of vendors that will participate in the purchase card program.



Methodology Assessment



An assesment of the implications of changes to accounting methodologies.



Methodology Change Alternative



Alternative changes to methodology change requests that would resolve the intiating business issue or guidance from outside agencies.



Methodology Change Assessment



An assessment of the methodology's change or accounting processes and systems or the information provided to business management.  The assessment will take into affect the cost associated with change versus the identified business or information benefit.



Methodology Change Improvement



A recommendation that would change how an accounting entry is calculated.



Methodology Change Request



A request from a business or accounting organization to handle an accounting transaction in a different manner to more accurately reflect the financial result of a business transaction.



Methodology Change Request and Justification



A request from a business or accounting organization to handle an accounting transaction in a different manner to more accurately reflect the financial result of a business transaction including the business justification.



Methodology Requirement



A requirement by a business or accounting organization to handle an accounting transaction in a different manner to more accurately reflect the financial result of a business transaction including the business justification.



Military Construction Fund



An appropriation that funds major projects such as bases, schools, missile storage facilities, maintenance facilities, medical/dental clinics, libraries, and military family housing.



Military Construction Funding Authorization



Approval to expend funds that support military construciton activities in the Department of Defense.



Military End Strength



The actual estimated number of military employees on board as of September 30th.



Military Performance Appeal Communication



Final or interim results of a military performance appeal process.



Military Performance Appeal Request



Request to initiate or update a military performance appeal.



Minor Change Proposal



A change to the accounting or cost accounting code structure that has no impact on the data elements of the accounting code structure.  (e.g. new job order number, object class)



Miscellaneous Closing Issue



A discrepancy or inconsistency in the working trial balance identified in the closing process that needs to be resolved. (A child to "Closing Process Issue")



Miscellaneous Income Tax Data



Information used in the annual 1099 reporting activity.  Such information may include:  vendor name, vendor category, tax identification number, and the total amount disbursed to the vendor during the year.



Miscellaneous Receipt



Payment received for coupons redeemed at commissaries.



Mismatched Form and Content



Unaligned form and content issues where requirements do not match available format.



Mission



The objectives or tasks that specify the action(s) necessary to conduct peace-time and war-time activities in support of the National Military Strategy.



Modeled Intermediate Cost Financial Information



Costs determined through accumulation and preliminary cost assignments within cost models.



Modeled Output Cost Financial Information



Costs determined through secondary cost assignments and other calculations within cost models.



Narrative



Written response supporting financial data including headers, footers, text, justifications, disclosures, management discussion analysis, financial statement, footnotes and audit reports. May include text tables, pictures, charts and graphs.



Narrative/Footnote Support Information



Information used to build the post closing narrative.  This information is derived from accumulated cost data, data used to build the working trial balance, mapped financial data, and mapped non financial data.



National Military Strategy Assessment



An analysis to determine Department of Defense resources required to support the Commander-in-Chief's National Security Strategy.



National Security Strategy



The Commander-In-Chief's strategic guidance to the Department of Defense that supports the nation's intention to employ the armed forces to secure the objectives of national policy by the application of force or the threat of force.  This implements the National Security Strategy which is issued with every new administration.



Negative Candidate Response



A non-positive response by an individual selected for a DoD position.



Negotiated Labor Agreement



Contains information regarding an existing labor agreement with a federal union organization.



New Candidate List Request



Request from supervisor for a new list of qualified candidates.



Non Budget Justification Response



Clarification to previously developed or approved programs or activities that provide external agencies ( i.e. Congress, media, State and local governments) with additional information that is necessary to more clearly explain the needs or requirements of the Department of Defense.  This includes information provided in response to a non-routine request and is typically operational in nature.



Non Financial Asset Record Data



Updated non-financial data (e.g., ownership, location, etc.) about an asset record and materiel located in the Logistics chain.



Non Financial Benefit Information



A request to Financial Management Reporting for an aggregate management report related to benefit programs (as an example:  enrollment information, demographics, etc.).



Non Financial Data



Data not found in account balances or account detail but required for financial management and performance reporting. This includes financially relevant data about business events that trigger financial transactions such as those found in Logistics. e.g., receiving.  Other examples or types of non financial data include operational statistics (flying hours, steaming hours), warranty data, universal identifier code, readiness input, footnotes to financial statements, end strengths, course information, benefit programs, merchant category codes, metrics, narrative information and performance data.



Non Financial Detail



Non Financial data relevant to financial transaction information that has been received by the Accounting process from the source processes.



Non Financial Human Resource Information



A human resource information is an extraction of selected data from the human resource profile (e.g., human resources cost, average work year, critical shortage (vacant positions that are difficult to fill and unfunded positions.).



Non Financial Managerial Cost Analysis Information



Analyzed non-financial and narrative information derived by examining cost models, other costing methods, the factors that influence cost, and other information as requested.



Non Financial Materiel Record Data



Updated non financial data (e.g., ownership, location, etc.) about a materiel record sent to populate reports for the Department of Defense community.



Non Financial Pay Information



All pay information that is not considered financial e.g., personal data to include name, SSAN, address.



Non Health Benefit Commitment



An administrative reservation of funds requested for non health benefits, based upon firm procurement requests, orders, directives, and equivalent instruments outstanding.



Non Health Benefit Commitment Rejection



The denial of an administrative reservation of funds requested for non health benefits, based upon firm procurement requests, orders, directives, and equivalent instruments outstanding; most often due to a lack of available funds or insufficient information.



Non Health Benefit Commitment Request



An administrative non health benefit request received by the comptroller from a requiring activity for the reservation of funds in anticipation of their obligation. The commitment may be based upon firm procurement directives, orders, requisitions, authorizations, or requests.



Nonconforming Asset



Asset that is not compliant with the specified characteristics required to support a task or mission.



Nonconforming Asset Data



Data that indicates that an asset is not compliant with the specified characteristics and requirements to support a task or mission.



Nonconforming Materiel



Materiel that is not compliant with the specified characteristics required to support a task or mission.



Nonconforming Materiel Data



Data that indicates that a materiel item is not compliant with the specified characteristics and requirements to support a task or mission.



Nonconforming Real Property Asset Data



Data that indicates that a Real Property asset item is not compliant with the specified characteristics and requirements to support a task or mission.



Notice of Accepted Real Property Work



Official notification that contractor work as deemed by Real Property customer requirements is complete and satisfies customers requirements.



Notice of Completion



Notice sent to state that a  construction project has been completed. This notice represents the verification of inspection of the construction in progress.



Notice of Real Property Completion



A notification that a Real Property acquisition has been completed and is available for utilization.



Notice of Real Property Space Assignment



The announcement of a customer's specific space assignment at a given facility.



Notification of Deposit



A notice of funds received that were deposited into a financial institution that will be used to relieve a receivable/debt.



Notification of Duplicate Invoice



A notification to the originator of an invoice that certain invoice data (invoice date, amount, payee, etc.) was found to be consistent with the invoice data of an invoice that was previously submitted and processed.  The notification indicates to the originator that the duplicate invoice data was not processed any further by the Payables Process.



Notification of Real Property Vacancy



Customer's advisement of withdrawal from a specific facility space assignment.



OMB Bulletin 01-09



Form and Content of Financial Statements.  The Office of Management and Budget issued Bulletin 01-09 to provide agencies with requirements to follow for the Form and Content of the Financial Statements.



OMB Bulletin 01-09 and Circular A-134



The Office of Management and Budget issued Bulletin 01-09 and Circular A-134 to provide agencies with requirements to follow for the Form and Content of the Financial Statements.



OMB Circular A-11



Preparation, Submission, and Execution of the Budget.  The Office of Management and Budget issued Circular A-11 to provide agencies with requirements to follow for the preparation and submission of budgetary estimates and information.



OMB Circular A-127



Financial Management Systems.  The Office of Management and Budget issued Circular A-127 to provide agencies with requirements to follow for the Financial Management Systems.



OMB Circular A-129



This Circular prescribes policies and procedures for justifying, designing, and managing Federal credit programs and for collecting non-tax receivables. It sets principles for designing credit programs, including the preparation and review of legislation and regulations; budgeting for the costs of credit programs and minimizing unintended costs to the Government; and improving the efficiency and effectiveness of Federal credit programs. OSHA



Established to assure safe and healthful working conditions for working men and women; by authorizing enforcement of the standards developed under the Act; by assisting and encouraging the States in their efforts to assure safe and healthful working conditions; by providing for research, information, education, and training in the field of occupational safety and health; and for other purposes.



Office of Management and Budget Required Statement



Compliance required financial statements according to the Office of Management and Budget.



Office of the Assistant Secretary of Defense (Health Affairs) Policy



The Assistant Secretary of Defense for Health Affairs (ASD/HA), is the principal staff assistant and advisor to the Secretary and Deputy Secretary of Defense and the Under Secretary of Defense for Personnel and Readiness for all Department of Defense (DoD) health policies, programs, and activities.



Offset Request



A request that an amount owed to the Department of Defense be netted against an amount owed by the Department of Defense.



Operation and Maintenance Fund



Department of Defense appropriation that supports a range of requirements, including maintenance of equipment and infrastructure; operations of military forces (excluding military pay and allowances), flying hours; ship steaming days; and base operations.



Operation and Maintenance Funding Authorization



Approval to expend funds that support operation and maintenance activities in the Department of Defense.



Operational Process/Activity Cost



The accumulated costs of operational processes/activities.



Optimized Bill Of Material



Optimized list of all the materials that go into a finished good or subassembly.



Optimized Item Master



An optimized record of specific information for each product, which defines the system or process parameters to effectively plan and execute using the Logistics systems.



Optimized Kanban Lot Size



Optimized reorder plan utilized to maximize space and cost efficiencies in order to preserve the most efficient way to replenish stocks and supplies. In the Kanban system, each shipment of parts used in making a product comes with a "Kanban" (sign). When the stock parts reach a predetermined level, the sign is sent to suppliers, who deliver new ones to the assembly line.



Optimized Routing Document



Optimized document that describes the most efficient route for all of the supplies to move from supplier thru warehouse to end-user. It represents the way products are made and are integrated with the Bill of Materials.  Key elements of proper routings include the sequence of operations, work center identification, relevant tolerances, run times, lot size and setups times.



Order Acceptance



Order acceptance is placement of an order based on the customer credit rating provided by the customers credit worthiness



Order Certification Response



Order certification response is a response that is provided to certify that all information is accurate on the order that is being placed with the Department of Defense.



Order Information



Order information is associated with any type of order, as well as order fulfillment.  This information also includes receipt of loan information.  In addition order information will include sale amount/price for the disposal of assets.



Order Information Response



Order information is associated with any type of order, as well as order fulfillment.  This information also includes receipt of loan information.  In addition order information will include sale amount/price for the disposal of assets.



Order Response



Order response is provided to request the permission to support a customer order, based on the customer credit rating that provides an accurate report of customer credit worthiness.



Organizational Management Profile



Used in Organizational Management.  Includes personal, professional and pay information related to the processes of Organizational Management.



Organizational Management Profile Information



Requests or updates to the Organizational Management Profile portion of the Human Resource Profile.



Organized Financial Data



Information necessary for the General Ledger.



Organized Non Financial Data



Information required for cost accounting.



Organized Real Property Disposal Requirement



Ordered list of Real Property needs or demand for a specific disposal based on Real Property strategies and the Real Property integrated Logistics plan.



Organized Real Property Materiel Requirement



Ordered list of Real Property needs or demand for a specific materiel requirement based on Real Property strategies and the Real Property integrated Logistics plan.



Other Benefit Information



Approved program marketing materials for benefit programs other than health, education, retirement and Morale, Welfare and Recreation.



Other Benefit Selection



Application/selection request for benefit programs other than health, education, retirement and Morale, Welfare and Recreation.



Other Certified Statement



Other required financial statements.



Other Cost Model Input Information



Cost Model input other than cost and cost assignment data.



Other Cost Rate



Various other rates besides unit cost and standard cost rates calculated by the Cost Accounting process.  Includes overhead rates, fixed cost rates, variable cost rates, burdened labor rates, etc.



Other Expense Estimate



An approximate cost of authorized reimbursable expenses that are incidental to temporary or relocation travel.



Other Funding Authorization



Approval to expend funds that support other funded activities in the Department of Defense that are not included in the Operation and Maintenance, Military Construction, Procurement, Research/Development/Test/Evaluation, and Revolving and Management Funding Authorizations.



Other Logistics Service Execution Training Course



Training taken to retain materiel in a serviceable condition or to restore it to serviceability. It includes inspection, testing, servicing, classification as to serviceability, repair, rebuilding, and reclamation. All supply and repair action taken to keep a force in condition to carry out its mission. The routine recurring work required to keep a facility (plant, building, structure, ground facility, utility system, or other real property) in such condition that it may be continuously used at its original or designed capacity and efficiency for its intended purpose.



Other Logistics Service Planning Training Course



Training in all the service/support considerations necessary to assure the effective and economical service/support of a system, subsystems, equipment and facility for its life cycle.



Other Logistics Service Procedure



A procedure used in the management, planning and execution of the other logistics service process.



Other Logistics Service Schedule



Logistics schedule that addresses all service capabilities and requirements needed to perform a service obligation to an organization.



Other Logistics Service Training Information



Training information and schedules used to other logistics service personnel to perform specific tasks.



Other Logistics Services Business Plan Assessment



The identification of other logistic service resources, both financial and non-financial, needed to accomplish the business goals and objectives derived from the Strategic Plan and the Defense Planning Guidance.  The assessment also provides financial and non-financial planning estimates for current year acquisition requirements.



Other Logistics Services Business Plan Program Objective



The other logisitcs service-based course of action intended to support the development of the Business Plan Assessment, which identifies services, opportunities or projects in  the Department of Defense.



Other Logistics Services Program and Budget Clarification Request



Request to provide additional information necessary to more clearly explain other logistics needs or requirements of a program and its associated budget.



Other Logistics Services Program and Budget Clarification Response



Clarification of the questions or documentation requested in support of the other logistics program and budget development.



Other Logistics Services Request



The identification of a current year requirement related to other logistics services that supports a tactical mission or objective included in the Business Plan.



Other Logistics Services Strategic Plan Assessment



The translation of the Quadrennial Defense Review and National Military Strategy into the other logistics services portion of the Strategic Plan that articulates the Department of Defense's desired operational capabilities, force structure, sustainment capability, and weapon system strategies.



Other Logistics Services Strategic Plan Objective



The translation of the Quadrennial Defense Review and the National Military Strategy into specified other logistics services objectives that articulates the Department of Defense's desired operational capabilities, force structure, sustainment capability, and weapons systems strategy.  These objectives help to provide the basis for developing the Defense Budget, and the Annual Performance Plan.



Other Logistics Services Tactical Deficiency



Identification of a lack in other logistics service resources needed to accomplish tactical objectives.



Other Logistics Services Tactical Deficiency Assessment



The identification of other logistics service resources, both financial and non-financial, needed to accomplish a current year requirement that is not included in the Business Plan.



Other Methodology Change Request



A request from a business or accounting organization to change an accounting related methodology in a different manner to more accurately reflect the financial result of a business transaction



Other Methodology Recommendation



Request for changes in methodology related to miscellaneous activities such as depreciation, inventory valuation or BRAC.



Other Output Cost



The accumulated total costs of an organization's outputs other than products, services, or customers.



Other Payment Request



Payment request not related to travel or payroll such as education payment, clothing payment, etc.



Other Reimbursement Request



Request for reimbursement of expenses that are not travel related (e.g., education, local mileage, other miscellaneous expenses, etc.).



Outsource Maintenance Request



Request for regular or continuous provision for a variety of non-materiel and support activities.



Outsource Other Logistics Logistics Service Request



Request for a variety of non-materiel and support activities that are identified as regular services from an approved vendor.



Outsource Service



Regular or continuous provision for a variety of non-materiel and support activities that are identified as services from the approved Vendor.



Outsource Transportation Request



Request for regular or continuous provision for a variety of transportation activities.



Outsourced Maintenance Diagnosis



Regular or continuous provision for initial inspection and diagnosis of maintenance services from approved vendors.



Outsourced Maintenance Service



Regular or continuous provision for  executing maintenance service from approved vendors.



Outsourced Quality Test Service



Regular or continuous provision for performing maintenance quality test service from approved vendors



Outsourced Real Property Proactive Maintenance Diagnosis



Regular or continuous provision for  executing Real Property proactive maintenance from approved vendors.



Outsourced Real Property Reactive Maintenance Diagnosis



Information from an outsourced initial Real Property reactive maintenance used to develop the specific task list and scheduled completion time for a maintenance event.



Outstanding Accounts Payable Record



An accounts payable entry that has been created and has not been closed.



Outstanding Accrual Record



An accrual entry that has been created and has not been closed.



Overdue Entitlement



An entitlement that has been established but not paid by the payment due date.



Overpayment



A payment in excess of bill amount.



Packaged Information



Transformed data that has been certified and staged for dissemination.



Packaged Information to be Approved



Packaged data that needs to be approved prior to release of the final information product.



Pay Profile Request



Contains Human Resource personnel data along with certified time.



Pay Statement



Individual pay stub that lists all the components of pay (e.g., gross pay, net pay, deductions, leave, allotments, thrift savings loans, etc.).



Payable Data



Consists of the following message activity: Payable Transaction Information



Payable Financial Data



Payable financial data is payable financial transaction  output generated from the Payables areas. The data may be in USSGL format and may constitute summarized and detailed account information which includes budgetary and proprietary account data.



Payable Information



Consists of the following message activity: Entitlement Selected for Payment, General Ledger Reconciliation Adjustment, Interest Payable Accounting Entry, Reconciled Liability Record, Request for Adjustment from Seller, Returned Credit Memorandum, Returned Invoice, Vendor Entitlement Record.



Payable Information Product



Information distributed for fulfilling an Payable information requirement.  Information products are provided to both external and internal customers.



Payable Information Product Response



A response to a payable information requirement request.



Payable Information Requirement



Request for Payable information that provides the requirements for form, content and delivery details. Includes request for information from both external and internal customers. Content describes the required data to be included in the information product. The timing, medium and method for distribution are provided.



Payable Information Requirement Response



Accepted or rejected notification to a payable information requirement.



Payable Non Financial Data



Payable data not found in account balances or account detail but required for financial management and performance reporting.  This includes financially relevant data about business events that trigger financial transactions. e.g.. receipt of an invoice. Other examples or types of payable non financial data include operational statistics (labor hours), invoice number, merchant category codes, metrics, narrative information and performance data.



Payable Transaction Data



Consists of the following message activity:  Cancel Entitlement Request,  Credit Memorandum,  Currency Conversion Rate, Effective Discount Rate, Invoice, Referred Debt.



Payable Transaction Information



Consists of the following message activity; Adjusted Payable; Cancel Payment request; Cost Transfer; Hold Payment Request; Internal Credit Memorandum; Match Exception Voucher; Matched Payable; Payable; Payable Selected for Payment; Release Payment request; Returned Credit Memorandum; Returned Invoice; Scheduled Payable; Unmatched Payable; Updated Payable; Closed Payable; Reestablished Payable; Validated Payables Data; Vendor Payable Record.



Payment



A disbursement is a payment made using cash, check, electronic transfer or bond.  Includes electronic transfers to banks for Purchase Card administration, vendor/contractor payments, and Department of Defense Employee/Retiree/Annuitant Pay, third party payments and Travel Reimbursement.  A disbursement includes advances to others, payments for products and services received, and other types of payments.



Payment Clearing Record



A record of all payments cleared by the United States Treasury Department for the Department of Defense at the appropriation level.



Payment Dispute



A customer or vendor has claimed that they have already paid for a receivable or debt and is brought to the attention that the payment might not have been applied to the right receivable or debt.



Payment Issued Notification



A notification to the internal Department of Defense customer that a suspend or cancel payment request cannot be processed due to the issuance and/or payment by the financial institution.



Payment Notification



A notification is provided that a payment was received. This notification is the result of the liquidation of a referred or internal debt.



Payment Record



"Payment Record" is the consolidation of detailed Vendor payment data, Payroll payment data, and Travel payment data, this data is returned to each entitlement area to update their respective entitlement areas. Also included is accounting transactions and adjustments required by the General Ledger. This Icom includes Payroll Tax Collection Record, Travel Card Record, Payroll Payment Record, Vendor Payment Record, and exchange for cash payments. Payment information including check creation date, date paid, returned payments, etc.  includes accounting transactions and adjustments required by the General Ledger.



Payment Record Advice



Payments are received for Department of Defense receivables and debts.



Payment Request



The act of refunding money back to the vendor/customer who has made an overpayment to the Department of Defense (DoD).  This also applies to funds collected for another Government agency, such as the Internal Revenue Service or Child Welfare Services.



Payment Satisfied



Recording of cash or  like instruments that relieves an account receivable.



Payments Cleared Reconciled



These are all disbursements that have been cleared from the Agency Financial Statement through the Federal Government Financial Statement level.



Payments Received without Receivable Balance



Payments that have been made for a receivable, but the receivable has already been satisfied. This can also be for an advance payment but the receivable has not been established.



Payroll Accruals



Accounting entry that appears on the general ledger.



Payroll Detail Data



Listing of all transactions affecting employee pay, e.g., taxes, insurance allowances, etc.



Payroll Detail Information Product



Information received to fulfill a request for payroll information to be used in accounting analysis of financial and non-financial information.  Such information could include historical information, trend analysis information or ratio information.



Payroll Detail Information Requirement



A request for payroll related information to be used in the accounting analysis.  Such a request could include historical information, trend analysis information, and ratio comparisons.  The timing, medium and method for distribution are also provided.



Payroll Detail Information Requirement Response



Accepted or rejected notification to a Payroll Detail information requirement.



Payroll Detail Summary



Certified payroll data that has been sent to Procurement, Payables, Acquisition and Disbursing for disbursement.



Payroll Information



Payroll Information includes individual pay summary and labor cost information.



Payroll Information Product



Information distributed for fulfilling an Payroll information requirement.  Information products are provided to both external and internal customers.



Payroll Information Product Response



A notification that contains payroll information or information about the approval of the payroll information product.



Payroll Information Requirement



Necessary payroll information required for feedback from Financial Management and Reporting on the certified payroll data that has been sent to Procurement, Payables, Acquisition and Disbursements for disbursement.



Payroll Information Requirement Response



Accepted or rejected notification to a Payroll information requirement



Payroll Payment Record



Department of Defense employee/retiree/annuitant pay and third party payment information including check creation date, date paid, returned payments, etc.  Includes accounting transactions and adjustments required by the General Ledger.



Payroll Payment Request



Request that the payroll voucher be pulled by the disbursing office.



Payroll Payment Summary Information



The updated payroll information derived after the calculation of pay to be used by Financial Management and Reporting to produce payroll management reports.



Payroll Profile



A complete view of an employee+s pay account.



Payroll Unapproved Information Product



Non-validated payroll information distributed for fulfilling an information  requirement.  Information products are provided to both external and internal customers.



Payroll/Travel Management Profile



Includes personal, professional and pay information related to the processes of Organizational Management, Benefits Management and Payroll Management.



Penalty Assesment



A fee, usually a percentage of the past due amount is assessed on a late paying customer



Performance Criteria



Development of performance criteria for an employee to be evaluated against.



Performance Criteria Profile



Requests or updates to the Performance Profile portion of the Human Resource Profile.



Performance Evaluation



Using established performance criteria, supervisors are required to evaluate subordinates and document accordingly.



Performance Improvement Plan



Plan to address a performance management shortfall.  It details the activities, responsibilities, and due dates.



Performance Measurement Requirement



Tool used to measure the performance of the process. It enables management to assess the performance of process activities against defined and measurable criteria.



Performance Measurement Requirement Response



Accepted or rejected notification to a Performance Measurement requirement.



Performance Metric



Tools that are used by managers to measure progress towards established goals and provide management a way of gathering information which enhances the ability to focus on actions which affect cost, quality and schedule and workforce morale.  Performance measures must be timely, accurate, standard, and visible to the entire organization.



Performance Metric Modification



A recommended change to an existing performance measure.  This could include an additional measure, deleted measure, changed measure, or changed target.



Performance Metric Target and Tolerance



The Performance Target is the objective or desired level of performance that is needed to perform the required mission.  The Performance Tolerance is the threshold or minimum acceptable performance that must be met to perform the mission.   Tools or metrics are developed to measure progress towards meeting the established target (desired) and tolerance (minimum) goals needed to perform the mission.  These tools or metrics provide management a way of gathering information which enhances the ability to focus on actions which affect cost, quality and schedule and workforce morale.



Performance Plan



The performance plan contains performance measures and targets that, if achieved, would indicate progress that is being make toward meeting the goals and objectives of the strategic plan, Quadrennial Defense Review or Defense Budget.



Performance Plan Financial Data



Financial performance data generated from Budgeting. The data may be in USSGL format and may constitute summarized and detailed account information which includes budgetary and proprietary account data.



Performance Plan Non Financial Data



Performance plan data not found in account balances or account detail but required for financial management and performance reporting.



This includes financially relevant data about business events that trigger financial transactions such as end strengths, metrics, narrative information and performance data.



Performance Profile Request



Requests or updates to the Performance Profile portion of the Human Resource Profile.



Performance Target Requirement



Quantitative or qualitative goals developed by  management to set the level of expectation required within the logistics chain. Performance targets are set in order to achieve strategic goals and missions.



Performance Target Requirement Response



Accepted or rejected notification to a Performance Target requirement.



Personnel



Military and civilian personnel that will undergo all pre-movement preparations and will be transported from a point of origin to a point of destination.



Personnel Profile Request



A request for personnel information on an employee or a group of employees.



Placement Profile



Information extraction within an employee's human resource profile relating to an individual's placement within the organization.



Planning Estimate



Contains estimates of cost, quantity, time, and budget.



Point of Sale Deposit



Deposit at a financial transaction for a point of sale transaction that occurred at a hospital or commissary, etc.



Policy



Rules, standards and direction provided to the Department of Defense by external groups such as Office of Management and Budget, Treasury and Cost Accounting Standards Board.



Position Candidate List



A list of candidates referred for consideration to a selecting official.



Position Definition



Information concerning position and organizational characteristic (e.g., job classification, competencies, testing, certification, licensure, recruitment incentives, demonstration projects, etc.).



Position Requirement



Information concerning positions to be filled to include manpower information, budget information, organization, duty location, etc.



Positive Candidate Response



A positive response by an individual selected for a DoD position.



Post Closing Issue Type



Issues identified in post-closing process organized by type.  (e.g. timing issue, financial issue)



Posted General Ledger Data



Financial transactions that have been posted to the General Ledger



Posted Non Financial Data



Non Financial information relevant to a financial transaction that has been posted to the General Ledger.



Posting Accuracy



Performance indicators designed to measure the accuracy of recording transactions in Accounting



Posting Compliance



Performance indicators designed to measure the compliance issues related to recording transactions in Accounting



Posting Performance Indicator



Performance indicators designed to measure the recording of financial and non-financial data based on timeliness, accuracy and compliance.



Posting Timeliness



Performance indicators designed to measure the timeliness of recording transactions in Accounting



Potential Business Unit Resourcing Alternative



Identifies prospective business unit level solutions that could be used to satisfy Department of Defense needs or demands.



Potential Defense Resourcing Alternative



Identifies prospective Department of Defense solutions that could be used to satisfy needs or demands in developing a program.



Potential Financial Compliance Requirement Solution



Issues that have been analyzed and resolved.



Potential Product Match



Contains a high degreee of commonality of data elements when an information requirement is compared to an existing information product.



Pre Bill



A document that is can be sent to a customer, based on the contractual agreement, showing charges for goods and/or services that have been or will be provided, prior to creating a billing document that creates an accounting transaction that will generate revenue or create Accounts Receivable.  This is process/document is used primarily with Foreign Military Sales transactions.



Pre Order



Prior to receiving an order, an agency verifies they can provide the services or products requested



Preliminary Business Plan Requirement



Department of Defense preliminary needs or demands for personnel, equipment, facilities, services, or other resources needed to support military missions, threat deterrence, emerging technologies, and weapons system improvements.  A plan that identifies organizational element resources, both financial and non-financial, required to accomplish the business goals and objectives derived from the Strategic Plan and the Defense Planning Guidance.  The assessment also provides financial and non-financial planning estimates for current year acquisition requirements.



Preliminary Service Status Data



A set of minimum acceptable values that describe service requirements.



President's Budget



Planning, Programming, Budgeting, and Execution System (PPBES).  The PPBES is the process by which DoD identifies what it needs to be funded and for how much.  DoD manpower, operations, logistics activities and acquisition activities are funded through this system.  It is a three-phase system process used by the SECDEF to manage DoD resource allocation.  The end product of the PPBES is the DoD portion of the President's Budget.



President's Budget Financial Data



President's Budget data generated from the Budgeting process. The data may be in USSGL format and may constitute summarized and detailed account information which includes budgetary and proprietary account data.



President's Budget Non Financial Data



President's Budget data generated from the Budgeting process. The data will constitute summarized and detailed non-financial information which includes program and performance data.



Price and Performance Requirement



The terms, conditions and established pricing for an item, property or service being purchased.  Includes any agreed-to factors as defined in a contract, agreement, lease or other requirement that effect the manner and approach to be employed by the DoD entity to complete a sourcing arrangement.



Prior Business Unit Cycle Assessment



Past years analysis of business unit requirements for personnel, equipment, facilities, services, or other resources needed to support military missions, threat deterrrence, emerging technologies, and weapons systems improvements.  This assessment identifies organizational element resources, both financial and non-financial, required to accomplish the business goals and objectives derived from the Strategic Plan and the Defense Planning Guidance.



Prior Defense Cycle Assessment



Past years analysis of Department of Defense requirements for personnel, equipment, facilities, services, or other resources needed to support military missions, threat deterrrence, emerging technologies, and weapons systems improvements.  This assessment identifies organizational element resources, both financial and non-financial, required to accomplish the business goals and objectives derived from the Strategic Plan and the Defense Planning Guidance.



Prior Period Closing Issue



Accounting issues that were discovered in a prior period and need to be addressed in the current accounting period



Prioritized Business Unit Program



A listing of the Business Unit programs and their respective level of prioritization within the Business Unit.



Prioritized Change Recommendation



Finalized change proposal with an established level of importance determined by the designated approver of standard accounting code changes.



Prioritized Defense Program



A listing of all Business Unit programs  Defense-wide and the respective level of prioritization across the Department of Defense.



Prioritized Maintenance Solution



A prioritized listing of maintenance, repair & overhaul schedule tasks.



Prioritized Post Closing Issue



Grouped issues identified in post-closing process



Prioritized Trial Balance Issue



Working trial balance issues (e.g. account balance variances) prioritzed by their level of impact on the working trial balance and closing calendar.  This could include issues involved with the closing process itself.



Process Capacity



Total capability of a Logistics system to meet the workload necessary to support a desired throughput.



Process Change Improvement



These improvement recommendations focus on making the accounting process more efficient through changes to specific parts of the feeder processes and/or the accounting process.



Process Change Recommendation



These improvement recommendations focus on making the accounting process more efficient through changes to specific parts of the feeder processes and/or the accounting process.



Process Unidentified Fund



Funds received that could not be applied to a Department of Defense receivable or debt and is returned to the US Treasury.



Process/Activity Cost



The entire costs associated with performing an activity. These include both direct and indirect costs and applicable overhead.



Process/Activity Cost Flow



A description of how activity costs actually flow through and between organizations. The flow describes which activities are consumed by which cost objects, and how that consumption  is driven.



Process/Activity Dictionary



A listing of the activities within a cost model that would include names, definitions, and code numbers for those activities.



Process/Activity Driver



A representation of the frequency and intensity of demands placed on activities by cost objects. Used to assign costs to cost objects.  Example: the cost of the activity of a forklift driver retrieving goods from the warehouse could be driven or assigned to the cost of the different goods being retrieved, either based on number of trips for each type of good or the time required on trips.



Process/Activity Driver Quantity



A measure of the frequency and intensity of demands placed on activities by cost objects. Used to assign costs to cost objects.  Example: the cost of the activity of a forklift driver retrieving goods from the warehouse could be driven or assigned to cost objects, either based on number of trips or total time required on trips.



Process/Activity Entity



An entity within a cost model that represents an activity. Activities are the work performed by organization.



Process/Activity Hierarchy



The organization of the activities of a cost model so that they are respectively grouped together in a logical manner conducive to being able to aggregate costs as required.



Processed Collections



Payments received and applied to the appropriate accounts to relieve collections.



Procurement Data



Consists of the following message activity: Procurement Transaction Data



Procurement Financial Data



Procurement financial data is procurement financial transaction output generated from the Procurement area. The data may be in USSGL format and may constitute summarized and detailed account information which includes budgetary and proprietary account data.



Procurement Fund



Funds that are appropriated to acquire or purchase a range of procurement requirements, including new ships, aircraft, life extension program, replacement systems and the installation for modernization of existing equipment and initial spares for new systems.



Procurement Funding Authorization



Approval to expend funds that support procurement activities in the Department of Defense.



Procurement Information



Consists of the following message activity: Quote, Purchase Contract Execution Information, Ship Notice.



Procurement Information Product



Procurement information distributed for fulfilling a procurement information requirement.



Procurement Information Product Approval



Agreement required prior to the release of a procurement information product.



Procurement Information Requirement



Request for procurement information that provides the requirements for form, content and delivery details. The timing, medium and method for distribution are provided.



Procurement Information Requirement Response



Accepted or rejected notification to a procurement information requirement.



Procurement Non Financial Data



Procurement data not found in account balances or account detail but required for financial management and performance reporting.  This includes financially relevant data about business events that trigger financial transactions e.g. the creation of a purchase contract. Other examples or types of non financial data include operational statistics (average spend), metrics, narrative information and performance data.



Procurement Transaction Data



Consists of the following message activity: Proposal, Purchase Contract Execution Data, Quote, and Ship Notice.



Procurement Transaction Information



Consists of the following message activity: Acquisition Requirement Change Request; Approved Billing Statement; Draft Purchase Contract; Overpayment Notification; Proposed Purchase Contract Modification; Purchase Contract Closure Notice; Purchase Contract Completion Information; Request for Proposal/Request for Change; Request for Quote.



Procurement/Disbursement Detail Information Product



Information received to fulfill a request for procurement/disbursement information to be used in accounting analysis of financial and non-financial information.  Such information could include historical information, trend analysis information or ratio information.



Procurement/Disbursement Detail Information Requirement



A request for procurement and/or disbursement related information to be used in the accounting analysis. Such a request could include historical information, trend analysis information, and ratio comparisons.  The timing, medium and method for distribution are also provided.



Procurement/Disbursement Detail Information Requirement Response



Accepted or rejected notification to a Procurement/Disbursement Detail information requirement.



Product Cost



The full cost of a product as determined by a cost model.



Product FeedbackDetail



The specific comments and/or responses from users of an individual information product.



Productivity



The efficiency of the information product produced.



Productivity Metric



The measure used to determine the efficiency of the information product produced.



Profit/Loss Narrative



This is the final narrative related to profit and loss information to be used to support the financial statements.  For example, this information may include discussion and analysis of changes in profits and losses from current period to prior period or current period to budget.  This also may include detailed descriptions of the nature of the income and expense accounts used in financial reporting.  This information is to be included in the notes that accompany the financial statements.



Program Control Flagged Transaction



A purchase card transaction or transaction set that is selected by the Purchase Card Analysis Staff for review for suspected  violation of Purchase Card procedures or policies..



Program Evaluation



Program evaluation means an assessment, through objective measurement and systematic analysis, of the manner and extent to which Defense programs achieve intended objectives.



Program Fund Amount



Amount of funds that are planned to support specific Defense needs or requriements.



Program Incentive



The incentive option chosen to be utilized to provide a penalty or a reward for achievement of program goals and objectives as set forth in original plan.



Program Incentive Option



A summary of the viable options that can be utilized to provide a penalty or a reward for achievement of program goals and objectives as set forth in original plan.



Program Management Plan



Documents the integrated time-phased actions and resources required to complete the program/task.



Program Performance Information Requirement



Request for program performance information that provides the requirements for form, content and delivery details. The timing, medium and method for distribution are provided.



Program Performance Information Requirement Response



Accepted or rejected notification to a Program Performance information requirement.



Program Performance Report



Actual results from approved programs including financial and non-financial performance (metrics).



Program Recommendation



Recommendation to the Department of Defense that considers funding, program performance, and risk assessment of various alternatives.



Program and Budget Hearing Material



Review of requirements, current policies, and directives to insure that questions about the Defense Budget can be answered.



Project Cost Delineation



Project view of tracking actual hours to activities by the individual.



Projected Real Property Capability



The ability of current Real Property assets to support future real property needs and an identification of the additional resources necessary to support those needs.



Promotion Profile



Contains information regarding promotion eligibility and promotion actions.



Promotion Profile Request



Request for promotion eligibility determination or to update a promotion/demotion.



Prompt Payment Act



Requires agencies to pay their bills on a timely basis (generally within 30 days), to pay interest when payments are made late, and to take discounts only when payments are made by the discount date.



Proposal



A proposal is a legal offer to provide goods or services at a specified cost and within a specified schedule.  It also includes the contract terms and conditions under which the goods will be provided.



Proposed Business Unit Program and Budget Submission



A projected business unit level resource plan that displays how the budget unit will invest to support the defense goals, objectives, and mission that can be used to develop the detailed description required for the Defense Budget.



Proposed Defense Long-Range Goal



A potential mission, capability, or policy change that is proposed to help better meet the Department's national security responsibilities in a changing international environment.



Proposed Defense Planning Guidance



The proposed document for the Secretary of Defense's approval, that provides firm guidance in the form of goals, priorities, and objectives, including fiscal constraints, for the development of the Defense Budget by the Military Departments and Defense Agencies.



Proposed Financial Statement Narrative/Footnote



Narrative developed through analysis of trial balance and related non financial data.



Proposed President's Budget Exhibits



Proposed budgetary exhibits that provide justification of funding requirements to be submitted in the President's budget.



Proposed Purchase Contract Modification



A request by the end user or the vendor/contractor  for a change to the terms of the purchase contract.  Such changes may include the delivery date, specifications, and cost.



Proposed Real Property Strategic Plan



Tentative plan, including timelines and specific guidance that addresses Real Property capacity and capabilities, Real Property strategic plan objectives, and how these objectives will be achieved using future capabilities and capacities.



Proposed Strategic Plan Revision



Potential changes to the Real Property strategic plan identified during the approval process which must be resolved before acceptance occurs.



Proprietary Accounting Information



Detailed financial information posted to the proprietary general ledger accounts.



Proprietary Asset/Liability Information



Detailed financial information posted to the asset and liability general ledger accounts.



Proprietary Income/Expense Information



Detailed financial information posted to the income and expense general ledger accounts.



Public Customer Master Setup Data



Facts, data, or instructions in any medium or form on a public customer who receives products or services.



Public Information Request



Public Information includes requests coming from Congress with respect to support documentation or clarification of Department of Defense budget submission, and requests from the general public regarding Department of Defense matters.



Publish Assignment Order/Instruction



This is the production of the travel order after approvals and funding have been obtained.



Purchase Card Billing Record



Record of the authorized transaction



Purchase Card Data



Consists of the following message activity: Purchase Card Transaction Data



Purchase Card Financial Data



Purchase card financial data is purchase card financial transaction output generated from the Procurement area. The data may be in USSGL format and may constitute summarized and detailed account information which includes budgetary and proprietary account data.



Purchase Card Information



Consists of the following message activity: Bank Authorization Approval, Special Purchase Approval, Matched Billing Statement, Purchase Card Request, Approving Official Statement,  Purchase Card Statement



Purchase Card Information Product



Purchase card information distributed for fulfilling an procurement information requirement.



Purchase Card Information Product Response



A response to a purchase card information requirement request.



Purchase Card Information Requirement



Request for purchase card information that provides the requirements for form, content and delivery details. The timing, medium and method for distribution are provided.



Purchase Card Information Requirement Response



Purchase card accepted or rejected notification to a purchase card information requirement.



Purchase Card Non Financial Data



Purchase card data not found in account balances or account detail but required for financial management and performance reporting.  This includes financially relevant data about business events that trigger financial transactions e.g. a billing statement. Other examples or types of non financial data include operational statistics (average spend), metrics, narrative information and performance data.



Purchase Card Program Guidance



The governing procedures for administration of the purchase card program.



Purchase Card Request



A formal request, signed by the billing approver, for the issuance of a purchase card to an individual.



Purchase Card Requirement



A confirmed acquisition requirement for which there is no need to either develop a new or utilize an existing Sourcing contract and can utilize the Purchase Card as a method of procurement.



Purchase Card Statement



Statement of charges provided to a cardholder detailing all of the transactions posted to their account during a billing cycle.



Purchase Card Transaction Information



Consists of the following message activity: Bank Authorization Request, Flagged Transaction, Issued Purchase Card, Purchase Card Transaction, Purchase Card Funding Request, Special Purchase Approval Request.



Purchase Contract



A uniquely numbered document used to record the information submitted to the vendor to purchase supplies and services.  In the private sector this document is a purchase order.  The Purchase Contract has a one-to-one relationship between the government and a single vendor.  The purchase contract will contain at least the following:  price, quantity, delivery date, ship-to, bill-to, terms and conditions, specification and charge code.  A Purchase Contract describes and authorizes a vendor (a.k.a. (supplier) to perform work or acquire materials that can be invoiced (a.k.a. (billable work) to the Department of Defense.  Includes Fixed-price, Cost-reimbursement, Incentive, Grants, Cooperative Agreements, Other Transactions, Interagency Acquisitions Under the Economy Act, Intragency orders, Indefinite-Delivery type orders, orders against Basic Agreements, Basic Ordering Agreements and Federal Supply Schedules. It is the absolute reference the vendor uses to create a Customer Order and generate the invoice, referenced to the Purchase Contract Line ("PCL") to be submitted to the government.



Purchase Contract Closure Notice



Provides information about the closeout of a purchase contract in order to document that record is closed.



Purchase Contract Completion Information



Provides information about the completion of all contractual deliveries, contractual payments, and performance documentation to identify contract completion.



Purchase Contract Execution Data



Report of purchase contract execution data that is used to assess contractor performance and purchase contract status.



Purchase Plan



During the concept phase of a program or project a 'Purchase Plan' shall be prepared to identify, state the intended purpose, and provide a brief introduction of the projected system.  It shall be maintained (updated) during the system life cycle.  The plan generally includes:  contract sourcing strategies; forecasted costs; and decreased requirements for material, service, training, and maintenance.  It will generally state how the requirements will be achieved through one or more procurement activities.  Purchase plans are most commonly used for larger more complex requirements.



Purchase Requisition



An approved Draft Purchase Requisition for goods and services that have been reviewed/approved by appropriate officials within the Government Acquisition Community. It may take the form of a request for such acquisitions as materials, outside repairs and services.  Includes requirements detail/ item description, price, quantity, a specific cost center / charge code (edit verify), approver, delivery, general reference back to the purchase contract.



Quadrennial Defense Review



A review of the United States defense strategic objectives that are needed to support the National Military Strategy.  This review enable the Department of Defense to develop strategic goals and plans to meet the current requirements and make future investment decisions to transform equipment requirements, organizational structures, and operational concepts into more efficient military forces.  The Quadrennial Defense Review is strategy-driven, not budget-driven, so that the decision makers can assess the risk of not having the desired amount of resources to meet the requirements.



Quadrennial Defense Review Defense Strategy



A plan that contains the United States defense strategic objectives which support the National Military Strategy.  This strategic plan enables the Department to develop long range goals and plans that meet current defense requirements and make future investment decisions to transform equipment requirements, organizational structures, and operational concepts into more efficient military forces.



Quadrennial Defense Review Force Plan Strategy



A force structure supporting plan that contains the United States Defense strategic objectives.



Quadrennial Defense Review Global Posture Strategy



The top level planning direction in the Quadrennial Defense Review used to transform U.S. global military posture and development of new ways to deter conflict.



Quadrennial Defense Review Risk Mitigation Strategy



Assessments of the risks associated with the alternative Defense strategies and the plan to minimize risk within known constraints (e.g. resources, international agreements, etc.)



Quadrennial Review Defense Strategy



A plan that contains the United States defense strategic objectives which support the National Military Strategy.  This strategic plan enables the Department to develop long range goals and plans that meet current defense requirements and make future investment decisions to transform equipment requirements, organizational structures, and operational concepts into more efficient military forces.



Quadrennial Review Force Plan Strategy



A force structure supporting plan that contains the United States Defense strategic objectives.



Quadrennial Review Global Posture Strategy



The top level planning direction in the Quadrennial Defense Review used to transform U.S. global military posture and development of new ways to deter conflict.



Quadrennial Review Risk Mitigation Strategy



Assessments of the risks associated with the alternative Defense strategies and the plan to minimize risk within known constraints (e.g. resources, international agreements, etc.)



Quality



The accuracy and reliability of the information product produced.



Quality Metric



The measures used to determine accuracy and reliability of the information product produced.



Quote



A  Quote is a legal offer from the vendor/contractor / contractor/contractor/contractor/supplier to provide goods or service at a specified cost and within a specified schedule.  It may include the contract terms and conditions under which goods or services will be provided or refer to the terms and conditions against an existing Sourcing contract.



Rationalized Information Product



Specifically identified information product candidates for consideration to be consolidated, eliminated, or modified.



Real Property Acquisition Plan



A Real Property plan defines the need for a program, goods or internal or external services. (including requests for new or replacement Purchase Cards).



Real Property Acquisition Requirement



A Real Property requirement defines the need for a program, goods or internal or external services. (including requests for new or replacement Purchase Cards).



Real Property Acquisition Requirement Change Request



Request to requirements initiator by the Government, based  on performance or proposed by the vendor/contractor  requiring modification/change to the Real Property purchase contract.  Examples of potential requirements changes include but are not limited to: Specification changes, changes to terms/conditions and price/cost adjustments.



Real Property Agreement



The agreement between parties executing Real Property transactions.



Real Property Analytical Capability Information



Information regarding the analytical capabilities available to assess Real Property materiel requirements.



Real Property Appraisal Response



Financial and non-financial data provided by appraisal company or internal (Department of Defense) cost analysis used to adjust the value in the Real Property asset record.



Real Property Approved Purchase Contract Modification



Provides information about a requested revision to the existing description, QTY, price, delivery,  terms and conditions, and other criteria of an approved Purchase Contract in order to initiate a change / modification.  In the instance of a line item modification, this constitutes the cancellation of the old line and the creation of a new line that references the old line.  A modification may include the cancellation of a Purchase Contract Line, subject to prevailing terms and conditions, without reissue.



Real Property Asset Business Plan Program Objective



The Real Property asset performance value derived from the Business Plan that is desired and which the program manager attempts to obtain.



Real Property Asset Capacity



The maximum output by relevant unit of time of the Logistics Real Property network.



Real Property Asset Program and Budget Clarification Request



Request to provide additional information necessary to more clearly explain the Real Property asset needs or requirements of a program and its associated budget.



Real Property Asset Resource Availability



Response sent from appropriate field communities about the condition, schedule, availability, location, type and quantity of current Real Property  assets.



Real Property Asset Resource Requirement



A requirement specifying a need for Real Property asset resources.



Real Property Asset Strategic Plan Objective



The real property asset performance value derived from the Strategic Plan that is desired by the user and which the program manager attempts to obtain.



Real Property Asset Warranty Information



All of the warranty information associated with a Real Property asset.  This includes such information as: date acquired, owner's name, owner's address,  etc.



Real Property Breakdown Repair Execution Procedure



The procedure which describes the process to execute Real Property breakdown repair maintenance.



Real Property Capability Performance Score



The assessment of the Real Property asset capability performance as compared to the real property performance targets associated with the performance plan.



Real Property Capability Revision Strategy



The plan that outlines how to revise the Real Property capability, based on current performance and the useable Real Property leading practice designated to resolve any capability deficiencies.



Real Property Capacity Constraint



The bottleneck operation and it's maximum output by the relevant unit of time.  This is used to identify Real Property's maximum throughput and is a key input to all scheduling activities.



Real Property Capitalization Procedure



The procedure that states the dollar threshold when a Real Property asset will be capitalized.



Real Property Condition Based Maintenance Procedure



A procedure used in the management, planning and execution of the Real Property condition based maintenance process.



Real Property Condition Based Maintenance Training Course



Training course material developed to guide all maintenance personnel in the performance of Real Property condition based maintenance activities to ensure equipment and facilities are maintained and capable of fulfilling there mission.



Real Property Conformance Rule



Specific Real Property rules or standards used to guide quality control personnel in the inspection process.



Real Property Congressional Approval Package



The budgetary supporting documentation prepared and required for significant construction, maintenance and disposal projects.  Specifically, it includes parametric cost estimate and preliminary design.



Real Property Construction In Progress Closure Notification



Notification that a Real Property construction in progress action is complete and the financial disbursements were made.



Real Property Construction In Progress Data



Financial and non financial data that identities the status of Real Property projects that are under construction.



Real Property Construction In Progress Interim Update



Data used for purposes of updating the general ledger with interim  construction in progress cost data.



Real Property Construction In Progress Payable Information



Vendor/contractor payable information for Real Property construction in progress, including invoice date, date that payable is scheduled for payment, amount to be paid, etc.



Real Property Construction In Progress Request



Request for financial and non financial data regarding the status of Real Property projects that are under construction.



Real Property Construction In Progress Valuation Data



Financial transaction information that contains the materiel, labor and all other costs associated with a Real Property construction in progress.



Real Property Contract/Agreement Modification Request



A request for a change to the terms of the Real Property purchase contract to include changes to the delivery date and specifications, etc.



Real Property Conveyance Instrument



A document that grants the legal right to use or possess Real Property for a specified period of time.



Real Property Cost Benefit Analysis Information



Information obtained by performing a Real Property cost benefit analysis. This information typically supports management decision making.



Real Property Cost Benefit Analysis Requirement



A request for analysis information obtained by performing a cost benefit comparison, which typically supports Real Property management decision making.



Real Property Cost Driver Analysis



An analysis of Real Property cost drivers, which are factors that cause changes in the costs of activities and outputs.  This can aid in managing Real Property costs better.



Real Property Cost Driver Analysis Requirement



A request for analysis of the factors that cause changes in the costs of Real Property activities and outputs



Real Property Cost Estimate



An estimate of costs that includes sufficient level of detail to support Real Property management decision making.



Real Property Cost Estimate Requirement



A request for an estimate of costs that includes sufficient level of detail to support Real Property management decision making.



Real Property Criteria Plan Information



Criteria information (financial and non financial data) used to build an initial Real Property asset or materiel record.



Real Property Current Process Performance Capability



The current capability of a Real Property process to handle the lowest unit of time's demand (e.g. units per day).  This reflects staffing and equipment availability.



Real Property Customer Master Record



The specific information associated with a Real Property customer and the establishment of a customer in the DoD customer listing (i.e., Real Property Customer Master File).  Information will include the information provided through the Customer Master Setup Information plus any unique identifiers that are assigned as a result of officially establishing the Customer.



Real Property Customer Space Request



Notice that space is needed by a customer.  This includes customer specific Real Property space requirements for a given facility and location.



Real Property Deed



A legal instrument in writing which conveys an interest in land from a grantor to a grantee.



Real Property Depreciation Data



Depreciation transaction data (financial and non financial) generated as a result of the Real Property asset procurement/acquisition processes. This includes data such as depreciation expense, methodology (I.e. straight-line, etc.), residual value, recovery period, and Real Property asset value.



Real Property Depreciation Method



The method used to determine the depreciation expense for Real Property.  These methods include straight-line, accelerated, mid-year, etc.



Real Property Depreciation Procedure



Procedure utilizing the methodology for calculating depreciation for a Real Property asset (Straight-line, accelerated, mid-year, etc.), the number of years that each asset (capitalized) will be depreciated over it's lifecycle, the salvage value based on a percentage of the asset's (capitalized) value, and the process for capitalizing bulk purchases.



Real Property Disposal Business Plan Assessment



The identification of Real Property disposal resources, both financial and non-financial, needed to accomplish the business goals and objectives derived from the Strategic Plan and the Defense Planning Guidance.  The assessment also provides financial and non-financial planning estimates for current year disposal requirements.



Real Property Disposal Business Plan Program Objective



The Real Property performance value (specifically the ability to meet disposal requirements) derived from the Business Plan that is desired by the user and which the program manager attempts to obtain.



Real Property Disposal Capacity Constraint



The bottleneck operation and its maximum output by the relevant unit of time in relation to Real Property disposal.  This is used to identify maximum throughput and is a key input to all scheduling activities.



Real Property Disposal Contract Availability



Response sent from appropriate field communities about the availability, type and quantity of current Real Property  disposal contracts.



Real Property Disposal Current Resource Assessment



The evaluation of the type, quantity, and availability of current Real Property disposal resources against the current status (condition, schedule availability, location) of those resources.



Real Property Disposal Follow on User Availability



Response sent from appropriate field communities about the condition, schedule, availability, location, type and quantity of current Real Property  disposal follow-on users.



Real Property Disposal Funding Availability



Response sent from appropriate field communities about the availability, type and quantity of current Real Property  disposal funding.



Real Property Disposal Human Resource Availability



Response sent from appropriate field communities about the condition, schedule, availability, location, type and quantity of current Real Property  human resources.



Real Property Disposal Maintenance Resource Availability



Response sent from appropriate field communities about the condition, schedule, availability, location, type and quantity of current Real Property disposal maintenance resources.



Real Property Disposal Other Availability



Response sent from appropriate field communities about the condition, schedule, availability, location, type and quantity of current other Real Property necessities.



Real Property Disposal Plan



A Real Property disposal plan that defines the need for disposal to be performed.



Real Property Disposal Planning Decision



Planning decision that incorporates all actions necessary to meet Real Property disposal requirements.



Real Property Disposal Prioritization Guideline



Guidance on how to prioritize Real Property disposal objectives that proposes a Real Property business environment methodology and process in which to achieve the objective.



Real Property Disposal Procedure



A procedure used in the management, planning and execution of the Real Property disposal process. The disposal process includes  financial and non-financial transactions.



Real Property Disposal Program and Budget Clarification Request



Request to provide additional information necessary to more clearly explain the needs or requirements of a Real Property disposal program and its associated budget.



Real Property Disposal Program and Budget Clarification Response



Response to the request to provide additional information necessary to more clearly explain the needs or requirements of a Real Property disposal program and its associated budget.



Real Property Disposal Requirement



Need or demand for a specific disposal task to support the Real Property mission.



Real Property Disposal Resource Availability



The total availability of the contracting, human resource, follow-on user, funding, and other resources for use in the Real Property disposal process.



Real Property Disposal Resource Availability Status



Status Information from the response from appropriate field communities about the condition, schedule, availability, location, type and quantity of current Real Property disposal resources.



Real Property Disposal Schedule



A schedule that coordinates the execution of Real Property disposals.



Real Property Disposal Solution Option



Disposal actions to be taken to meet a balanced Real Property disposal requirement.



Real Property Disposal Solution Priority Recommendation



Recommendations on the priority level of a Real Property disposal solution.



Real Property Disposal Strategic Plan Assessment



The identification of Real Property disposal related resources, both financial and non-financial, needed to accomplish the strategic objectives derived from the Quadrennial Defense Review and National Military Strategy.



Real Property Disposal Strategic Plan Objective



The Real Property performance value (specifically the ability to meet disposal requirements) derived from the Strategic Plan that is desired by the user and which the program manager attempts to obtain.



Real Property Disposal Strategic Requirement



A long range, high-level plan that describes how Logistics intends to conduct its mission in terms of Real Property disposal requirements and improve its operations from a Real Property disposal perspective based on the expectations of the operational community.



Real Property Disposal Tactical Deficiency



Any logistics condition that limits or prevents the tactical use of a system or other asset for Real Property disposal.



Real Property Disposal Tactical Deficiency Assessment



The validated need or demand for a specific disposal action to support Real Property.



Real Property Disposition Data



Record which describes all information associated with the disposition of a specific Real Property asset.



Real Property Disposition Decision



This is the decision on what disposition method will be utilized on Real Property returned materiel (e.g. store, maintain, return to vendor or dispose).



Real Property Disposition Information Requirement



A requirement that exists for the disposition of Real Property information.



Real Property Disposition List



An updated list of all Real Property excess, obsolete or unserviceable materiel available for final disposal or resale.



Real Property Disposition Requirement



A requirement that exists for the disposition of Real Property.



Real Property Environmental Competency Procedure



Internally developed procedures to guide all Real Property personnel in environmental clean-up in adherence to Department of Defense guidance and procedures.



Real Property Environmental Estimating Data



Data describing planned hours and resources consumed for each Real Property activity with an environmental impact. This data also includes the methodology used to estimate environmental liabilities,



Real Property Environmental Estimating Procedure



Procedure used to estimate the hours and resources consumed and is used to develop the annual Real Property environmental liability.



Real Property Environmental Liability Task List



A set of Real Property maintenance tasks that have potential environmental liability risk and the procedures that need to be followed to prevent liability while performing these tasks.



Real Property Equipment Business Plan Program Objective



The Real Property equipment performance value derived from the Business Plan that is desired and which the program manager attempts to obtain.



Real Property Equipment Disposition Requirement



A requirement that exists for the disposition of Real Property equipment.



Real Property Equipment Program and Budget Clarification Request



Request to provide additional information necessary to more clearly explain the Real Property equipment needs or requirements of a program and its associated budget.



Real Property Equipment Resource Availability



Response sent from appropriate field communities about the condition, schedule, availability, location, type and quantity of current Real Property equipment.



Real Property Equipment Resource Requirement



Need or demand for a specific equipment resource to support the Real Property mission.



Real Property Equipment Strategic Plan Objective



The performance value for equipment necessary to support Real Property assets, as derived from the Strategic Plan that is desired by the user and which the program manager attempts to obtain.



Real Property Estimated Useful Life Guideline



The guidelines established for each type of asset to determine the number of years that each asset would be depreciated over its life cycle.



Real Property Excess Obsolete Or Unserviceable Facility



System designation or identifier that a Real Property facility is obsolete, in excess or is unserviceable.



Real Property Excess Obsolete Or Unserviceable Installed Equipment



System designation or identifier that a Real Property installed equipment is obsolete, in excess or is unserviceable.



Real Property Excess Obsolete Or Unserviceable Land



System designation or identifier that Real Property land is obsolete, in excess or is unserviceable.



Real Property Excess Obsolete Or Unserviceable Materiel



System designation or identifier that a Real Property materiel item is obsolete, in excess or is unserviceable.



Real Property Excess Obsolete or Unserviceable Materiel



System designation or identifier that a Real Property materiel item is obsolete, in excess or is unserviceable.



Real Property Facility Availability



Response sent from appropriate field communities about the condition, schedule, availability, location, type and quantity of current Real Property  facilities.



Real Property Facility Diagnosis Information



Information from an initial Real Property facility inspection used to develop the specific task list and scheduled completion time for a maintenance event.



Real Property Facility Inspection Record



A record which shows the results of a performed Real Property facility inspection.



Real Property Facility Maintenance Inspection Procedure



The procedure which describes the process to perform Real Property facility maintenance inspections.



Real Property Financial Asset Record Data



Updated financial data (e.g., costs, depreciation, etc.) about a Real Property asset record sent to populate reports for the Department of Defense community.



Real Property Finite Maintenance Schedule



Schedule of  Real Property maintenance activities.



Real Property Fund Resource Availability



Response sent from appropriate field communities about the condition, schedule, availability, location, type and quantity of current Real Property fund resources.



Real Property Fund Resource Requirement



Need or demand for a specific funding resource to support the Real Property mission.



Real Property General Ledger Data



Data used for purposes of updating the general ledger with financial information regarding a particular Real Property asset.



Real Property Geographic Asset Information



Geo-spatial maps of Department of Defense Real Property assets including facilities and land.  This information is important in determining the potential capacity and capability of assets.



Real Property High Priority Walkthrough



An unplanned request for Real Property materiel or equipment.



Real Property Historical Activity Information



Prior period activity information from all the processes necessary to support the development of a Real Property strategy and plans.



Real Property Hoteling Facility Schedule



Schedule of  Real Property hoteling facilities.



Real Property Hoteling Facility Space Requirement



A fully developed and documented Real Property hoteling facility space requirement. Includes plans, specifications, bid schedule cost estimates and preliminary schedules.



Real Property Housing Facility Space Requirement



A fully developed and documented Real Property housing facility space requirement. Includes plans, specifications, bid schedule cost estimates and preliminary schedules.



Real Property Housing Schedule



Schedule of  Real Property housing facilities.



Real Property Human Resource Availability



Response sent from appropriate field communities about the condition, schedule, availability, location, type and quantity of current Real Property human resources.



Real Property Human Resource Requirement



Need or demand for a specific human resource to support the Real Property mission.



Real Property Information Requirement



Request for Real Property information that provides the requirements for form, content and delivery details. Includes request for Real Property information from both external and internal customers. Content describes the required data to be included in the Real Property information product.



Real Property Information Requirement Response



A Real Property information requirement providing timing requirements back to the requestor for financial and compliance. For management reporting the information requirement response can be an acceptance or rejection notification.



Real Property Initial Maintenance Inspection Procedure



The procedure which describes the process to perform Real Property maintenance inspection.



Real Property Inspection Record



A record which shows the results of a performed Real Property inspection.



Real Property Installed Equipment Inspection Record



A record which shows the results of a performed Real Property equipment inspection.



Real Property Installed Equipment Maintenance Diagnosis Information



Information that has been collected against Real Property installed equipment that has undergone initial inspection and diagnosis.



Real Property Installed Equipment Maintenance Inspection Procedure



The procedure which describes the process to perform Real Property equipment maintenance inspections.



Real Property Integrated Disposal Plan



A time phase report that shows Real Property integrated return demand against a capacity constrained system.  It describes the projected available balance and the available capacity as a means to develop a schedule to meet the demand plan.



Real Property Integrated Maintenance Plan



A time phase report that shows Real Property maintenance demand against a capacity constrained system.  It describes the projected available balance and the available capacity as a means to develop a schedule to meet the demand plan.



Real Property Integrated Materiel Plan



A time phase report that shows Real Property materiel demand against a capacity constrained system.  It describes the projected available balance and the available capacity as a means to develop a schedule to meet the demand plan.



Real Property Integrated Plan



A time phase report that shows Real Property demand against a capacity constrained system.  It describes the projected available balance and the available capacity as a means to develop a schedule to meet the demand plan.



Real Property Integrated Plan Guidance



Guidance on how to develop a Real Property Integrated Plan objective that proposes a Real Property business environment methodology and process in which to achieve the objective.



Real Property Interim Asset Record



An initially established Real Property asset record that may contain multiple pieces of financial and non financial data but at the very least identifies the asset for which the record is created.  The record is to be updated subsequently with current financial information.



Real Property Inventory Availability



Availability of a Real Property materiel item by location that is reserved, scheduled or available for sale.



Real Property Inventory Procedure



A procedure used in the process of conducting a physical inventory for Real Property assets.



Real Property Land Availability



Response sent from appropriate field communities about the condition, schedule, availability, location, type and quantity of current Real Property  land.



Real Property Land Diagnosis Information



Information from an initial Real Property land inspection used to develop the specific task list and scheduled completion time for a maintenance event.



Real Property Land Inspection Record



A record which shows the results of a performed Real Property land inspection.



Real Property Land Maintenance Inspection Procedure



The procedure which describes the process to perform Real Property land inspections.



Real Property Logistics Procedure



A procedure used in the management, planning and execution of Real Property processes.



Real Property Maintenance Asset Resource Availability



Response sent from appropriate field communities about the condition, schedule, availability, location, type and quantity of current Real Property  maintenance asset resources.



Real Property Maintenance Availability



Response sent from appropriate field communities about the condition, schedule, availability, location, type and quantity of current Real Property  maintenance assets.



Real Property Maintenance Business Plan Assessment



The identification of Real Property requirements needed to assess the business goals and objectives derived from the maintenance Business Plan and the Defense Planning Guidance.



Real Property Maintenance Business Plan Program Objective



The Real Property maintenance performance value derived from the Business Plan that is desired and which the program manager attempts to obtain.



Real Property Maintenance Diagnosis Information



Information from an initial Real Property maintenance inspection used to develop the specific task list and scheduled completion time for a maintenance event.



Real Property Maintenance Equipment Resource Availability



Response sent from appropriate field communities about the condition, schedule, availability, location, type and quantity of current Real Property  maintenance equipment resources.



Real Property Maintenance Execution Procedure



The procedure which describes the process to execute Real Property maintenance.



Real Property Maintenance Execution Training Course



Training course developed to guide personnel in Real Property maintenance execution.



Real Property Maintenance Expedite Request



A request to perform expedited maintenance against Real Property assets that have encountered failure.



Real Property Maintenance Funding Resource Availability



Response sent from appropriate field communities about the condition, schedule, availability, location, type and quantity of current Real Property  maintenance fund resources.



Real Property Maintenance Human Resource Availability



Response sent from appropriate field communities about the condition, schedule, availability, location, type and quantity of current Real Property  maintenance human resources.



Real Property Maintenance Information Requirement



Request for Real Property maintenance information that provides the requirements for form, content and delivery details. Includes request for Real Property information from both external and internal customers. Content describes the required data to be included in the Real Property information product.



Real Property Maintenance Inspection Procedure



The procedure which describes the process to perform Real Property maintenance inspection.



Real Property Maintenance Inspection Protocol



New criteria for the performance of Real Property maintenance inspections. This may include outlines, diagrams, or flow charts that describe each step in a process of maintenance inspection. Response sent from appropriate field communities about the condition, schedule, availability, location, type and quantity of current Real Property  maintenance resources.



Real Property Maintenance Resource Capacity Constraint



The bottleneck operation and it's maximum output by the relevant unit of time.  This is used to identify Real Property's maximum maintenance throughput and is a key input to all scheduling activities.



Real Property Maintenance Resource Information



Response sent from appropriate field communities about the condition, schedule, availability, location, type and quantity of current Real Property  maintenance resources.



Real Property Maintenance Resource Planning Decision



Planning decision that incorporates all actions necessary to meet Real Property maintenance requirements.



Real Property Maintenance Schedule



Schedule of  Real Property maintenance activities.



Real Property Maintenance Service



Any Real Property maintenance function that can be provided to customers.



Real Property Maintenance Solution Option



Real Property maintenance actions to be taken to meet a balanced requirement.



Real Property Maintenance Strategic Plan Assessment



The identification of Real Property maintenance resources, both financial and non-financial, needed to accomplish the strategic objectives derived from the Quadrennial Defense Review and National Military Strategy.



Real Property Maintenance Strategic Plan Objective



The Real Property maintenance performance value derived from the Strategic Plan that is desired and which the program manager attempts to obtain.



Real Property Maintenance Strategic Requirement

Real Property Maintenance Tactical Deficiency

Real Property Maintenance Use Criteria

Real Property Management Information Product



Real Property information distributed for fulfilling a management information requirement.  Information products are provided to both external and internal customers.



Real Property Material Business Plan Program Objective



The Real Property maintenance performance value derived from the Business Plan that is desired and which the program manager attempts to obtain.



Real Property Material Disposition Requirement



A requirement that exists for the disposition of Real Property material.



Real Property Material Program and Budget Clarification Request



Request to provide additional information necessary to more clearly explain the Real Property material needs or requirements of a program and its associated budget.



Real Property Material Resource Availability



Response sent from appropriate field communities about the condition, schedule, availability, location, type and quantity of current Real Property  materiel resources.



Real Property Material Resource Requirement



Need or demand for a specific material resource to support the Real Property mission.



Real Property Material Strategic Plan Objective



The performance value for material necessary to support Real Property assets, as derived from the Strategic Plan that is desired by the user and which the program manager attempts to obtain.



Real Property Materiel Business Plan Assessment



The identification of Real Property requirements needed to accomplish the business goals and objectives derived from the materiel Business Plan and the Defense Planning Guidance.



Real Property Materiel Business Plan Program Objective



The Real Property materiel performance value derived from the Business Plan that is desired and which the program manager attempts to obtain.



Real Property Materiel Consumed Quantity



The amount of Real Property materiel consumed while satisfying demand or requirements.



Real Property Materiel Program and Budget Clarification Request



Request to provide additional information necessary to more clearly explain the Real Property materiel needs or requirements of a program and its associated budget.



Real Property Materiel Program and Budget Clarification Response



Response to the Request to provide additional information necessary to more clearly explain Real Property materiel needs or requirements of a program and its associated budget.



Real Property Materiel Project Plan



A Real Property materiel project plan defines the need for materiel needed to complete Real Property projects. (including requests for new or replacement Purchase Cards).



Real Property Materiel Quality Assurance Data



Quality assurance data that is a part of Real Property materiel information.



Real Property Materiel Requirement



Need or demand for a specific materiel, equipment, facility, or other resource to support the Real Property mission.

Real Property Materiel Resource Incoming Quality Assurance Training Module



Training in the application of techniques, engineering skills, and effort to prevent, detect, and eliminate sources of defects in Real Property assets.



Real Property Materiel Resource Information



Type, quantity, and availability of Real Property materiel resources available for Real Property business processes.



Real Property Materiel Resource Plan



Prioritized solution recommendation regarding Real Property materiel.



Real Property Materiel Resource Planning Decision



Planning decision that incorporates all actions necessary to meet Real Property balanced requirements.



Real Property Materiel Resource Planning Training Course



Training course material developed to guide all maintenance personnel in the planning of Real Property materiel resources to ensure equipment and facilities are properly maintained.



Real Property Materiel Resource Procedure



A procedure used in the management, planning and execution of the Real Property materiel resource process. This procedure includes the processes of collecting execution costs, identifying capitalization requirements, and assigning a depreciation method to capitalized materiel.



Real Property Materiel Resource Receipt Record Training Module



Training in the electronic recording Real Property materiel resource receipts.



Real Property Materiel Resource Schedule



A schedule or a course of action over specified time periods that involves the appropriation of Real Property materiel or supply resources to meet actual or expected requirements.



Real Property Materiel Resource Training Course



Training course material developed to guide all maintenance personnel in the performance of Real Property materiel resource activities to ensure equipment and facilities are properly maintained.



Real Property Materiel Solution Priority Recommendation



Recommendations on the priority level of a Real Property materiel solution.



Real Property Materiel Strategic Plan Assessment



The identification of Real Property materiel resources, both financial and non-financial, needed to accomplish the strategic objectives derived from the Quadrennial Defense Review and National Military Strategy.



Real Property Materiel Strategic Plan Objective



The performance value for materiel necessary to support Real Property assets, as derived from the Strategic Plan that is desired by the user and which the program manager attempts to obtain.



Real Property Materiel Strategic Requirement



A long range, high-level strategy that describes how Logistics intends to conduct its Real Property materiel mission and improve its operations based on the expectations of the operational community.



Real Property Materiel Tactical Deficiency



Any logistics condition that limits or prevents the tactical use of a system or other asset for Real Property materiel.



Real Property Materiel Tactical Deficiency Assessment



The validated deficiency associated with a need or demand for specific materiel to support Real Property.



Real Property Materiel Use Criteria



Criteria that outlines the usage of Real Property materiel.



Real Property Measured Asset Summary



Quantified unit of measured space used by the Department of Defense in order to meet its Real Property mission.  Units of measured space include square footage for facilities and acreage for land.



Real Property Municipal Service



Any Real Property municipal service function that can be provided to customers.



Real Property Non Financial Asset Record Data



Updated non-financial data (e.g., ownership, location, etc.) about a Real Property asset record and materiel located in the Logistics chain.



Real Property Operational Facility Space Requirement



A fully developed and documented Real Property operational facility space requirement. Includes plans, specifications, bid schedule cost estimates and preliminary schedules.



Real Property Operational Schedule



Schedule of  Real Property operational activities to ensure continued operation.



Real Property Other Payable Information



Additional vendor/contractor payable information for Real Property besides construction in progress, invoice date, date that payable is scheduled for payment, amount to be paid, etc.



Real Property Outsource Maintenance Request



Request for a variety of Real Property maintenance activities that are identified as regular services from an approved vendor.



Real Property Outsource Service



Regular or continuous provision for a variety of non-materiel and support activities that are identified as Real Property maintenance services from the approved Vendor.



Real Property Outsourced Condition Based Maintenance Monitoring Service



Regular or continuous provision for  executing Real Property condition based maintenance monitoring service from approved vendors.



Real Property Outsourced Facility Maintenance Diagnosis Information



Information from an outsourced initial Real Property facility maintenance inspection used to develop the specific task list and scheduled completion time for a maintenance event.



Real Property Outsourced Installed Equipment Maintenance Diagnosis Information



Information from an outsourced initial Real Property installed equipment maintenance inspection used to develop the specific task list and scheduled completion time for a maintenance event.



Real Property Outsourced Land Maintenance Diagnosis Information



Information from an outsourced initial Real Property land inspection used to develop the specific task list and scheduled completion time for a maintenance event.



Real Property Outsourced Maintenance Diagnosis



Regular or continuous provision for initial inspection and diagnosis of Real Property maintenance services from approved vendors.



Real Property Outsourced Maintenance Diagnosis Information



Information from an outsourced initial Real Property maintenance service used to develop the specific task list and scheduled completion time for a maintenance event.



Real Property Outsourced Maintenance Service



Regular or continuous provision for  executing Real Property maintenance service from approved vendors.



Real Property Outsourced Predictive Maintenance Service



Regular or continuous provision for  executing Real Property predictive maintenance service from approved vendors.



Real Property Outsourced Preventive Maintenance Service



Regular or continuous provision for  executing Real Property preventive maintenance service from approved vendors.



Real Property Outsourced Proactive Maintenance Service



Regular or continuous provision for  executing Real Property proactive maintenance service from approved vendors.



Real Property Outsourced Project Service



Regular or continuous provision for  executing Real Property project service from approved vendors.



Real Property Outsourced Reactive Maintenance Diagnosis



Information from an outsourced initial Real Property reactive maintenance used to develop the specific task list and scheduled completion time for a maintenance event.



Real Property Outsourced Reactive Maintenance Service



Regular or continuous provision for  executing Real Property reactive maintenance from approved vendors.



Real Property Outsourced Reliability Centered Maintenance Service



Regular or continuous provision for  executing Real Property reliability centered maintenance service from approved vendors.



Real Property Performance Plan



The Real Property performance plan contains performance measures and targets that, if achieved, would indicate progress that is being made toward meeting the goals and objectives of the Real Property Strategic Plan, Quadrennial Defense Review or Defense Business Plan.



Real Property Plan Revision



A revision to the plans and specifications for a Real Property requirement based upon periodic reviews with the customer, designer, agent and project manager.



Real Property Planning Estimate



Contains estimates of Real Property construction cost, schedule and budget.



Real Property Planning Parameter



The planning limitations for Real Property logistical functions in accordance with regulations and policies.



Real Property Predictive Maintenance Procedure



A procedure used in the management, planning and execution of the Real Property predictive maintenance process.



Real Property Predictive Maintenance Training Course



Training course material developed to guide all maintenance personnel in the performance of Real Property predictive maintenance activities to ensure equipment and facilities are properly maintained.



Real Property Preventive Maintenance Inspection Result



The results of inspecting Real Property preventive maintenance actions.



Real Property Preventive Maintenance Procedure



A procedure used in the management, planning and execution of the Real Property preventive maintenance process.



Real Property Preventive Maintenance Training Course

Real Property Proactive Reliability Centered Maintenance Execution Procedure



The procedure which describes the process to execute Real Property proactive reliability centered maintenance.



Real Property Process Capacity



Total capability of Real Property to meet the workload necessary to support a desired throughput.



Real Property Program Management Plan



Documents the integrated time-phased actions and resources required to complete the Real Property program/task.



Real Property Project Business Plan Program Objective



The Real Property Emergency maintenance performance value derived from the Business Plan that is desired and which the program manager attempts to obtain.



Real Property Project Maintenance Execution Procedure



The procedure which describes the process to execute Real Property project maintenance.



Real Property Project Maintenance Program and Budget Clarification Request



Request to provide additional information necessary to more clearly explain the Real Property Project maintenance needs or requirements of a program and its associated budget.



Real Property Project Maintenance Schedule



Schedule of  Real Property project activities to ensure continued operation.



Real Property Project Maintenance Strategic Plan Objective



The performance value for emergency maintenance necessary to support the Real Property mission, as derived from the Strategic Plan that is desired and which the program manager attempts to obtain.



Real Property Project Schedule



A schedule of Real Property projects.



Real Property Public Customer Master Setup Data



Facts, data, or instructions in any medium or form on a Real Property public customer who receives products or services



Real Property Purchase Contract



A uniquely numbered document used to record the information submitted to the vendor to purchase Real Property supplies and services.  In the private sector this document is a purchase order.  The Purchase Contract has a one-to-one relationship between the government and a single vendor.  The purchase contract will contain at least the following:  price quantity, delivery date, ship-to, bill-to, terms and conditions, specification and charge code.  A Purchase Contract describes and authorizes a vendor (a.k.a. (supplier) to perform work or acquire materials that can be invoiced (a.k.a. (billable work) to the Department of Defense.  Includes Fixed-price, Cost-reimbursement, Incentive, Grants, Cooperative Agreements, Other Transactions, Interagency Acquisitions Under the Economy Act, Intraagency orders, Indefinite-Delivery type orders, orders against Basic Agreements, Basic Ordering Agreements and Federal Supply Schedules. It is the absolute reference the vendor uses to create a Customer Order and generate the invoice, referenced to the Purchase Contract Line ("PCL") to be submitted to the government.  A purchase contract typically has at least  the following attributes:  Line number, quantity, unit or part number, high level description of supplies  or services to be performed, unit price, total or extended cost, expected delivery date, accounting classification, Standard Terms and Conditions and the amount.   Includes internal orders for Interfund acquisitions.  A purchase contract may be associated with a Sourcing Contract.



Real Property Purchase Contract Execution Data



Data that is necessary in order to execute Real Property contracts.



Real Property Purchase Plan



During the concept phase of a Real Property program or project a 'Purchase Plan' shall be prepared to identify, state the intended purpose, and provide a brief introduction of the projected system.  It shall be maintained (updated) during the system life cycle.  The plan generally includes:  contract sourcing strategies; forecasted costs; and decreased requirements for materiel, service, training, and maintenance.  It will generally state how the requirements will be achieved through one or more procurement activities.  Purchase plans are most commonly used for larger more complex requirements.

The procedure which describes the process to execute Real Property emergency repair maintenance.



Real Property Reactive Maintenance Business Plan Program Objective



The Real Property reactive maintenance performance value derived from the Business Plan that is desired and which the program manager attempts to obtain.



Real Property Reactive Maintenance Execution Procedure



The procedure which describes the process to execute Real Property reactive maintenance.



Real Property Reactive Maintenance Procedure



A procedure used in the management, planning and execution of the Real Property reactive maintenance process.



Real Property Reactive Maintenance Program and Budget Clarification Request



Request to provide additional information necessary to more clearly explain the Real Property reactive maintenance needs or requirements of a program and its associated budget.



Real Property Reactive Maintenance Requirement

Real Property Recommended Leading Practice



A list of leading practices applicable to the Real Property mission within the Department of Defense and will be reflected in procedures.



Real Property Recommended Maintenance Requirement



A Real Property maintenance requirement recommended by the original equipment manufacturer to ensure continued operation.



Real Property Reliability Centered Maintenance Procedure



A procedure used in the management, planning and execution of the Real Property reliability centered maintenance process.



Real Property Reliability Centered Maintenance Training Course



Training course material developed to guide all maintenance personnel in the performance of Real Property reliability centered maintenance activities to ensure equipment and facilities are properly maintained.



Real Property Repair Inspection Record



A record which shows the results of a performed Real Property inspection against repairs.



Real Property Repair Maintenance Record



All of the repair maintenance information associated with a Real Property asset.



Real Property Returned Acquisition Requirement



The products or services required to fulfill the identification of a current year acquisition requirement for Real Property equipment, facilities, services, or other resources, that support a tactical mission or objective included in the business plan.



Real Property Revenue Estimate



An estimate of revenues that includes sufficient level of detail to support Real Property management decision making.



Real Property Revenue Estimate Requirement



A request for an estimate of revenues that includes sufficient level of detail to support Real Property management decision making.



Real Property Sales Order



All information that pertains to the Real Property customer order request.



Real Property Sourcing Agreement



The Sourcing Agreement is used to identify negotiated pricing and/or discounts from published pricing for defined Real Property goods or services.  Non-binding, a Sourcing Agreement does not guarantee a purchase volume, level or value to the supplier of the goods or services.  However, it may include comprehensive terms and conditions, performance criteria or other service level requirements that are expected and agreed-to should the DoD issue an order to purchase.



Real Property Space Allowance Criteria



Specific rules for the allowance of space for a given type of requirement.



Real Property Space Assignment Schedule



Specific customer space assignments associated with the timeline for when a customer can occupy a particular space.



Real Property Space Requirement



A fully developed and documented Real Property space requirement. Includes plans, specifications, bid schedule cost estimates and preliminary schedules.



Real Property Status Update



Corrections to a Real Property asset record as a result of performing an inventory; these corrections include existence, condition, usage, and capacity information.



Real Property Strategic Plan Objective Timeline



Assessment of a Real Property Strategic Plan objective and Real Property capacities that determines a suggested timeframe in which the strategic plan objectives can be reasonably achieved.



Real Property Strategic Plan Responsibilities



Assessment of a Real Property strategic plan objective that proposes a Real Property business environment methodology and process in which to achieve the objective.



Real Property Strategic Requirement



Requirements that address how Real Property management intends to conduct its mission and improve its operations from a mission perspective based on the expectations of the operational community.



Real Property Supplemental Non Financial Data



The Real Property non financial data provide to support the footnotes to the financial statements.



Real Property Support Facility Space Requirement



A fully developed and documented Real Property support facility space requirement. Includes plans, specifications, bid schedule cost estimates and preliminary schedules.



Real Property Support Schedule



Schedule of  Real Property support activities recommended by the original equipment manufacturer to ensure continued operation.



Real Property Transfer Data



Data that indicates that a Real Property materiel item has been maintained and transferred to the transportation unit.



Real Property Unplanned Maintenance Execution Procedure



The procedure which describes the process to execute Real Property unplanned maintenance.



Real Property Upgrade Inspection Record



A record which shows the results of a performed Real Property inspection against upgrades.



Real Property Upgrade Maintenance Record



All of the upgrade maintenance information associated with a Real Property asset.



Real Property Utility Availability



Response sent from appropriate field communities about the condition, schedule, availability, location, type and quantity of current Real Property  utilities.



Real Property Utility Service



A Real Property utility service that can be provided to customers.



Real Property Utilization Data



Data that describes the frequency of use and the type of user for Real Property.



Real Property Validated Invoice



A contractor's invoice for construction or service that has been verified by the project manager to be consistent with observed percent of completion.



Real Property Validated Project Progress Data



Real Property Project progress information that has been validated.



Real Property Valuation Data



Total of all costs associated with the procurement of a Real Property asset. These costs will include acquisition, installation, transportation, labor, etc.



Real Property Vendor Materiel Return Information



Information provided to vendors when Real Property materiel is returned.



Real Property Vendor Return Authorization Information



Authorization information provided to vendors when Real Property materiel is returned.



Real Property Verification Invoice



A collection of data submitted by a government agency external to the Department of Defense or vendor/contractor requesting payment from the Department of Defense used for the verification in the delivery process of Real Property materiel or services.  It should describe an amount due for the acquisition of tangible goods or services and must reference the Purchase Contract line that authorized the goods or services as "billable events".  The invoice includes the price including freight, the cash discount terms, the date of the billing, the payment due date and the amount of the money owed to the vendor/contractor for an acquisition. (Examples include vendor/contractor invoice, advance payment request, or progress payment request).



Real Property Work in Progress Data



An internal resource or outsourced contractor statement of progress that has not been verified by the project management team.



Real Property Work in Progress Request



A request for information relating to work being performed against Real Property that is in progress.



Receivable Collection



The amount of all receivables that Department of Defense is responsible for collecting.



Receivable Debt Information



The amount of recievables that have not been paid and will be wrriten off as a bad debt.  For example; receivables sent to US Treaury for Collections



Receivable Financial Information



Information resulting from company's decision to sell goods and services on a credit basis.



Receivable Initiated



Approved billing and denied billing information is needed to support notification functionality. If the billing is approved, this notification contains a request for payment.  It contains product, description of product, terms, where to remit the payment and invoice amount.



Receivable/Debt Information Product



Receivable/debt Information distributed for fulfilling an information requirement.  Information products are provided to both external and internal customers.



Receivable/Debt Information Product Response



A notification that contains information about a particular receivable/debt information product or information about the approval of a particular information product.



Receivable/Debt Information Requirement



Request for receivable/debt information that provides the requirements for form, content, and delivery details.  Includes request for information from both external and internal customers.



Receivable/Debt Information Requirement Response



Financial and compliance information providing timing requirements to the requestor.  For management reporting, the receivable/debt information requirement response can be an acceptance or rejection notification.



Receivable/Debt Requirement Response



Financial and compliance information providing timing requirements to the requestor.  For management reporting, the receivable/debt information requirement response can be an acceptance or rejection notification.



Received Asset



Asset that has been received into the warehouse or by an individual and is awaiting inspection.



Received Collected Information



Information that has been collected, consolidated, aggregated and needs to be staged for packaging.



Received Materiel



Materiel that has been received into the warehouse awaiting inspection.



Received Real Property Asset



Asset that has been received by an individual and is awaiting inspection.  This asset is to be used in support of a Real Property project.



Received Summarized Data



Summarized data that needs to be united with a format prior to release of the  information product.



Recognition Profile



Contains information regarding recognition.



Recognition Profile Request



Request to initiate or update recognition.



Recommended Accounting Solution



Proposed resolution from analysis of organized issues.



Recommended Leading Practice



List of the leading practices applicable to the Department of Defense and will be reflected in procedures.



Recommended Logistics Procedure Change



Proposed procedure changes in the logistics chain that facilitate effective and efficient methods to support an organization/customer.



Recommended Performance Metric



The preferred unit of measure for the outputs and/or outcomes of Defense activities.



Recommended Performance Objective



The preferred level of services, capabilities and outputs to be performed by an activity, program or project over a specific time period at a specific funding level.



Reconcile Foreign Military Sale Trust Funded Account



Reconcile Foreign military sale customer cash deposits into the FMS Trust fund for defense articles and services sold under Sectional 21 and 22 of the AECA shall be made in advance of delivery, performance, or progress payment to contractors (DoD FMR Vol15,Ch4.).



Reconcile Fund Account



The reconciliation of Fund Accounts will need to incorporate Trust Reciepts, Funds with Treasury/Budgetary Resources, Services Accrued Expenditures and Reimbursements Earned.



Record of Deposit



An acknowledgement/statement of all monies received and processed by Department of Defence.



Recorded Delivery Issue



Recorded issues that do not match with available delivery mechanisms.



Recorded Equipment



An asset that has been received into the maintenance process and inducted into the system.



Recorded Form and Content Issue



Issues related to form and content are recorded along with the actions taken to resolve the issues.  Recording of issues may be used in continuous process improvement analysis, trend analysis and performance metric measurements.



Recorded Management Report Delivery Issue



Issues related to delivery such as timing, destination and recipient are recorded along with the actions taken to resolve the issues.  Recording of issues may be used in continuous process improvement analysis, trend analysis and performance metric measurements.



Recorded Management Report Form and Content Issue



Issues related to form and content of management reports are recorded along with the actions taken to resolve the issues.  Recording of issues may be used in continuous process improvement analysis, trend analysis and performance metric measurements.



Recorded Real Property



Real Property that has been received into the Real Property maintenance process and inducted into the system.



Reestablished Entitlement



A closed payable that has been subsequently reopened to provide the opportunity to modify certain data elements and create another "Payable Selected for Payment" without recreating the information that does not require modification.  An example is the a payment that has been returned due to an invalid address.  It is determined that the vendor / contractor provided an updated address after the payable was created but before the payment was generated.  The reestablishment of the payable provides the opportunity to reopen the payable so that the updated address is available.  Once reestablished, the reestablished payable resides in the Manage Open Payables until the Payable is selected for payment.



Referred Debt



The Department of Defense is acting as a collecting agent to collect referred debt for other government agencies, such as the Internal Revenue Service and child welfare services.



Regulations/Other



Rules, standards and direction provided to the Department of Defense Logistics by external groups. These regulations/rules consist of, but are not limited to, the Federal Acquisition Regulation and Executive Order 13123.



Regulatory Compliance Narrative



This is the final narrative information prepared to address financial and non-financial disclosures required by regulations or laws to support the financial statements.  This information is to be included in the notes that accompany the financial statements.



Reimbursable Billing



The billing for amounts earned and collected for material and services furnished by the Department of Defense. This billing also includes direct and indirect billings. All intergovernmental billings are handled as a direct cite billing.



Reimbursement Commitment



An administrative reservation of funds requested for reimbursables, based upon firm procurement requests, orders, directives, and equivalent instruments outstanding.



Reimbursement Commitment Rejection



The denial of an administrative reservation of funds requested for reimbursables, based upon firm procurement requests, orders, directives, and equivalent instruments outstanding; most often due to a lack of available funds or insufficient information.



Reimbursement Commitment Request



An administrative reimbursable request received by the comptroller from a requiring activity for the reservation of funds in anticipation of their obligation. The commitment may be based upon firm procurement directives, orders, requisitions, authorizations, or requests.



Reimbursement Profile



Contains reimbursement data.



Reimbursement Profile Request



Data that is submitted and used for the purpose of reimbursing an individual.



Rejection with Advice



Rejection of proposed change to the accounting/cost accounting code structure with recommendations on corrective action.



Release Payment Request



Request to release the suspension of the selected draft payment.  Allows the payment draft from becoming an executed payment.



Released Suspended Payment



Releases the suspension of a payment.  A suspended payment has been identified as a potential candidate for elimination from the disbursement run.  The inclusion of a suspend payment in a disbursement run results in the non-execution of the disbursement run until the suspend has been released or the payment is cancelled.  The release allows the payment to become an executed payment.



Relevant Real Property Disposal Resource Requirement Information



Specific information regarding the Real Property disposal requirement.



Relevant Real Property Maintenance Resource Requirement Information



Specific information regarding the Real Property maintenance requirement.



Relevant Real Property Materiel Information



Request for Real Property materiel information that provides the requirements for form, content and delivery details.



Relevant Real Property Resource Requirement Information



Specific information regarding the Real Property materiel requirement.



Relevant Real Property Strategic Information



Real Property information required to implement operational requirements.  This information may include Real Property inventory information.



Remittance File



A listing of funds received from a financial institution is used to relieve receivables.



Repair Inspection Record



A record which shows the results of an inspection that has been performed during a maintenance cycle.



Repair Maintenance Record



A record which shows the results of a repair that has been performed during a maintenance cycle.



Repaired Equipment



A materiel item or equipment that has been repaired and is in readiness status.



Repaired Real Property Facility Awaiting Final Inspection



Real Property facilities that have been repaired and are designated to undergo quality control and test specification.



Repaired Real Property Installed Equipment Awaiting Final Inspection



Real Property installed equipment that has been repaired and is designated to undergo quality control and test specification.



Repaired Real Property Land Awaiting Final Inspection



Real Property land that has been repaired and is designated to undergo quality control and test specification.



Reporting Accuracy



Performance indicators designed to measure the accuracy of reporting process in Accounting.



Reporting Compliance



Performance indicators designed to measure the compliance issues related to the reporting process in Accounting.



Reporting Performance Indicator



Performance management indicators for the Accounting process reporting requirements related to timeliness, accuracy, and compliance.



Reporting Timeliness



Performance indicators designed to measure the timeliness of the reporting process in Accounting.



Reports Consolidation Act



The Reports Consolidation Act provides  (1) authorizes and encourages the consolidation of financial and performance management reports;  (2) provides financial and performance management information in a more meaningful and useful format for Congress, the President, and the Public;  (3) for improvement to the quality of agency financial and performance management information; and  (4) for enhancing coordination and efficiency on the part of agencies in reporting financial and performance management information.



Reprogramming Request



Utilization of funds in an appropriation account for purposes other than those contemplated at the time of appropriation. Reprogramming is generally accomplished pursuant to consultation with and approval by appropriate United States Congressional committees.



Request For Quote



Request for quotes are government requests to vendor/contractor / contractor/contractor/contractors/suppliers to meet a specific Purchase requisition requirements.



Request for Proposal/Request for Change



Request For Proposal/Request For Change (RFP/RFC) are United States Government requests for bids to meet a specified requirement or need.  It includes information about how the vendor/contractor.  The contractor is to respond to the request or required change.



Required Maintenance Action



The responsibilities required to fulfill approved maintenance requests to the accounting code.



Research/Development/Test/Evaluation Fund



Funds specifically appropriated to support basic research, applied research, advanced technology development, system demonstration and development, laboratories, testing and test ranges and other activities involving research and development.



Research/Development/Test/Evaluation Funding Authorization



Approval to expend funds that support research, development, test and evaluation activities in the Department of Defense.



Resolved Identified Detail Issue Response



Internal feedback regarding the Financial and Management Reporting process to resolve issues.



Resource Assignment



The specification of which activity(s), within a cost model, consume a given resource, and the resource driver needed to assign the resource's costs to those activities.



Resource Cost



The total cost of a resource, which is what is consumed by organizations to perform activities. Examples include labor, materials, and utilities.



Resource Cost Flow



A description of how resource costs actually flow through and between organizations. The flow describes which resources are consumed by which activities, and how that consumption  is driven.



Resource Dictionary



A listing of the resources within a cost model that would include names, definitions, and code numbers for those resources.



Resource Driver



A representation of the consumption of a resource by the processes/activities that consume it that enables the assignment of costs.  Example:  the resource of a labor pool may use the resource driver of hours spent on various activities to assign the resource's costs to those activities



Resource Driver Quantity



A measure of the consumption of a resource by the processes/activities that consume it that enables the assignment of costs.  Example:  the resource of a labor pool may use the resource driver of hours spent on various activities to assign the resource's costs to those activities



Resource Entity



An entity within a cost model that represents a resource. Resources are what are consumed in the performance of an activity. Examples include labor, materials, and facilities costs.



Resource Hierarchy



The organization of the resources of a cost model so that they are respectively grouped together in a logical manner conducive to being able to aggregate costs as required.



Responsibility Clarification Request



A request for clarification or additional information regarding responsibilities identified during the development of the Real Property strategic plan.



Responsibility Clarification Response



Information provided to clarify responsibilities defined during the development of the Real Property strategic plan.



Retirement Benefit Information



Approved  Retirement Benefit program marketing materials.



Retirement Benefit Vendor List



A list of all potential third party vendors that could provide services for Retirement Benefits.



Return Business Plan Assessment



The identification of property disposal requirements, both financial and non-financial, needed to accomplish the business goals and objectives derived from the Strategic Plan and the Defense Planning Guidance.  The assessment also provides financial and non-financial planning estimates for current year disposal requirements.



Return Business Plan Program Objective



The property disposal-based course of action intended to support the development of the Business Plan Assessment, which identifies services, opportunities or projects in  the Department of Defense.



Return Expedite Request



Unplanned request for a return into the logistics process.



Return Procedure



A procedure used in the management, planning and execution of the materiel return and the disposal process.



Return Program and Budget Clarification Request



Request to provide additional information necessary to more clearly explain property disposal needs or requirements (I.e., outlease, demolition, transfer to external entities in order to remove property from Department of Defense books) of a program and its associated budget.



Return Program and Budget Clarification Response



Clarification of the questions or documentation requested in support of the property disposal program and budget development.



Return Request



The denial of a current year execution requirement that supports a tactical mission or objective included in the Business Plan.



Return Requirement



The logistics requirements needed to accomplish a materiel return and the disposal of excess, obsolete or unserviceable materiel.



Return Resource Planning Decision



The return process+planning decisions the reflects the balance between available resources and demand requirements.



Return Schedule



Logistics schedule that addresses all Return capabilities and requirements needed to perform a materiel return and the disposal of excess, obsolete or unserviceable materiel.



Return Strategic Plan Assessment



The translation of the Quadrennial Defense Review and National Military Strategy into the property disposal portion of the Strategic Plan that articulates the Department of Defense's desired operational capabilities, force structure, sustainment capability, and weapon system strategies.



Return Strategic Plan Objective



The translation of the Quadrennial Defense Review and National Military Strategy into specified property disposal objectives that support the Department of Defense's desired operational capabilities, force structure, sustainment capability, and weapon system strategies. These objectives help to provide the basis for developing the Defense Budget and the Annual Performance Plan.



Return Tactical Deficiency



Identification of a lack in property disposal resources or requirements needed to accomplish tactical objectives.



Return Tactical Deficiency Assessment



The identification of property disposal requirements, both financial and non-financial, needed to accomplish a current year requirement that is not included in the Business Plan.



Returned Acquisition Request



An acquistion request that is returned to the originator due to a missing data element required to develop a purchase plan



Returned Acquisition Requirement



The products or services required to fulfill the identification of a current year acquisition requirement for equipment, facilities, services, or other resources, that support a tactical mission or objective included in the Business Plan.



Returned Asset to Vendor



Return of an asset to the Vendor due to discrepancies or non-conformance.



Returned Credit Memorandum



Return to the vendor/contractor of data received from the vendor/contractor indicating that a credit has been applied to the Department of Defense for goods or services that were previously invoiced that is



Returned Draft Purchase Requisition



A Purchase Requisition for a Purchase Contract that was never initiated.  For example schedule/quantity/cost requirements can not be met by the vendor/contractor / contractor/contractor.



Returned Invoice



An invoice is returned to an internal or external supplier.  DODAC Department of Defense Address Code, extension, payment terms, contract number, remit to address.



Returned Materiel From Customer



A materiel item which is returned by a customer or warfighter. This materiel item may be defective or broken and may need to be maintained, returned to the vendor, disposed of, sent to storage or transported.



Returned Materiel to Vendor



Return of materiel to the Vendor due to discrepancies or non-conformance.



Returned Payment



A payment that has come back (physically or electronically) to the Disbursing Organization due to insufficient remittance information (bank account, payee, etc.). A return payment may also result from the inactivity of the receiving financial institution account, the payee has refused to accept the payment.



Returned Payment Notification



The notification from the Disbursing that a payment has been returned from an financial institution.



Returned Purchase Requisition



A Draft Purchase Requisition that was reviewed and determined to have incorrect or incomplete information.  The Draft Purchase Requisition is returned to the Purchase Requisition Initiator.



Revenue Detail



Detailed general ledger revenue information used in the review of the Trial Balance.



Revenue Estimate



An estimate of revenues that includes sufficient level of detail to support management decision making.



Revenue Estimate Requirement



A request for an estimate of revenue that includes sufficient level of detail to support management decision making.



Revenue/Accounts Receivable Detail Information Product



Information received to fulfill a request for revenue/accounts receivable information to be used in accounting analysis of financial and non-financial information.  Such information could include historical information, trend analysis information or ratio information.



Revenue/Accounts Receivable Detail Information Requirement



A request for revenue and/or accounts receivable related information to be used in the accounting analysis.  Such a request could include historical information, trend analysis information, and ratio comparisons. The timing, medium and method for distribution are also provided.



Revenue/Accounts Receivable Detail Information Requirement Response



Accepted or rejected notification to a Revenue/Accounts Receivable Detail information requirement.



Reviewed Change Recommendation



Finalized change proposal that has been reviewed by the designated approver of standard accounting code changes



Reviewed Customer/Vendor Information



This process reviews and verifies the information that has been provided to the Department of Defense by the customer/vendors and deemed accurate.



Reviewed Delivery Method Detail



Specifications of an information product that contain delivery method details which are examined for any issues and discrepancies prior to processing.



Reviewed Destination Detail



Specifications of an information product that contain destination details which are examined for any issues and discrepancies prior to processing.



Reviewed Layout Detail



Specifications of an information product that contain the required layout and design details which are examined for any issues and discrepancies prior to processing.  May be governed by guidance.



Reviewed Management Report Budget Detail



Specific detailed requirements related to budget that have been analyzed.



Reviewed Management Report Delivery Detail



Specific details related to distribution of a management report such as time, recipient, location.



Reviewed Management Report Financial Detail



Reviewed financial transaction data element specifications.



Reviewed Management Report Layout Detail



Reviewed management report data element specifications.



Reviewed Management Report Narrative Detail



Reviewed management report discussion and responses, such as a response to audit findings.



Reviewed Management Report Performance Detail



Reviewed management report performance information requirement includes program execution performance.



Reviewed Management Report Structure Detail



Reviewed management report structure data element specifications.



Reviewed Request for Payment



Payable data that has been reviewed for duplication and propriety.  This data will be utilized in the Match Exception Activity where the match rules require the invoice as a component of the matching process.



Reviewed Structure Detail



Specifications of an information product that contain structure details which are examined for any issues and discrepancies prior to processing.



Reviewed Timing Detail



Specifications of an information product that contain timing details which are examined for any issues and discrepancies prior to processing.



Reviewed Working Trial Balance



The working trial balance after the issues (e.g. variances) have been identified but prior to detailed analysis of cause and effect.



Revised Aggregate Order



Order that has been revised to reflect the most current information available from both the customer and the supplier.



Revised Aggregate Projection



Projections that have been revised to reflect the most current projections taking into consideration future demand.



Revised Logistics Procedure



Logistics procedure that has been revised to reflect current lessons learned and best business practices.



Revised Real Property Aggregate Order



Order that has been revised to reflect the most current Real Property information available from both the customer and the supplier.



Revised Real Property Aggregate Projection



Projections that have been revised to reflect the most current Real Property projections taking into consideration future demand.



Revised Strategic Planning and Budgeting Procedure



A new process, protocol or policy altering the Strategic Planning and Budgeting model to improve operations and outcomes and insert leading practices.



Revolving and Management Fund



Working Capital available to support current operations.



Revolving and Management Funding Authorization



Approval to expend funds that support revolving fund activities in the Department of Defense.



Risk Based Materiality Limit



Materiality limits established  by transaction type based upon management and financial risk assessment.  Used to control the research and analysis process through the closing process. Focuses accounting and business resources on those issues that are material to financial results of the organization.



Risk Evaluation



An evaluation of the proposed program in detail and exploration of the inherent program risks, the proposed risk-handling strategies, the detailed development schedule, and the contractor's developmental resources (people, facilities, processes, tools, etc.).



Risk Mitigation Planning Strategy



The course of action that can be followed to minimize the risk or the inability to achieve overall program or mission objectives within defined cost, schedule, and technical constraints.  Risk has two components:  (1) the probability of failing to achieve a particular outcome and (2) the consequences of failing to achieve that outcome.



SA Trash



Begins the hiring process once the candidate accepts the position.



SFFAS 1



Accounting for Selected Assets and Liabilities.  The Federal Accounting Standards Advisory Board is responsible for promulgating accounting standards for the United States Government.   There are 22 standards.  Each standard provides requirements for specific types or classes of transactions and are to be followed by all Federal entities.



SFFAS 10



The Federal Accounting Standards Advisory Board is responsible for promulgating accounting standards for the United States Government.  There are 22 standards.  Each standard provides requirements for specific types or classes of transactions and are to be followed by all Federal entities.  SFFAS 10 provides recommended accounting standards for internal use software used by federal entities.  Under provisions of this statement, internal use software is classified as "general property, plant, and equipment" (PP&E) as defined in SFFAS 6, Accounting for Property, Plant, and Equipment.  This statement includes software used to operate a federal entity's programs (e.g., financial and administrative software including that used for project management) and software used to product the entity's goods and services (e.g., air traffic control and loan servicing).



SFFAS 2



This Statement provides accounting standards for federal direct loans and loan guarantees. The standards require that direct loans obligated and loan guarantees committed after September 30, 1991, be accounted for on a present value basis. The use of the present value accounting method is consistent with the intent of the Federal Credit Reform Act of 1990. This statement consists of the accounting standards for the following: post-1991 direct loans made and post-1991 loan guarantees committed; subsidy costs of post-1991 direct loans and loan guarantees; subsidy amortization and re-estimation; criteria for default cost estimates, revenues and expenses; pre-1992 direct loans made and loan guarantees committed; modification of direct loans and loan guarantees; foreclosure of post-1991 direct loans and guaranteed loans; and write-offs of direct loans. The standards permit but do not require restating pre-credit reform direct loans and loan guarantees at present value.



SFFAS 3



Accounting for Inventory and Related Property.  The Federal Accounting Standards Advisory Board is responsible for promulgating accounting standards for the United States Government.   There are 22 standards.  Each standard provides requirements for specific types or classes of transactions and are to be followed by all Federal entities.



SFFAS 8



The Federal Accounting Standards Advisory Board is responsible for promulgating accounting standards for the United States Government.  There are 22 standards.  Each standard provides requirements for specific types or classes of transactions and are to be followed by all Federal entities.  The purpose of SFFAS 8 is to establish standards for reporting on the Federal Government's stewardship over 1) certain resources entrusted to it, identified as stewardship property, plant, and equipment and stewardship investments, and 2) certain responsibilities assumed by it, identified as the current service assessment.  The resources and responsibilities do not meet the criteria for assets and liabilities that are required to be reported in the financial statements but are, nonetheless, important to an understanding of the operations and financial condition of the Federal Government at the date of the financial statements and in subsequent periods.  Because the Government has been entrusted with, and made accountable for, these resources and responsibilities, they should be recognized in the financial reports of the Federal Government and of its component entities.  This determination was made to more fully satisfy the stewardship objective defined in the concepts statement, Objectives of Federal Financial Reporting.



Sales Information



All data relating to the sale of materiel and services such as equipment, property, supplies and services.



Sales Order



All information that pertains to the customer order request.



Schedule Training



This is a request to schedule approved training.



Scheduled Entitlement



A matched payable for which the due date of the payment has been calculated.



Scheduled Unreceipted Service



Represents the amount or schedule of amounts for services provided to the Department of Defense for which a receipt is not required and the invoice either not required or expected to be received subsequent to the end of the accounting period.  This amount or the amounts provided by the user of the service is the information necessary to create the liability associated with services provided to the Department of Defense for which receiving is not required and an invoice is either not required or is not expected to be received prior to the end of the accounting period.



Scorecard



A management reporting approach to align performance measurements to mission objectives.



Secured Kanban Signal



A signal from a  secured location that triggers automatic replenishment of materiel items based on certain pre-determined levels.



Selected Candidate Placement



Notification by the candidate accepting the hiring offer.



Selected Performance Measure Requirement



Performance measures that are identified and chosen from a pool of performance measurement leading practices.



Selected Performance Measure Requirement Response



Accepted or rejected notification to a Selected Performance Measurement requirement.



Selected Real Property Disposal Requirement



Real Property disposal requirements that have been selected.



Selected Real Property Disposal Resource



Real Property resources that have been selected.



Selected Real Property Maintenance Requirement



Real Property maintenance requirements that have been selected.



Selected Real Property Maintenance Resource



Real Property resources that have been selected.



Selected Real Property Materiel Requirement



Real Property materiel requirements that have been selected.



Selected Real Property Materiel Resource



Real Property materiel resources that have been selected.



Sell Leave



Leave sold at separation from the Organization.



Separated Materiel



Assets from the Defense inventory permanently removed. Permanently removed assets include assets that are no longer needed to fulfill the Defense mission, are obsolete, are in excess and are damaged beyond repair, or meet other specified criteria and have been selected to be removed from the inventory as mandated by statutory/regulatory guidance.



Service Cost



The full cost of a service as determined by a cost model.



Service Expedite Request



An unplanned request for+any other+service (e.g. custodial).



Service Requirement



The logistics requirements needed to accomplish a service to an organization.



Service Resource Planning Decision



The+service planning decisions the reflects the balance between available resources and demand requirements



Service Status Data



Data that specifies the current status of services (including Construction In Progress) provided to the customer.  It will include all the required information to verify perfect order fulfillment.



Set Credit Limit Threshold



Recording of the threshold established that a customer/vendor/individual can exceed when placing an order with the department of defense.



Settle Bill Response



A response sent with information that is needed in order to Balance Cash Information and is used to settle outstanding monies owed to the customer/vendor or money owed to the Department of Defense. A settlement can either be provisional or final.



Settled Bill Information



Settled Bill Information is needed in order to Balance Cash Information and is used to settle outstanding monies owed to the customer/vendor or money owed to the Department of Defense. A settlement can either be provisional or final.



Settled Deposit



This is a listing of deposits that have been made at the US treasury.  The amount received at the US treasury should be the same amount that is being applied to liquidate receivables.



Settled Payment



This is a listing of payments requested to be made by the Department of Defense.  The amount of checks being issued by payables should be the same amount that appears on the Deposit record.



Ship Notice



The indication that the resource or materiel has been shipped and the necessary accompanying documentation has been completed and provided to the appropriate authority.



Shipped Materiel



A materiel item that has been shipped and is ready for use at the destination.



Short Payment



When a payment is received but is not the full amount, short pay is the remaining balance.



Short Payment Analyzed by Type



Classification codes associated with short payments to denote the type and number of short payments for tracking purposes.



Short Payment Tracking



This is the tracking of short payments by type and by customer.



Short Payment Write Off Amount



Threshold established by the Department of Defense based on the customer/vendor order history.  The threshold for write off should be applied if the amount owed is equivalent or less then the establish threshold.



Short Payment Write Off Data



Data that records the different types of short pays that have been written off over a specific period of time by type, receivable/debt type and also by customer.



Social Actions Program Communication



Response to customer request for social actions assistance.



Social Actions Program Request



Customer request for social actions assistance.



Solution Option



The list of possible solutions to address a Real Property operational requirement.



Sourced Requirement



A confirmed acquisition requirement for which the use of either a new or pre-existing sourcing contract is mandatory prior to initiation of a purchase requisition and purchase contract.



Sourcing Agreement



The Sourcing Agreement is used to identify negotiated pricing and/or discounts from published pricing for defined goods or services.  Non-binding, a Sourcing Agreement does not guarantee a purchase volume, level or value to the supplier of the goods or services.  However, it may include comprehensive terms and conditions, performance criteria or other service level requirements that are expected and agreed-to should the DoD issue an order to purchase.



Sourcing Contract



The Sourcing Contract shall be used to identify all specific program, project or purchase requirements.  It is a binding contract that states that initiation of the performance required by this contract can only begin when the contractor or internal service provider is issued a Purchase Contract - an event that can be simultaneous or an attachment to the Sourcing contract.  Included in a Sourcing contract are: All project performance characteristics, quality and audit procedures, product delivery expectations, non-performance clauses, termination options and other program specific requirements may also be included in a sourcing contract.  Sourcing contracts describe the scope of the effort and associated potential financial considerations.    A Sourcing Contract can not be equated with any single pre-existing contract type (such as an IDIQ), it is all contract requirements expressed as a "Sourcing Contract".



Special Billing



A special bill run for customer/vendors who have large dollar amount contracts with the Department of Defense.  This helps provide the Department of Defense with a positive cash flow.



Special Purchase Approval



When required and identified by local procedures documentation showing pre-purchase approvals for special use items (hazardous materials, information technology, etc) has  been obtained.



Special Purchase Approval Request



The act or an instance of asking when required and identified by local procedures documentation showing pre-purchase approvals for special use items (hazardous materials, information technology, etc)



Specific Required Adjustments



Defined and detailed revisions to the chart of accounts in accordance with direction from external authorities.



Stabalized Billing Rate



Rates charged customers that will recoup the full costs associated with activities and processes including all labor and non-labor, direct and indirect, and general and administrative overhead costs.



Staffing Criteria



This is information that will be used to advertise and fill a position (competencies/skills required, targeted recruitment sources, additional position requirements, etc.)



Staffing Needs Input



Contains information used in determining staffing/manpower strategies.



Staged Approved Information



Approved Information that is prepared for dissemination and needs to have approval  verified.



Staged Materiel



Materiel that has been staged at the staging area waiting to be loaded onto containers or trucks or aircraft for transportation.



Standard Chart of Accounts



Standard General Ledger chart of accounts provides control over all financial transactions and resources balances, satisfies basic reporting requirements of Office of Management and Budget (OMB) and United States Treasury Department and integrates proprietary and budgetary accounting.



Standard Cost Rate



A rate used to determine the normal expected cost of an operation, process, or product including labor, material and overhead charges, computed on the basis of past performance costs, estimates, or work measurement.



Static Asset Management Fulfillment



The fulfillment and management of  Department of Defense assets by the vendor. The vendor manages stocking levels and procurement which provides timely and accurate information on the location, movement, status and identity of units, personnel, equipment and supplies.



Static Asset Management Visibility



The management of Department of Defense assets by the vendor. The vendor manages stocking levels and procurement which provides timely and accurate information on the location, movement, status and identity of units, personnel, equipment and supplies.



Storage Parameters



The specifications for historical storage of data and information products.  Examples are length of time, location of storage, details to be stored, transition of stored information.



Storage Type Location and Mechanism



The type of storage, storage location and storage methods used for a particular information product.



Strategic Defense Plan



The translation of the Quadrennial Review and National Military Strategy into a Strategic Defense Plan that articulates the Department of Defense's desired operational capabilities, force structure, sustainment capability, and weapon system strategies. The Strategic Defense Plan is the basis for developing the Defense Planning Guidance, Defense Budget and Annual Performance Plan.



Strategic Planning and Budgeting Information Product



Information distributed for fulfilling an information request in support of strategic planning or budgeting activities.



Strategic Planning and Budgeting Information Product Response



Response that determines whether to release an information product for strategic planning and budgeting activities.



Strategic Planning and Budgeting Information Requirement



Request for strategic planning and budgeting information that provides the requirements for form, content and delivery details. The timing, medium and method for distribution are provided.



Strategic Planning and Budgeting Information Requirement Response



Accepted or rejected notification to a Strategic Planning and Budgeting information requirement.



Strategic Planning and Budgeting Performance Metric



The unit of measure for the outcomes expected from investments made in forces, equipment and activities; these measures relate back to accomplishment of Department of Defense missions and long-range goals.



Strategic Planning and Budgeting Performance Objective



The level of services, capabilities and outcomes expected to be attained by an activity, program or policy over a specific time period at a specific funded level.



Strategic Planning and Budgeting Process Improvement



A change or modification to the Strategic Planning and Budgeting process that improves the process's operations and/or outcomes.



Strategic Planning and Budgeting Process Strategy



The plan or approach adopted to implement the Strategic Planning and Budgeting process.



Strategic Planning and Budgeting Rule



Standards, procedures, formats and administrative guidance for optimal performance of the Strategic Planning and Budgeting process.



Strategic Planning and Budgeting Unapproved Information Product



Notification sent to strategic planning and budgeting that the information product needs to be approved.



Subaccount Update



A change to the subaccounts to the standard chart of accounts that has been through the formal review and approval process.



Submitted Expense/Reimbursable Claim



Claim submitted by payee in order to receive reimbursement for related expenses.



Summarized Financial Data



Transactions processed during the mapping/posting/accumulation steps that are transferred to the working trial balance.



Summarized Information



Collected data that has been manipulated by an algorithm to produce a result.



Summary Source Revenue



Are amounts of income that have been earned from sales of goods and services including interest income, appropriated capital used to finance expenses, donations to the government and receipts collected pursuant to the government's sovereign power to levy taxes and fines.  This excludes gain from dispositions of assets, gain from liquidation of liabilities at an amount less than face value.



Supplemental Funding Request



Official request to Office of Management and Budget to justify additional funding needed by the Department of Defense functional/operational communities to meet unforeseen contingencies of a magnitude that cannot be absorbed or accommodated through the realignment of previously approved funding.



Supplied Asset



Asset that is supplied by vendors that flows through or is stored in the warehouse or delivered to the requester.



Supplied Materiel



Materiel that is supplied by vendors that flows through or is stored in the warehouse.



Support Process/Activity Cost



The accumulated costs of support processes/activities.



Supporting Real Property Acceptance Documentation



Identified and collected Real Property asset data required for preparing DD Form 1354, Transfer/Acceptance of Real Property.



Suspend Entitlement Request



A request from a Department of Defense internal customer to suspend a payable.  This prevents the payable from being selected for payment.



Suspend Payment Request



A request to permanently/temporarily stop deductions from an employee's pay.



Suspended Payment Notification



A notification to the requestor that a payment has been suspended by the Disbursing Process and that the requestor must provide further instruction with respect to the disposition of the held payment within 24 hours to avoid the subsequent release.



Suspense Billing



A bill that was previously put on hold for differences regarding the specified billing criteria.



Tactical Deficiency



A Department of Defense (DoD) performance deficiency in current capabilities and opportunities to provide needed resources in accomplishing the desired operational capabilities, force structure, sustainment capability, and weapon system strategies.



Tax Form



A Wage and Tax Statement detailing the amount of income tax and the amount of social security and Medicare taxes withheld from the employee.  Federal Form W-2 is also used to report all wages, tips, and other compensation paid to an employee.  Other compensation means amounts includable in gross income and applies to both cash and non-cash payments.



Tax Information



Information on taxes paid.



Tax Payment Request



A report relating to payment of individual's taxes.



Tax Report



Reports generated that list the gross income, social security, net income, other state and local taxes to derive taxes paid during the calendar year.



Tax Summary



Summary of taxes related to individual and organizational tax information.



The Controlled Substances Act



The federal Controlled Substances Act of 1970 created a series of five schedules establishing varying degrees of control over certain substances.  It is enforced by the Drug Enforcement Administration (DEA).



Time Based Penalty



This is a penalty that is assessed to the receivable or debt only after the due date has passed.



Time Submission



Time, attendance and leave statement submitted electronically for a specific pay cycle.



Time and Expense Submission



Electronic time and expense submission for a specific pay cycle.



Timeline Clarification Request



A request for clarification or additional information regarding the timeline identified during the development of the Real Property strategic plan.



Timeline Clarification Response



Information provided to clarify the timeline identified during the development of the Real Property strategic plan.



Timing



The delivery requirements of the information product.



Timing Change Improvement



A recommendation to either change the due date of activity or the amount of time to perform the activity.



Timing Improvement Recommendation



A recommendation that would improve the timeliness of the closing process.



Timing Issue



A delay identified in the closing process that unecessarily prolongs the closing process.  (A child to "Closing Process Issue")



Title 38



Established the benefits for veterans.



Training Business Plan Assessment



The identification of training resources, both financial and non-financial, needed to accomplish the business goals and objectives derived from the Strategic Plan and the Defense Planning Guidance.  The assessment also provides financial and non-financial planning estimates for current year acquisition requirements.



Training Business Plan Program Objective



The training-based course of action intended to support the development of the Business Plan Assessment, which identifies services, opportunities or projects in  the Department of Defense.



Training Commitment



Administrative reservation of funds for authorized government training expenses.



Training Deficiencies



Identifies training shortfalls by comparing the logistics strategy with the actual logistics assessment.



Training Profile Request



Requests or updates to the Training Profile portion of the Human Resource Profile.



Training Program and Budget Clarification Request



Request to provide additional information necessary to more clearly explain training needs or requirements of a program and its associated budget.



Training Program and Budget Clarification Response



Response for explanation, amplification, justification, or documentation of training requirements during the budget review process.



Training Request



The idenfication of a current year training requirement that supports a tactical mission or objective included in the Business Plan.



Training Requirement



A requirement that defines the need for a Training program, goods or services. May be an Unfunded or Funded Requirement.



Training Resource Strategic Plan Objective



Request for explanation, amplification, justification, or documentation of training resource requirements during the budget review process.



Training Strategic Plan Assessment



The translation of the Quadrennial Defense Review and National Military Strategy into the training portion of the Strategic Plan that articulates the Department of Defense's desired operational capabilities, force structure, sustainment capability, and weapon system strategies.



Training Strategic Plan Objective



The translation of the Quadrennial Defense Review and the National Military Strategy into specified training objectives that articulates the Department of Defense's desired operational capabilities, force structure, sustainment capability, and weapons systems strategy.  These objectives help to provide the basis for developing the Defense Budget, and the Annual Performance Plan.



Training Tactical Deficiency



Identification of a lack in training resources needed to accomplish tactical objectives.



Training Tactical Deficiency Assessment



The identification of training resources, both financial and non-financial, needed to accomplish a current year requirement that is not included in the Business Plan.



Training/Education Course Information



A listing of available courses.



Transaction Detail



Information attributed to financial data after being assessed against business rules which determine how this data will be posted to the General Ledger



Transfer Data



Data that indicates that a materiel item has been maintained and transferred to the transportation unit.



Transferred Maintained Equipment



Maintained equipment that has been transferred.



Transportation Business Plan Assessment



The identification of transportation resources, both financial and non-financial, needed to accomplish the business goals and objectives derived from the Strategic Plan and the Defense Planning Guidance.  The assessment also provides financial and non-financial planning estimates for current year acquisition requirements.



Transportation Business Plan Program Objective



The transportation-based course of action intended to support the development of the Business Plan Assessment, which identifies services, opportunities or projects in  the Department of Defense.



Transportation Documentation



Documentation that lays out details of transportation such as origination, destination, mode and the materiel to be transported.



Transportation Execution Training Course



Training in the movement of units, personnel, or materiel from a specified origin to a specified destination within a specified timeframe.



Transportation Expedite Request



An unplanned request for transportation+service.



Transportation Fulfillment Data



Data that indicates that a materiel item or personnel has been shipped and delivered to the appropriate destination.  It will include all the required information to verify perfect order fulfillment.



Transportation Planning Training Course



Training in the direction, control, and supervision of all functions incident to the procurement and use of freight and passenger transportation services.



Transportation Procedure



A procedure used in the management, planning and execution of the transportation process.



Transportation Program and Budget Clarification Request



Request to provide additional information necessary to more clearly explain transportation needs or requirements of a program and its associated budget.



Transportation Program and Budget Clarification Response



Clarification of the questions or documentation requested in support of the transportation program and budget development.



Transportation Receipt Data



Data that indicates that a materiel item or personnel that was shipped/transported has been received by the transportation unit.



Transportation Request



The identification of a current year transportation requirement that supports a tactical mission or objective included in the Business Plan.



Transportation Requirement



The logistics requirements needed to accomplish a transportation obligation to an organization.



Transportation Resource Planning Decision



The+transportation planning decisions the reflects the balance between available resources and demand requirements.



Transportation Schedule



Logistics plan that addresses all transportation capabilities and requirements needed to perform a transportation obligation to an organization.



Transportation Strategic Plan Assessment



The translation of the Quadrennial Defense Review and National Military Strategy into the transportation portion of the Strategic Plan that articulates the Department of Defense's desired operational capabilities, force structure, sustainment capability, and weapon system strategies.



Transportation Strategic Plan Objective



The translation of the Quadrennial Defense Review and the National Military Strategy into specified transportation objectives that articulates the Department of Defense's desired operational capabilities, force structure, sustainment capability, and weapons systems strategy.  These objectives help to provide the basis for developing the Defense Budget, and the Annual Performance Plan.



Transportation Tactical Deficiency



Identification of a lack in transportation resources needed to accomplish tactical objectives.



Transportation Tactical Deficiency Assessment



The identification of transportation resources, both financial and non-financial, needed to accomplish a current year requirement that is not included in the Business Plan.



Transportation Training Information



Specific logistics transportation training that is comprised of the transportation training methodology and the transportation training schedule.



Transported Materiel



Materiel that is transported to a warehouse from sources other than vendors.  These sources could be other warehouses within the supply chain, other services within DoD, customer sites, etc.



Transported Personnel



Personnel that have been transported and have arrived at the destination point.



Travel Business Plan Assessment



The identification of travel resources, both financial and non-financial, needed to accomplish the business goals and objectives derived from the Strategic Plan and the Defense Planning Guidance.  The assessment also provides financial and non-financial planning estimates for current year acquisition requirements.



Travel Business Plan Program Objective



The travel-based course of action intended to support the development of the Business Plan Assessment, which identifies services, opportunities or projects in  the Department of Defense.



Travel Commitment



Administrative reservation of funds for authorized government travel expenses.



Travel Commitment Rejection



The denial of an administrative reservation of funds requested by travel community, based upon firm procurement requests, orders, directives, and equivalent instruments outstanding; most often due to a lack of available funds or insufficient information.



Travel Commitment Request



An administrative travel request received by the comptroller from a requiring activity for the reservation of funds in anticipation of their obligation. The commitment may be based upon firm procurement directives, orders, requisitions, authorizations, or requests.



Travel Expense Estimate



An approximate cost of transportation expenses that are incidental to temporary or relocation travel.



Travel Payment Record



Contains the current and aggregated payment travel history of a Department of Defense employee.



Travel Payment Request



Travel Payment information that has been released for payment.



Travel Profile



A complete view of a traveler+s issued travel order.



Travel Program and Budget Clarification Request



Request to provide additional information necessary to more clearly explain travel needs or requirements of a program and its associated budget.



Travel Program and Budget Clarification Response



Response to a request for explanation, ammplificati9n, justification, or documentation of travel resource requirements during the budget review process.



Travel Reimbursement Request



Request for reimbursement of either temporary duty or relocation travel expenses.



Travel Request



The idenfication of a current year travel requirement that supports a tactical mission or objective included in the Business Plan.



Travel Requirement



A requirement that defines the need for a Travel program, goods or services. May be an Unfunded or Funded Requirement.



Travel Resource Strategic Plan Objective



Request for an explanation, amplification, justification, or documentation of travel resource requirements during the budget review process.



Travel Strategic Plan Assessment



The translation of the Quadrennial Defense Review and National Military Strategy into the travel portion of the Strategic Plan that articulates the Department of Defense's desired operational capabilities, force structure, sustainment capability, and weapon system strategies.



Travel Strategic Plan Objective



The translation of the Quadrennial Defense Review and the National Military Strategy into specified travel objectives that articulates the Department of Defense's desired operational capabilities, force structure, sustainment capability, and weapons systems strategy.  These objectives help to provide the basis for developing the Defense Budget, and the Annual Performance Plan.



Travel Tactical Deficiency



Identification of a lack in travel resources needed to accomplish tactical objectives.



Travel Tactical Deficiency Assessment



The identification of travel resources, both financial and non-financial, needed to accomplish a current year requirement that is not included in the Business Plan.



Treasury Fund Accounts



Accounts that establish the amount of money authorized to be withdrawn from the central accounts maintained by the United States Treasury.



Treasury Information



Includes all deposits, payment clearing and treasury fund account information that is associated with the US Treasury.



Treasury Information Product



Financial information provided to the United States Treasury Department.



Trial Balance



A statement of all the open debit and credit items in a double-entry ledger, made to test their equality. Includes Budgetary and Proprietary Information.



Trial Balance Accounts Issue



An issue raised during management certification of the working trial balance. These issues include the sufficiency, completeness, and conciseness of the trial balance being certified.  These are issues which must be resolved for the trial to be certified.



Trust Fund Account



Accounts established to account for receipts that are held in trust for use in carrying out specific purposes and programs in accordance with an agreement or statute.



Type of Deposit



Type of transaction that trigged the deposits (What is being deposited? Cash or EFT).



Type of Discrepancy



A reason provided for not making a payment or for making a partial payment on a receivable/debt.



Type of Penalty



Based on the contract the Department of Defense has the following types of penalties that can be assessed to customer/vendor and or individuals: Late fee, Interest and administrative charges.



Type of Short Payment



A description for the different and various of reasons for the customer/vendor for not paying the receivable/debt in full.



Type of Short Payment Written Off



A listing of short payment that have not been resolved created by a customer not paying the receivable/debt in full thus being considered to be written off.



Unapproved Human Resource Information Product



Information distributed for fulfilling an Unapproved Human Resource information requirement.  Information products are provided to both external and internal customers.



Unapproved Information Product



An information product that does not need approval prior to release for distribution.



Unapproved Real Property Information Product



A real property information product that does not need approval prior to release for distribution.



Uncollectable Receivable/Debt



Uncollectable receivables/debts are receivable/debt that meet the criteria for referral to third parties.  The amount of the debt is sent to a collection agency.



Uncollected Debt



Debts that are uncollected are the debts that cannot be collected and require additional collection activity which is typically sent to a collection agency or written off as bad debt.



Uncollected Debt Not Written Off



A debt that has not been written off by the Department of Defense and has been given to a 3rd party for collection.



Uncollected Invoice



Invoices that are uncollected are the invoices that cannot be collected and require additional collection activity which are typically sent to a collection agency or written off as bad debt.



Uncollected Invoice Not Written Off



An invoice that has not been written off by the Department of Defense and has been given to a 3rd party for collection.



Uncollected Receivable/Debt



Uncollected receivables/debts are receivable/debt that meet the criteria for referral to third parties.  The amount of the debt is sent to a collection agency.



Uncosted Quote



Quote for internal services or work that describes the expected resources or hours consumed to complete the activity.



Undefined Data



The required data that available to fulfill the information requirement.



Undefined Information Product Layout



The required design (look and feel) is not clearly articulated in the information requirement and no match can be found within the current catalog of similiar requirements.



Undefined Information Product Structure



The required format of the information product is not defined.



Undefined Layout



The required design (look and feel) is not clearly articulated in the information requirement.



Undefined Structure



The required format not clearly articulated for the  financial compliance reports.



Unforecasted Demand



Unforeseen demands needed to accomplish a particular mission or function.



Unfunded Execution Requirement



Issues not identified in current resource plan, but have been identified and validated, for which funds are not available.



Unidentified Payment



A payment was received from an entity that was not able to be applied to a Department of Defense receivable or debt.



Unidentified Short Payment



A payment to relieve a debt or receivable that was not paid in full for some reason. Additional research will be required.



Unique Activity Driver Quantity



An activity driver quantity that is used by only one activity as the basis for driving its cost.



Unique Resource Driver Quantity



A resource driver quantity that is used by only one resource as the basis for driving its cost.



Unit Quantity



The number of units of measure of a cost model entity (resource, activity or cost object), often used in conjunction with total costs to calculate unit cost. A given cost model entity may have more than one type of unit quantity. For example, a vehicle's use may be measured in hours and in miles driven.



Unit Quantity Information Product



Information provided by the Financial and Management reporting process necessary to determine unit cost that might not be provided on a regular basis by a source process.



Unit Quantity Information Requirement



A request provided to the Financial and Management Reporting process for information necessary to determine unit cost that might not be provided on a regular basis by a source process.



Unit Quantity Information Requirement Response



Accepted or rejected notification to an Unit Quantity Information requirement.



United States Department of Health and Human Services Policy



The Department of Health and Human Services is the United States government's principal agency for protecting the health of all Americans.



United States Government Standard General Ledger



Relational account structure in which financial transactions are collected and organized (includes account name, number, description, identifier, classification, and relationships).



Unliquidated Financing Payment



The portion of a financing payment based upon a preestablished schedule which has not yet been reduced by actual invoiced amounts for actual services or goods that have been delivered.  Delivery payments are reduced by the unliquidated financing payment. Includes Progress Payments, Advances, Performance based and commercial item financing payments.



Unresolved Issue



Issues that have been not been analyzed and resolved.



Unsecured Kanban Signal



A signal from an unsecured location that triggers automatic replenishment of materiel items based on certain pre-determined levels.



Unsourced Requirement



A funded requirement for which there is no need to either develop a new or utilize an existing Sourcing contract prior to initiating the purchase requisition.



Unsummarized Data



The transaction level detailed data.



Unverified Disposal Data Results



The unverified results of data disposal.



Updated Human Resource Profile



This is an updated information on an employee.  Information has been added, deleted, or changed.



Updated Policy and Procedure Recommendation



Specific actions that can be taken to improve the government purchase card program based on an ongoing monitoring, control, and review of program operations.



Updated Real Property Space Utilization



Updated information about the occupancy of a Real Property asset gained as a result of a change in space assignment or allocation.



Upgrade Inspection Record



A record which shows the results of an upgrade that has been performed during a maintenance cycle.



Upgrade Maintenance Record



Record of the activities performed in a maintenance cycle with information such as parts and hours consumed for an upgrade that has been done to the equipment during that maintenance cycle.



Upgraded Equipment



A materiel item or equipment that has been upgraded and is ready for use.



Useable Real Property Disposal Resource Parameter



A standard or constraint by which to measure Real Property disposal resource data.



Useable Real Property Leading Practice



A recommended, applicable leading practice that has been determined to be useful to resolve a Real Property business problem area or to improve a capability performance.



Useable Real Property Maintenance Resource Parameter



A standard or constraint by which to measure Real Property maintenance resource data.



Useable Real Property Materiel Resource Parameter



A standard or constraint by which to measure Real Property materiel resource data.



Valid Discrepancy



A reason provided to a customer/vendor that they will include when making a payment for a receivable/debt.



Validated Business Plan Assessment



A Department of Defense analysis of the need or demand for personnel, equipment, facilities, services, or other resources needed to support military missions, threat deterrence, emerging technologies, and weapons system improvement identified at the organizational element level, both financial and non-financial, required to accomplish the business goals and objectives derived from the Strategic Plan and the Defense Planning Guidance.  The assessment also provides financial and non-financial planning estimates for current year acquisition requirements.



Validated Business Plan Requirement



Department of Defense validated need or demand for personnel, equipment, facilities, services, or other resources needed to support military missions, threat deterrence, emerging technologies, and weapons system improvements.  A plan that identifies organizational element resources, both financial and non-financial, required to accomplish the business goals and objectives derived from the Strategic Plan and the Defense Planning Guidance.  The assessment also provides financial and non-financial planning estimates for current year acquisition requirements.



Validated Business Unit Submission



The programs and activities described in the Busines Unit submission that have been reviewed and tentatively accepted by the Office of the Secretary of Defense.



Validated Commitment Request



Confirmation that a request for an administrative reservation of funds has been completed.



Validated Real Property Disposal Requirement



Real Property disposal requirement that has been deemed appropriate to document and further analyze as part of generating a Real Property disposal requirement solution.



Validated Real Property Interim Asset Record



Real Property asset information that has been validated against the Real Property optimized item master record.



Validated Real Property Maintenance Requirement



The validated need or demand for maintenance to support Real Property.



Validated Real Property Maintenance Resource



The validated Real Property Maintenance resources required to ensure equipment and facilities are kept in proper working order.



Validated Real Property Materiel Requirement



The validated need or demand for a specific materiel, equipment, facility, or other resource to support Real Property.



Validated Real Property Materiel Resource



The validated Real Property materiel resources required to ensure the equipment and facilities are kept in proper order.



Validated Real Property Operational Requirement



Real Property operational requirements that have been deemed appropriate to analyze as part of generating a Real Property operating requirement solution.



Validated Tactical Requirement



An activity, intitiative, project or procurement that has been approved as eligible for funding in the current fiscal year.



Validated Time Submission



Certified time that has been passed to Payroll in order to issue payments for appropriate pay cycle.



Validated Trial Balance



This trial balance has been reviewed at a high level in conjunction with a detailed "accounting analysis" in order to identify any significant variances or trends (e.g. from period to period) requiring explanation.  No unexplained variances remain, therefore trial balance is deemed, "validated".



Validated Unfunded Business Unit Requirement



Authorized need or demand for personnel, equipment, facilities, services, or other resources essential to support military missions, threat deterrence, emerging technologies, and weapons system improvements.  This need or demand is identified as an element of an organization, or an entire organizational element and does not have the fiscal resources necessary to carry out the actions needed to complete the mission.



Valuation Transaction Data



Financial transaction data that contains the value of units, materiel, equipment and supplies in the logistics chain.



Vendor Debt



A record of debt is kept containing the amount of money that the Department of Defense collects for vendor/contractor, organizations and originates due to erroneous/duplicate and or overpayments.



Vendor Entitlement Record



Vendor/contractor payable information including invoice date, date that payable is scheduled for payment, amount to be paid, etc.



Vendor Managed Inventory Fulfillment



Replenishment of materiel to meet predetermined levels through inventory management where the vendor manages stocking levels and procurement.



Vendor Managed Inventory Visibility



Vendor manages minimum stockage level for replenishment.



Vendor Materiel Return Information



Information required for materiel to be returned to the vendor.



Vendor Outgoing Materiel Information



Logistics materiel resource information that is used to pull materiel (including contractor acquired equipment) into a system to meet a demand.



Vendor Outgoing Service Information



Vendor data for a variety of non materiel and support activities that are contracted through approved providers.



Vendor Payment Record



Vendor/contractor payment information including check creation date, date paid, returned payments, etc.  includes accounting transactions and adjustments required by the General Ledger.



Vendor Return Authorization Information



Information which signifies that a materiel return item has been authorized and returned to the vendor.



Vendor Return Disposition Decision



This is the decision on disposition method that results in the return of  materiel to the vendor.



Vendor Return Transaction Data



Data received on material that was returned to the vendor for replacement or credit.



Vendor Status Request



Receipt of a customer/vendor credit rating providing an acceptable level of customer credit worthiness.



Vendor/Contractor Debt



A record of debt is kept containing the amount of money that the Department of Defense collects for vendor/contractor organizations and originates due to erroneous/duplicate payment.



Vendor/Government Incoming Information



Information from the Vendor to the Logistics chain used to develop improved processes that addresses Vendor Managed Inventory Fulfillment, Kanban Fulfillment, Outsource Service and information received from government sources such as the General Accounting Office, the Department of Energy, the Defense Logistics Agency, etc.



Verification Invoice



A collection of data submitted by a government agency external to the Department of Defense or vendor/contractor requesting payment from the Department of Defense used for the verification in the delivery process of materiel or services.  It should describe an amount due for the acquisition of tangible goods or services and must reference the Purchase Contract line that authorized the goods or services as "billable events".  The invoice includes the price including freight, the cash discount terms, the date of the billing, the payment due date and the amount of the money owed to the vendor/contractor for an acquisition. (Examples include vendor/contractor invoice, advance payment request, or progress payment request).



Verified Real Property Inspection Report



A report that accepts Real Property work performed by a provider whether internal DoD resources or an outsourced contractor.



Volume



The quantity of information products produced.



Volume Metric



The measures used to determine the quantity of information products produced.



War Game Assessment



A simulation used to evaluate how participants seek to achieve a specified military objective given pre-established resources and constraints; for example, a simulation in which participants make battlefield decisions and a computer determines the results of those decisions.



War Game Lessons Learned



Data and information summarizing results and assessments from previous war games.



Work in Progress Data



Financial and non financial data that identities the status of projects (I.e. maintenance, services, etc.) for work that is in progress (not completed).



Work in Progress Request



Request for certification and/or verification of Work in Progress data (financial and nonfinancial)



Working Trial Balance



An interim statement of all the open debit and credit items in a double-entry ledger, made to test their equality. Includes Budgetary and Proprietary Information



Working Trial Balance Conclusion



The conclusion developed on how to address a particular account transaction based upon the accounting analysis and professional judgement.  This conclusion will effect the trial balance.



Working Trial Balance for Approval



The working trial balance after it has been reviewed for issues, the issues have been addressed and the trial balance is ready to be submitted for certification.



Written Off Debt/Receivable



Receivables or debts that have been deemed uncollectable by Department of Defense.  However these receivables/debts could still be collected by a 3rd party but where written off the department of defense therefore no longer considered an asset, but will still be tracked if the collection has been outsourced to a 3rd party.  If the 3rd party does collect any funds received will be placed into other income.



Wrong Access Level



The information requirement can not be accepted by the requestor due to security profiles.



Wrong Algorithm



The management report calculation of a data element that is not consistent with the request.



Wrong Asset Receipt



Asset that is wrongly supplied to the warehouse/individual which does not match the paperwork that accompanied it.



Wrong Asset Receipt Data



Data that indicates that an asset has been wrongly supplied to the warehouse/individual.



Wrong Item Materiel Receipt



Materiel that is wrongly supplied to the warehouse which does not match the paperwork that accompanied it.



Wrong Item Materiel Receipt Data



Data that indicates that a materiel has been wrongly supplied to the warehouse.



Wrong Real Property Asset Receipt



Asset that has been supplied to the which does not match the request.



Organizational Unit



Operational Node



ACC



Perform General/Cost Accounting is the process of identifying, measuring, recording, and communicating economic information about an organization. It includes the collection of financial and non-financial transactions, the closing and review process, the provision of cost data and the design of the appropriate accounting structure for the tracking of financial information.



Account Receivable Recording Clerk



Role that records the  receivable, establishes payment terms, payment date and type of receivable.  This is initiated from the order information/invoice.



Accounting Code Structure Designer



This role understands and interprets accounting code structure direction from external sources and relates it to accounting code structure change requests from the business and functional organizations.  The role includes interpreting change requests, developing change proposals with impact assessments, coordinating review with requesting organizations and interpreting feedback from requesting organizations, impacted organizations and FMEA management.



Accounting Methodology Developer



This role understands and interprets accounting methodology and guidance from external sources and relates it to accounting methodology change requests from the business and functional organizations.  The role includes interpreting change requests, developing change proposals with impact assessments, coordinating review with requesting organizations and interpreting feedback from requesting organizations, impacted organizations and FMEA management.



Accounting Process Evaluation Supervisor



This role supervises all personnel that review the activities and issues related to the accounting process (e.g. closing) and the personnel that evaluate any issues and make recommendations necessary for process improvements.



Accounting Standards Manager



This senior level role is responsible for managing the process of designing and maintaining the standard accounting code structure, the standard chart of accounts and accounting methodologies and mapping rules.  This role includes communicating business rules and revisions to the accounting code to FMEA management for subsequent dissemination to the organization.



Accounting Transaction Processor



This role is responsible for receiving, applying business rules to, accumulating, summarizing and posting source transactions to the appropriate general ledger accounts.  These responsibilites are also applied to non-financial data from source transactions that is not posted to the general ledger.



Accounts Receivable Analyst



Role that is responsible for performing collection activities, such making phone calls, issuing dunning notices, and assessing late payment penalties.



Accounts Receivable Clerk



Record payments to customers; accounts and maintain customer accounts receivable records, collection calls, maintenance of accounts receivable aging, and processing credit applications



Accounts Receivable Manager



Manages and records the formal booking of receivables, revenues, expense reductions, and offsets. Also responsible for 'Role that is responsible for ensuring that outstanding receivable/debts and loans are collected according to the terms and conditions.  Also responsible for managing the activities performed by accounts receivable analyst.



Accrued Liability Management Staff



The Accrued Liability Management Staff is responsible for oversight of accrued liabilities as they move through each life cycle stage.



Accrued Liability Processing Staff



The Accrued Liability Processing Staff processes estimated accrued liabilities for services when a  receipt is not received.  The staff recognizes, records, controls and relieves the estimated accrued liabilities owned by the Department of Defense.



Acquisition Management Staff



The Acquisition Management Staff is responsible for the management of the acquisition of internally/externally supplied goods/services to the Department of Defense.



Acquisition Processing Staff



The Acquisition Processing  Staff is responsible for the management of the acquisition of internally/externally supplied goods/services to the Department of Defense.



Acquisition Staff



The Acquisition Staff assesses preliminary business strategies and estimates of acquisition requirements necessary to satisfy specific DoD goals and objectives.  The Acquisition Staff also produces an assessment which identifies/estimates both the financial and non-financial resources necessary to accomplish the requirement.



Actuary



Person who calculates projections and estimates based on scientific assumptions.



Assemble Data Specialist



The role of collecting data that is standardized, validated, and integrated data using the enterprise standard business rules.



Assistant Controller



This is a high level role in the general/cost accounting process that manages several other roles that are responsible for receiving financial and non-financial transaction data and applying the proper accounting principles and methodologies to this data to ensure the financial condition and the operations of the organization are properly recorded and disclosed in accordance with all applicable requirements.  In addition, this role includes the management of cost accounting related roles.



Billing Analyst



Performs the billing process and ensures all bills are accurate and compliant with the terms and conditions of the billing contract.



Billing Clerk



Billing Clerk is responsible for making sure that all bills have been issued and sent to the customers/vendors.



Billing Manager



Coordinate all aspects of the billing functions to ensure the billing cycles and types are processed per the terms and conditions of the contract. Works on enhancing the current billing process,  to ensure accurate revenue recognition.  Responsible for managing the activities of the Billing analyst.



Budget Estimator



Responsible for converting functional requirements into financial estimates and plans via cost models and roleups of procurement contracts. Develops financial consequences for variations in performance from plan.  Develops tolerances for variations from plan.



Budget Manager



The person that provides advice to the Department of Defense on strategic and tactical budget options; resource availability that best support the National Military Strategy, strategic plan, and Defense Planning Guidance and provides advice to the Components on tactical budget options; resource availability that best support the National Military Strategy, strategic plan, and Defense Planning Guidance.



Business Unit Budget Analyst



The person that provides advises to the Services on tactical budget options; resource availability that best support the National Military Strategy, strategic plan, and Defense Planning Guidance.



Business Unit Manager



The senior manager and decision-maker that provides advises and direction to the Services on tactical issues; advising the Services on capabilities, limitations, requirements, resource availability and all matters that deal with the long range resource planning and force allocation.  The Business Unit Manager will be supported by the Business Unit Budget Analyst.



Business Unit Program Planner



The person that defines tactical goals that must be achieved in order to accomplish the stated mission.  These tactical goals are organized according to the mission goals of the Services.



CAR



The Collection/Account Receivable and Manage Cash activity collects and applies cash, and establishes and tracks receivables and debts. This process includes managing Department of Defense (DoD) cash with the United States Treasury Department. These processes will take place within a DoD center of excellence.



Cash Application Analyst



Role that is responsible for analyzing differences from either overpayments, shortpayments, duplicate and or erroneous payments. In addition, reconcile liquidations and cash receipts, liaison with contract administration, reconcile cash to contract control and reconcile invoices to contract control.



Cash Application Clerk



Role that is responsible for applying payments to open receivables, debts and loans. Also Identify payment discrepancies, determines short payment write-offs, and initiates the returning unidentified receipts to the originator.



Cash Application Manager



Role that is responsible for ensuring all payments are applied to the correct receivable, debt, and loan.  Responsible for ensuring all unidentified cash applications are returned, or resolved and the establishment of lockbox relationships.  In addition is also responsible for managing the activities performed by the cash application analyst.



Cash Applier



Role that is responsible for applying payments to open receivables, debts and loans. Also Identify payment discrepancies, determines short payment write-offs, and initiates the returning unidentified receipts to the originator.



Cash Reconciliation Analyst



Gather, compile and perform basic review of various data and/or information; prepare and/or distribute materials, charts and other departmental data.



Cash Reconciliation Clerk



Role that is responsible to ensure that all deposits and disbursements are reconciled within the Department of Defense bank accounts.



Cash Reconciliation Manager



Manages and is ultimately responsible for the reconciliation of deposits and disbursements with the US Treasury and Financial Institutions. In addition is responsible for cash flow forecasting. Also responsible for managing the activities performed by cash reconciliation analyst.



Change Impact Analyst



This role issues detailed impact assessments related to changes to the accounting code structure, cost code structure, chart of accounts or accounting methodologies based primarily on analysis received from other roles such as, accounting code structure designer, cost structure designer, accounting methodology developer and the chart of accounts designer.



Change Interpretation Issuer



This role is responsible for evaluating the alternatives developed in the accounting process to address requests to change the accounting code structure, cost code structure, chart of accounts or accounting methodologies.  After proper evaluation,  this role will issue an interpretation of the change request which will be further evaluated prior to solicitation for feedback from the originator of the request.



Change Proposal Response Analyst



This role is responsible for supervising the analysis of change proposals for the accounting code structure, cost structure, chart of accounts and accounting methodologies.  Based upon feedback from the source and analysis performed, this role will issue a recommended solution to satisfy the change request.



Change Recommendation Analyst



This role issues change recommendations to satisfy change requests related to the accounting code structure, cost code structure, chart of accounts or accounting methodologies.  These recommendations are based primarily on analysis received from other roles such as, accounting code structure designer, cost structure designer, accounting methodology developer and the chart of accounts designer.



Change Request Analyst



This role determines the proper assignment of change requests (relating to the accounting code structure, cost code structure, chart of accounts or accounting methodologies) to the personnel with the appropriate skill set to develop impact assessments and solutions to the requests.



Change Request Information Gatherer



This role receives, organizes and distributes for action all requests from the business and functional organizations for changes to the accounting code structure, cost code structure, chart of accounts and accounting methodologies.



Change Request Supervisor



This role supervises all personnel responsible for the collection, analysis, and approval or rejection of proposed changes to the accounting/cost accounting code structure, chart of accounts and accounting methodologies.



Chart of Accounts Designer



This role understands and interprets the chart of accounts and relates it to chart of accounts change requests from the business and functional organizations.  The role includes interpreting change requests, developing change proposals with impact assessments, coordinating review with requesting organizations and interpreting feedback from requesting organizations, impacted organizations and FMEA management.



Chart of Accounts Maintainer



This role receives, reviews and implements approved changes to the chart of accounts.  This role issues revised chart of accounts and general ledger mapping rules to FMEA management.



Chief Financial Officer



This is a high level role in the general/cost accounting process responsible for the overall financial management of the organization.  This includes ensuring the financial objectives and responsibilities of the organization are satisfied.  This role oversees the development of accounting policy, the recording of transactions, the management of costs and the certification of the Department level financial statements.



Closing Process Coordinator



This role is responsible for reviewing the closing calendar and communicating closing requirements including activities, time frame and responsibilities to the necessary parties.  This role also includes identifying the impact of process improvement directions on the closing requirements and tracking closing issues identified by the Trial Balance Analyst.



Closing Process Evaluator



This role is a combination of all closing personnel that review the activities and issues related to the closing process and make recommendations for improvement and necessary change.



Code Structure and Methodology Change Analyst



This role is responsible for analyzing change requests regarding the accounting code structure, cost code structure, chart of accounts or accounting methodologies.  This analysis includes developing cost/benefit impact assessments for the proposed changes as well as identifying the optimal alternatives to satisfy the change request.



Collection Analyst



Role that is responsible for analytical support to include reporting and collection issue resolutions.



Collection Clerk



Role that is responsible for collection calls, skip tracing and preparing payment plans for delinquent debts.



Collection Manager



Role that is responsible for ensuring that outstanding receivable/debts and loans are collected according to the terms and conditions.  Also the collection manager is responsible for managing the activities performed by the collection analysts.



Controller



This is a high level role in the general/cost accounting process responsible for the proper application of generally accepted accounting principles to transactions and the timely preparation, review and analysis of the trial balance.



Cost Benefit Analyst



This role evaluates alternatives in support of business decisions as they pertain to cost and related benefits.



Cost Cause Analyst



This role uses cost information products to perform root cost analysis.



Cost Detail Collector



This role collects cost transaction information in preparation for assignment and allocation.



Cost Modeler



Develops and analyzes cost models for activities, processes and cost objects.



Cost Rate Developer



This role calculates various cost rates such as standard cost rates, forecasted unit cost, etca



Cost Structure Designer



This role understands and interprets cost accounting code structure direction from external sources and relates it to cost accounting code structure change requests from the business and functional organizations.  The role includes developing change proposals, coordinating review with requesting organizations and interpreting feedback from requesting organizations, impacted organizations and FMEA management.



Cost Variance Analyst



This role is responsible for performing variance analysis of planned versus actual cost data (i.e. stablized billing rates versus actual cost)



Cost and Revenue Estimator



This role projects cost and/or revenue estimates for a specific request utilizing historical cost information and any necessary external cost analysis supporting information.



Credit Analyst



Role that approves credit terms and sets credit limits for loans and sales.



Credit Clerk



Individual who performs credit checking to ensure all information provided by the customer/vendor is correct.



Credit Manager



Role that is responsible for preserving and collecting accounts receivable, setting corporate credit policies, approving the extension of credit terms for customers/vendors, and establishing information systems to monitor accounts receivable, debts and loans. Also responsible for managing the activities performed by credit analyst.



Department of Defense Customer



Any internal or external Department of Defense organization requiring goods and services from the Department of Defense.  Roles include member, individual, employee, former spouse, retiree, annuitant, command roles, and external Financial Management Enterprise Architecture functional areas/units/organizational roles.



Department of Defense Driver



Department of Defense driver that transports materials to specific destination.



Disbursing Payment Management Staff



Disbursing Payment Management Staff  has oversight of all functions resulting in a payment being issued.



Disbursing Payment Review Staff



The  Disbursing Payment Review Staff will ensure that all requests from entitlement areas to suspend a payment are acted upon immediately.   If the payment is suspended the functional area is notified via a Suspended Payment Notification.  If a payment has been already made, a Payment Issued Notification will be forwarded.  The Disbursing Payment Review Staff also provides oversight on requests for payment cancellation.   The request is received, matched against current payment records, if the payment is available,  it will be canceled.  A cancel payment notification is forwarded to the originator once cancellation takes place.  In addition,  the Disbursing Payment Review Staff monitors the net output from the of processing payment requests from entitlement areas, less any payment files that were suspended or canceled.  The Disbursing Payment Review Staff  also has the oversight of the process of creating a payment from a payment request.  The payment method is identified, financial institution and routing information applied, and payment amount recorded.  Payments are grouped by financial institution routing number. Finally, the Disbursing Payment Review Staff processes return electronic funds transfer payments.  It also notifies the originator of the payment that a payment was returned and corrective action is required to get the payee paid.



Disbursing Payment Staff



The Disbursing Payment Staff monitors the creation of the draft payment from the approved payment and any released suspended payments not previously processed.  The payment method is identified, financial institution and routing information applied, and payment amount recorded. The Disbursing Payment Staff also oversees the consolidation of all payments by matching like payee, bank, and or routing transcript number prior to payment being made by electronic funds transfer.  Amounts due to a single payee may be consolidated into a single payment. Finally, the Disbursing Payment Staff monitors those activities between internal or external functions related to effecting payments via electronic funds transfer. A disbursement includes advances to others, payments for products and services received, and other types of payments.



Disbursing Review Management Staff



The Disbursing Review Management Staff is responsible for the collection of all payment requests and  processing requests to suspend or cancel of a payment to prevent the release of a potential invalid payment.



Disbursing Staff



The Disbursing Staff is responsible for all activities between internal or external functions related to effecting payments via electronic funds transfer. A disbursement includes advances to others, payments for products and services received.



ENT



Supports Department of Defense business in which relevant, reliable and timely financial information, affirmed by clean audit opinions, is available on a routine basis to support informed decision-making at all levels throughout the Department.



Economic Analyst



This role is responsible for formulating economic analysis to include cost/revenue estimates in support of acquisition and other management decisions.



Entitlement Liability Processing Staff



The Entitlement Liability Processing Staff is responsible for processing accounting subsidiary accounts payable records when goods and services are received or accepted.  The staff also closes the subsidiary record when Department of Defense makes payment.



Entitlement Processing Staff



The Entitlement Processing Staff is responsible for processing payment requests from sources internal and external to the Department of Defense.  The staff  validates that invoices received meet the criteria for a proper invoice, determines payment due dates, determines the amount to be paid by the department, and ensures that payments are made according to the terms and conditions of the purchase contract.



Entitlement Review Staff



The Entitlement Review Staff is responsible for scheduling amounts to be paid, monitoring unliquidated financing payments, and closing the entitlement record when payment is made.



Entitlement Staff



The Entitlement Staff is responsible establishing future entitlements owed by the Department of Defense.  The staff processes requests for payment, determines the net amount due, determines the payment due, and ensures that payments are made according to the terms and conditions of the purchase contract.



Executive Resource Manager



The person that provides advice to the Department of Defense on strategic and tactical budget options and defines strategic and tactical goals that must be achieved to accomplish the stated mission.



External Oversight



Non-Department of Defense external entities that provide leadership, vision, policy, operational direction, approval authority, and audit performance and management controls.  Roles include Executive, Office of Management and Budget, United States Congress, Office of Personnel Management, United States Treasury Department, General Accounting Office, Occupational Safety and Health Administration, Environment Protection Agency, and State and Local Governments.



FMEA Management



Financial Management Enterprise Architecture (FMEA) management reflects the overarching  structure related to developing and maintaining the architecture throughout its life cycle. Specific responsibilities include the architecture development tasks to be accomplished; the program organizational structure showing the interfaces with various design and supporting disciplines; customer-supplier relationships; the Work Breakdown Structure (WBS); task schedules; cost projections; data and documentation needs; program reporting requirements; design reviews; a risk management plan; requirements management plan; business rules; Configuration Management Plan and Quality Assurance Plan.



FMR



Financial and Management Reporting includes the process of receiving financial and management reporting requirements, preparing the information product and distributing the finished product to the requestor.



Financial Accounting Requirements Mapper



This role is responsible for mapping the financial / non financial information to the established general ledger to the degree necessary.



Financial Analyst



Manages the functions that have a financial impact of human resource processes such as communications with external parties, budget; operations, financial management reporting, procurement, disbursement and logistics.



Financial Compliance Delivery Detail Specialist



The role of receiving the approved information product for the financial and compliance delivery requirements.



Financial Compliance Form and Content Specialist



The role of receiving  the format and content requirements of the financial and compliance information product.



Financial Compliance Report Requirement Manager



The role of evaluating financial compliance reporting information requirements to determine if the information already exists. Responsibilities also include analyzing requirements related to form, content and delivery and providing timing feedback to the requestor.



Financial Compliance Requirement Feedback Specialist



The role of providing the financial and compliance requirements feedback using established dictionary elements. Feedback regarding timing requirements are reported back to the requestor.



Financial Institution



This node includes banks, savings associations, or credit unions eligible under 31 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) 202 to serve as government depositories (Ref. Financial Management Regulation Vol. 1, 2001, pg xii).



Financial Manager



Person responsible for resource distribution and justification within Human Resources.



Financial Statement Analysis Supervisor



This role has the reponsibilty to manage the process of developing the narrative and footnote information in the financial statements.



Financial Statement Certifier



This is a senior level role with the responsibility to review the drafted financial statements to ensure that they properly reflect the organization's financial condition and results of its financial operations prior to release to management and external entities.



Financial Statement Developer



This role is responsible for using the trial balance and other closing financial detail information to develop a draft of the required financial statements for the organization.  This role also develops a draft of the narrative and footnote information for the financial statements.



Financial Statement Reviewer



This role is responsible for reviewing the draft financial statements and prepare for submission to be certified.  This includes the further development of the financial statement narrative and footnote information.



HRM



Human Resource Management entails processes that facilitate entry to the organization; career development and management; benefits and pay management; and execution of human resources policies, procedures and employee information management.  These three main components covered include:  Organizational Management; Benefits Management and Payroll Management.



Health Care Access Manager



Access to Care Manager for the Military Health System provides beneficiary services prior to actual delivery of health services.  This includes scheduling health care service, sign-in of the beneficiary at the care delivery site, and managing encounter-related information.



Health Care Service Provider



Health Care Service Provider for the Military Health System is any member of the Care Team, such as the Primary Care Manager, Case Manager, other Care Providers and support staff, including Managed Care Support Contractors.



Human Resource Generalist



Directs the execution of organizational management, benefits management and pay and travel management activities.



Human Resource Specialist



Manages all areas of the organizational management activity such as recruitment; hiring; training; time & attendance; benefits maintenance; performance reviews; succession planning; human resource profile; travel authorization and outplacement.



Industrial Engineer



An engineer responsible for such activities as facilities layout, methods measurement and improvement, statistical quality control, job design and evaluation, and the use of management sciences to solve business problems.



Information Archive Specialist



The role of archiving information for historical record keeping.



Information Distribution Specialist



Distribute packaged information product per delivery requirements associated with the request.



Information Product Approval Specialist



The role of verifying that information is certified then packaged  to be disseminated in response to a request.



Information Product Distribution Manager



The role of distributing packaged information per delivery requirements associated with the request. As well as, tracking and retrieving historical information products.  Responsibilities also include soliciting user feedback, recommending and analyzing information products for rationalization, and the elimination and consolidation of information products.



Information Product List Specialist



The role of maintaining the recommendations for information products to be rationalized.



Information Product Preparation Manager



The responsibilities of the role include providing financial compliance and management information products for management decision making.  As well as validating that the information is approved and ready to be packaged for dissemination to a request.



Integrated Logistics Planner



Person resonsible for the management of discrete demand aggregation, constraining that demand against known system capacity, and communicating this plan in the form of an Integrated Logistics Plan.



Integrated Real Property Planner



Person responsible for the overall management of real property acquisition, maintenance and disposal planning and communicating this plan in the form of an Integrated Real Property Plan.



Integrated Real Property Resource Planner



Person responsible for the management of combining all real property acquisition, maintenance and disposal requirements and resource plans.



Internal Oversight



The government entities providing guidance, mission, information assurance and FMEA oversight.



Inventory Record Analyst



Person responsible for verification of  perpetual inventory records versus the actual on-shelf quantity and location.  This is accomplished using cycle counting.



LOG



The process of planning and carrying out the movement and maintenance of forces to include but not limited to those aspects of military operations that deal with: a design and development , acquisition, storage, movement, distribution, maintenance, evacuation, and disposition of assets (capitalized and non-capitalized) and materiel; b. movement, evacuation and hospitalization of personnel; c. acquisition, or construction, maintenance operation, and disposition of facilities; and d. acquisition of services in compliance with all required environmental laws, policies and guidelines related to the Department of Defense operations.



Liability Establishment Staff



The Liability Establishment Staff recognizes, records, controls and relieves amounts owned by the Department of Defense.



Liability Monitoring Staff



The Liability Monitoring Staff is responsible monitoring the outstanding accrual liability subsidiary accounting records.



Logistics Business Planner



Planner responsible for coordinating and responding to business plan requests from the Operational Community.



Logistics Council Manager



Central Manager responsible for providing guidance, controls, performance measures and targets.



Logistics Execution Director



Manager responsible for a subset or part the End-to-End logistics chain.  This includes the sourcing plan, production plan, and shipping plan.



Logistics Execution Manager



Manager responsible for a subset or part the End-to-End logistics chain.  This includes the sourcing plan, production plan, and shipping plan.



Logistics Performance Analyst



The person responsible for developing and maintaining the system for collecting, measuring, and comparing a measure to a standard for a specific criterion for an operation, item, good, service, business, etc.



Logistics Planning Director



Senior Manager responsible for assisting in the development and administering the sourcing, maintenance, transportation, service, and return planning with the objective of efficient execution through implementable, capacity constrained and integrated plans.



Logistics Procedure Coordinator



A person responsible for developing and maintaining the formal set of global logistics procedures.



Logistics Quality Assurance Inspector



Person responsible for measuring, examining, testing, or gauging one or more characteristics of a good or service and comparing the results with specified requirements to determine whether conformity is achieved for each characteristic.



Logistics Training Coordinator



Person in the Logistics group who disseminates training information for employees/members.



Maintenance Manager



Manager responsible management of maintenance activities, including execution of the predictive maintenance schedule, maintenance skills assessment and training, and maintenance and communication of all performance metrics.



Maintenance Planner



Planner responsible for the management of the site specific maintenance schedule.



Maintenance Worker



Person responsible for specific activities to perform activities related to a maintenance event and for validating quality of workmanship and ensuring that standards and specifications are met.



Management Report Delivery Detail Specialist



The role of receiving the approved management reporting information product delivery requirements.



Management Report Form and Content Specialist



The role of receiving management reporting format and content requirements of the information product.



Management Report Requirement Manager



The role of evaluating management reporting information requirements to determine if the information already exists. The role of analyzing  management reporting requirements related to form, content and delivery where established dictionary elements are not used properly and providing feedback to the requestor.



Managerial Accounting Manager



This role is responsible for derivation of cost management information.



Materiel Handler



Person responsible for the receipt, receiving, packaging and movement of materiel to a transport carrier.



Materiel Manager



A materiel manager is responsible for understanding the required capacity of developing and executing a time phased sourcing or inventory plan.The manager is also responsible for overseeing the receipt, receiving, packaging and movement of materiel to a transport carrier.



Materiel Planner



Planner responsible for understanding the required capacity of the developing and executable time phased sourcing or inventory plan.



Medical Manager



Medical Manager for the Military Health System is a clinical management role that involves the coordination of patient care including ensuring accessibility and availability of care, quality of care and ensuring care is delivered in the most appropriate, efficient and cost-effective manner.



Other Government Agency



Federal, State and Local (i.e. county or municipality) Government Agencies such as Taxing Authorities.  Among others, this node includes the US Treasury Department, Veterans Administration, Social Security Administration, the Office of Management and Budget (OMB), Department of Justice, the Office of Personnel Management (OPM), General Services Administration, Federal Reserve Bank, Central Intelligence Agency, National Security Agency, Federal Bureau of Investigation, Department of Commerce, Department of Transportation, Department of Energy, Department of State, and Department of Labor.  These agencies provide policy and guidance to the Department of Defense and/or receive financial and nonfinancial data from them.



Oversight



Non-Department of Defense external entities that provide leadership, vision, policy, operational direction, approval authority, and audit performance and management controls.  Roles include Executive, Office of Management and Budget, United States Congress, Office of Personnel Management, United States Treasury Department, General Accounting Office, Occupational Safety and Health Administration, Environment Protection Agency, and State and Local Governments.



PAD



Manage Procurement/Payable/Acquisition/Disbursing is comprised of activities that begin with the identification of a need and end with the issuance of a payment.  Our procurement and acquisition activities cover the range of requirements from simple, low cost needs through major, highly complex weapons systems.  They establish purchase types that set specific business rules requiring differing data requirements to complete an acquisition, payables planning or disbursing effort and enable us to manage business and financial risk.  As an example, our to be will accommodate acquisitions that require a two-way or three-way match certification as well as those purchasing events that may be paid based upon fewer requirements including time-based payments.



Package Information Specialist



The role of producing packaged information that is ready for dissemination.



Pay Administrator



Performs the calculation and administration of pay and travel and deals with external parties and all process areas that impact payroll, reimbursement, deductions and travel.



Payables Management Staff



The Payables Staff is responsible for financial management of the amounts owed by the Department of Defense to commercial entities, other government agencies, and to other Defense activities.  The staff has oversight of those activities involved in the valuing, recording, and controlling of debts incurred by the department.  The staff responsible for computing the net value to be paid and determining if all criteria have been met for a payment is also under the management of the Payables Staff.



Payables Staff



The Payables Staff is responsible for the financial management area. Activities include the valuing, recording, and controlling of debts incurred by the Department of Defense. The staff computes the net value to be paid, determines if all criteria have been met for a payment.



Payroll Administrator



Validates and disburses payment vouchers.



Performance Metric Specialist



The role of defining, modifying and deleting the metrics used to measure Financial and Management Reporting's performance.



Planning Manager



The person that defines strategic and tactical goals that must be achieved in order to accomplish the stated mission.  These tactical and strategic goals are organized according to the mission goals for the Department of Defense and the Components.



Population Health Manager



Population Health Manager is a manager of Military Health System's population health practices and policies.



Process Evaluation Manager



This is a senior level role that is responsible for managing all personnel involved with the analysis and review of closing or accounting issues and the development of process improvement directions to address those issues identified.



Process Improvement Developer



This role is responsible to develop process improvement recommendations to solve accounting process issues.  This role is responsible for evaluating alternatives and approving a recommended solution.



Procurement Management Staff



Procurement Management Staff develop, manage, supervise, or perform procedures involving the procurement of supplies and services; construction, research, and development; acquisition planning; cost and price analysis; solicitation and selection of sources; preparation, negotiation, and award of contracts; all phases of contract administration; and termination or closeout of contracts and agreements.



Procurement Processing Staff



Procurement Processing Staff develop, manage, supervise, or perform procedures involving the procurement of supplies and services; construction, research, and development; acquisition planning; cost and price analysis; solicitation and selection of sources; preparation, negotiation, and award of contracts; all phases of contract administration; and termination or closeout of contracts and agreements.



Procurement Staff



The Procurement Staff solicits, negotiates, defines, awards and administers legally binding source agreements and purchase contracts in accordance with the Federal acquisition regulation and supplements.  The Staff pursues strategic sourcing and program-related purchasing.



Product Requirements Developer



This role interprets information needs to the Trial Balance Analyst and generates information requirements.  Requirements include type of transaction, period of transaction, level of detail and source processes impacted.



Program Manager



Person who manages estimates related to health care, training and staffing costs.



Public



Individuals or entities outside of the Government who provide or receive information. Roles includes applicant, buyer, and John Q Public.



Purchase Card Administrator



The Purchase Card Administrator approves procurement card requests and administers the procurement card program.  Additional responsibilities include the development of Purchase Card policy, procedures, and merchant category code management.



Purchase Card Analysis Staff



The Purchase Card Analysis Staff is responsible for analyzing purchase information to validate compliance with existing Purchase Card usage policy and identifies key metrics governing program control and operation.



Purchase Card Approver



The Purchase Card Approver is responsible for ensuring proper use of the purchase card through approval of purchases and certification of monthly billing statements for payment for the cardholders within their purview.



Purchase Card Holder



Purchase Card Holder is responsible for ensuring that proper & adequate funding is available prior to any purchase card action, screen all requirements for their availability from the mandatory Government sources of supply, purchase only mission essential requirements at fair and reasonable prices from responsible suppliers, review the monthly purchase card statement to ensure that all charges are proper and accurate and forward the monthly purchase card statement to the AO with the appropriate supporting documentation.



Purchase Card Program Administrator



The Purchase Card Program Administrator creates the requirements used to negotiate service banking levels of service and contract terms and conditions.  Is responsible for defining program policy, operating the program, and monitoring the program to identify spending anomalies and make program improvement recommendations.



Purchase Requisition Processing Staff



The Purchase Requisition Processing Staff is responsible for matching Sourced requirements with Sourcing contracts to initiate/approve/issue Purchase Requisitions or initiate/approve/issue Purchase Requisitions for Unsourced requirements. Also ensures that proper funding is applied to the Purchase Requisition.



Purchase Requisition Staff



The Purchase Requisition Staff is responsible for matching Sourced requirements with Sourcing contracts to initiate/approve/issue Purchase Requisitions or initiate/approve/issue Purchase Requisitions for Unsourced requirements. Also ensures that proper funding is applied to the Purchase Requisition.



Real Property Asset Management Specialist



Person responsible for one or more aspects of real property asset management.  Duties could include coordinating the assignment/usage of real property space, coordinating the validation of the real property inventory and supporting documentation, or monitoring real property projects.



Real Property Business Manager



Central Manager responsible for providing guidance, controls, performance measures and targets in relation to Real Property.



Real Property Business Planner



Planner responsible for coordinating and responding to business plan requests from the Real property Operational Community.



Real Property Current Capability Business Manager



Central Manager responsible for providing guidance, controls, performance measures and targets in relation to Real Property current capabilities.



Real Property Current Capability Business Planner



Planner responsible for coordinating and responding to business plan requests current capabilities from the Real property Operational Community.



Real Property Current Capability Performance Analyst



The person responsible for developing and maintaining the system for collecting, measuring, and comparing a Real Property current capability measure to a Real property standard for a specific criterion for a Real Property operation, Real Property item, Real Property service, Real Property business, etc.



Real Property Disposal Resource Planner



Planner responsible for understanding the specific requirements and resources to develop an executable time phased plan to dispose of an asset.



Real Property Inventory Record Analyst



Person responsible for maintaing real property inventory records to include updating real property asset records.



Real Property Leading Practice Business Manager



Central Manager responsible for providing guidance, controls, performance measures and targets in relation to Real Property best practices.



Real Property Leading Practice Business Planner



Planner responsible for coordinating and responding to leading practices business plans requests from the Real property Operational Community.



Real Property Maintenance Planner



Planner responsible for the management of the site specific real property maintenance project.



Real Property Maintenance Project Manager



Manager responsible for the overall management of maintenance activities, including execution of the predictive maintenance schedule, maintenance skills assessment and training, and maintenance and communication of all performance metrics.



Real Property Maintenance Worker



Person responsible for specific activities related to a real property maintenance event and for validating quality of workmanship and ensuring that standards and specifications are met.



Real Property Materiel Handler



Person responsible for the receipt, receiving, packaging and movement of real property assets to a maintenance or disposal destination.



Real Property Materiel Project Manager



Person responsible for understanding the required capacity of developing and executing a time phased plan to acquire or dispose of a real property.The manager is also responsible for overseeing the project, dispose or receipt and acceptance of an asset.



Real Property On-Site Project Manager



Person responsible for management of construction projects including ongoing inspection of work performed and monitoring project timeline and schedule.



Real Property Operational Business Manager



Manager responsible for implementing, overseaing, and maintaining Real Property plans within the Real property Operational Community.



Real Property Operational Business Planner



Planner responsible for coordinating and responding to operational business plans requests from the Real property Operational Community.



Real Property Performance Analyst



The person responsible for developing and maintaining the system for collecting, measuring, and comparing a Real Property measure to a Real Property standard for a specific criterion for a Real Property operation, Real Property item, Real Property service, Real Property business, etc.



Real Property Planner



Planner responsible for understanding the required capacity of the developing and executable time phased sourcing plan.



Real Property Project Director



Person responsible for directing the development of an integrated plan and disseminating applicable procedures and guidelines.



Real Property Quality Assurance Inspector



Person responsible for measuring, examining, testing, or gauging one or more characteristics of a real property asset or service and comparing the results with specified requirements to determine whether conformity is achieved for each characteristic.



Real Property Receipt Supervisor



Person responsible for receiving, inspecting and accepting real property assets and services.



Real Property Resource Planner



Planner responsible for understanding the specific requirements and resources to develop an executable time phased plan to acquire real property.



Real Property Strategic Plan Business Manager



Central Manager responsible for providing guidance, controls, performance measures and targets to the Real Property strategic plan.



Reconciliation Clerk



Role that is responsible to ensure that all deposits and disbursements are reconciled within the Department of Defense bank accounts.



Referred Debt Staff



The Referred Debt Staff receives and processes requests from other government agencies to collect delinquent amounts they are owed by Department of Defense contract/vendors.



SPB



Process of establishing Strategic direction and planning and budgeting based on performance against that direction.



Senior Executive



The senior manager and decision-maker that advises and provides direction to the Department of Defense on tactical and strategic issues; advises the Department of Defense on capabilities, limitations, requirements, resource availability and all matters that deal with the long range resource planning and force allocation, and advises the Components on capabilities, limitations, requirements, resource availability and all matters that deal with the long range resource planning and force allocation.



Service Manager



Manager responsible for management of a variety service activities, including commissary, food service and mortuary affairs.



Service Planner



Planner responsible for a variety service activities, including commissary, food service and mortuary affairs.



Service Provider



Role responsible for executing or performing a variety service activities, including commissary, food service and mortuary affairs.



Standard Accounting Code Structure Maintainer



This role maintains the accounting code structure and cost accounting code structure.  This role is responsible for the physical implementation of the approved changes to these structures and other more routine maintenance (i.e. changes to the content of the structure; e.g. charge codes, other value changes).



Strategic Budget Analyst



The person that provides advises to the Department of Defense on strategic and tactical budget options; resource availability that best support the National Military Strategy, strategic plan, and Defense Planning Guidance. The Strategic Budget Analyst will be supported by the Business Unit Budget Analyst and Business Unit Program Planner.



Strategic Manager



The senior manager and decision-maker that provides advises and direction to the Department of Defense on strategic issues; advising the Department of Defense on capabilities, limitations, requirements, resource availability and all matters that deal with the long range resource planning and force allocation.  The Strategic Manager will be supported by the Strategic Budget Analyst.



Strategic Program Planner



The person that defines strategic goals that must be achieved in order to accomplish the stated mission.  These strategic goals are organized according to the mission goals for the Department of Defense.



Structure and Methodology Change Approver



This role supervises all personnel responsible for the approval or rejection of proposed solutions to change requests received from the functional areas.  The changes requests include changes to the accounting code structure, cost accounting code structure, chart of accounts and accounting methodologies.



Structure and Methodology Developer



This role supervises all personnel responsible for the analysis of the potential effects of proposed changes (from the functional areas) to the accounting/cost accounting code structure, chart of accounts and accounting methodologies.  This role also supervises the development of possible solutions to those change proposals.



Training Coordinator



Person who disseminates training information for employees/members.



Transportation Manager



Management of all modes of transportation providing an integrate approach to meet all transportation needs.



Transportation Planner



Person responsible for selecting mode of transport, scheduling the route and developing the bill of lading.



Trial Balance Analyst



This role is responsible for analyzing trial balance accounts and identifying issues related to those accounts that require explanation or justification.  This role forwards identified issues for further analysis and provides support for the account balances.



Trial Balance Approver



A senior financial management role to review and approve the trial balance to ensure that it reflects the results of the organization prior to release to management and external release.



Trial Balance Reviewer



This role reviews and develops the trial balance to ensure information is properly segmented and in compliance with legal and regulatory requirements.



United States Treasury



The United States Treasury Department publishes various fiscal and accounting policies and requirements in its Treasury Financial Manual. Treasury provides guidance on central accounting and reporting, payroll deductions and withholdings, disbursing, collections, etc.



Entity



ACCOUNTING-CODE-STRUCTURE



The structure used to identify the funding associated with accounting transactions.  This structure contains data items that are external standards from the Department of the Treasure, the Office of Management and Budget, the Department of Commerce, and internal organizations like the Office of the Assistant Secretary of Defense for Program Analysis and Evaluation and the Joint Chiefs of Staff.



ACCOUNTING-TRANSACTION



Each business event that has a financial/ General Ledger impact is an Accounting Transaction.  These transactions are posted to the General Ledger and are reported in the Financial Statements.



ACCOUNTING-TRANSACTION-INVENTORY-EVENT



The entity used for capturing inventory values for posting to the General Ledger.



ACCOUNTING-TRANSACTION-ITEM



The line item breakdown of an Accounting Transaction.  Identifies the transaction as a debit or credit and is the starting point for posting to the General Ledger.



ACTION-PLAN



A set of activities developed to impose corrective actions on a program where performance is deviating from goals or objectives.



ACTION-PLAN-CORRECTIVE-ACTION



A detailed direction or step to be executed within the framework of the action plan.



ACTIVITY-DRIVER



The cost driver for a PROCESS-ACTIVITY.



ACTUAL-SCHEDULE



An actual schedule of events for the logistics plan



AIR-TRANSPORTATION-EVENT



The act of moving people, equipment and material by air.



ALLOWANCE



A kind of monetary compensation that can be authorized for a PERSON, usually based on the person's LOCATION.



ALLOWANCE-ENTITLEMENT



An officially approved monetary compensation for a PERSON, usually based on the person's LOCATION.



ALTERATION- MAINTENANCE-TASK



Subtype of MAINTENANCE TASK performed on a specific material item to modify the material item to improve performance, improve reliability, reduce maintenance burden, or add new functionality.



APPLICATION



A resume for employment and/or promotion consideration submitted by a PERSON for employment with the Department of Defence.



ASSET-CLASSIFICATION



A code that classifies an asset according to the Standard General Ledger Accounts such as building, land, equipment, asset under capital lease, software.



ASSET-TRANSACTION



The classification of an Accounting Transaction as a subdivision of the General Ledger, capturing Accounting Transactions affecting Asset Accounts.



AUTOMATED-SYSTEM



A computerized system which may initiate an Information Requirement and will receive the subsequent Information Product.  This may or may not be done with human intervention.



BASE-PAY



Individual pay stub that lists all the components of pay (e.g. gross pay, net pay, deductions, leave, allotments, thrift savings loans, etc.)



BASE-PAY-ENTITLEMENT



A periodic monetary amount that a PERSON is officially approved to receive independent of any special amount due to special incentives, allowance, special skills, and reductions due to garnishments.  Comonents of this amount include such things as gross pay, net pay, deductions, allotments, and thrift savings loans.



BENEFIT



Specific instance and delivery of a benefit by a specific provider.  Kinds of BENEFITs that a PERSON may be eligable for and select or receive as defalt.



BENEFIT-PERSON



The association of a PERSON and a BENEFIT.



BILL-OF-MATERIALS



Optimized list of all the materials that go into a finished good or subassembly. Bill of Materials list only the Materials and Quantities being used to manufacture a finished good or sub assembly.



BILL-OF-MATERIALS-ITEM



An association between BILL-OF-MATERIAL and MATERIEL-CATALOG-ITEM.



BILLING-EVENT



Total amount billed to a customer for the goods and services sold and may include late payment charge, penalties, and shipping charges,if applicable.



BILLING-EVENT-RECEIVABLE



An associative entity which uniquely identifies each bill to a receivable.



BILLING-ITEM



Identifies a good or service for which the bill is being generated.



BILLING-RATE



Rates charged customers that will recoup the full costs associated with activities and processes including all labor and non-labor, direct and indirect, and general and administrative overhead costs.



BILLING-STATEMENT



A statement provided to a purchase card holder from the servicing financial institution summarizng the cardholder's purchases over a given period of time.



BILLING-STATEMENT-ITEM



A line item, associated with a billing statement, that provides the details of  a purchase card transaction.



BUDGET-PROGRAM-HEARING



A Congressional review of the business plan budger and/or program and associated funding requirements contained in the budget.



BUDGET-PROGRAM-JUSTIFICATION-INQUIRY



A request for information regarding the rationale, funding, or other issues related to a program or a business plan budget.



BUSINESS-CALENDAR



GUIDANCE that may establish timing in relation to business events.



BUSINESS-PLAN



A translation of strategic plans into financial and non-financial logistics, acquisition, and personnel resources required to accomplish the Quadrennial Defense Review, National Military Strategy objectives within the framework of the Defense Planning Guidance.



BUSINESS-PLAN-BUDGET



A detailed translation of the business plan into a schema identifying the funding to support the objectives of the strategic, tactical, and operational plans.



BUSINESS-PLAN-BUDGET-ISSUE



An identified divergence or deviation from expectations within a budget plan requiring resolution in order to resolve funding or priortization problems with requirements or programs.



BUSINESS-PLAN-BUDGET-REQUIREMENT



A need, which may be recurring, as defined within a business plan.



BUSINESS-PLAN-DEFICIENCY



A condition that limits or prevents the tactical use of a system or other asset for the purpose intended or required.



BUSINESS-PLAN-GOAL



An desired outcome of the execution of a business plan.



BUSINESS-PLAN-OBJECTIVE



A specific and expected outcome of the execution and completion of a business plan.



BUSINESS-PLAN-ORDER



A direction, based upon the business plan, to begin execution of activities to accomplish the goals and objectives of the plan.



BUSINESS-PLAN-PROGRAM



A described activity by a business plan required to accomplish the goals and objectives of the plan.



BUSINESS-PLAN-REVISION



A change to a business plan brought about changes to national goals and objectives, or by assessed deficiencies within a plan.



BUSINESS-PRACTICE



A business approach, technique, or procedure.



BUSINESS-PRACTICE-PROCESS-STRATEGY-ITEM



A BUSINESS-PRACTICE that is relevant to a PROCESS-STRATEGY-ITEM.



CALL-CENTER



A Department of Defense (DoD) organizational unit (GOVERNMENT-ORGANIZATION, VENDOR, etc.) that provides a customer service function for queries, information update, and problem resolution about Human Resources, Payroll, and Travel for DoD personnel.



CALL-CENTER-LOCATION



A CALL-CENTER that is geographically found at LOCATION.



CATEGORY



A code that identifies the category of Property-Plant-Equipment and determines the accounting standard to be applied.  Values include General PP&E, Heritage, Stewardship Land, and National Defense.



CHANGE-REQUEST



Requests for changes in the Accounting Code Structure, Cost Accounting Structure, Accounting Methodology, Chart of Accounts, Depreciation, Inventory Valuation.



CHARGE-CODE



Code against which costs are accumulated at a point where funding has been officially allocated.



CLAIM



A PERSON's claim for a reimbursable expense.



COMPETENCY



A capability that may be held by a PERSON or that may be required for anyone filling a POSITION.



CONSTRUCTION-IN-PROGRESS



Collection of all costs associated with the construction of an asset.



CONSTRUCTION-IN-PROGRESS-ITEM



Individual costs associated with the construction of a Property-Plant-Equipment.



CONTRACTOR-ACQUIRED-EQUIPMENT



Equipment owned by an organization external to the government that is authorized for purchase by the government.  Ownership of the equipment is expected to transfer to the government.



CORRECTIVE-MAINTENANCE-TASK



Subtype of maintenance task performed on a specific material item to restore a lost function.  Commonly called repair tasks.



CORRESPONDENCE



A communication between persons and/or organizations.



COST-ACCOUNTING-STRUCTURE



A structure of data items that capture cost information on events that generate an accounting transaction and update to the US General Ledger.



COST-ANALYSIS



"Contains estimates of cost, quantity, time, and budget prepared in response to a requirement or request for cost estimate."



COST-ANALYSIS-REQUEST



The request for a project/job for a cost analysis.



COST-ANALYSIS-RESULT



The result, or output, of performing a cost analysis. This could be in the form of a response to a question, a report, a presentation or other formats.



COST-DRIVER



A factor that influences, or causes changes to, the costs of activities and outputs. For example, the lead time for planning travel may affect the cost of airfare for that travel. Activities and outputs often have multiple cost drivers.



COST-OBJECT



An object (products, services, customers) receiving the value of resources and/or activities.



CREDIT-APPROVAL



Credit approval performed on a customer by an authorized credit approval organization.



CREDIT-MEMORANDUM



A notice from a VENDOR that an overpayment has occurred.



CURRENCY



The currency to be used in a transaction.



CURRENCY-TYPE



International Standards Organization maintained reference table of world currency codes.



CYCLE-COUNT



A record of the results of counting inventory continuously, often eliminating the need for an annual overall inventory. It is usually set up so that A items are counted regularly (i.e., every month), B items are counted semi-regularly (every quarter or six months) and C items are counted perhaps only once a year. (Source: John J. Coyle, Edward J. Bardi and C. John Langley, Management of Business Logistics, 6th ed. (Minneapolis, St. Paul: West Publishing Co., 1996) glossary))



DEBT



Total dollar amount owed by an organization or a person to the Department of Defense.



DEMOGRAPHIC-DELIMITER



A constraint that delineates based on at least one demographic factor, such as occupation or geographic region.



DEPOSIT



Funds taken in physical and legal custody of federal repository. Deposited funds are confirmed by the repository to liquidate debt in accounts receivable. This includes point of sale operational deposit.



DEPOSIT-TRANSACTION



The classification of an Accounting Transaction as a subdivision of the General Ledger, capturing Accounting Transactions affecting Deposits.



DEPRECIATION-METHOD



Method used to calculate depreciation expense.



DEPRECIATION-PLAN



Stores the appropriate information for performing depreciation.  Algorithm is (Value_Amount - Residual_Value) / Recovery_Period_Quantity.



DEPRECIATION-SCHEDULE-TYPE



Reference table that describes the type of depreciation schedule.



DEPRECIATION-SET



A grouping of Property-Plant-Equipment for the purpose of depreciation.  For example, a group of aircraft may be depreciated as one set rather than individual Property-Plant-Equipment.



DEVELOPMENT-CATALOG



A recognized course, piece of training, or other educational subject.



DEVELOPMENT-PLAN-ITEM



Educational, training or to-be-completed professional accomplishments included in the person's personal development plan.



DISBURSEMENT-TRANSACTION



The classification of an Accounting Transaction as a subdivision of the General Ledger, capturing Accounting Transactions affecting Disbursements. Accounts.



DISPOSAL-EVENT



A specific type of Event that records the disposal of Materiel or a PPE item.



DISPUTED-RECEIVABLE



A receivable which has been diputed by  customer.



DONATION



Non-exchangeable revenue received as a resource that the government demands or receives by donation.



DUNNING-NOTICE



A notice sent to the customer indicating that the payment for a receivable/debt is past due.



EDUCATION



An educational event or experience that a PERSON has gained.



EDUCATION-TRAINING-SESSION



A specific instance of a training or educational experience.  [e.g. a given class]



ESTIMATED-SCHEDULE



An estimated schedule of events to implement a plan.



EVALUATION



A Department of Defense Person's performance evaluation.



EXTERNAL-FACTOR



Factors that are used as part of the analysis that are obtained from outside DoD sources.



FACILITY



A physical location where an activity is performed.



FINANCIAL-INSTITUTION



An external organization such as a bank, savings associations, or credit unions eligible under 31 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR) 202 to serve as government repositories.



FINANCIAL-STATEMENT



Extracted information from the General Ledger for the generation of Financial statements for publication.



FLAGGED-BILLING-STATEMENT-ITEM-STATUS



The status of a BILLING-STATEMENT-ITEM that has been flagged for further review.



FOREIGN-GOVERNMENT-ORGANIZATION



A governmental organization that is outside of the authority of the US.



FUNCTIONAL-AREA



A commonly understood grouping of related high-level activities performed by or for the Department of Defense used to organize and discuss its business activities.



FUNCTIONAL-AREA-IMPLEMENTED-BUSINESS-PRACTICE



A BUSINESS-PRACTICE implemented  by a FUNCTIONAL-AREA.



FUNCTIONAL-AREA-IMPLEMENTED-BUSINESS-PRACTICE-TRAINING



TRAINING suitible for teaching the use of an IMPLEMENTED-BUSINESS-PRACTICE used by a FUNCTIONAL-AREA.



FUND-TRANSACTION



The classification of an Accounting Transaction as a subdivision of the General Ledger, capturing Accounting Transactions affecting Budgetary Accounts.



GENERAL-LEDGER



Summarized general ledger information by General Ledger Account Code for the reporting period.



GENERAL-LEDGER-POSTING-RULES



Rules , guidelines, regulations, and laws that govern the updating of the general ledger.



GOAL



A desirable end to be achieved.



GOVERNMENT-LOCATION



A subtype of Location that is under control (ownership or lease) by DoD.



GOVERNMENT-ORGANIZATION



Any US governmental administrative structure with a mission to include all levels of US governmental organizations.



GOVERNMENT-ORGANIZATION-CAPABILITY



An assessment of a business unit's function from operational, administrative, readiness, and technological perspective.



GOVERNMENT-ORGANIZATION-GOAL



A desired or necessary end to be achieved in the execution of business operations.



GOVERNMENT-ORGANIZATION-PERSON



A PERSON performing a role within a GOVERNMENT-ORGANIZATION performing a role.



GOVERNMENT-ORGANIZATION-RECOGNITION



A RECOGNITION awarded to a GOVERNMENT-ORGANIZATION.



GOVERNMENT-ORGANIZATION-ROLE



A functional relationship between an organization and how it peforms a task.



GOVERNMENT-ORGANIZATION-ROLE-BUSINESS-PLAN



An organization will devise, build, and implement a number of business plans; a business plan may impact more than one organization.



GOVERNMENT-ORGANIZATION-ROLE-PROGRAM



A functional, operational, or support role performed by a government organization with respect to one or more programs.



GOVERNMENT-ORGANIZATION-ROLE-TYPE



A kind of role that can be performed by a GOVERNMENT-ORGANIZATION.



GOVERNMENT-PROPERTY-PLANT-EQUIPMENT



A tangible asset not intended for sale in the normal course of operations, intended for use or available for use by the services.



GRANT



A grant may be given to an organization (for research, for instance) by the DoD. The recipient of the grant does not expend the grant in full or utilized only a part of it, the the unused portion of the grant must be returned to the DoD resulting in a receivable.



GUIDANCE



An interpretation and implementation of Policy within the Department of Defense. Guidance takes the form of regulations, directives, circulars, instructions, manuals, standard operating procedures (SOPs), etc.



GUIDANCE-CITATION



The specific cite of a statement of direction.



HEALTH-CARE-BENEFIT



A BENEFIT provided for the medical health of a PERSON.



HEALTH-CONDITION



A relative degree of wellness.



HEALTH-SERVICE-ENCOUNTER



An event of a PERSON meeting with a Health Care Professional for a service, (examination, procedures, etc.).  Meeting may be in person or otherwise communicated.



HEALTH-SERVICE-ENCOUNTER-ITEM



The type of item that relates to the HEALTH-SERVICE-ENCOUNTER.



IMPLEMENTED-BUSINESS-PRACTICE



A Department of Defense business approach or technique.



IMPLEMENTED-BUSINESS-PRACTICE-METRIC



A quantitative measure used to evaluate the conduct of an IMPLEMENTED-BUSINESS-PRACTICE



IMPLEMENTED-BUSINESS-PRACTICE-SCORE



A specific value of a metric as measured for the related Department of Defense organization's conduct of a business activity at a specific time.  The measurement is often for a period ending at the time, e.g., dollars spent per month, but it may also measure something at that instant in time, e.g., vehicles currently needing repair.



IMPLEMENTED-BUSINESS-PRACTICE-US-GOVERNMENT-DOD-ORGANIZATION



A BUSINESS-PRACTICE used by an organization within the United States Department of Defense.



INCENTIVE-BONUS



A kind of monetary incentive to which a PERSON may be authorized to receive.



INCENTIVE-BONUS-ENTITLEMENT



A monetary incentive that a PERSON is officially approved to receive.



INFORMATION-PRODUCT



The packaged information that has been created or is being created per specifications in an Information Requirement.



Partially completed version of the Information Product may be distributed to distribution approvers for their approval to distribute the full package.



When the entire package is complete, it will be distributed for viewing or analysis review and may be archived.



INFORMATION-PRODUCT-APPROVAL



An approval that has been received and is related to a specific Information Product.



The types of approvals can include:



Distribution Approval:



This type means that approval has been received by the appropriate party to complete the Information Product and distribute it.



Product Approval Certification:   



This type means that a distributed product has been reviewed by the appropriate parties and has received either interim or final certification.  This is applicable primarily to financial compliance reports.



INFORMATION-PRODUCT-APPROVAL-REQUEST



A message sent to a user of an information product stating that an approval is required for an Information Product and requesting the user to submit it.



Types of approvals can include;



Approval to continue with the generation and distribution of an Information Product (Information Product Distribution Approval)



INFORMATION-PRODUCT-CONTENT-DETAIL



The unformatted data used to create the final Packaged Information Product and the identifying source of the data.



INFORMATION-PRODUCT-FORM



A standard layout used to present information in an Information Product.



INFORMATION-PRODUCT-FORMATTED-CONTENT-DETAIL



The actual data or information content of an Packaged Information Product that has been derived and formatted based on the specifications of an Information Requirement.



INFORMATION-PRODUCT-LIST



A record of all Information Products that have been generated and distributed or are awaiting approval for distribution.



Defines the general characteristics of the Information Product and is a source of all produced Information Products for use in performance and metrics reporting.



INFORMATION-PRODUCT-PERFORMANCE-METRIC



A measurable objective that can be used in determining the performance of the Information Product generation process.  May also include the criterion to determine if the objective has been successfully met.



INFORMATION-PRODUCT-PERFORMANCE-METRIC-RESULT



Overall summary results of actual individual performance scores over a period of time.  Used to compare against the Performance Metric to determine the performance of the reporting process.



 Allows for accounting for any discrepancies between actual and expected results.



INFORMATION-PRODUCT-PERFORMANCE-SCORE



The result of taking an actual measurement for an Information Product against a performance metric.



INFORMATION-PRODUCT-QUALITATIVE-RESPONSE



A response or message related to a specific Information Product in which the user of the Information Product provides a subjective or objective evaluation of the quality of the Information Product.



INFORMATION-PRODUCT-RESPONSE



A message that has been received by the FMR activity related to an Information Product that has been distributed or a response that has been received in reply to a specific request.



Responses can be one of two basic types.  An approval response or a response/message related to the quality of an Information Product.



INFORMATION-REQUIREMENT



A request for information that is intended to generate an Information Product.



A new Information Requirement, will provide the requirements and specifications for content, format and delivery details of the subsequent Information Product.



An amended Information Requirement will alter the specifications of a previous requirement, resulting in an new version of the Information Requirement.



Alternatively, an Information  Requirement may be a request to generate and distribute an Information Product from an existing Information Requirement.



INFORMATION-REQUIREMENT-CONTENT-DETAIL



That portion of an Information Requirement which specifies the data and source of data that will be used to produce any Information Product generated based on the Information Requirement.



INFORMATION-REQUIREMENT-FORMAT-DETAIL



That portion of an Information Requirement which specifies the form the specified content is to be presented in, in an Information Product generated based on the Information Requirement.



INFORMATION-REQUIREMENT-REQUIRED-APPROVAL



That portion of an Information Requirement which specifies whether any subsequent Information Product will require a follow up notification, what those notifications will be, by when the notification should be received.



The types of notifications are:



Distribution Approval:



This type of notification means that the subsequent Information Product requires approval before it can be distributed.



Product Approval Notification:   This type of notification means that a subsequent Information Product is expected to receive a certification approval after distribution.



INFORMATION-REQUIREMENT-RESPONSE



A message generated to the submitter of an Information Requirement stating the disposition of the Information Requirement.  If the Information Requirement is valid, the Response will indicate that the Information Product will be generated.  If there are errors or problems with the Information Requirement, the Response will detail the errors and state that the Information Product cannot be generated until the errors are resolved.



INFORMATION-USER-INFORMATION-PRODUCT



An associative entity that relates one or more information users to one or more Information Products with which they are associated.



The type of association is defined by the Information User Product Type attribute and include whether the user is submitter, recipient, or approver of an information product.



Also defines how an Information is to be distributed to a user.



INFORMATION-USER-INFORMATION-REQUIREMENT



An associative entity that relates one or more information users to one or more Information Requirements with which they are associated, either as a submitter, recipient, or approver.



INSTALLATION



A designated grouping of real property to which one or more organizations are or were assigned.



INTEGRATED-LOGISITICS-PLAN-WORK-ORDER



An association between an Integrated-Logistics-Plan and a Logistics-Work-Order.



INTEGRATED-LOGISTICS-PLAN



A time phase plan that shows demand against a capacity constrained system.  It describes the projected available balance and the available capacity as a means to develop a schedule to meet the demand plan.



INVENTORY



An association between MATERIEL-CATALOG-ITEM and LOCATION. This association records the quantity of physical materiel items at each location such as a warehouse, facility, in a deployed unit etc.



INVENTORY-LOGISTICS-EVENT



Association between Event and Inventory that defines how much of a materiel item is used by an event.



INVOICE-ITEM



A detailed line item associated with a formal petition for payment from an internal or external individual or organization for Department of Defense.



LABOR-CHARGE



The charge of time for a person's efforts.



LABOR-SUMMARY



The summary that captures the labor charges necessary for analysis.



LABOR-SUMMARY-LABOR-CHARGE



A LABOR-CHARGE (for a PERSON) that is aggregated into a LABOR-SUMMARY.



LAND-TRANSPORTATION-EVENT



The act of moving people, equipment and material over land.



LEADING-PRACTICE



A highly respected government or industry business approach or technique that has been considered for use in the Department of Defense.



LEADING-PRACTICE-ASSESSMENT



A determination of the appropriateness of a LEADING-PRACTICE for any use by the Department of Defense (DoD).



LEADING-PRACTICE-GOVERNMENT-ORGANIZATION



A LEADING-PRACTICE supplied by a GOVERNMENT_ORGANIZATION.



LEADING-PRACTICE-GOVERNMENT-ORGANIZATION-PERSON



A LEADING-PRACTICE supplied by a PERSON within a GOVERNMENT_ORGANIZATION.



LEADING-PRACTICE-IMPLEMENTED-BUSINESS-PRACTICE



A LEADING-PRACTICE that potentially or actually is useful for conducting an IMPLEMENTED-BUSINESS-PRACTICE.



LEADING-PRACTICE-NONPROFIT-ASSOCIATION



A NONPROFIT-ASSOCIATION that provides information about a LEADING-PRACTICE.



LEADING-PRACTICE-REFERENCE



A REFERENCE that explains about a LEADING-PRACTICE.



LEADING-PRACTICE-VENDOR



A VENDOR that provides information about a LEADING-PRACTICE.



LIABILITY-TRANSACTION



The classification of an Accounting Transaction as a subdivision of the General Ledger, capturing Accounting Transactions affecting Liability Accounts.



LOAN



Funds loaned by the DoD to an individual, a commercial entity or another government organization.



LOCATION



A specific place that has some significance . A location is an instance of a location type. and may "contain" other locations. 



For instance, a location may be a facility such as an air base, fort, or camp. A facility may contain buildings, buildings contain floors, and floors contain rooms/offices.



Similarly, a location could be a warehouse. The warehouse may contain aisles, aisles contain shelf units, shelf units contain shelves, and shelves contain bins.



Lastly, the location could be a parking lot for military vehicles. The lot may contain aisles or rows which have parking spaces.



LOGISTICS-EVENT



Business event that represents the actual execution of a specific Logistics task.  Sub-types include events for Transportation, Maintenance, Materiel Issue, Other Logistics Services, Sales, Returns, and Disposal.



LOGISTICS-EVENT-LOCATION



An association between an Event and a Location.



LOGISTICS-EVENT-ORGANIZATION-PERSON



An association between a Logistics-Event and an Organization-Person.



LOGISTICS-EVENT-PROCEDURE



An association between a Logistics-Event and a Procedure.



LOGISTICS-EVENT-PROPERTY-PLANT-EQUIPMENT



An association between a Property-Plant-Equipment and a Logistics-Event.



LOGISTICS-PLAN



A set of defined actions for performing assigned Logistics functions, and fulfilling customer orders, that are in alignment with business strategy goals and objectives.  Logistics functions include maintenance, transportation, and other logistics services.  Sub-types include plans for Transportation, Maintenance, Material Resource, Other Logistics Services, and Returns.



LOGISTICS-PLAN-MATERIEL-CATALOG-ITEM



An association between a plan and the materiel items designated for use by the plan.



LOGISTICS-PLAN-PROCEDURE



An association between a Logistics-Plan and Procedure.



LOGISTICS-WORK-ORDER



A specific or blanket authorization to perform certain work usually broader



in scope than a job order. It is sometimes used synonymously with job order.



Job order: A formal instruction to perform certain work according to specifications, estimates, etc.



MAINTENANCE-EVENT



Actual performance of a maintenance task or tasks.



MAINTENANCE-EVENT-PLAN



An association between a Maintenance-Event and a Logistics-Plan.



MAINTENANCE-PLAN



A defined set of activities to continue the life of materials or facilities.



MAINTENANCE-TASK



An action performed to retain, restore, or modify functions of a material item to ensure ability to perform as required.



MANIFEST



A list of cargo or passengers carried on a ship or plane. 



MATCH-RULE



Information about the payable matching rules (e.g., 2-way, 3-way) associated with a Purchase Contract Item.



MATERIEL-CATALOG-ITEM



The catalog record for an item that can be purchased by the department.  Typically, it contains identifying and descriptive data and control values and may contain data on inventory status, requirements, planned orders, and costs.



MATERIEL-HAZMAT-TYPE



Describes the EPA environmental hazardous materiel catagories.



MATERIEL-ISSUE-EVENT



The business event that describes the issuance of materiel to an organization.



MATERIEL-ISSUE-EVENT-PLAN



An association between a Materiel-Issue-Event and a Logistics Plan.



MATERIEL-RESOURCE-PLAN



Sub-type of Logistics Event that represents a defined set of activities to establish and maintain materiel item inventory.



MEDICAL-PROCEDURE



An element of health care administered by a health care professional, usually in a health care facility.



METRIC



A quantative standard according to which something can be measured.  E.g., people trained per class, copies produced per minute, or shipments delivered on time.



MISC-RECEIVABLE



Miscellaneous receivables are amounts to be collected against jury duty reimbursements, coupon reimbursements, tool lost by DoD employee etc.



MISSION



Objectives or tasks that specify the actions  necessary to conduct peace-time and war time activities in support of the national military strategy.



NATIONAL-DEFENSE-GOAL



A desired end to the execution of a series of actions to support the Department of Defense mission.



NATIONAL-DEFENSE-GOAL-STRATEGIC-PLAN-OBJECTIVE



A condition that supports multiple activities  between goals and objectives.



NON-DOD-PASSENGER



A passenger listed on the associated Manifest that is not a member of the DoD.  Examples include members of Congress, press reporter and even dogs.



NON-GOVERNMENT-LOCATION



A subtype of Location that is not managed (owned or leased) by the US Federal Government.



NONPROFIT-ASSOCIATION



A  organized body of people who have an interest, activity, or purpose in common, that is not a governmental organization, and for which making money is not a goal.



OCCUPATION



A field of work.



OCCUPATION-PERSON



A PERSON with an OCCUPATION.



ORGANIZATION-GUIDANCE



An association between an ORGANIZATION and a GUIDANCE.



OTHER-LOGISTICS-SERVICE-EVENT



The act of delivering support functions such as food service, water, laundry and dry cleaning, family services, clothing sales store, field laundry, field showers, property disposal, mortuary services, and Force Provider support.



OTHER-LOGISTICS-SERVICE-EVENT-PLAN



An association between an Other-Logistics-Service-Event and a Logistics-Plan.



OTHER-LOGISTICS-SERVICE-PLAN



A defined set of activities performed to balance Other Logistics Service resources against operational requirements to develop the Other Logistics Service Plan.



PAY-PERIOD



A sequential group of days for which payments are made as a whole.



PAY-PERIOD-GARNISHMENT



Funds withheld from PERSON's specific Department of Defense payroll payment to enforce the payment of a debt by the PERSON to another legal entity (person, government organzation, or non-government organization).



PAYABLE



A basis for payment that is the result of the collection of purchasing documentation that has been reviewed and approved.



A PAYABLE generates accounting transactions including adjustments required by the General Ledger.



PAYMENT



The sum of the dollar value of a collection of approved payables.



A PAYMENT can be made using cash, check, electronic transfer or bond.



PAYMENT-DEPOSIT-RECONCILIATION



Information on all payments and deposits reported by the Department of Defense and those reported by the US treasury which need to be reconciled on a daily basis.



PAYROLL-PAYABLE



Money that is authorized to be paid to or withheld from the pay of a PERSON for a pay period.  The actual amount received by the PERSON is derived from the total aggregated amount from all PAYROLL-PAYABLES for the pay period minus any of the PERSON's deductions.



PAYROLL-PAYABLE-ALLOWANCE



A requirement to pay a monetary amount to a PERSON based on one of the person's ALLOWANCE-ENTITLEMENTs.



PAYROLL-PAYABLE-INCENTIVE-BONUS



A payment to a PERSON based on one of the person's INCENTIVE-BONUSes.



PAYROLL-PAYABLE-SPECIAL-PAY



A payment to a PERSON based on one of the person's SPECIAL-PAY-ENTITLEMENTs.



PENALTY



An amount levied as a penalty on a collection from a customer because of  non-receipt or late receipt of a receivable.



PERFORMANCE-PLAN



The level of performance expressed as a tangible measurable objective against which actual achievement can be compared.  Performance goals can be either outcome or output goals.



PERFORMANCE-PLAN-METRIC



A target of the desired level of performance.



PERSON



An applicant or DoD directly compensated individual.



PERSON-COMPETENCY



A PERSON with a COMPETENCY.



PERSON-DEBT



A legal requirement, recognized and enforceable by the Department of Defense, of a PERSON to pay money to another individual or organization



PERSON-DEVELOPMENT-PLAN



A plan for a PERSONs career development involving training and education.



PERSON-GOAL



A GOAL for a PERSON.



PERSON-HEALTH-HISTORY



Previous HEALTH-CONDITIONs pertaining to a PERSON, including conditions that occurred prior to their association with the Department of Defense.



PERSON-POSITION



A PERSON assigned to a POSITION (a face to space match).



PERSON-RECOGNITION



A RECOGNITION awarded to a PERSON.



PERSON-ROLE



A PERSON performing a role.



PERSON-ROLE-TYPE



A kind of role that a PERSON can perform.



PERSON-SYSTEM-AUTHORIZATION



An associative entity that relates one or Government Organization Person to one or more authorization privileges they have.



PLAN-FACILITY



The location where a plan may be executed.



POSITION



A specific job requiring an established set of established duties.



POSITION-COMPETENCY



A COMPETENCY required for a POSITION.



PRACTICE-IMPROVEMENT-EVALUATION-PERIOD



A period during which a business practice as implemented by a Department of Defense organization will be measured to determine the success of the practice.



PRACTICE-IMPROVEMENT-EVALUATION-PERIOD-METRIC



The use of a METRIC to measure the success of a business practice during a PRACTICE-IMPROVEMENT-EVALUATION-PERIOD



PREVENTIVE-TASK



Subtype of maintenance task performed on a specific material item to ensure the availability of a function when required.  Includes previously defined and scheduled tests, inspections, calibration, servicing, and lubrication.



PRO-FORMA-SET



Provides the ability to reference each pair of US-GENERAL-LEDGER account codes for each set of USSGL-PRO-FORMA entries.



PROCEDURE



A specific set of instructions for performing Department of Defense business practice.



PROCESS-ACTIVITY



A process, activity, or task which has been identified and is tracked as part of a program plan and execution



PROCESS-STRATEGY



A high level plan that describes how a FUNCTIONAL-AREA intends to conduct its mission and improve its operations based on the expectations of the operational community.  This strategy addresses how the work should be done, not what the result of the work should be.



PROCESS-STRATEGY-ITEM



An independently measurable piece of strategy for a FUNCTIONAL-AREA's conduct of its mission and/or its operations.



PROCESS-STRATEGY-ITEM-IMPLEMENTED-BUSINESS-PRACTICE-METRIC



A METRIC that measures how well an IMPLEMENTED-BUSINESS-PRACTICE satisfies a PROCESS-STRATEGY-ITEM.



PROCUREMENT-EVENT



An abstraction representing that part of either a Ship Notice, Receipt, or Invoice that applies to all items associated with the procurement event.



The organization(s), vendor (if applicable), and location(s) associated with a PROCUREMENT EVENT and their roles are represented in association tables.



PROCUREMENT-EVENT-ITEM



A line item that is associated with a PROCUREMENT-EVENT.



This is a supertype entity whose attributes and relationships apply to all of its subtypes.



The subtypes of a PROCUREMENT-EVENT-ITEM are:



  SHIP-NOTICE-ITEM,



  RECEIPT-ITEM, and



  INVOICE-ITEM.



PROCUREMENT-EVENT-ITEM-LOCATION



An associative entity resolving the many-to-many relationship between PROCUREMENT-EVENT and LOCATION.



PROCUREMENT-EVENT-ORGANIZATION-PERSON



An associative entity resolving the many-to-many relationship between PROCUREMENT-EVENT and ORGANIZATION-PERSON.



PROCUREMENT-EVENT-VENDOR



An associative entity resolving the many-to-many relationship between PROCUREMENT-EVENT and VENDOR.



PROCUREMENT-PAYABLE



The subtype of PAYABLE that is generated by a combination of PURCHASE-CONTRACT-ITEM and PROCUREMENT-EVENT (Ship Notice, Receipt, or Invoice) as defined by the MATCH-RULE associated with the PURCHASE-CONTRACT-ITEM.



PROFESSIONAL-ACCOMPLISHMENT



A professional accomplishment that a person may have already acquired or would like to acquire and may have  included in his or her person development plan.



PROGRAM



A planned, coordinated group of activities, or events put together in support of goal or objective.



PROGRAM-FUND



A mechanism constructed to account for the money associated with a program.



PROGRAM-FUND-ALLOCATION



An allocation, apportionment, supplement or reprogramming action which changes the dollar amount in a fund.



PROGRAM-FUND-CHARGE-CODE



A program has a fund code against which costs are accumulated at a point where funding has been officially allocated in support of this program.



PROGRAM-FUND-EXECUTION



An act of spending the funds to support a program.



PROGRAM-INCENTIVE-PLAN



A scheme developed to encourage improved performance.



PROGRAM-INCENTIVE-PLAN-RESULT



A mechanism established to motivate positive program budget performance.



PROGRAM-OBJECTIVE



A specific achievement expected of the work performed for a project.



PROGRAM-PENALTY-REWARD



An incentive or disincentive for not meeting the stated objective.



PROGRAM-PERFORMANCE-PLAN



A plan that describes the metrics that are required to be met to successfully complete the program.



PROGRAM-RECOMMENDATION



A recommendation to the Department of Defense  that considers funding, program performance, and risk assessment of various alternatives.



PROGRAM-REQUIREMENT



A need as determined by review and analysis of the Quadrennial Defense Review, the Defense Planning Guidannce, and National Military Strategy to support the business plan.



PROGRAM-RESOURCE



A program may need the use of one or many resources; a resource may be applied to one or more programs.



PROGRAM-RISK



An element of the program operation where the lack of sufficient resources may impede achieving program objectives and goals.



PROPERTY-PLANT-EQUIPMENT



A serialized item that is not intended for sale in the normal course of operations, is intended for use or is available for use by the services.



PURCHASE-CARD



A bank-issued credit card to a DoD employee for use on official DoD business and travel.



PURCHASE-CARD-AGREEMENT



An agreement between the DoD and a financial institution identifying the terms and conditions for a purchase card program to be jointly supported and administered by the DoD and the financial institution.



PURCHASE-CARD-ORGANIZATION-PERSON



An associative entity to resolve the many-to-many relationship between ORGANIZATION-PERSON and PROCUREMENT-CARD.



Person_Role may be issuer, cardholder, or billing statement approver.



PURCHASE-CONTRACT



A record of the information necessary to procure goods and services from a vendor or another government organization. 



The attributes and relationships associated with this entity also apply to all of its associated PURCHASE-CONTRACT-ITEMs.



PURCHASE-CONTRACT-ITEM



An individual line item associated with a PURCHASE-CONTRACT providing the  purchasing information for a specific good/service.



PURCHASE-CONTRACT-ITEM-LOCATION



The locations associated a purchase contract item.



PURCHASE-CONTRACT-ITEM-TERMS-AND-CONDITIONS



This entity provides a mapping to all of the  terms and conditions that are applicable to a purchase contract item.



This is in addition to any mappings between a purchase contract and other reference clauses.



Note that any reference clauses mapped to a purchase contract item cannot conflict with reference clauses mapped to the associated purchase contract.



PURCHASE-CONTRACT-TERMS-AND-CONDITIONS



This entity provides a mapping to all of the  terms and conditions that are applicable to a purchase contract.



These terms and conditions are applicable to all of the related purchase contract items.



PURCHASE-CONTRACT-VENDOR



An associative entity resolving the many-to-many relationship between PURCHASE-CONTRACT and VENDOR.



PURCHASE-PLAN



A PURCHASE-PLAN, prepared during the concept phase of a program or project, identifies the intended purpose, and provides a brief introduction of the projected system. It also states how the associated PROGRAM-REQUIREMENTs will be achieved through one or more procurement activities.



PURCHASE-PLAN-SOURCING-AGREEMENT



An associative entity resolving the many-to-many relationship between PURCHASE-PLAN and SOURCING-CONTRACT.



PURCHASE-REQUISITION



A request for authorization to initiate a purchase contract based upon the identification of one or more requirements that have had the necessary cost analysis performed.



PURCHASE-REQUISITION-ITEM



An line item associated with a PURCHASE-REQUEST identifying goods or services requested.



PURCHASE-REQUISITION-ITEM-PURCHASE-CONTRACT-ITEM



An associative entity resolving the many-to-many relationship between a PURCHASE-REQUISITION-ITEM and a PURCHASE-CONTRACT-ITEM.



A PURCHASE-REQUISTION-ITEM may result in one or more CONTRACT-ORDER-ITEMS.  For instance, a single vendor may be unable to satisfy a purchase request. Conversely, a CONTRACT-ORDER-ITEM may cover an aggregation of PURCHASE-REQUISITION-ITEMs. This might be done in order to get a quantity discount or priority scheduling.



PURCHASE-REQUISITION-REQUIREMENT



An associative entity resolving the many-to-many relationship between PURCHASE-REQUISITON and PROGRAM-REQUIREMENT.



RECEIPT-ITEM



Detailed information about the receipt business event.



RECEIVABLE



A record of sale, debt, or donation established as a recognized receivable to DoD.



RECEIVABLE-COLLECTION-SCHEDULE



A payment schedule agreed to by the customer and DoD for the collection of an established receivable against a sale, debt, loan, or a donation.



RECEIVABLE-ORDER



Total amount due from a customer which has been established as a receivable by DoD for payment against the sale of goods and services.



RECOGNITION



A formal recognition that was awarded to a GOVERNMENT-ORGANIZATION or to a PERSON.



REFERENCE



A written composition that provides information useful to the Department of Defense.



For example, it could be guidance, a law, or policy that is referenced by mandate; or an explanation of a leading practice.



REFERENCE-CLAUSE



A specific clause within a referenced guidance, law, or policy.



REQUIREMENT



A need as determined by review and analysis of the Quadrennial Defense Review, the Defense Planning Guidannce, and National Military Strategy that supports the Department of Defense mission.



RESOURCE



A consumable item or service which may be labor or materiel used to provide an end product to support the Department of Defense.



RESOURCE-DRIVER



The cost driver of a Resource Activity.



RETURN-EVENT



Sub-type of Logistics Event that represents the return of materiel/asset to Logistics.  Includes return of defective or damaged items, assets for maintenance or repair, and repairable carcasses for refurbishment.



RETURN-EVENT-PLAN



An association between a Return-Event and a Logistics-Plan.



RETURN-PLAN



A defined set of activities for development of a return process for inventory strategy and planning levels.



SALE-EVENT



A subtype of Event that is a DoD sale to a DoD Organization.



SALE-ORDER



A written agreement between buyer and seller on the price to be paid for a merchandise or inventory which is followed by delivery.



SALE-ORDER-BILLING-EVENT



An associative entity which uniquely identifies each sale order to a billing event.



SALE-ORDER-ITEM



A written agreement between buyer and seller on the price to be paid for a merchandise or inventory item which is followed by delivery.



SCHEDULE



A schedule of events to implement a plan.



SEA-TRANSPORTATION-EVENT



The act of moving people, equipment and material over sea.



SHIP-NOTICE-ITEM



Represents an item that has been shipped and is in-transit to a Logistics receiving destination with all required documentation.



SOURCING-CONTRACT



A SOURCING-CONTRACTdocuments the terms and conditions between the government and a vendor for specified goods and/or services that may be purchased via a PURCHASE-CONTRACT.



A SOURCING-CONTRACT does not authorize the vendor to perform billable work or obligate the government to pay for work or material; those events occur as the result of an associated PURCHASE-CONTRACT being issued.



SOURCING-CONTRACT-ITEM



An individual line item associated with a SOURCING-CONTRACT providing the  purchasing information for a specific good/service.



SOURCING-CONTRACT-ITEM-REQUIREMENT



An associative entity to resolve the many-to-many relationship between SOURCING-CONTRACT-ITEM and PROGRAM-REQUIREMENT.



Analysis of an acquisition requirement may identify one or more sourcing agreements that can be used to satisfy the requirement.



SOURCING-CONTRACT-ITEM-TERMS-AND-CONDITIONS



The terms and conditions associated with a SOURCING-CONTRACT that are applicable only to a specific related SOURCING-CONTRACT-ITEM.



SOURCING-CONTRACT-TERMS-AND-CONDITIONS



The terms and conditions associated with a SOURCING-CONTRACT that are applicable to all of the related SOURCING-CONTRACT-ITEMS.



SPECIAL-PAY



An additive pay that is not covered by Allowance, Incentive/Bonus Pay, Separation Pay, Annuitant/Retirement or Base Pay.



SPECIAL-PAY-ENTITLEMENT



An additive pay that is not covered by Allowance, Incentive/Bonus Pay, Separation Pay, Annuitant/Retirement or Base Pay.



STRATEGIC-PLAN



A scheme for achieving identified ends.



STRATEGIC-PLAN-OBJECTIVE



A specific accomplishment expected from the completion of executing the strategic plan.



STRATEGIC-PLAN-PLANNING-GUIDANCE



An application or use of varioius guidelines in one or more strategic plans.



STRATEGY



A overarching approach for accomplishing a goal or an objective.



SUPPLY-CLASS



The various categories, or classes of supply based on a physical characteristric or purpose.



TECHNOLOGY-CAPABILITY



An abilty to accomplish goals and objectives through the deployment of electronically based assets.



TERMS-AND-CONDITIONS



Specific provisions of a purchasing instrument.



Specific information may include payment schedule; limitation on warranties; guidance, a law, or policy that is referenced by mandate.



THREAT-OPPORTUNITY



Assessment of the external environment that addresses operational employment concept and tactical considerations to enable the successful completion of the mission.  Opportunities are those new capabilities and actions that can be taken to enhance the Department of Defense's ability to overcome external threats.



TRAINING



A training event or experience a PERSON has gained.



TRANSPORTATION-EVENT



The act of moving people, equipment or material.



TRANSPORTATION-EVENT-LOCATION



An association between a Transportation-Event and a Location.



TRANSPORTATION-EVENT-PLAN



An association between a Transportation-Event and a Logistics Plan.



TRANSPORTATION-PLAN



The planning process aligned to choosing the mode, vendor, and movement of inventories into and out of an operation.



TRAVEL-EXPENSE-AUTHORIZATION



An order to authorize travel for a PERSON.



TRAVEL-EXPENSE-ITEM



An individual line item of a TRAVEL-AUTHORIZATION, itemizing an element of travel.



TRAVEL-EXPENSE-PAYABLE



Money that is authorized to be paid to a PERSON as reimbursement for monies spent while traveling.



TRIAL-BALANCE



The Trial Balance is the accumulation of all financial and accounting transactions captured in General Ledger Accounts the represent the financial position of the organization at any point in time.  This is the logical representation of the Trial Balance that is reviewed, certified and published.  The US General Ledger is the structure used in posting the Trial Balance.



US-GENERAL-LEDGER



Device that contains the list of General Ledger Account Codes, their descriptions or nomenclature, the normal balance state, that are mandated by the Department of Treasury used to prepare the Trial Balance..



US-GOVERNMENT-DOD-ORGANIZATION



A US Department of Defense governmental organization.



US-GOVERNMENT-NON-DOD-ORGANIZATION



A US governmental organization not part of Department of Defense.  Includes both federal and state/local agencies.



USSGL-PRO-FORMA



The standard United States Standard General Ledger entries used for posting transactions.  Business Rule: This entity validates detail General Ledger details against the US Standard General Ledger Chart of Accounts.



VENDOR



A business external to the federal government with which the organization may conduct business to buy goods.



VENDOR-CERTIFICATON



A certification held by a VENDOR identifying the VENDOR's level of capability to perform a specific type/category of service or provide a specific type/category of good.



WAR-GAME



An exercise or simulation of conditions expected to be encountered by military forces in the event of hostilities with foreign  entities.



Attribute



Accounting_Code_Structure_Activation_Date



The date on which an ACCOUNTING-CODE-STRUCTURE is activated.



Accounting_Code_Structure_Appropriation_Symbol_Code



The Appropriation Symbol code identifies the specific appropriations or fund established by the Department of the Treasury to account for appropriation and othe public law actions of Congress.  This data item is required to meet Treasury's reporting requirements through the monthly "Statement of Transactions According to Appropriations, Funds, and Receipt Accounts in Support of the Statement of Accountablility" RCS-DD-COMP-(M)-1247 and the "Statement of Interfund Transactions" RCS-TREAS-1061.  It is also used by OMB and OSD to identify the appropriations and funds related to the budget execution process.



Accounting_Code_Structure_Budget_Activity_Code



The Budget Activity code identifies the first level sub-division of the Treasury Account from a budget perspective.  Each code value has the potential for several different meanings, depending on which Treasury Account is involved.  This data item is generally required to meet OMB and OSD reporting requirements of the President's Budget and define sub-total requirements of other recurring budget execution reports such as the "Appropriation Status by Fiscal Year and Sub-accounts" RCS ACCTG-RPT-(M)-1002.



Accounting_Code_Structure_Department_Code



The Department Code is assigned and controlled by the Department of the Treasury and it represents the current government department or agency responsible for a fund or account and is the highest governmental organizational level at which appropriation, fund, deposit, clearing and receipt accounts is summarized (unless the funds of the Department were transferred to it by another government department or agency with a retained relationship).  This data item is required to meet Treasury's reporting requirements through the monthly "Statement of Transactions According to Appropriations, Funds, and Receipt Accounts in Support of the Statement of Accountablility" RCS-DD-COMP-(M)-1247 and the "Statement of Interfund Transactions" RCS-TREAS-1061.  It is also used by OMB and OSD to identify the appropriations and funds related to the budget execution process.



Accounting_Code_Structure_Description_Text



The text that describes the ACCOUNTING-CODE-STRUCTURE.



Accounting_Code_Structure_Fiscal_Station_Number_Code



The Fiscal Station Number is the number assigned by Treasury to identify the disbursing office who processes disbursements and cash transactions and the organization with fiscal responsibility for the appropriations and funds received.

This data item identifies the general purpose and nature of the product or services purchased and satisifies the requirements of the OMB Circular A-11 and Treasury report ICRN-1183-TD-QU.



Accounting_Code_Structure_Program_Element_Code



This data item is the smallest item of military output controlled at the OSD level.  It is defined as an integrated combination of men, equipment, and facilities which together constitute an identifiable military capability of support activity.  It appears in the future year defense program (FYDP) from OUSD(C) on data sheets containing information on the mission and related tasks, composition and major equipment, approved force levels for eight years, total obligation authority and manpower for five years.  It identifies a common language for relating programming, budgeting, and accounting for activities and functions in the FYDP.  Except for RDT&E, there is not a one-for-one relationship between the budget sub divisions and the program element code.

Assembled Information Product



A financial or management Information Product that has been partially or completely generated but has not been distributed.



It is in the assembled state.



Assigned Facility



The facility is assigned to an organization for occupancy/use.



Assigned PP&E



Ownership and responsibility for PP&E item has been transferred to end user.



Available for Work



The expected and normal condition of an employed person.  They are currently available to perform the duties of their position.



Awarded Recognition



A form of recognition that is awarded by management.



BUSINESS-PLAN-BUDGET - Estimated



A business plan budget containing the calculated costs associated with the business plan program costs.



BUSINESS-PLAN-BUDGET - Executed



A completed business plan budget having the funds expended within the approved time frame.



BUSINESS-PLAN-BUDGET - President's Budget

It is in the state of having been certified.



Classified Position



A Position that received management approval and classification.



Closed Claim



The final state of the Claim after it receives a decision.



Closed Payable



A Payable that was satisfied.



Closed Purchase Contract



A Purchase Contract that is closed and no longer available for use.



Completed Evaluation



The employee sends feedback to the supervisor after the evaluation encounter and the supervisor documents and records it in the employees file. 



Completed Facility



The facility has been constructed and is ready for occupancy/use.



Completed Logistics Work Order



Logistics Work Order has been performed.



Completely Depreciated PP&E



The PP&E value has been fully depreciated.



Confirmed Payment



A Payment that received confirmation that is was received by the payee.



Confirmed Stopped Payment



A Payment confirmed stopped and the funds retuned to the appropriate account.



Consolidated Draft Payment



A draft payment that has been reconciled as to the count and/or amount of the payment detail to the payable detail prior to the issuance of the draft payment file.  If a discrepancy (an unreconciled payment record) is identified, this information is provided to the Create Draft Payment Disbursing activity and the Manage Open Payables Activities for resolution.



Created Trial Balance



The initial draft of a trial balance created as a result of the mapping, summarizing and posting of transaction information to the general ledger.



Credit Approval Request Initiated



A request for credit approval was received from the vendor and the credit approval process was initiated.



Cure Stage Dunning Notice



When payment is still past due, and the payment is for a product with redeamable value, this dunning notice is issued.  Notify the customer that product must be returned within 10 days from the date of dunning notice otherwise the product will be reposessed.



Deactivated Trial Balance



The discontinuance of a trial balance due to the elimination of the organizational structure that required a separate trial balance (e.g. Base Realignment and Closure (BRAC) could result in the organization merging with other organizational structures or total elimination).

Disapproved Change



A change request to the Standard Accounting Code Structure/Accounting Methodology/Chart of Accounts that has not been approved.



Discontinued Benefit



The Benefit is no longer available to a Person.



Discontinued Development Catalog



A Catalog item that is discontinued and that will longer available for selection.



Discontinued Special Pay



A special pay that is discontinued and that will longer available to be paid to any Person.



Disposed PP&E



PP&E item disposed of.



Dispositioned Inventory



Disposition of excess/obsolete inventory has been made.



Dispositioned PP&E



Disposition of an excess/obsolete PP&E has been made.



Disputed Debt



A debt that is disbuted by the debtor.



Disputed Receivable



The collection set up as a receivable has been disputed by the customer.



Documented Evaluation



The supervisor has performed his or her steps of the scheduled evaluation.  The results of the evaluation of the evaluation are documented and recorded.  The employee is informed that he or she may return feedback relevant to the supervisor's evaluation a



Documented Recognition



A form of recognition that is documented for a member/employee (Person).



Draft Financial Statement



The initial creation of the financial statements based on the approved trial balance, analyzed information, and closing accrual data.



Draft Payable



The Payable in it's first initial state.



Draft Payment



The initial state of a Payment.



Draft Purchase Contract



The initial state of a Purchase Contract.



Draft Purchase Requisition



The initial state of a Purchase Requisition.



EmployedPerson



A human being that is currently directly (i.e., not a contractor) employed and compensated by DoD.



Evaluated Benefit



Management evualated the need for a new benefit, for example, a  Day Care Center with other proposed new benefits.  A specific amount of funds are appropriated for benefits and a Day Care Center is not the only new benefit being proposed.  As well, proposals are being made to improve existing benefits.



Evaluated Claim



A submitted DoD person Claim that is being considered for reimbursement.



Evaluated Development Catalog



A Catalog item that has been evaluated for management’s approval/disapproval.  



Evaluated Special Pay



A special pay that has been evaluated for management’s approval/disapproval.  



Evaulated Recognition



A comprehensive review by management to insure the proposed recognition is reviewed for accuracy.   



Exhausted Purchase Contract



A Purchase Contract that was completely utilized and no longer available or open.



Facility Under Construction



Facility is under construction according to a contract.A contract has been awarded for construction of the facility.



Flagged Purchase Card



A purchase card account in question and being watched for possible fraud.



Implemented Benefit



The benefit is advertised and placed in the employee's options package for selection as a benefit.



Implemented Change Request



An approved change to the Standard Accounting Code Structure/Accounting Methodology/Chart of Accounts that has been implemented into the Standard Accounting Code Structure/Accounting Methodology/Chart of Accounts.



Implemented Development Catalog



A Development Catalog item that is implemented as a result of a decision to authorize it as available to the DoD members.



Implemented Recognition



A form of recognition that has been implemented and can be awarded to an employee or an organization.



Implemented Special Pay



A special pay that is implemented as a result of a decision to authorize a particular special pay to an employee.



In-Review Information Product



A financial or management Information Product that has been partially or completely generated but has not been distributed because it is being reviewed for distirbution approval.

Incomplete Credit Approval



Credit approval process is still not completed pending receipt of additional information requested from the vendor.



Initiated Dunning Notice



When payment is not received within 5-15 day past the due date, the first dunning notice is issued.



Interpreted Change Request



The interpreted change request to the Standard Accounting Code Structure/Accounting Methodology/Chart of Accounts with its impact assessment.



Invalid Disputed Receivable



Customers objections are not valid. Customer must make payment to resolve the disputed receivable.



Inventory In Stock



Inventory item is under DoD control and available for use/issue.



Inventory On Order



Action has been taken to get required inventory into stock but the inventory has not yet been received.



Issued Inventory



Inventory transferred to entity outside of DoD Logistics control for local stocking or use.



Issued Payment



A Payment that was satisfied through the issuance of funds.



Issued Purchase Card



A purchase card issued to a cardholder.



Leased Facility



A DoD facility under lease.



Lost Inventory



Inventory item cannot be physically located



Lost PP&E



PP&E item cannot be physically located



Matched Payable



A draft Payable that was successfully matched for further processing.



Missing Purchase Card



A purchase card that was reported missing.



Modified Benefit



An existing (implemented) Benefit where the eligilibility or reward critieria was modified following management approval.



Modified Development Catalog



A Catalog entry that is modified as a result of a detailed review by competent authority.   



Modified Purchase Contract Item



The transition state where an Open Purchase Contract Item has been modified.



This results in:



(1) the restriction of further purchases against the exisiting Open Purchase Contract Item and



(2) the creation of a new Open Purchase Contract Item replacing the Open Purchase Contract Item that was modified .



Modified Special Pay



A special pay that is modified as a result of a detailed review by competent authority.   



Obsolete Information Product



An Information Product that has been published and has been determined to be no longer valid.



It is in the state of being obsolete.



Open Payable



A Payable awaiting for its payment date to arrive in order to be selected and included in a payment.



Open Purchase Contract



An issued Purchase Contract that is open and awaiting fulfillment.



Over 45 Days Past Due Dunning Notice



When payment is due past 45 days, this dunning notice is issued. Penalties are assessed on the balance due. Notify the customer that if payment is not received in full, credit agencies will be notified and the customer will be referred to the collection agency.



Overdue Debt



A debt that reached an overdue status based upon a defined amount of time that it remained outstanding.



Overdue Receivable



Receipt of collection is past its due date.



PERFORMANCE PLAN - Closed



A closure of the performance plan for reasons other than program completion.

PROGRAM FUND - Augmented



A condition in which the initial baseline of funding has been increased as a result of supplemental or reprogramming efforts.



PROGRAM FUND - Depleted



A condition reached when the funds have been fully expended.



PROGRAM FUND - Initial Estimated



A fund with an estimated value for the program the fund supports that will be maintained for performance evaluation purposes.



PROGRAM FUND - Initial Framework



An establishment of an unappropriated or unallocated fund to serve as the mechanisms for fund control during program execution.

An approved estimation of funding for a program.

Partially Satisfied Dunning Notice



A dunning notice is initiated for the remainder of the payment. Only a part of the payment had been received and the remainder is still past the payments initial due date.



Partially Satisfied Receivable



The payment against the collection was not received in full.



Performed Encounter



A health care encounter that was completed.



Planned Logistics Work Order



Activities required to prepare for performance of a Logistics Work Order have been completed, and assignment of resources made and recorded.



Position Vacant



A Position that is not currently filled.



Pre-Bill



A bill which is produced for foreign military sales. It provides an opportunity for a foreign military government to review and approve the bill before the final bill is generated.



Proposed Change



The recommended change to the Standard Accounting Code Structure/Accounting Methodology/Chart of Accounts based on the assessed impact of the change.



Published Financial Statement



The published certified financial statements.



Published Information Product



An Information Product that has been generated and distributed.



Any distributed Information Product is considered to be published.



A Published Information Product may require follow up certification.



Published Trial Balance



The publication of the final trial balance.



Receivable Cancelled/Written-Off



The receivable was cancelled being in error or was waived.



Receivable in Litigation



DoD decided to take the customer to the court to collect the disputed receivable.



Received Claim



The initial state of the Claim submitted by the Person for processing.



Received Information Requirement



An Information Requirement that has been received but has not been reviewed for completness and correctness.



Recorded Debt



The initial state of a debt that is recorded as an account receivable against an individual, organization or vendor.



Recorded Encounter



A health care encounter that was documented.



Recorded Evaluation



The employee gives his or her feedback during the evaluation during the evaluation and the supervisor documents and records it in the evaluation before ending the encounter with the employee.



Recorded Materiel Catalog Item



The materiel item is in the catalog and authorized for acquisition and issuance.



Recorded Payment Disputed Receivable



Customer notifies that he/she is disputing the collection. The receivable/collection is recorded as disputed.



Recorded Receivable



A collection for which accounts receivable has been established.



Referred Encounter



A health care encounter that was referred by a primary care provider.



Rejected Benefit



The newly proposed Benefit was rejected by management and is no longer being considered.



Rejected Claim



A submitted Claim that was rejected for reasons of completeness, accuracy or eligibility.



Rejected Credit



Credit request from a vendor was rejected considering the vendor's bad credit history.



Rejected Development Catalog



A proposed Catalog that is rejected by management for  administrative reasons.



Rejected Information Requirement



An Information Requirement that has been reviewed and found to contain errors or other problems that prevent the generation and publication of the Information Product.



The Informatin Requirement is awaiting modification to correct it.



Rejected Recognition



A proposed form of recognition that was not approved.



Rejected Special Pay



A proposed special pay that is rejected by management for  administrative reasons.



Requested Change Request



A change request to the Standard Accounting Code Structure/Accounting Methodology/Chart of Accounts that has been approved.



Requested Encounter



A request for a health care encouter (office visit) for an insured member.



Requested Position



The initial state of the Position entity.  Requested.



Requested Purchase Card



A purchase card requested for issuance.



Requested new Bill



A bill is generated for the products and services delivered by DoD to a customer. It is a partial bill if only a partial delivery was made. It is a progress bill for a work-in-progress project.



Required Inventory



The need for an inventory item has been identified and acquisition authorized.



Required Materiel Catalog Item



A requirement for a materiel not currently available in the catalog has been identified.



Required PP&E



The need for a PP&E item has been identified and acquisition authorized.



Researched Customer Dispute Issues



DoD researches customer's reasons for the dispute, and prepares a case for resolving the dispute.



Resolved Dispute



The dispute was resolved either by customer making full payment or DoD making adjustment to the payment and customer making the adjusted payment.



Retired Information Requirement



An Information Requirement that is no longer used to generate an Information Product because it has been determined that the subsequent Information Product has been superceded by another or the Information Product is no longer needed.



RetiredPerson



A DoD person who is retired following specific eligibility requirements from employment within DoD.



Returned Draft Purchase Requisition



A Purchase Requisition that must be corrected before receiving managment approval.



Returned Payment



A Payment returned by the payee.



Returned Purchase Requisition



A Purchase Requisition that was returned to the requestor due to the inability to satisfy the terms and conditions of the requisition.



Reviewed Trial Balance



The trial balance that has been reviewed and analyzed including variance and trend analysis.



Reviewed and Analyzed Financial Statement



The draft financial statements that have been reviewed and analyzed for completeness and compliance to statisfy the financial statement requirements.



Satisfied Bill



Payment against the final bill have been received in full from the customer.



Satisfied Debt, Paid



A debt that was paid and completely satisfied.



Satisfied Debt, Written Off



A debt that was satisfied by agreement to write off (ignore) the debt.



Satisfied Dunning Notice



The past due payment had been satisfied in full including interest and penalties that had accrued for late payment.



Satisfied Receivable



Collection against the receivable has been received to its satisfaction.



Scheduled Encounter



A requested health care encounter that is scheduled based upon agreement of date/time.



Scheduled Evaluation



A date, time and place have been selected and communicated between a supervisor and a subordinate to conduct a performance evaluation.  Draft of the evaluation is completed.   



Scheduled Logistics Work Order



A time frame, or point in time has been identified and recorded for performance of an identified logistics task.



Scheduled Payable



An approved Payable that is scheduled for payment (disbursement).



Selected Payable



A payable that has been selected for inclusion in a payment and awaiting confirmation of the payment.



Sold Facility



The facility has been sold and DoD no longer owns the facility.



Sold Inventory



Inventory has been sold to non-DoD entity.



Sold PP&E



Ownership of PP&E is no longer owned by the U.S. government.



Sourced Materiel Catalog Item



A sourcing agreement is in place for a materiel item from a particular vendor.



Status Unknown



The Peson is missing and their status unknown.



Suspended Bill



A bill which has been suspended and is pending finalization for whatever reason.



Suspended Draft Payment



A Payment that is being held pending release of the conditions associated with the hold.



Suspended Payable



An open Payable that is being held awaiting a release from the conditions of hold before payment.



Terminated Person



A DoD person whos employment relationship with DoD is terminated.



Transferred Facility



An assigned DoD facility that was transferred to another government rganization outside of DoD.



Transferred PP&E



Ownership of PP&E item transferred from DoD to other government agency.



Unapproved Information Product



A financial or management Information Product that has been has been reviewed and not approved for distribution.



Unavailable for Work



A DoD employed person that is currently unavailable for work.  This may be due to disability, leave, or any other circumstance that makes them unavailable for work.



Unconfirmed Stopped Payment



A Payment that was requested stopped and is currently in an unconfirmed stopped state.



Unmatched Payable



A draft Payable that failed the matching criteria.



Valid Disputed Receivable



Customer's objections are reviewed. The dispute is vaid 1) if the customer never received product or service, 2) service did not meet contractual requirements, 3) customer was overcharged for the product or service.



Validated Bill



This is the final bill which is produced for a customer against the outstanding receivables. The final bill may or may not be preceded by a pre-bill. The final bill can be a periodic bill, a special bill, a reimbursible bill, a fixed price bill, or an advance payment bill.



Verfied Information Requirement



An Information Requirement that has been reviewed and verified as being correct and the subsequent Information Product can be generated and published.



Transition



Abandoned



Facility is abandoned or demolished without official transfer of ownership.



Acquire PP&E



Obtain PP&E for use within the DoD by purchase on new contract, existing contract, transfer from other non-DoD Government agencies, or private organizations.



Add Materiel Item to Catalog



The materiel item is now put into the catalog to allow visibility to the department.



Adjustment/Write-off



Adjusted payment due from the customer is received. Alternatively, a dispute may be resolved internally through a credit memo.



Agreement date/time



Specific date/time is recored to the requested Encounter.



Alternate Metrics



A review and substitution of metrics determined to be more effective in meausring the business plan's and business plan budget's performance.



Alternate Targets & Variances



An alternate determination, after review, of the targets and variances appropriate for the goals and objectives of the performance plan.



Alternative Costing



A re-evaluation of the estimated costs.



Approval/Classification



The transition of classifying and approving the Position.



Approved Change Request



The approved change proposal to the Standard Accounting Code Structure/Accounting Methodology/Chart of Accounts



Approved Pre-Bill



The pre-bill information has been reviewed by the customer, and discrepencies or objections, if any, have been resolved.



Assign PP&E



Transfer ownership of and responsibility for PP&E item to end user and record accountability.  If PP&E meets conditions for depreciation, then depreciation will begin or resume.



Assigned



Assign tenant organization to leased facility for occupancy/use as a result of a defined facility requirement.



Authorization, Appropriation



Congressional approval and delegated authority for program execution and fund expenditure.



Available



The Person is available for work.



Awarded Recognition



An individual Recognition that was awared to a Person or Organization.



Bad Credit History



The customer has a bad credit history which are grounds for credit denial.



Budget Rollup



An action consolidating the business plan budgets of low level organizations into the single business plan budget for the DoD.



Call For Review



Management requested a review of the iplemented benefit.  The benefit has been seleted and used by employees.  A portion of management's review will consist of appoval ratings from employees making use of the benefit.



Call For Review Catalog



Management requested a review of the iplemented Catalog item.  A portion of management's review will consist of evaluation ratings from employees making use of the Catalog item.



Call For Review Recognition



Management call for a review of the implemented Recognition.



Call For ReviewSpecial Pay



Management called for an evaluation of the Special Pay.



Cancel Deferred Logistics Work Order



Cancel previously deferred Logistics Work Order.



Cancel Planned Logistics Work Order



Cancel previously planned Logistics Work Order



Cancel Scheduled Logistics Work Order



Cancel previously scheduled Logistics Work Order.



Certified Financial Statement



The certified financial statements indicating that the financial information provided is accurate, complete, and is supportable.



Changed Catalog Item



Following modification the Development Catalog item is changed for implementation.



Complete



The review of the received Claim is complete.



Completed Evaluation



The Evaluation is final and a complete record within the Person's HR profile.



Completed Health Evaluation



A DoD person's health is evaluated prior to the actual health care encounter.



Constructed



Perform activities to construct the facility and ready it for occupancy/use.



Construction Contracted



A formal contract is drafted, issued for bids, and ultimately awarded to construct the facility.  Includes agreements with DoD and other government agencies.



Costing



An assessment of the economic requirements of the program and program details within the business plan.



Credit agency researched



DoD forwards details on the customer to the credit agency for a credit check.



Customer dispute



The receivable has been disputed by the customer.



Customer has invalid basis



Customer does not have a valid basis for the dispute.



Customer has valid basis



Customer has a valid basis for disputing the receivable.



Death



The employed Person died.



Debtor acknowledgement



Organization, person, or vendor acknowledges debt it owes DoD.



Defer Planned Logistics Work Order



Defer previously planned Logistics 



Work Order to a later time frame.



Defer Scheduled Logistics Work Order



Defer previously scheduled Logistics Work Order.



Demand letter



A demand letter is initiated notifying the customer of the collection due to DoD.



Depreciation Complete



The full value of the PP&E has been depreciated.



Designed



Perform the required architecture and engineering, including drawings required to construct the facility.



Determine Inventory Excess/Obsolete



Action taken to determine that inventory item is no longer suitable for service or use.



Determine PP&EExcess/Obsolete



Action taken to determine that PP&Eis no longer suitable for service or use.



Determine if Materiel Item Is Excess or Obsolete



Review the materiel item to determine if it should no longer be available for the department.



Determine if Substitute Materiel Item Is Required



Identify any need to substitute a different materiel for the current item in the catalog.



Develop Metrics



A selection and tailoring of the metrics to be used during the course of business plan and business plan budget execution to evalute the state of the execution with the goals and objectives of the plans.



Developed Targets & Variances



A determination of the acceptable thresholds for satisfactory performance on the part of the business plan and business plan budget.



Directed Changes



An action resulting from modification of goals or objectives impacting the business plan content and requiring generation of costs as a result of the changes.



Disapproved Change Request



The rejection of a proposed change request to the Standard Accounting Code Structure/Accounting Methodology/Chart of Accounts with justification and/or alternative recommendation.



Dispose of Excess/Obsolete Inventory



Inventory item is disposed of in a manner precluding recycling or reuse, e.g., sent to the landfill.

Perform delivery of Logistics Work Order.



Facility Assigned



Assign tenant organization to a newly constructed/renovated facility for occupancy/use as a result of a defined facility requirement.



Facility Reassigned



Transfer ownership of and accountability for a facility from one end user to another.



Failed Recognition Criteria



The submitted new Recognition failed content criteria.



Fails Benefit Submission Criteria



The Benefit proposal failed managents's review criteria and the benefit was rejected. 



Fails Catalog Submission Criteria



The Catalog proposal failed managements review criteria and the item was rejected. 



Fails Special Pay Submission Criteria



The Special Pay proposal failed managents's review criteria and the benefit was rejected. 



Feedback Recorded



The documented Evaluation received formal recored employee feedback.



Final Costing



An approved final cost estimation for a program's fund.



Final Trial Balance



The approved working trial balance to be released for publication



Finalized Consolidated Budet



A reviewed and approved consolidated business plan budget prepared for Presidential review.



Finalized Estimated Budget



A review and approval of the cost figures generated in the estimation phase.



Foreign military sales



If the bill is for foreign military sales, a pre-bill needs to be generated for a review by the foreign government before a final bill is generated. The intent is to avoid protracted details and inquiries.



Full Payment



Payment has been received in full against the donation.



Good Credit History



Customer has a good credit history which are the basis for credit approval.



HR Profile Documented



Following the awarded Recognition the appropriate HR profiles are documented.



Identified Program Requirement



Business plan goals and objectives are refined and organized into activity functions designed to



Implement Change



The implementation of an accepted change request to the Standard Accounting Code Structure/Accounting Methodology/Chart of Accounts modification, new structure, element or calculation



Incomplete Information



Additional information on the customer is required to approve credit. The application request is held pending approval status.



Information Product Archive



The process of determining when an Information Product will be archived.  This is usually based on elapsed time.



Only those Information Products requiring archiving will go through this process.



Information Product Certification



The process of reviewing a generated Information Product which requires certification approval.



Only those Information Products requiring certification will go through this process.



Information Product Distribution



The process of completing the generation on an Information Product, if needed, and distributing it to all recipients.



Information Product Distribution Review



The process of reviewing a generated Information Product which requires distribution approval to determine if the product can be distributed.



Only those Information Products requiring distribution approval will go through this process.



Information Product Need Evaluation



The process of reviewing a published Information Product to determine if the product is still of value.

Interpreted Change Request



The interpreted change request to the Standard Accounting Code Structure/Accounting Methodology/Chart of Accounts with its impact assessment.



Involuntary Termination



The employed Person was separated from DoD employment involuntarily.



Issue Inventory



Transfer ownership of inventory item outside of DoD Logistics for local stocking or use.



Lease



Perform activities to lease the facility and ready it for occupancy/use.



Lose Inventory



Inventory item is lost to use and non-recoverable for scrap or cannibalization.



Lose PP&E



PP&E item is lost to use and non-recoverable for scrap or cannibalization.



Management Approval



Management evualated the need for a new benefit with other proposed new benefits and made a decision to approve the new benefit.



Management Approval Catalog



Management evualated the need for a new Catalog entry with other proposed items and made a decision to approve the new Catalog.



Management Approval Recognition



Management approval of the evaluated Recognition.



Management Approval Special Pay



Ffollowing the evaulation, management approved the modification to the Special Pay.



Management Disapproval



Following an evaluation, management disapproved the benefit.

Objections/observations



Billing information may be challenged by the customer or some information may not yet be available to produce a final bill causing generation of bill to be suspended temorarily.



Observations/objections cleared



Observations and/or objections raised by the customer were cleared which resulted in changing the bill status from suspense bill to a final bill.



Offered Position Accepted



The applicant was offered a position.



Order Inventory



Actions taken to get inventory item into stock, including establishing new contract or requesting items from vendors per existing agreements.



Partial Payment



Payment has been received in part against the donation.



Passed Recognition Criteria



The new submitted passed submission criteria.



Past due



Collection is past due date and has not been received.



Payment



The payment has been received in full.



Person Missing



The Person who was unavailable for work is now determined missing.



Physician referral



A medical physican is referred to the requested Encounter.



Plan Approval



A performance perform reviewed for completeness and deemed acceptable for the task to be performed.



Plan Approved



A review and acknowledgement the plan satisfies goals and objectives within given costraints.



Plan Logistics Work Order



Perform Activities required to prepare for performance of a Logistics Work Order (e.g., identification of required resources, materiel, etc.), select and assign resources.



Position Defined



Position roles, responsibilities and skill requirements are defined.



Position Profile Developed



This transition results in a funded Position.



Prior Year Costs



An action that involves the collection of prior cost amounts for the program and program components in the initial framework.



Program Completion

A review, reordering, and cost re-evaluation of the programs designated in the business plan and reflects the tradeoffs and alternatives of program and associated resources required to meet the end objectives.



Request additional information



A request for additional information is forwarded to DoD by the credit agency.



Requirement Costing



An estimated amount based upon initial cost estimates for a business plan program.



Requirements Modified



The vacant Position's job requirement are modified leading to a newly defined Position.



Reschedule Deferred Logistics Work Order



Determine the general time frame or specific date and time for a previously deferred Logistics Work Order.



Researched dispute



Respond to customer's objections by providing additional information.



Retired from Service



The DoD Person is retired from active service.



Returned



Issued items are returned from the end user to inventory and are available for issuance or disposition.



Returned to Duty



The Person was "found" and now available for work.



Review Change Requested



A review of the requested change to the Standard Accounting Code Structure/Accounting Methodology/Chart of Accounts to insure there is sufficient information to make a sound proposal for change.



Rolled Out Benefit



The benefit is included in the employee benefits package.



Rolled Out Catalog Item



The Development Catalog item is included in the Catalog and available to employees (Person).



Rolled Out Recognition



DoD implementation of the Recognition.  Available now for award.



Rolled Out Special Pay



The transition required to implement special pay that has been approved by competent authority.



Sale



Transfer ownership of facility to entity outside of DoD.



Satisfied

Schedule Logistics Work Order

A business plan budget with the Presidential signature.



Source Materiel Item



An agreement is put into place with a vendor to authorize the acquisition of a materiel item.



Stopped Benefit



The benefit is no longer available to employees.



Stopped Catalog



The transition required to discontinue a particular Catalog entry that has been determined to have no additional merit. 



Stopped Special Pay



The transition required to discontinue to a particular special pay that has been determined to have no additional merit. 



Submit Draft for Review



The submission of the draft financial statements for review and analysis.



Submit Reviewed Financial Statement



The submission of the reviewed and analyzed financial statements for certification.



Supplements, Reprogramming



A change to a program fund that modifies the fund balance through non-execution actions.



Transactions, Reprogramming



A change to the level of funding in a program fund due to execution of the program or program funding modifications that alter the balance in the fund.



Transfer PP&E



Transfer ownership of PP&E item to non-DoD government entity.



Transferred



Responsibility for facility is transferred to another DoD activity.



Unavailable



The Person is unavailable for work for any number of reasons.



Validated billing data



All the information required to produce the final bill is good and complete.



Waived



DoD waived collection for the receivable.



Working Trial Balance



The reviewed and analyzed trial balance submitted for certification.



Write-off debt



Write-off debt as uncollectible.



Business Rule



ACC_Accounting_Accrual_Entries



Accrual entries are made at the source process



ACC_Accounting_Adjustments_and_Offsets_1



"Adjusting/Offsetting (i.e.., liquidation, cancellation, etc) transaction processes will be imbedded in the technology."



ACC_Accounting_Adjustments_and_Offsets_2



Cost data will be mapped and posted to the appropriate cost model where assigned output will be produced for management decision making.



ACC_Accounting_Asset_Tracking



All property assets must be identified to their owning organization



ACC_Accounting_Codes



"All Accounting codes must be linked to a ""shorthand code"" so that users have the capable of building the full accounting code by using the abbreviated code."

The cost accounting system must calculate the unit cost of outputs/outcomes.



ACC_Accounting_Cost_Accounting_Update_of_Subsidiary_Accounts



Process Cost Accounting must maintain and/or update all subsidiary accounts necessary to satisfy management information requirements.  Process Cost Accounting System must be subsidiary to the General Accounting System.



ACC_Accounting_Cost_Closing_Entries

"When determining an estimated liability in cases where there are a range of estimates, utilize the better estimate if known or recognize the minimum amount in the range and disclose a description of the nature of the contingency."



ACC_Accounting_Cost_Quantative_Units_2



"When the cost of land is not identifiable, general PP&E shall include only land or land rights with an identifiable cost that was specifically acquired for or in connection with construction of general PP&E"



ACC_Accounting_Currency_Transactions_1



All core transactions and resulting financial impact must be recorded in period of settlement



ACC_Accounting_Currency_Transactions_2



All core transactions must be translated into US dollars prior to submission to the General Ledger using the appropriate currency conversion rate in effect at the time of recording the original transaction.



ACC_Accounting_Depreciation_Capital_Assets_1



Depreciation expense and accumulated depreciation for capital lease assets should be reflected in the financial accounts.



ACC_Accounting_Depreciation_Capital_Assets_2



"Within the DoD, straight-line depreciation method will be used to depreciate property assets. System identification of indirect costs must utilize approved definitions.



ACC_Accounting_Methodologies



"Standard Accounting Methodologies will be established, maintained, and disseminated through the Accounting process including, but not limited to: amortization and depreciation."



ACC_Accounting_National_Defense_Financial_Statements_PP&E



An entity must report National Defense PP&E as required supplementary stewardship information accompanying its financial statements.  Reporting at the entity level for National Defense PP&E must be more specific than the Government level.



ACC_Accounting_National_Defense_PP&E



An entity shall show no asset amounts on its balance sheet for  National Defense PP&E.



ACC_Accounting_Non-financial_Data_Narrative_Support



Organized non-financial data relevant to narrative support will be accumulated prior to posting to the general ledger.

"The accounting code structure must be capable of tracking programs, projects and activities to the appropriate organizational units.  "



ACC_Accounting_Process_Timing



The accounting process must ensure the aggregation of accurate accounting data that is provided in a timely manner.



ACC_Accounting_Self_Balancing_Accounts



All proprietary and budgetary accounts must be self-balancing.



ACC_Accounting_Standard_Accounting_Code_Structure_1



All transactions must have an identified standard accounting treatment.

Model structure must incorporate Standard Accounting Code Structure



ACC_Accounting_Standardized Accounting_ Code_ Structure_1

ACC_Accounting_Working Capital



"For working capital funds, the accounting system must accept data for general ledger entries for ""other financing source"" that equals the amounts of depreciation of donated assets."



ACC_General_Ledger_Account_Transactions



All processes must validate check for the use of certain general ledger transactions associated with specific record type seven transactions.

The system must accept advance payments from customers for future sale orders.

A debt is aged on the date the receivable was set up for the debt and not the date on which the debt was incurred.



CAR_Age_Donation



A donation is aged on the date the donation is pledged to DoD.



CAR_Age_Receivable_Order



All receivable orders that have payment terms will be aged on the date the receivable was established.



CAR_Balance _Cash_With_US_Treasury



All cash or cash equivalent disbursements and deposits made by the Department of Defense, will be reconciled on a monthly basis against what the United States Treasury has recorded as disbursements and deposits.



CAR_Bill_Generation



Bills must be generated and issued no later than 10 days after the goods and services have been delivered to the customer.



CAR_Bill_Payment_Due_Date



For all inter-governmental bills,  the payment due date is the date of bill creation.



CAR_Bill_With_Payment_Terms



A sales order that generates a bill with payment terms, must create a receivable.



CAR_Bill_Without_Payment_Terms



A reimbursable or a direct funded bill which does not include payment terms must not establish a receivable.



CAR_Collection_After_Receivable_Write-off



A collection against a written-off receivable which was not transferred to the US Treasury  must be traced back to the written-off receivable.



CAR_Credit_Approval_Status_And_Limits



Levels of credit status and limits must be full, CASH only, hold, and stop.



CAR_Credit_Approval_Status_and_Limits



Levels of credit status and limits must be full, CASH only, hold, and stop.



CAR_Credit_Limit_Threshold



Credit sales must not exceed 1.05 times the credit limit for a customer.



CAR_Credit_Sale



A customer whose payment checks were rejected by the bank at least twice, will no longer be allowed a credit sale.



CAR_Customer Master Account Information



Gather customer information from application received.



CAR_Customer_Credit_Limit_Evaluation



A customer's credit limit must be evaluated once a year.



CAR_Debt_Demand_Letter



When a debt is recorded as a receivable for collection, a demand letter must be initiated.



CAR_Debt_Effective_Date



A debt is effective on date the debt is established or identified.



CAR_Debts_In_Litigation



A debt which is in litigation must be transferred to Department of Justice.



CAR_Delinquent_Over_180_Days



A delinquent account over 180 days must be referred to the Department of Treasury.



CAR_Delinquent_Under_180_Days



A delinquent account delinquent for less than 180 days which requires further collection effort, must be referred to private COLLECTION agencies (PCAs).



CAR_Deposit_Identification.



Each deposit record must be identified to an appropriation account.



CAR_Deposit_Recordation_Date



All deposits from financial institutions must be recorded on the date received.



CAR_Disbursement_Identification.



Each disbursement record must be identified to an appropriation account.



CAR_Disbursement_Reconciliation



All disbursements (Payroll & Vendor) generated by Department of Defense, must be reconciled with United States Treasury  recorded disbursements on a monthly basis.



CAR_Disbursement_Recordation_Date



All disbursements must be recorded on the date disbursed.



CAR_Disputed_Receivable



A statement from the customer on the disputed debt/receivable must be recorded to facilitate resolution of the debt/receivable.



CAR_DoD_Service_Member_Debt



A debt owed from a DoD services member for more than 90 days must be referred to the U.S. Treasury.



CAR_Dunning_Notice_Issue_Limit



A delinquent customer must not be issued more than one dunning notice per 30 days.



CAR_EFTS_Credit_CARD_Payments



System must accept payments by EFTS and/or credit cards.



CAR_Established_Receivable_Order_Amount



A receivable when established must not have a zero dollar amount.



CAR_Established_Receivable_Order_Amount-1



A receivable when established must not have a zero dollar amount.



CAR_Full_Payment_Sale



A customer who has not been assigned a credit rating, must make a full payment on a sale order.



CAR_Invoice_Identification_Number_Allocation



For a receivable which was not created through the billing process, each payment request must be assigned a unique invoice number/identification number.



CAR_Late_Payment_Penalties



Interest and/or penalty must be levied on a late payment or non-payment of a receivable in accordance with the terms of the contract for that receivable.



CAR_Misapplied_ Payment_Correction



Misapplied payments must be corrected within 3 to 5 business days of receipt of misapplied payment notification.



CAR_Non-traceable_Payment



A payment received at DoD which cannot be traced to a receivable account must be sent to US treasury at 180 days of the date the funds were received for disposition.



CAR_Override_Authorization



All overrides of customer credit limit over 5% must be authorized.



CAR_Payment_Application_Date



All customer payments must be applied to the customer's account on the date the payments are received.



CAR_Payment_Due_Date_Limit



A payment due date assigned to a receivable must not be greater than 90 days from the billing date.



CAR_Payment_Effective_Date



A customer payment must be applied to the customer's account effective the date of payment receipt.



CAR_Payment_Recordation_Priorities



All payments made by the debtor on a delinquent debt must be applied first to administrative fees, penalties, interest,and then to principal unless otherwise stated in program statute.



CAR_Proactive_Payment_Collection



Contact customer/debtor at least 3 to 5 days prior to payment due date.



CAR_Receivable_Aging



A RECEIVABLE is aged based on terms agreed to by the customer



CAR_Receivable_Order_Billing



All receivable orders except debt must generate a positive or negative revenue (not zero amount) through the billing process.



CAR_Receivable_Order_Write-off



A receivable order which has not been satisfied within 180 days, must be written off.



CAR_Receivable_Payment_Due_Date



All receivables must be assigned a payment due date at the time they are established.



CAR_Receivable_Write-off_Adjustment



Individual receivable accounts with write-off amounts of $250.00 or less, any payments received subsequent to the date of write-off will be applied to the amounts written off.

Human Resources will track the status of a claim's appeal proceedings when a change is made affecting a current claimant's level of benefits.



HRM_Traveler_On_Official_Business_Must_Use_Government_Issued_Travel_Card



A traveler on official business traveling at government expense must use a government issued travel charge card.



HRM_Travelers_Advised_In_Advance_About_Travel_Arrangements_And_Expenses



"Travelers should be advised, in advance, of their entitlements, the arrangements made for them, probably expenses, and a good estimate of what they will be reimbursed."



HRM_Travelers_Arrange_Commercial_Travel_Through_Authorized_Channels



"Travelers should arrange commercial transportation, rental cars (if authorized), and government and/or commercial lodging through authorized channels."

Do not record balance sheet assets for Stewardship land.



LOG_Plant_Property_And_Equipment_Stewardship_Land_Ledger



Land and land rights unconnected to other general PP&E will be recorded as Stewardship land.



LOG_Plant_Property_And_Equipment_Stewardwhip_Land_Accountability



Do not record balance sheet assets for Stewardship land.



LOG_Plant_Property_And_Equipment_Strategic_Planning



Only federal employees can draft strategic plans.



LOG_Predictive_Maintenance_Execution



The actor must execute this predictive maintenance task based on documented procedures and the schedule.



LOG_Preventative_Maintenance_Execution



The actor must execute this preventative maintenance task based on documented procedures and the schedule.



LOG_Prior_Year_Amount



Financial Statements will not include prior year amounts.



LOG_Proactive_Maintenance_Performance_Assessment



The actor must objectively score the performance using an appropriate scoring method based on the asset on which the maintenance was performed



LOG_Project_Performance_Assessment



The actor must objectively score the performance using an appropriate scoring method based on the asset on which the maintenance was performed



LOG_Project_Plan_Coordination_1



[A project is defined as having discreet and measurable objectives, a start time and an end time, and tied to identified assets.]  The actor must capture all relevant data required, including Vendor contracts, purchase orders, project plans, to develop the project schedule.



LOG_Project_Plan_Coordination_2



The actor must coordinate all project plans with a total duration exceeding three months and/or work costing in excess of $1000.00.



LOG_Project_Plan_Coordination_3



[Expenses accrued in developing an unimproved plan are associated with a non-specific planning charge code.]  Expenses accrued in the developing a plan that is approved must be associated with approved charge codes against an asset(s).



LOG_Project_Progress_Validation_1



The actor must assess the project data against plan timeline and identified milestones.



LOG_Project_Progress_Validation_2



[The actor must assess the project data against plan timeline and identified milestones.]  The actor must document the progress to date.



LOG_Project_Progress_Validation_3



The actor must review and validate the contractor's progress report and invoices within five business days of receipt of the documents.



LOG_Project_Reviews



The actor must identify the appropriate review period for the project.  The actor must develop any plan revisions to ensure project progress.



LOG_Project_Task_Execution



The actor must execute this project task based on documented procedures and the schedule.



LOG_Property_Provided_To_Contractors



"Detailed information will be recorded for all property provided to contractors (i.e., real property and DOD property transferred from one contract to another)."



LOG_Property_Type_Cost_Revenue



Record all cost and revenues according to property type and nature of disposal or forfeiture.



LOG_Quality_Assurance_Inspections



The actor must ensure that the completed work meets specified requirements in the plan and any other existing constraints.  The actor must use a QA check list provided by the pre-plan, specs, or other quality assurance document.



LOG_Quality_Standards_Inspections



The asset and materiel record must specifically describe the latest conformance specifications to support incoming or outgoing inspection.



LOG_Reactive_Maintenance_Performance_Assessment



The actor must objectively score the performance using an appropriate scoring method based on the asset on which the maintenance was performed



LOG_Real_Property_Facility_Inspection



The actor must inspect the property in order to ensure that the facility is consistent with plan, environmental, and safety requirements.



LOG_Real_Property_Installed_Equipment_Inspection



The actor must inspect the installed equipment in order to ensure that the equipment is consistent with plan, environmental, and safety requirements.



LOG_Real_Property_Land_Inspection



The actor must inspect the property in order to ensure that the land is consistent with safety and environmental requirements.



LOG_Receipt_Documentation



The actor must capture and document Real Property receipt information.  If the incoming asset does not meet plan requirements, then the actor must generate the appropriate information detailing the assets inadequacies.  



LOG_Record_Development_Costs



Internally-developed software will be recorded in general PP&E when costs will be recovered through charges to users.



LOG_Record_Plant_Property_And_Equipement_Data_Changes



"Record all PP&E changes that reflect adjustments to estimated useful life,  salvage value, depreciation method, and PP&E and contra-asset accounts. "



LOG_Record_Quantity_Changes



Record all capitalized property and stewardship asset quantity and unit changes.



LOG_Recording_Cost_And_Revenue



Record all cost and revenues according to property type and nature of disposal or forfeiture.



LOG_Recording_Deficiencies



"All Logistics quality deficiencies will be discovered prior to acceptance.  The inspection record will note the item received or service performed, the order number, the supplier, the customer, the error code, and error description."



LOG_Recording_Of_Depreciation_Expenses



Depreciation expenses will be recorded in two contra accounts: accumulate depreciation and accumulate amortization.



LOG_Recording_Payment_Information



Record prompt payment information for all authorized and billed services.



LOG_Relevant_Requirement_Data



The actor must ensure that the operational requirement is aligned with the DoD Real Property business objectives and that it is within scope of the Real Property function.  If information is missing or unclear, the actor must request the missing information or receive clarification.



LOG_Reliability_Centered_Maintenance_Execution



The actor must execute this reliability centered maintenance task based on documented procedures and the schedule.



LOG_Reorder_Schedule



A schedule must be made to ensure reorder to maintain inventory levels



LOG_Report_Cost



"Costs for heritage assets, other than multi-use heritage assets, will be reported during the period costs are incurred."



LOG_Requirement_Analysis



The actor must synthesize the collected data in a manner that is suitable for assessment against the analytical parameters.  The actor must be prepared to use expert knowledge to interpret the data in a meaningful way.



LOG_Requirement_Analysis_Parameter



The actor must use the appropriate analytical parameters against which the requirement will be assessed.  The parameters to be used will be based on the documented resource procedures.



LOG_Requirement_Disposal_Fulfillment



The actor must identify resource requirements needed to fulfill the disposal requirement.



LOG_Requirement_Information_Collection



The information collected must be relevant to the identified requirement, allowing the actor to identify multiple potential strategic solutions to satisfy the requirement.



LOG_Requirement_Maintenance_Fulfillment



The actor must identify resource requirements needed to fulfill the maintenance requirement.



LOG_Requirement_Materiel_Fulfillment



The actor must identify resource requirements needed to fulfill the materiel requirement.



LOG_Requirement_Validation



The actor must ensure that the operational requirement is aligned with the DoD Real Property business objectives, that it is within scope of the Real Property function, and that implementation of any new requirements or capabilities is feasible given current funding constraints.  If the requirement or capability is vague or unclear, the actor must obtain clarification.  If the given constraints are vague or unclear, the actor must obtain clarification.



LOG_Return_Records



"Return Transactions will record the supplier, the customer, the reason code, the date returned, the original order number, and the reason code."



LOG_Sale_Of_Inventory_Adjustment



Inventory financial record must be adjusted to annotate the decrease to reflect the cost of goods sold.



LOG_Seized_Forfeited_Or_Distrubted_Assets



"Track data and events of assets seized, forfeited or distributed to other entities."



LOG_Share_Inventory_Information



Inventory records will reflect all transactions pertaining to inventory levels.



LOG_Share_Inventory_Information FR-218



A schedule must be made to ensure adequate inventory is maintained without exceeding space capacity.



LOG_Software



"Amortization of software begins when the module or component has been successfully tested.  If the use of a first module is dependent on completion of another (second) module(s), the amortization of the first module should begin upon the completion of the second module."



LOG_Solution_Set_Generation



The actor must identify at least two possible solutions sets, both identifying positive and negative impacts to the DoD enterprise.  One solution set should assess the business impact of the decision not to move forward with the solution.



LOG_Solution_Set_Prioritization



The actor must determine through an objective scoring method, that may include total projected costs, Enterprise impact, and probability of success, the sequencing of solution sets.



LOG_Source_Integrated_Resources



The actor must secure all information necessary to begin completion of the integrated plan.  If information is missing, the actor must request from the source the missing information or receive clarification/approval to more forward.



LOG_Space_Assignment



The actor must ensure that identified space requirements are appropriately met.  The actor must have the authority to make decisions on space allocation in the event that competing requirements exist.



LOG_Space_Notification



The actor must notify future and current tenants of  the status of changes in their current or desired space within five business days.



LOG_Space_Tracking



The actor must request and capture space allocation data every thirty days. 



LOG_Stewardship_Land_Value



Stewardship land value will include data that defines the physical location and acreage of the land.



LOG_Stewardship_Land_and_Heritage_Asset_in_General



"Any Stewardship Land or Heritage Asset being predominantly (over 50%) used as general government operations, is classified as General Property, Plant & Equipment. [multi-use.]"



LOG_Strategic_Plan



The actor must clearly articulate the requirements, objectives, duration, level of efforts and assigned resources comprising the strategic plan.  If the information is not complete, then the actor must request and secure the missing information, or request clarification, prior to completing the plan.



LOG_Strategic_Plan_Acceptance



The actor must obtain the appropriate authority approvals.  If the plan exceeds the Military Construction threshold in total enterprise costs to implement, then the actor must receive OSD, or appropriate approvals.



LOG_Strategic_Responsiblity



The actor must identify and assign ownership of the tasks of the strategic objective to qualified individuals.  The actor must receive acknowledgement that the responsible individual understands the task's requirements and accepts such responsibilities.



LOG_Strategic_Timeline



The actor must determine achievable timeframes to meet strategic objectives, ensuring overall alignment with enterprise goals.  If the timeline contradicts the requirement, the actor must obtain clarification, requirement modification, or approval to move forward with a requirement or timeline contingency.



LOG_Subsidiary_Account_Property_Disposial



"Property awaiting disposal will be maintained, managed and reported in subsidiary accounts"



LOG_Timely_Accurate_Reporting



Timely and accurate recording of original value and subsequent updates to valuation.



LOG_Total_Life_Cycle_Adjustment_Visibility



"Total life cycle adjustments of Plant, Property and Equipment (including amortization, depletion, depreciation, transfers, etc) must be recorded and visible to applicable organizations."



LOG_Transaction_Management



"All order fulfillment transactions will be reflected by all affected systems real time.  The transactions will include all of the state transitions of material or assets in Logistics, such as received, accepted, maintained, transported, issued, disposed, sold."



LOG_Unit_Cost_Of_Bulk_Items



"When agency policy dictates, the unit cost of bulk purchased items will be recorded."



LOG_Unplanned_Repair_Execution



The actor must execute this unplanned task based on documented procedures and the schedule.



LOG_Update_Records



Record book value and useful life changes to current and future periods (no previously recorded amortizations).



LOG_Updating_Inventory_On_Hand



Acceptance or rejection of new or returned items must be annotated at destination.



LOG_Use_Of_Media_Links



Linked customized data inputs/outputs using multiple media will be available.



LOG_Use_Of_Multi_Media_For_Property_Assets_Life_Cycle



Linked customized data inputs/outputs using multiple media will be available for life cycle of property and assets.



LOG_Work_Acceptance



If the completed work meets plan requirements, then the actor will generate notice to the Vendor and update the Real Property Asset Record.  



PAD_AO_Review



(1) An APC shall conduct a review of each AO once every twelve months, at a minimum. (2) An APC review of an AO shall include 25% of the cardholders assigned to that AO. [APC is an individual designated in writing by the ordering agency/organization, to perform task order contract administration within the limits of delegated authority and to manage thecard program for the agency/organization. This individual shall have overall responsibility for the cardprogram(s) within their agency/organization and may determine who participates in the card program(s). Multiple levels of program coordinators exist within different hierarchies or at different hierarchical levels within the program for each agency/organization. (AO is an individual who has under his/her purview anumber of cardholders.  The approving official will not be given more cardholders than [s]he has the capability to review.  No more than seven (7) cardholders will be assigned to an approving official unless proper justification showing that the individual has the resources to conduct a sufficient review of cardholder transactions is in the A/OPC’s files.  The approving official is responsible for, at a minimum, reviewing his/her cardholder’s monthly statements and verifying that all transactions made were necessary government purchases and inaccordance with Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR) and all other governingagency policy and procedures.  Other duties may be delegated as agencies see fit. The government uses the Approving Official concept in the purchase card program for internal control purposes to ensure that transactions are necessary and for official government purposes only.]



PAD_Acquisition_Business_Plan



An Acquisition Business Plan Assessment shall provide the acquisition approach advocated to satisfy the business requirement.



PAD_Advice_of_Payment



An Advice of Payment shall only be provided in response to a vendor’s request.



PAD_Aged Funds



The period of performance for a Purchase Contract Line shall be stated on the Line, when deemed necessary by the contracting officer, as limited to the time the appropriation funding the contract line is open at treasury for payment purposes.



PAD_Aged_Funds



The period of performance for a Purchase Contract Line shall be stated on the Line, when deemed necessary by the contracting officer, and limited to the time the appropriation funding for the Line is open at treasury for payment purposes.



PAD_Bank_Authorization_Approval



A Bank Authorization approval, received by the vendor at the point-of-sale as a result of a Bank Authorization Request, shall not be a capability of the DoD Information Management solution.



PAD_Base_Fees



(1) A Sourcing Contract shall contain descriptions of work (or services, assets) to be performed/provided in separate statements of work that will change state to become purchase requisitions as they are released. (2) These statements of work shall include the negotiated invoicing methodology for the base fees. [A Base Fee is a fixed charge or perquisite charged as recompensefor labor; reward, compensation, or wage given to a person for performance of services or something done or to be done.]



PAD_Billing_Statement_Approval_Period



(1) A billing statement approver shall review the cardholder submission of the matched billing statement within 10 calendar days. (2) During the review of a matched billing statement submitted by a cardholder, the billing statement approver shall update the status of each transaction.[The status of a transaction is either approved, denied, or requires further review.]



PAD_Collective_Billing_Statement_Reviews



(1) Collective billing statements shall be reviewed each month for unusual patterns and non-compliant transactions. (2) Collective billing statements shall provide display all transaction details associated with credit card purchases.  (3) Users shall have the ability to maually or eletronically change the accounting classification information, by line item, for specific transactions on the collective billing statement.



PAD_Commodity-based_Tolerance_Range



A tolerance-based range of acceptable cost or quantity above or below the amount listed on the Purchase Contract Line shall exist based uponthe type/classification of the commodity/item being purchased.  (Example: Liquid volume quantity purchases shall require different tolerance ranges that items purchase in units of measure as "each".  A 2% tolerance may  be appropriate for a 6,000 gallon purchase of fuel oil but 10% would be required to provide utility for a Purchase of 10 items.)



PAD_Customer_Certification



Customers of items, services or assets offered for sale must be certified as acceptable for the DoD to "do business with".



PAD_Demand_For_Payment_Item_Purchase_Contract_Line



A Demand for Payment Item shall reference the associated Purchase Contract Line.



PAD_Demand_For_Payment_Items



A Demand for Payment shall have one or more Demand for Payment Items. [ A Demand for Payment is a letter used to attempt to collect a debt owed to its client. It gives the debtor (whether an individual or a business) a final opportunity to dispute the validity of the debt. If no response from the debtor is received by the law firm, the debt is considered valid and collection attempts by the attorney can continue until the debt is settled or otherwise resolved.]



PAD_Deobligation



The de-obligation of a Purchase Contract Line with delivery payments shall be limited to the unpaid balance of the purchase contract line only after the acceptance of the cancellation by the affected vendor.  [Delivery payments are defined as payments already made for accepted goods or services.]



PAD_Freight_Charges



Freight charges with transportation specific charge codes shall be a separate Purchase Contract Item



PAD_Freight_Tolerance_Acceptance_Levels



A Freight Purchase Contract Line shall contain a tolerance-based range (e..g., %, +, -) of acceptable costs for freight above or below the amount estimated on the Line.  The tolerance range for Freight related costs shall be unique to the freight line and not apply to other lines on the Purchase Contract.



PAD_Incentive_Fees



A Purchase Contract shall be modified to add earned incentive fees.   [Incentive fees will remain as outstanding commitments until they are earned or decommitted.]



PAD_Match_Rules



A Purchase Contract Line shall have an associated Match Rule.



PAD_Outstanding_Liabilities



All liabilities on a Purchase Contract Line shall be satisfied/resolved before a Purchase Contract Line is closed.



PAD_P-Card_Activity_Program_Coodinator



The Purchase Card Agency Program Coordinator shall have the ability to change the status of a Purchase Card account. [The status of a Purchase Card account is either approved, suspended or terminated.]



PAD_P-Card_Approver_Limit



A Purchase Card approver shall be assigned a predefined dollar limit to their individual level of authority.



PAD_P-Card_Approving_Official



The area of responsibility of an approving official shall have an upper limit of seven Purchase Card accounts.



PAD_P-Card_Capitalized_Purchase_Restriction



A purchase card shall be used only for purchases with a dollar value of less than or equal to $2,500.



PAD_P-Card_Deactivation_for_Terminated_Employees



A Purchase Card account shall be deactivated upon the termination of employment of the cardholder.



PAD_P-Card_Deactivation_for_Transferred_Employees



A Purchase Card account shall be deactivated upon the transfer of the cardholder to another government organization.



PAD_P-Card_Disputed_Transaction



Disputed Purchase Card transactions shall be flagged for correction by the cardholder within 5 days of receipt of the cardholder billing statement.



PAD_P-Card_Metrics



(1) Purchase Card program metrics shall be maintained for the total number of disputed transactions by merchant. (2) Purchase Card program metrics shall be maintained for the total number of disputed transactions by cardholder. (3) Purchase Card program metrics shall be maintained for purchase volume by merchant. (4) Purchase Card program metrics shall be maintained for average daily purchase amount by cardholder.



PAD_P-Card_Pecuniary_Liability



(1) Pecuniary liability shall be assigned to the Purchase Card cardholder for fraudulent Purchase Card purchases. (2) Pecuniary liability shall be assigned to the certifying official for fraudulent Purchase Card purchases.



PAD_P-Card_Suballocation



Only one charge code shall be allocated to a Purchase Card account.



PAD_Payable_Match_Rules



A match rule shall specify the data required to validate performance of an order, thereby enabling the establishment of a vendor payable.



PAD_Payment_Authorization



Payment shall only be issued after receiving the proper authorization to do so. [Proper authorization is the legal right to commandor act within their scope of authority. The process of verifying that a purchase being made is within the established spending limits and other authorization controls (i.e., Merchant Category Code blocking) at the point of sale.  Controls are established on the account by the agency/organization procurement offical.]



PAD_Process_Invoice_Log



All invoices received shall be logged.



PAD_Process_Payment_Request_Match



Payment shall be scheduled only after the match rules have been met and verification that a payment has not already been made.



PAD_Process_Returned_Invoice



Logged invoices that provide insufficient information to determine a valid purchase/liability exists shall be returned to the sender.



PAD_Progress_Payments



(1) When progress payments are made, Contingent Liabilities shall be recorded. (2) A contigent liabliity shall be recorded upon receipt of  a confirmation of payment for a progress payment. [Contingent Liabilities are Certain definite principles and rules ofaction governing fiduciaries have been laid down by statutes and courtdecisions (Common Law). A violation of any of these principles and rules ofconduct, or failure to carry out the terms of the trust instrument or courtorder, may constitute a breach of trust, create a form of"liability" against the bank, and impair capital to the extent ofthe "liability." Whether or not this liability advances from a"contingent" liability to an "actual" liability dependsupon the actions of account beneficiaries, the bank, and possibly, outsideforces, including courts of law. Progress payments are payments made based onthe cost incurred by the contractor as work progresses less the authorizedholdback percentage.  Holdbacksrepresent a liability and will be captured.]



PAD_Purchase_Card_Billing_Record



(1) A Purchase Card Billing Statement shall contain the details of a Purchase Card purchase transaction. (2) A Purchase Card Billing Statement shall be received directly from the bank.



PAD_Purchase_Card_Spend_Limits



Purchase Card spend limits shall be set for each assigned level of Purchase Card.



PAD_Purchase_Contract_Conditions



The Purchase Contract Terms & Conditions shall be superseded when an overarching Sourcing Contract's Terms and Conditions are in force.



PAD_Purchase_Contract_Item_Charge_Code



Each Purchase Contract Line shall have a charge code.



PAD_Purchase_Contract_Item_Dollar_Amount



A Purchase Contract Line shall have a cost for a single unit based upon the unit of measure - e.g. "each".



PAD_Purchase_Contract_Item_Obligation



A Purchase Contract Line of an issued Purchase Contract shall establish an obligation of funds.



PAD_Purchase_Contract_Items



A Purchase Contract shall have one or more Purchase Contract Lines.



PAD_Purchase_Contract_Line_Modifications_1



A  Purchase Contract shall be changed via an Approved Purchase Contract Modification. [An"ApprovedPurchase Contract Modification" is defined as a change to a PurchaseContract Line(s) that only contracting officers, acting within the scope of their authority, are empowered to execute on behalf of the Government.]



PAD_Purchase_Contract_Line_Modifications_2



A need for modification to a Purchase Contract Line shall result in the cancellation of the line requiring modification in favor of a new Purchase Contract Line that accommodates the required change.



PAD_Purchase_Contract_Purchase_Requisition



A Purchase Contract Line shall contain all required data from the associated Purchase Requisition(s) Lines.



PAD_Purchase_Contract_Sourcing_Contract



A Purchase Contract Line shall reference only one Sourcing Contract.



PAD_Purchase_Contract_Terms



A Purchase Contract shall have terms and conditions to authorize a vendor to perform work or acquire materials that can be invoiced.



PAD_Purchase_Contract_Vendor



A Purchase Contract shall have only one vendor associated with it.



PAD_Purchase_Plan



A Purchase Plan shall be prepared for a projected acquisition activity that identifies the proposed approach suggested to the owner of the requirement.



PAD_Purchase_Requisition_Approval



A Draft Purchase Requisition shall have proof of a valid approval prior to requesting the Acquisition Commitment.



PAD_Purchase_Requisition_Initiator



A Purchase Contract shall be initiated by an individual other than the originator or approver of the corresponding Purchase Requisition.



PAD_Purchase_Requisition_Validation



A Draft Purchase Requisition shall have a validated charge code prior to requesting the  Acquisition Commitment.



PAD_Purchase_Requisition_Value



A Draft Purchase Requisition line value shall always be at least the value of the future obligation.



PAD_Sourcing_Agreement



A Sourcing Agreement shall be used to set negotiated price discounts for a single vendor's defined goods or services. [Non-binding, a Sourcing Agreement does not guarantee a purchase volume, level or value to the supplier of the goods or services. However, it may include comprehensive terms and conditions,performance criteria or other service level requirements that are expectedand agreed-to should the DoD issue an order to purchase.]



PAD_Sourcing_Contract



A Sourcing Contract shall be used for all unique program, projector purchase requirements to be performed by a non-DoD vendor.



PAD_Tax_Charges



Tax charges with tax accounting specific charge codes shall be aseparate Purchase Contract Line.



PAD_Tolerance_Acceptance_Levels



Each line on a Purchase Contract shall accommodate (when assigned) an assigned acceptance quantity tolerance range that will not be visible to the vendor.



PAD_Type_Payable_Match_Rule



(1) A Match Rule shall be defined for each type of Purchase Contract payment validation option. (2) Match Rules shall allow for a 2-way match. (3) Match Rules shall allow for a 3-way match. [ A two-way match is defined as a match using the Purchase Contract Line(s) with one of the other two documents dependent upon the business rules associated with the purchase order type selected at the time the order was realeased. A three-way match is defined as the match of quantity and value between the following ocuements: Purchase Contract Line(s), Receiving Document,Vendor's/Supplier's Invoice.]



PAD_Vendor_Authorization_1



A Vendor shall perform billable work or purchase materials only against an issued Purchase Contract.



PAD_Vendor_Authorization_2



A Purchase Contract Line shall have a unique identification number.



PAD_Vendor_Certification



Vendors of the items requested for purchased must be certified as acceptable for the DoD to "do business with.



PAD_Vendor_Information



(1) A Vendor shall register/provide business information prior to service or purchase contract award. (2) Vendor Information must provide the capability to maintain a history of changes to the vendor file. [Examples ofVendor Information are: payment address, bank account and routing information, payment.]



PAD_Vendor_Payment



A Payment shall be linked with associate accounts to support management or user information.

SPB_Access_To_Program_Status



All staff levels shall have access to program status.  Program status is defined as including budget execution, scheduled accomplishment, and cost.



SPB_Accounting_Code_ Assignment_1



Full accounting/cost accounting codes that capture authorizations (funded levels) shall be provided for each program.



SPB_Accounting_Code_ Assignment_2



Full accounting/cost accounting codes that capture obligations shall be provided for each program.



SPB_Actual_Program_Performance



Actual program performance shall be reported on an annual basis for multi-year programs.



SPB_Allocation_Depth



Allocations can be assigned to any level of depth desired for effective management; e.g., at the program level, or lower levels.



SPB_Alternate_Sources_Of_Funding



Alternate sources of funding shall be investigated in an effort to satisfy the unfunded requirements list.



SPB_Analysis_Of_Deviation



All forecasts that deviate from initial targets shall be accompanied by a detailed analysis of the variation.



SPB_Analysis_Setup



Budgets shall be able to be viewed with respect to a specified aspect (i.e. program, program element, organization, cost category, appropriation, or military capability area.)



SPB_Annual_Performance_Plan



Each annual performance plan shall include annual performance objectives.



SPB_Annual_Performance_Plan_Update_1



Annual performance plan shall be updated to reflect change in program direction.



SPB_Annual_Performance_Plan_Update_2



Annual performance plan shall be updated to reflect newly funded programs.



SPB_Apportionment_And_Reapportionment_Schedule



Accounts will be apportioned using the SF 132, Apportionment and Reapportionment Schedule  except as directed by OMB



SPB_Apportionment_Request



Apportionment/reapportionment requests must be based on financial plans so that the distribution on apportionments is part of the overall financial plan for the year.



SPB_Approval_Of_Reallocation_1



Each transfer of funds between appropriations must receive prior approval from the appropriate approval authority.



SPB_Approval_Of_Reallocation_2



Each transfer of funds between appropriations above the established threshold must be approved by Congress.

Budgets shall be set up by program management.



SPB_Budget_Code_Assignment_2



Budgets shall be assigned to all categories of costs that will allow effective analysis.



SPB_Budget_Submittal_1



Budget data shall be generated by electronic means to meet prescribed due dates.



SPB_Budget_Submittal_2



Budget data shall be submitted by electronic means to meet prescribed due dates.



SPB_Business _Unit_Program_Data_Elements



Each business unit program shall be presented using standard data elements.  [Standard data elements are defined as being common across the enterprise enabling comparisons between like business units.]



SPB_Business_Plan_Effect



Revised business plans must cause a re-assessment of requirements

System Component



Accessibility Service(AS)



Accessibility provides capabilities that support individuals that have varying degrees of visual, hearing, physical, cognitive, neurological impairments. 



Detail:



The following lower level capabilities compose this service: 



The Tactile Sub-service provides the capability to use the system using interfaces. The process of automatic generation of speech output from data input which might include plain text, formatted text or binary objects.



Voice browsers provide the capability for people to access the Web using speech synthesis, pre-recorded audio, and speech recognition. This can be supplemented by keypads and small displays. Voice may also be offered as an adjunct to conventional desktop browsers with high resolution graphical displays, providing an accessible alternative to using the keyboard or screen, for instance in automobiles where hands/eyes free operation is essential. Voice interaction can escape the physical limitations on keypads and displays as devices become ever smaller.



Rationale:



For individuals who have varying degrees and types of physical impairments, provides access to facilities that allow invocation of FMEA  functions. 



Via Media gateway, provides message routing, user presence determination, media conversion for synchronous communications (e.g., text to speech capabilities)



Application Hosting Service (Bus. Apps) (AHS)



Infrastructure to host and organize distributed on-line processing capabilities. 



Detail:



The Computing Environment Sub-service provides Operating System and computer hardware necessary to support the hosting environment.



Rationale:



Invokes applications that facilitate FMEA system functions processing. Manages distribution of web content (html pages, images, templates) that control display of FMEA related information



Collaboration Service(CS)



The collaboration service allows users to work together and jointly use selected capabilities on the network.  Collaboration comes in two generic flavors: Synchronous Collaboration and Asynchronous Collaboration. 



Detail:



The following lower level capabilities compose this service: 



The Instant Messaging Sub-service provides synchronous collaboration for individual point-to-point communication.  The Chat Room Sub-service provides synchronous collaboration for small group communication. The Portal (i.e., website) Sub-service provides asynchronous collaboration.



Rationale:



Provides authentication, authorization, and auditing for synchronous communications related to an FMEA system function (e.g., instant messaging).  Provides message routing, user presence determination, media conversion for synchronous communications related to an FMEA system function.



Discovery/Metadata Registry Service(DMRS)



The Discovery/Metadata Registry provides the capability to find and manage information content and services. This service may seem confusing when looking at the higher-level data management node.  The Discovery/Metadata Registry Service has to do with who consumes the data.  Network or service level devices consume the data that are stored in this data store.  The database of record may exist at a higher level but this level only supports the devices and services within the enterprise architecture layer. 



Detail:



The following lower level capabilities compose this service: 



The Registry Objects Management Sub-service provides the capability to enter and manage registry objects.  Registry objects are the individual elements of structured data that are stored in an XML registry. The Discovery Sub-service provides the capability for finding the location of Enterprise Based Assets using profile information stored in the registry objects. The Ontology Management Sub-service provides the capability to manage an ontology that resides in registry objects.  An ontology is an advanced why of storing category information so that it's meaning is unambiguous. 



Rationale:



Invokes applications that facilitate FMEA system function processing. Stores data related to an FMEA system function.



ESM Service(ESMS)



The Enterprise System Management Enterprise Service provides the capability to manage Information Technology (IT) as an integrated enterprise asset. 



Detail:



The following lower level capabilities compose this service: 



The End-to-end Performance Monitoring Sub-service provides the capability to monitor the complete set of enterprise services and the business applications. The configuration management sub-service is used to version control executable bits and their distribution.  This sub-service is used to manage the life cycle of the executable bits.The Problem Detection and Resolution Management Sub-service provides the capability to open and manage the life cycle of trouble ticket. The Enterprise IT Resource Accounting Sub-service provides the capability to log and manage the computing resources. The Address Management Sub-service provides the capability to manage the IP address assets at the enterprise level.  This allows the DOD to manage the connection between the Internet at large and the apparent internal DOD address space. The Traffic Management Sub-Service provides the capability to move IP traffic from one resource to another resource that has additional capacity. The Provisioning Sub-service provides the capability to assign all the resources that are needed by an application at one time.  The Content Management Sub-service provides the capability to manage and version static content packages like images, and templates.  The Directory Services Sub-service provides the capability to manage configuration files and profiles as an enterprise asset. The Electrical Power Sub-service provides the capability to monitor and manage power consumption at the enterprise level.  The UPS sub-systems will also come under this 



Sub-service. The Data-center Space Management Sub-service provides the capability to manage the floor area within a data-center as an enterprise asset. The Ventilation Management Sub-service provides the capability to monitor and manage the air flow within a given data-center as an enterprise asset.



Rationale:



Facilitates disaster recovery for FMEA system applications and supporting servers.  Manages distribution of web content (html pages, images, templates) that control display of FMEA system function related information.  Facilitates disaster recovery for data and directory services entries.  Facilitates management of user profiles that control access to FMEA system components.  Captures alerts, logs activities, polls devices in the application zone.



Mediation Service(MS)



The Mediation Service transforms data during the data interchange process so that data sources that have different day structures can share information. 



Detail:



The following lower level capabilities compose this service: 



The Transformation Sub-service provides the capability to reformat data from one data source for use in a second data source with a different data format. The Integration Sub-service provides the capability to manage the transfer of data between two applications.



Rationale:



Translates transactions to/from non-web-compliant legacy systems.  Forwards that data to/from the database zone FMEA components. Translates transactions to/from external non-web-compliant legacy systems, such as from Treasury Department or Homeland Security.



Messaging Service(MESS)



The Messaging Enterprise Service provides the ability to exchange non-interactive data among users or applications while maintaining transaction integrity.  



Detail:



The following lower level capabilities compose this service: 



The Native XML Sub-service provides the capability to transfer XML formatted structured data without format envelopes. The SOAP Messages Sub-service provides the capability to transfer XML formatted structured data with a SOAP (Simple Object Access Protocol) envelope. The Email Messages Sub-service provides the capability to transfer messages using Internet formatted email messages.



Rationale:



Facilitates communication of FMEA information. Translates transactions to/from non-web-compliant legacy systems.  Forwards that data to/from the database zone FMEA components.  Translates transactions to/from external non-web-compliant legacy systems, such as from Treasury Department or Homeland Security.



Security Service(SECS)



The Security Service provides the capability to address vulnerabilities in networks, services, or systems. 



Detail:



The following lower level capabilities compose this service: 



Prior to gaining authentication credentials to information systems, users must successfully complete an identification process.  An identification sub-service, sometimes referred to as "ID proofing", is used to prove that a user is who he/she claims to be.  For example, a user who claims to be "John Doe" attempts to gain authentication credentials to an information system.  The system's security officer would require "John Doe" to present multiple forms of identification (e.g. photo ID, birth certificate, social security card) prior to granting him access to the system.  An identification sub-service could also be technical in nature, such as requiring "John Doe" to enter multiple identification data points (e.g., social security number, mother's maiden name, place of birth, etc.) into the system and checking these data points against a trusted third-party database.



Authentication is a sub-service that determines whether someone or something is, in fact, who or what it is declared to be.  An authentication sub-service is based on one or more authentication "factors".  The three most commonly utilized authentication factors are "something you know" (e.g. username/password), "something the have" (e.g. smart card, token), and "something you are" (e.g. fingerprint, retinal scan).  Multiple authentication factors are often implemented in situations when sensitive data is being accessed.



Authorization is the sub-service responsible for assigning and enforcing access controls for users, groups, systems, or applications.  Access controls are assigned based on defined roles (i.e. customer, teller, branch manager, etc.) or security classifications (i.e unclassified, proprietary, secret) within an organization.  These controls define the type of access an authenticated entity is granted to a particular resource.  Typical types of controls include hours of access, file permissions (i.e. read, write, execute), and function-specific (i.e. view, submit, approve).



Confidentiality sub-services provide the ability to protect sensitive information from unauthorized disclosure.  Confidentiality sub-services are required to ensure an individual or process, other than those that have been granted proper authorization, cannot access sensitive information.  Such protection is typically achieved through combinations of access control and encryption.  For information transferred between systems, via inter-networks or removable media, encryption is an absolute necessity.



Integrity sub-services provide an assurance that information is unchanged from its source and has not been accidentally or maliciously modified.  Without data integrity sub-services, any information received from a user, an application, or any other system cannot be fully trusted.  Data integrity checking typically involves a mathematical calculation used to generate a unique representation (hash) of the data.  This hash is computationally irreversible, and, thus tamperproof.



Auditing sub-services provide the ability to create a chronological record of all relevant events of all transactions.  This record, known as an audit trail in information assurance circles, shall include all user, systems, application, and network activities of a transaction.  An audit trail is an invaluable tool for establishing accountability and investigating potential security breaches.  Audit trails must be backed up regularly and stored in a secure environment.



A security monitoring sub-service provides day-to-day monitoring and interpretation of important system events throughout the infrastructure, including unauthorized behavior, anomalies, and trend analysis.  This sub-service helps organizations consolidate the management of diverse and disparate IT security elements, such as VPNs, firewalls, anti-virus programs, authentication mechanisms, authorization functions, and intrus



Storage Service(SS)



The storage service provides physical and virtual places to host data on the network with varying degrees of persistence. 



Detail:



The following lower level capabilities compose this service: 



The Storage on Demand Sub-services makes physical and virtual storage capacity available as needed. The Physical Media Support Sub-service provides the capability to instantiate physical media. The Backup Hardware and Media provides the capability to capture physical data on archival media and restore it to online media at some designated point in the future.



Rationale:



Facilitates disaster recovery for applications and supporting servers. Facilitates disaster recovery for functional data and directory services entries



User Assistance Service(UAS)



The User Assistant service automates "helper" capabilities that reduce the effort required to perform manpower intensive tasks. 



Detail:



The following lower level capabilities compose this service: 



The Intelligent Agent Sub-service provides the capability to perform actions on behalf of the users based on business rules. The Business Process Management (Workflow) Sub-service provides the capability to manage long running processes based on business rules defined by higher-level business applications. The Helper Applications Sub-service provides the capability to integrate third party products in the production environment and suggest procedures for best utilizing the resulting integrated application. The Personalization Sub-service provides the capability for users to determine which business functions are of most interest and only be presented with those choices upon accessing the Enterprise Services Environment.



Rationale:

System Entity



01 General Ledger



This entity establishes the general ledger account structure consistent with the U.S. SGL, establishes transaction edit and posting rules to record financial events, maintains standard report mapping rules, and serves as the central repository for financial transaction postings.



02 Information Requirement Management



This entity manages the capture of information requirement details from information requestors.  This system enables a requestor to define the form, content, and delivery aspects of an information product and match information requests to previously generated products.  Information requirements are stored for use by the other Information Services system entities.  Due to the wide range of information requestors, this system entity will need the flexibility to capture many differing types of information requirements.  Operational users may submit requests for single transactions, analytic users may request data sets for further analysis, and strategic users may request highly summarized information products from a wide range of data sources.



03 PP&E Management



This entity manages the inventory and condition of property, plant, and equipment, including personnel property (real property, National Defense, and equipment), heritage assets, and stewardship land.  It tracks information such as property category, property owner, property location, condition, value, and depreciation.  It includes reporting of valuation and depreciation and analysis of current and historical data.



04 Accounts Receivables Management



This entity accounts for amounts due from others as the result of performance of services by a Service/Agency, delivery of goods sold, the passage of time (e.g., interest earned), loans made to others that must be repaid, or other actions.  Receivables are accounted for as assets until funds are collected, or determined to be non-collectable in whole or in part.  Additionally, some receipts may be collected without the prior establishment of a receivable, as in the case of goods sold for cash.  This entity records, monitors, and collects amounts due the DoD whether previously established as a receivable or not. These activities are supported by aging schedules, providing exception reports, and monitoring due diligence efforts.



05 Cost Management



This entity creates and provides information on the full cost of programs, their activities, and outputs.  Cost objects are identified and modeled, and cost data is accumulated for the purpose of allocating indirect costs and determining the true cost of certain items.



06 Workforce Management



This entity allows managers to structure organizations, develop standard position descriptions or generate new position classifications, manage authorized positions, electronically initiate the full range of recruitment-based actions, and to support the full range of individual and mass personnel actions such as appointments, reinstatements, transfers, promotions, separations, retirements, terminations, furloughs, change to lower grades, reassignments, and pay changes.



07 Benefits Administration



This entity provides the capability to handle benefits self-service, to manage Benefit Programs, to support claims processing, and to calculate future cost of delivering benefits.



08 Payroll



This entity provides the capability to calculate gross pay and allowances, deductions, employer contributions, and net pay for each employee (civilian, military, annuity, and retirement), as well as expense and travel reimbursement.



09 Contract and Purchase Payments



This entity processes claims for payment that are tendered against valid purchase contracts, to reimburse business-related expenses (including travel), to meet ongoing payroll obligations, and to satisfy other qualified entitlements (such as referred debt collection claims). The functions of this entity determine the validity of payment claims, calculate the appropriate payment date, and determine the exact amount of each qualified payment.



11 Data Integration Management



This entity manages the exchange of data between systems using enterprise data structures.  The data management aspect of this function can include sharing of data between systems in real-time or batch, scheduling interfaces between systems, transfer of data between FMEA systems and external systems, ensuring completion of the data transfer, transfer of data to operational data stores, aggregation of data into a data warehouse structure, and summarization of data and population of data marts.



12 Information Services Archive Management



This entity archives Information Services data (from Data Marts, Data Warehouses and Operational Data Stores) and products using centrally managed business rules.  When archived data or products are required, they can be retrieved from FMEA archives.



13 Procurement and  Acquisition



This entity establishes, maintains, and executes preferred sourcing agreements as vehicles that streamline the purchasing of products and services that are needed by the Department of Defense over extended periods of time. One-time acquisitions are also enabled by the functions of this entity, as are purchases of products and services pursuant to the terms and conditions of established sourcing agreements.



14 Purchase Card Program Management



This entity supports the establishment of purchase card accounts and monitoring and control of purchase card usage.



15 Contract Management



This entity maintains contract abstracts throughout a program life cycle including appropriations, calls, target dates, terms and conditions, scheduled shipments/deliverables and payment structure.  Both year-to-date and inception-to-date tracking is required.  All contracts are supported, whether for products or services, and whether delegated or not.  This entity supports the establishment and monitoring of Service-Level Agreements, primarily between DoD service providers and the receivers of those services.  Any service or agency can be a service provider.



16 Budget Formulation



This entity supports budget preparation during the Planning, Programming and Budgeting phases.  It supports the initial establishment of the DoD budget through the budget cycle to submission, supports justification of the President's Budget, and supports budgeting for supplemental requests throughout the budget year.



17 Knowledge Management



This entity is concerned with creating, building, compiling, organizing, transforming, pooling, disseminating, transferring, applying, and safeguarding knowledge.  Expected FMEA knowledge includes among others, budget guidance, financial management regulations and interpretations.



18 Integrated Logistics Planning



This entity calculates the net materiel requirements to support strategic and tactical operational plans that are set forth in the form of master mission/deployment schedules.  The entity calculates the net requirements for materiel items per a specified unit of time within the planning horizon.  The master mission/deployment schedule specifies gross requirements for top-level items.  Their respective breakdown structures give the item details.  The current quantities on hand from inventory are factored into the calculation of net quantities.  The entity signals a need to perform a procurement action in order that net levels never become negative.



19 Inventory Management



This entity maintains information about materiel items in inventory.  It maintains vendor visibility of the inventory to allow fulfillment when necessary, and includes a mechanism to make known to vendors the need for an outsourced service.  It allows the user to issue or loan a materiel item from inventory.  Kanban and Vendor Managed Inventory visibility approaches are supported to enable timely replenishment.  The entity also accounts for materiel items in transit, and provides data to assist inventory managers in their responsibilities, including recording the results of taking physical inventories.



20 Warehouse Management



This entity provides for the physical receiving, storage, breakdown, packing, handling and physical distribution of materiel. The system is highly dependent on interfaces with other systems/functions, most notably receiving, inventory, and transportation.



21 Sales Order Management



This entity captures sales orders, and manages the order through approval and placement for internal and external DoD customers.  Pricing based on stabilized rates or based on time and materials plus indirect costs is provided.  Other standard functions include order configuration, triggering of periodic billing, changes to orders, and order status inquiries.



22 Distribution and Transportation



This entity supports the determination of where, when and how material is to be distributed and transported.  This entity supports the determination of transportation modes, packaging and handling requirements, and warehousing requirements for initial receipt, during transit and at final destinations.



23 MRO and Modification



This entity accounts for all actions taken to retain materiel in an operational status and to restore it to serviceable condition (Maintenance, Repair, and Overhaul - MRO), or, updating and upgrading its functional utility through modification.  The system's capabilities include inspection, testing, servicing, classification as to serviceability, repair, rebuilding, and reclamation.  Shop Floor planning for re-fits is also provided.



24 Workflow Management



This entity manages business automation.  The automation mechanism is a rules-based workflow engine. Workflow subsystems may be configured to model the significant events of a business process and route messages or data to destinations based upon predetermined or content-dependent routings.  Workflows may loop, branch into parallel flows and rendezvous, decompose into sub-flows, branch on task results, time out, and more. Messages may be in the form of email, entries in work lists, or compound documents. Messages solicit input or alert of routine or exception conditions, although monitoring for exceptions is the most productive use for workflow systems.  As a result, dissemination of information to decision makers is a powerful application of workflow. Messages may be routed inside of applications, or between applications. The messaging may be synchronous (request-response) or asynchronous (store and forward).



25 Program Management



This entity supports the program manager in planning and tracking work, time, and costs involved in managing a project.  This entity uses a work breakdown structure (WBS) to define the tasks to be performed.  It supports the planning and tracking of activities, work centers, labor, and materials.  This entity also supports monitoring budget estimates against actuals.



26 Funds Disbursement



This entity processes qualified and approved payment requests (or "payables") for payment and the disbursement of funds. Payments can also be suspended or cancelled.



27 Customer/Vendor Management



This entity maintains a common, shared repository of customer data, including a common customer identity (customer number) and customer name as well as attributes unique to payees/payables and receivables.  Receivables attributes include customer credit authorization approval.



28 Cash Management



This entity supports activities to record the receipt and distribution of funds either by currency (e.g., cash, check) or EFT, and the deposit and disbursement of such funds in accordance with Treasury and DoD regulations.  The function also reports disbursements to the Treasury.  Short term and long term forecasts of cash demand are maintained for the purpose of optimizing the investment position of DoD.



29 Cost Forecasting and  Analysis



This entity serves as a general tool to support the development of cost estimates for complex materiel, such as a jet engine, or projects, such as construction.  Cost histories may be utilized and updated.  Analysis of economic variance versus actual is provided.



30 Process Performance Management



This entity supports the capture and tracking of data to enable process improvement throughout DoD.  Business processes are documented and improvement recommendations and process performance are reported.



31 Military Health Services Management



This entity provides the medical specific (non-financial) functionality for support of Military Health Services.  This entity supports enrollment and eligibility, health assessments, scheduling and check-in, and provision of medical services.  It also monitors health service performance and assists in identifying population health improvement.



32 Travel



This entity supports the planning for travel, including initial budgeting, tracking travel requests, and ensuring fund availability.



33 Real Property Planning



This entity provides Real Property planners with the ability to propose, test, compare, develop, and group future projects.  Testing and comparison can be done through "what if" modeling that incorporates budgets, current and proposed assets, and work.  Projects can be marked with funding approval, and funded projects can be provided as inputs to Work Management efforts.



34 Engineering Design Management



This entity supports the engineering effort to develop and track detailed designs (e.g. blueprints or schematics), identify low-level resource requirements, and estimate costs for a given work effort based on standardized cost data.  Provides inputs to Asset Inventory, and to Project Development.



35 Real Property Work Management



For a work task identified in Real Property Planning, or for an unplanned work effort, this entity supports the development of a work schedule and associated resource schedules, and provides workflow-tracking support for all stages of a work effort.



36 Space Management



This entity supports the definition and management of near-term and long-term physical space requirements of the DoD.  It obtains the requirements for space from requestors at all levels of the organization.  It optimizes the allocation and configuration of available space in existing facilities in order to assign space to the requestor.  This entity supports the requirements for both permanent and temporary (i.e., Hoteling) space assignment.



37 Strategic Planning



This entity supports the capture of data describing strategies, goals and objectives for DoD.  Descriptions, quantification, prioritization and risks are supported, in order to provide sufficient analysis to arrive at an affordable Defense Planning Guidelines (DPG).  High-level costs estimates are also captured for business units.



38 Financial Information Consolidation



This entity supports the creation, draft, and final versions of financial reports and trial balances, and support on-line certification and footnotes.



39 Analytical Information Services



This entity provides the mechanism for producing information products that support analytical processes.  Example analytical information products include forecasting, trend analysis, and variance analysis.  The information clients include online analytical processing (OLAP) and data mining functionality.  This entity determines the source of data needed to prepare the packaged information, assembles the required data, and transforms the data into packaged information based on the information requirement details.  The output of this function is the staged packaged information pending delivery.  This system entity will include specific functionality to meet the specialized needs of the analytic end users.  This will include capabilities to support data drill down, the efficient use of many variables being applied to the data for analysis, and the high frequency of requests being applied to the same pre-selected data set.



40 Operational Information Services



This entity provides the mechanism for producing information products that support operational decision-making.  Example operational information products include standard reports and inquiries on integrated data, variance reporting, and aging analysis.  This entity determines the source of data needed to prepare the packaged information, assembles the required data, and transforms the data into packaged information based on the information requirement details.  The output of this function is the staged packaged information pending delivery.  This system entity will include specific functionality to meet the specialized needs of the operational end users.  This will include capabilities to support the high frequency of non-associated information requests.  Ultimately there will be many data sources being queried by many different operational users.  Unlike the analytic information services, the operational information services will not be serving data sets to users.  Operational users will be asking specific questions and getting specific answers.  The answers will often be transaction level or lightly summarized in nature.



41 Strategic Information Services



This entity provides the mechanism for producing information products that support strategic decision processes.  Example strategic information products include strategic planning, balanced scorecard, and value-based management.  The information clients include executive decision support.  This entity determines the source of data needed to prepare the packaged information, assembles the required data, and transforms the data into packaged information based on the information requirement details.  The output of this function is the staged packaged information pending delivery.  This system entity will include specific functionality to meet the specialized needs of the strategic end users.  This will include capabilities to support the consolidation and summarization of source data and the serving of many information products to the same user simultaneously.  In order to distribute simultaneously, the strategic information service system entity will be required to generate and store information products simultaneously.  Due to the different types of strategic information requests and the wide range of available data sources for this entity, the information assurance requirements for this system entity will also be more elaborate than for other information services entities.



42 Information Product Delivery



This entity delivers information products to the information requestor using requirement details such as method of delivery, audience, time, and scope of product.  The format of the delivered information product includes both distributed reports and analysis stores.  The analysis stores support the use of executive dashboards, decision support tools, executive information tools, and ad-hoc query tools.  Due to the wide range of decision making support needs, this system entity will need the flexibility to deliver single answers to operational users, data sets for analysis to analytic users, and the simultaneous delivery of information products to a single strategic user.  Information products are delivered to both internal Department of Defense and external requestors on a scheduled and on-demand (ad-hoc) basis.



43 Customer Credit Management



This entity provides DoD with the ability to validate potential customers by performing credit validation for the purchase of goods and services from the DoD, and ensures that any internal/external DoD debts have the information needed to execute the collection of those debts.  It involves the maintenance of customer credit information such as credit ratings, internal credit standing, and payment history activity.  This entity also provides the capability to capture and maintain the financial stability information of vendors and contractors prior to DoD entering into a contractual agreement to purchase goods or services from them.



44 Billing



This entity provides the capability to automatically generate bills to customers.  Basis used for billing may include advance billing, progress billing, accrued expenditures or costs (labor, goods, and material) using cost accumulated data, fee schedules for goods or services provided, and payment schedules or other contractual agreements with customers.



45 Time and Attendance



This entity collects time and attendance and labor distribution data on a pay period basis for DoD members as appropriate (civilian, reserve/guard, and regular military for certain programs).  Absences of military members from periods of duty are also captured.  The primary functions are to collect time and attendance data, report and release it, and allow for editing and correction.



46 Budget Execution



This entity records funding authorization in the budget to the administrative target level.  It verifies that sufficient funds are available at the administrative target level on a transaction-by-transaction basis.  If sufficient funds are not available, notification is provided so that appropriate action may be taken.  It reserves funds via requests for commitments.  In addition, this entity supports analysis of at-risk administrative targets by reporting actual expenditures versus established authorizations.



47 Liability Management



This entity enables the processing and management of liabilities resulting from unpaid "payables" - i.e., "accruals." Amounts due may be accumulated for future payment, and they may also start accruing prior to receipt of acceptance of the subject products or services.



48 Investment Management



This entity supports the planning and management of the investment portfolio. Deposits are managed by Trust Fund and type of investment vehicle: overnight, T-Bill, T-Note, or T-Bond.



Enterprise Services Entity



Subset of Enterprise node



System Function



01.0 General Ledger



This entity establishes the general ledger account structure consistent with the U.S. SGL, establishes transaction edit and posting rules to record financial events, maintains standard report mapping rules, and serves as the central repository for financial transaction postings.



01.1 Maintain Accounting Framework



This function processes additions, changes, and deletions to elements of the accounting classification design, related valid domain values within accounting classification, transaction posting rules, and report mapping rules.  This function allows an authorized user to enter, edit, and store table changes so that the changes automatically become effective at a future date specified by the user.



01.1.1 Maintain Chart of Accounts



This function creates, updates, or deactivates accounts in the DoD Standard Chart of Accounts.  The account code structure is consistent with the numbering structure and account titles provided in the United States Standard General Ledger.  The chart of accounts consists of proprietary, budgetary, and memorandum accounts.  This function maintains the attributes required for FACTS I and FACTS II reporting.  It supports additions or changes to the chart of accounts without requiring program or system changes.



01.1.2 Maintain Standard Accounting Code Structure



This function is used to maintain the standard accounting code structure.  The accounting code structure enables the tracking and control of funds at various levels, based on the elements in the standard fiscal code and project structure, organization structure and object class, among others.



01.1.3 Maintain Reporting Rules



This function maintains the standard balancing formulas for generating reports to ensure that the reports balance within and among each other. 



01.1.4 Maintain Transaction Posting Rules



This function supports the capture of posting rules that enable standard updates to general ledger proprietary, budgetary, and memorandum accounts based on a single input transaction.  Each transaction generates one or more corresponding postings.   In addition, the rule contains a specification for the posting of the transaction(s) in accordance with the standard transaction structure.  Posting rules provide for the automatic liquidation, partially or in full, of balances of open documents by line item. 



01.1.5 Generate Charge Code



This function generates or allows a user to assign a unique shorthand code to represent the standard fiscal code on funds execution documents.  



01.1.6 Maintain Report Variance Rules



This function allows the creation, change, or deletion of variance thresholds assigned to specific general ledger accounts.



01.1.7 Maintain Business Calendar



This function is used to establish the month-end and year-end closing dates.  It allows for the establishment of hierarchical closing dates.  Each component has flexibility in selecting a closing date that precedes the date at the next higher level.



01.1.8 Maintain Cost Object Hierarchy



This function allows for the creation, modification, or deletion of standard cost accounting model attributes and hierarchy.  This function also allows for the maintenance of agency specific cost objects.



01.2 Map, Summarize, and/or Post Transactions to General Ledger



This function defines, maintains, and executes the posting and editing rules for transactions originating within the accounting system or received from other systems.



01.2.1 Map and Summarize Information



This function receives transactions from source systems, summarizes data to the appropriate level for posting, and applies transaction posting rules.



01.2.2 Post to General Ledger



This function posts transactions to the General Ledger.  This includes the capability of posting to the current and prior period concurrently.  This function also stores future-dated transactions and post automatically at the appropriate date.



01.2.3 Retroactive Posting



This function automatically reclassifies accounting data at the trial balance level when restructuring of existing mandatory accounting classification elements have been approved and implemented.



01.3 Close General Ledger



This function closes the accounting period and prevents subsequent postings to the closed period.  It automatically determines the new period’s beginning balances based on the previous period’s closing balance.  This function generates pre-closing and closing entries based on transaction posting rules and fund types.  This function automatically rolls-over the appropriate system tables at year-end.



02.0 Information Requirement Management



This entity manages the capture of information requirement details from information requestors.  This system enables a requestor to define the form, content, and delivery aspects of an information product.  This function will also match information requests to previously generated products to determine if the product has already been generated.  Information requirements are stored for use by the other Information Services system entities.  Due to the wide range of information requestors, this system entity has the flexibility to capture many differing types of information requirements.  Operational users may submit requests for single transactions, analytic users may request data sets for further analysis, and strategic users may request highly summarized information products from a wide range of data sources.



02.1 Collect Information Requirements



This function manages the capture of information request details from the requestor.  Information request details include form, content, and delivery requirements.



02.2 Identify, Validate, and Prioritize Information Requirement Components



This function analyzes the requirement details to determine if the request can be accommodated.  Some invalid requirements include request for content that is not available, time delivery that can not be met, and access privilege restriction.



02.3 Match Request to Previously Generated Packaged Information



This function compares the information requirement details to previously fulfilled information requirements in order to identify potential matches of previously prepared information packages.  This function is focused on reducing the generation of redundant sets of packaged information.



03.0 PP&E Management



This entity manages the inventory and condition of property, plant, and equipment, including personnel property (real property, National Defense, and equipment), heritage assets, and stewardship land.  It tracks information such as property category, property owner, property location, condition, value, depreciation, and disposition of asset.  It includes reporting of valuation and depreciation and analysis of current and historical data.



03.1 Establish And Maintain PP&E Master Record



This function captures and provides data to assist property managers and officials in their responsibilities, including recording the results of inventories, monitoring maintenance requirements, and tracking the utilization, overhaul, retirement, transfer, or disposal of property.  This function addresses assumption of initial physical control when an asset is delivered or real property is placed in service.  This function also records the acquisition cost of the property, plant, and equipment item(s).  The asset management system obtains information from the acquisition system when property is ordered and captures confirmation information about the physical receipt.  



03.2 Record PP&E Valuation



This function records the book value for all assets, including all capitalized improvements.  It captures changes in quantities, including unit measures for beginning balance adjustments, additions, deletions and compute ending balances by asset category.  This function generates data for journal entries necessary for recording changes in valuation.



03.3 Depreciate, Amortize, or Deplete PP&E



This function calculates Depreciation / Amortization / Depletion on assets based on asset value, useful life, and salvage value.  This information is provided to the core financial system and recorded on PP&E valuation.  The change is recorded in the period of change and or future periods.



03.4 Record Disposition of PP&E



This function supports the sale, disposal, recycling, or destruction of property or inventory items.  The items will be categorized prior to removal as serviceable, unserviceable, or obsolete, and the gain or loss is calculated.  In addition, the property management system maintains information when property is sold, such as the condition and net book value or fair market value.  Upon the sale of property, it captures confirmation information.  Upon disposal, or when identified for disposal and no longer in use, this function identifies the property record as a disposal and no longer includes the value of the asset and its associated accumulated depreciation/amortization in calculating the gross and net book value of property.



03.5 Maintain and Cleanup PP&E



This function captures maintenance schedules and condition of assets, and maintains estimated environmental cleanup costs for assets.  It revises cleanup cost estimates made periodically to account for material changes due to inflation or deflation and for changes in regulations, plans, and/or technology.  This function monitors maintenance requirements and generates reports when maintenance is due and or deferred.



03.6 Plan PP&E Disposition/Return



This function provides a schedule of items to be disposed or returned.  An asset could be returned to the service provider for reasons of warranty, recall, nonconforming asset, or disposal of obsolete excess or unserviceable materiel. This function marks the status of the asset in the property system.



03.7 Process Returned PP&E



This function provides the details of how the asset was returned and the date of return and for what reason.  This function updates the property system and generates journal entries to delete the asset from the financial system.



03.8 Perform PP&E Reconciliation



This function captures physical control over fixed and moveable assets.  This function captures property identification numbers, which may be the item’s serial number and the asset location.  The system documents status whether in-use, in-storage, or in-transit.  This function supports the internal control process of verifying records of inventory on-hand through comparison with physical counts.



04.0 Accounts Receivable Management



This entity accounts for amounts due from others as the result of performance of services by a Military Department or Agency, delivery of goods sold, the passage of time (e.g., interest earned), loans made to others that must be repaid, or other actions.  Receivables are accounted for as assets until funds are collected, or determined to be non-collectable in whole or in part.  Additionally, some receipts may be collected without the prior establishment of a receivable, as in the case of goods sold for cash.  This entity records, monitors, and collects amounts due the DoD whether previously established as a receivable or not. These activities are supported by aging schedules, exception reporting, and monitoring due diligence efforts.



04.1 Establish Receivable/Debt



This function records the formal booking of receivables along with any corresponding revenues, expense reductions, or other offsets.  It provides for automatic establishment of receivables for payment under installment plans, including plans for which payments are scheduled.  It supports generation of flexible repayment schedules for delinquent indebtedness.  This function maintains accounts reimbursable orders, maintains data for receivables referred to outside organizations for collections, and establishes and records loans.  It recognizes revenue when a Service/Agency performs services, or, if goods are kept in inventory for sale, when the goods are delivered to the customer.  For a DoD contract to provide goods or services, this function recognizes revenue in proportion to the estimated total costs for the goods or services acquired to fulfill it. When services are rendered continuously over time, this function recognizes revenue in proportion to the passage of time or the use of the asset.  This function recognizes part of billing revenue arising from donations, appropriations used as a financing source, financing sources, interest as exchange revenue or non-exchange revenue, and unearned revenue.



04.2 Manage Receivables/Debt



This function supports the maintenance of account information on customers, vendors and individual accounts receivable.  It supports activities to age receivables, calculate interest and record penalties and administrative charges on overdue debt, and pursue collection of amounts due.   



04.2.1 Monitor and Manage Collection Information



This function manages and monitors activities conducted by Collection and Accounts Receivable and other collection organizations. It allows the user to track and monitor proactively all activities related to the collection of past due debts. Based on the collection activity, this function can analyze collection effectiveness through its maintenance of telephone calls by collector, type of debt, and type of receivable to determine collection feasibility.  



04.2.2 Identify/Establish Bad Debt Write Off



This function identifies those receivable/debts that should be written off or transferred to a third party government agency to further pursue collection activities (IRS, Dept of Justice, Dept of Treasury).  The function performs calculations based on policies and procedures to determine possible write off amount.  It also calculates a threshold, based on DoD business rules for time and amount, as to when a receivable/debt is written off and DoD no longer pursues collection activities.  Based on historic information, this function calculates the allowance for loss on accounts receivable to post to the general ledger.  It also allows a re-open to a receivable if payment is received after write-off occurred.



04.2.3 Calculate and Establish Penalty



This function records penalties by the type of penalty being administered: interest charge, administrator charge, or late fee.  This penalty is recorded against the receivable, debt, or loan.  This function performs the calculations based on policies and terms and conditions of the agreement and the amount of the purchase.



04.2.4 Manage Collection Agency Activity



The function records and evaluates third party (non-DoD) collection agency activities to rate their collection performance against the contract.  This function supports review of uncollectables that were referred to a third party agency.  This information helps to identify the types of receivable/debt where the collection agency has a success rate greater or less than the collection rates within the DoD.



04.3 Liquidate Receivables



This function provides for the receipt of payments to apply against receivables or debts from Treasury or Financial Institutions.  The function liquidates receivables, records adjustments to receivables, maintains a proper allowance for uncollectable amounts, records write-offs, and applies cash transactions at the sales invoice level.



04.3.1 Apply and Manage Liquidate Receivables



The function applies credits to accounts upon payment received and creates an accounting transaction to post to the general ledger. This function analyzes the different types of payments that are received for goods and/or services rendered.  It supports research on unidentified payments to determine if a receivable exists.  Once the system determines that the fund/payments cannot be applied to a receivable/debt and after all research has been exhausted, the funds are deposited to a U.S. Treasury suspense account and this function creates an accounting transaction to support this.  



04.3.2 Establish and Manage Discrepancy



This function identifies various types of receivable/debt discrepancies and assigns reason codes at the time of payment.  (I.e., Customer ordered 6 but only received 4, therefore a short-payment of 2).  Based on type and amount of discrepancy, this function determines whether it can be written off, or if additional input is needed to rectify the discrepancy.  The system records all discrepancies by type and by DoD Customer and/or debtor to ensure that all discrepancies are accurate and are resolved in a proper manner.  Information is sent to the sales order entry system to resolve any type of short payment or discrepancy.



05.0 Cost Management



This entity creates and provides information on the full cost of programs, their activities, and outputs.  Cost objects are identified and modeled, and cost data is accumulated for the purpose of allocating indirect costs and determining the true cost of certain items.



05.1 Setup Cost Model



This function supports the creation and maintenance of models by which costs are captured and allocated.  Methodologies such as activity-based costing, job order costing, process costing, or standard costing can be modeled.  This function supports the establishment of cost models to capture financial information, operations information, and program information.  Financial information is accumulated by attributes such as organization unit, program/project, funding identification, or financial accumulators (dollars, units).  Operations information measures the efficiency of an operation and associated costs to outputs, i.e. product/service type, planned output units, planned output costs, and operations accumulators (output costs, output units).  Program information measures program effectiveness and associate costs to outcome, i.e., quantitative outcome goals, planned program costs, outcome measures, and program costs.



05.2 Collect Cost Data



This function compiles data from other financial and non-financial systems as needed to determine the cost of an output or operation.  Oth direct and indirect costs are collected, including the costs of goods and services provided by external or internal sources. 



05.3 Assign/Allocate Cost



This function assigns costs that can be traced to an activity or cost object using an appropriate costing methodology.  Indirect common costs are assigned to activities or outputs that share resources, and costs are properly allocated against accounting periods.  This function assigns supporting segments’ costs to the responsible segments that received the goods and services, allocates depreciation costs to outputs/activities, and allocates business unit general and administrative expenses to outputs based on their beneficial or causal relationship.



05.4 Analyze Cost



This function calculates and presents the results of cost analysis queries, including cost benefit analysis, variance analysis, derived cost rates, and other types of economic and cost analysis.



06.0 Workforce Management



This entity allows managers to structure organizations, develop standard position descriptions or generate new position classifications, manage authorized positions, electronically initiate the full range of recruitment-based actions, and to support the full range of individual and mass personnel actions throughout the lifecycle of an employee such as appointments, reinstatements, transfers, promotions, separations, retirements, terminations, furloughs, change to lower grades, and reassignments.  



06.1 Maintain Positions and Classifications



This function allows managers to structure organizations under their control and quickly develop classification documents through the use of standard position descriptions or generation of new classifications.  This function supports full identification of position requirements, including the ability to annotate a position’s unique requirements.



06.1.1 Structure Organization/Position



This function maintains the DoD Agency organizational structures and the DoD Armed-forces organizational structures, and tracks information on peacetime authorizations and wartime requirements which may result in the monitoring or updating of the DoD organization structures and definitions.



06.1.2 Manage Strength Planning



This function allows managers to manage personnel strength requirements to support preparation of the DoD human resource budget.  



06.1.3 Establish Position



This function supports the establishment, classification, and update of DoD position structure and definition.  This function supports full identification of position requirements, including the ability to annotate a position’s unique requirements.



06.2 Recruit and Hire Members/Employees



This function enables managers to electronically initiate the full range of recruitment-based actions and to flow these actions to the appropriate individuals and offices for approvals and processing.  This function provides for the generation of documentation needed to complete the recruitment process.



06.2.1 Manage Job Vacancy



This function allows managers to electronically advertise job vacancies to the internet jobs board, and to perform associated activities such as tracking and viewing the history of job vacancy status changes.



06.2.2 Identify Candidate



This function allows managers to electronically search for job applicants with specific skills.  They can search for applicants using keyword, Boolean, and fuzzy search features against the resume, application text, work history, education, skills, or other fields.  Applications and resumes can be viewed or printed for qualified applicants.



06.2.3 Interview Candidate



This function allows managers to electronically schedule job applicant interviews, view interview schedules, and record interview summaries.



06.2.4 Hire Candidate



This function allows managers to generate job offer selection/non selection letters, review job offer feed back, and initiate hiring activities for future employees such as initiating security clearances or scheduling physic/medical reviews.



06.3 Provide Human Resource Self-Service



This function allows managers and employees to remotely view and update permitted personal information, professional information, training information, and benefit information.  It also allows employees to make personal selections such as selecting benefits or parameters for tax withholding.



06.4 Support Employee Relations



This function provides the capability to track and record the full range of employee, management, or third-party generated appeals and grievances.  This includes judicial and non-judicial actions, sub-standard performance, conduct cases, unfair labor practices, and labor contract administration.  This function tracks employee relations actions from initiation through completion and supports labor relations including negotiations or other labor-management discussions, contract administration, and resolution of disputes.



06.5 Develop Work Force



This function provides the capability to use position and personal data to facilitate on-line initiation of the full range of career planning and work force development activities such as nomination, approval, evaluation, and personnel record documentation.  This function also records essential data relative to the cost and source of developmental activities and enables analysis of such activities to determine future budget needs and return on investment.



06.5.1 Manage Employee Performance Plan



This function supports managers in scheduling and conducting employee performance reviews, and in resolving reviews into salary actions. The function supports the update of employee career plans, including carrying forward of any incomplete goals to the next review period.



06.5.2 Manage Career Planning



This function allows managers to set up career plans and produce Individual Development Plans for employees.  It provides tracking against the employee’s progress and against the cost and activities associated with the plan.



06.5.3 Configure Evaluation Criteria



This function allows managers to configure performance criteria and to produce position-embedded performance criteria necessary to generate individual performance appraisal plans.



06.5.4 Support Performance Improvement Plans



This function allows managers to create, monitor, and maintain performance improvement plans.



06.6 Manage Assignments, Transfers, and Placements



This function enables, given both current and future effective dates, the full range of individual and mass personnel actions such as appointments, reinstatements, details, transfers, promotions, separations, retirements, terminations, furloughs, change to lower grades, reassignments, pay movements, pay changes (including locality and national adjustments, allowances, differentials, premium pay, movement between pay plans or schedules, and pay and grade retention).  The capability to correct or cancel these actions and to provide the necessary audit trail(s) is provided.



06.7 Support Competency Development



This function supports conducting and managing training, education, certification/licensing, and testing for purposes of developing competency in all members/employees.  This includes monitoring budget impacts, cataloging courses, and managing students and training resources.



06.7.1 Manage Certification and Licensing



This function maintains the requirements for each type of the service professional certifications or board certifications and licensing (e.g., medical, legal, acquisition, etc). This function tracks all certified and licensed DoD members and monitors the validity period of the members’ certifications and licensing.



06.7.2 Support Competency Testing



This function supports the development and administration of tests used for entry level and in-service testing (e.g., ASVAB, AFOQT, DLAB, promotion testing, etc.).  This function tracks enrollment and testing results by employees.  



06.7.3 Support Training and Education



This function supports the planning, development, and delivery of education, training and career development programs to meet service/agency and employee needs, and tracks enrollment and completion of training by employees.  



06.8 Develop Human Resource Planning



This function produces the Strategic Planning and Business Plan Assessments to support planning and budgeting.  These assessments include travel, training/education, benefits, other reimbursements, and manning.



07.0 Benefits Administration



This entity provides the capability to handle benefits self-service, to manage Benefit Programs, to support claims processing, and to calculate future cost of delivering benefits.



07.1 Provide Benefit Self-Service



This function enables employees to manage their own benefits, such as requesting information and initiating transactions, with a minimum exchange of forms or other paper documents, on a self-service basis.  This includes benefit information such as the various Health Benefits Elections, assignment of beneficiaries, Thrift Savings Elections, Group Life Insurance Elections (all with event or open season enrollment), and Retirement Calculations for all categories of employees.  It also includes miscellaneous personnel changes (e.g., address, name, emergency contact information).  Alternative data and processing entry points for individuals with disabilities in compliance with the American Disability Act are provided.  This function also determines employee/dependent eligibility for entitlements and documents the action.



07.2 Administer Benefit Payments



This function provides appropriate control over all benefit payments, which are paid through the Accounts Payable function and include obligations, accounts payable, disbursement, and IRS reporting requirements.  Lump sum or recurring approved payments may be stored and automatically released when due to claimants in the near term.  Confirmation that disbursements were made as anticipated, inquiries from benefit claimants regarding payments, and reporting requirements relating to Benefit Payment Administration are supported.



07.4 Manage Benefit Programs



This function supports the formulation, planning evaluation, acquisition, and maintenance of benefit programs, especially from external providers.  Information on current and proposed benefit programs, such as provider, cost and scope of services, is maintained.



07.5 Calculate Future Cost of Delivering Benefits



This function is used to estimate the future cost of health benefits.  It considers the benefit offerings, the enrollment in those benefits, the cost of procedures, the historical usage of discrete benefits, and the projection of the numbers of enrollees to project the benefit cost in a future period.



07.9 Process Reimbursement Requests



This function captures and validates professional development expenses, educational expenses, and other qualified reimbursements based on business rules.  It also processes reimbursement approvals, and records the approved reimbursements in the reimbursement profile in order to be included in the payroll.



08.0 Payroll



This entity provides the capability to calculate gross pay and allowances, deductions, employer contributions, and net pay for each employee (civilian, military, annuity, and retirement), as well as expense and travel reimbursement.



08.1 Calculate and Administer Payroll and Expenses



This function calculates gross pay and allowances, deductions, employer contributions, and net pay for each employee (civilian, military, annuity, and retirement), as well as expense reimbursement.  It also allows for adjustments and recalculates pay as necessary, and provides for the distribution of funds and the generation of tax reports.



08.1.1 Calculate Pay



This function calculates gross pay and allowances, deductions, employer contributions, garnishment pay-off, and net pay for each employee (civilian, military, annuity, and retirement).



08.1.2 Make Adjustments



This function calculates adjustments, retroactive to the gross pay and allowances, deductions, employer contributions, and net pay for each employee (civilian, military, annuity, and retirement), as well as expense reimbursement.  



08.1.3 Prepare Accruals



This function prepares the payroll information accumulating from the last pay period to the end of accounting report periods.



08.1.4 Calculate Benefits Cost



This function calculates the overall cost of benefit per employee.



08.1.5 Add Travel and Other Expense Reimbursement



This function calculates all qualified expense reimbursements such as travel expenses, educational expenses, professional expenses, or other qualified expenses.  This function allows managers to establish an algorithm for reimbursement on education expenses such as 100% for grade A, 90% for grade B, etc.



08.1.6 Prepare and Request Distribution of Funds



This function prepares the amount of each payment to the fund receivers.



08.1.7 Generate Confirmation and Tax Reports



This function generates all confirmation on the payments and generates all required tax reports.



08.2 Process Labor Cost and Distribution



This function provides for the collection, maintenance, and management of labor costs based on classifications and coding structures specified by the Service/Agency, for the purpose of reporting data to other systems, especially cost accounting systems.  This function computes cost information for use in budgeting and controlling costs, performance measurement, determining fees and prices for services, assessing programs, and management decision-making.



08.3 Process Debt



This function validates the garnishment information.  If the information is valid, it records the debt amount into the deduction profile which is process later by the payroll function to deduct the debt amount from the member/employee pay.  If not valid, it is sent to Accounts Receivable for collection.



09.1 Establish Entitlement



This function values, records, and manages debts incurred by the Department of Defense.  This function validates invoices and credits by aligning these devices to purchases made and further matches the invoice and purchase to receipt data.  Receipt data includes indication that a service has been satisfactorily performed, that equipment has been maintained at a cost, that materiel has been satisfactorily delivered, or that a progress payment time has been reached.  This function also provides for the exemption of some or all elements of match; exemption may be established through business rules or user input.



09.1.1 Validate Payment Claims



This function validates the items presented for payment (invoices) prior to establishment of entitlement to ensure the purchase was made and has not been invoiced.  It uses the purchase and payee information for validation.  Invalid invoices are rejected.  This function validates the credit memorandum to ensure that the purchase was made, and if the need for a credit was anticipated, validates that the credit agrees with expected amount.  The credit memorandum is rejected if the system determines the purchase was never made.



09.1.2 Match/Create Entitlement



This function uses predetermined algorithms to ensure the existence of elements needed to justify entitlement.  These elements include validated invoices, validated credit memoranda, shipping notices, and receipt data.  Business rules determine the combination of elements which result in entitlement.  Receipt data includes indication that a service has been satisfactorily performed, that equipment has been maintained at a cost, that materiel has been satisfactorily delivered, or that a progress payment time has been reached.



09.2 Execute Entitlement



This function prepares entitlements for payment execution by scheduling a payment date most advantageous to the government, applying debt as directed, and calculating the final amount of the payment.  This function assigns data to fields in the line of accounting (LOA) that serve to distinguish between different types of payments.  Entitlements may be suspended prior to payment execution or cancelled in order to prevent payment execution.



09.2.1 Schedule Payment Date



This function schedules the payment date most advantageous to the Department of Defense.  The function takes into consideration discount rates for timely payment.



09.2.2 Apply Debt to Entitlement



This function compares debt information to entitlement information for consideration by the user to subtract the debt amount from the total amount of the entitlement.  Where business rules cannot be applied to automatically subtract the debt amount, user input is incorporated.



09.2.3 Calculate Total Amount Due



This function calculates the net amount of an entitlement based on quantity, price, currency conversion rates, tax, discounts/incentives, penalties/fines, and payment offset.  This function also writes information to fields on the line of accounting (LOA) that serve to distinguish interest payments from normal payments.



09.2.4 Select Entitlement for Payment



This function reviews entitlement records and selects applicable entitlements in order to initiate payment execution.  This function also allows the user to cancel or suspend entitlements in order to prevent payment execution.



10.0 Enterprise Reference and Meta Data Management



This entity supports the FMEA by collecting and integrating data required to manage enterprise data and information structures.



10.1 Identify Meta Data Changes & Affected Subscribers



The function identifies meta data changes using business and technical changes from DoD organizations and compared to current meta data to determine how the meta data affects the architecture, and handles business area meta data steward’s non-concurrence with proposed meta data changes, plans and schedules.  Meta data types include business meta data, technical meta data, business reference data, and shared business rules.  The business meta data consists of the conceptual business data model, the conceptual business data model to local mapping, the local to conceptual business data model mapping, the conceptual business data model to external mapping, and the external to conceptual business data model mapping.  The technical meta data includes the subscription meta data, the system meta data, the source of record, the common key mappings, and the interface schedule.  The business reference data consists of the business structure and reference data.  The shared business rules consist of filter rules, cleansing rules, transformation rules, shared business rules, and archival rules.



10.2 Create Meta Data Change Transactions



This function processes approved meta data changes, plan and schedule as well as the analysis of the changes to create meta data change transactions.  The meta data change transactions are the records or transactions that will be entered or applied in each of the data structures that are affected.  Furthermore, this function will ensure that the necessary relationships between the constituent parts are in place and stores the meta data change records in the appropriate data store making them ready for use.  



10.3 Monitor Plan and Schedule Implementation



This function monitors meta data change schedules, processes schedule change requests, accepts schedule changes, notifies stewards of plan/schedule changes and sends the meta data change execution message to FEMA compliant systems.



10.4 Update Enterprise Meta Data



This function gathers meta data changes and catalogs the changes so that they can be tracked as independent items.  The history of changes is also tracked.



10.5 Distribute New Meta Data to Affected Systems



Since the Enterprise Meta Data is differentiated from the meta data used by Business Area Systems the enterprise data must be translated into a form that the business area system is capable of working with and then distributed to the affected systems.



11.0 Data Integration Management



This entity manages the exchange of data between systems using enterprise data structures.  The data management aspect of this function can include sharing of data between systems in real-time or batch, scheduling interfaces between systems, transfer of data between FMEA systems and external systems, ensuring completion of the data transfer, transfer of data to operational data stores, aggregation of data into a data warehouse structure, and summarization of data and population of data marts.



11.1 Identify Shared Data (Change/Publish)



This function identifies shared data from FMEA system entities and determines if the data contains changes, adds, or deletes to be shared with other FMEA system entities.  The Conceptual Business Data Model is used to identify data sources in the architecture.  The Source of Record is used to identify systems of record for each set of data required to fulfill the data request.  System Meta Data describes each system providing data needed to fulfill the request.



11.10 Deliver Data



This function identifies the route(s) needed to send data to destination FMEA System Entities and external entities and send the data to its destinations.  Data routes are maintained as System Meta Data.



11.11 Verify Data Subscription



This function validates data exchanges requests generated outside the FMEA to determine if the interface will be accepted, and initiates data exchanges generated inside the FMEA with a data subscription, or on an interface schedule.  Interface Schedule is used to manage scheduled data exchanges.  Subscription Meta Data is used to manage data subscriptions.  System Meta Data provides data about FMEA System Entities with interfaces or subscriptions.  Shared Business Rules provides shared rules needed to manage interfaces, subscriptions and schedules.



11.12 Filter Data



This function evaluates data collections and selects needed data using filter rules maintained in the Business Rules Data Store this function selects data and passes it to the next function.



11.13 Identify New/Changed Data



This function will compare new data to historic data to determine and changes that have occurred in each record.  New, deleted, or modified records will be flagged for further possessing into the reporting data structures.



11.14 Cleanse Data



This function evaluates data from FMEA external sources for compliance with enterprise data standards and business rules to ensure that it meets FMEA data quality standards. Data cleansing is accomplished using Data Cleansing Rules.



11.15 Acquire External Data



This function evaluates data acquired from an FMEA external source to ensure that it is physically complete and error free.



11.16 Load Data



This function routes and loads data to a destination data store (not to be confused with the Deliver Data function that delivers data to another system function, not a data store).



11.2 Analyze/Translate Request



This function parses the request for shared data, translates the request to a common standard, and packages a formal request that other functions can fulfill.  Local to Conceptual Business Data Model Mapping is used to translate the request to the FMEA common data forms and structures.  The Conceptual Business Data Model is used to identify data sources in the architecture.  Source of Record is used to identify systems of record for each set of data required to fulfill the data request.  System Meta Data describes each system that provides data needed to fulfill the request.  Transformation Rules are used as needed to change the form of data needed.



11.3 Identify Subscribers



This function receives shared data, identifies FMEA system entities that subscribe to the data and retrieves attributes of each subscribing FMEA entity.  FMEA system entities that subscribe to the data are identified in Subscription Meta Data.  System Meta Data is the source of FMEA entity attributes.



11.4 Obtain Data



To fulfill a request for shared data, this function requests, manages and receives responses to/from (FMEA system entities and operational data stores) that are the sources of data for the request.



11.5 Translate Data to Common Form



To enable data sharing the FMEA converts data from individual FMEA system form and structures to a common form and structured used to share data.  This function translates data from the form and structure of a local FMEA system and translates it to the FMEA common form and structure using Local To Conceptual Business Data Model Mapping.



11.6 Translate Data to Local Form



To enable data sharing the FMEA converts data from individual FMEA system form and structures to a common form and structured used to share data.  When translation is needed, this function translates data from the FMEA common form and structure to the form and structure of a local FMEA system using Conceptual Business Data Model to Local Mapping.



11.7 Manage Keys



This function will provide enterprise primary key values for data that is being integrated, aggregated, and stored in the enterprise report structures.  The function will not control keys assigned in functional systems.  It will map functional system keys to intelligent keys in enterprise common data structures including:  operational data stores, data warehouses and data marts.  Common Key Mapping provides data needed to construct new keys.  Common Key Mapping Changes provide identify current enterprise keys and data, and makes changes to key mapping using Common Key Mapping Changes.



11.8 Transform Data



This function uses FMEA Transformation Rules to provide FMEA data transformation services.  Data transformation changes the form of data with data Transformation Rules.  Transformation Rules include user-defined transformations to convert, group, encode/decode, and summarize data.



11.9 Summarize Data



This function provides data aggregation and summarization services to the FMEA using FMEA data summarization rules from Business Structure and Reference Data.



12.0 Information Services Archive Management



This entity archives Information Services data (from Data Marts, Data Warehouses and Operational Data Stores) and products using centrally managed business rules.  When archived data or products are required, they can be retrieved from FMEA archives.  



12.1 Manage Archiving



This function selects, compresses, and stores meta data reporting structure data and packaged information into the archive storage areas.  The function leverages enterprise business rules to determine when the data and packages are to be archived.



12.1.1 Select Archive Candidates



This function selects archive candidates from the business information management data stores, operational data stores and data warehouses using FMEA business rules.  Archival rules can be used to develop complex archiving requirements needed to address difficult archiving issues.



12.1.2 Compress Data



This function compresses candidate data for archiving using FMEA business rules.  



12.1.3 Store Data in Archive



This function stores compressed archive candidates in the FMEA archives.



12.1.4 Delete Data from Reporting Structures



This function deletes data that has been stored in the archive from FMEA reporting structures (data warehouses and operational data stores).



12.2.1 Manage Archive Retrieval



This function retrieves archived data and packaged information from FMEA archives based on retrieval requests from Information Product Preparation.



12.2.2 Decompress Archived Data



This function decompresses retrieved archived data and packaged information from FMEA archives.



12.2.3 Retrieve Archived Products



This function stores retrieved archived data in operational data stores and data warehouses, and provides Packaged Information from the archives for Information Product preparation.



12.2.4 Identify Candidate for Removal



This function identifies candidate data in the archives for removal based on archival rules.



12.2.5 Remove Candidate From Archive



This function removes candidate data from the archives based on archival rules.



13.0 Procurement and Acquisition



This entity is used to convert acquisition requirements into completed purchases.  It enables the planning, executing, monitoring, and controlling of purchases made by the Department of Defense.  These functions cover the range of requirements from simple, low cost goods and services through major, highly complex acquisition projects.



13.1 Formulate Purchase Plan



This function allows the user to create purchase plans that contain itemizations of the purchases that will serve to satisfy acquisition requirements.  Purchase plans reflect method of procurement, i.e. contract, purchase order, or credit card.  Purchase plan schedules are based on desired/required delivery date, vendor delivery schedules as gleaned from proposals or statements of work, and forecasted budget allocations and budget release dates.



13.1.1 Produce Planning Estimate



This function assists the user in developing an estimate for all the elements planned in a purchase.  It provides access to historical acquisition information as well as current vendor catalog information.  Each planning estimate shows the cost by quantity, and an estimate of when the item would be delivered.  



13.1.2 Confirm/Verify Acquisition Requirement



This function allows the user to relate acquisition requirements to planning estimates.  If an estimate is available, information from the estimate is used as default values to assist in the development of the final acquisition requirement  



13.1.3 Produce Purchase Plan



This function allows the user to view a planning estimate and use it to create a purchase plan to aid in tracking purchase progress.  The purchase plan includes fields for source identification codes and forecasted costs applied against a budget line.  This function  provides the user with purchase solutions which take into account multiple sourcing solutions and the division of large purchases into several smaller purchases typified by elements such as like items, dollar amounts, delivery dates, budget availability, exchange rates, logistics capacities, etc.  The purchase plan also includes text fields for the entry of descriptive information.



13.1.4 Determine Source



Some purchases are required to be dependently related to Sourcing Contracts. This function relates Acquisition Requirements to existing Sourcing Contracts in order to satisfy this mandate prior to initiating a Purchase Requisition.  Purchases that do not require a sourcing contract bypass this mandate and are considered unsourced requirements.  The user links the source to these requirements through manual input prior to release of a purchase contract.



13.2 Execute Purchase



This function allows the user to convert purchase requests into purchase contracts.  It uses information from the purchase plan and, where applicable, the sourcing contract, to create incremental purchases.  It links the desired items to a vendor and to an accepted or prescribed payment method.  Purchase plans contain data indicating which items were selected, which vendor was selected, and which payment method is most appropriate.  The appropriate payment method, if determined by the purchase plan, is treated as prescribed.  If the purchase plan does not identify a specific method of payment, as may be the case with smaller purchases, this function allows the user to select the payment method that is either compatible with the Vendor's accepted methods of payment, or most advantageous to the government with respect to payment schedules and purchase control.



13.2.1 Create Draft Purchase Requisition



Using either a purchase plan or user input, this function allows the user to create a draft purchase requisition.  Draft purchase requisitions include data entry fields for item codes, desired quantity, desired delivery date, and approver identification code.  In the event of purchase plan or source preexistence, these fields are pre-filled yet editable.  This function uses user input to populate fields such as item description, price, cost center, and related purchase plans or sourcing contracts.  Draft purchase requisitions are distinguished from purchase requisitions by the lack of final funding approval.  This function also assigns an accounting charge code to the purchase requisition.



13.2.2 Finalize Purchase Requisition



This function links the administration reservation of funds to draft purchase requisitions.



13.2.3 Create Request for Quote



Using data from the Contract and Purchase Requisition, this function allows the user to create a Request for Quote for submission to a vendor.  



13.2.4 Create Purchase Contract



This function allows the user to convert a purchase requisition into a purchase contract.  Purchase contracts have fields for data such as item identification code, unit price, quantity, delivery date, shipping address identification code, billing address identification code, charge code, vendor identification code; these fields are pre-filled with the applicable information found in the purchase requisition and quote.  There are also text fields for descriptive information.  This function relates purchase contracts to sourcing contracts and purchase plans.  It also allows the user to initiate modifications (mods) to the purchase contract.  The application of elements of the modification results in the creation of a document contract that remains associated with the purchase contract being modified.  The instance of a purchase contract causes an obligation of funds.



13.3 Maintain and Control Purchase



This function retains, updates, and provides access to information on purchases throughout their life cycle.  It is through this function that appropriate agents view/analyze executed purchase orders, closed acquisition requirement fulfillments, and other items associated with historical aspects of purchasing.  This function provides access to completed purchase plans, while in-process purchase plans are accessed through the Formulate Purchase Plan function.  Purchasing authorities use this function to cancel purchase orders.  



13.3.1 Monitor Purchase Contract



This function allows the user to review receipt, shipping, and purchase transaction data in order to determine if a purchase contract is complete.  This function also applies business rules to identify purchase contracts for closure.  If the purchase is complete, the purchase contract is identified for closure.



13.3.2 Create Purchase Contract Closure Notice



This function allows the user to view/analyze purchase contracts flagged for closure as well as all payment records associated with the purchase contract.  The user can then choose to close the purchase contract.  This function also allows for system-generated closures based on predefined business rules.



13.4 Produce Acquisition Assessment



This function assembles and provides to the user information from Strategic Planning Entity as well as Accounting Entity.  The user uses this function to regard the information and create an assessment which details the acquisition needs of any proposed strategic plan or the impact of accounting structure changes.  This function allows the user to import information from the Purchasing data stores in order to provide quantifiable data to the assessment.  Assessments will be composed via a standard template: this function requires its own Assessment transactional data store in order to maintain templates.  Completed assessments are also stored in the Assessment transactional data store.



14.1 Manage Purchase Card



This function establishes and maintains government purchase credit cards.  This function uses a purchase card request to open a credit card account, populating the account profile with items such as cardholder information, credit limit for both single purchases and monthly total purchases, and accepted merchant category codes.  Credit history and organizational funding levels may be used in the establishment of a credit card account.  This function is used if needed to terminate a credit card, and termination results in notification (a termination order) to the purchase card financial institution that no further purchases are authorized.  This function also supports the activation and deactivation of purchase credit cards.  In addition to cardholder accounts, this function enables the establishment and maintenance of accounts for approving billing statements or terminating, activating, or deactivating purchase credit cards.



14.1.1 Create Purchase Card Record



This function allows the user to enter purchase card request information to create a purchase card record.  This function allows the assignment of purchase card transaction approval authority information.



14.1.2 Assign Parameter to Purchase Card Record



This function allows the user to use personal information about the prospective cardholder to assign parameters to the purchase card record that describe the limitations of purchase card. 



14.1.3 Issue Purchase Card



This function creates a purchase card issuance record.  When a predetermined number of new records have been generated, this function assists in the development of a consolidated purchase plan for the acquisition of the issued purchase cards.



14.2 Monitor and Control Purchase Card Use



 Cardholders use this function to review their billing statements, which contain transaction-level details on purchases made.  Billing statements are created by the purchase card financial institution on a schedule established by applicable Business Rules from the purchase card program policy.  A billing statement approver uses this function to certify and approve billing statements, and where applicable, flag transactions in order to deny payment and effect resubmission to the cardholder for additional explanation or documentation.  



14.2.1 Update Billing Statement



This function allows the user to review and approve Billing Statements.  This function also provides for system-generated approval based on business rules.



14.2.2 Monitor Purchase Card Transactions



This function automatically monitors purchase transactions and flags transactions which appear suspicious.  This function also allows the user to review transactions and flag/unflag as necessary.  



15.1 Create and Maintain Contract Abstracts



This function maintains contract abstracts throughout project life cycle including appropriations, calls, target dates, terms and conditions, scheduled shipments and payment structure.  Both year-to-date and inception-to-date tracking is required.



15.1.1 Create Contract



This function allows the user to create a sourcing contract for use in attaining a legally binding agreement with a vendor.  The sourcing contract has many text fields for the entry of descriptive information and legal language.  This function relates subsequent purchase contracts to the sourcing contract.  When a user reviews the sourcing contract, all purchase contracts related to the sourcing contract are displayed.  Likewise, this function relates the sourcing contract to preceding purchase plans or planning estimates.  This function provides the user with information regarding purchase execution status throughout a project's life cycle.



15.1.2 Administer Contract



This function allows the user to review contracts.  This function allows production surveillance by relating delivery events to contracts and may use business rules to, for example, calculate percentage completion of contracts or identify potential contract delinquencies in accordance with the production surveillance plan.  This function provides quality assurance support.



15.1.3 Modify Contract



This function allows the user to modify contracts.  The function calculates the financial implications of proposed modifications as well as the implications on delivery schedules.



15.1.4 Close Contract



This function allows the user to view contracts in order to ensure that all required contract actions have been satisfactorily accomplished prior to closeout of the contract.  Items needed for contract closeout include notice of physical completion, final payment verification and final acceptance date.  This function creates the contract completion statement.



15.2 Create and Maintain Service Level Agreements



This function creates and maintains Service Level Agreements including the performance objectives, terms and conditions, and the services and levels of services to be provided.



15.2.1 Capture Service Level Agreement Specifications



This function gathers performance objectives, terms and conditions that constitute the Service Level Agreement, including the services and levels of services to be provided.



15.2.2 Maintain Service Level Agreements



This function provides for the maintenance of service level agreements as warranted on a periodic basis.  Modifications are captured and tracked.



15.2.3 Collect Service Level Agreement Metrics



This function collects the metrics needed to determine if the performance objectives specified in the service level agreement have been met.  These are used for the analysis of the provider’s performance and calculating any billing that is based on performance.



15.2.4 Monitor Service Level Agreements



This function monitors the objectives of the service level agreement for billing and comparison purposes.



15.2.5 Review Service Level Agreements



This function supports the review of the terms and conditions of the service level agreements on a periodic basis.



15.2.6 Dissolve Service Level Agreements



This function dissolves the service level agreements when it becomes null and void and is no longer to be kept in force.



16.0 Budget Formulation



This entity supports budget preparation primarily during the Programming and Budgeting phases of the Planning, Programming, and Budgeting cycle.  It supports the initial establishment of the DoD budget through the budget cycle to submission, supports justification of the President’s Budget, and supports budgeting for supplemental requests throughout the budget year.



16.1 Validate Requirements



This function facilitates the capture, consolidation, and tracking of business plan assessments.  Validation against business unit objectives is provided.  Costed  requirements are extracted and posted as budget requirements.



16.2 Develop Performance Plan



This function maintains and tracks the establishment of annual and out-year performance plans, measures, metrics, or targets at the desired level of budget responsibility.  Performance measures are linked to strategic goals and are expressed in quantifiable, measurable form.  This function supports the initial establishment of an annual performance plan as well as any revised or supplemental requests.



16.3 Develop Business Unit Budgets



This function maintains and tracks the establishment of detailed budget estimates for the designated budget years at the administrative target level.  It supports the establishment of initial budget estimates based on extrapolation, and for manpower, based on authorized positions and compensation.  It also supports the initial establishment of an annual budget and handles supplemental requests outside of the annual budget cycle.



16.4 Analyze/Forecast Budgets



This function provides for analysis and comparison of performance measures and budget estimates among comparable levels within the budget request base.  It supports what-if analysis scenarios without affecting existing data.  It supports forecasts at any level based on current or prior year projections, using adjustable projection rates, including the global forecasting of salaries and benefits.



16.5 Review Program-Level Budget Submission



This function facilitates the process of assembly and review of proposed current-year business unit budgets by the Office of the Secretary of Defense (OSD).



16.6 Formulate and Review Department of Defense Budget



This function facilitates the process of assembling the President’s Budget for the upcoming fiscal year for transmittal to OMB and congressional appropriations committees.  Justification materials for formal OMB review and congressional hearings are also produced.



17.0 Knowledge Management



This entity is concerned with creating, building, compiling, organizing, transforming, pooling, disseminating, transferring, applying, and safeguarding knowledge.  Expected FMEA knowledge includes among others, budget guidance, financial management regulations and interpretations.



18.0 Integrated Logistics Planning



This entity encompasses all functions that result in an Integrated Logistics Plan.  Major parts of the integrated plan include materiel inventory, transportation, maintenance, returns, and logistics services.



18.1 Manage/Develop Plan Criteria



This function includes the development of basic planning information such as planning premises and assumptions.  Premises and assumptions may be derived from transaction summaries, forecasts and historical records.



18.10.1 Collect Logistics Network Infrastructure Information



This function provides maximum capacity with the logistics supply chain.  This function captures all logistics resources by location, availability and capacity.  This function also captures leading practice/ historical information to support alternative strategies and objectives.



18.10.2 Assess Operational Requirement



This function provides for the creation and maintenance of assessments of operational requirements included in alternative strategies and objectives.  The assessments relate to budget data and business plans.  This function supports scenarios and ‘what-if’ statements.  



18.10.3 Develop Logistics Strategic Plan



This function provides for the balancing and extending of existing logistics networks in support of alternative strategies and objectives.  It develops an overall logistics plan based on outputs from collective logistics network infrastructure information and assessment of operational requirements.



18.10.4 Define Training Requirement



This function captures and tracks training needs based on the logistical requirements of alternative strategies and plans.



18.2 Assess Backlog



This function records into the planning database an assessment of the impact of logistics order backlogs on the logistics planning objectives.  Order backlogs may pertain to orders for materiel, transportation, or other logistics services.  Based on the assessment of backorders, aggregate projections and forecast demands are revised.



18.3 Assess Capacity



This function records into the planning database an assessment of the impact of logistics capacities on the logistics planning objectives.  Capacities may apply to any materiel resource or means of production or delivery used for logistical purposes.  The assessments may be based on calculations or forecasts dealing with existing capacity, current and planned use of capacity, and the degree to which a capacity limit is approached or exceeded.



18.4 Develop Integrated Logistics Plan



This function produces the integrated logistics plan from the various plans produced by materiel inventory, transportation, maintenance, returns, and logistics services.  The integrated logistics plan is then distributed for execution of functions related to asset/materiel.



18.5 Establish Materiel Master Record



This function captures and maintains basic descriptive information for the establishment of the initial master record for any inventory materiel item.  This information is used in the development of future plans such as what items are available within the logistics chain.



18.6 Establish Asset Master Record



This function creates and maintains the initial master record for asset items such as real property, vehicles, and weapon systems.  This information is used in the development of future plans.



18.7 Plan Logistics Services



This function enables the planning of services to be performed by balancing and scheduling service requirements versus resources available.  The logistics services include health services, general engineering and quality of life.



18.8 Track Project Service Status



This function captures the status and completion of scheduled service requirements and communicates the outlook to providers and service receivers.  This function analyzes the status of the plan against the actuals.



18.9.1 Identify Return Requirement



This function captures requests for returns and disposal, including item, reason, responsible party and date expected.



18.9.2 Identify Return Resource



This function captures and maintains basic descriptive information for the master record for return resources, including receiving requirements and availability.



18.9.3 Create Return Schedule



This function forecasts the return and disposal resource requirements needed over future periods.  This function creates a schedule of return and disposal service availability (e.g., daily, weekly, monthly).



19.0 Inventory Management



This entity maintains information about materiel items in inventory.  It maintains vendor visibility of the inventory to allow fulfillment when necessary, and includes a mechanism to make known to vendors the need for an outsourced service.  It allows the user to issue or loan a materiel item from inventory.  The entity also accounts for materiel items in transit, and provides data to assist inventory managers in their responsibilities, including recording the results of taking physical inventories.



19.1 Establish/Maintain Materiel Master Record



This function captures and maintains specific descriptive information for the master record for any consumable materiel item in support of inventory valuation and accountability.  The record contains critical information and specifications that are available from the packing list or vendor.  This function establishes a master record in the event that a record was not previously created.



19.2 Valuate/Adjust Inventory



This function evaluates inventory based on the approved inventory valuation method of historical cost or latest acquisition cost.  This function provides inventory valuation data to the core financial system for posting to the general ledger and cost management.



19.3 Perform Materiel Inventory Reconciliation



This function supports the internal control process of verifying records of inventory on-hand through comparison with physical counts.  If the data maintained in the system does not match the actual inventory, the system is updated to reflect the true value.



19.4 Execute Return Schedule



This function triggers a detailed executable schedule from planning that addresses all return capabilities and requirements needed to perform a materiel return into the logistics process or back to the vendor. This function also triggers a detailed executable schedule for the disposal of excess, obsolete, or unserviceable materiel.



19.5 Manage Inventory Replenishment



This function provides for the replenishment of inventory based on the comparison of on-hand, on-order quantities versus projected required levels.   A kanban signal is sent to the vendor.  Once the vendor has completed the order, a kanban fulfillment is sent from the vendor to compete the inventory replenishment.



19.6 Remove/Dispose of Inventory



The function involves removing items from inventory accounts, or adjusting accounts, due to the disposition of assets by one or several means such as destruction, cannibalization, sale, or necessary physical disposal.



19.7 Process Returned Materiel



This function supports the required steps that will be taken to return an item that is nonconforming, defective, etc.



19.8 Retrieve Item Status and Availability



This function captures the data specified by a query of data for actual inventory items.  Item status refers to quantities of the states that an item may be in such as on-hand, on-order, discontinued, and the like.  Item availability refers to date and count data concerning when the item could be retrieved from inventory.



19.9.1 Identify Materiel Requirement



This function captures materiel requirements.  This planning function for materiel assesses the requirements needed to meet operational demand.  All associated special requirements are captured.



19.9.2 Identify Resource for Activities



This function identifies the resources required to manage the incoming materiel.  The status of all resources is maintained to help with materiel scheduling.  Environmental information is captured and is used to help identify procedures for handling these products.



19.9.3 Create Materiel Resource Schedule



This function establishes a schedule for the materiel resources required for operational demand.



20.0 Warehouse Management



This entity provides for the physical receiving, storage, breakdown, packing, handling and physical distribution of materiel. The system is highly dependent on interfaces with other systems/functions, most notably receiving, inventory, and transportation.



20.1 Process Shipments



This function supports the physical storage of materiel and identifies the location at which it is stored.  This function supports the initial delivery of materiel to the warehouse.  The system produces a report of items ordered from the procurement system.  This process reconciles items received with total quantities procured to identify either overage or short shipments.



20.2 Record Inspection



This function compares received materiel against the order and the packing list.  Any discrepancies are rejected and sent back to the vendor.  For accepted items, this function updates the asset/inventory system to reflect the additional items.



20.3 Record Receipt



This function supports the receipt of goods in a warehouse, which takes place after final inspection and delivery.  This receipt is forwarded to the core financial system to close a contract upon delivery.



20.4 Record Issuance



This function supports the issue of materiel items, transfer between services, etc., in order to maintain accurate records of the location of assets.  This function prepares the pick-list to be used in pulling materiel out of stock.  This function reduces the on-hand quantities by the number of items removed.



21.1 Process Sales Orders



This function processes customer requests for goods or services, including order capture and configuration, pricing, inventory availability, and order status.  Accepted orders flow to logistics for fulfillment and order status is maintained through the actual shipment of goods.



21.1.1 Capture Order



This function captures the order/item specifications, along with the customer identity including shipping and billing data.  It validates the item attributes, determines item availability, and provides for the placement of the order.  



21.1.2 Configure Order



This function ensures that only the allowable combinations of features and options are ordered for a configurable item based on selections made by the customer.  A database of allowable features and options is maintained.



21.1.3 Change Order



This function captures and confirms changes to existing orders.  It notifies the appropriate parties of the change, such as, notifying shipping if the ship-to address changes.  It also provides for the cancellation of an order.



21.1.4 Provide Order Status



This function allows the user to inquire about the status of an order, indicating where the item is in the order fulfillment process.



21.1.5 Calculate Order Price



This function determines the price for individual order items as well as for the overall order, such as shipping and handling.  Pricing may vary for internal and external customers.  Pricing is done on a time and materials basis, and may be based on hours extracted from labor actuals, or on the stabilized price for material.  This function calculates prices so that they are available at the time that orders are captured.



21.1.6 Process Order Return



This function provides for the return of an order by a customer for any reason (unneeded, change of specification, etc).  A return authorization may be established based on the customer’s request to return an item.



21.1.7 Trigger Billing



This function triggers billing for orders which are paid on a regular installment basis.  The amount of the installment due is determined.



21.2 Maintain Billing Rates



This function maintains stabilized cost recovery rates for goods and services sold for both internal and external customers.



22.1.1 Establish Transportation Movement Requirement



This function captures transportation requirements.  This transportation planning function assesses movement requirements required to meet operational needs.  All associated special handling requirements are captured.



22.1.2 Identify Transportation Resource



This function determines transportation modes and the resources necessary to move identified materiel.  The status of all available transportation assets is maintained to help with scheduling of materiel/personnel movement.  Environmental information is captured and is used to help identify transportation options.



22.1.3 Create Transportation Schedule



This function establishes a schedule for the transportation of materiel/personnel.  Based on the movement/staging/dependencies, an overall schedule for delivery of materiel/personnel is generated.



22.2 Package, Handle, and Transport Materiel/Personnel



This function supports the packaging, handling and transportation of materiel and personnel to meet operational requirements and customer orders received.  This function also supports the movement of goods by military and or commercial means.  This system provides information to the inventory system to update the materiel records.



22.2.1 Accept Materiel/Personnel for Transportation



This function prepares the manifest/shipping documents that are used in the transportation process.  This function updates the records to show status in-transit.  .



22.2.2 Record Transportation Fulfillment



This function records receipt and location of materiel/ personnel.  



22.2.3 Track Transportation Status



This function is used to track the movement of materiel from the time items are sent to the time they are received by the requesting customer.  The status of the shipment can be retrieved to provide advice to customers on the shipments of materiel.



22.3 Execute Transportation Schedule



This function triggers a detailed executable schedule from planning for all activities performed that address the transportation capabilities and requirements needed to perform a transportation obligation to an organization.



23.0 MRO and Modification



This entity accounts for all actions taken to retain materiel in an operational status and to restore it to serviceable condition (Maintenance, Repair, and Overhaul – MRO), or, updating and upgrading its functional utility through modification.  The system's capabilities include inspection, testing, servicing, classification as to serviceability, repair, rebuilding, and reclamation.  Shop Floor planning for re-fits is also provided.



23.1.1 Identify Maintenance Requirements



This function captures and catalogs requirements for maintenance, repair, overhaul and modification.  Deferred maintenance is backed-out of the maintenance schedule and is reverted back to requirements.  



23.1.2 Identify Resource for Maintenance Activities



This function captures the resources required to conduct maintenance, repairs, overhauls and or modifications by specific maintenance orders.  A set of maintenance procedures used in the execution of maintenance is generated.  The parts/items required to perform the maintenance and the skill sets required to perform the maintenance are identified per each maintenance activity.



23.1.3 Create Maintenance Schedule



This function establishes a daily/weekly/monthly schedule for overall maintenance activities, including the identification of who, where and when the maintenance will be performed.  Planned maintenance that is not accomplished is flagged as deferred maintenance and is reverted back to maintenance requirements.



23.2 Record Maintenance Diagnosis



This function records the results of inspection diagnoses performed on all assets/materiel.  For items with an unsatisfactory diagnosis, the results may indicate that an item requires repair, should be destroyed, or should be returned to the vendor.



23.3 Record Suitability for Use



This function records the results of tests that were performed to determine if the maintenance was carried out on the equipment to specification, and determines suitability.  For suitable items, this function updates the status to return to inventory.  This function flags unsuitable items for disposal.



23.4 Track Maintenance, Repair, and Overhaul



This function tracks the status and completion of MRO tasks performed, including actual time, materials and supplies expended, as well as specific checks/modifications made to specific components.  This information is added to the item’s master record for historical use.



23.5 Execute Maintenance Schedule



This function triggers a detailed executable schedule from planning for all maintenance activities performed to retain an item in a specified condition by providing systematic inspection,, detection, and prevention of unplanned failures.



24.0 Workflow Management



This entity manages business automation.  The automation mechanism is a rules-based workflow engine. Workflow subsystems may be configured to model the significant events of a business process and route messages or data to destinations based upon predetermined or content-dependent routings.  Workflows may loop, branch into parallel flows and rendezvous, decompose into sub-flows, branch on task results, time out, and more. Messages may be in the form of email, entries in work lists, or compound documents. Messages solicit input or alert of routine or exception conditions, although monitoring for exceptions is the most productive use for workflow systems.  As a result, dissemination of information to decision makers is a powerful application of workflow. Messages may be routed inside of applications, or between applications. The messaging may be synchronous (request-response) or asynchronous (store and forward).



24.1 Define Events



This function is used to define the events that trigger a workflow.  It also defines the subscribers to the event who can be either individuals or groups.



24.2 Define Event Process



This function is used to define a specific workflow process based on an event.  The process includes assigning the individuals or groups and the sequence in which they participate in the workflow.  This function supports changes in the roles without modifying the process.



24.3 Capture Event Occurrence



This function recognizes that an event has occurred, and initiates the workflow defined for the event.



24.4 Route Event



This function is responsible for routing the event object according to the defined process.  The object can be routed to the individuals or groups as defined via web or email.  As per the defined process, routing can be based on business rules, including delegation to a group or assistant.



24.5 Monitor Worklist



This function allows subscribers to monitor the events queued to them or the group they represent.  A consolidated worklist is presented to the subscriber.  Subscribers may review, approve, or reject the event, as well as invoke any exception that may alter the routing, or reassign it to another subscriber.



24.6 Display Event Status



This function provides status on the active events.  It displays the progress and history, as well as the current status or location of any event.



26.0 Funds Disbursement



This entity supports activities required to automatically identify and select payments to be disbursed in a particular payment cycle based on business rules, such as Prompt Payment, and provide for on-line review and certification of proposed payments.  Various forms of payment may be used for the disbursement (cash, check, or EFT).   This entity supports the consolidation of multiple payments to a single payee, and the preparation of schedules for various classifications of payment, such as vendor payments, transportation payments and payments in foreign currency. For payments that exceed predetermined thresholds, advance notification to the U.S. Treasury may be required.



26.1 Create Candidate Payment



This function uses payment information to create the candidate payment that is used to ensure successful transfer of payment to receiving accounts.  



26.2 Consolidate Payments by Payee



This function consolidates multiple payments to a single payee so that a single payment can be made.



26.3 Create Payment



This function uses the same information used when the candidate payment was created to generate the actual payment.  Payroll tax collection information is processed in accordance with business rules.  If a payment has been rejected by the receiving account, the operator is notified.



26.4 Suspend/Cancel Payment



This function allows a user to suspend a payment that has been scheduled or to cancel a payment prior to execution.  If the payment has already been made, this function notifies the user that the payment has already been issued.  This function is also used to recall a payment.



26.5 Perform Payment Confirmation and Follow-up



This function provides information about each payment to reflect the stage of the scheduling process that the payment has reached and the date.  This is used to confirm that disbursements were made as anticipated and supports inquiries from vendors and other payees regarding payments.



27.1 Maintain Customer Information Database



This function maintains a common, shared repository of customer data, including a common customer identity (customer number and customer name as well as attributes unique to payees/payables and receivables.  Receivables attributes include customer credit authorization approval.



27.2 Validate Authorization to Do Business



This function validates that a customer/payee possesses the authorization to conduct business activities with the Department of Defense.  If the authorization does not pre-exist, this function allows the user to manually validate the authorization.



28.1 Establish Type of Deposit



The function determines how sales invoices are paid and how the specific recording of the deposit will take place in the DoD.  It also records debt deposits.  It tracks what organizations accept cash and credit cards, and maintains the deposit relationship with the financial institutions.  This process consists of evaluating and tracking the different types of deposits made payable to the Department of Defense for goods or services rendered.  (An example being in the month of July, 50% of payments made to the DoD consisted of EFTs, 25% were Lockbox payments, and the remaining 25% consisted of other types of payment methods.).  



28.2 Reconcile Disbursements with US Treasury Transactions



This function tracks all of the disbursements received and reconciles this data against what the United States Treasury Department posted in their records for the user to identify any discrepancies.



28.3 Reconcile Deposits with US Treasury Transactions



This function tracks all of the deposits received and reconciles this data against what the United States Treasury Department posted in their records for the user to identify any discrepancies.



28.4 Estimate Cash Forecasting



The function predicts cash flows for the purpose of liquidity management and financial control based on business rules.  The system performs calculations and supports the user in determining any and all future cash forecasts using anticipated receivables/payables and planned deposits/disbursements.



29.0 Cost Forecasting and Analysis



This entity serves as a general tool to support the development of cost estimates for complex materiel, such as a jet engine, or projects, such as construction.  Cost histories may be utilized and updated.  Analysis of economic variance versus actual is provided.



29.1 Forecast/Estimate Costs



This function supports the development of estimates from scratch or based on history for similar types of work.  A structure to develop the estimate is provided based on dimensions such as parts bill of material, work center labor and materials required, or phases, such as general, mechanical and electrical.



29.2 Perform Variance Analysis



This function supports the analysis of variances in estimate to actual.  Original or revised estimates are compared to actual costs retrieved from actual cost history.



31.1 Manage Health Care Enrollment and Eligibility



This function maintains beneficiary eligibility and enrollment data.  The beneficiary profile and preferences are used to support beneficiary marketing and education, and to allocate beneficiaries to healthcare programs, facilities, and providers.



31.2 Assess, Schedule and Check-in Beneficiary



This function supports beneficiary assessment, beneficiary healthcare planning, appointments and scheduling.  Appointment and schedule data is used to allocate facility and provider and to prepare for patient encounters.



31.2.1 Support Health Care Assessment



This function supports the medical personnel in making and recording the health care assessment.  It supports the recording of the results of the standardized tools and algorithms used to identify health care needs.  It supports the recording of preventive needs (immunizations, clinical screening, or counseling).  Based on screening results, it directs beneficiaries to the appropriate level of care within an appropriate amount of time, and to the appropriate health care services and locations.



31.2.2 Establish and Maintain Schedules



This function creates and manages schedules within and across the organization.  It includes schedule maintenance (e.g., creating and extending schedule templates), and finalizing schedules with providers and services.  



31.2.3 Retrieve and Verify Health Care Beneficiary Information



This function retrieves and verifies beneficiary information before scheduling beneficiaries for health care services.  This function helps to ensure that the beneficiary and health plan information is accurate, and that the beneficiary is eligible to receive services.



31.2.4 Authorize and Schedule Health Service



This function supports the authorization and performs the scheduling of appointments for health care services of various types in multiple locations according to available locations and resources.



31.2.5 Check-in Patient



This function supports the check-in of the patient at the care delivery site, and manages encounter-related information.  



31.2.6 Manage Health Care Patient Movement



This function helps to track the patient’s movement across the continuum of care.  This function is used to verify that the beneficiary’s time is spent receiving service rather than waiting to receive it.



31.3 Support Provision of Medical Services



This function supports the provision of medical services.  Beneficiary health status is determined and healthcare services are planned, coordinated, provided, integrated, and documented.  Data collected in this function support health service billing, acquisition, and planning for subsequent patient care.  Patient movement is tracked as needed.  



31.3.1 Plan Health Services



This function supports the creation and maintenance of individualized plans of services that utilize the appropriate level of care and resources to ensure quality and cost-effective outcomes.  The plans of care incorporate care management, case management, wellness, and disease management strategies.



31.3.2 Manage Information and Documentation



This function supports the documentation associated with providing health services.  Information is maintained in a standardized manner so that it can be accessed from multiple locations to support a mobile population.



31.4 Support Population Health Improvement



This function supports healthcare data analysis needed for population health management.  Capabilities support definition and assessment of the beneficiary population, development of population health management practices, implementation of population health tools and management practices, and evaluation of population health management.



31.4.1 Define and Assess Beneficiary Population



This function is used to define and maintain the beneficiary population, and to assess the health concerns of the population.  This function maintains the results of health/risk screening for the identified population regarding environmental threats, certain disease states, conditions, activities, and behaviors/patterns that can influence health status.  This function creates a health risk profile and/or cost risk analysis to target a given population.



31.4.2 Support Health Management Processes



This function consists of tools, models, and programs to support population health management based on analysis of population health data and research.  This function assists in defining proactive activities to maximize health status and/or minimize health risk for selected populations and/or population health programs.  This function supports the evaluation process for an evidence-based population health system.



31.5 Monitor Health Service Performance



This function provides planning information to support healthcare planning.  Future defense plans, and data collected from providing medical services are major data resources for this function.  Capabilities supported by this function are:  healthcare risk analysis, policy development, healthcare management practice development and analysis, healthcare capability monitoring, and analysis to support research results.  



31.5.1 Assess Effectiveness of Access to Care



This function maintains the key performance measures and performance standards along the lines of quality, cost, and cycle time, and of improving access to care processes and practices.  This function supports the analysis of data against the performance metrics, and generates reports that can be given to providers to support improvement of the quality of service provided to beneficiaries.  The results of the analysis also facilitates the meeting of regulatory requirements for credentialing and accreditation.



31.5.2 Perform Medical Management



This function supports the management of health service utilization levels, the monitoring of medical performance, and the maintenance of medical management processes.  It manages utilization levels by managing patient pre-authorizations, provider referral authorizations, and patient pre-certification of overused areas.  It monitors medical performance by supporting case audits, measuring guideline compliance, monitoring service utilization, and analyzing provider profiles to help identify new cost/utilization containment programs.  It maintains medical management processes through the maintenance of medical policy and procedures, monitoring quality and outcomes of care, monitoring provider service issues, and supporting the ability to maintain accreditation.



32.0 Travel



This entity supports the planning for travel, including initial budgeting, tracking travel requests, ensuring fund availability, processing authorizations, and handling reimbursement requests.



32.1 Setup Travel Order ID and Objectives



This function assigns a Travel Order ID to each Travel Request so that it can be tracked through the system.  This function also supports the HR users in generating the travel Objective for the request that includes travel destination, travel duration, etc.  



32.2 Plan Travel and Estimate Cost



This functions is used by the HR users to produce the travel order plan detail that includes mode of transportation, Hotel, etc.  Based on the travel order plan detail, this function gets the estimated cost from purchasing.



32.3 Request Funding



This function requests funding to be available for the requested travel.



32.4 Issue Travel Order



This function generates the travel order to send to the individual, and posts the detail travel information to the individual’s travel profile.  The travel profile is used to process the travel reimbursement from the individual when the travel is completed.



32.5 Process Travel Reimbursement Request



This function captures and validates the travel expense reimbursement request.  It processes approvals, and records the approved travel reimbursement in the travel profile in order to be included in the payroll.



33.0 Real Property Planning



This entity provides Real Property planners with the ability to propose, test, compare, develop, and group future projects.  Testing and comparison can be done through “what if” modeling that analyzes Real Property facility requirements against budgets, and current and planned assets.  Projects can be marked with funding approval, and funded projects can be provided as inputs to Work Management efforts.  This entity supports real property activities such as preventative maintenance, construction and demolition, and inspections.



33.1 Plan Scenario



This function allows a planner to explore the ramifications of a solution proposed to meet space or facility requirements.  Ramifications are based on the quantifiable aspects of the requirement and the proposed solution compared with potential funding sources, the available resources, and a set of variable assumptions.  This function has the flexibility to support the development of high-level, multi-year, multi-project scenarios at the “strategic” level all the way down to comparing alternative approaches to an immediate issue at an installation (at the “integrated planning” level).  The goal is to enable the planner to test the effects of alternate assumptions and to compare possible outcomes of different scenarios.  A scenario is defined as a proposed requirement combined with a set of proposed resources to address the requirement, operating within a set of environmental variables.  Possible outcomes are developed over a specified timeline.



33.1.1 Update Scenario Parameters



This function enables the Planner to identify and expand on the types of specifications available for scenario development.  The types of parameters that can be specific includes unit details (such as the space requirement for a tank), environmental variables, and restrictions and constraints based on scenario location, organization, and type.  Parameters here are specified for the type of activity to be modeled, so that the planner would utilization one set of parameters and assumptions in support of modeling a major construction effort, and would look at different parameters and data when comparing different maintenance plans (such as condition-based maintenance).



33.1.2 Specify Scenario Details



This function enables the Planner to specify known requirements for a given scenario, including estimates of time-line, resources, costs, expected growth rates and expected results.  In addition, a project initially specified in project development can be evaluated.  The planner has different options available and different restrictions depending upon the type of scenario being planned.  For example, different sets of options are available for a planner specifying the development of a major construction package and a planner who chooses to compare maintenance options.



33.1.3 Develop Scenario



This function runs the scenario specifications against current and planned resources, funding, and modeled costs over a specified timeline in order to identify the impacts of the scenario on the budget, resource availability, and new capabilities gained.



33.1.4 Rank and Compare Scenarios



This function allows the planner to select and rank a group of alternative scenarios.  This capability might be used to compare a group of alternatives, or it could also be used to aid in the prioritization of a group of related scenarios.



33.2 Develop Project



This function allows a planner or project management user to create and specify a project, either as new entry or based on an existing scenario.  As with Scenario Planning, the type of project being planned drives the data elements that can and/or must be specified for the project.



33.2.1 Initiate Project



This function allows the user to create a new project, or to create the project from a project initially specified in a scenario.  



33.2.2 Identify Project Tasks



This function enables the user to enter high-level tasks associated with the project, and to enter data associated with the tasks such as estimated costs.



33.2.3 Develop Project Schedule



This function enables the user to timeline tasks and set dependencies.



33.2.4 Assign Responsibilities



This function enables the user to assign responsibility to tasks.  Responsibility can be assigned to individuals or organizations.



33.2.5 Develop Project Estimates



This function allows the planner to engage design engineers and other cost estimating sources to estimate resources and allocate these estimates across tasks.



33.2.6 Record Project Approval



This function enables the planner to indicate that budget approval for the project has been secured.  The function also allows the planner to associate accounting/time and attendance codes(s) to project tasks, or to allocate multiple accounting/time and attendance codes across several tasks or the whole project.  In the case of a planned project task that leads to the acquisition of a new asset, this function also enables the planner to initiate the creation of a skeletal record in the asset inventory system for the purpose of tracking the status and completion date of the inventory item as it is developed.



33.2.7 Associate Project to Group



This function includes the ability to assign a project to an existing group, or to assign a new group.  An individual project can be a part of more than one group.  For example, a group might be MilCon projects slated for completion within the next 10 years, could be a set of projects associated with a single MilCon package, or could be a small group of maintenance projects at the installation level.



33.3 Prioritize Project



This function allows the planner to analyze, compare and rank a group of projects.  The goal of this effort is to set priority levels across the set of identified work efforts for the actual execution of work.



33.3.1 Update Consideration Factors



This function allows the analyst to identify the factors to be used as the criterion for prioritizing projects within a group of projects.  The options are taken from among the data elements associated with projects such as projected cost, estimated time to complete, relevance to mission, etc.  This function includes support for specifying individual consideration factors and groups of factors.  When a group of consideration factors are chosen, weights can be assigned.



33.3.2 Select Consideration Factors



This function allows the analyst to choose from among individual and groups of consideration factors to be applied to the specified group of projects



33.3.3 Select Prioritization Group



This function allows the analyst to choose from existing projects and project groups.



33.3.4 Prioritize Projects



This function applies the consideration factors identified by the analyst against the group of projects identified by the analyst, and ranks the group.   



33.3.5 Publish Prioritization List



This function provides the user with the ability to review the ranking results, and stores the results in the project data store.  An individual project can be a part of more than one ranked group.



33.4 Model Forecasts



This function utilizes historical data, benchmark data, and internal algorithms to forecast a future state based on user-defined initial conditions.  Forecast types included assessment of future structure condition based on a projected maintenance level, estimation of costs to perform construction and restoration work efforts, and estimation of costs to maintain a given level of structure performance.



33.4.1 Update Forecasting Parameters



This function enables the user to specify and update parameters used to develop the forecasts.



33.4.2 Specify Forecast Details



This function enables a user to run a particular forecast by choosing the type and selecting relevant parameters including forecast period, source data, and any other information required for the forecast type.



33.4.3 Apply Forecasting Algorithm



This function develops the forecast by running the specified parameters against the historical or benchmark data appropriate for the forecast type.



33.4.4 Publish Forecast



This function provides the forecast result via the appropriate channel.



34.0 Engineering Design Management



This entity supports the engineering effort to develop and track detailed designs (e.g. blueprints or schematics), identify low-level resource requirements, and estimate costs for a given work effort based on standardized cost data.  Provides inputs to Asset Inventory, and to Project Development.



34.1 Develop Design



This function supports the capture and quantification of schematics, blueprints, architecture diagrams (for example, through interfaces with CAD programs), and other design diagrams associated with a real property asset.



34.2 Design Review



This function publishes the design for formal feedback, accepts feedback from reviewers and experts, and supplies feedback to engineering for incorporation back into the design.



34.3 Estimate Resource Requirements



This function captures the design specification details related to the work, the resource requirements, and the estimated costs.  Once captured, it can be reviewed by the stakeholder, modified (notated), and approved.



35.0 Real Property Work Management



For a work task identified in Real Property Planning, or for an unplanned work effort, this entity supports the development of a work schedule and associated resource schedules, and provides workflow-tracking support for all stages of a work effort.  



35.1 Initiate Work Request



This function provides the ability to define a work effort that can be tracked for a work request.  Work requests can be derived from a project task (such as with planned inspections, maintenance or construction), or can arise independently, as in the case of reactive maintenance.  Defining the work effort includes associating an asset record, and assigning accounting/time and attendance codes (if this assignment has not already been done for the parent project).  This function allows the planner to associate accounting/time and attendance codes(s) to individual work tasks, or to allocate multiple accounting/time and attendance codes across several work tasks, or the full work effort.



35.2 Develop Resource Schedules



This function supports detailed development of the work schedule, including the associated internal and contracted resources required to complete the work effort.  The work schedule specifies the order and allotted time for each step in the work project, and distributes the resource requirements along the work schedule timeline.  In addition to sequencing the work steps and assigning material and human resource needs, the schedule identifies the inter-dependencies of all steps within the work effort.  



35.3 Track Work Progress



This function provides the ability to monitor and track the progress of internal and external work defined for the work effort and resource expenditures relative to the resource schedule. As the work steps are performed, the progress can be communicated to all stakeholders.  In addition, issues that may impact further progress can be cataloged, analyzed for impact, and forwarded for resolution.  Changes identified during the course of tracking work can lead to iterations back through previous steps.  This allows for modifications to the design, and to the work and resource schedules based on the actual completion dates and resource utilization.



35.4 Perform Quality Assurance Inspections



This function supports performing inspections.  It provides for the entry of pre-inspection data such as what to inspect, location, description, planned inspection date, etc.  It also tracks the inspection with actual inspection date, inspection results, and follow-up requirements.



35.5 Close Work Request



This function supports the closeout of a work request.  The closeout process ensures that all supporting requirements are completed (i.e., all tasks in the schedule) and all QA/Inspections have been satisfactorily performed before the completion is accepted.  The close event notifies the stakeholders of the completion of work, and of any requirement for additional maintenance (i.e., Property/Asset maintenance, capitalization, etc).  



36.0 Space Management



This entity supports the definition and management of near-term and long-term physical space requirements of the DoD.  It obtains the requirements for space from requestors at all levels of the organization.  It optimizes the allocation and configuration of available space in existing facilities in order to assign space to the requestor.  This entity supports the requirements for both permanent and temporary (i.e., Hoteling) space assignment.



36.1 Obtain Resource Requirements



This function maintains requests for space needs.  The requests include the type of space, location, requestor, amount of space, security consideration, dates of need, etc.



36.2 Identify Resource Availability or Shortfall



This function identifies the space needs that can or cannot be met with the existing availability (current and near-term).  It identifies and provides information regarding the total capacity of current and planned facility inventory.  This information is the basis used from which to analyze current needs.  



36.3 Optimize Space Utilization



This function supports the analysis needed to provide optimal utilization and configuration of facility space.  This function looks to identify the best placement of resources (individually and in group) into existing space based on the requirements of the resource and the characteristics of the facility (e.g., capacity, security features/requirements, etc.).  The information derived includes the type of space, location, space availability, and optimal placement of resources.



36.4 Reserve/Assign Resource



This function supports the ability to assign a resource to a space.  The information derived includes the location, the resource assigned, the type of assignment (soft or hard), and the start and end dates.



36.5 Cancel Reservation/Assignment



This function supports the requirement to cancel a reservation or existing assignment.     



37.1 Develop Strategic Plans



This function supports the collection and prioritization of strategic objectives and related assessment data in order to develop and maintain Defense Planning Guidance (DPG) corresponding to the Strategic Planning and Budgeting cycle.  The function utilizes the prior-year DPG and Future Year Defense Program (FYDP) to assist in the initial establishment of strategic objective candidates.  Strategy information is also distilled from the FYDP and transferred to the Knowledge Management function.



37.2 Develop Business Unit Plans



This function supports the collection and prioritization of business unit goals and objectives within the DPG  framework.  Cost estimates are supported at a high level.  This function also supports the dissemination of business unit objectives to request budget-level assessments for capture later in the budget cycle.



38.0 Financial Information Consolidation



This entity supports the creation, draft, and final versions of financial reports and trial balances, and supports on-line certification and footnotes.



38.1 Consolidate GLs



This function enables the consolidation of various General Ledger instances that may exist around the world.  General Ledgers at the lowest levels of an organization are consolidated to provide a General Ledger at the next higher level.  Ultimately, a DoD-wide General Ledger is created.



38.2 Create Trial Balance



This function supports on-line viewing of the general ledger accounts in report format.  When the reports reveal adjustments that need to be made to the accounts, the adjustments must be posted through the standard posting function.  The trial balance report can be generated and rolled up to multiple levels based on hierarchical structure or standard accounting code structure.



38.3 Create Footnotes/Narrative



This function captures text and non-financial data required to support preparation of the financial statements.  This function correlates the captured data with the report format so that the information can be appended to the financial statements.



38.4 Create Statements



This function creates internal and external reports based on report mapping rules.  Statements/reports are generated by any element of the accounting code structure, i.e. hierarchical organization codes, project, or program, etc.



38.5 Approve and/or Certify Financial Statements



This function supports electronic approval and/or certification of financial statements.



39.0 Analytical Information Services



This entity provides the mechanism for producing information products that support analytical processes.  Example analytical information products include forecasting, trend analysis, and variance analysis.  The information clients include online analytical processing (OLAP) and data mining functionality.  This entity determines the source of data needed to prepare the packaged information, assembles the required data, and transforms the data into packaged information based on the information requirement details.  The output of this function is the staged packaged information pending delivery.  This system entity will include specific functionality to meet the specialized needs of the analytic end users.  This will include capabilities to support data drill down, the efficient use of many variables being applied to the data for analysis, and the high frequency of requests being applied to the same pre-selected data set.



39.1 Identify Information Sources



This function determines the source(s) of data or source(s) of previously prepared packaged information that is required to fulfill the information requirement.  If a previously packaged product can be identified to fulfill the information requirement, this function determines the location of the package.  If non-packaged data is required to fulfill the information requirement, this function determines the data structure(s) that contain the required data.



39.2 Request Data or Package from Source(s)



This function submits the request to the source of the data for the required data or packaged information.  Based on the identification of the required data or package, and the determination of the source, this function formulates the request and delivers the request to the source.



39.3 Derive Content from Data



This function uses the content requirements and business rules to transform the source data to meet the requested content.  The output of this function is the unformatted data that will be used to generate the information product.



39.4 Apply Form Requirements to Content



This function uses the form requirements and the content to deliver formatted content, as it will be presented in the information product.  The formatted content can then be packaged for delivery.



39.5 Generate Package Object



This function takes the formatted content and creates the formal package that will be delivered.  The package is a single object that can be delivered, stored, and archived as a unit rather than as a collection of data.



39.6 Manage Package Certification/Approval



This function determines whether the package must be certified or approved, delivers the package for certification/approval when applicable, then stores the certification/approval once received through the workflow function.



39.6.1 Identify Certification/Approval Requirement



This function uses the information requirement to identify whether the information requestor has requested that the packaged information be certified/approved prior to the information product distribution.



39.6.2 Deliver Package to Approval Workflow



This function delivers the packaged information to the workflow function when it has been required that the packaged information be certified/approved prior to information product distribution.  



39.6.3 Store Certification/Approval Information



This function receives the certification/approval information from the workflow function and stores the certification/approval with the applicable packaged information.  In scenarios where the certification/approval is required, the coupling of the certification/approval with the package authorizes the package for distribution as an information product.



39.7 Store Object and Meta Data



This function stores the packaged information object in the Business Information Management Data Store (BIMDS). The package can then be accessed and re-distributed as necessary.  The meta data (such as index and certification information) surrounding the package will also be stored in the BIMDS in order for the package to be appropriately cataloged and retrieved.



42.0 Information Product Delivery



This entity delivers information products to the information requestor using requirement details such as method of delivery, audience, time, and scope of product.  The format of the delivered information product includes both distributed reports and analysis stores.  The analysis stores support the use of executive dashboards, decision support tools, executive information tools, and ad-hoc query tools.  Due to the wide range of decision making support needs, this system entity will need the flexibility to deliver single answers to operational users, data sets for analysis to analytic users, and the simultaneous delivery of information products to a single strategic user.  Information products are delivered to both internal Department of Defense and external requestors on a scheduled and on-demand (ad-hoc) basis.



42.1 Manage Delivery



This function retrieves the packaged information and couples the packaged information with the delivery details for product delivery.



42.2 Distribute Products



This function distributes the final information product to the end users specified in the delivery detail requirements.  The distribution mechanism includes the delivery of both paper and electronic products.  If the original information requirement could not be met, instead of distributing a product this function responds to the requestor with a reason why the request could not be met.



43.1 Review Customer Status



This function provides the means for a user to conduct an internal evaluation on any potential Customers/Vendors wanting to do business with Department of Defense.  The evaluations are based on information provided by various sources to determine if the potential customer/vendor is financially stable. This function maintains information such as outstanding past due receivables, debts owed to Department of Defense, poor payment history, poor business practices, and bankruptcy.  This function provides the means for a user to determine or provide a recommendation for further actions to be taken with Department of Defense activities.



43.2 Manage and Maintain Customer Credit History



This function collects credit history and financial information from various sources for reference to determine credit worthiness.  This rating and credit information is used as the justification for establishing a credit limit.  This function updates the internal credit worthiness information based on purchasing patterns and payment history.



43.3 Establish and Maintain Credit Limit/Threshold



This function uses the customer credit history information to calculate both the credit limit and the threshold.  The credit limit is the amount that the customer is authorized to purchase against, and the function allows a user to adjust the limit based on DoD and customer agreement.  The threshold is the level above the credit limit that the customer can exceed with or without consequence.  If the threshold is exceeded, this function will support reevaluating the credit limit, denying credit, or overriding the set credit limit for this transaction.  



44.0 Billing



This entity provides the capability to automatically generate bills to customers internal or external to DoD.  Basis used for billing may include advance billing, progress billing, accrued expenditures or costs (labor, goods, and material) using cost accumulated data, fee schedules for goods or services provided, and payment schedules or other contractual agreements with customers.  This entity also allows for overrides or manual input if needed.



44.1 Gather Billing Information



This function receives all billing information from various order entry systems related to all types of billing based on information provided such as cost, material, services, etc., and any customer information provided for billing purposes.  Based on the customer information and items/services sold, the function determines the type of bill to calculate and generate.



44.2 Calculate Charges



This function supports the calculation of all charges such as rates, unit prices, shipping charges, type of billing, etc. related to the sale of goods, services, loans, and utilities.



44.3 Aggregate Billing Information



This function aggregates billing information that should be brought together on a single bill before calculating any discounts.  This information to be aggregated is billing information for a single customer that has common billing terms and conditions (e.g., due in 30 days, negotiated installment plan, etc.)



44.4 Calculate Discounts



The function calculates volume or flat rate discounts to post to the bill based on contract related information provided by contractual agreement.



44.5 Generate Pre-Bill/Conduct Billing Audit



This function allows the user to evaluate the billing information and generate a pre-bill for review before a final bill is generated.  A pre-bill may be provided to the customer for review prior to generating a final bill, based on contractual agreement.



44.6 Generate Billing Document



This function generates the billing document which is sent either electronically or as hard copy.  This function generates an accounting transaction, which is posted as revenue to the general ledger.



44.7 Reconcile Final Bill Payment



This function allows the user to review, reconcile, and identify any and all final transactions related to sales of goods, services, loans, materials, and utilities within DoD.  This function may generate an accounting transaction for adjustments.



45.0 Time and Attendance



This entity collects time and attendance and labor distribution data on a pay period basis for DoD members as appropriate (civilian, reserve/guard, and regular military for certain programs).  Absences of military members from periods of duty are also captured.  The primary functions are to collect time and attendance data, report and release it, and allow for editing and correction.



45.1 Process Time and Attendance



This function collects time and attendance and labor distribution data on a pay period basis for DoD members as appropriate (civilian, reserve/guard, and regular military for certain programs).  Absences of military members from periods of duty are also captured.  The primary functions are to collect time and attendance data, report and release it, and allow for editing and correction.



45.2 Process Leave



This function supports leave requests, advances, accruals, conversions, transfers, usages, and forfeitures for each employee/member.  It supports leave processing, leave accrual, and leave adjustments (both military and civilian).



46.1 Allocate Budget Authority



This function records funding authorization to the administrative target level.



46.1.1 Record Appropriation



This function facilitates the capture and recording of appropriations, apportionments and allotments as directed by Congress, OMB and OSD, whether from the annual appropriation process or continuing resolution.



46.1.2 Analyze Appropriation vs Department of Defense Budget



This function facilitates analysis of appropriations and apportionments received from Congress/OMB versus the President’s Budget as submitted.  It aids in determining what actual funding is available to allocate to DoD services and agencies.



46.1.3 Reprioritize Budget



This function supports the re-prioritization of programs based on initial levels of appropriation, and during the budget year, on evolving or unfunded requirements.  It also assists in identifying and tracking requests for supplemental appropriations during the budget year.



46.1.4 Allocate Budget



This function tracks and records all changes to budget authorization including rescissions, supplementals, transfers, reprogramming, and continuing resolutions.  It distributes and tracks the allocation of funds at various levels, based on the elements of the accounting classification or project structure.  It monitors the allocation of funds against limitations consistent with authorization language, including congressional intent and administrative limitations established by DoD management, and verifies that funds distributed do not exceed the amounts available for allotment at each distribution level.



46.1.5 Make Program Adjustments



This function facilitates the revision of current-year funding based on initial appropriation variances or due to unfunded requirements during the budget year.  



46.2 Check Fund Availability



This function verifies that sufficient funds are available at the administrative target level on a transaction-by-transaction basis considering (revised) commitments, obligations and expenditures.  If sufficient funds are not available or tolerances are exceeded, notification is provided so that appropriate action may be taken.  This function also reserves funds via requests for commitments.



46.3 Analyze Fund Availability



This function supports analysis of at-risk administrative targets by reporting actual expenditures, commitments and obligations versus established authorizations.



46.4 Execute Current-Year Budget



This function supports monitoring and revision of budgetary and performance targets throughout the current budget year.



46.4.1 Identify Requirements/Deficiencies



This function supports the identification, collection, and prioritization of on-going tactical requirements or deficiencies throughout the budget year.



46.4.2 Analyze Program Performance



This function monitors the actual performance against plan, considering approved variances.  It tracks the analysis of variances.  Rolling forecasts of performance are supported.



46.4.3 Assess Revision Options



This function monitors actual expenditures, commitments, and obligations against budget.  It identifies the accounts that exceed variance tolerances.  It supports forecasts at any level based on current year projections, and using adjustable projection rates.  This function tracks priorities assigned to programs and unfounded requirements to enable reevaluation of funding and priorities across an entire Service/Agency and DoD.



46.4.4 Monitor Incentives



This function supports the establishment of incentive goals for employees and programs, records progress towards those goals, and supports calculation and distribution of incentive rewards based on individual and group accomplishments.



47.1 Identify Liability



This function reviews purchases and receipt of goods or services and, based on business rules or user input, classifies them as either accounts payable or accruals.



47.2 Process Accounts Payable



This function manages accounts payable established for the receipt or acceptance of goods and services and for interest charges due on unpaid invoices.  This function also creates and manages accounts payable accounting entries.



47.3 Process Accrual



This function processes estimates of the liability for those services purchased by the Department of Defense, provides the accrual accounting entries for the financial period, and the reversal transactions for the subsequent financial period.  Accruals are estimated for services scheduled to occur for which a receipt or acceptance was not received during the period.  When necessary this function can also modify the accrual amount based upon a change in performance schedule.  This function also creates and manages accrual accounting entries.



47.4 Monitor Liability



This function monitors liabilities created by the system and determines the age of each liability.



48.1 Record Receipt of Investment Money



This function records the receipt of contributions from the services and agencies for retirement annuities and health care benefits.



48.2 Manage Investments



This function records the investments in the four types of treasury securities: overnight investments, treasury notes, treasury bonds, and treasury bills.  It also records the movement of money from one fund to another, and the reinvestment of funds as they mature or receive interest.



48.3 Track and Forecast Investments



This function tracks the treasury investments.  The user can view the funds and determine the status at any time of the total invested amount.  This function also forecasts the funds for the monthly/daily disbursement amounts.

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1 Technical Architecture Profile (TV-1) Product Definition and Purpose



[The Technical Architecture Profile (TV-1)] references the technical standards that apply to the architecture and how they need to be, or have been, implemented.. [C4ISR FW 2.0]



The Command, Control, Communications, Computers, Intelligence, Surveillance and Reconnaissance (C4ISR) Framework is intended to document the operational, systems, and technical views of actual information processing systems. The purpose of a TV-1 document is to record the standards used to implement an information processing system. The Financial Management Enterprise Architecture (FMEA) is not a system however, but a high level architecture of operational activities, system components, and technical standards from which a FMEA compliant information system may be constructed. Therefore the purpose of the FMEA TV-1 is two fold; first to describe the mandated standards that an FMEA compliant system must implement (as needed), and second to describe allowable standards (referred to as emerging) which may be considered for implementation during system design activities.



This product of the Financial Management Enterprise Architecture, the TV-1, delivers TV-1 descriptions, which include: 



· Standard names (with descriptions), 



· Technical services (names and definitions), and 



· Technology service areas (names and definitions).


Technology service areas, technical services, and standards are data elements from the Core Architecture Data Model (CADM) used to describe technologies used within the Department of Defense (DoD) information systems. Further information regarding these elements and their relationships are outlined below. 



2 TV-1, TV-2, SV-9 Overview



To develop an understanding of the purposes for and relationships between the TV-1, Standards Technology Forecast (TV-2) and Systems Technology Forecast (SV-9) products, it is necessary to re-examine the definition of the Technical Architecture View as stated in the C4ISR Architecture Framework v2.0:



“The technical architecture view provides the technical systems-implementation guidelines upon which engineering specifications are based …” 



“Furthermore, The technical architecture view includes a collection of the technical standards, conventions, rules and criteria organized into profile(s) that govern system services, interfaces, and relationships …”


These profiles are structured data relationships defined within the CADM and C4ISR Architecture Framework v2.0. Such a profile is comprised of three data elements: technology service area, technical service, and standard. The relationship between these elements is hierarchical in nature and may includes one to many, or many to many associations. 


The TV-2 differs from the SV-9 with respect to the CADM derived elements that they address. The SV-9 offers forecast information on technologies and services which can be classified as technology service areas or technical services. The TV-2 on the other hand focuses on forecast information for the narrow category of standards, or those sub elements that collectively implement a technical service. The documents are therefore complimentary of each other, one offering forecast information at the detailed level, on specific implementations of technology (TV-2), and the other offering similar information at a higher level, on broad classes of technology (SV-9).



3 Technology Service Areas, Technical Services, and Standards 



Technology service areas are used to group similar technical services together for increased organization and comprehension. Technical services are subordinate to technology service areas and there may be one or more technical services in a technology service area. For example, Wireless LAN and Ethernet are both considered technical services within the Data Transfer technology service area.



In turn, standards are associated with technical services and function as the real world solution used to implement a given service (e.g. IEEE 802 standards are used to implement Ethernet and wireless networks). Standards are subordinate to the technical services they implement, also in a one to many, or many to many relationship (i.e. one technical service may be implemented by one or many standards). The relationship of technology service area to technical service to standard is illustrated in figure 1.
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Figure 1.  The relationship between technology service area, technical service, and standard entities of the Technical View. Note one to one and one to many relationships may exist.


4 Joint Technical Architecture Compliance


Joint Technical Architecture compliance is mandated for all DoD information systems, and to accommodate this requirement the core of the FMEA TV-1 standards are adopted from the latest version of the JTA.  This is accomplished through a direct mapping of FMEA technology service areas to the major sections within the JTA.  After careful analysis of FMEA needs, the latest version of the FMEA 


TV products (TV-1 and TV-2) and SV-9 contain nine technology service areas, drawn from (but not all inclusive of) the major sections defined within JTA v4.0.  The SV-9 expands upon this number to address technologies which may or may not be adopted as technical services, or technology service areas in the latest release of the JTA.


To maintain a high degree of uniformity between the JTA and the FMEA TV-1 and TV-2 a conscious decision was made to name the technology service areas within FMEA after  the major sections of the JTA. This was a deliberate choice designed to maintain a high degree of uniformity and traceability between the two documents. This approach was taken in full awareness of the apparent incongruity created by the inclusion of distinctly non-business technology areas into the FMEA model. Examples of these include: combat support and weapons systems. These sections are mapped into the FMEA TV-1 and TV-2 from the JTA because subordinate standards, including the DoD Common Operating Environment and PCMCIA are important standards which FMEA systems developers must have the ability to address. There should be no interpretation of the text here-in to indicate that the FMEA actually promotes a combat support, or weapons systems capacity.



The FMEA technology service areas include: 



1. C4ISR - identifies elements (i.e., standards, interfaces, and service areas) specific to the functional areas of command, control, communications, computers, intelligence, surveillance, and reconnaissance


2. Combat Support – [describes] agile combat support elements and other domains with a common technical architecture for information exchange


3. Human, Computer Interfaces - facilitate interoperability between C4ISR systems through the use of standardized user interfaces, style guides, and symbology


4. Information Modeling, Metadata and Information Exchange - standards DoD will use to develop or upgrade integrated, interoperable systems that directly or indirectly support the warfighter


5. Information Processing – [these] standards provide the data formats and instruction-processing specifications required to represent and manipulate data to meet information technology (IT) mission needs


6. Information Security - the mandatory information security standards and protocols that shall be implemented in systems that have a need for the corresponding interoperability-related services


7. Information Transfer - standards required for interoperability between DoD information technology systems


8. Weapons Systems – Ground Vehicle – standards that are intentionally designed to interoperate with weapon systems and/or with systems external to the Weapon Systems Domain


9. Weapons Systems – Missile Defense – standards that are intentionally designed to interoperate with weapon systems and/or with systems external to the Weapon Systems Domain


As the FMEA evolves over time business management specific technologies and standards may appear and could be introduced to the JTA within a Business Management category. In this role FMEA will identify and submit standards employed in the conduct of business processes which should be commonly adopted across DoD business management systems.



5 Mandated versus Emerging Standards



In the TV-1 model a technical service is a capability designed to support a technology service area. For example, the technical service data markup language supports the technology service area information processing. Technical services in turn may be implemented through one or more technical solutions, and the most widely adopted, and supported, of those solutions often emerge as industry standards. Example standards, which support the data markup language technical service, include: hyper text markup language (html), virtual realty markup language (vrml), and extensible markup language (xml). 


Not only must FMEA based systems maintain interoperability with other DoD systems through JTA compliance, but they must also remain flexible and adaptive to future developments in the world of information processing. To accommodate these goals it was necessary for FMEA analysts to develop two classes of standard, mandated and emerging.


Mandated standards within FMEA are those drawn directly from the JTA or similar DoD core technology directive. These are generally required as the “must comply” standards upon which certain technical services must be implemented, without deviation. Mandated standards often include the most widely adopted and mature technologies available, for example Ethernet, html, and software development languages.


Emerging standards are those which possess varying degrees of acceptance within the information systems development community and are considered “allowable” within FMEA. A standard may be designated as emerging based largely on the fact that the technology it supports is new or has yet to be widely implemented across a large number of IT environments. This is often the case when a technology is early in its lifecycle, before it has been commercialized and widely adopted by information technology specialists.  Most, but not all, of the emerging standards considered by FMEA are products of well known standards bodies, to include:



· IEEE – Institute of Electrical and Electronics Engineers


· W3C – World Wide Web Consortium


· OASIS – Organization for the Advancement of Structured Information Standards


· IETF – Internet Engineering Task Force


· ANSI – American National Standards Institute


· ISO – International Organization for Standardization


With time a technology’s popularity and technical maturity may grow to the point where it becomes widely adopted and may gain the support of one of the organization above. Such standards often become mandated within the DoD given that they meet a DoD requirement. However, other emerging standards may never generate the demand required to reach the widely adopted or mandated stage. Such standards disappear with time and disuse.


While marked with uncertainty, emerging standards represent critical options for consideration by information systems developers. In order for FMEA to remain flexible and adaptive to future information processing technologies, the systems developer needs latitude to examine and implement the emerging technologies that often point to the future of information systems. It is in support of these goals that emerging standards within the JTA are included as allowable and open to consideration by system designers.


In summary, emerging standards, while not mandated, are allowable and under scrutiny for their potential to serve the needs of FMEA based information systems. They often represent the widely held, leading trends in the advance of information systems development Forecast information for these technologies is available through the TV-2 and SV-9 documents. Over time emerging standards may achieve mandated status, but until that occurs they are available for consideration and further examination in FMEA based systems development activities. 


6 Relating TV Technical Services to SV Enterprise Services



The FMEA Technical View data model is defined in accordance with the CADM. It establishes a collection of technical services (with constituent standards) that support the development of FMEA compliant information systems. These technical services correspond with enterprise services established within the Systems View. An illustration of the relationship that exists between enterprise services and technical services is seen in figure 2. 
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Figure 2. The Relationship between TV Technologies and SV Enterprise Services.



The relationship between Technical View Technical Services and System View Enterprise Services was established through the detailed analytical efforts of TV/SV team members. That effort developed the relationship illustrated above, which ties Technical Services based in the JTA to Enterprise Services based on the DII COE follow on activities. Building upon these follow on activities will enable FMEA to operate within the DoD Global Information Grid (GIG).


7 TV-1, TV-2, SV-9 Development Process 



The process used to develop and maintain the TV-1, TV-2 and SV-9 products involves a lifecycle of five high order activities: 


1. Identify and define technical services and standards data


2. Organize that information into a data repository


3. Collect additional information through subject matter expert interviews


4. Refine the data collection to meet FMEA requirements


5. Produce the TV-1, TV-2 and SV-9 products.



Analysts developing the first versions of these FMEA products began with a review of the C4ISR v2.0 and DoDAF v1.0 documents. A concurrent analysis of the CADM data schema helped identify all the data elements constituent to the TV-1, TV-2 and SV-9 products. Following this the same analysts established a baseline model for the TV-1, TV-2, and SV-9 and developed a data repository that would record and report TV related data as it was developed for FMEA. Extensive research, interviews, and analysis were used to develop the preliminary standards data needed to populate and update the data repository. 



Early in the FMEA development program the fundamental requirement driving the content of the TV data repository was the Global Information Grid mandate for compliance with the Joint Technical Architecture. This was an appropriate requirement to begin with in light of the absence of mature System View products from which more FMEA specific requirements could be derived. As the FMEA products matured however, it became possible to derive requirements for Technical Services in the TV data repository that supported Enterprise Services (components) of the SV-1. The result of this effort was an end to end mapping of System View Enterprise Services to Technical View Technical Services. Based on the results of that mapping a gap analysis facilitates the identification of Enterprise Services for which Technical Services have not been established, or conversely suggests Technical Services that might support an as yet unrecognized Enterprise Service.    



The preceding combination of activities and requirements analysis outline the procedural lifecycle used to establish, develop and maintain the technical view of the FMEA.



In preparation for the data collection effort TV team analysts (comprised of government and contractor personnel) review guidance and requirements from several sources (see figure 3 below), including: 


· the Clinger-Cohen Act


· OMB Circular A-130


· DoDD 5000.2-R


· DoDD 5200.1


· DoDD 5200.28


· DoDD 8000.1


· CADM 2.0. 


· GIG CRD 



With this guidance the team revalidates the plan to leverage standards recorded in the latest version of the JTA. TV analysts proceed and subsequently generate a baseline collection of data for input to the data repository. This accomplishment requires a period of grooming in which data from the latest version of the JTA is sorted and mapped into the schema of technology service area, technical service, and standards. After loading the data into the repository, the TV team generates updated draft versions of the TV-1, TV-2 and SV-9 products.
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Figure 3. Technology View Requirements Adoption Process



Producing an updated version of the product does not signal the end of the TV development process. Using the latest draft versions as tools, the TV team next enters a phase of analysis which tailors the contents of the data repository to meet the specific needs of FMEA. This activity is guided by requirements derived from the FMEA System View and drives the addition of new standards into the repository while simultaneously removing others. These engineering decisions and the rationale behind them are documented in Appendix A of the FMEA TV-1.  The decisions made during this phase will continue to drive refinement and change in the TV-1, TV-2 and SV-9 products as they evolve over time. 


During this analytical procedure additional sources of data are considered by the development team, for example the JTA-Army and Information Technology Standards Guidance (Army and Navy derivatives of the JTA), technical experts (from contractor, commercial and government organizations), industry newsletters and white papers. Each iteration of the development process introduces new information, which the TV team refines, imports and relates to FMEA through subsequent releases of the TV-1, TV-2 and SV-9 products. Ongoing performance of this analytical lifecycle will keep these products of  the FMEA at a point where they remain relevant and valuable to FMMP systems developers. 


8 FMEA Mandated Standards



Mandated standards are those which an FMEA compliant system must implement (as needed). The Joint Technical Architecture (JTA) version 4.0 is the origin of most mandated standards in the FMEA TV-1. As the JTA evolves over time, the FMEA TV-1 shall be updated to reflect relevant changes in those standards.

10 Appendix A - Engineering Decisions Record


Throughout the development of the FMEA TV products, analysts and engineers have made a number of decisions which affect the content of each new product release. Those decisions are made periodically during the TV development process, a process comprised of five high order procedures. These are: 


· identify and define technical services and standards data,



· organize standards 



· collect additional information through subject matter expert interviews,



· refine the data collection to target FMEA requirements, and



· produce the TV-1, TV-2 and SV-9 products.


The Engineering Decisions made during these procedures, and their impact upon the FMEA Technical View products, is recorded as follows:



A. Identify and Define Technical Services and Standards Data



1. Background documents reviewed for this activity include:

Impact: The widest possible array of authoritative sources was consulted for guidance, illumination, and cross reference of standards either mandated or emerging within the DoD and its services.



B. Organize standards data into a data repository



1. Use Popkins System Architect v8.0 (and updates) as the Data Repository and schema for standards related data.



Impact: A program level decision, designed to facilitate the integration of data between OV, SV and TV products.



2. Use Microsoft Excel as the working repository of standards related data.



Impact: The use of Excel decreased the requirement for additional operator training on the Popkins product. Excel increased the flexibility with which multiple analysts could interact with data repository. Excel increased the ease with which draft versions of the repository could be shared with other members of the FMEA development team. Excel alleviated the limitations placed upon users who need access to work with the data repository (licenses, learning curve, UI level of effort). Excel increased the team’s ability to perform analytical reviews of the data repository (sorting, color coding).



3. Load the Popkins Data Repository immediately prior to product delivery



Impact: Latest available version of data available through Popkins Systems Architect will be the version last delivered as a finished product. Draft or interim versions will not be made available.



C. Collect additional information through subject matter expert interviews



1. The Scope of FMEA does not extend to the wide area network.



Impact: Team analysts discussed and concluded that FMEA based systems will be deployed largely on existing communications infrastructures, or in places where standards for such infrastructures already exist. It is outside of the realm of responsibility for FMEA to mandate the telecommunications standards to be employed at a given facility. This decision allows the TV analysts to scope the area to which FMEA standards apply. That scope encloses all hardware and software components within a given FMEA compliant system, extending to the network layer for the purpose of Local Area Network communications. The limit of FMEA’s mandate are (1) the communications medium used to interface with an FMEA compliant system (e.g. RJ-45 cable, universal serial bus, or wireless interfaces, etc.) and (2) the communications protocol to be employed by that link (e.g TCP/IP). Telecommunications devices such as routers and switches are considered part of the site infrastructure and therefore beyond the limits of the FMEA mandate.



2. Conduct periodic interviews with industry and DoD technology authorities.



Impact: This decision is derived from the project plan, however specific implementation is subject to the team concensus regarding areas of technology which should be addressed first. Therefore areas such as security, or web services may hold an apparently arbitrary advantage over technologies such as XML based upon the Engineering Decision of the TV analsyst.



D. Refine the data collection to target FMEA requirements



1. Taylor the collection of standards to meet FMEA requirements.



Impact: The repository of Standards will be reduced as needed to eliminate standards which are deemed outside the area of interest to FMEA. The following standards were initially considered by FMEA, but later deleted by Engineering Decision:

E. Produce the TV-1, TV-2 and SV-9 products



1. Post edit the Popkins generated TV-1, TV-2, and SV-9 reports.



Impact: The predefined TV-1, TV-2 and SV-9 reports were found to be inadequate to the needs of the FMEA development team. Instead they are used as a baseline, but extensive post editing, reformatting, and inclusion of additional information will change the documents to reflect a more desirable end product.


2. Develop SV-9 products outside of Popkins System Architect.



Impact: An improved SV-9 product, in the form of a discussion white paper, is more easily accomplished as a stand alone report. This allows the analyst to do greater justice to the SV-9 product than is possible in the three data fields within Popkins System Architect. As a result of this decision, the default SV-9 product generated by Popkins System Architect will not accurately reflect the contents of the SV-9 product developed by analysts of the TV team.

1 Introduction 



As part of the Financial Management Modernization Program (FMMP), all existing and any proposed acquisition solutions must be in compliance with the Financial Management Enterprise Architecture (FMEA). This document provides the system assessment process and evaluation criteria for determining system compliance to the architecture work products. Reference materials and templates that facilitate self-assessment and evaluation processes are also provided as separate appendices to this document.


1.1 Purpose



The system assessment process and evaluation criteria established within this document facilitate the current system approval process by providing a mechanism to assess existing systems and new acquisition solutions for FMEA compliance.  References to the term “system” in this document apply to existing systems and new acquisition solutions unless noted otherwise. A standardized approach is provided that will result in more consistent application of criteria during the assessment process.



The following summarizes the results of the evaluation criteria and the assessment process:



1. Direct investment decisions toward an approach that is architecturally aligned. 



2. Supply a more comprehensive review of a system and its impact as compared to having no standard criteria.



3. Reduce the number of technical decisions based solely on personal or organizational preferences.



4. Enable comparison of more than one alternative solution.



1.2 Scope



The scope of this document is to provide the system assessment process and evaluation criteria to evaluate FMEA system compliance from the business management and system and technology perspectives. To achieve this objective the criteria utilize the FMEA compliance requirements.  These requirements are categorized as “To Be” External Compliance requirements and “To Be Architecture Derived Compliance requirements.  



The assessment of the business processes and financial related aspects (e.g., return on investment) of systems is beyond the scope of this document.  



1.3 Overview



The system assessment process and evaluation criteria are detailed in this document through a discussion of the following areas:



1. Usage – system assessment timing, users, and skill levels.



2. System Assessment Approach – criteria sources and approach.



3. System Assessment Process – end-to-end process to apply the criteria.



4. System Assessment Process Maintenance – evaluation criteria and related process governance.



5. System Assessment Tools – tools used in the execution of the process.



Each of these areas is covered in the sections that follow.  



2 Usage



This section describes who, when, and how the system assessment process and evaluation criteria shall be used.


The system assessment process and evaluation criteria described in this document should be used by Domain Owners and Business Modernization System Integration (BMSI), who are responsible for self-assessment and evaluation for FMEA compliance.  The Domain Owners and BMSI must provide individual(s) with skills and experience in the business areas, system and technical areas, and FMEA work products.  



As required, FMEA compliance will be evaluated based upon the life cycle stage of each system. During early phases, alignment will be determined based on the proposed system requirements, plans, architecture, and design documents. A system will be considered aligned with the architecture if it demonstrates a mapping or functional equivalency to the FMEA compliance requirements. 



For example, a Commercial-Off-The-Shelf (COTS) system solution would go through the system assessment process prior to a "buy" decision, while an existing system solution would go through the system assessment process as required by the FMMP program for continuation decisions. 



3 System Assessment Approach



This section discusses the role of system entity in an assessment, criteria, weighting and scoring of the criteria, and assessment reference materials.


3.1 System Entity Approach



This section describes the system entity approach, which sequences system evaluation by criteria type. A system entity represents a set of functions that must be performed by a system. The system functions in turn satisfy numerous compliance requirements. In general, systems will be required to be compliant with the compliance requirements that map to a specific system entity.



The system entity approach consists of the following steps:



1. Determine system entities covered by the system being assessed.



2. Review and assess systems in accordance with the criteria in the systems and technology criteria group.



3. Review and assess systems in accordance with the criteria in the business management criteria group.



4. Make approval decision.



The relationship of requirements to the evaluation criteria groups will be discussed in Section 3.2.



3.2 Criteria



The evaluation criteria are categorized into two (2) criteria groups. The first group is Systems and Technology. The second is Business Management. The evaluation criteria are the FMEA compliance requirements.  These requirements contain domain area business functions and systems and technology requirements that are imposed externally upon the FMEA and requirements derived from the FMEA work products. The “To Be” External Compliance Requirements are existing laws, policies, and regulations. The “To Be” Architecture Derived Compliance Requirements are developed from the Operational View (OV), System View (SV) and Technical View (TV) architecture work products. The system entity approach will be used to evaluate criteria. 



3.3 Weighting and Scoring of Evaluation Criteria



Weighting and scoring of Evaluation Criteria is calculated in the Requirements Criteria Group Report.  The weighting and scoring is based upon the Priority/Customer Value assigned to each requirement.  The score is used in the assessment Pass/Fail decision making.



The evaluator or the domain/system owner assesses a criterion as either “Non-Compliant,” “Compliant,” or “Not Applicable.”  Once the assessment is made, the Report automatically assigns a weight for the criterion based upon the Priority/Customer Value.  Priority/Customer Value weights are categorized as follows: 



· Strategic (100)



· High (30)



· Medium (10)



· Low (3)



The score is the sum of the weights for the evaluated criteria divided by the sum of the possible weights. Criteria that are assessed as “Not Applicable” are excluded from this calculation.



3.4 Assessment Reference Materials and Reports



This section describes the materials and reports needed to perform the system assessment process.  Table 3-1 describes the materials and reports.  These materials and reports provide the assessor with FMEA architecture details referenced in the evaluation criteria.  Refer to the Appendix listed for the detailed reference materials and reports.

3.5 Requirements by Criteria Group Report



This section describes the evaluation criteria groups and how they will be used in the assessment process. The evaluation criteria are provided in the Requirements by Criteria Group Report.  Table 3-3 provides a description for each column included in the Requirements by Criteria Group Report.  This Report is used as a self-assessment tool by domain/system owners and as an evaluation tool by system evaluators.  Each row of the report represents a criterion that is weighted and will be scored as a part of the system assessment process.

4 System Assessment Process



This section provides the end-to-end process that is executed for a system assessment, as depicted in figure 4-1. The associated process flows are provided in Figures 4-2 through 4-5. 
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Figure ‎4‑1 System Assessment Process


The process can be summarized into the following high-level steps:


1. Determine System Function coverage - The domain/system owner verifies completeness of system function coverage for a system entity.



2. Perform Systems and Technology self-assessment - The domain/system owner completes the Systems and Technology Self-Assessment.



3. Perform Business Management self-assessment - The domain/system owner completes the Business Management Self-Assessment.



4. Determine System Function coverage - The evaluator verifies completeness of system function coverage for a system entity.



5. Perform Systems and Technology evaluation - The evaluator reviews the domain/owner self-assessment collected in step 2 and makes an independent evaluation of Systems and Technology capabilities of the system being assessed. A decision is made whether to proceed to the Business Management evaluation based on the results of the Systems and Technology evaluation.



6. Perform Business Management evaluation - The evaluator reviews the domain/owner self-assessment collected in step 3 and makes an independent evaluation of Business Management capabilities of the system being assessed. 



7. Make an Approval decision – An approval decision is made by the evaluator on the Systems and Technology Business Management criteria. Feedback assessment results to the system owner.



Each of the steps above is addressed in the following sections.


4.1 Determine System Function Coverage



The Domain/System Owner and evaluator will use the same process to complete the Determine System Function Coverage assessment.  The Determine System Function Coverage assessment is comprised of seven (7) steps.  The Domain/System owner or evaluator is requested to verify that the system being assessed is complete with regard to providing coverage for the system functions that comprise the system entity. This coverage assessment is represented in 


Figure 4-2.
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Figure ‎4‑2 Determine System Function Coverage


Assessment Steps:



1. Identify System Entity – The Domain/System owner or evaluator shall review the System Entities in the System View (SV) System Function Description Document (Appendix E) to determine the System Entity or Entities that apply to the system undergoing the system assessment.



2. Access System Function by System Entity Report – The Domain/System owner or evaluator shall access the System Function by System Entity Report (Appendix F, tab SF by SE).



3. Filter on System Entity – The Domain/System Owner or evaluator shall filter by System Entity on the System Entity column in the System Function by System Entity Report (Appendix F, tab SF by SE).  



4. Review Each System Function - The Domain/System owner or evaluator shall review each system function.  Descriptions of the system functions can be found in the SV System Functions Description document (Appendix E).



5. Is the system function accomplished?  The Domain/System owner or evaluator must assess if the system function is accomplished internally, externally or not accomplished by the system being assessed – 



a. If the system function is provided integral to the system, then Record “Internal” in the “Accomplished Internal/External to System” column (SF by SE tab). 



b. Is the system function accomplished by another system? If Yes, step 5b.  If No, go step 6.



c. Record “External” in the “Accomplished Internal/External to System” column (SF by SE tab).  



d. If the system function is provided externally, then record the names of external systems in the “External System Name” column (SF by SE tab). 



6. All System Functions Reviewed?  If No, go to Step 4 and repeat.



7. All System Functions accomplished internally or externally?  



a. If Yes, go to Perform System and Technology Self-Assessment Process



b. If No, the assessment must be deferred until verification of system function coverage can be completed.



4.2 Systems and Technology Self-Assessment/Evaluation



The Domain/System Owner and evaluator will use the same process to complete the System and Technology Self-Assessment/Evaluation.  The Domain/System owner shall complete the self-assessment, and BMSI or an evaluating organization shall complete the evaluation.  The Systems and Technology Self-Assessment/Evaluation process is comprised of nine (9) steps as depicted in Figure 4-3.  Information pertaining to the system being assessed must be gathered and submitted to the evaluator as the primary input to the evaluation.  This will be accomplished by having the Domain/System owner or evaluator complete the designated columns in the Requirements Criteria Group Report (Appendix A) described by Table 3-3.  The Domain/System owner will complete the “Domain/System Owner Assessment” column and the “Domain/System Owner Explanation” column.  The evaluator will complete the “Evaluator Assessment” column and the “Evaluator Comments” column.

Assessment Steps:



1. Access the Requirements Criteria Group Report – The Domain/System owner or Evaluator begins the Systems and Technology Self-Assessment/Evaluation by accessing the Requirements Criteria Group Report (Appendix A).  Note the evaluator shall record input in the Requirements Criteria Group report submitted by the Domain/System owner. 



2. Filter on System and Technology Criteria Group - Filter the Criteria Group column by selecting Systems and Technology. This leaves only the criteria that are specific to systems and technology. 



3. Filter on System Entity Column - The report must be filtered on the System Entity Column by selecting the System Entity mapped to the system being assessed. This will group all the criteria associated with the system entity, system functions, and the underlying requirements. 



4. Is requirement available for evaluation?  If the “Available for Evaluation” column indicates “Available,” proceed to step 5.  Otherwise, if the column indicates “Not Available,” go to step 9.



5. Review and Assess Technical Requirement – The Domain/System owner or evaluator shall review the requirement description to determine the assessment rating.  Each applicable requirement will be rated as “Compliant,” “Non-compliant,” or “Not Applicable.” In many cases, the requirement will reference an architecture product. The System Criteria Group Cross-walk (Table 3-2) identifies the reports that provide additional information for referenced architecture products.



6. Does the requirement reference TV-1?  If No, go to Step 7.



a. Access System Entity to Technical Service Area report - The System Entity to Technical Service Area Report (Appendix F, tab SE by TS) lists System Entity by Technical Service Area.  Find the System Entity being evaluated in the report and the associated Technical Service Area. 



b. Access TV-1 checklist Report – Using the Technical Service Area identified in the previous step, find the technical standards in the TV-1 Checklist Report (Appendix C).  The checklist is used to identify those standards that must be evaluated for system compliance. 



c. Record “Y” for each technical standard met – In the TV-1 checklist, record “Y” in the Technical Standard Met column for each technical standard that is met.  If all applicable technical standards are met, then the TV requirement for the system being assessed can be marked as “Compliant.”



7. Is criterion “Not Applicable?”  If the requirement does not apply to the system being assessed, select “Not Applicable” in the Domain/System Owner Assessment or Evaluator Assessment column. 



a. Record Explanation - If the Domain/System owner or evaluator determines the requirement to be “Not Applicable,” then an explanation must be recorded in the Domain/System Owner Explanation or Evaluator Comments column. Go to step 9.



8. Is criterion “Non-compliant?”  



a. Record “Non-compliant” - If the system does not meet the requirement, select “Non-compliant” in the Domain/System Owner Assessment or Evaluator Assessment column.  



b. Record explanation and costs to become compliant (optional) - The Domain/System Owner or evaluator may choose to provide an explanation and cost estimates to achieve compliance in the Domain/System Owner Explanation or Evaluator Comments column.



c. Record “Compliant” - When the requirement is met, select “Compliant” in the Domain/System Owner Assessment or Evaluator Assessment column.



9. All requirements assessed?  If No, then repeat requirement review steps 4 through 9.  If all requirements have been reviewed and assessed, the Domain/System Owner or evaluator may proceed to the Business Management Self-Assessment/Evaluation (section 5.3). If Yes, then proceed to Business Management Self-Assessment/Evaluation process.  


4.3 Business Management Self-Assessment/Evaluation



The Domain/System Owner and evaluator will use the same process to complete the Business Management Self-Assessment/Evaluation.  The Domain/System owner shall complete the self-assessment, and BMSI or an evaluating organization shall complete the evaluation.  The Business Management criteria represent the external compliance requirements and business functions that must be implemented as system functions.  This will be accomplished by continuing to work with the Requirements Criteria Group Report.  The system owner will complete the assessment and explanation columns within the Requirements Criteria Group Report described by Table 3-3.  The Domain/System owner will complete the “Domain/System Owner Assessment” column and the “Domain/System Owner Explanation” column.  The evaluator will complete the “Evaluator Assessment” column and the “Evaluator Comments” column.  The Business Management Self-Assessment/Evaluation process is presented in Figure 4-4 and summarized below:
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Figure ‎4‑4 Business Management Assessment/Evaluation


Assessment Steps:



1. Access the Requirements Criteria Group Report – The Domain/System owner begins the Business Management Self-Assessment by accessing the Requirements Criteria Group Report (Appendix A). 



2. Filter on System and Technology Criteria Group - Filter the Criteria Group column by selecting Business Management. This leaves only the criteria that are specific to business management. 



3. Filter on System Entity Column - The report must be filtered on the System Entity Column by selecting the System Entity mapped to the system being assessed. This will group all the criteria associated with the system entity, system functions, and the underlying requirements. 



4. Is requirement available for evaluation?  If the “Available for Evaluation” column indicates “Available,” proceed to step 5.  Otherwise, if the column indicates “Not Available,” go to step 8.



5. Review and Assess Business Requirement – The Domain/System owner shall review the requirement description to determine the assessment rating.  Each applicable requirement will be rated as “Compliant,” “Non-compliant,” or “Not Applicable.” In many cases, the requirement will reference an architecture product. The System Criteria Group Cross-walk (Table 3-2) identifies the reports that provide additional information for referenced architecture products.



6. Is criterion “Not Applicable?”  If the requirement does not apply to the system being assessed, select “Not Applicable” in the Domain/System Owner Assessment column. 



a. Record Explanation - If the Domain/System owner determines the requirement to be “Not Applicable,” then an explanation must be recorded in the Domain/System Owner Explanation column. Go to Step 8.



7. Is criterion “Non-compliant?”  



b. Record “Non-compliant” - If the system does not meet the requirement, select “Non-compliant” in the Domain/System Owner Assessment column.  



c. Record explanation and costs to become compliant (optional) - The Domain/System Owner may choose to provide an explanation and cost estimates to achieve compliance in the Domain/System Owner Explanation column.



d. Record “Compliant” - When the requirement is met, select “Compliant” in the Domain/System Owner Assessment column.



8. All requirements assessed?  If No, then repeat requirement review steps 4 through 8.  If all requirements have been reviewed and assessed, the Domain/System Owner will provide the self-assessment to the evaluating organization.  If Yes and you are a Domain/System Owner, proceed to provide self-assessment results to the evaluator.  If Yes and you are an Evaluator, proceed to Make Approval Decision process.



4.4 Make Approval Decision



The Make Approval Decision flow is provided by Figure 4-5.  The Approval Decision is based on passing one of three tests.  These tests will be discussed in the steps following the flow diagram. 
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Figure ‎4‑5 Make Approval Decision



Make Approval Decision steps:



1. Mandatory Requirements Met?  If all Mandatory requirements are met, the system passes.  Go to step 4. 



2. “Pass Threshold” (80%) Met?  If not all Mandatory requirements are met, the Evaluator Weighted Score can be used to make an approval decision.  If the Evaluator Weighted Score is eighty percent (80%) or greater, the system passes.  Go to step 4.



3. Is risk and ROI of change acceptable?  If the previous two tests do not pass, then the Domain/System Owner can submit a risk analysis and return on investment (ROI) for becoming compliant.   If the evaluator determines that the risk and ROI are acceptable, then the system passes.   



4. Make Approval Decision – If at least one of the three previous steps results in a pass, then the system can be approved.  Otherwise the system is not approved.



5. Review Self-Assessment – Once an approval decision has been made, the evaluator will review the self-assessment submitted by the Domain/System Owner.  The evaluator will document any discrepancies between the self-assessment and the evaluation.



6. Provide Approval Decision and Feedback – Once the evaluator has made an approval decision and reviewed the self-assessment, the approval decision and self-assessment feedback will be provided to the Domain/System Owner.  The feedback will contain the Requirements By Criteria Group Report as updated by the evaluator during the evaluation phase. This will allow Domain/System owners to develop plans and cost estimates for resolving any Non-compliance issues.



5 System Assessment Process Maintenance



As the FMEA and FMEA compliance requirements mature, the reference materials and reports that the System Assessment process utilizes will be updated.  The reference materials and reports provided with this document are based on Integrated Build 10b.  In addition, the process discussed in this document must be maintained and synchronized with the FMEA as a part of the overall governance structure.



6 System Assessment Tools



Initially, the reports described by this document will be used when executing the processes and procedures described within this document. Feedback from these reports will be reflected in refinements to the spreadsheets and associated processes. 



Other tools can be considered that would automate substantial elements of the process described within this document. The tasks listed below will need to be performed in moving to an automated tool.



1. Accept the criteria established within this document and related processes. This acceptance would validate the criteria as the basis for populating an automated tool with FMEA criteria.  



2. Update the criteria based on ongoing reviews by OV, SV, TV, and Transition Planning teams.



3. Meet with tool vendors on use of their tool. These meetings would address the following areas:



a. Applicability of the tool to the assessment using established criteria.



b. Population of the tool with the criteria (e.g., DOORS extracts).



c. Required enhancements and/or customization the tool.



d. Process changes associated with using the tool (e.g., information collection).



e. Timeframe for tool availability.



4. Select automation tool.



5. Develop and/or customize tool per item 2(c) above.



6. Pilot the tool.



7. Use the tool going forward for FMEA assessments.
