PROVIDE CUSTOMER SERVICE
TASK:   Prepare evacuation briefing giving possible entitlements for a CONUS, Limited Evacuation.

OBJECTIVE:  Emergency evacuation

Determine proper evacuation procedures based on message traffic and current regulations. Provide information on entitlements at safe haven location.

SITUATION:  You have just been notified that Minot AFB had been evacuated due to severe winter storm (limited evacuation).  Approximately 300 people at your location are stationed there and have dependents that may have been evacuated.  The evacuation order allowed dependents to travel up to 200 miles south or east and remain for two days.  Shipment of household goods and extra POV’s was not authorized.

ACTION:  You have been asked by the command staff to prepare and schedule a briefing for the deployed personnel assigned to Minot who’s dependents may have been affected.  Prepare a talking paper covering the possible entitlements (with references) that may be authorized. 

SCRIPT:  Hi, I’m Sgt Yu from the Command Staff.  The Commander just got a message in that Minot AFB had to be evacuated a few days ago due to a terrible winter storm.  Everyone was told to evacuate no more than 200 miles south or east of the base.  As you may be aware, we’ve got about 300 Minot folks here TDY and they’re pretty concerned about their families.  The commander wants you to brief them on any entitlements they may be authorized.  A talking paper will do fine.

RESPONSE:  Dependents are entitled to transportation of one round trip by POV no more than 200 miles each way.  6054, B: Evacuated dependents are authorized a per diem allowance under the lodgings plus per diem system for each day they are in an evacuation status.  (Actual expense allowances described in Chapter 4, Part C, do not apply to an evacuation.)  The lodgings plus per diem system consists of a lodging allowance and M&IE allowance.  For an explanation of the items of expense the per diem allowance is intended to cover, see Appendix A definition of "Per Diem Allowance" and par. U4125.  The maximum lodging reimbursement for a dependent family is the actual total daily lodging cost incurred by the family, not to exceed the sum of the daily lodging portion of the locality per diem rate authorized for each dependent concerned.  In general, the lodgings plus per diem system rules in par. U4125 apply to evacuated dependents.  Because many such evacuated dependents stay with friends or relatives while at a safe haven, it isn’t that the rule in par. U4125-A1d applies to them.  That is, if an evacuated dependent stays with friends or relatives while at a safe haven, no cost for lodging is allowed, whether or not any payment for lodging is made to the friend or relative.  This restriction doesn't apply when the dependent leases a house, apartment (i.e., lodgings) from a friend or relative with a bona fide, standard written lease, in those instances when the friend or relative concerned doesn't jointly occupy the leased house or apartment.  Each evacuated dependent is authorized the M&IE portion of the per diem allowance even if not authorized the lodging portion of the per diem allowance for any given day.  (See computations in sub par. G).  The availability or use of a Government mess or an open mess has no effect on per diem allowances for dependents even though such facilities may be or are used without charge to the dependent.  Per Diem allowances payable under this paragraph may be paid in advance.
