

















CUSTOMER EDUCATION








TASK:  Provide customer education on blanket purchase agreements (BPA)





OBJECTIVE:  Evaluate the contracting officer’s review of an acquisition situation to purchase water and knowledge of appropriate instruments to put in place to preclude numerous small purchases.





SITUATION:  The Services OIC, Lt Sara Hatter comes to the contracting office asking how to purchase bottled water.  She informs the CCO that the ADVON team used the SF 44 to purchase water, and several other times water was purchased this same way.  Lt Hatter states that the requirement will be continuing until the Host Nation lives up to the Support Agreement and starts providing the water to the U.S. Forces.  Based on the unknown of how many personnel will be rotating in and out, the exact quantities and delivery dates are not known and will likely vary from time to time.

PROPS:  NONE





NOTE:  The contracting officer should assess the situation and determine that since the exact requirement is unknown as to quantities, dates, duration, etc., that a BPA is the most appropriate instrument to make these purchases and avoid unnecessary repetitive small purchases with SF 44s, purchase orders, etc..  The CCO should ask the Lt to provide a written request via email or hard copy, requesting to establish a BPA and list the sizes, estimated quantities, etc., of the requirement.  The CCO should also explain about funding the BPA via AF Form 616 and direct her to FM to execute this action.  Lt Hatter should also be informed that contracting will need a delivery location and a list of personnel authorized to place calls against the BPA and that contracting will providing the necessary training once the individuals are identified.
