The Deployed Civil Engineering Commander has identified a need for more sturdy hygiene facilities for 5000 deployed personnel and has generated a funded purchase request for this requirement.  The facility is to be built as soon as possible.  The CE customer has brought in drawings and specifications, and a funded AF Form 9.  Civil Engineering has also located two sources that can complete the project.

GENERAL SPECIFICATIONS

CONSTRUCT BUILDING TROOP SHOWER STALLS AND LATRINES

Project # SSL-001

PROJECT INFORMATION:   Applicable provisions of the contract clauses of the contract will govern work under each section of the specifications.

PROJECT SCOPE:  Provide all necessary labor, materials, transportation and equipment to construct building for latrines and shower stalls to support 5000 personnel.

PROJECT DESCRIPTION:  Construct concrete footings with steel canopy, and metal roof.

DEMOLITION:

1. Clear all brush to accommodate a 25 ft wide x 100 ft long open pavilion.

STRUCTURAL INSTALLATION:
1. Excavation and set up forms for a 25 ft wide x 100 ft long canopy.  Excavate for concrete footings shall be three feet deep by two feet wide by two wide.  Footings dhall have six inches of compacted selective fill.

2. Trenching for concrete footing bracing shall be 1ft wide x 2 ft deep with six inches of compacted fill.

3. Reinforced steel for concrete columns shall be two each ¾ inch thick rebar on bottom and two each ¾ inch rebar on top with 3/8 inch thick rebar stirrups in each footing.

4. Reinforced steel for concrete footing bracing beam hall be two each ¾ inch thick rebar on bottom and two each ¾ inch rebar on top with 3/8 inch rebar stirrups 16 inch on center.

5. Concrete shall cure for a mjnimum of 7 days before any construction can be done on concrete footings.

6. Construct a new all metal/steel canopy 25 ft wide x 100 ft long x 12 inch high.  Canopy shall have 4 inch x 4 inch metal columns and metal purloins.
