TASK:  IDENTIFY THAT A SERVICES CONTRACT IS THE APPROPRIATE 





OBJECTIVE:  The CCO has been made aware by the customer that an RFP needs to be prepared for a base shuttle service. 


-The CCO should review the Form 9


-The CCO should review the SOW


-The CCO should write a contract for services (SF 33 or SF1449)


-Did Sec C include the Statement of Work? 


-Did Sec G include the accounting and appropriation data?  


-Did Sec J list attachments by title, date and number of pages? 


-Did section M include evaluation factors? 


-Were options and clauses included? 


-Were the invoicing procedures explained? 





SITUATION:  The ADVON team left information for the CCO that a shuttle bus service contract needs to be written.  They could not get it done before they departed.  They have left the SOW and a AF Form 9 so that the current CCO’s could complete it ASAP.  Transportation comes in and states that they have a meeting with the commander now to review the contract and once the commander has given it the ok they will bring it back.  The evaluator will then check the RFP to make sure the CCO’s have enough knowledge to write an RFP.

STATEMENT OF WORK








SECTION C-1     General





1.1 Scope of Work.  The contractor shall provide all personnel, equipment, tools, materials, supervision and other related items and services necessary to provide transportation of military troops to and from their duty section.  The contractor shall perform to the standards in this contract.  The estimated quantities for work are listed below: 


	a.  Estimated kilometers:  25 (each way)


	b.  Estimated number of personnel to be transported:  500


	c.  Estimated number of required buses:  3


	d.  Estimated number of routes:  6 





SECTION C-2 Personnel:





2.1 The contractor is required to provide a contract manager who shall be responsible for the performance of the contract.  The contract manager shall have full authority to act for the contractor on all contractual matters relating to daily operations of this contract.  The contract manager shall be available during operating hours which is a 24 hour period.  The manager must be able to read, speak and understand English.  





SECTION C-3 CONTRACTOR FURNISHED PROPERTY





3.1 The contractor must furnish the approximate number of buses mentioned in 1.1.  These buses must conform to local safety and inspection regulations.  





3.1.1 The contractor shall provide operational equipment at all times.  The contractor shall have a formal preventative maintenance program on mileage or time to ensure that all vehicles are serviceable and mechanically safe.    





SECTION C-4 SECURITY REQUIREMENTS:





4.1 The contractor and his employees shall have access to the work site and U.S. controlled areas only during the performance of the contract.  Employee and Bus passes are required for entry into certain areas.





4.2 The employees must be trained in the use of a fire extinguisher and all other  safety and security equipment necessary in the performance of this contract.

SECTION C-5 PHYSICAL REQUIREMENTS:





5.1 The contractor agrees to remove from employment, any employee that is deemed by the Contracting Officer to be contrary to the public interest or to be inconsistent with the interest of military security.





SECTION C-6 SPECIFIC TASKS:





6.1 The driver shall have a current copy of the route schedule in their possession while performing on this contract.   The bus shall not arrive at any pickup point more than five minutes after the time designated on the route schedule.  





6.2 No bus shall depart from the scheduled stops or turnaround prior to the times specified on the route schedule.





6.3 The drive shall make all stops of the pick up/ delivery route regardless of delay.





SECTION C-7 SAFETY REQUIREMENTS





7.1 The contractor shall be responsible for the safe and careful performance of all work called for under this contract.  





7.2 Drivers furnished under the terms of this contract shall not be required or be tasked to drive more than eight hours in any twenty-four hour period.





7.3 Vehicle operators shall comply with all traffic laws and regulations.  Drivers shall comply with posted speed limits.  





7.4. The contractor shall use only those vehicles that are safe and mechanically sound which have been identified to the government.
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
