PROPRIETY OF FUNDS

TASK:   Identify type of funds needed for this project.

OBJECTIVE:  Correctly identify the funds required for this project, and provide proper data elements.

SITUATION:  The Services Office has come up with another proposal to boost morale on the base.  He wants to use the dining facilities 3 nights a week to run Bingo games.  Each participant would be charged $2 to play and $1 for every card they play.  What he wants from the finance office is information concerning the category of this activity, use of an existing facility, military personnel running the games on their off duty time, type of support for utilities, supplies, printing and reproduction, refuse collection, security protection, and fire protection.  He also wants to have a small snack bar serving chips, crackers, and soft drinks set up on those nights so that the players can buy refreshments.

ACTIONS:  Identify that Bingo games and snack bars are considered Category C-Revenue generating activities per AFI 65-106, Para 2.1.3 and Figure 2.1.  Their APF support is limited.  Military personnel can work in MWR activities during off-duty hours as NAF civilian employees as long as their salary is paid by NAFs and their total hours worked do not exceed 40 hours per week per AFI 65-106, Para 4.2. Utilities are authorized APF support in OCONUS operations per AFI 65-106, Attachment 1, Element 7a(2).  Supplies related to sale of merchandise or purchase of materials used to provide a paid service are not authorized APF support, NAFs would have to be used per AFI 65-106, Attachment 1, Element 30d.  Printing and reproduction work related to the sale of merchandise or services and collection of income are not authorized APF support per AFI 65-106, Attachment 1, Element 22a.  Refuse collection such as trash removal is authorized APF support per AFI 65-106, Attachment 1, Element 34.  Security protection and fire protection are authorized APF support per AFI 65-106, Attachment 1, Element 35.
