PROPRIETY OF FUNDS

TASK:  Identify circumstances appropriate for use of Official Representation Funds (ORF).

OBJECTIVE:  Be able to identify that ORF funds should be used and know proper data elements to utilize the ORF.

SITUATION:  The commander just discovered the Air Force Chief of Staff will be visiting next month to welcome the troops.  Retired General Powell will accompany him as a guest speaker.  Also, “Music Madness” -- a traveling Air Force band -- will be here to perform.  The commander knows of a small Equatorian orchestra he would like to perform with Music Madness.  Current plans are to have a dinner for these guests.  The commander considers this to be essential for morale of the troops and including a local orchestra will surely improve community relations.  General Powell has a normal speaking fee of $1,500 payable to the “Retired Top Dollar Competitor Association.”  The commander wishes to pay for the dinner and General Powell’s fee from his official representation funds (ORF).  He is very reluctant to use SMW funds.

REGULATION REFERENCES:

1.  Per AFI 65-603, para 1.2.1 and 2, Official Representation funds can be used to entertain parties of less than 30 people where not more than 80 percent of the guests are DoD personnel (Dinner for the Equatorian orchestra to promote community relations).

2.  AFI 65-603, para 3.3 specifies AF Chief of Staff as authorized to be entertained with ORF.

3.  AFI 65-601, Vol I, para 4.9.1 requires speaking fees in excess of $500 but less than $2,000 be approved by MAJCOM, FOA, DRU Commanders.
