














GOVERNMENT PURCHASE CARD (GPC) PROGRAM











TASK:  Execute simplified acquisition using the GPC





OBJECTIVE:  Demonstrate the ability to execute and record the purchase using the GPC program and make proper disposition of the funded AF Form 9.





SITUATION:  The contracting office is visited by the Base X Communications Squadron Commander and informed of a problem with a Mosler dual tumbler safe, containing classified communications equipment for flyers.  The previous communications personnel departed without changing the combination as required by AFI 205-1 and there is currently no one on site with the combination.  The previous rotation is unable to be contacted and the safe must be immediately opened, with no damage, by a certified locksmith.  Failure to make this happen will have a negative impact on flying personnel receiving the proper information and hinder sortie operations.  This happened previously to another Communications Officer who contacted the local locksmith and he came and opened the safe.  The vendor is the only authorized Mosler representative in the AOR and will not accept anything but a credit card because of past payment problems.  The bank charges the contractor 3% to make credit card transactions.  The contracting officer has received a verbal quote from the contractor in the amount of $375 U.S. dollars, plus 3% ($11.25) and the contractor is willing to be at Base X within 30-minutes to carry out the work.

PROPS:  AF Form 9








NOTE:  The contracting officer should advise the contractor to come out and carry out the services and once completed, charge the purchase with the GPC, to include the 3%.  The contracting officer should also cancel the funded AF Form 9 back to finance advising them the purchase was made with the GPC.
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
