a. $50,979K Baseline Fuel Price Increase:  Increase in fuel prices.
b. $1,840K SHADOW HARVEST:  Supports operational test and system integration of new weapon system in response to COCOM urgent need request.  Funds provide deployment and redeployment transportation, mission aircraft flying hours, and travel costs. ANG is involved as a host command, in partnership with Air Combat Command, for operational test, training, and employment.

c. $4,092K SCATHE View (Pacer Coin):  Supports GWOT equipment sustainment and integration of new capabilities in response to CENTCOM urgent need request and Katrina/Rita lessons learned.  Funds necessary support and repairs provided by prime contractor, or technical and programmatic support provided by System Program Office at Big Safari.

d. $18,792K $37,662K Joint Surveillance Target Attack Radar System (JSTARS) CLS Shortfall:  GWOT driven increase to meet USCENTCOM need per execution of JSTARS operations in OIF and OEF.  78.3% of flying hours flown by JSTARS support GWOT.  Funding supports integrated and comprehensive activities for JSTARS program reliability for GWOT operations including Contractor Logistics Support (CLS), Programmed Depot Maintenance (PDM) for Over and Above (O&A) impact for exceeding flying hour program, Supply Chain Management, Field Service Representative Support (FSR), Interim Capability for Airborne Networking (I-CAN), and International Maritime Satellite (INMARSAT) communications connectivity.  All activities will be executed under the JSTARS prime vendor CLS contract.
e. $2,250K JSTARS GMTI  PED TRAINING:  Enables sharing of subject matter expertise on Joint Surveillance Target Attack Radar System (JSTARS) Ground Moving Target Indicator (GMTI) data with members of the USAF and the US Intelligence Community (IC) for effective Processing, Exploitation, and Dissemination (PED) “reach back” operations.  For 15+ years, the USAF and DoD experts on GMTI operations have been located at the 116th Air Control Wing (116 ACW), Robins AFB, Georgia ANG.  116 ACW is the USAF’s Blended Wing for JSTARS operations, manned with Regular Air Force (RegAF) and Air National Guard (ANG) personnel supporting OIF and OEF since 9/11.  Specifically funds a 116 ACW/IN initiative to provide GMTI analytical training for USAF, DoD, and IC personnel and components.  Provides for SATCOM communications connectivity, automated data processing equipment upgrades (GMTI workstations), and 2x contractors for “schoolhouse” support.

a. $1,022K Tactical Air Control Party (TACP):  Provides modular equipment and mobile shelters for ANG Tactical Air Control (TAC) Operation Centers. Funds main operation center tents, Environmental Control Unit trailers, and life support tents as part of standardized deployment package.  This enables rapid tactical movements in conjunction with U.S. Army maneuver units prosecuting GWOT taskings.  Without funding, ANG TAC units will be unable to meet GWOT taskings for light, quick, lethal paradigm for Joint Total Force Close Air Support operations.  Furthermore, the TAC units must mesh with the present Army's campaign plan to become light, lethal and maneuverable.  If the imbedded TAC units are not supported sufficiently in this transition effort, they will no longer be able to effectively meet Close Air Support (CAS) taskings from the COCOM and JTF.

b. $5,422K Medium Altitude (Predator) Processing, Exploitation, and Dissemination (PED) Equipment Implementation for Indiana & Massachusetts ANG Distributed Common Ground Systems (AN/GSQ-272 SENTINEL) Operations:  Supports USAF Total Force Integration (TFI) unit sustainment and GWOT operations at Indiana Distributed Ground Site (DGS) and Massachusetts DGS.  Indiana ANG DGS Limited Operational Capability (LOC) begins in 1QFY08.  Massachusetts ANG DGS LOC begins in 3QFY08.  Funding permits these two ANG TFI units to continue support of USAF active component SENTINEL GWOT requirements via the concept of “Reach back”.
