ASA fighters, tankers and operations, maintenance, and support personnel are strategically positioned 
throughout the U.S. and Canada.  NORAD, under the command of the Commander U.S. Northern command (NORTHCOM), is charged with the aerospace warning and aerospace 
control missions for North America.  ASA is included in these mission sets.
